OYAMA SAYS

RUS

ARE SPLENDID FIGHTERS.

Japan May Demand Thlat no Warships Be
Built by Russia for Some Years--All
Quiet Along the From.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 26.—Gen-
eral Linevitch in a despatch dated

March 26 reports no change in the posi-"

tion of the armies.

An imperial order relieves General
Gripenburg from the command of the
second Manchurian army, but pemits
him to remain as aide-de<camp to the
emperor.

TOKIO, March 26.—The railway be-
tween Mukden and Kaiyuan has been
restored and traffic resumed. The rail-
way bridge across the Hun river has
not yet been thoroughly repaired, and
traffic is still interrupted theres

GUNSHU PASS, March 26.—Every-
where along the front there is com-
plete and ominous quiet. No collisions
have been reported today.

A nurse arriving frgm Mukden today
states that the reports by Chinese of
{ll-treatment of Russian sick and
wounded after the evacuation of Muk-
den are entirely unfounded. The Jap-
anese treated all who fell into their
hands in the most kindly manner and
gave the nurse permission to return to
the Russian army. .

YINKOW, March 22, 2 p. m., via Tien
Tsin, March 26.—Field Marshal Mar-
quis Oyama today gave his first inter-
view since coming .into the field. He
refused to discuss the probability of
peace.

“I am only a soldier,” he eaid; ‘not
a politician.  The Japanese govern-
ment will arrange terms of peace when
the time comes. We were forced to
fight this war in the interests of inter-
national peace and for the safety of
our country. Personally I have a high
regard for the Russians. They are
soldiers. The officers and men are
brave and able and have fought well.
During the war between China and
Japan I was the commander of the
army which captured Port Arthur.
With a division and ‘a half of troops
we took the city in five hours. The
result this time shows the wonderful
difference bétween the Russians and
the Chinese, with whom we had: pre-
vious experience. But our -army, both
soldiers and officers, performed their
duty as Japan knew they would. T
was minister of war for Japan for six—|
teen years, during which time conscrip-
tion laws were passed. I have closely
watched the making of the Japanese
army, which has proved what I say,
that the officers and the men Rave ful-

filled every hope, as I believed they
would in the older days when the Jap-
anese army was composed of the Sam-
uri, professional fighting men. The
modern army was drafted from all
classes, yet all our hopes have been
fully realized by the work this army
has done in actual war.”

Field Marshal -Oyama declined to dis-
cuss the future movements or plans
of the Japanese army. He intimated
that he was ready to continue the war
as long as necessary.

Despite the reports to the contrary,
Field Marshal Oyama’s health is ex-
cellent. With his staff he is comfort-
ably quartered“in fine Chinese houses,
placed at his disposal by the Chinese
viceroy.

PARIS, March 26.—It was stated in
diplomatic quarters here today that
among the conditions of peace which
Japan might ask would be that Rus-
sia give a pledge to build no more war-
‘ships for a term of years. A diplo-
matic official said that such a condi-
tion would be the most effective means
of assuring Japan against Russia’s
carrying out her cherished project of
naval rearmament for the renewal of
hostilities under better conditions than
those at present existing.,. It is well
known that Russia confemplates a
huge plan of naval rehabilitation.

SUEZ, March 26.—The whole of Vice
Admiral Negobatoff’'s squadron has
sailed southward.

SAN DAKATAN, British North Bor-
neo, March 23 (delayed in transmis-
sion).—The Japanese cruisers Kasagi
and Chitose and the auxiliary cruisers
America and Yamata arrived at La-
buan on March 18 and left the follow-
ing day. Vice Admiral Dewa was in
command. >

ST. PETERSBURG, March 27, 12.40
a. m.—A private letter written in Janu-
ary has been received here from an of-
ficer of Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky’s
squadron. . The writer describes the ac-

tivity - of the ships ‘in target practice’

and manoeuvring and the cruisers’ re-
connaissances eastward. Life aboard
the ships, the writer says, was very
uncomfortable owing to the immense
quantities of coal stored on the upper
deck in all the free spaces and owing
to the heat, which was inducing vari-
ous tropical diseases.

Rapidly.

Already Sections of Raliroad Are Sub-
merged and Schenectady Streets

Are Hooded.

SCHENECTADY, N. Y., March 27.—
The Mohawk river, which has been
gorged with ice at Hoffman's Ferry,
about six miles west of this city, to-
night overflowed into the Erie canal,
which runs parallel at this point, tear-
ing the embankment away for more
than 200 feet. Although the canal was
empty in less than an hour there was
a rush of water which flooded streets
in this city adjacent to the canal, tore
boats from their moorings and render-
ed several houses uninhabitable. Huge

cakes- of ice tore down several poles
carrying feed wires to the Rotterdam:
pumping station, which is dependent’

upon electrical power and from which"
the city obtaine its watér supply. An .

effort was made to start the auxiliary’

steam apparatus, but soon there was
over three feet of water in the boiler
pit, quenching the fires and leaving the
city with only gravity pressure. While
repairs were being made, this city was
left in darkness for
time.

New York Central trains were oblig-
ed to use the eastbound tracks,’ the
others being entirely under water, and
at 10 o’clock these, too, were'inundat-
ed. There have been no ‘trains from
the west since 7 o’clock, and two of the
New York Central’s fast trains are
held here.

A canal boat became wedged under
a drawbridge over which the Central
trains are obliged to pass and lifted it
so high that all traffic was cut off un-
til the boat was removed. Switching
engines are being used to transfer
trains on the Central across the bridge !
at Hoffman’s ferry to.the West Shore |
tracks on the other side, where no
damage has been done, and several'|
west bound trains have beer able to
resume in this manner.

A 20-foot gorze has formed at Hoff-
man’s ferry,
which has spread over the flats and
flowed around the gorge, which threat-
ens to break at any minute. The river
at .this point-is rising at. the rate of
siX ¥eet an hour, a record which. has
not been reached for eighty years.

EDUCATIONAL CLAUSES- OF THE AUTONOMY BILL

AS FIRST DRAFTED.

Clause 16 of the autonomy bill, in its
original form was as follows:

(1)  The provisions of section 93 of
the B. N. A, Act, 1867, shall apply to
the said province as if, at the date up-
on which this act comes into force, the
territory comprised therein were al-
ready a province, the expression “the
union” in the said section being taken
to mean the said date.

(2) Subject to the provisions of the
said section 93, and in continuance of
the principles heretofore sanctioned
under the N. W. Territories Act, it
is enacted that the legislature of the
said province shall pass all necessary
laws in respect of education, and that
it shall therein always be provided
(a) that a majority of the ratepayers
of any district or portion of the said
province, or of any less portion or
sub-division = thereof, by whatever
name it is known, may establish such
schools therein as they think fit, and
make the necessary assessments and
collection of rates therefor, and (b)
that the minority of the ratepayers
therein, whether Protestant or Ro-
man Catholic, may establish separate
schools therein, and make the neces-
sary assessment and collection of rates
therefor, and (c) that in such case the
ratepayers establishing such Protest-

| ant or Roman Catholic separate schools

shall be liable only to assessment of
such rates as they impose upon them-
selves with respect thereto.

(3) In the appropriation of public
money by the legislature in aid of
education, and in the distribution of
any moneys paid to the government
of the sald province arising from the
school fund establisfed by the Ddmin-
jon Lands Act, there shall be no dis-
crimination between the public
schools and the separate schools, and

such moneys shall be'applied to the
support of the - public ;and sdparate
schools in equitable shares or propor-

tionk

AS AMENDED.

The preoposed amendment is as fol-
lows :

Section 93 of the B. N. A, Act, 1867,
shall apply to the said province,.with
a subsiitute for sub-section 1 of 'said
section 93 of the following sub-section:

(1) Nothing in any such law shall
prejudicially affect any right or pri-
vilege with respect to separate schools
which any class of persons have at
the date of the passing of this act,
under the terms of chapters 29 and
80 of the ordinances of the Northwest
Territories, passed in the year 1901, -

(2) In the appropriation by the leg-
islature or distribution by the govern-
ment of the province of any money
for the support of schools organized
and carried on in accordapce with
said chapter 29 or any act passed in
hamendment thereof or in substitution
thereof, there shall be no discrimina-
tion againet sohools of any class de-
lcribed{, in the said cha,ptex; 29,

(8) Where the expression “by law”
is employed in Sub-section 3 of the
said section 93, it shall he held to
mean the law as set out in the said
chapters 29 and 30, and where the ex-
pression “‘at the union” is employed

CLEVELAND, O., March 27.—Unless
the higher court interferes, Mrs, Cas-
sie L. Chadwick will spent the greater
part of the next ten years in fhe Ohio
state penitentiary.

A sentence of ten years was imposed
upon her by. Judge Robt. W. Taylor,
in the United States district court at
b o’clock this evening. The sentence
came at the close of a busy day for
the court in hearing arguments on .a
motion for a new _trial, which lasted
all day. The motion was overruled. .

Mrs. Chadwick was convicted upon
seven counts and sentenced upon six
counts. For four of these counts a
sentence of' two years each was im-
posed. Upen twe counts a sentence of
one year each wao imposed, making a
total sentence of ten years.

Mrs. Chadwick was not particularly
affected by the action of the court.
Seemingly .she had resigned herself to
any action.

‘When - ordered to stand up and re-
ceive the sentence, Mrs. Chadwick was
assisted to her feet by Deputy U. S.
Maypshal Clobitz. The court asked -if
she had anything to say why sentence
should not be pronounced.

“I have something to say,” she said
“but I-would like to. consult with my
attorney  first.”

“You may do so, but it must be im-
mediately,” the court enjoined her, !‘if
you have anything to say you must
say it now.”™

Mrs. Chadwick said there was noth-
ing she cared to say - herself. - Her at-
torneys made no appeal to the court
and sentence was immediately imposed.

J. P. Dawley of counsel for Mrs.
Chadwick took exceptions to the sent-
ences upon each count; except the first.
The defense intends to m i the claim |
that the.court cannot imy a. separ- |
ate sentence for each count ‘that the
law applies to the general charge in-
stead of each incident of a general
charge. The various counts of the in-
dictment are considered by the defense
to refer only to details of the general
offense.

Either - Judge Francis J. Wing or
Mr. Dawley will go to Cincinnati to-
morrow to make arrangements for a
review of the case by the U. 8. court
of appeals.” The first step will be to
ask for a stay of sentence until the
appeal -is tried out. There was an un-
derstanding with U. S. Marshal Chand-
ler, U. 8. Attorney ' Sullivan and the
court today that there would be no at-
tempt to _execute - the sentence  until
the defense had an opportunity  to
carry the case to the higher court and
there obtain .a suspension of the sent-
ence. Mrs. Chadwick will be defended
sto the last court.

No action will be taken by U. 8. At-
torney Suilivan regarding the other six
indictments against Mrs. Chadwick in
the federal court until the present case
is finally disposed of. If the present
case and sentence is sustained by the
last court the other cases will be drop-
ped, otherwise they will be used against
the woman.

The action of the court today finally
closed the Chadwick case so far as
the Cleveland court is concerned, un-
less :the unexpected happens and the
highér court discharges the woman or
orders a new trial.

