AFFLIOCTED WITH FLOWERS.

A Plague Which Il;u Clogged up Navigation
in a Florida River.

Florida is afllicted with a pest of water
byacinths which threatens to block up all
her rivers. This particular species is so
luxuriant that a single plant would in a few
years spread over the entire Atlentic Ocean
1f that were a body of still, fresh water.

The St. John's River is particularly in-
fested with the plant. A blockade has been
formed by an accumulation of the hyacinths
und extending clear across the river at Pal-
atka. The steamboats can with difficulty
force their way ghrough it, and before long
will be unable to doso. The paddle wheels
are fouled and almost stopped by the veg-
etable boom.

The plant is very beautiful, and when in
flower presents a saperb effect, mile after
mile of water being transformed into a con-
tinuous bed of exquisite blossoms. Oddily
enough, it floats, having no hold on the
bottom; and dritts about with wind and
current. While it can be propagated trom
teed, its chief method of spreading itself is
by runners like those of the strawberry.

This species of hyacinth is nativeto Ven-
ezuela. From that country some of the
seeds were obtained five years ago by W.
F. Fuller ot Edgewater, Fla., who planted
them in 8 pond. In a very short time they
choked up the pond so as to make it unfit
for any other purpote. Then the owner
raked the plants off the pond, and, to get
rid of them, threw them into the St. John's

River, where they grew out of all control.
That was the origin of the present trouble
in the St. John’s River.

The hyacinths have done great damage
to fishing, logging and other industries.
Cattle are extremely fond of the byacinth,
so that the cattlemen are rather inclined to
encourage lt.

Meanwhile the pest threatens to spread
into other waters ot the State, and Con-
gress has been asked to appropriate money
with which to fight it.

The climate conditions in Florida evi-
dently are extremely favorable to the plant,
and the sluggish flow of the streams helps
it. A rapid river would soon carry the
hyacinths out to ses en maste. One plan
suggested for dealing with the plague is to
gather them in bulk from the surface of
the water with dredges and crush them to
pulp with heavy rollers. Another idea is
to construct booms across the river to col-
lect the plants, at which places thers should
bé mills or crematories for their destruc-

SIBERIA'S BAILWAY.

One-third of the Line has Been Completed
and Trains are Running.

Since the beginning of the regular ser-

vice between the Ts heljsbinsk and the

btidge over the Obi, Oct. 16, 1896, trains
run only thrice & week, Snnday, Tuesday
and thursday. These trains accomplish
the distance of 930 miles in fitty-one hours.
The tickets cost : First class, $39; second
class, $23 25, and third class $15.75.
Each of the three classes is provided with
sleeping arrangements; yet as often bap-
pens in Russia, the travellers bring their
own beds and samovars, or tea urns, with
them, bessdes other articles, But one
must not think that the cars on the Siber-
ian railway are fitted up with all the com-
fort of European or American ‘trains de
luxe.! Even the ordinary station accom-
modation is only just being gradually com-
pleted ; for example the lack of refresh-
ment rooms hrs been in many places and
is still supplied by the peasants of the
neighbouring region, who come down to
the stations with bread, cheese, butter,
meat and baked fish. These small defects
in the management will naturally soon vas-
ish. For, although for the present it is
but ssingle line of rails, yet the ‘line is
destined for comsiderable traffic in the
fature, as can be seen from the fact that as

a start 2,000 locomotives, 3,000 employes

and 35,000 freight cars were decided upon.

