XT SUCCESS OFTHE ATLANTIC’S
SCYLLA AND CHARYBDIS A DAY OF DAYS

AT MONCTONT AEICR IRE POLESpecial to The Standard.
Halifax, N. 8., Sept. 6.—A wireless 

message flashed across the Atlantic 
this afternoon from Cape Race to 
Capt. Johnson, inspector of lights, 
brought the news of the loss of the 
old Allan liner Laurentian on the dan­
gerous ledges known as "Mistaken 
Rocks," four miles east of the Cape 
Race light, and the graveyard of 
many ships. The message stated that 
the Laurentian was on a passage 
from Boston for Glasgow, and at 6 
o'clock this morning, while groping 
her way along in the fog, ran on the 
ledges and would be a total loss. Be­
sides a crew, she had thirty second- 
class passengers, who were landed in 
safety and taken to the lighthouse, 
where they were cared for.

A Dreaded Spot.
There is no spot more dreaded by 

mariners in the Atlantic than Mis­
taken Rocks, as steamers crossing 
the Atlantic are obliged to run in 
close to them in order to escape run­
ning on the Virgins, which are situa­
ted not far distant. With a souther­
ly wind there la a strong carrent run­
ning in and many vessels have been 
carried high and dry.

The Laurentian was built in Glas­
gow in 187z and was launched under 
the name of the Polynesian. During 
the South African war she carried the 
troops from Halifax to seat of hos- 
tllltles.

While Dr. Cook was conversing 
casually this morning with American 
friends, the possibility of the an­
nouncement which electrified 
world, was laughingly suggested. Dr.
Cook remarked : —

“It Is quite possible that Peary will 
turn up now. He is about due to get 
back, if he carry out his plans. We 
have always been friends, while, of 
course, we are rivals In the attempt 
to find the pole, but we have been 
friendly rivals."

London Believes.
London, Sept. 6.—It needed but the 

amazing announcement of Peary’s 
success in reaching the North Pole 
so hot upon Cook's arrival in Europe 
with the same' news and while the 
world was still excitedly discussing 
the latter’s feat to complete the as­
tonishment of geographers and the 
public generally. No longer could the 
slightest doubt be entertained that 
the mystery so many explorers had 
vainly suffered hardship and death 
to penetrate, was at last solved and 
that to America unreservely be­
longs the proud honor of planting the 
flag for the first time at the North 
Pole. Sin<;e it could not be given to 
an Englishman to win this honor, the 
British people are ready to extend 
their heartiest congratulations to the 
American people. Their wish now is 
that Skackleton may suceed In plant­
ing the British flag at the other pole.

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Miss ManstfcJ Completes 

Journey from Cape to Cairo 
Unattended, a Distance of 
16,728 Miles, in 218 Days.

THE GRANDEUR OF
THE AFRICAN SCENERY

London, Sept. 6.—After a remark­
ably journey from the Cape to Cairo, 
extfVtipg in all some 16,728 miles, 
and -\yverlng a period of 218 days, 
Miss Charlotte Mansfield, novelist, 
poet and traveller, reached London 
recently. When it is mentioned that 
Miss Mansfield made the Journey un­
accompanied except for native serv 
ants, that her itinerary embraced 
parts of Central Africa, about which 
only little is known, and that for 
for weeks at a time she saw no civ- 
ii.zed being, the courage required to 
undertake such an investigation will 
be only partially appreciated. The ob­
ject of the venture was to find out 
how much of the undeveloped coun­
try of Central Africa might be opened 
out profitably, and to ascertain to 
what extent Rhodesia answered the 
laudations of those who have pre­
viously spoken of its wealth. On this 
point Miss Mansfield states:

Hopes For an Artist.
“I hope a great Rhodesian artist 

will arise able not only to depict the 
grandeur of the scenery, but also the 
wealth of the colors and bloom ly­
ing on every side within one’s hand’s 
grasp. Everywhere I find civiliza­
tion more advanced than I expected. 
It now only needs the individual ef­
fort to bring to a speedy issue the 
glorious results of the great found­
er's dreams. It is to be hoped that 
those now participating in the profits 
will not lose sight of the original 
Ideals, but each laying aside party 
principles and petty interests, will 
strive to ennoble and beautify the 
wonderful country they occupy. With 
regard to the health standpoint. I 
really do not think Rhodesia has 
much to complain of. I have not 
examined any statistics, but I doubt 
If fever is as great a scourge there as 
influenza is in England.”

A Pioneer.
No white woman has previously 

made the journey via the route taken 
by Miss Mansfield. From the Cape she 
went to Broken Hill by rail, afte 
tour of Buluwayo. and then covered 
the 540 miles to Abercorn on foot and 
by means of the machlla—a kind of 
hammock swung on poles and carried 
by two natives. From Abercorn she 
traversed British Central Africa by 
rail, subsequently making a further 
tramp for nine days until Baronga 
was reached on the northern side of 
Lake Nayassa. Here the Government 
gunboat conveyed her to Fort Johnson, 
where the machila was again requisi­
tioned for three days until Zomba was 
reached. At Zomba she was entertain­
ed by the Governor and Lady Sharpe, 
and "then she completed the journey 
to within a few miles of Cairo. Owing

The Only One.
As far as all practical purposes

Hon. A. W. Savary, retired judge, who was a mem­
ber of the first and second Parliaments of Canada, has 
in many ways contributed to historical literature of his 
own province. The transactions of the Nova Scotia 
Historical Society and the historical and genealogical 
publications of New England have had many con­
tributions from hi# pen.

The Savary genealogy prepared by Judge Savary 
is a large volume. The Calnek-Savary history of the 
county of Annapolis was largely written by the judge, 
who revised and edited the whole work. It is an ex­
tremely valuable book, dealing as it does with the first 
European colony on the northern part of this contin­
ent and with the ancient capital of French Acadia, and 
of Nova Scotia in the first half century of British oc­
cupation.

