London, Dec. 15—The latest re-
turns announced tonight give the gov-
ernment coalition 3563 seats, and the
Unionists 257.

Clearly in the new parliament as
in the last parliament the Nationalists
by combining with the Unionists could
overthrow the government., The Lib-
erals, Laborites and Nationalists,
however, are all equally desirous of
abolishing the veto of the House of
Lords and may be expected to work
together to attain that end.

Chancellor Lloyd-George, speaking
at East Ham tonight predicted that
whien the elections were completed,
the government apart from the Irish
vote, would have a bare majority of
at least 60. He said this election
would make a deeper impression on
the history of the country, than any
election in modern times. The carry-
ing of the veto bill would be only
the beginning of the Liberal pro-
gramme, The legislation would be re-
formed. in such a way that the last
vestige of inequality between the two
parties, would be removed.

There is increasing evidence of a
divergence of views among the Union-
ist leaders over the referendum. F,
1. Smith, the new member of the
‘Walton division of Liverpool, and the
rising hope of the Unionist party, in
an address at Lelghtion-Buzzard to-
night, declared that Mr, Balfour’s of-
fer to submit tariff reform to a refer-
endum was an offer for this election
and this election alone.

If the Unionists did not obtain a
majority he agreed with Auston Cham.-
berlain in holding himself at liberty
10 make a further appeal to the coun-
try on the specific issue of tariff re-
form and, if they obtained a mandate
from the country, to introduce then
and there without delay a tariff re-
form budget.

Kansas Bank Robber Got Away
With $2,500 Only To Be

Surrounded By Farmers—|A

Shoots Himself.

Salina, Kas., Dec. 15.—Ira Ward, 20
years old who today robbed the state
bank of Paradise, at Paradise, Kas.,
securing $2,500, killed mmscl; when
surrounded by a posse of farmers, 14
miles north of that place late today.
Ward made a hard ride for liberty
after the robbery, but farmers over
the entire section had been notified
by telephone, and the possee pursuing
easily kept on his trail,

For five hours he eluded Lis pursu-
ers, but about sundown was st
rounded and turning his gun on him-
self sent a bullet through his brain.
On his body was found the $2,500
which he had stolen from the bank.
The bank officials say all the mcney
stolen has been recovered.

Ward lived near Luray, Kansas.
This morning he went to a hardware
store in Paradise and bought a revol-
ver, ammunition and a coil of rope.
He then entered the bank where he
ocvered Cashier Bert O'Brien end four
other. men with the weapon After
the safe had been opened by the cash-
fer at Ward's direction, the five men
were marched into a back room and
forced to lie on the ficor.

The lone bandit then tied the men
and gaged them with gunny sacking.
After taking $2,500 from the vault,
Ward walking to a hardware store
purchased a rifle and a large number
of cartridges and mounting his horse
rode rapidly away. In a short time the
men In the bank were discovered and
released. A posse quickly was formed
and started after Ward,

Tariff Resolution,

The resolution which
the greatest interest,
that upon the tariff.
lows:
1. Reciprocal free trade between
the United States and (anada in all
horticultural, agricultural and animal
products; spraying materlals, ferti-
lizers, fuel, illuminating and lubricat-
ing oils; cement, fish and lumber,
2. Reciprocal free trade between
the two countries in agricultural im-
plements,
3. For an immediate lowering of
the duties on all British imports to
one half the rates charged under the
gsmeral tariff, whatever these may
be. That any trade advantages given
the United States in reciprocal trade
relations to extend to Great Britain,
4. For such further reduections of
the remaining preferential tariff as
will ensure the establishment of com-
plete free trade between the Domin-
ion and mother country within ten
years.
5. That the farmers of this country
are willing Yo face direct taxation in
such forms as may be advisable to
make up their revenue loss under
new tariff relations,

Other Matters.
In addition to the tariff resolution,
which was moved by E. C. Drury, one
of the Ontario delegates, the follow-
ing were the subjects of other reso-
lutions:
Hudson Bay Railway.—That the
rallway and all terminal facilities be
constructed, owned and operated in
perpetuity by the Dominion Govern-
ment, under an independent commis-
ajon.
Co-operation—That cheap and effec:
tive machinery should be provided
by legislation this session for the in-
corporation of co-operative societies.
Banking—That the new bank act
be so worded as to permit it to be
amended at any time, and in any par-
ticular, instead of every ten years as
at preset.

Teminal elevators—That the termin-
al elevators of Fort William and Port
Arthur be operated as a public util-
ity under an independent commission.

Lower Tariff.

