Believed That Riots in
Wales, When Citizens

London, Aug. 20.—A great wave of
relief swept over the country tonight
when, shortly after 11 o'clock, the
announcement was made from the
Board of Trade offices that the rail-
way strike had been settled and that
the men would return ‘to work im-
mediately.

Telegrams were quickly despatched
to all important railroad towns, beur-
ing the information, and crossed in
transit messages to London, describ-
ing strike riots in Llanelly and small
er towns in the kingdomm. Most of
the credit for settlement seems to rest
on the shoulders of David Lloyd
George, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
who, in his statements to parliament
and. interviews with the manage
the men, for coneill
all others of the interested parties
seemed to have been given up.

A joint committee of five members,
composed of two representatives of
the railway companies, two of the men
and a non-partizan chairman, will be
appointed Tuesday to investigate the
workings of the conciliation act of
1907, which the men claim is the root
of all their grievances. This device
overcomes the men's objections to &
royal sion, which, they con-
tended, @ s has been in practice
a synonym for delay.

S0 far as technical advantage in the
compromise goes, it appears to be in
the men's favor, particularly as the
managers consent to meet their repre-
sentatives. The officlals’ statement
concerning the agreement, says the
managers consented to this scheme in
view of certain representations made
them by the government, including a
promise of legislation to permit of an
increase in railway rates. The men
claim a victory for unionism on the
point of recognition of the unions,
which was one of the most vital prin-
ciples at stake.

A Victory for Unionism.

Messages were sent to 1800 bran-
ches of the labor unions tonight say-
ng: “The joint commission has set-
tled ‘the strike, It is a victory for
trades unionism. All men must re
turn to work immediately.”

As a result of the settlement
soldiers who had been scattered at
strategical railway points about the
country will be withdrawn as fast
as arrangements for transporting
them can be made.

There is no doubt that today's af-
fair at Llanelly, Wales where troops
fired on a mob, killing two men and
wounding two others, had much in
fluence in ending the strike. The
Liberal government had almost its
existence at stake because of the
strike, as it depends on the working
classes for its power. The shooting
of citizens by soldiers occurred less
often in the United Kingdom than
in any other European country and
is particularly repugnant to all clas-
ses. The settlement was reached at
a conference between David Lloyd-
George, the chancellor of the exche-
quer at the executives of the men's
gocieties,

Premier Asquith returned to Lon-
don this afternoon from the country
whete he had expected to stay over
Sunday and his secretary made con-
stant trips to the conference of the
Loard of trade and the headquar-
ters of the railway magnates.

Nantucket, Mass,, Aug. 20 —Whether
Captain P. Langville, and the crew
of the two masted British schooner,
Minnie, which was found abandoned
off Great Polnt yesterday, made their
escape in safety, or have been drown-
ed in their lifeboats in which they left
the ship, was not known here tonight,
although lifesavers along the Cape
Cod and Nantucket coasts looked for
them last night and today. The crew
of tiree men left their vessel, appar-
ently in great haste, although the
schooner is in fairly good condition,
except for opened scams,

The ship's papers show that the
Minnie is owned in Halifax, N. 8., and
has 206 tons of hard coal aboard, New
York to Canso, N. 8. With the as-
sistance of the revenue cutter Acush
net, the Caskata  lifesavers ran the
Minnie ashore in shallow water in
side of Great Point today. She has
taken in ‘en feet of water. Wreck
ers have taken possession of the
schooner and will institute claims for
salvage on the vessel and cargd.

The Agreement.

The terms of agreement follow:

1. The strike to be terminated
forthwith and the men's leaders to
use their best endeavors to induce the
men to return to work at once.

2. All the men involved In the
present dispute, either by strike or
lockout, including casuals who present
themselves for work within a reason-
able time, to be reinstated by the
companies at the earliest possible
moment and no one to be subjected
to proceedings for breach of contract
or otherwise penalized.

3. Conciliation boards to be con-
vened for the purpose of settling forth-
with all questions of the dispute so
far as they were within the scope of
such boards, provided netice of such
questions be given not later than 14
days from the date of this agreement.
If the sectional boards failed to arrive
at a settlement, the central board is to
meet at once. Any decisions arrived
at are to be retrospective as from the
date of this agreement. It is agreed
for the purposes Of this and the fol-
lowing clause that rates of wages in.

|Boston Aviator Rapidly Over-
| hauling World’s Long Dis-
tance Record in His Flight
From St. Louis.

Lyons, N. Y., Aug. 20—Nine hun-
dred and thirty miles from his start-
ing point, Harry N. Atwood, the
young Boston aviator, who is fast
approaching the world’'s long-distance
record in flight from St. Louis
to New York landed in a field in
Lyons this afternocon, after flying 104
miles from Buffalo without a stop.

Ascending in Buftalo at 3:30 p. m,,
Atwood who has flown seven days
without a mishap, circled to a high
altitude, turned eastward and hit by
a brisk wind from the ‘west, shot over
towns and villages at a speed which
kept train despatchers busy reporting
his progress. -He alighted in Lyons
at 5.31 p. m, having covered the 104
miles in exactly two hours and eleven
minutes. In one instance he went four
miles in three minutes and on reach-
ing Rochester, 69 miles from Buffalo,
he went around the outside of the
city so fast that people standing on
office buildings could not get more
than a glimpse of him,

The train which left Buffalo at ex-
actly the same time that Atwood did
ran in sight of the seroplane most
all the way to Rochester but ar-
rived there 18 minutes after the avi-
ator had passed around the city and
bad disappeared in the east, The
train, however, made a stop em
route.

