“The principal necessity for the
change,” he said in introducing this
measure, “arices out of the very great
change which has taken place of late
years with regard to the way in which
the fishing industry is conducted to-
day, neatly ‘all the Ashing véssels on
the Atlantic coast and to some extent
on the lakes.and the Pacific coast as
well, are propelled, not alone by sail,
as was the case in days gone by, but
by auxiliary power furnished by gas-
oline engineés .and with the law as it
i§ 8t the presént time nearly all of

dthese vessels are being operated in

violation of the law because the daw
requires that vessels of over temwtons
shall have properly certified engineers.

“As the law stands it . would be a
great hardship upon the fishermen who
find that the auxiliary power afforded
to them by the gasoline engine, is of
very great assistance, enabling them
to make their runs to and from the
fishing grounds with a great deal
more certainty and with a great deal
less labor than was the case when
they depended upon sails and upon the
wind. In addition to, that there is no
such number of certified engineers,
even if the fishermén were able to
pay. them for their sérvices, fo be
obtained as would be necessary for
the;purpose of sérving as engineers on
board these bodts.”

The minister further noted that
many of these auxillary propelled
ships are not employed solely in fish-
ing. If they'were they would be éx-
empt under-the present law from hav-
ing a certificated master in charge.
They are engaged in fishing for three,
six or mine months in the year and
after that they carry freight between
the small ports in the Maritime Prov
inces.

He also neoted that at present if a
master or mate loses his certificate
the fee for replacing it is unduly
h eavy. It is proposed to reduce this.

PREMIER SAYS STRIKE
MUST END.

Brtsh Coal Troubles Casing
Distress and Parfiament Will
be Asked to Toke Measures
to Settle Them. e

London, March 15.—The = govern-
ment’s efforts to secure a settlement
of the coal  strike by effecting an
agreement between the mine owners
and their employes, have failed. After
three days of joint conferences, the
negotiations were broken off this even
ing and legislative action now will be
invoked to secure a minimum wage
for all the underground coal workers,

In making this announcement to the
Eonference today the premier said:

The government have done all in
their power to secure a settlement of
the controversy by an agreement, and
they have come to the conclusion,
with great regret, that this is impos-
sible, and that other measures must
therefore be taken.’

The official account of today’s con~
ference issued today says that Pre-
mier Asquith pointed out that the stop-
page of work in the coal mines had
now lasted more than a fortnight and
was producing incalculable inconveni-
ence and-loss and in some parts of the
country actual suffering. Though hap-
pily it had not been attended by dis-
order, the premier added, considering
the number of persons directly or in-
directly affected by the dispute, the
situation was growing every day more
serions and would continue a menace
to the well being of the .country as
fong as it lasted.

FROM BEHIND THE SPEAKER'S CHAIR,

The Gréat Question Settled.

that it has no constitutional prerogative to deal with this
question. The rights of minorities in matters of educa-
tion are within the exclusive jurisdiction of & Provinelal
Legislature,

The outcome of the debates on the Manitoba Boun-
daries Bill has been a complete vindication of the attitude
taken by the Borden Government, It was very clearly
stated by the Prime Minister on the gsecond reading of the
Bill that both for political and constitutional reasons
Parliament could not impose separate schools on the ter-
ritory of Kéewatin to be added to Manitoba. The Oppo-
sition, with Sir Wilfrid Laurier in the lead, came down
with somewhat precipitated haste from “within the lines
of Torres Vedras” when they could no longer escape the
vote on the third reading and ranged themselves behind
the (overnment. “I knew,” remarked Mr. Monk in the
course of his speech, “when my right hon. friend stated
* the other day, with studied caution, that he had retired
within the lines of Torres Vedras, that he would be
chased out of those lines. I must confess that I was
“somewhat curious to see how he would manoeuvre. I
did not for a single moment doubt that he would not
* follow the example of the noble duke whose name is
‘ associated with Torres Vedras, but that his issuing from
those lines would be coupled with a great deal of glid-
‘ing and sliding.”

