Mexico City, Feb, 9.—The army rose
in revolt in Mexico City today took
possession of public buildings, shot
down federal adherents in the streets,
rel d from impri General
Felix Diaz, the leader of the Vera
Cruz revolt, and falling into lloe
under hig banner practically captured
the Mexican capital,

General , Bernardo Reyes was also
freed from Santiago military prison,
there being no resistance in elther
quarter.

At 8.30 o'clock the first encounter
with the loyal troops occurred in
front of the national palace, and Gen-
eral Reyes, whose long record as an
army officer was broken little more
than a year ago by & farcial revolt,
wag dead. He was killed instantly by
a bullet through the head.

Many fell in this engagement and
among the scores of bodies which
strewed the streets were those of
minor officers, women and boys of
lower classes and members of the
great crowd of spectators which had
gathered at the firing of the first shot.

General Lauro Viller, post comman-
der of the capital, who remained loy-
al, was amons those slightly wound-
ed. The minister of war, General
Garcia Pena, received a minor injury
on the head.

Madero Heads his own Troops.

At the first call to arms President
Madero tock command of a force of
approximately one thousand men con-
sisting of mounted police, Chapaulte-
pec cadets, and a small detachment
otnyho!umeers.

found the government not altogzmer
unprepared. Riding at the head of
their troops, Generals Diaz and Reyes
approached from the east into the
Zocalo, the big square in front of the
palace. G 1 Reyes app d for
the first time in many months in the
uniform of a general, but Diaz was
clothed in the ordinary blue sack suit
and soft grey hat of a citizen,

Quickly the invading forces assumed
positions around the square, which
soon was clouded with the smoke from
their rifles. Immediately from the
Ealnce came an answering fire. The

Francisco Madero, president of the
republic, and the bers of his cabi-
net took refuge in the national palace
where they were besieged, but with
some loyal troops at their back, suc-
ceeded in defending the palace from
essaulis of the revolutionists, Made-
ro's family has taken refuge in the
Japanese legation, and tonight the
president is making a fight, desperate
in its efforts, against what appears
to be enormous odds for retention of
his power.

General Diaz, who Is the nephew of
the deposed president, Porifirio Diaz,
is now at the head of a majority of
the capital troops, including most of
the artillery, and is in possession ot
the arsenal in the city and the powder
works nearby.

Madero is relying on the loyalty of

General Blanquet, who has been sum-
moned from Toluca, forty miles dist~
ant, but Blanquet has only a thousand
men under his command and the
rebels are confident of defeating him
should he refuse to join in the move-
ment of revolt,

The day was marked by four sepa~
rate engagements, the most sanguln-
ary of which took place in front of the
National Palace, but the most fmport-
ant was that which terminated in the
formal surrender of the troops in the
artillery barracks. It is believed that
not less than 250 persoms were kil
ed in the fighting.

Bernardo Reyes, a strong adherent
of Porifirio Diaz and an ex-secretary
of war. The mutinous troops were

Officers Speedily Executed.

General Gregorio Rufz, a retired of-
ficer, two captains and three lieuten-
ants were executed in the patio of the
National Palace. It is officially re-
ported that this was by order of the
government, but another story is that
they were killed by a detachment of
their own men because they opposed
their joining in the revolt.

President Sustains Decision of

" Secretary McVeagh—Fore-
stalls Action of Big Com-
panies to Export Paper.

Washington, D.C., Feb. 9.—President
Taft today denied the right of free en-
try from Canada into the United States
of wood pulp made from the timber
of certain Crown lands in Quebec on
which that province recently announc-
ed 4 hag removed export restrictions,
The pr d the decisi
of Secretary McVeagh of the treasury
department, that Quebec’s action was
not sufficient to entitle these products
to free importation under the only op-
erative cleuse of the Canadian reci-
procity agreement,  which abolished
the duty on wood pulp and paper, pro-
vided Canada did not restrict their ex-
portation in any manner. This action
forestalls the reported plan of four
big paper manufacturers to send a
large shipment of paper to this coun-

ry.

Secretary McVeagh found after an
extensive investigation, that Quebec
had not actually removed the restric-
tions on the exportation of the timber
grown on the lands involved. It de-
veloped that the four companies leas-
ing the lands would certainly mot ex-
port the wood, but would convert it
into .paper. before sending it.inte.the.
United States. Quebec, it is declared,
refuged to remove the export restric-
tions, from other Crown lands, held by
companies which would export timber.

The primary purpose of the law, the
secretary held, and the president
agreed, was to induce Canada to re
move export restrictions so that wood
would be freely imported into this
country for manufacture into paper.
He consequently challenged the suf-
ficiency of Quebec's action. Treasury
officials deny that Quebec's case par-
allels the situation in British Colum-
bia which is given free entry on wood.
In that case only one company exports
to this country and no restriction is
placed upon either timber, wood pulp
or paper.

New York, Feb. 9.—Such a batler-
ing as she never before experienced
in her scores of ocean voyages was
the treatment the seas accorded the
liner Mauretania, which ended a tem-
pestuous trip from Liverpool here to-

Plate glass windows half
an inch thick were shattered and the
overhang -of the bridge was .ripped
oft, exposing the wiring of the signall-

Lisbon, Feb. 9.—Advices from Mo-
zambique, Africa, say that the notor-
jous native chief, Napana, recently
raided the Nampula district of Mo-
zambique, massacring a large number
of Kuropean settlers.

The governdmifnmediately despatch-
ed a punitive ‘expedition of 1,000 men,
after a march of nearly 400 miles
in the broiling sun the expedition
came upon the chief and his band and
completely routed them . after five
hours fighting, killing".two hundred
and wounding five hundred. The Por-
tugese lost four killed and twenty
two wounded.

Emperor in Speech Declares
That if People Lose Faith His
Gountry Will be Punished
and Cites Cases.

Berlin, Feb, 9.—Declaring that the
Prussians were oppressed and dis-
membered folk in 1806, as a conse-
quence of God's judgment, becausd
they had lost faith in him, the Ger
man Emperor at a memorial service
at Berlin University today delivered
a characteristic speech, warning the
present generation of Germans not
to forget the faith of their fathers.
The Emperor emphasized his words
by pounding his right fist on the desk
repeatedly. He was ten times inter-
rupted by applause.

He asserted that the Germans of to-
day were inclined to believe only in
targible things and to place diffical
ties in religion’s way, They should
study history, he sald, and see how
the Prussidns regained their old faith
and fougnt the war of liberation,
whose glorious results were not man's
work, but God's. work.

“80,” continued the Emperor, “we
have in the history of the past cer-
tain proof of God’'s guidance, and that
He was and still is with us. And
with this teaching of the past the
whole Germaw youth can forge in its
fire the tried shield of faith, which
must never be lacking in the armory
of Germans and Prussians. With
such weapons, looking neither to the
right nor to the left, we will go our al-
rect way, eyes uplifted and hearts
uplifted, trusting God. We can all
repeat the great Chancellor’s words,
“We Germans fear God and nothing
else in the world,"”

A storm of applause followed the
Emperor's speech, which was im-
promptu and entirely unexpected, and
surprised the rector of the University
who had started for the rostrum to
close the exercises.
