‘Redmond in the lobby to the Glasgow
Herald representative, who says:
|“What the Nationalists most fear in
jbeing sold at the last moment.”

From the parliamentary standpoint,
1§t is generally conceded that Asquitli
{has played a skilful, tactical move, but
from the practical standpoint, the situ-
iation seems more complicated than
sever. The note of pessimism which
{marks the editorial comment is also
\blended with a pleasing tone of mod-
leration. Thus the Times, while as-
igerting that there is no improvement
i§n the general prospect since the fixed
ideterminmion to pass the bill, depre-
icates the-condemning of the amending
bill in advance. It recognizes that As.
quith is in an extremely difficult posit-
Hon, and that the issue is too serious
1to regard as a merely party one. It
{also enjoins the Unionists, so long as
the door is open to a settlement, to be
wareful to keep it open.

The Westminster Gazette, Liberal,
admits that it became manifest in the
course of the debate that Asquith’s
statement was unpalatable to the Irish
pary and to many supporters of the
government. This journal also mildly
remonstrates with the leaders of the
opposition for their manner of meet-
ing the peace proposals. The West-
minster Cazette blames the Ulster
. Covenanters as being responsibley for
‘the harder attitude of the opposition.

The Pall Mall Gazette declares that
the Unionists will do everything pos-
sible to secure peace, but that it is
useless to deny the fact that the ex-
clusion of six coupties, pending the
adoption of federalism, is the irreduci-
ble minimum required to avert civil
war, however, hateful to Redmond
this concesgion may be.

The intense earnestness of politics
at the present moment is illustrated
by the fact that the charge is made
that the Liberal candidate lost the
Grimsby bye-elecion owing to his re-
fusal to enter polemics, preferring to
advertise himself in a breezy, humor-
ous way as a personal friend of the
electors.

BILD JAGK ROSE
CENTRAL FIGURE
T BECKER TRINL

Tells Story of Underworld In
Matter of Fact Way, and
Unperturbed by Counsel's
Grilling,

(Associated Press).

New York, May 13—"Bald Jack”
Rose, chief witness for the prosecu-
tion at the second trial of Charles
Becker, charged with being the insti-
gator of the plot that resulted in the
murder of Hermam Rosenthal, came
from the stand at the conclusion today
of five hours of relentles cross-exami-
pation, bright-eyed and smiling. The
bald-headed informer quietly and un-
falteringly answered every question
asked him by Martin T. Manton,
chief of Becker's counsel. Even when
Manton shouted accusations of mur-
der at Rose and tried to make him
admit that he had made his living by
committing petty larcenies and by
selling opium to the slaves of the habit
in New York's Chinatown, the former
gambler remained unperturbed.

Rose’'s expression never changed
during all the grilling. The tone of
his voice was neither raised nor low-
ered at any time. He reiterated his
story of underworld intrigue and mur-
der with a calm matter-of-fact air.
He showed no fear, no emotion and
no remorse, except on one occasion.
Then he said his conscience pricked
him when he thought over how he
and plotted to have Herman Rosenthal
murdered.

Manton managed to get Rose to ad-
mit there were minor discrepancies
between the testimony he offered at
the first trial and that he gave on di-
rect examination yesterday. Rose-said
his testimony yesterday was more
complete in places than his former
testimony. At the same
sald, he told some things at the first
trial he did not mention at this one.
“] know so much about it, and have
talked so much about it,” said Rose,
“jt is imposible for me to leave
some things out now and then.”

Every seat in the little court room
was occupied, many by women prom-
inent in society and club circles. In
the corridors outside the crowd be-
came so insistent for admission that
several times the police were called
upon to clear the passages.

Throughout Rose's recital Mrs.
Becker, wife of the defendant, watch-
ed the witness intently and her display
of interest spread to others in the
room among whom were Mrs. Seabury,
wife of the trial judge. Mrs. Belmont
Tiffany, Mrs. Inez Milholland Boisse-
vain, the suffragist leader and Ogden
Mills. £

Rose testified yesteérday that Her-
man Rosenthal, the gambler, was a
stool pigeon for Becker.

Ottawa, Ont., May 13—If ever a
man was crucified in parliament it
was Sir Wilfrid Laurier this evening
by young Arthur Meighen, the solici-
tor:general, to whom was delegated
the task of following the leader of the
oppdbition in the debate over the gov-
ernment’s agreement with the Canadi-
an Northern Railway. He did it mer-
cilessly yet courteously, and with all
the deference of youth to old age, but
he tore the Liberal leader’s arguments
into shreds, caught him in his own
trap, rendered him ridiculous and end-
ed a magnificent speech amid an in-
spiring ovation.

