MACKENZIE KING, LEADER OF
* LIBERALS, IN SECOND OUTBURST
OF POLITICAL PLATITUDES

Tells Halifax Audience He
Would be Willing to Wed
Liberals to Farmers, La-
borites or Veterans for
Power's Sake.

THROWS NO LIGHT
ON PARTY’S POLICY

Casts Loving Glances at Farm-
ers’ Party and Lays All the
llls of Mankind to Union
Government.

Halifax, Jan. 12.—Hon. MacKenzie
King, successor to Sir Wilfrid Laur-
§er, as leader of the Liberal party
tonight first brought his personal mes-
sage to the people of Nova Scotia at a
mass meeting at the Orpheus Theatre
%he audience which greeted him might
Bave been composed of natives of
Missouri, and was patiently waiting
to be shéwn, greeting Mr. King with
more or less mechanical applause
He was listened to with the deepest
of attention and the most important
of his points elicited applause that
was spontaneous and fortissimo,

More than two thousand citizens
hearnd MacKenzie King at the Orpheus
and many more would have been pres:
ent had Halifax possessed an auditor-
fum with sufficient seating capacity.
The doors of the theatre were opened
ot half past seven and in half an
hour the building was filled to capac-
fty. The audience was exceedingly
QCatholic in composition, with men and
women, young and old, of all ranks of
lite; college students and returned
soldiers were very much in evidence.
Jn the balcony was a small group
who endeavored to rag Mr. King on
his lack of military service.

Mr, King’s speech was eloguent and
inspiring, en appeal for unity and
stability to enable Canada to face the
great problems which were confront-
ing her. He spoke of the three great
groups, the Farmers, Labor and the
War Veterans, and said that beneath
the aspirations of each was the great
tinderlying principle of liberalism.
He claimed that a trpe parliament
must be lke a mirror and represent
ali these ‘groups; otherwise there
could be no hope of a united Canada:

In appealing for the formation of a
great party with a broad platform,
Mr. King dwelt upon the value of
the traditions of Liberalism. He also
spoke of the lives of public men, and
said they were mo cowards. because
they had to bear insults of men prob-
ably less worthy than they were.

In opening his address Mr. King
referred to the world unrest, as it had
followed in the wake of war,and as it
was demonstrated in the different
class movements, and stated that in
his opinion the great need in Canada
today was stability.

The speaker dealt with what he de-
goribed as “three of the largest and
most important elements in our Na-
_ tiona] society:—The Farmens, Labor
and the War Veterans.”

In déscussing the rise of the Farm-
ers’ party, which he held was inevi-
table for the defeat of reciprocity, he
said:

‘““When on May -4, 1918, the Farmers
of Ontario and Quebec came in thous-
ands to the doors of parliament to
protest against the broken pledges
of the administration, and the arbi-
trary measures being enacted and
arbitrary methods being employed by
the government, and the administra-
tion declined to permit them to enter
the building, and met with .blank in-
difference—one might almost say with
contempt—their respectful petitions,
§t was equally inevitable that they
preturn to their homes determined up-
on political action. In so far as these
movements are protests against arbi-
trary behaviour on the part of the ad-
ministration there can be only one
ettitude toward them on the part of
all true Liberals, that of co-operation
in an endeavor to obtain reforms.”

Continuing, he held that the over-
throw of the Hearst government in
Ontario was a victory for the Liberals
and stated:—“As Liberals we mistake
alogether the significance of these
agrarian measures, if we do not see
{n them evidences of Liberal thought
and feeling on the part of those who
fre advocating and supporting their
policies.

“And the same is true of the labor
movement. Can we as Liberals fail
to appreciate the aims and aspirations
of that movement? Speaking for my-
telf, my interest in induetrial prob-

Ratification of Peace

Dominion Government Dele-

gates Approved of Five In-
ternational Labor Conven-
tions at Conference — To
Come Before Gov't for Rat-

ification.

Ottawa, Jan. 12—Camadian Press
Limited)—Ratification of the Peac2
Treaty paves the way to the probabil:
it yof labor legislation during the com-
ing ! Five i ional labor
conventions were approved by the Do-
minion Government delefates at the
Labor Conference. They were:

Bight hour day, unemployment, pro-
hibition of the employment of women
in industrial establishments duringthe
night, children's charters, prohibition
of the employment of pemsons under
18 wears of age in industrial estab-
lishments ‘during the night.