Mrs. Chadwick was indicted by the
U. 8. grand jury at a special session on
seven eeparate charges, each relating
to her connection with the failure of
the Citizens’ National Bank of Ober-
lin, of which the late C. T. Beckwith
was president and A. B. Spear cashier.
Both the president and cashier were
L jointly indicted with the woman, who
borrowed thousands of dollars of the
bank’s money. She was convicted@ un-
der the indictment, in which she was
-charged with conspiracy with Beck-
with and Spear to ocertify her checks
when sHe had no,money in the bank.
This is a tramsaction prohibited by the
'government for the protection of the
deposltors @nd stockholders of a na-
tional bank. .

FREDERICTON, N. B, March 22.—
The house met at three o’clock.

The house went into committee on
the bill respecting life and accident in-
surance.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said quite a num-
ber of changes were desirable and it
was thought better to frame'a new bill
which will apply to contracts already
existing as well as those to be made in
the future. The leading idea of the bill
is that insurance belongs to the man
who insures and he’ may change the
‘beneficiary where no consideration has
passed. Another provision is that suits
may .be brought againgt the company
in the province regardlessg of where the
head oftice of the company may be.
The application of the insured is no
longer to be considered part of the
contract and the statements in it that
are not cortect shall not void the pqlicy
unless the, court considers it material
to the contract.
the bill is that if a policy has been ef-
fected: and premiums paid. by: the ine
sured with.intent.to defraud his credi>
tors, the.creditor shall be entitled %o
recelve out of the sum. .secured . én
amount . equal to. the premiiums paid..:

But. if we ' wish
to have emigration we must
have industries 80 that the
people can obtain employment when
they come here, If the industries which
are to be developed by the Grand

The
glowing charm with which He began
his speech was almost convincing, but
towards the close he became petulant
end boastful. Mué¢h-has been said in
this house about the development of
the Grand Falls:.-water power.
members of the ‘government boast ‘as
though they had created the falls and
contributed that great: naturfal  re-
source to the province. They dertve
consolation from the fact that a com-
pany which has been given great privi-
leges at the falls.have made the ne-
cessary deposit as required by law. I
shall be very glad teo sée “this enter-
prise carried to a successful issue.

The premier took much credit to him-
self that he required the report of the
auditor general to be published within
two months after the close of the fis-
cal year. If the report were intelli-
gible to the ordinary mind this would
undoubtedly be a good thing, but as
a matter of fact the auditor general’s
report is so intricate that the mem-
bers of the government themselves can
scarcely glean therefrom the true state
of the province's finances. The pre-
mier’s reference to the bye-elections
was particularly belligerent. I shall
not discuss the question except to re-
fer briefly to those in Westmorland
and Carleton. I should not' have ad-
verted to this at all had the premier
not in a moment of anger attacked
ug last night. “We in Carleton county
would have been glad  to have
allowed the . new  solicitor gen-
eral to have taken his honors un-
opposed, to show our esteem of him as
a gentleman and a man well thought
of in the country. But because we did
this we are accused of cowardice by
the premier who says that we dare not
put up a fight." Generosity seems lost
on the premier and the gentlemen op-
posite, and-I can -tell -him here and
now that we will not .treat him nor
the government so génerously another
time. I am ready to meet the govern-
ment in a fair fight at any time and

‘tell the premier and the government

that whenever the congtituency of Car-
leton is again open it will be no walk-
over for the government candidate. In
the future we in that county will give
them all the fight they want.

In regard to the questlon of educa-
tion, it is one thing to talk glowing
generalities and another to do some-
thing of importance to better the sys-
tem. As & matter of fact, the ex-
penditure last year on education was
$9,000 less than the year before. It is
offered in explapation that 400 country
schools were, closed. That ls not cre-
ditable to the government

The premier . pugxeata that the coun-
ty fund be increased. I would sug-
gest that the government restore the
10 per ecent. it took away from the
teachers a few years ago.

The premier seems to be havlng a
good deal of trouble with the govern-
nient at Ottawa to- secure the rights
of the province and he tells us of the
great courage the governmernt have
exhibited in pressing the c¢laims of
the province. A glance at the audi~
tor general’s report will show that hon,
members of the government can afford
to be courageous and I have no doubt
the¥ will continue to be courageous so
Iong as the provincial revenue holds
out. 4

Two striking things appear in the
St. John Telegraph of yesterday: a
picture of the premler, which was a
fairly good likeness, and a statement
that the country hae a surplus of $15,-
000, which is entirely incorrect. Since
that journal received about  $80,000
from the provincial treasury quite re-
cently, we all understand the joke. . On
page 5 of the auditor’s report we find
the met debt of the provinee given as
$3,415,634.62 at the end of the past fis-
cal year, as compared with a net debt
of~$8,218,946.08 the previous year and
$3,074,140.93 in 1902. This shows an 'in-
crease in 1908 of $137,805.10, and an in-
crease of $201,688.60 last year over the
yvear previous. Last year was notable,
too, as producing the largest revenue
the ‘province’ every enjoyed, ‘yet not-
withstanding this buoyant and immense
revenue, we find this government’pil-
ing up the debt. CGoing back over the
financial reports, we find that the net
debt of the province has increased dur-
ing the ten years from 1893 to 1902 at
an average rate of $01,856. In 1903 the
debt was piled up some $137,805, while
last year, 1904, the sum of $201,688 was
added. to the debt of the province.
These figures are alarming. They are
worthy of thought by gentlemen on
the oppgpite side of the house. Under
the present administration, with a
large Increase in revenue, yet the debt
is going up at a tremendous rate,

Ther }ovemment claim a surplus of
from $10,000 to $40,000 every year, the
debt of the province increases every
year from $99,000 to $210,000, and last
year the government paid the bank
$15,000 interest on overdrawn account.

An examination of ' Mr.

The:

.!t would be of extreme interest to the
‘country..to know what the government
"does with the surplus claimed from

year to year.

“We find that $30,000 was advanced to
the Central Rallway last year, and
had $200,000 in bonds guaranteed. The
utility of this is a great question to
many competent men in the provinoce.

1 shall show that instead of a $15,000
surplus, the province has really a de-
ficit of $150,000.

Under the dead of executive govern-
ment we have a truly remarkable
showing. The statement is something
like this: Hon. F. J. Sweeney, $660;
Hon. Wm. Pugsley, $2,100; travelling
expenses, -$400; settling succession du-
ties, “$1,540; expenses to Ottawa and
London, $4,579; total, $9,120.

Premier Tweedle, salary  $2,100;
travelling expenses, $1,105; salary as
surveyor general, $860.
Dunn, surveyor general, $650;
ling expenses, $315. Hon. H. A. Mc-
Keown, $441. Hon, C. H. Labillois,
salary, $1,700; travelling expenses, $1,-
433. Hon. L. P. Farris, salary, $1,700;
travelling expenses, $600. Sessional in-
demnity of six members of government,
$3,000. Coach hire for members exe-
cutive, $693. A agrand total of $24,066.
This is equal to over - $80 a day for
every working day of the year and is
exclusive of the ammounts paid as hos-
pital commissioners or the travelling
expenses of the executive. The mem-
bers of the eéxecutive cost this pro-
vince over $80 a day last year for each
working day, and yet when the poor
farmers ‘of Carleton Co., whose crops
had been ruined Dy storms two years
in succession applied for relief to as-
sist them to procure seeds, th@ paltry
sum of §160 was all that was sent them,
and I am glad to say that the
farmers had spirit enough to wunani-
mously vote to/send the money back,
which was done,

Mr. Flemming referred to this de-
crease in the production of cheese and
wheat and concluded his speech as fol-
lows: /

Last evening the premier threw
acfoﬂs the floors of this house chal-
lenges to the members of the opposi-
tion to repeat in the house statements
we make in the country school houses.
I will tell the hon. member that any
statement I make 'in the country re-
garding public affairs I am prepared
to stand by in this house or elsewhere,
I state what I belféve to be the truth
regarding provincidl matters and at
any time.

FREDERICTON, March 24—The
house met at three o’clock. After the
preliminary business was finished the
order of the day was called and Hon.
‘W. P. Jones, solicitor general, took up
the discussion of the budget.

The order of the day being called,
Hon, Mr, Jones said—Before entering
into a consfdération of the financial af-
fairs of the province, in reply to the
hon. member from Carleton, I would
like to refer at some length to the re-
cent election in Carleton Co. in respect
to which I have been attacked. I feel
that as this is the first opportunity that
has been afforded of dealing with this
subject, it is due to mysélf, to the
members of the: government and the
members of this house, that I should
state fully what occurred in connection
with the Carleton election so far as
the facts came under my 6wn observa-
tion. This is the more necessary as it
is a matter In regard to which false
reports have been published. The hon.
member from Carleton who spoke yes-
terday was pleased to make certain re-
ferences to myself personally and I
thank him for them, but I understand
that when the question of opposing me
‘was referred to him, his opinion was
that I should be opposed if I could be
defeated, but if not that there should
be no opposition. In other words, to
defeat me if they could do it. I may
say that when my appointmént as a
member of the government was made
known it was well received in Carle-
ton Co. I had assurances from leading

travel-

‘members of the opposition that they
:would give me their support.

And I
would like to say here at the outset
that I do not think that the hon. mem-
ber who spoke yesterday had anything
to do with the candidature of Mr.
Simms, I:fear that I cannot say as
much for his colleague, whom I regret
is not in his place. When I teturned
to Woodstock after my appointment
he was there endeavoring to
work up opposition to me. I am
told that he was at a meeting
of the leaders of the opposition who
decided that I was not to be opposed.
Then he went to McAdam Junction
with two of hig friends to meet the
leader of the opposition, and had a
conference with him, and he was told
that I was not to be opposed.

Hon. Mr. Jones—How could money
be used when the offer was that there
should be no election if I agreed to his
terms? . This statement has been pub-
lished and Mr. Simms has not.denied
that he made it.

Mr. Smith—No one ca.n say that Mr.
Simms offered to let Mr. Jones go in
without a contest.

Hon. Mr. Jones—You seem to be
thoroughly conversant with all Mr.
Simms’ movements and ideas. I court
the fullest investigation into all the
circumstances connected with this mat~
ter and if it can be shown that I was
aware of any -unfair methods in con-
nection with this election I will not oen-
1y resign my seat, but my position in
the government.

OITAWA, March 22. — Commencing
today, the house will, it is confidently
expected, settle down to the transac-
tion of sessional business, and apart
from the torrenté of windy words on
the séhool clauses of the autonomy
bill, will be henceforth a Ppractical body
of legislators.

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DEATH OF CAPT. 8. F. SCOTT.

Former Resident of Vanoouver Killed
at Vietoria,

(Vancouver World.)

Word was received here yesterday of
the death, as the result of an accident,
of Captain Samuel F., Scott, a resident
of this city some years ago.

According to the advices received,
Captain Scott was struck by a loco-
motive in Astoria on Wednesday and
instantly killed. He attempted to cross
the track in front of the locomotive and
slipped, falling across the rails.

BOSTON MARKETS.

Scarce and no
Prospects That Output Will be

Spruce Lumber is

Increased.
e i ‘

BOSTON, March 24.—Not only is the
present supply of spruce ‘luntbéer inade-
quate to the growing and urgent de-
mand, but there are no prospects that
the output will be increased to any
considerable extent for quite a while.
The comparatively few winter mills
are running to extreme capacity, with
orders far ahead; and, if any special
and immediate want can be fillled at
once, the price is apt to be $1 above
the régular rate, The season in Main€
is unusually cold and backward, and
the prospect i1s that it will be very
late in April befor'e the spring mills
get started up so that lumber ship-
ments can be made by waler.