This staff and rolling stock will allow, om

completion of the whole line, of a traim
posed of one engine, one or two em-

plﬁyeu and eighteen treight cars for each
e

mile.
As one-third part of this gigantic rail-
way is now ready, it can be conceived that
already $150,000,000 out of the estimated
general cost of $345,000,000 have beem
spent. The line has, more-over, in this
briet space, shown its influence on the col-
omization of Siberia, as the Western port-
ions of it have been brought, piece by
piece, into working order. The colonizat-
ion has greatly increased along the line
since 1895, and the hope of the Russian
Govern:ent is beiog rapidly fulfilled, that
the cultivation of the swampy Taiga district
on both sides of the line will proceed at a
quicker rate than hitherto; the swarms of
flies make the district terrible in summer.
Up to the present there is no
data as to the influence of the construction
of the line upon trade ; there can however,
be no doubt that this icfluence does exist
to a considerable degree, as also anin-
fluence for good sn regards the administ-
rative system in Siberia. The Russian
officials and soldiers, who were often

hitherto month after month on the journey

ere they reached their destination im Siber-
ia, will, at all events, joyfully greet this
connection by railwsy ; its importance from
the point of view of transporting troops is

DUELS ABROAD.

More are Fought in Germany Than in any
Other Country.

More duels ere fought in Germany than
in any other country. Most of them, how-
ever, are student duels, which culminate in
nothing more serious than slashed cheeks
or tern soalps. Ot all German university
towns little Jena and Goettingen are most
devoted to the code. In Goettingen the
number of duels averages one a day, year
in and year out. On one day several years
ago twelve duels were fought in Goettingen
in twenty-four bours. In Jena the record
for one day in recent times is twenty-one.
Fully 4,000 students duels are fought
every year in the German empire. In ad-
dition to these are the most serious duels
. | between officers and civilians. Among Ger-
mans of mature years the annual number of
duels is about one bundred.

Next to Germany, France is most given
to the duelling habit. She has every year
uncounted meetings, merely to satisfy

Ttaly bas bad 2,759 duels in the last tea
years ; and bas loat fifty citizens by death on
the field of honor. Some 2,400 of these
ings were ¢ ted with sabree,
179 with pistols, 90 with rapiers, and one
with revolvers. In 974 cas:s the insult was
given in newspaper articles or in public
letters regarding literary quarrels. More
than 700 principals were insulted by word
of mouth. Political discussions led to 569 ;
religious discussiors to 28. Women were
the cause of 189. Quarrels at the gambling
table were respousivle for 189.
A summary s%ows that, as regards num-
bers, the sequence ot duelling countries is :
Germany, France, Italy, Austria, Russia.
As regards deadliners of duels Italy comes
first. Then come Germany, France, Russia
and Austria in the order named. Fox the
most serious duels the pistol is the tavorite
weapon in all five countries.

This part of ‘Gray's Elegy, came to me
with new force as I stood by the grave of
General Edward Braddock. ‘The Indians
may frighten Ccn'icental troops, but they
can make noimpression on the King's re-
gulars,’ said Braddo k, in reply to young
Washington's tim:ly warning. Bat the
impression was made, not only on the
troops, but on the leader as well.

Hus grave is about fifty feet from the left
edge ot the ‘national Pike," nine miles east
of Uniontown, Pa. The sacred spot is in-
closed by an oak board fence which is
thirty teet equare. Thure are ten trees
within the inclosure, whose roots have
formed a thick network which seems to
protect the epace that encloses the grave.

THROUGH VARIOUS TRIALS.
How Missionaries are Somelimes Greatly
Persecuted.

It is sometimes the case that the sting of
an insect is hsrder to bear thin a more
severe pain, and that pretty, unceasing
persecution is a mora searching test of our
principles than some one great trial would
be. We can therefore appreciate the cons-
tancy and loyalty of many Chinese Chris-
tians who are put to this test of constant
though petty persecution. Writing from
Ing-hok, one of the workers says:

Oor native Christians are subject to cons-
tant annoyances. Not long ago a church
member from a little isolated village up
among the mountains came down with &
load of wood to sell, and to buy tood. No
one would buy of him, or sell him any-
thing, simply becausc he was a Christian,
and he was eurrounded by a howl-
ing mob, who jostled him about and
treated him very roughly. At another
time, three Christian store-keepers were
so threatened and persecuted by their
heathen neighbors that they fled from the

was horribly disfigured from cruel blows
which he received in a drunken brawl the
night before. The rent was long over-
dus, his wife and children were about to be
turned into the street &nd the starving
littls ones wera crying for food. By de-
grees we ga'nad his interest, and at last
persuaded himto come to the Mission.
To-dey this man is a volunteer care-taker
in the infant class of one of our large city
mission schools. He came to me just be-
fore the presidential election, his face
beaming with honest pride and pleasure, as
he said to me: Mr. D— , I have been
nominated for assemblyman by the Pro-
hibition party.’