We have before us another volume for which Judge 
Savary le responsible. It Is a reprint of the narrative 
of'Col. David Fanning, with an introduction and notes by 
Judge Savary. Col. Fanning was one of the North 
Carolina loyalists who carried on u sort of guerilla cam­
paign at the beginning of the war, but received a com­
mission as colonel of the loyal militia of Randolph and 
Chatham counties, and continued as a sort of irregular 
scout in the bush lighting and partisan warfare which 
prevailed in that part of the country. His Narrative 
Is a series of adventures with a good deal of killing. He 
was absolutely careless of danger, and having been cap­
tured and effected his escape at least a dozen times, he 
tempted the fates until the end. After the war his 
history belongs to New Brunswick where he was elected 
to the Legislature for Queens county, and remained in 
public life until he was convicted of a serious offence, by 
evidence that was afterwards discredited. The governor 
annulled the conviction and Fanning removed 
to Dlgby where he died In 1826. A 
dealing with his career 
read some years ago In the New Brunswick Historical 
Society by Mr. Jonas Howe.

Col. Fanning’s narrative is an account of his conduct 
and campaigns in North Carolina. He left the manuscript 
with his family in Nova Scotia. It was printed at 
Richmond, Virginia, in an edition of 60 copies for pri­
vate distribution only in 1861, and is said to be the first 
book printed in the Southern Confederacy. Three years 
later an edition of 200 was Issued in New York. The 
book before us is printed not from these editions, but 
from the original manuscript. Judge Savary’s notes 
and Introductory sketch give the work greater local 
interest. Though Col. Fanning was a member of the 
Legislature of this province from 1791 to 1801 and was 
at one time a mill owner and a conspicuous man in 
Queens county, no public or college library has a 
copy of his narrative in either of the 
American editions, so that Judge Savary has now made 
it available.

Yonkers, N. Y„ Sept. 4.—Frederick 
Stockholm, who broke both his legs 
in an unusual accident at the Otis 
Elevator Works, on August 23, is 
dead in St. John's Hospital. It 
thought that he was recovering rapid­
ly. Death was due to heart failure and 
came suddenly as the injured man sat 
propped up in bed reading a newspa­
per to several of his fellow patients. 
He had Just read a funny story to 
them and they were laughing heart­
ily when the nurse saw him put his 
hand to his heart and gasp. She ran 
to aid him and found that he had 
died instantly.

Stockholm was an engineer and nad 
been in the employ of the Otis com­
pany for many years. On the day of 
the accident he was leaning over a 
table when his hands slipped and he 
fell forward 
When other workmen reached him 
they were surprised to find both his 
thigh bones broken. Dr. Barnes, who 
was summoned from St. Josn's Hospi­
tal, explained that Stockholm had 
been the victim of one of the rarest 
accidents known to surgery. The sur­
geon explained that when Stockholm 
slipped the powerful muscles of his 
thlghr contracted involuntarily In an 
attempt to restore his equilibrium and 
the sudden strain snapped both bones.

; reached Etah in August, 1908. At that time Dr. Cook 
I was a little south, and five or six hundred miles west of 

I Etah, having been moving southward on the other side 
of Ellesmere Land, and was now travelling eastward. 
While Peary waited for the February sunrise at Etah, his 
former associate was in his winter camp at Cape Sparbo, 
apparently not more than 250 miles away. Dr. Cook 
left this place on February 18th, 1009, for Annatok, 
which seems to be the same place as Etah or very close 
to It. As Commander Peary reached the pole fifteen 
flays earlier in the year than Dr. Cook, he probably left 
hie winter quarters earlier than the latter had done the 
year before, which was the same date that he left Cape 
Sparbo this year. But they would come within a few 
Weeks of meeting each other, one returning from the pole, 
the other going thither. Down to the time of writing we 
klo not recall any mention by Dr. Cook of the departure 
tof the Peary expedition for the pole shortly before he 
himself left Greenland.

There the naturalists took up 
their quarters in the midst of savage 
Papuans, whose characteristics they 

discovered were untrustworthi­
ness and thirst for blood.

OF SITURDIY’S FIRE
Water Hammer, Says City En­

gineer— Repairs At Little 
River Stops Loss Of 1,250,- 
000 Gallons a Day.

A hitherto unexplained loss of 1,* 
250,000 gallons of water à day which 
has been causing the water depart­
ment much uneasiness during the past 
fortnight, has to some extent been ac­
counted for by the break in No. 2 main 
near Little River peservoir which was 
reported yesterday. The main is be­
lieved to have been breaking for some 
time, and the sudden restoration of 
the pressure after the heavy draft to 
the fire near the coal pockets on Sat­
urday night completed the fracture. It 
Is also said to have done other dam­
age.

Speaking of the loss of water In 
the 4city Mr. William Murdoch, city 
engineer, said last evening that he 
believed considerable damage to the 
mains had resulted from Saturday’s 
night’s fire. Breaks had since been 
discovered In Union street near Pitt 
street, in Brussels street, and In City 
Road near Brindley street besides In 
other places and he attributed the 
cause to water hammer from the too 
sudden Increase in the pressure. The 
pipes, he said, were old, and were not 
Intended to stand the pressure to 
which they were subjected.

Men are now on the watch through­
out the city looking for breaks, and 
It is expected that more will be dis­
covered.

The break near Little River reser­
voir in the old 24 inch main was a 
fracture from end to end of a sec­
tion of the pipe nine feet in length. 
Repairs have resulted in the pressure 
throughout the city being considerab­
ly Improved, but the other 
have been discovered still 
low the normal.