Ottawa, Ont., Dee. 15,—The memor-
ial presented in support of the tariff
resolution compressed the argument
for lower tariff into about six thou-
sand words. It starts off with a state.
ment that when the National Policy
was first introduced it was on the un.
derstanding that when the protective
industries had time to develop and
get firmly established the protection
would be withdrawn and the people
relieved of further protection for the
benetit of industry,

Under the impresgion that the ex-
pected reduction was not abandoned
by the government but only postpon-
ed, the farmers had heretofore defer-
red making any strong objection. The
memorial declares that the revision
of 1907, although providing reduction
in a few items worked out upon the
whole to afford more protection to
manufacturing industries. Of 221 free
items on the list farmers got the bene-
fit of free binder twine, cream separa
tors and corn for feeding purposes,

Practically all the other free items
were raw materials used by manufac-
turers, There was not objection to
allowing raw material used by manu-
facturers to be imported free of duty,
but the farmers did object to giving
the manufacturers at the same time
an opportunity through the customs
tarifft on the finished article to levy
unjustly a heavy tribute off the peo-
ple who use heir goods,

The memorial argues that the prin-
cipal of protection by virtue of which
one group of individuals can levy tri-
bute upon their neighbors. is inherent.

“SPEAKER ON
ARBITRATION

Justice Riddell Tells Auditors
At Washington That All
Thought Of Annexation Must
Be Abandoned.

Washington, Dec. 15.—Justice Wm
Renwick Riddell, King's Bench divis-
fon, high court of justice for Ontario,
Toronto, spd®e on “International re-
lations between the United States and
Canada,” here today. He prefaced
his arguments in favor of arbitration
by the statement that a nation of eight
million, neighbor to a nation of nine-
ty, must needs look with troubled eye
upon everything which might induce
the latter to use foree against it, and
with favor upon everything that might
remove in whole or in part any ¢hance
of armored conflict.

The speaker swept aside the idea
of annexation with the declaration,
“we have determined to remain Cana-
dians and to remain British,” and he
expressed his conviction that the Am-
erican people never would try to force
their eitizenship upon a nation of free
men, There was indeed a species of
war going on in tariffs, he declared,
but a war of the other and worse
kind such as England and America
fought a hundred years ago never
should have been, and it was to be
hoped that the reign of common sense
and good feeling would continue in
the future.

Record To Be Proud Of.

The speaker turned to the history
of the settlement of disputes between
the United States and Canada, which
he declared was a record of which
each should be proud. This began
with the treaty of 1783, providing for
the arbitration of the guéstion as to
the location of the St. Croix river,
and was followed by the arrangement
for compenbation of owners of ships
irregularly seized in 1802, by the ar-
bitration of the ownership of Grand
Manan-and the Passamaquoddy Is-
lands In 1814, and then by similar ar-
rangemenis of boundary dispuies in
the Great Lakes and the Iroquois riv-
er sections.

MUSICAL TASTE.

The popular taste in music runs to simple things.
It is open to question if many of the more involved
musical compesitions ought to be rendered before pub-
lic audiemees,; 'éven by the most accomplished artists,
The object in a musical performance is to give pleasure,
not to show what the artist is able to do.

written some of the phrases several times before they
are satlsfactory to him. The artist takes the com-
position and studies {t; he ‘may change his rendition of
it until it sults his exacting taste. Then the result
of months of study by a composer and possibly months
of study by an artist is given to an audience who never
heard even the nasme of the production before, and
some people wonder why it does not arouse enthugiasm,
when the same sudience five minutes later will break
into tumultuous applause at the first bar of Some
simple familiar air. The explanation of it is that
people like music they can understand.

It may be musical taste of a
community to be improved if they enly hear the things
they know already? No one says it can; but there
are hundreds of simple compositions, that are simple
in the sense of not being involved, which for their
proper execution call for great study and yet can be
taken in a' once by a mixed audience. In producing
such compositions true artistic sense can be expressed
by the performer and cultivated in the hearers. It
happens more often than not that the numbers in a
great artist's repertoire which win the greatest ap-
plause are those which the artist regards as a minor
effort. In their simplicity lies their appeal.

A MUNICIPAL REFERENDUM,

The question of submitting matters of national im-
portance to a referendum, it is of interest to note, has
been extended in San Francisco to municipal affairs.
The working of a referendum ‘was tested in that city
in a special election on November 15, and apparently
with most satisfactory results. Thirty-eight proposed
amendments to the city charter, of varying degrees
of importance, were submitted to a popular vote. Some
forty-five thousand or about 50 per cent. of
the electorate, participated, in spite of the fact that
there were no offices at stake.

Say Present Conditions are
Disgraceful--Should be Re-
modelled and Made Pay '

)

The market committee consigting of
the mayor and Ald, Wigmore, Jones

and White, made an inspection of the
market premises yesterday afternoon
and professed to have found many
things that indicated the need of rad-
ical chang

“Conditions about the market are
not at all satisfactory,” said his wor-
ship. “We saw many evidences that
the management has been loose. Ev-
erything seems to be in a state of
conlfusion. After our inspection we
felt a bit confused ourgelves, We were
not able to find out who has a right
to be in the market and who hasn't.