Atwood is now 235 miles from New
York, or almost three-fourths of his
1,265 mile flight. By Tuesday right he
hopes to reach Albany and Wed-
nesday, in a ofe-day flight do¥vn the
Hudson river he expects to bresk
the world's record for distance when
he lands at Sheepheads Bay Race-
track. For the 930 miles so far cov-
ered he has been in the air 19 hours,
58 minutes. He had expected to
reach Syracuse tonight but gasoline

Chicago, Ill., Aug. 19.—W. G. Beatty
in a Wright biplane beat the world's
record for duration while carrying a
passenger at the interpatioual aviation
meet here today, Beatty and his pas-
senger were ln (he afr at the opening
gun at 3.26 o'clock and remained up
until 7.08:22 1-5, a total of three hours
and 42 minutes, and 22 1-6 seconds.

The former record was made by Am-
erigo at Mulhausen, Germany, Dec.
11, 1910, when he carried a passenger
3 hours, 19 minutes, 35 seconds.

While official announcements from

He dealt with the reciprocity issue in
an able manner, and referring to his
recent trip to the Old Country. said the
great majority of the people there
were strongly opposed to the pact, be-
cause they helieved it would prevent
the unification of the Empire, He then
discussed the effect of the agreement
upon the farming interests and judg-
ing from the reception given his re-
marks, evidently satisfied the farmers
present thit the adoption of the agree-
ment would have a disastrous effect
upon them.

Mr. Doherty, who was the next
speaker, made an able attack upon the
reciproeity pact, buttressing his argu-
ments with convincing facts and fig-
ures. He zompared conditions in- the

'ming communities of the states
with conditions in the provinces, show-
ing that the United States had a large
surplus of farm products every year,
and that the American farmers re
ceived considerably lower prices for
their products than the Canadian farm-
ers,

As an illustration of what the reci-
procity pact meant, he said that It re-
minded him of a farmer who owned
90 hend of cattle and who when his
pasture was exhausted and his cattle
getting lean, went to his neighbor
who had eight head of fat cattle and
asked him to take down his line fence
and allow the 90 head of hungry cat-
tle access to his rich pasture lands.

Ald. Potts, who was the next speak-
er, and who on account of his con-
nection with the market for many
years, was well known to the farmers

present, was given an enthusiastic
reception, and his speech was fre-
quently punctuated with applause.

In opening he said he felt at home
among the farmers of Kings county,
and believed they would recognize
that his views were sincere. He did
not come among them as an advocate
of elther party. He was accustomed
to take an independent view of pub-
lic questions and to speak his mind
without fear or favor.

Iike all Canadians he was much
interested in the reciprocity pact,
and felt it was his duty to oppose it,
because he was satisfied it would
ke a severe blow at the agricul-
1 industry of Canada, the chief
rce of the nation's wealth.

[the French electorate. Old friends and disciples have
forsaken him to become his most determined opponents,
the young men have left him, the idolatry of the Laurier
leadership has passed, and the glamor faded. When
25,000 people will stand for hours in-a broiling sun to
listen to the mention of his name without plaudits, and
to the criticism of his policy and methods with cheers, and
when the coolest observers give as their estimate an
equal division of sentiment, we can only conclude that
a revolution is in progress in Quebec. The immediate
result will be a partition of supporters between Laurier |
and his adversaries, Many good observers think his
adversaries will have the larger share. But it seems
certain that in Quebec on September 21st, Laurierism
will be shorn of its strength.

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Dr. Simon Cox, of Mattapan,
Says River Glade Property
is Ideal for Sanitorium Pur-

poses.

That the property donated by Mrs.
Jordan at ver Glade for a sanitori-
um is an ideal one for the purpose,
and that pians will immediately be
drawn up for the needful buildings
for the accommodation and treatment
of the patients, was the statement
made last evening by Dr. Simon Cox,
resident physician at Mattapan Hos-
pitai, Massachusetts.

In company with Hon. J. D. Hazen
and Dr. A. F. McAvenney, Dr. Cox
went to River Glade on Saturday
where the party was met by Mrs. Jor-
dan and examined the site of the pro-
posed sanitorium. “The site is ideal
for the purpose and the acreage sur-
prised me. It is a delightful place and
the climatic conditions are also in its
favor.” said Dr. Cox, “It compares
most favorably with any site I have
seen and when the necessary construc-
tion work shall have been completed,
the sanitorium should be au excellent
place for the treatment of incipient
cases,

“Of course you understand,” said
Dr. Cox, “that it is to be a sanitorium,
that is a place for the treatment of
incipient cases,

“While in principle the plans will
call for buildings after our place at
Mattapan, yet there will necessarily,
be modifications to meet the require-
ments at River Glade

“Architect Neil Brodie accompanied
ug to River Glade and had an insight
into the requirements and assured us