This reference which Sir Wilfrid made to his attitude
on the school question will become historic, It was ef-
fectively handled by more than one speaker during the
debate. The remarks of Mr. Louis Coderre, member for
Hochelaga, one of the divisions of Montreal, are worth
quoting: “The spectacle we have before us,” he séld,
* does not justify at all the right hon, gentleman in com-
“ paring his own attitude and the attitude of his party, on
“ this very important question with the attitude of Wel-
* lington and his soldiers at Totres Vedras in 1810. That
% great political party has no policy to offer the House;
*if these politicians, Sir, have such a policy, they have
* not the courage to stand openly by it. We see no flag,

burgh, Scotland. He sald the steamer
which was under charter of the Domin-
fon Coal Company, left Boston in bal-
last for Loulsburg jast Thursday. Ice
wal encountered Sunday evening and
the ship was about fourteen miles
from her destination on the following
morning, whem three blades of the
propeller snapped oc.

This left the ship in a badly erippled
condition in & fleld of heavy ice, with
but one propeller blade to forge the
heavy boat through the solid mass.

It was a hard fight against big odds,
but after a lot of difficulty the ship
was free of the bulk of the ice. Capt.
Reddi been heading for Halifax
intending to have & new propeller in.
stalled here.

The ship, owing to her handicapped
condition could only make slow pro-
gress, less than three and a half knots
an hour,

Wednesday the ship encountered a
heavy fog. The captain sald they
were making slowly for Chebucto
Head, thinking they were yet some
distance away when, with but a few
seconds’ warning, the ship struck
broadside on the ledge, only a few feet
from the shore. This was about five
o'clock and Captain Redding says the
fog whistle was not heard on board his
ship.

The sea was pretty rough, break-
ing over the steamer. In a few min.
utes holes were rent in the ship's
bottom, and she commenced to fill with
water, The commander gave orders
to have one of the boats lowered. This
was done, and five trips were made to
the shore, every one being saved.
There was great danger of the steamer
rolling off the ledge into deep water
when some of the crew would have
undoubtedly been lost.

Captain Redding, realizing the im-
minent danger, had the men despatch-
ed to safety as quickly as possible,
none of them having time to save any
of thelir effects with the exception of
what they had on,

The captain was the last to leave
the ship, and lost his charts and every-
thing else, with the exception of the
clothes he wore.

Captain Redding said that when he
looked for the ship yesterday she was
gone, having slipped from the ledge
into deep water, which enveloped her.

The Isleworth was a new steamer,
the property of Watts, Watts, l.on-
don, Capt. O. E, Redding, who took
her to Nova Scotla from the old coun-
try, has been in command ever since.

NEW DONALDSON LINER

(Glasgow Herald.)

Scott’s Shipbuilding and Engineer-
ing Company, Limited, Greenock,
launched from their Cartsdyke yard
yesterday the steel twin-screw steam-
er Letitia, which they have built to
the order of the Donaldson line
{Donaldson Brothers, Glasgow) for
their service between the Clyde and
Canada, A large party was invited
to the ceremony. The naming cere-
mony was performed by Miss Grace
Donaldson.

The Letitia is handsomely modell-
ed and well equipped. Her principle
diménsions are—Length between per-
péndiculars 470 feet; breadth (mould-
ed), 56 feet 8 inches; depth (mould-
ed), 39 feet 6 inches te the shelter
deck, above which are fitted poop
bridge, forecastle, and boat decks.
The vessel has been designed for the
emigrant trade, and takes the highest
class at Lloyd's. The accommodation
for second class ‘passengers is fitted
on the bridge. shelter, and upper
decks, state-rooms being provided for
over 200 passengers of this class.
The dining saloon, music-room, wait-
ing-room, and smoke-room, are hand-
somely panelled in polished hardwood
and very comfortably furnished. Spec-
fal attention has been given to the
culinary department, and the galley
and pantry arrangements are very
extensive, the equipment . including
all the -latest improvements. Accom-
modation is also fitted on the shelter
upper, and main decks for about 600
third class passengers, principally in
two and four berth state-rooms. Sepa-

large cargo, there being five holds
worked by ten derricks and ten steam
winches. The steering gear is of the
Wilson and Pirrie type, controlled by
telemotor, A very extensive installa-
tion of electric light has been provid
ed, and electric fans and bells are
fitted throughout, Refrigerating cham-
bers are provided for ship’s provisions
and cargo, the plant being on the
02 system.

ported slides to the 1 p. cylinders.
The columns and bedplate are of sub-
stantial box section. The condensers,
circular in form » carried on seat-
ings from the tunk top and are sup
ported by brackets from the backs
of h, p. and m. p. columns.