The debate was opened by the pre-
mier, who told in detail the story of
the agreement and showed its neces-
sity. He was followed by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier who has never been strong
on railway or financial matters. The
chief portion of his speech was his ef-
fort to belittle the security the gov-
ernment had received for the guaran-
tee of a further issue of bonds of the
C. N. R, to the extent of 43,000,000 of
dollars. Mr. Meighen soon disposed
of this. He first of all pointed out
that Sir Wilfrid and his government
had guaranteed the bonds of the Can-
adian Northern Ontario Railway to
the extent of $35,000,000 and did not
take a dollar of mortgage, whereas the
present government has an absolute
mortgage on all the proberties of the
C. N.-R., not alone the railway and
terminals but on the townsites and
lands. There are 4,102,000 acres of
land in possession ‘of the C. N. R, val-
ued at upwards of $30,000,000, and
there are townsites valued now at up-
wards of $24,000,000. There is a ma-
terial surplus in this alone over the
whole bond issue. But there is more.
There is a mortgage on all the proper-
ties which MacKenzie and Mann them-
selves hold personally and in which no
others are interested.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

A naval battle which is of great in-
terest to students of Canadian history
although it was fought in the Bay of
Biscay, off the coast of Europe, oceur:
red 167 years ago today, May 14,
1747. .Two years before the famous
fortress of Louisburg, in Cape Breton,
had been captured by an army O
4,000 New Englanders, mostly mer
chants and farmers, led by Willlam
Pepperell, assisted by Commodore
Wamen with four English battleships.
The French were determined to re:
take the “Dunkirk of America,” which
was the strategic key to Canada, and
upon which upwards of a million
pounds had been spent. The great
fleets were fitted out to be sent against

Louisburg. One fieet of* thirty-nine
men-o-war suffered severely from
storms and other misfortunes, and

the remnant of the proud array of
vesels returned to France. In May,
1747, another great fleet was dis-
patched under the command of La
Jonquiere, but on May 14th it was
intercepted by on English fieet un«der
Admiral Anson. The battle was
fought off Cape Finisterre, in the Bay
of Biscay, and the French fleet "was
defeated and almost annihilated. The
English colonists were left in undis-
turbed possession of the mighty fort-
ress om the northern promontory of
Nova Scotia, but the French won in
the field of diplomacy what they had
failed to accomplish by force. In
1748 peace was made at Aix-la-Chapel-
le, and England gave up Louisburg in
exchange for the French conquests in
the fertile plains of Madras,
There was great grumbling at this ex-
change among those conversant with
North America, and one old British
veteran asserted that he would rather
give up Portsmouth. The French flag
was sgain raised over Louisburg, but
it was destined soon to come down
before the onslaughts of Wolfe and
his gallant men.

THE HUMAN PROCESSION
HALL CAIN 61 TODAY.

Hall Caine, the Manx novelist, who
produced a best geller in bofh Eng-
land and America, with “The Woman
Thou Gavest Me,” was born 61 years
ago today, and started life with the
names of Thomas Henry Hall Caine.
He was educated in the schools of
the Isle of Man, and later studied
architecture at Liverpool. From his
youth he was afflicted with a pen itch.

ments. He was sent to Canada as the
delegate of the Authors’ League to ne-
gotiate a Canadian copy right, and re-
ceived the thanks of the Dominion
government. He also visited Poland
and the frontier towns of Russia to aid
in stopping the persecutions of the
Jews.
The Caine home is in lovely old
Greeba Castle, one of the most pic-
turesque edifices in the Isle of Man
The novelist is not without honor in
his own country, for the Manxmen
are his enthusiastic admirers, and in
1901 Mr. Caine was returned by an
overwhelming majority to the House
»f Keys, the Commons of the Manx
Parliament.
The Isle of Man is becoming a fav-
orite resort for both summer and win-
ter and the novelist and Mrs, Caine
kept open house at Greeba Castle the
greater part of the year. The island
is in the Irish Channel, about equi-
distant from England, Scotland and
Ireland, and is famed for its lovely
scenery, its excellent climate and the
quaint, Old World flavor of its places
and people. Home rule, which Ireland
has long been fighting for, has been
enjoyed by the Manxmen- for many |
years. Although there are less than |
60,000 Manxmen, they have their own
pariiament and courts. The House of
Keys and the House of Lords hold an-
nual sessions in Douglas, the capital,
and the laws they pass are read aloud
every year from Tynwald Hill The
statues are proclaimed in the Manx
tongue, a language as distinct from
English as Itatian or German. Mr.
Caine speaks Manx fluently, but the
younger generation of Manxmen, a8 a
rule, speak only English.
The Isle of Man was long a bone of
contention between the kings of Nor:
thbumberland, Scotland, Norway and
Ergland, The government as it is in
operation to day in Hall Caine’s
island was established by Orry, a
Scandinavian adventurer who made
himself king of the island. He divid-
ed his kingdom into six sheadings,
and this division with four municipal
districts, still serves in the election
of members of the House of Keys.
The bishopric of the Isle of Man is
declared to have been founded by St.
-| Patrick, who stopped off and estab-
lished the see while on his way to
Ireland.