‘Within the oourse of a fow weeks it
is expected these conventions will
come before the Dominion Govern-
ment for ratification. When the con-
ventions were adopted at Washington,
there was some doubt if they were
technically binding. The -conference
met under the terms of the Treaty of
Versailes and the Treaty, not/being
ratified, had not begun to operate. To
meet this situation the Conference de-
cided that when the governing body
meets in Paris, on the twenty-sixth of
this menth,” the question should
Qiecussed of taking steps which may
be mecegsary to render the decisions
of the conference effective. Now with
the Treaty ratified, the governing body
will be in a position to decide cn the
course to be followed. Afterwards,
ratification of the conventions will
come before the lon - Govern:
ment.

Under the terms of the Treaty of
Versailles, the- Dominion Governmont
will have twelve months within which
the conventions are to be submitted to
the competeut authopity for ratifica-

tion or rejection.

Joint Committee
To Investigate Great
Lakes Waterways

Governments of United States
and Canada to Study Into
St. Lawrence-Great Lakes
Ocean Navigation and Pow-
er Scheme.

Ottawa,’ Jan, 12.—Governments of
the United States and Canada have
both passed orders approving of the
proposed investigation by the Inter-
national Joint Committee into the St.
Lawrence-Great Lakes ocean naviga.
tion and power scheme. The inquiry
will commence at an early date and
will be in two phases—engineering
and economic.

What has just been approved are
the questions which will be submitted
to the Internationa] Joint Commission
They number nine. The first ques-
tion is as to the improvement be
tween Lake Ontario and Montreal to
open the way for ocean going vessels
and what draught. Quettions three
to six are all on engineering prob-
lems and how best to meet them.
Question seven asks whether the regu-
lation of Lake Ontario will increase
the low watér flow of the St. Law.
rence befow sMontreal, while questions
eight and Line are as to the industrial
development and navigation traffic
likely to result from the work.

The purpose of the plan is to let
the products of the Canadian and
American West have an outlet by
water to the seaboard, and to enable
ships of oceangoing size to reach the
head of the Lakes. The essential to
the undertaking is the removal of the
cbetructions between Lake Ontario
and Montreal by joint action of the
United States and Canada. Both, it
is proposed, will share in Dbenefits of
improved navigation and in the devel
opment of water powers. In the lat-
ter connection it is estimated that
power now costing $100 to generate

ties.

Ten ships lying at anchor in the
harbor waiting for berths; twenty
other ships crowded into fourteen
berths, some of them lying abreast
and a thousand or more cars block-
ing the yards and sidings as far away
as Moncton, That is the situation in
the port of St. John while hungry
Europe is clamoring for the wheat
and other products of the Canadian
farms. Regular Hners carrying gen-
eral cargo are being delayed; ocal
represengatives of the 8Ripping inter-
ests are holding indignation meetings;
and the railway authorities all over
the country are shouting for the rail-
way cars that are stalled at St. John
and Moncton.

How to get ithe contents o¢f the
waiting cars into the waiting ships is
a problem? Every day the ghips are
held here somebody has to pay demur-
rage, and there is a loss of shipping
efficiency when the wotld demands
the efficlent use of ships, Every day
the cars are held on the siding, tho
railways lose money and the, commerce
of the country suffers.

The situation was to some extent
unexpected. Ships have ‘been  sent
here for grain in a hurry ,and an ac:
cumulation of flour in the West Sida
sheds practically. put three berths out
of commission for days though ar-
rangements are mow being made to
utilize them. But if the govermment
had built the grdin conveyors last
year these berths could. have baen

“jused for loading grain, and the pres-

sure on the port would not pave Loeen
80 serfous. Apart from thne consid
erations, however, the congestion at
the port emphasizes the need of more
berths for ships, more extensive
yards for cars, and greater storage
facilities at the sheds, ard it is te be
hoped that the aoction taken by’ the
Commercial Club to bring the needs
of the port to tife attention of the
government and the Canadian Nation
al Railways management will have
the effects desired.