Reports from Maine state that all
the ‘important lumber camps of the
Kennebee system have closed. The
Kennebec cut will fall shert of that of
the previous winter by & strong quar-
ter. The larger storage basins are in
better condition this year than ever
for holding water, and there will be
no necessity of taking chances with
the early freshet, but the logs can
safely be held back until the water
begins to fall. The quotations:

Arthur  Downes Does Not
Like the Government
There.

Employment is Restricted Under the
Present Laws—Railroad Trav-
elling is Cheap..

Arthur Downes, an English gentle-
man, who has spent. sixteen profitable
years in the sheep farming business in
New Zealand, is at the Royal

Speaking to the Sun, Mr, Downes
said the government was becoming too
socialistic to suit him, Neither the em-
ployer or the employed were in a sat-
isfactory position, although of course,
the laws are being made ostensibly in
the interests of the latter.

‘‘Under the stringent laws now in
force,” said Mr. Downes, ‘“‘employment
is restricted. An arbitration board,
which is a branch of the supreme
court, fixes the rate of wages that
must be paid for each class of work
and also regulates the number of hours
to be worked, and decides whether pay-
meént by the plece or a flat rate shall
prevail.”

Mr; Downes said the climate of New
Zealand was all that could be desired,
and the country is in a generally pros-
perous condition at the present time,
although deeply in debt. ‘Government
ownetship of railways he thought was
partly satisfactory, although graft was
rampant.

The public works of the country.
such as railroads are constructed by
what is known as the co-operative lab-
or system. For instance, if a railroad
is to be built, instead of awarding the
contract to one individual or company,
the work is given out in little parcels
to six or a dozen men. These men.are
supplied with tools by the government
and by this method the cost to the
country i{s much greater than by the
ordinary contract method.

Travelling by rallway can be done
very cheaply in New Zealand. As an

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PARLIAMENT.

OTTAWA, March 23.—The line of
cleavage between the government and
opposition was unmistakably drawn
by Borden yesterday when he planted
himself on the rock of provincial rights.

Fielding was put up to answer Bor-
den, and ke did so in a manner not
creditable to a statesman, but with
adroftness that a political leader at-
tains by long practice. Flelding’s ap-
peal was to race and religious prejud-
ice, under the cleak of assertion that
as the opposition could not form a cabi-
net to handle the school question, Can-
ada’s safety and permanency depend-
ed in keeping Laurier at the helm. In
his zeal Fielding slopped over and gave
Dr. Sproule of East Grey, who resum-
ed the debate this afternoon, a chance
to show that the finance minister and
the premier téok widely different views
in their arguments. Dr. Sproule avoid-
ed the legal points of the measure and
made a common-sense, business-like
presentation of his criticism of the bill.
He spoke first of the remarks made by

Mr. Fielding last night, at the conclus-:

ion of his speech, in regard to the in-
ability of the opposition to form any-
thing but a Protestant government.
This had sounded to him very much in
the nature of a threat, and it seemed
to have been done for the purpose of
holding his liberal followers together,
rather than foreshadowing the result
in the event of the bill being defeated.
All he (Dr. Sproule) could say was
that Mr. Fielding had a poor opinion of
the people of Canada, and that he did
not put any trust in the wisdom, good
sense, good judgment, forebearance,
generosity and enlightenment of Can-
adians. - (Conservative applause.) Gov-
ernments were thesresult of the feel-
ings of the country, and represented the
wisdom of the people, and he believed
that the people of Canada were equal
to any such task. He would not dis-
credit the intelligence either of the
Roman Catholics or the French in such
a way as to insinuate that they would
not be equal to the task. Mr. Fielding
had been the first one in the house to
say that the autonomy bill was a re-
ligious measure. The opposition
thought it was a provincial autonomy
bill for the purpose of giving to. the
Territories the same power to govern
themselves, to legislate with regard to
their own needs and to do the work of
government generally, which every oth-
er province in confederation possessed
at the present time. (Hear, hear.) Mr.
Fielding had said that it had been turn-
ed into a religious question. If that
wag the fact, who was to blame? Was
it the opposition? Had they introduc-
ed the feeling along 'religious or sec-
tarian or national lines? They had been
silent spectators of the introduction of
the bill, which promoted these acrim<
onious feelings. The prime minister
had been the first one in the house to
avail himself of the opportunity = to
make an impassioned address upon the
introduction of the bill. Instead of con-
fining himself as briefly as possible to
the measure, he had introduced the
elements of passion dnd referred to the
religious struggles in Canadian history
as far back as confederation. They were
all pressed into service for the purpose
of impressing upon the house the ne-
cessity for passing the. bill.. If there
was a passionate feeling in the coun-
try today the government was re-
sponsible.

Dr. Sproule held the floor till 5.45,
when he was followed by Paterson of
Brant, the “Big Thunder” of the cab-
inet. Mr. Paterson, dropping ' intg
Fielding’s tracks, used noisy rhetoric
instead of’ argument, and was conse-
quently applauded by all the follow-
ing every time he pounded the desk or
bellowed like a bull.

Dr. Sproule in the course of his
speech read the following letter in re-
ply to a request for opinion regard-
ing the school and land clauses of the
autonomy bill, made to one of theshigh-
est legal firms in Toronto:

“The right of the dominion parlia-
ment to impose restrictions upon the
provinces about to be formed in dealing
with the subject of education and sep-
arate schools, is, T think, not beyond
question. This would require more
consideration than I have been able
yet to give it, and must ultimately be
settled by judicial decision.

“I am asked, however, whether the
parliament is constitutionally bound to
impose any such restriction or whether
it exists ¢therwise, and I am of the
opinion ih the negative. It must be
borne in mind that I am concerned
only with the question of legal obli-
gation. What the parliament ought
to do or should do in the exercise of
any power which they may possess is
not within the province of counsel.
Such a restriction, I apprehend must
exist, or may be imposed, if at all,
under the provisions of sec. 93 of the
B. N. A. Act, 1867, and on the ground
ol their application to the provinces
now to be formed. ir that section ap-
rlies it would neem to require no enact-
ment of our parliament to give it ef-
fect, and if not, no such enactment,
80 far as I am aware, is otherwise made
necessary. Upon the whole, I am of
the opinion that section 93 does not
apply to the provinces now about to be
established. Its provisions would ap-
pear to be intended for, and confined
to, the then province and to the union
formed in 1887. There is not in any
yart of the northwest territories, as a
province, and right or privilege with
respect to denominational schools pos-
sessed by any class of persons created
by the province or existing at such
unfon, and a right subsequently estab-
lished by the dominion in the part now
about to be made a province does not
appear to me to come within the en-
actment.”

Monk, who followed up the debate,
scored Fielding for his flippant ac-
ceptance of the amendment to the
autcnomy bill and smashed Patter-
son’s argument that the federal par-
llament could impose whatever condi-
tions it desired on any province pre-
seat or prospective, Quebec had
25,000,000 acres of land of its own
which it wanted to be settled. Why,
he asked, ignore that province while
horrowing lands in the Northwest ?

Passing on, Monk read an extract to
show that in Canada as in the United
States, a school system was ‘adopted
that lacked religious instruction to the
detriment of the youth of the land. He
appealed to the house to give the Cath-
olic minority in the new provinces
power to educate their own children
In their own way, without paying a
double tax, as was imnosed across the
border, where liberty was supposed to
leign supreme.

The commons rose before midnight,

—

when Sifton . moved the adjom'nment
of the debate.

Sifton will support the bill up to the
hilt just as Fielding has done the job.

OTTAWA, March 24.—Laurier is a
happy man tonight, having today re-
celved the reeantation not only of the
Toronto. Globe, but. of Hon. Clifford
Sifton, the latter in his speech this
afternoon swallowing the autonomy bill
school clauses and all without a wry
face, but as he remarked, ‘without
enthusiasm.” ’

MR. SIFTON’S SPEECH.

Mr. Sifton in resuming the adjourn-
ed debate, upon the second reading of
the autonomy bill, remarked that it
was the irony of fate that a bill grant-
ing autonomy to the territories, in
which he had taken a great personal
interest, should be the cause of his
severing his connection with the gov-
ernment as a cahinet minister. In
making his explanation to the house
on the announeement of his resigna-
tion, he had stated that the educa-
tional clause had not been placed be-

fore him previous to being introduced

to the house. The same, however, did
not apply to the other ‘features of the
bill, and the criticisms of the prime
minister for not having consulted him
were not authorized. The subject had
been presented in the minds of him-
self and his colleagues during the last
three years and he had himself upon
various occasions given careful consid-
eration to all the important provisions
which had now become parts of the
bill. Before leaving Ottawa, about the
beginning of the year, he had placed
in writing, with sufficient fullness, all
the views which he took in regard to
the important features of the bill.
This had been placed in.  the
hands of ‘his colleagues and
he had alse had correspondence
with the premier in relation to them
during his absence. He had given his
advice to the prime minister to the
best of his ability, and in the main,
except as in regard to the question of
education, the bill now before the
house was substautially. the bill which
he had recommended. Omne of the
questions to be decided had been the
number pf provinces to be created.
Some had thought that only one should

be created, and others had favored a |

division into four. The questjon, how-
ever, was not one -of area, but of the
capacity of the land to support popu-
lation. If omnly one province were cre-
ated it would have -such a preponder-
ance that it would have to be wise to
make such an arrangement. The land
under consideration was capable of
sutaining population on almost every
acre, and the possible industries of the
west and north were so varied that
very different classes of local adminis-
tration would be needed. It was his
own idea that the dividing line should
have been about sixty miles farther
east than the bill provided. His col-
leagues, hofvever, had considered the
matter, and he had no doubt that
their conclusion would be found to be
supported by the best reasons. Ano-
ther feature of the boundary guestion
had been present to his mind ,and he
had seen no reason why the new pro-
vinces should not extend to the north-
ern boundary of the mainland of Can-
ada. It was always advisable that as
soon as possible the federal govern-
ment should divest itself of the local
government of its territories, and for
this reason he had thought it would
be well to extend the boundaries
northward. This was not an insuper-
able objection, however, because at
some future time, when it was thought
wise to do so, the extension could be
made.

Continuing Mr. Sifton supported the
government’s policy with reference to
the control of the public lands.

THE EDUCATIONAL CLAUSE. .

He had already stated that the edu-
cational clause of the bill, as original-
1y introduced, and some of the remarks
made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier were the
causes of his resignation from the gov-
ernment. He had nothing to add to
that statement now, except to say that
while his actions were in no sense'due
to a feeling of personal pique, yet he
did feel that Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
not been well advised in bringing this
clause to the house of commons with-
out first giving him an opportunity of
expressing his views upon it. He de-
sired to discuss the original section
and the amended section and give his
reasons which would actuate him com-
ing to a conclusion in support of the
bill or otherwise. He wés in the pecu-
liar position that he agreed much more
largely with Mr, Borden than he did
with his party leader, Sir Wilfred
Laurier, but the conclusion gt which
he had arrived would probably not be
that of Mr. Borden.

MR. BORDEN’S VIEWS.

He thought Mr. Borden was Wwrong
in his view that when they were con-
sidering legisiation which would bring
about a certain condition of affairs in
the Territories, they should shut their
eyes entirely to the educational pro-
positions before them. When the man on
the street saw both Sir Wilfrid and Mr.
Borden standing on the rock of the
constitution and coming to diametrical-
ly opposite conclusions he would natur-
ally say: ‘I cannot hope to understand
the law and the constitution, but I do
want to know what kind of schools
they are going to have in the North-
west.” (Liberal cheers.)