He had been made a man sgain, and
was eager to wage relentless war upon the
enemy that had once robbed bim of happi-
ness, self-respect and manhood.

mental Music With Safety ?

Many earnest thinkers are at present
querying whether the thousands of hours
devo'ed to this practice are wisely expend-
ed. Moreover, it is repeatedly asked how
far the demaunds of the piano are in accord
with the requirements of health and to
what degree the nervousness, defective
sight and stoop ahoulders of the day are
due to piano practice. In view ot gaining
light on the subject, ths mansgement of &
prominent’ western newspap r recently ad-
dressed a circular to a number of noted
medical men, inquiring how long a student,
in average good health, might practice in-
strumental music with salety. The piano
and our girls were doubtless the chief
objects of consideration with the circular’s
author. They were evidently uppermost
in the minds of the authorites who respond-
ed. A of the opini express-
edin the replies is, therefore, fully in
accord with the present theme.

The length of time to be employed with
safety, it was stated, depended largely on
the age, individual temperament and other
occupstions of a student.

We give the conluding paragraphs ot
Dr. B. W. Lockbart's Address on Mary
Lyon:

«‘From the day when some little Priscilla
was sent home atter her two brief hours at
the Pilgrimy’ school, to the day of the Har-
bard annex, is only two hundred and fifty
yesrs in time. But no tale of yesrs could
mark the breadth of the gult which yawrs
between the two ideals of female ecucation.

«‘What has wrought tbis chanze? Un-
doubtedly it belongs to the genius of our
religion. When Paul said, there is neither
male nor female in Christ, he declared that
there is no sex in soul; that there is only
one way to God for man and woman. By
implication whatever helps the soul up-
ward, whatever promotes the develop
of spiritual character, should be as free to
women as tomen. In our day, when edu-
cation and salvation are identical terms,
the question whether a woman should be
educated resolves 1tself into the question
whether her soul is worth saving. We
need not be surprised then that in times of
gross superstition the fanatic and ascetic
have debated as to whether women, being
so far inferior to men, do actualiy inherit
immortality. Granted then that the Chris-
tian concep'ion of personality is the august
and even divine thing we think, alone with
God in an infisite universe, lalen with its
own duty and responsibility, capable of
endless approach to deity by the growth of
spiritual power, we naturally ask what has
kept so splendid a truth hidden in
its germ, waiting so many weary cen-
turies to see the light? Mr. Lecky
has answered that question 1n his
History of the Rise of Rationalism in
Earope. Superstition is not simply & con-
dition o* undeveloped raason ; it is the con-
dition in which reason as suchis anta-
gonizad and disowned. The maxim of
s ‘perstition is Credo quia impossible. Its
characteristic action is the cracifixion of

intelligence. In an age therefore when it
was a religious duty to crucify the intelli-
gence. those fina and profound truths of

Caristianity. which are the very effl ience

aad soul of reason, had to wait. They

had to wait till reason had come down from
her cross and corqiered a world of phi'-
osophy and a world of ethics and a world
of science, snd so provided an environ-
ment in which the Christian truths could
live and grow. We live in this happy
time. We perceive today that there ara
regions of soul and mind which transcend
sex. As there is neither male nor female
in Christ, so those distinctions do not exist
for ethics or psychology. The s:me text
books will do for men and women. There
ave not two kinds of reason, imagination,
memory, will, any more than there are two