“We are having a map of the mar-
ket made. If, after all the stalls sold
at public auction are accounted for,
we find there is any space tc let, we-
Il sell it at auction,

“We examined the market building
where the public halls are located,
and found things in bad shape there.
Nobody knows how many tenants the
city has in +the building. Part of the
building is being used for a storehouse
by Mi. Gibson, In  our opinjon 'the
building was not constructed for eom-
mercial purposeés, the supports being
too weak."”

Conditions Disgraceful,

Ald. Wigmore when seen sald.condi
tions in the market building were
disgraceful.

“Only recently Dr. Melvin complain-
ed on behalf of the board of health
that the public halls and passages
weére unsanitary,” he said, “and
something was done to clean them up.
Yet when we visited the building we
found piles of ashes dumped in the
hallways, and the odor pervading the
building was sickening. 1 can’t under-
stand why the officials of the board
of health did not make sironger com-
plaints than they did. Old paper boxes
and odds and ends of rubbish are
piled about the passages.

“The city ought to be getting quite
a sum for the rent of the rooms, but
nobody seems to know just who the
tenants are, Three societies have the
use of rooms free of charge by court-
esy of the common couneil, but why
organizations like the medical society,
and pharmaceutical society should not
pay for rooms is more than I can see.
One society pays the city $50 a year
and it is d sub-lets the rooms to
other societies, making $200 or $300
that ought to be turned into the city
treasury.

“The market building has a splendid
location, and ought to be a fine profit-
making piece of property. It should
be remodelled and renovated, and
managed properly. If we put in an
elevator and fitted up the building for
office purposes, the city would have
no trouble getting plenty of tenants
at good rentals. If it is to be used
as 4 meeting place for societies, then
the city should deal with each society
direct, and see that they paid for the

use of rooms. The committee will
probably recommend the council to
employ an architect to remodel the
building, and put in an elevator,
Should Make Money.
“The market ought to pay. It had

a surplus last year of 15 cents, but

that is ridiculous. Everything ie
loose~—we have so far been able to
get very little definite information

about anything. We couldu’t, for in-
stance, find out who pays for the light.
ing of the halls—the city or the so-
cleties, If the city does, the lighting
bill probably equals, or is greater than
the rent received.”

The answer of the New Brunswick
Tel Ci to the int

regarding the company, made by a
committee of citizens, has been filed
with the Board of Public Utllity Com-
missioners of the province. The
complainants now have four days in
which to fille their reply and a date
for the hearing will then be filed by
the commission,

The answer on behalf of the com-
pany sets forth that the company ad-
mits the allegations In paragraphbs 1,
2, 3, 4 and 5 of the appllcation, but
alleges that the schedule filed con-
tained the rates, tolls and charges
which had been and were establighed
for the services ' performed by the
company in comnnection with all ita
exchanges througout the country and
that such complete schedule so filed
was based upon the inter-relation of
telephone service in the different part
of the province where the company
exchanges are located, as a unit for
the whole province and the rates,
tolls and

charges at one exchange
cannot be altered or varied unless
compensatory adjustment is made

with respect to other portions of the
system.

The company says the schedule an-
nexed to the complaint is mnot the
schedule but an extract therefrom. A
schedule is annexeed, which schedule
is the one in force continuously since
June, 1909, and filed with the provin-
cial government. The company de-
nies that the rates are undue and un
veasonably large returng on the value
of its plant in the St. John Exchange,
The question of whether or not its re-
turn is undue and unreasonable does
not depend upon the value of the ex-
Isting plant in connection with any
particular exchange of the company.

Depreciation of Value,

From time to time it becomes
necessary to discard extensive and
valuable plant which has been re-

placed by more valuable equipment as
well as to replace losses caused by
wear and tear and accident.

Premier Hazen Receives Pe-
tition from Kent Co. Parish

¢ Asking for Operation of

Local Prohibitory Law.

Rev. Ph. Hebert, parish priest of
Buctouche, was in the city yesterday
for the purpose of presenting to Pre-
mier Hazen a petition of the rate-
payers of the Parish of Wellington,
Kent County, praying that no more
licenses for the sale of spirituous
liquors in that parish should be issued
and that prohibition might be grant-
el them under the provisions of the
act passed in 1903 by the House of
Assembly.

Thiz act provides that when it is
made to appear by petition to the
satisfaction of the Lieutenant Gover-
nor in council that public sentiment
in any parish is largely in favor of
the prohibition of the sale of liquor
an order in council may be passed

public safety.

A gentleman who is in  thorough
touch with matters in the City Hall
gald last night, “A section of the
press of the city is londly applanding
the council and the committee which
investigated the market for their ac-
tion in suspending the director of
public safety and the market clerk.
As a matter of fact Mr. Dunham is
the only one who suffers materially
from t} action, for his suspension
means (he loss of his salary, while
the suspension of the director does
not ‘even mean the losg of that por-
tion of his salary which is chargable
to the market department.

“Qome of the aldermen may be in-
clined to doubt this,” he contlnued,

partments over which he has control,
but his salary, or any part of it, can-
ot be taken from him through his
suspension from the control of the
market.