MacKenzie and Mann had thereupon
presented a statement to the govern-
ment showing that $100,379,00 was
still required to complete the road
against which the company had $58,-
473,982 in guarantees and subsidies
earned or potential leaving $41,905,
117 still required.

It might be asked why this fifty-
eight millions of subsidies and guar-
antees could not be used to complete
the road, and in this connection the
premier explained that this money
could not be used until it had been
earned, since it must be paid out only
in the proportion which the amount
actually expended on the construction
of the road bore to the total cost of
the whole road. Therefore the last
dollar of such money could not be
available until the road had been fin
ished.

Montreal, May 13—It would not re-
quire a great wealth of imagination to
run down the source of the bear
“dope” which went the rounds yester-
day about Dominion Iron.  Even a
sleifth who was so helpless that he
“could not catch a cold” would find
it child’s play.

The bears on iron who are under-
stood to still have a considerable
“short” balance to their credit, have
exhausted every considerable method
of putting the shareholders into the
proper frame of mind to part with
their holdings at the present level for
their sole benefit. The last resort was
to revive the old story about Presi-
dent Plummer resigning, and start
one that the company’s bankers insist-
ed on the passing of the preferred
dividend in order to get their account
in better shape.

With regard to the dividend Mr.
Plummer said: “Of course, if we are
all mistaken in our belief that busi-
ness conditions will soon right them-
selves and industry continues at its
present low ebb for an unprecedented
period, then we may have to consider
some alteration in our preferred div-
idend but we look for a recovery with-
in the next half year or less and see
no godd reason why it should not
come, Anticipating this improvement
there is no reason to feel alarmed
about our position as to the preferred
dividend. Sooner or later the coun-
try has got to buy iron and steel, and
1 hope before long we will have for-
gotten the strenuous times we have
had this year.”

TAKES BACK GOOD
REPORT TO LONDON

London, May 12.—"So long as agri-
culture is flourishing we need not fear
for Canada’s future. Happily the lat-
est crop advices both Canadian and
American reaching London are excel-
lent.” This was the statement made
to your representative by H.' V. F.
Jones, London manager of the Bank of
Commerce who has just returned from
a Canadian tour, A

FIR N TROUBLE

Despite Liquidation Dif-
ference of about $600,
000 yet — Name of firm
being Witheld. °

London, May 13.—The chief discus-
sion has today centered upon the ex-
tremely important salvage scheme of
the financial firm that was helped
over the week-end, It is now learned
that liquidation in this connection has
been in progress for several weeks in
order to meet speculative losses, It
is, however, stated that the difference
still amounts to £600,000. It is also
stated that the amount of stock taken
up by the salvage syndicate is £b,
000,000 nominal value,

The syndicate consists of several
wealthy exchange firms. It is under-
stood that one exchange firm put up
£80,000 and others probably put up
considerably more. No official an-
nouncement has been made and none
probably will be made now even the
name of the firm in trouble has not
been published. It is stated that the
trouble is solely connected with the
head partner of the firm who operated
personally, and not on the firm’s own
account.

But it is nnquestionable that a very
serious shock to the market has been
averted by the timely action of the
bankers and it is now sincerely hoped
that the worst is known. Nevertheless
much hesitation is still evident. The
largest account of the speculator in
question was in Grand Trunk Railway
stocks.

It is understood there is a general
feeling of disapproval among the big
business men and large property own-
ers of the city in the matter of street
paving. It is said that some of the
biggest merchants would like to see
the cost of paving met by the general
assessment. The present law which
requires that the work be petitioned
for by the property holders and that
they pay half the cost, they claim, is
unreasonable and they are of the opin-
ion that if the cost was borne by all
the tax payers the work of paving and
improving the streets could be better
carried on with little extra burden to
the tax payers, and more general sat-
isfaction to the public.

Among the reasonable arguments ad-
vanced by these merchants is thatthe
streets which at present require the
most urgent attention of the city are
main thoroughfares, the condition of
which matter little to the individual
property holder but which means much
to the large merchant whose daily
traflic is continually on these streets.