Of course the situation in St. John
is not exceptional. All British ports
are suffering from congestion; ships
have to wait some times two weeks
for @ berth. In American ports there
are complaints of overcrowding and
delays. In most ports of the world
dock development has been held up
by the war. But there is scant conso-
Jation in the fact that other ports
need enlarged facilities. The imter-
osts of St. John and of .the trade of
Canada are suffering, and the sooner
a beginning is made with the task of
providing the port with the needed
facilities the better. In the face of
present situation the government 1s
bound to recognize the obligations
of the nation to the port of St. John,
and take measures td assure the fur-
ther development of its facilities as
soon as possible. The government
and the eity authorities should come
to an understanding; technicalities
and definitions ought to go by the
board when the traffic of the country
{8 being held up. Dual control of the
harbor has only accentuated the pres-
ent difficulties; because of dual con-
trol three berths have been practical-
ly idle for days.

ler, Mr. Robert A. Pringle, according
to the Committes of the Publishers
now in Ottawa.

Barly in the day the paper control-
ler's representative at the miil, Vl\lr.'l
L. McNicholl, in tompliance with in-
structions from Ottawa, served notice
on the Fort Frances Pulp and Paper
Company to resumt shipments, Fail-
ing fulfillment of this order, he de-
clared his Intention of commandeer-
ing enough paper to enable the West-
ern papers to continue publication.

Producers Ready For Fight.

The mill refused to obey the order,
whereupon the sheriff, who had been
sumimoned to the scene with the
paper controller’s representative, pro-
ceeded to effect a seizure, says the
statement from the publishers. Mr.
E. Dackus, president of the company,
had instructed his employees to re
fuse admission to Mr. MecNicholl by
force, if necessary, but reports rg-
ceived late last night indicated that
ihe seizure had been effected.

The sefzure will not be effective in
providing newsprint for the publish-
ers, as the company had, in anticipa-
tion of this action by the paper con.
troller, shipped every .ton of ‘paper
to its customer in the Unjied States,
it is declared. To “further comipHcate
matters to the detriment of the ‘pub-
lishers and to set at naught the action
of the paper controHer, the company
tore up the switch by which cars are
mcved from the mill to the tracks of

The firet full year since the signing
of the armistice and the virtual con-
glusion of peace has  brought many
problems, some of them as yet un-
solved, and many surprises, not all
of which have been unpleasant. The
best minds are focused upon. the
former and are bringing to their so-
Jution a judgment and experience
broadened by the years of warfare and
tempered by the new spirit of tolera-
tion which these years have created.
The readjustments, naturally difficult
and tedious, are made more so by the
attitude of important sections of the
community who sheould rather facilitate
them, but in spite of this some head-
way is being made. No opportunity
should be lost of impressing upon each
individual citizen of the allled coun-
tries the vital importance and necessity
of the fullest conservation of our re-
sources and the utmost production of
whieh we are capable, if we are not to
be outstripped by our recent enemies,
who, we are told by the highest author-
itles, have already addressed them-
selves to the full limit of their power to
regaining what they have lost through
and during the war.

The great fever of unrest disturb-
ing the world and upsetting the rela-
tions between employer and employee
is perhaps a natural outcome- of the
recent oxperfences, .and it has been
suggested that not so much in profit-
sharing as in happiness-sharing will be
found the solutiva as between Capital
and Labor. Already the creative mind
has done much in evolving ways of
assuring to the workman a greater
share of the wealth which his industr;

“and energy hélp to 'rrb&'fb. ahd T many
large employers, looking beyond the im-
mediate present, have made through
group life assurance provision for the
families of their employees in the event
of the death of the last named.

Allies’ War Debts.

'Conditions in Canada.

From 1860 to 1880 the amount of life
assurance issued annually In the
United States followed with peculiar
accuracy the rise and fall of commod-
ity prices, and practically the same
phenomenon appears both in that
country and Caneda for the years
1913 to 1919.

One tramp which the harbor master
is allotting a berth needs a new pro-
pellor. The idea is to allow her to
remove her cargo and fill her up with
grain forward and tilt her so repairs
can be made.

Commissioner Bulldck moved that
the Harbor Master be advised to take
into consideration the advisibility of
giving liners preference over grain
boats; that No. 1 berth be allotted to
loadinig grain exclusively, providing
such vessels get prompt despatch,
and In case any liner’s berth becomes
vacant for 24 hours such berth to be
occupied by a tramp.