SCHOOLS IN THE NORTHWEST.

We wished, therefore, to describe the
kind of schools existing in the North-
west now and the kind of schools there
would be “when the bill was passed.
Mr. Sifton read the educational clause
in the act of 1875 and said under it a
complete dual system of schools fol-
lowed and as regarded the Roman Ca-
tholic separate schools the regulation
of text books and everything that per-
tained to them was practically under
the control of the Roman Catholic
board of education. The .legislature
then began to interfere. This went on
until 1892, when the tetal system was
entirely swept away and the present
system was established.

A UNIFORM CURRICULUM.

There was one normal and a uniform
normal training for all teachers.
There was a uniform curriculum and
course of study,
form t=xt book and uniform gqualifica-
tions for teachers. There was @
complete and absolute control of the
schools in regs d to government and
control by the simple secular authority
set up Ly the legislature. There was
complete secularizition
schools up to 3.30 o’clock, except when
the trustees desired that the schools
should be opened by the Lord’s Prayer.
There was distribution of the legisla~
tive grant according to the efficiency
of the schools. Wherever there were
public schools the Protestant or Ro-
man Catholic minority might organize
a separate school. But every separate

There were a uni-’

“of ‘all the

school  was ‘subject absolutely to all
the foregoing provisions. It was prac-
tically a public school. If the Protest-
.ants were in a minority_ their school
was called a separate school, but both
were public schools, and the same ap-
plied if the Roman Catholics were in
the minority. When the trustees were
Protestant there was Protestant teach-
ing from 8.30 to ¢, and vice versa where
the trustees were Roman Catholic.
The minister of justice had stated that
he accepted all the responsibility for
the drawing up of the educational
clause, and had said that the intention
was to continue the existing state of
affairs. But when the minister of
justic® gave instructions for the draw-
ing up of the clause, it was the inten-
tion of maintaining only the condi-
tions at present existing, either the
draftsman must have misunderstood
‘his instructions or must have possess-
ed a remarkable capacity for under-

standing things which were not in the

instructions.

WOULD RESIST BILL AS IT WAS
FIRST INTRODUCED.

But he was serious now and had
never been more serious, and declared
that he would join anybody in Canada
to resist the passage of the bill through
this house in the terms in which
it was first introduced. But they had
now before them a different proposi-
tion. One of the important things in
legislation of this kind was that it
should be legislation that everybody
could understand an@l he thought they
could understand the government's
proposal. What did the first sub-sec-
tion preserve. It preserved the right
of a Protestant or Roman Catholic
minority to have their schools a sep-
arate school in name, but a’ public
school in fact, and in a separate build-
ing if they wished, and it preserved
the right of the Roman Catholice to
have religious teaching from 8.30 to ¢
o'clock in the afternoon. The school
was a secular one from 9 o’clock to 3.30
and after that there could be religious
taaching for half an hour. A good
deal had been said in the press about
sub-section 2, which provided for gov-
ernment grants. He was not particu-
larly enthusiastic about sub-section1,
which provided for the establishment
of separate schools of any kind in the
Northwest. But if they were to hawe
a provision which allowed a separate
schoel to be established, surely they
ought aleo ‘to have a provision that
the separate school must have
the means of being ' an  effi-
cient school. (Government cheers.)

The effect of that clause was that
in case twenty years hence the pro-
vince of Alberta should undertake to
appropriate = $250,000 to complete and
equip a provincial university, a pro-
portionate amount of money would
have to be set aside in connection with
the separate school system. It would
be impossible to pass that clause and
allow it to go into effect without put-
ting a constitutional and irrevocable
earmark upon the public funds of the
Northwest Territories and upon $15,-
000,000 worth of public lands, and they
would compel the legislatures of these
provinces to divide that money and to
constitute in all probability one of
the greatest endowments of sectarian
education that had ever been propos-
ed. He had always been a very strong
party man and did not think that his
friends in past years had had any rea-
son to complain that he had been un-
willing. to take his share of the fight-
ing or to bear his ehare of the blame.
Sub-gsection 1 would be much more ob-
jectionable than it was if there were
no sub-sections. He admitted that this
was an interference with the rights of
the provinces, but it was an interfer-
ence only to the extent that when a
separate school absolutely and entire-
ly complied with thie clause they
could claim the government grant in
proportion to the efficiency which they
showed they possessed. Sub-section 2,
therefore, was the inevitable corollary
of sub-section 1.

THE CLAUSE ITSELF.

Proceeding, he declared that the tf-
fect of the clause which he was con-
sidering: was ° that there should be no
control by a clerical body, and the only
religious instruction would be from 3.30
to 4 o'clock. He thought he would be
justified in referring briefly to his own
position regarding the principles in-
volved in this discussion. He had a
record on this question, but he would
not introduce the subject now were it
not for the fact that it lent itself
somewhat to his argument. When in
Manitoba they undertook to remove a
school system which was inefficient to
the point of absurdity, they found
themselves confronted by many and
serious difficulties. The system abol-
ished in 1890 in Manitoba was preciszly
the system abolisked in the territories
in 1892, but the territories succeeded in
getting. through the reform with much
less difficulty and turmoil than did
Manitoba. It was admitted in Mani-
toba that the separate schools were
inefficient, and that was the ground
upon which they were attacked. The
government said. “You have taken the
public money and you have not applied
it for the purpose of giving the chil-
dren of Manitoba the education which
they should have.” The government
pointed out that where these schools
existed the children had grown up in
ignorance, and that fact could not be
denjed. There was ngQ use handling
people of that kind with kid gloves,
and if there was anything he was proud
of it was that he was one of those re-
sponsible for abolishing that system in
Manitoba in 1890. -(Some liberal
cheers).

He declared that Mr. Foster and his
friends wanted to re-establish an inef-
ficlent system and if they failed they
failed because the gentleman who led
the government at that time stood in
the way. (Liberal cheers and laugh-
ter.) "

Commissioners consisting of Sir Don-
ald Smith, Messrs. Dickey and Desjar-
dins were sent to Winnipeg to talk
compromise and these commissioners
were met by himself and his then col-
league, Mr. Cameron. He and his col-
league had made certgin proposals,
looking to a compromise, but they
could not compromise on the question
of the separation of children in the
school house. The offer was refused.
The commissioners Treturned to Ot-
tawa and the conservative government
undertook to proceed with the remedidl
bill. When the liberals came into of-
fice, Sir Wilfrid Laurier sent for the
Manitoba delegates to discuss the ques-
tion, and they pointed the offer which
had been made to Sir Charles Tupper’s
commissioners, and said that that was
the best they. could offer. The pro-
position was wisely accepted by Sir
Wilfrid and everything had gone on
harmoniously since., The compromise
was carried. It did not go quite so far

.
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as the one now under. consideration,
but it was ntintactory as far as it
went.

- THERE WAS NO DOUBT.

Mr. Borden said his view was a very
simple one. I-say we have the right
and only the right to apply the consti-
tution as it exists at present in respect
of the distribution of the legislative
power. But Mr. Sifton seems to think
we can do something more. My view
is correct, we might go on with legis-

. lation for a year without coming to a

definite conclusion because in the end
our right to legislate must be deter-
mined in the courts. (Conservative
cheers.)

Mr. Sifton said he did not think
there was any doubt upon the subject.
If there was any doubt about exceed-
Ing their powers by making a change
In section 93, the Prime minister could
apply to the imperial parilament for
the confirming act. (Opposition laugh-
ter.) He quite recognized the strength
of the argument ,of* the opposition.
Parllament was face to face with two
propositions. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
he could agree that they ought to ap-
ply the principle of the British North
American act, but how were they go-
ing to apply it ? They were up against
two distinct and irreconcilable propo-
sitions. The people of the Northwest
were hot free ‘agents because the or-
dinances ‘which they passed were pass-
ed under authority from the Dominion
parliament, the ' status quo, was not
brought about by their own unaided
power. ‘At the present time there were
125,000 Roman Catholics in the Terri-
torles, many of whom had gone in un-
der the strength of the guarantee that
they would have separate schools. He
was convinced that it would be better
for the Roman Catholic people of the
Northwest if they were. left absolutely
free. The questiornt today was what
they were going to do. Some gaid that
one party was in the majority and be-
ing strong enough, was going to vote
the other down. No one, however,
would contemplate trying to carry out
a proposition of that kind. The ques-
tion could not be made a religious one.
If they did so, and those in the house
who thought as he (Mr. Sifton) did
were to combine and the result was to
drive Sir Wilfrid out of office upon
this question, all that the minister of
finance had said a few days ago and
much more would be correct. It would
be a misfortune if the leader of the
opposition were called upon to take of-
fice under such conditions.

There were a few people who then
said, “no compromise,” for the reason
that the agitation had lasted for five
years, and they were sick and tired of
it.

MR. FOSTER'S QUESTION.,

Hon. Mr. Foster—Will the hon. gen-
tleman tell us briefly what the differ-
ence was as a result of the compro-
mise between the conditions before the
compromise and after ?

Mr. Sifton—The principle was em-
bodied in the compromise that in
towns where there were forty Roman
Catholic children or upwards, and in
villages where there were twenty-five

or upwards, there should be a Roman

Catholic teacher. That went further
than the provision in the bill now un-
der consideration. Provision was also
made that in a school where there were
Protestant and Roman CatHolic chil-
dren, when the arrangement of the
room permitted, the children should be
separated at 3.30 p. m., the Catholic
teacher taking the Catholic children
and the Protestant teacher taking the
Protestant children. The system had
been fairly satisfactory, although it
did not give the principle of separation
as did the bill under consideration.
Referring to Mr. Borden’s amendment,
Mr. Sifton declared that the inevitable
result of leaving this question to the
provinces would be a long course of
litigation, and in his judgment it would
be an unstatesmanlike policy for par-
liament to adopt.
NORTHRUP FOLLOWS.

Northrup (conservative) of East
Hastings, Ont., followed Sifton and
had the floor at 6 o’clock. He congra-
tulated the ex-minister of the interior
for the grace with which he had kissed
the hand that smote him and then
proceeded to show that Sifton in deal-
ing with the school question had very
much bungled up Canadian history
ar.d Canadian legislation.

OLIVER'S ADDRESS,

Oliver of Edmonton followed North-
rup at 9.45, upholding the autonomy
bill in all its clauses, -educational as
well as financial, which latter he con-
tended at length while not acceptable
to the opposition, were well grounded
and by no means as liberal as North-
west interests eequitably required.

Oliver held the floor till after eleven,
standing by the bill, while declaring
against clerical control of schools, but
supporting the principle of separate
schools as satisfying a large part of
the population.

Bourassa moved adjournment of de-
bate and house rose after Laurier gave
notice that after next week he would
take over Mondays for public business.

BOSTON, March 26.—A special com-
mittee appointed by the associated
lodges of steam boiler makers of New
England district lodge, No. 7, reported
today the draft of an act to be submit-
ted to the legislature for its adoption,
authorizing the state police to extend
the service of the state inspection to
constructive inspection of steam boil-
ers. The draft was adopted by the
meeting today and will be presented to
the legislature at once.

FREDBRIOTON N. B., March 23.—
Hon. Mr. Pugsley said in answer to

enquiry by Mr. Hazen: I have asked
George McAvity, the president of the
New Brunswick Coal and Railway Co.,
to furnish me with the information de-
sired, and now give to my hon. friend
his statement.