Kkiads of holiness, truth and duty. Indeed
P.ato saw his long ago, and in his I’wpx.xb-
liz he argued that women should receive
the same education as men. It is sigmifl
cant to note in this connection that outside
Christendom so far as 1 am aware, the
status of woman rimiins uncharg 3d. She
doss pot sit side by side with man upon
the skirts of time. Rather oo this ship of
lite she is chained between decks by im-
memorial custom ; her master alone hasjthe
freedom of the upper deck to teel the trade
winds blow, and study the heavens and the
stars. Equally signifiant is it to note
that within Christendom, where the mili-
tary holds the industrial ia abeyance, and
where absolution in th> state represses de-
mocracy by violercs, as in Russia and
Germany, female education is most neglect-
ed. It seems in regird to the education of

_woman, a8 if all ber bigher hopes were
bound up in the ideals of peace, of int!u stry
of demccracy and =f that pure and simple
religion of Christ which discloses itself in
the atmoephere of intellectual freedom-.

«Mary Lyon succeeded. She establish-
ed a college for the higher education of
women. But what was this great woman's
coaception of & higher education ? Let us
remember that broad as she made her

curriculum, including science, language,

history, it was depth she ingisted on. Not
the drilling of an intellectual faculty for
advantage in the competition of life, but t.he
training of the personality for the scrvice
of God, whichis the service of man, was
ber ideal. The mind was great, but
the soul ,greater. Probably she never
dreamed of an education divorced from
religion. What Thomas Arnold did at

Rugby she did at Holyoke, and even more

successfully ; she reveiled each student to

herself in those ideal relations to {Divinity,

which, once perceived, flood the soul with a

light and joyand spiritusl power now!xera

else to be found. She was literally a priest-
ess of learning in whose Eamd knowledge

becsme s sscrament. She sent forh a

band ot daughters of God into'all sorts of

fruitful work. Missionaries and teachers,

3
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wives of missionaries, ministers and men
of culture in many professions, they haive
helped to save their generation, from sink-
ing into the eordid, the trivial, the bave;
from declining from the ideals of a christian
civilization to those unideal aims generated
by materialism and great wealth. Mt.
Holyoke college bas continued to cherish
this rizh tradition, this great ides! of educa-
tion. I believa that nothing in a half cen-
tury of university education bas been made
more clear than the truth that there is no
welfare for men or states in an education
that does not bring the soul up with the
mind, and recogn’z that God, spirit, duty
eternal life, are the truths which make the
foundation ot'a true buman culture and
life. There is no movement of anarchy or
atheism that is not 1:d by the educated
man. There is truth in Henry Martyn's
eaying that ¢'Christ is crucifizd between
two thieves, classics and mathematics.”
The man of unchastened, predaceons in-
stincts drills bis mind, which is the sword
of these instincts into terrible effective-
n°ss, and comes forth to prey on society.

It would hirdly be strange if sometime
each candidate for college training should
be compelled to submit to a searching
moral test that would exclude a too pro-
nounced egoism. Mary Lyon regarded
the rcquirement of an hour’s domastic work
each day from each pupil a3y such a test.
She did not cire te educate girls who
would not willingly submit to this ruls.
And there was wisdom in this; for an edu-
cation which leads min to despise work,
which makes them preferto be agitators and
perasites rather than to earn their bread by
by some sort of simple, honast work, it
greater tasks do not present themselves, is
as false, as unsound, as it can be. We can
never go back to the policy of the past
which led rulers to keep their subjects ig-
norant. Light wa want; light we shall
have. The era of education has arrived.
It remains to make that education sound.
Thae faculties repose on the breast of the
Ego. The Ego reposes on the breast of
God. A true education must must dis-
cover & moral regimen which tikes cogniz-
ance of these thr2e in due order,—tke fac-
ulty, the person, the Godhead. ilt is the
glory of Mury Lyon thit she discovered
aad applied that regimen in such nob'e
wisa that time justifies mora and more the
work of her hinds.