A prominent resident of the city
yesterday pointed out to The Standard
that it was imperitive that something
be immediately done to improve the
condition of the roads on Main and
Douglas Avenue. He said that these
streets were in such bad condition
that his motor trucks and horse ve-
Licles were being racked to pleces,
and that the poor condition of the
roads added to the expense attached
to running his business. He pointed
out also that with Douglas Avenue
and Main sireet in such condition, it
was practically impossible to adhere
to the laws governing the traffic of
the city,

He remarked that the sewerage had

been renewed on Main street from
Portland street to Paradise Row and
that all was ready for laying perman-
ent pavement. Pavement had, he said,
been laid on one side of the road but
the other side was in bad condition.
He thought that the section from Port-
land street up should be temporarily
paved until the sewerage was renew-
ed. He said that Douglas Avenue was
in a wretched condition and that if
nothing else was done wooden blocks
should be laid at once.
It was the general feeling among
the big merchants that the cost of
paving the roads should be included
in the general assessment, and that
the law requiring the property holders
con the street to pay fifty per cent. of

The landings all along the river are
flcoded preventing the boats from car
rying cargo and inconvenience is still
being met with by the steamers at
Indiantown in loading and discharg-
ing cargoes. Long solid stagings have
been erected leading from the water's
edge to the boats, and this in each
case serves as a way for passengers
and freight. The residents in the
lower end of Bridge street are man-
oceuvring about their homes in Vene-
tian style and to them journeying on
rafts has now become a regular oceur-
rence. About some of these houses
there is fully six ' or eight feet of
water.

The water at Indiantown has been
crawling up at too rapid a pace to
satisfy those living In the vicinity and
they are now anxious to see the end
of the freshet. The water has not yet
forced any of the mills to close down,

The steamer Victoria came down
river yesterday from Fredericton and
arrived at Indiantown about 4 e’clock,
She carried a light cargo of freight.

TECHNICAL PAPERS
URGING EDUCATION

Would prevent waste and

add to wealth of indus-
try — The Oyster Fish-
evies.

Superintendent Gilchrist stated yes-
terday tmat the immigration depart-
ment of the local government were
trying to induce old country fisher-
men to come out here and locate on
shores of New Brunswick, and that
information received from Mr. Bowder
the government representative on the
other side indicated that the chances
of getting a party of fishermen from
the Shetland Islands looked good. Mr.
Gilchrist said the opportunities for
the development of the fisheries of
New Brunswick were generally recog-
nized to be worthy of attention, and
that it was felt fishermen coming here
from the old country could make an
excgllent living and stimulate the de-
velopment of the Industry by intro-
ducing new methods.

In this connection it is interesting
to note that the Canadian Fisherman
has published some articles pointing
out the possibilities of developing the
oyster industry and the fisheries of
New Brunswick by the adoption of
more up-to-date methods on the part
of the fishermen and those engaged
in curing and handling fish,

Royal Commission Report.

The Royal Commission on Techni-
cal Education in its recent report has
this to say about the conditions and
needs of the fishing industry of New
Brunswick:

“Fishermen cure their fish as their
forefathers did. Technical education
i3 desirable. Biologlcal schools are
doing something, but not enough.
Training is needed for fishing. Shad
fishing which was formerly important
is now decling. Oyster beds need
supervision, There is great waste in
the herring fishery; the Scotch system
of control would check this. Laws to
prevent waste should be enacted. If
young people were trained it would be
a good means of insuring the stabil-
ity of the industry and the develop-
ment of natural resources There is
a lack of trained men, especially in
curing and treating fish.

“Other nations have protected their
oyster beds and made a great harvest
of wealth; it would be invaluable to
have instructors show what has been
done elsewhere,

The Canadian Fisherman points out
that in view of what various govern-
ments have done to provide technical
education for farmers something
should be done to give fishermen an
opportinity of acquiring technical
training in the various branches of
their business.

of this month the conflagration will
come, and on that very day that par-
ticular section of the city will be
wiped out. It is strongly advised,
therefore, that no house cleaning be
indulged until after that date and that
all plans for the twenty-fourth of May
be deferred.

In the police court yesterday after-
noon Mark Carey, charged with keep-
ing liquor ‘for sale without a license,
and for the illegal sale of liquor, also
for resisting arrest and assaulting
Detective Lucas, was remanded to jail
until Friday afternoon. It is expected

A young man named McConnell,
charged with:- stealing  carpenter’s
tools and another named Ryan, charg-
ed with stealing tins of coffee were
remanded for a couple of days to see
if they can obtain any referencé to
their previous character.

The Magistrate in remanding a
drunk, who was arrested on Sunday,
spoke for some time on the desecra-
tion of the Sabbath in St. John. He
said that on last Sunday morning,
when both the Baptist church on
Brussels street and the Catholic cathe-
dral on Waterloo streets were having
service, young fellows of both de-
nominations, who should have been to
church, were playing ball within the
sound of the church bells.

An Englishman, named Reeves,
charged with being the inmate of a
disorderly house on Sheffield street,
was fined $50, or three months in jail.