In answer to the last question: How
many first mortgage bonds of the N.
B. Coal and Railway Co. have been
guaranteed dn behalf of the province
by the provincial secretary under the
provisions of 1 Edward VIIL, C. 12; 2
Edward VII, C, 41; 3 Edward VII.,
C. 12, and 4 Bdward VII, c. 28. The
total amount is $250,000 in respect to
the new railway from Chipman toward
Fredericton, and $200,000 in respect to
the Central Railway, of 45 miles from
Norton to Chipman—$§450,000 in all.

A clear title to the Central Railway
was obtained by the N. B. Coal and
Railway. Co. by deed of tramsfer from
the Central Railway Co:, and by. the
delivery and cancellation of $540,000 of
first mortgage bonds secured by mort-
gage to the Central Trust Co. of New
York. So that the jssue of $460,000 is
secured by first mortgage on the whole
line of which 69 midles, including main
line and branches, are completed and
in operation.

The second queéstion I answered a
few days ago.

In answer to question 8, as to
whether the said company sold the
bonds so guaranteed, and if so, when
did they sell them, and what price did
The president
informs me that the sale of bonde was
negotiated in January, 1906, which ne-
gotiation was only completed Ilast
week, with the exception of $82,000, of
which a conditional sale was made
previously by the company, at par, the
company having the right to redeem

at any time within five years on pay- |

ing 5 per cent premium. Those re-
cently sold brought 97% per cent, less
$2,600 paid as a bonus to the Canada
Mortgage Co. as a loan of $65,000 which
had been obtained by the railway com-
pany for three years, and which they
required to be paid as a condition of
releasing the bonds.

It becomes unnecessary to answer
the fourth question by reason of the
answer of the third.

In answer to the fifth question as to
hoyv the moneys obtained by the sale
of hypothecation of the said bonds
have been expended? What amount is
still on hand and how much money
has been expended on the road in ad-
dition to amounts realized on said
bonds, apart from moneys received
from earnings of the road?

The president informs me that the
money obtained from the sale of bonds
was used to pay the company's in-
debtedness to banks, and The Canada
Permanent Mortgage Co., and that the
amount on hand from the sale of bonds
after paying such indebtedness is $15,-
749.49.

In. answer to the sixth question, as
to how much money has been expend-
ed on the road from Chipmian to Minto
since the Act 1 Edward VII, c. 12,
was passed, and -how much -has been
expended on repairs to the railway be-
tween Norton and Chipman since the
passage of the Act 3 Edward VII., ¢
12, the president informs me that the
auditor’s balance sheet to the 31st De-
cember, 1904, shows a total expendi-
ture from Norton to Minto, including
about nine miles of branches and sid-
ings to the coal mines, also including
purchase money paid for Central Rail-
way of $622,915.84. The repairs and im-

‘provements on railway between Nor-

ton and Chipman from August, 1902, to
December 31st, 1904, $60,924.96, exclusive
of loss in operating.

In answer to the seventh question,
the president informs me, none.

GIVING SYONEY A °
LOT .OF MONEY;

St. Joha Mills Are Good Customers
of the Stee! Company.

St. John is a good customer of the
steel company’s plant at Sydney. There
are in Canada thirteen mills in which
nails are’ manufactured and two of
these are in St. John, These two mills
between them use up on an average not
less than eight hundred and fifty tons
of wire rods every mqnth. The Pend-
er mills take fully five hundred. tons
and the Maritime Nail Co. from three
hundred and fifty to four hundred
tons a month.

The output of the new mills at Syd-
ney is now about one hundred and fifty
tons a day. There are now two shifts
at work, but the night gang have not
yet got down to their regular work
and will in a month or two be able to
turn out fully fifty tons more than at
present. When this is the case the
mills will be in 'a position to supply
every nail factory in' Canada.

At the present time the Sydney works
supply eighty-ﬁvq per cent, of all the
rods used in this country. Eleven of
the mills are buying exclusively from
Sydney, and the other two are as yet
purchasing from the American com-
bine though most of the stock they are
now using was laid in before the close
of navigation. These two mills are at
Handilton and can get Ameérican rods
at very low freight rates. Even with
this advantage the Sydney mills are
able to lay the rods down in Hamilton
cheaper than the American enes can
be had for. They are of course greatly
helped by the bounty.

Rods are now worth about twenty-
seven and a half dollars a ton, so that
St. John gives to Sydney every month
between twenty and twenty-five thou-
sand dollars.

LITTLE BOY KILLED,

And Angry Meb Endeavored to Lyach

Motorman.

NEW YORK, March.24—A squad of
extra police was summoned from a sta-
tion in the Williamgburg section of
Brooklyn today to rescue a policeman
and the motorman of a surface car
from an angry mob of 2,000 persons
who were trying to punish the motor-
man for the death of a little boy. The
child, Frederick VonGilder, aged four
years, ran in front of the car as it
was passing through Park avenue and
was struck and instantly killed. As
‘the boy hesitated just before reaching
the track, the motorman did not re-
duce the speed of the car. Several
women OR the street and car fainted
when they witnessed the accident.
Hardly had the motorman, James Mc-
Cauley, left the platform of his car
than several men seized him with cries
of “lyneh him,” threw him .down and
jumped on him. The conductor took
refuge in his car and locked both doors.
McCauley struggled back to the car
and reached a switch iron, with which
he knocked own several of his assail-
ants until a policeman came to his
rescue, but the mob attacked him also
and the two men fought side by side,
the policeman using his ¢lub and Mec-
Cauley the switch iron.

Word was sent to nearby police sta-
tions for help, and when the police ar-
rived they had to beat their way
through a mob of 2,000 persons to
reach the two men. The body, of the
boy was then removed from under the
car. The mother o/t the boy saw the
body lying under tHe wheels and faint-
ed and fell down stairs, suffering in-
juries from which it is. feared she may
not' recover,

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A CONDEMNED POLICY,

Mr. Tweedale, one of the govern-
fnent supporters in the house, is per-
“haps the only man in New Brunswick
who considers that the provincial gov-
ernment’s wheat policy has been a suc-
‘cesé. In yesterday’s debate he pro-
tested against a compal_'ison of last
year’s returns of wheat grown with the
crop of the year before or the year
before that. Mr. Tweedale asks that
the wheat yield of the present should
be compared with that of the time
when the government policy was in-
troduced. f
. Mr. Tweedale shall be accommo-
dated. It was in 1898 that the provin-

cial government discovered that the:

New Brunswick farmers weére making
an awful mistake in not growing wheat
for their own bread. The ministers set
about to remedy the evil by distribut-
ing public money among such friends

" of their own as desired to build rolling
mills.

In the year that this reform was pro-
posed the farmers 6f New Brunswick
sowed 29,145 acres to wheat. . They
were instructed that they must devote
four times that much land to this crop
and o0 produce the wheat required for
home consuymption. Then they would

get rich. They were told that there
were millions in it, and announce-
ment went forth that in a short time
no more western flour would be re-
‘quired in this province..

The following table shows the num-

ber of acres sown to wheat each year:

from that time to this. The figures are
furnished by the department of agri-
culturée. They speak for themselves
of the complete failure of the govern-
wment policy:

The yield of wheat has varied ac-
cording to the season, but in 1898 the
crop was 409,943 bushels, In 1904 it wae
859,545 bushels.

One does not find much in these fig-
ures, prepared by Mr., Tweedale’s lead-
ers, to show that the wheat policy of
the government has produced a revolu-
tion in farming. But even these fig-
ures of .the provincial authorities are
far in excess of those sent out by the
census commissioner of the department
of agriculture. Thé provincial report
for 1900. gave the wheat yield at 504,301
bushels, while the census enumerators
the following spring reported the yield
to be only 381,699 bushels. Yet Mr.
"Tweadale ought to be allowed all the
comfort which he can get out of the
proviacial returns, which show that the
farmers are every year sowing less
land to wheat. And it is just possible
that the farmers know their own busi-
ness as well as the lawyers who set
themselves to tell what crops.they
ought to raise.
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MR. SIFTON’S POSITION.

Mr. Sifton made two or three things
elear in bis speech. It is plain that he
does not share the opinion that there
is any constitutional necessity for the*
separate school clauses. #He disposes
of that argumernit with something like
contempt. Mr. Sjfton also confesses,
as Mr. Fielding had done before him,
thg.t he is opposed to the principle of
separate schools. He does not believe
that the system is good for the new
provinces, nor does he consider that
there is any good reason why the
liberty of the hew provinces should be
vestrioted in educational matters,

.have taken place.

Why, then, does Mr, Sifton withdraw
his opposition to the government pol-
icy? The only reason he gives is that
the original measure was worse than

the amended bill, and that if he and his
friends should oppose the amendment
they would place the government in
danger. In sheort’ Mr. Sifton has ac-

‘cepted or prepared’ what he calls a

compromise, and is supporting that in
preference to opposing the government.

This is not high commendation oY
the bill as it stands, Mr, Sifton does
not intend it to be, for he says that
he supports the amended clause with-
out enthusiasm. His enthusiasm is re-
served for the government, which
owes a good deal to Mr. Sifton if his
action has held in line the liberal dele-
gation from the west.

It is very certain that Mr, Sifton’s
reward will come in due time. But the
coercion bill is none the better for his
final acquiescence. Cia
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"CENTRAL RAILWAY FINANCE.

The financial relations between the
provincial government and the New

Brunswick Coal and . Rallway Com-
pany are interesting, but mysterious.
Little by little Mr. Hazen and other
members are dragging out of ministers
admissions which indicate that trans-
actions of a questionable character
On the side of the
companies sp many changes of owner-
ship have occurred that it is difficult
to fix the responsibility anywhere. So
far as one can see at present the ralil-
way has been, more than paid for by
the public. A good many people have
made money out of it. It is not easy
to ascertain who these all are, but no
one supposes that the astute and spe-
culative politiclans who have been
manipulating the transactions, loans
and guarantees have allowed all the
proceeds to slip through their hands.
From first to last the province has
been the geneérous paymaster. Down
to October last subsidy bonds to the
extent of $147,000 for the Central, and
$77,000 to the Coal and Railway Com-
pany for the same railway, had been
issued. Then there was the recent
issue of $250,000 of bonds guaranteed
by the province in respect to the new
part and $200,000 fer the old road, fol-
lowed by the last loan made without
authority of the legislature. Adding
these together we have the following
incomplete statement of the provincial
investment :

In addition the federal government
had paid in subseidies previous to 1904
the sum of $190,400, and some payments
have been made since. We are able
to trace $894,400 of public money thrown
in to this enterprise.

At present, according to the state-
ment made to Mr.' Hazen by the attor-
ney general on Friday, the New Bruns-
wick Coal and Railway Company,
which owns this costly property, has
the following ehareholders, whose hold-
ings are here given:

There is a further statement by the
attorney general, ‘who was asked how
much of their own money these present
owners of the road had invested in the
enterprise.

Dr. Pugsley said: “There was only a
“small issue of stock, 523 shares,
“ which are fully paid up and were is-
““sued in consideration of the expenses
“and services in connection with or-
‘“ ganization and guaranteeing the
“ company’s liability ‘during construc-
“tion and pending the issue of bonds.”
This seems to mean that the present
owners of the road, who hold these 523
shares, got their shares for their ser-
vices in organizing themselves into a
company, inducing the government to
guarantee their bonds, and obtajning
advances from the government, or
from the banks on the guarantee of
the government, before the conditions
were fulfilled. It will be seen that the
names of the holders of 375 of these 523
shares are withheld. They are repre-
sented by Mr. C. N. Skinner, who holds
the controlling interest in trust for the
unknown parties, who own so much
stock for which they paid in setrvices
rendered. Mr. Hazen is trying to learn
from the attorney general who these
modest person or persons may be.
They have evidently had the most to
do with the financial negotiations into
which the taxpayers of New Brunswick
find themselves more and more deeply
involved.