It would be a fiiting consummation to so
nobls a life work if the people of New
Eogland should make Mt. Holyoke college
at least equal in educationl facilities with
her four mster institutions.

MILLET'3 BIRTHPLACE FOR SALE.
Interesting Rominiscences of th3 Great
Painter,

The home and birthplace of J. F. Millet,
the famous painter of the ‘Angelus,’ is
about to be sold. It is called Gruchy. It is
8 poor but pieturesqu3 little hamlet, sur-
rounded by orchards. Many of the build-
ings are in ruins. The old people are nearly
all dead, and the young for the most part
have left for the city. "There remain, in
fact, only the old and the very young, just
as if the place wera in & state of siege. All
the able-bodied have gone to the iront to
fight in the battle of life.

Close by the shores are wished by the
sea. In the village the old psople, seated
at the doors, seem to be in a dream. They
look as if they belonged to another age.

Millet’s brother is still alive. At Gre-
ville he keeps an inn, where pilgrim paint-
ers bang up little panels just as they do at
Barbizon. ‘Gruchy is becoming depopu-
lated,’ he said one day. The young people
have gone to Paris to seek their fortunes,
but many of them have been enlisted at

Cherbourg.’

This accounts for the lonely appearance
of the place. The ruins are already cover-
ed with ivy, AsI said, the aspectis ex-
tremely picturesque, and, in more than one
corner of Gruchy, we can recognize sub
jects of Millet's works. There is the old
stone well with its pointed roof, th> mould
ering door of the stable, and the greenish
stairway. A very short road s2parat:a into
two rows the six or seven little houses ot
the hamlet, and a pathway leads to the s2a-
shove. In the angle stands a I'ttle house
with a signboard with this inscription
painted in whit> letters: ‘Here Francois
Millet was born O :tobr 4, 1814.

It is inbhabited by his sister, a strong,
ruddy-faced peasant woman, who sti'l has
an amiable smile under her Normin cap.
Itis & modest loo:ing habvi‘ation, with a
long patched roof pierced by a large stone
chimney. The entire building, consisted
of a ground flyor surmounted by a granery,
is overran by a vine. Near the stable
stands the well, with its little rouad tarret
and pointed roof, and an opening about
waist high consisting of a bay, thr.ugh
which tha dripping buckets are passed.
The old people never suspected whila go-
ing there for wator, as little Millet watch-
ed them with his hands in the pockate of
his tattered trousers, that theimage of that
well would be scrambled for a coups de
dollars on the other side of the ocean.
Millet worked there as s farm hand until
he was 20 years old. In the summer days,
after the threshing hours, instead of going
to sleep, like fhe others at noon, he ob-
served. Hoa felt in himselt the growing
ﬁ‘eniuu of the painter. With the point o’

s kni‘e he cut in the door of the granary
a fancy sketch of a lot of devils with forks
chasing a she devil. He was then 12 years
old. The sketch was of surprising pre-
cision and firmness of execution. Oa the
other door he carved a vessel with all sails
set. Later on he painted upon the house
proper a pot of flowers.

In this way, working in the fields and
observing tke beauties of na‘ure. Millet
pased his boyhood. Later on be stulied
the effects light in the evening, and
noted it in ths skstch books with which his
pockets were stuff:d. He went among the
peasants, watched the groubs of gleaners,
the dogs minding the sheep, anl the
barvesters. He endeavored erpcially to
seiz3 the effects of the twilight, which he
observed with smoked glaeses, per.uaded
as he was that painting could ncver give
the true coloration, and could only give
their equivalents in 8 more s)mbre gamut.

Millet 18 still well remembered in all the
country of Coerbourg. The natives re-
member his tall stature, his fine head and
careless aspect, and hii solid and strikiog
personality. In the opinion of bis family,
the best likeness ot him is the water color
by Lalauza. It represents him such as he
was when he revisited the country with his
friend Theophile Sylvestre in 1870 and
when he was arrested, charged with being
a Prussian spy taking sketches.