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A STEAMSHIP COLLISION.,

The collision of the Hamburg-Am-’

erican steamship Albano with the
Parisian appears to have been an alto-
gether inexcusable accident, As yet
we have not heard the story of the of-
ficers whose ship is supposed to be al-
together in fault. Whatever explana-
tion may be given the fact is that the
ships came together near the entrance
of the passage leading to Halifax har-
bor, where there was plenty of. sea
room. The day was clear, the weather
calm and the water smooth. And yet
a thousand lives were in deadly peril,
and perhaps hundreds would have been
lost if the Parisian, which was await-
ing a pilot, had not been suddenly sent
ahead, thus reducing the force of the
blow mand changing the place where the
stroke came. Sometimes the eofficers
of a ship, or a railway train, the driver
of a team or the man on a bicyecle do
things which they can never explain.

An example was afforded when a ship
bound from St. John for the mouth of
the bay wag driven in clear daylight
and calm weather on the shore in the
directly opposite direction. Against
such lapses of the mental faculties or
faflures of the senses there appears to
be no protection,
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ANOTHER BANK MERGER.

The Bank of Montreal obtains a
considerable increase of business and
influence in Eastern Canada by taking
over the People’s Bank of Halifax.
This consolidation follows a tendency
which is decreasing the number of
banks in Canada, without reducing
the capital, or the circulation, or the
facilities for doing business. Bankers
naturally benefit by the lesg strenuous
competition, and as yet the customers
have no reason to complain of a corner
in banking business. One can see
that this movement carried to an ex-
treme might create a combine which
would be inconvenient to the public.

But no complaint of the scarcity of
banks has yet been made.

SRR RPNIEV) T
JULES VERNE.

During some twenty years of his life
the late Jules Verne was perhaps more
widely read than any other writer of
his time. Three or four of his eighty
books were as well known to English
and German readers as they were in
France. .In his best known novels the
most extraordinary incidents and ad-
ventures, as they appeared, were re-
lated with ‘an air of reality and that
exact attention to detail which makes
credible the impossible. Only a hard
and receptive student in many fields
of science could invent such’ journeys
as his characters made in the air and
under water, or could give such full
particulars of all the proceedings. Yet
submarine navigation has been intro-
duced since Jules Verne wrote “Twenty
Thousand Leagues Under the Sea,” and
a letter may be sent around the earth
in the ordinary course of the mails in
much less time than Jules Verne's
eighty days. The world has caught up
to. many things which were pictured to
his imagination, and the strongest of
Jules Verne’s fictions will be common-
place compared with the truth.

The government organs printed- in
the French language have a good deal
to say about the speeches made by
Protestant ministers = against the
school clauses in the autonomy act.
On’the other hand we read in the press
opposed to the proposed legislation a
good deal against the clerical interfer-
ence and the influence of the hierarchy.
It hardly seems to be necessary to at-
tack either the Protestant or the
Roman Catholic clergy for expressing
their views on this matter. One has

‘the same right to speak as the other.

Ministers of the government are re-
sponsible for the bill as it stands, and
the members of parliament will be re-
sponsible for the measure as it be-
comes law.

—_——-—-——————

The triumphaht and enthusiastic
government supporter who says that
the school clauses of  the autonomy
bill will be carried by a majority of
eighty to ninety has a basis for his
calculations. He assumes that con-
servatives will divide on principle and

that the liberals will vote solid with
their party in favor of coercion. It is
clear ‘that he does not expect his
friends to take much account of the
opinions and desires of their constitu-
ents,

Except those politicians who have
their own reasons for endorsing the
alleged compromise in the school
clauses of the Northwest bill, there are
few who find the new clauses better
than the old ones. Every word spoken
against the coercion features of the
original measure applies to the bill as
it stands.
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A correspondent desires the Sun to
gettle a dispute by giving the date of
the treaty of alliance between Great
Britain and Japan. The treaty was
signed early in 1902. Public announce-
ment of it was made in February of
that year.

BROCKTON MILL DISASTER.

BROCKTON, Mass.,, March 26.—Per-
haps 20,000 people today visited the
scene of last week’'s mill disaster. Elec-
tric cars brought crowds from all di-
rections, and as the day was particu-
larly fine the throng about the ruins
gathered early and did not seem to
diminish until after sunset.

Further public services for the dead
were heid during the day.

At the regular eervices in all
churches, pastors referred to the recent
calamity and appealed for additions
to the relief fund.

The survivors under treatment at the
hospital were reported ‘tonight to be
improving.

The identification today of Arthur
Clark of Whitman, of a coat believed
to have been worn by his wife Dora;
is. thought to have established that
Mrs. Clark’'s body is among the -un-
identifled dead in Melrose cemetery.

Mrs. Clark was a new waitress in the
lunch room of the Grover factory, and
had been at work but twenty minutes
when the explosion occurred.

This ‘identification brings the number
of known dead to 18, and reduces the
list of the unknown to 40.

LOGAL LEGISLATURE.

FREDERICTON, March 25.—In the
legislature today Hon. Mr. Pugsley in
answer to Mr. Hazen said; Arrange-
ments for advances to the New Bruns-
wick Coal and Railway Company were
made with the Bank of British North
America,

The arrangement with the bank was
that the loan was a temporary one, not
exceeding $50,000, until the necessary
legislation could be had. It was to
bear interest at 51-2 per cent.

No security was given, except an or-
de'in  council engaging to ask for
legislation to authorize the receiver
general to repay the same.

In answer to the question as to who
were the persons, creditors of the com-
pany to whom the proceeds of the loan
was paid, the president informs me
that the names are as follows: Rhodes,
Curry & Co., G, & C. Flewelling Mfg.

In answer to the question as to how
it is proposed to repay the loan, I as-
sume that the desire of my honor-
able friend is to ascertain what are
the prospects of the advances being
repaid, and I will endeavor to give him
the best information possible. The ar-
rangement is that the company under-
takes to pay the amount within 18
months with interest at the same rate
of 51-2 per cent.,, and the amount of
the advances will be made a lien and
charge upon the railway, rolling stock
-and earnings, coming immediately af-
ter the first mortgage bonds.

In order that I may give to my
honorable friénd as full information as
possible on this point and as to the
prospects of the company being in a
position to repay the advances, I can-
not do better than read a letter from
the president of the company addressed
to me under date of the 17th March
inst., which is as follows:

The New Brunswick Coal & Railway
Company.
President’s Office,
St. John, N. B., Mar, 17th, 1905.

Dear Sir—Enclosed I beg to hand
our manager’s, Mr. Hunter’s estimates
of the amounts required to place the
New Brunswick Coal & Railway Co.
in a condition to put the road on a pay-
ing basis. This last fall‘and winter,
if the road had been in a position to
have taken advantage of the coal busi-
ness offered to us, we could have sold
2,000 tons per day, but, considering the
condition of the bridges and locomo-
tives, and the shortage of cars, it was
impossible for us to handle the busi-
ness offering. The Queens county coal
business has now passed all experi-
mental stages, and to my mind it only
needs developing on a large scale. The
coal has a ready sale here in.St. John
‘at good paying prices, and if the mines
were properly equipped to quadruple
the output we can find a ready sale
for all the coal they can mine, and the
road can take the coal off their hands
as fast as mined, but, to handle this
business, as you will notice, it needs a
large sum of money spent on the road
to enable us to take advantage of the
coal business offering. The bridges
will have to be strengthened so as to
enable the road to operate to best pos-
sible advantage, one locomotive haul-
ing” hauling double the cars they are
today and at practically half what it
costs today.

The company proposes to repay the
loan in one of these ways: 1st, if the
Grand Trunk Pacific should buy the
road the loan would be repaid out of
the purchase money.

2nd. If that company should lease
it at the same rental as is.to bg¢ paid
for the main line. On the basis of
rental equal to 3 per cent. upon the
cost of the railway and equipment in-
cluding original cost of the Central
and including what would be necessary
to erect steel bridges and put the road
in suitable condition to form part of
the trunk line. The rental will be
more than sufficient to pay the interest
upon the bonds and also upon the ad-
vances and the further requisite ex-
penditure. Anticipating that the road
will form part of the Grand Trunk
system, in order to give direct connec-
tion between the main line and the
city of St. John, the government will
ask the legislature for authority to
compel the company to either sell or
lease the road if the opportunity offers
at such an amount as will be sufficient
to relieve the province from liability,
or as a third alternative, by the issue
and sale of treasury stock.

Thes company think that in view of
the Grand Trunk Pacific coming to
Chipman, and to the fact that Chip-
man is only 78 miles from St. John,
while it is 230 miles irom Halifax,
which will necessarily ensure a large
traffic from the main line over this
road to the seaboard at St. John, and
to the reasonable certainty of its be-
ing used as a part of the Grand Trunk
Pacific system, they will /have no dif-
ficulty: within a reasonahle time, and
as soon as the road gsats on a paying
basis, in selling treasury stock to a
sufficient amount to repay the ad-
vances.

As soon as the pertion of the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway from its point
of érossing the Canada Eastern is con-
structed the coal from the mines at
Minto can be carried to Fredericton,
Woodstock and other ‘upriver polntb.
and for delivery to the Canadian Pa-
cific as well. Therefore, with the pros-
pects of the road becoming part of the
Grand Trunk Pacific system, as well
as the certainty of the road: doing 8
profitable business, I see no reason to

ANOTHER BOMB.

Seriously Injured Warsaw's
Chief of Police.

WARSAW, March 26.—A bomb was
thrown into the carriage of Baron Von
Nolken, chief of police of Warsaw, at
8 o'clock this morning, It was report-
ed that the baron was severely wound-
ed.

According to latest information the
attack: on Baron Von Nolken was the
result of an elaborate conspiracy of
the revolutionary party. Shortly be-
fore 8 o’clock this evening an elegantly
dressed man went to the police station
at Praga, a large suburb of Warsaw,
n the other side of the Vistul, and
threw a bomb inlo the courtyard of
the station, wounding seven persons,
two of them dangerously, The man
started to run away, but was caught
by the captain jof the staticn, He was
found to be a Jew, but his identity has
not yet been discovered. A telephone
message was immediately sent to
Baron Von Nolken at the city hall in-
forming him of the outrage. Baron
Von Nolken, accompanied. by a police
official, took a carriage and started
immediately for Praga. When pass-
ing the castle where the governor re-
sides, a man standing ‘on the pave-
ment thew a bomb at the carriage.
Baron Von Nolken, who was sitting on
the side nearest the assailant, receiv-
ed the full charge of the bomb, while
his companion escaped unhurt. The
coachman was thrown from the box
and the carriage was smashed.

Baron Von Nolken was removed to
the city hall and doctors were sum-
moned. They found he had received in-
Juries on the h2ad, neck, arm and leg,
which are believed to be serious.

Meanwhile the police officials ac-
companying Baron Von Nolken saw
the bomb thrower fleeing and pursued
and caught up with him, but the crim-
inal proved the stronger and tore him-
self away.