At 21 years, Millet astonished Pop Mou-
chel of Cherbourg by a drawing that he had
made in the granary before he had received

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any I Old man Mouchel said to
Millet’s tather: ‘You will be damned for
haviog kapt him so long. Heis made of
the stuff of which grea: artists are formed.’
This sketch still exists. It isa marvel.
From that time forward Millet worked at
Cherbourg. He painted a boa coiled around
a palm tree for a druggist, ‘and sketched &
horse for the sign of a blicksmith. Its

resent own>r got it i1 exchange for a to-
Ewco box. Oae day Millet made a dis-
play picture for a Hercules, a showman of
the fairs, who gave bim for it 11 cants
and a free ticket to the show. Everybody
koows how ha got the money to go to
Paris, where he was bouud to met with
many vexations. The page that he wrote
of his arrival in the great city is one of the
most astonishing for its emstion, i's melan-
choly and its foresight.

It was at Barbizon that he was destined
to pass the remainder of lfe, in thit house
whose present proprietor refuses to allow
anybody to enter, ignoring the ordinwry
conrtesy that is always displayed by the

ssessors of historical ~treasures. In

arbizon Millet oft:n toought of Gruchy
its fields, its granary and its hamlet, where
he lived unkoown 1n peace and solituie,
instead of being torn by the thorns along
the road leading to fortune. Even glory
was doled out stingily to thit Michael
Angelo of the peasants.

A MID-OUEAN ADVENTURE.

An Exciting Exp of Two in
a Little Row-Boat,
On the afternoon of June 7, two Norwe-
gians,, George G. Harbo and Frank G.
Samuelson, set out from New York for
Havre ina rowboat, They were provision-
ed for sixty dsys, and though their seafsr-
ing friends looked upon them as crazy,
they believed that they had taken all neces-
sary precautions, and should find them-
selves equal to the work they had under-
taken.

- Imagine this battle continued for seventy-
two cons:cutive hours!
All day through July tenth they waged
this struggle with the elements. But the
worst was to come at night. It wasa dry
storm. The n'ght was bright, and so.,
fortunately. the big waves were readily
made out,
It was qaite dark when Samuelson, who
was on watch, cried out:
+On, here's 8 big onej Do you see that
one ?’
‘We'll never clearit? gasped Harbn,
dropping his oars and clinging tast.
It was indeed an immense wave when
seen from the tiny boat, whose sides were
now scarcely above the watec’s edge. It
towered black against the sky, shutting off
the horizon, creaming at the apex, rushing
with the speed of an express.

It has been reserved for Russia fo um-
dertske what will probably rank as the
monumental railway enterprise of the nine-
teenth century—this beiug the completion
of a belt of rails sround the world—at
least so far as terrs firma is concerned.
The Trans-Siberian Bailway, which is now
in course of construction, has reached as
far as Krasnioarsk, which is the exact
centre of Asiatic Russia, and in four years’
time it is expected that it will be complet-
ed to the Pacific Coast, and direct railway
communication established between the
most western point of Europe and the most
eastern point of Asia. The most signifi-
cant fact in connection with the Trans-Si-

DECAPITATIUN IN BATTLE.
Col. Parson’s Hard Stroke in the Civil War
and His Remarkable Ride.

It is claimed by authorities on the art of
war that the greatest blow of the campaign
between Greece and Turkey was struck by
Col. Mahmcud Bey, who with one swift
stroke of his sword completly tevered a
Greek cfficer’s head from hisbody. Thete
same authorities generonsly admit that this
trick may have been quite cummon in
ancient times, when stalwart men swung
heavy battle axes, but they agree that it is
practically unknown in modern warfare.
They point triumphantly tothe fact that
there is no record of any such feat having
been performed during the Franco-Prussian
war, though cavalry charges and fierce
hand-to-band conflicts were frequent; and
the Prussian has a reputation as a sabre
swinger. Therefore they are inclined to
be skeptical on the subject and speak of
Mahmoud Bey’s feat as a marvellous ex-
ample of strength and dexterity.