Anothér policeman fired twice after
him without result. Half an hour later
a man was found dead in Sowia street,
whom the police believe to be the
bomb thrower. The  police think the
man shot himself to avoid arrest.

According ‘to the story of the police
the revolutionists calculated upon
Baron Von Nolken going to Praga on
} learning of ‘the explosion of the bomb
at the station there, and knew he must
pass the Castle, that being the only
road by which he could reach the only
bridge across the Vistula.

A popular rumor says the revolution-
aries adopted this course of informing
the police that they have more bombs
beside those discovered in the Powinsk
cemetery Saturday. ;

Baron Ven Nolken is veéry unpopular.
He is hated by the masses of the Polish
population, who hold him responsible
for the sanguinary suppression of the
disturbances here at the end of Janu-
ary. He had been here only a year,
having come from 8t. Petershurg,
where he was chief of the mounted
division of the police.

According to later information the
bomb which exploded at the Praga po-

lice station was not thrown ‘into the
courtyard, but into a room of the sta-
tion where the men assembled before
.going on duty. Six policemen . were
wounded, and all the furniture as well
as one wall was destroyed. The bomb
thrower in trying to escape met a
policeman and shot twice, wounding the
officer in the stomach. The prisoner
himself was wounded and has been
placed in the hospital.

The man found in Sowia proves to
be a plain clothes policeman, who was
seen pursuing Baron Von Nolken's as-
sailant. The police believe that the
latter turned on the policeman and
shot him dead.

Baron Von Nolken’s injuries are seri-
ous, but it is thought that he will re-
eover,

Her Dock--900 Passengers.

HALIFAX, March :26.—The = Allan
line steamer Parisian, from Liverpool,
is lying in her dock in Halifax harbor,
half her keel on the bottom and her
after deck submerged so that the sea
is washing ' freely over it, and mighty
glad her owners are that she is not on
the bottom of the sea, with possibly
many of the 900 passengers and crew
in a watery grave.

The Parisian, bound for Halifax, was
rommed near the entrance to the har-
bor, on her starboard side 'abaft of No.
4 hold, by the Hamburg-American
steamer Albano, also bound for this
port, and a hole stove in big enough
for-a man to walk through.

The weather was clear and the sea
cdlm. when the collision ocourred, with
plenty of room, ‘and that such a thing
should have. happened is  extremely
strange, .The captain of the Albano,
hi8 officers and crew will not eay a
single’ word about the affair. Capt.
Johnston of ‘the Parisian is ‘almost.if
not ‘quite asyrsticent.: He did say,
however, that he had brought the Par-
isian to a standstill for the purpose of
taking aboard the pilot. ' He ' saw the
German steaemr approaching, and felt
sure that he Wwould ‘haul off and clear.
Particularly certain ‘had be beeome of
this when he heard the Albano’s cap-
tain signal, *“We are going astern.”
Yet he did not'go astern, but crashed
into ‘our starboard side. Capt. John-
ston could offer no explanation of the
Albano’s’ action, ‘unléss it was that her
engineér had got his orders mixed. and
instead of reversing had’ eontinued
ahead. i

Powerful pumps were set to work keep-
ing down the leakage from the com-
partment. At two o'¢lock this morning
the after compartment bulkhead, un-
able longer to resist the pressure, gave
way and the water raced forward into
the two compartments ahead, carrying
the hull so. far .down that the after
part of the deck became submerged
and the water, began flowing from the
deck into' the engine roem, which this
afternoon had risen to within a few
feet of the top of the ecylinders. For-
ward of the engine room there is no
water in the hold. Divers have been
at. work all day placing planking
across the hole, and pumps have been
rigged to set in motion.

Three trainloads of hearty looking
Englishmen. many of them with their
wives and .children, passed through
thé city yésterday. They were the
passengers who had landed in Halifax
from the-Allan liner Parisian on Sat-
urday evening. The first train came
in shortly after three o’clock, the sec-
ond an hour later gnd the. third about
half-past nine last night. Each train
stopped in the depot for some little
time, and there were a good many peo-
ple down to have a look at the new
arrivals. i

They were a fine' looking lat. Most
of the men were young, but all were
able bodied and cheerful. There were
a number of women, but not half
enough to look after the numerous
children, who seemed to be  every-
where.

These people were not greatly affect-
ed by the accident which occurred just
out of Halifax on Saturday evening.
They thought that they had had a nar-
row escape, but as things turned out
they were lucky, and did not let the
experience trouble thme.

The passage out, they said, was very
rough.  During the greater part of the
time heavy seas were met, and nearly
all on board were sick. The weather
was go rough at one time that a pas-
senger, a carpenter bound for Winni-
peg, was caught by a wave, flung
against some metal work on the
steamer, and had his forehead so badly
crushed that he died. He had intend-
ed wsettling in the weset, and had
brought his wife and two children
along with him on the Parisian. The
poor wife was nearly heartbroken, and
decided at orice to return to England.
The passengers made up for her a
purse of thirty pounds, and the steam-
ship company offered her a free pass-
,age home, which offer she gladly ac-
cepted. :

Down at the station one could hear
some interesting stories of the colli-
sion in Halifax. One of the passengers
had been in his bunk for the greater
part of the way across, but when Hali-
fax came in sight he got up and went
on deck to have a look around. He
reached the deck in time to see the
steamer being struck, and a few min-
utes later learned that the bunk which
he had just left - had been cut in two

by the Albano. He was duly thankful
for his escape,

After the collision occurred, and
when the officers of the Parisian did
not just know the extent of the dam-
age, the steamer’s boats were made
ready, and the passengers, who had all
their baggage tied up, were ready to
get into them at a minute’s notice. For-
tunately this was not necessary, for
the steamer was® able to reach her
berth safely, and there the passengers
were discharged. They think that if
the collisfon had occurred ten or fif-
teen miles farther out, or if the Paris-
fan had been struck a little forward
of where she was struck, the results
might have been far more serious.

As it was, one woman who was
knocked down when the steamers
came together, was elightly bruised,
but this was the extent of the damage
done. The water poured in rapidly,
and in a very short time the steerage
wag floodéd -and the passengers were
unable to get their baggage. Two of
the cargo holds were also flooded, but
the conditions were nothing to what
they might have been. There was no
excitement to speak of, as the passen-
gers were assured that there was no
danger ,and besides, as it was a clear
day and land was cloge by, they all
felt that even if the steamer were
badly damaged they would get off in
safety. f

Government Members Make
Excuses For It.

>

Parliament Building is Draughty and
the Representatives Are Suf-
fering From Colds.

- &

FREDERICTON, March 25.—A num-
ber of the members of the legislature
were today asked their opinion of the
new Highway Act. Many expressed
the feeling that it wae a little too soon
to form a correct estimate, that the
winter had beéen an extra severe one,
and so the new act had not a fair
chance. Most of those questioned ac-
knowledged that there was ground
for improvement. In some of the dis-
triots in the province the roads under
the circumstances had been kept in a
fairly good eondition; but on further
inquiry it wae learned that in those
sections that had been looked after, for
the most part the men were working
under the old act. Of course those who
always think that the present ad-
ministration can do nothing amiss and
whatever legislation is introduced must
be beneficial to the province, excuse
the practical working of the new act
entirely on the ground that the legis-
lation being new, it must necessarily
take some time to get it in working
order. It is impossible to get an ac-
curate idea of just what the represen-
tatives really think, as political feel-
ing is bound to assert itsglf. Reading
between .the lines, however, it would
seem -evident that no one is very en-
thusiastic .over the new state of affairs,
and there is little doubt but that many
of the representatives have heard not
a few complaints from their constitu-
ents. In some counties of the province
the roads have been 'in a most impass-
able condition, a state of affairs seldom
One member
said the popularity of the act would
be better tested iwhen the tax collector
started out on his rounds. It is pay-
ing taxes in cold cash that is going to
make a feeling, and the feelng will not

. be beneficial to the administration,

The public accounts committee met
this morning and decided to adjourn
over until Tuesday, as Messrs. Smith
and Morrison had been called away.
On Tuesday the officials of the Pro-
vinclal Lunatic Asylum will be heard
before the committee regarding mat-
ters in connection with the institution,

The present expectation is that the
legislature will get through its busi-
ness within three weeks, and April 12th
is the date looked forward to now as
being that for prorogafion.

Many of the members complain of
the draughty condition .of the legisla-
tive assembly, and not a few claim to
be suffering from colds in consequence.
It, 18 _not unlikely that during the re-
cess means will be adopted to remedy
the pressent source of trouble.

Peter LaFontain Gaptared
by Maine Game Wardens

BANGOR, Me., March 23.—Game
Wardens Lowell and Carr have arrest-
ed Peter Lafontain, otherwise, Foun-
tain, alleged to be the most noted game
poacher: in the Maine woods. The of-
ficers announced that they arrested

Lafontain in Little Bight Township, on '
the St. John river, northwest of Moose- |

head Lake. He made no resistance.
The wardens claim that ‘Lafontain has
been an outlaw for many years. On
March 19, 1902, he was arrested by
Warden Herma.n 0. Templeton at his
camp near Turner Pond, but in making
the capture the officer was obliged to
shoot Lafontain to save his own life.
The bullet entered the man’s left lung,
just over the heart, and in the belief
that the. wound would be fatal the
warden allowed Lafontain to be taken
to his home across the Canadian bord-
er.

ANOTHER BANK MERGER.
Bank of Montreal Absorbs People’s Bank
of Halifax—Shareholders- Can Get
Either Gash or Steck.

HALIFAX, N, 8., March 24.—The
People’s Bank of Halifax goes out of

existence in a few days, negotiations
having been completed for its absorp-
tion by the Bank of Montreal. The
deal will come up for ratification by a
general meeting of the shareholders.
The paid up capital of the People’s
Bank is $1,000,000, the reserve fund
amounting to $440,000. The par value
of the shares is twenty dollars. The
People’s Bank  has twenty-seven
branches, nine of which were in Nova
Scotia, eight in New Brunswick and
ten in Quebec. For some time there
have been rumors of the merging of the
bank with the Bank of Montreal, but
the truth of these were denied.

Now it is an ascertained fact that
the transaction is accomplished and so
soon as the shareholders of the Peo-
ple’s Bank ratify the merger this bank
will pass into the hands of the Bank of
Montreal and another of our .smaller
banks will go out of existence. As re-
gards the terms of the purehase your
correspondent was informed by J. C.
Mackintosh, stock broker, who is in an
excellent position to know that the
Bank of Montreal pays 4,000 shares of
their stock at a rate of 263 per cent. or
$1,012,000 - and $138,000 in cash, or a to-
tal of $1,150,000, which . makes a
rate of 116 per cent. on the
People’s Bank  stock and an
arrangement has been made whereby
the Bank of Montreal shires can be
realized on at 2656 per cemt per share,
and also that the People’s Bank share-
holders get a dividend of 2 per cent.
up to the 1st of Junc next. From a
fairly correct understanding of the
position Mr. ‘Mackintosh says he con-
siders the interests of the sharehold-
ers of the People’s Bank will be best
served by -accepting the terms of the
agreement, while the Bank of Mont-
real gains a valuable connection all
over the eastern provinces. The Peo-
ple’s Banhk of Halifax was established
in 1864, a few menths aft:r the forma-
tion of the Merchants' Bank of Hali-
fax, now the Royal Bank of Canada.
Its capital was $400,000, which was in-
creaged from time to time to $1,000,000,
the last addition of $300,000 having
been made two years ago The share-
holders® ratification meeting is called
for May 9th.