History is silent on the subject. There
is not a plethora ot literatare bearing on
its accomplishment. The orginal of all
such stories is, of course, ‘The Adven-
ture of Jack the Giant Killler,” which, for
obvious reasons, does not help the subject.
Scott describes a similar episode in ‘The
Talisman ;’ but the best decapitation story,
from an artistic point ot view, is found in
the memoirs of Capt. John Smith. The
doughty Captain vouches for the veracity
of the details, though that is no good rea-
son why we should not use the customary
pinch ot salt. According to his trathful
chronicle he overcame in tournament the
tbree champions of the Turkish army, de-
capitating each one with a single blow of
his heavy sword.

A writer who is ewidently intormed on
the sutject claims that Mahmoud Bey could

is a short sword, shaped something like
s butcher's cleaver, with an apparently
bollow tube running along the back
from bilt to point. This tube carries
a charge of quicksilver. When the sword
is held upright this quicksilver rests at the
hilt. As a blow is struck the liquid metal
is hurled down the grooved channel, lend-
ing deadly additional weigkt to the blow.
Such a wespon, it is claimed, was in Mah-
moud’s Bey’s hands when he dashed ahead
of his troops and.decapitated the Greek of-
ficer who was firing at him.

The assertion made that this is the sole
instance of its kind in the history of a hun-
dred years is not borne out by facts. The
same feat was performed during the civil
war. not with 8 ‘loaded’ yataghan, but wi h
an ordinary United States army sabre.

man who wielded the sword in this episode,
Col. E. Bloss Parsons, died two weeks ago
in Rochester, N. Y. Col. Parsons was one
of the wealthiest and best known men in
New York State, and though he had never
related the story, the details were found
among his private papers a'ter his death.
The incident was illustrated and described
in Harper’s Weekly at the time.

It was in 1864. Col. Parsons, who was
poted as a horseman, was attached to Gen.
Sheridan's staff. While reconnoitring one
day with a squad of troopers under Geo.
Davis, they were surprised by a detach-
ment of Confederate cavalry. A pitched
battle ensued, and Parsons, who was in the
rear, saw a rebel offizer level a revolver at
Gen. Davis's head. Jabbing the spurs in-
to his horse, he swung his sabre above his
head, and, dashing by just as the officer
fired, he made a terrific full-arm sweep.
The Confederate’s head leaped from the
shoulders as swiltly as if it had been sever-
ed by a guillotine. The feat is more re-
markable when it is considered that Par-
sons was a slim, beardless fellow of 21.
In comparison, Mahmoud Bey's single
slash with his yataghan loses mauch ef its
importance.

Col. Parsons was brevetted General for
distinguished services duriog the war; but
characteristic modesty forbade the use of
title when he returned to civilian hfe. Not
only did be perform the only authentic feat
of decapitation during the civil war,
but he was the hero of a remark
ableride. A few days before the battie
of Gettysburg was fought Gen. Meade
bad an important messsge to send to Gen.
Harding, & hundred miles distant. As the
route was through a country swarming with
rebels, the message was written on tissue
paper, ttat it might be swallowed in case
the carrier was captured. The commander
was in doubt regarding a suitable meesen-
ger. He summoned Gen. Davis to head-
quarters.

He was to ride with all haste
to Gen. Harding's headquarters and return
at once with an answer.

_Tbe messenger retired. Two hundred
miles were to be covered. The roads
were heavy, and they led through the
enemy’s country.

Exactly atnoon on the following day
Col. Parsons entered Gen. Meade’s tent.
The latter’s face grew purple with rage,
and he ripped out a string of oaths

‘Is this the way you obey orders P’ he
thundered. ‘What are you hanging around
camp for? You ought to be with Gen.
Harding by this-time.’

_ ‘L have just returned from Gen. Hard-
ing, sir.

*You lie! exclaimed the exasperated
General.