WILL NOT INTERFERE

n Regard to Decision of Nfld. Gov-
ernment Concerning American

Fishermen.

WABSHINGTON,
notice has been received at the state
department of the decision of the gov-
ernment of Newfoundland to revoke
the privileges so long enoyed by Ame-
rican fishermen of buying bait and
fishing in Newfoundiand waters. This
promises to be a serious blow at the
New England fishing industry, but
thére does ont appear to be suffcient
ground for the lodgment of a protest
by this government. The treaty of
1818 did not include the shore fisheries
of Newfoundland within the waters
opened to American fishermen, so that
this privilege has been enjoyed by the
Americans by sufferance, and good will
of the Newfoundlanders. After the
failure, in Secretary Bayard's time of
the treaty conferring specific rights on
American fishermen in'those waters,
the Newfoundland government as an
act of comity and in the hope that the
American ‘government would recipro-
cate in the end by entering into a
treaty with Newfoundland conferring
réciprocal advantages in trade, auth-
orized the issue to American fishing
vessels of licenses at a merely nominal
cost to take bait and -fish in New-
foundland waters. This same privi-

vessels, so that the American fisher-
men have divided the fisheties with
the Newfoundlanders.

About a year ago the government of
Newfoundland asked the United States |
to reciprocate for the valuable privi-
lege, and recognizing the justiee -of the
appeal, Secretary Hay " Tiegdtiate’ a
treaty with Premier Bond, waereby
Newfoundlanders were to be given free
entry for their fish at United States
ports, and certain other privileges, in
return for the fishing rigats. The ac-
tior of the senate at the last session
in amending this treaty so as to render
it valueless to the Newfoundlanders,
and consequently its fail ire, is the rea-
son for the revocation of the fishing
rights, and something in the nature of
a retaliatory tariff war 'is expected.

Nova Sootia is Buying From
New Brunswick,

-

But the Free Transportation Granted
by the Government Hurts the

Local Shippers.

Sometimes Nev Brunswick pur«

chases -hay from Nova Sco{ia, and
semetimes Nova Scotia buys from
New Brunswick. Just now Nova Sco-
tia is the purchaser. Considerable
quantities are coming from Carleton
county and moving across the bay.
. The price is not. so high as it would
have been had the Zovernment K not
given  free transportation ‘to -hay from
Quebec to Nova Scotia. There is no
doubt that the effect of this arrange-
ment has been an increased price to
the Quebec shippers, and a deoreased
return to the New Brunswick farmers,
Even those few hay exporters of West-
morland and Albert who get the bene-
fit of free transportation to Nova Sco-«
tia ‘were obliged to compete on even
terms with the Quebec men, and so
lost the advantage of their proximity
to the customer. The Quebec hay
shipper got an additional bonus equal
to the price of the haul from Quebec
to Sackville.

The Carleton county shipper and hay
grower got nothing out of the govern=
ment bounty. He lost by it. The ef-
fect of the arrangement was to make
hay worth one to two dellars more in
Quebec than in Carleton. whereas the
natural price is less in Quebec.

A good deal of mercantile business
has been done in the hay that was
glven free carriage. ile the un-
derstanding ‘was’' that it went ohly in
limited quantities to persong whose
crop had failed, there is'no doubt thas
much of it ‘went into the hands of deal-
ers.  This fact has been forcibly
brought home to shippers from west«
ern New Brunswick. Their own cuse
tomers, who are not all the class for
which the free transport was given,
haye been heard from.

Meanwhile hay is still hay. The scare
city in the market and the high price
are tempting fafmers to sow down &
larger ~acreage. -At least. one may
gs,thet this from the statement of ona
wholesale dealer who informs the Sun

.that he has a.lera.dy sold more grass
seed this year than in any recent sea
son.

But two seasons must pass be-

WINNIPEG, Man., March . 24—Cor-

Bail.

F. G. Cormier, the C. P. R. operator,
who is held responsible for the collision
between the two C. P. R. locomaotives
on the West Side on Thursday night,
wae arrested Saturday by /Sergt. Ross
on a warrant sworn-out by the'C. P. R.
Cormier was at once taken to the pol-
ice headquarters.

The preliminary examination was ta-
ken up before Police Magistrate Rit-
chie at eleven o’clock.

Mr. Cormier®was charged by the C.
P. R. with wilful omission to:perform,
and negleet ‘of;: his duty on the night
of the 28rd’ instant, thereby causing
grievous bodily harm, undér section 252
of the Canada Criminal Code.

H. H. McLean, K. C.,; for the:C. P.
R., stated that Mr. Cormier was the
operator at Bay Shore and no engine
could move.  there without' order
through him from the train despatch-
er. An order was sent to him to have
engine number 992 to proceed to West
St. John, but that yard engine 2,164
should be out of the way. The order
should have been signed by Worden,
but the engine was west of the station
and Cormier signed Worden's name
and sent back a telegram to the des-
patcher’s office " which, prima facia,
would indicate that Worden had sign-
ed the order.

D. Mullin, K. C., appearing for the
prisoner, objected that these facts
should not be categorica!ly stated, but
should be proved.

J. B. Merriman, train despabcher of
the C. P. R., was the first witpess. He
said he governs the movements of all
trains in the district in question. On
Thursday night he telegraphed am or-

. der to Cormier governing the move-
ments of engines 992, 2,144 and " 2,104
The effect of which ordeér was that en-
gine 992 should have the right of way
to West St. John over 2,104 and 2,144,
both yard engines. Mr. Cormier te-
legraphed .the order back and with it
the names of Worden, 'of engine 2,104,
and Griffiths, of engine 992, which in-
dicated that these men had heard the
order read to them and signed it.

On receiving this telegram Despat-
cher Merriman completed the order
which made it valid. Engines 2}04 and
952 collided and Cormier telephoned the
despatching office that an accident had
occurred and seme men had been in-»
jured. Since this he had had no con-
versation with Mr, Cormier.

Walter G. Brown, trackmaster, C. P.
R., was the next witness. He knew
nothing of the despatch . to Cormier
from the train despatcher, except as
It appears on the records. Worden was
the yard foreman and had charge of
ergine 2104. He heard Mr, Cormier's
statement of the accident. Mr. Cor-
meir said that when he got the order
for Worden on the night in question
he sent Cat-checker Campbell out to
inform Worden. .Campbell came back
and said he had seen Worden and Wor-
den had said it would be all right and
he would look out for engine 992. He
said 2104 had gone west of the station
.and the thought that as Worden knew
of the order and had said he would
look out for 992, it weuld be all right to
put Worden’s name to the order. The
order was sent to the train despatcher
and he completed the ‘order, which al-
lowed 992 te proceed with right of way
over 2144 and 2104 Engines 992 and

2104 collided about 150 yards east of the

Bay Shore station. The negligence
complained of was that Cormier neg-
lected to. get Warden to sign the order.
Mr. Cormier had passed .a creditable
examination on the rules of the com-
pany.

Cross-exumined by D. Mullin—It was
the operator’s duty to inform the en-
gineers of any orders he may have for
them, but he is not supposed to go out
of the station to look them up. Wit-
ness had -Campbell acknowledge that
Cormier.-sent.him to tell Worden of the
order and ‘Worden :replied it would be
all right.

' Mr. Cormier was admitted to ball,
two sureties of $400 and ' himself for
$800. .

- DAIRY. MATTERS.

Hon. L. P Farris Answers
Some Quésﬁons,

Explains Mr. Tilley’s Gonnection With
the Carleton Greamery
Gompany.\

LB

FREDERICTON, March 24—Hon.
Mr. Farris in the legislature today, in
anewer. to Mr. Smith’s enquiry, said:

Dairy Superintendent J. F. Tilley
tendered his resignation, to take effect
1st January, 1905. He was re-engaged
for the month of January, 1905, at the
former rate of salary and expneses,
and has also been engaged as instruc-
tor. in .the Provincial Dairy School,
Sussex, during the latter part of the
month of February last and the pre-
sent month of March. b

The duties of the dairy superintend-
ents are;

To build up the dairy. industry, by-

giving all possible assistance in the
way of starting butter and cheese fac-
tories in . new ‘sections.

To provide plans for building and
equipment of factory, and asgist in the
placing of same.

In the dairy school and factories, to
teach the operators to turn out a uni-
form good product of butter and
cheese.

‘Without such information, each fac-
tory would preduce a different article,
which :could not be exported at a pro-
fit. With the instruetion given by the
dairy superintendents, each factory
makes practically the same article, the
result of which is that when the pro-
duct of different factories is shipped
together, it is uniform and commands
a much  higher - price.

To keep posted on.the different mar-
kets, and assist the dairymen in mar-
keting this product 8o as to obtain the
highest prces.

To assist in collecting the statistics
of dairy products, and generally to ad-
vance .the dairy industry of the pro-
vince.

These duties keep them constantly
employed Quring \the whole  calendar
year,

J. F. Tilley’s district comprised the
counties of Victoria, Carleton, York,

'Sunbury and Charlotte, and the cheese

factory at Bla.ckvllle, Northumberland
county.

In answer to the question, “Does Mr.
Tilley operate any factories in his dis-
trict, or assume the flnancial respon-
sibility of any factory If s0, what were
the location of such?’’

The Carleton Creamery. K Company,
with central factory in Woodstock and
sklmmlng stations in different parts of
the county, stopped busingss. They
were owing a large number of farmers
for milk supplied, which was causing a
good deal .of hardship. I was anxious
that such arrangements should be made
as would- enable the farmers to get
the money, due them, and, after a con-
sultation with Mr. Tilley, he endeavor-
ed to get a new company formed to
take over the business on such a basis
that the farmers could be paid. On
approaching capitalists, he found he
could nof raise the capital unless he
would agree to oversee the carrying
out of the plan. On further consulta~
tion with me, I pointed out the chance
there would be for criticism should he
in any way be interested in the new
company; but, no other plan being
available, I felt that it was better to
take the.risk of such' criticism rather
than have the farmers lose their
money.

The new company was formed, Mr.
Tilley acting' as president. A compe-
tent- manager was appointed, the debts
due the farmers paid, and the factory

‘ran last year, making. 56,151 lbs. of

butter. Whether Mr. Tilley holds ady
of the stock.or not:I am unable to say,
but he devoted mo morextime to this
factory: than he would have done in
the ordinary way. of his dux!es as dairy
superintendent.

*J. ‘F. Tilley does not operate a fac-
tory at Canterbury Station.

C.. L. Tilley is not now employed by
the department of angcuItm-e nor’ has
he been so employed for ‘the last two
years,

No livery bills or other expenses. of
C. L. Tilley have been paid by the de-
partment of agriculture at Canterbury
Station or anywhere else.

The department has paid the salary
and trevelling expenses of Dairy Su-
perintendent J. F. Tilley during the
month of July, 1904, and his salary dur-
ing the months of August, September,
October, Novembher and December of
the same year, and also such portions
of his travelling expenses as were con-
nected with his duties as dairy super-
intendent.

In August, 1904, an arrangement was
made with Mr. Tilley whereby he was
to continue his usual work as dairy
superintendent till January lst, 1905, at
the same salary he had been getting,
liberty being given him to use what
time he could spare in establishing
agencles for the sale of cream separ-
ators, ‘any expensés of travelling, etc.,
in this connection not to be charged
in his expense account to the depart-
ment.

Hon. Mr. Farris ,in answer to en-
quiry by Mr. Smith, said: The district
