The delegates were
unanimously of the opinion that the
question of (he reduction of armaments
would be the most difficnlt to meet and
thx believed that it wouvld be relegated
to the rear of the other two featu:es,
especially since the special object of the
ofbference is now acknowledged to be an
endeavor 1o establisr means for the sol-
ving of internation:i difficulties without
yeconme to war, thus Incressing the
rarity of wars, and as & natural conse-
quence lsading to the reduction of
armaments, the rarity of wars and, as a
natural | consequence, leading fo the
yeduction of armaments. They seemed
eonvinced, however, that numerous dif-
ferences of detail would arise in the va-
rious committees, and that the confer-
ence would be protracted.

BURIED THREE CEATURIES.

Documents Telling Where to Find
Treasure Discovered in a Cave in
N.w Mexico, Written in Spanish
and Latin.

Sanwa Fx, N. M., May 20—E, Gallegos,
of Las Vegas, and several boys recently
discovered s cave in the foot hills, six
m 1e from Les Vegas, which contained
a plain tablet in the wal'. The boys re-
moved the tablet and found tbat it had
protected @ niche, in which there was &
stone box contain ng Latin and Spanish
msuuecriote,

F 0. Kihlberg disciphered the manu
scripte, which stated that & of
Spanish and French oclinists from
Mezxico were attacked by Indiane mear
the 1)cality 300 years and all except
four were killed. One the survivors
died, and was buried close to the eave in
which the documents were stored. The
three survivora feared they would never
see their fellow countrymen egain, and
gave certain Jirections to be observe
by the finders of the docamente, K

The dccuments stated that in a certain
distance from the cave the grave of the
man who died would be found. A cer-
ta'n quantity ot gold and silver in bars
and valilon apd the shatt of a gold mine
were to be found in the same locality.
It wae also requested that the finders of
the tressure shoul t forward half of it to
1he.heirs of the ccl)niste.

Gallegos found the grave as indicated,
it heing covered with & tlackelib with
nend earving that is no 1,nger readable.
Under it was found the skeletonof a
mar,

The treasure has not been found thus
far, but & thorough search has been io-
stituted. Kihlberg offered $300 for the
manuscripte and T. B, Catron offered
$1,500 for thew.

In Oatario, South Middlesex,Cardwell,
Bothwell and West Ontario, will dis-
sppear, and instead of ,these Kent gets
fwo additional members—Parry Sound
one and Dafferin one.

We deem that it would not be expedi-
ent at this time to do more than undo,
80 far a8 we can, the most glaring vio-
lations of & principle, which we have
always said, and which has always been
nniversally hi11 by public opinion in
4his country, to be 8 fundamental prin-
s#lodnpruontnion in this country.
e think it fe & principle which will
commend itsc1! universslly to putlic
al:ion that the basis of represents-
in this house should be the manic-

ipal county organizatior. It is mot
the recollection of sil  the
members of this house that this princi-
pal was to a large extentinterfarred with
by the redistribution act of 1882. That
act was a violation of the principles
which had prevailed up to that time,
and maintained not only by the Liberal
party but by the Conservative party as
well. There are many well known rea.
sons why $he municipal county organiz-
ation should be preserved as the basis
_of representation, and 1 cannot do better
upon thia point them to quote
lavguage of BSir Johmn A.
Macdonald when the first redie-
$ribution act, of confederation was intro-
‘%d in 1872. BirJohn A. Macdmald,
athat fime went over the question very
fully and gave in graphic ianguage the
ressons, fo which there was o dissent
exprested at that time, why municipal-
ity county orsanization sbould be laid
down as the basisof representatior. The
language which he made uas of on that
ocoasion reads as foll ;ws; “It is decided
asmush as possible to keep the repre-
sentation within the country so that
each ecounty that iz a municipslity
of Ontario should be represented,
and if 16 becomes large emougb,
4hat it should be divid&d“into ridings,
that prineiple ig.earried out .in the sug-
gestions I am abont to make. That ruls
was broken in 1867 in three constituen-
¢les, namely Bothwell, Cardwell and
Monk; and I donot thivk on the whole
that the experiment has proved a suc-
oessful one. I do not think it was un-
succesful as far as the represertatives
of these mew constituencies themse!ves
are congerned, as they are well and ably
represenied by the gemtlemen who now
hold seats f~r the constituencies; and I
bope that if I am returned again to the
mext parliament i should- meet these
honorable members. But it is obvious
thatthers is a great advantage n having
oounties elect members whom they know.
Oar munie'pel system gives an admiz-

. able opportanity to constitnencies to se-

oct & member for their districts. We
all know the process which happily goes
on in western Canada. A young man
in a county commences his rubiic life
by beiog elected by the neighbors who
know him to the townskip cooncl. If
he shows he was possessed of admin-
trative ability he i made reeve or deg-
uty reeve in the county. He becomes a
member of the esunty council,acd as his
experience increases and his cha:-
acter and sbilities become known
he is selected by bis people as their
vepresentative in parliament. It is I
_think a grand gystem that the people of
Canada ehouii save the opportunity of
choosing for political promotion the
member in whom they bave the most
confidence and of whose abilities they
are fu¥y assared. All that great ad-
vantage is lost by cutting off a portion of
two several countie~ and admitting them
together for electoral purposes ouly.
These portions so cut off have_no com-
mon intereetr. They do meet together,
aund they have no common feeling excevt
that oncein five yearsthey go to the pc 113
in their own townehip to voie for a man
who may be known in one secticn and
mos sa antner, This tends towarde the )

Y

fntroduction and development of the
Awerican system of caucusees, by which
‘wire-pullers take adventurers for their
politics] ability only and not from any
respect for thew. 8o that, as much as
possible, from any point of view, it is
advieable that counties should refuss
men whom they do not know, and when
the representation is increated it shovl!
ib: by" suk-lividing the counties into rid-
ge.

Now from the wisdom of theze remarks
nobody will dissent. It is true that the
redistribntion of 1872, which was intro-
duaced while 8ir John A, Macdonald was
in office, was mot drawn ©u thege
lines, but whils the principle was de-
parted from, on that occasion, 8ir John
A. Macdonald did mof, so far as my
m-<mory goee, express any views af all
differing from - those he had ex-
pressed on the previous occasior. I
think the country at large will be
prepared to come back to the adoption
of thoge viewr. I may say at once that
this is the guiding principle which we
have adopted in proposing the modifics-
{ion which we intend to propose in the
redistribution act As I said a moment
ago, we do not intend at this time to
undo the old representstion act; we in-
tend to deal with it oxly so far as is
necees-ry in order to do away with the
most glaring violations of the principle
which was laid down as a cardinal and
guiding principal in 1872, .

There is another prineipls which we
think ought to pravail whenever a re-
distribution of coostituencies is to be
made. According fo the constitutional
act it becomes the duty of parliament,
not only the optional but the obligatory
duty of parliament, afier every new
census to make & distribution. If it
were simply an optional duty there
would not be so much force in the con.
tention which I intend to advance, but
as it is & mandatory and imperative
duty imposed upon parliament by
the c~netituenmcy itself it becomes
of more importance that we
should adhere to the well known
pr les hitherto laid down and acgep:-
ed w it becomes the duty of parha-
ment to interfere in any way with the
representation of the house of commons.
The first prin:iple that we lay down, as
I said @ moment ago, is that municipal
county organization shall be the basia of
repretentation and the consequent prin.
ciplaot this one is that county munici-
pal organization should not be inter-
ferred witr. If the population of -
county shovli become so small accord
ing to the development of the popula-
lation in other counties ss ta mno
longer justify it to be represented by one
member on the floor of the house of
commons, then we hold that county
should not be separated plecemesl, bot
that it should be annexed to the meigh-
boring county,as was done in several in-
stances in this house—in Cornwall and

Stormont, Niagara and Lincoln, Three #

Rivers and 8t. Maurice, Chambly and
Verehere, Napierville and La Praire, 8t
John and Iberville. In all of these
cases the population of thess
counties had the privilege of send-
ing one member to the house of
commons, but the population had be-
come g0 small reistively to the popula-
tion of other counties that it was thought
advieable to deprive them of the
privilege, that they had up to that time,
of sending each one member to the house
of commons. In these caser county lines
were not interfered with, bat these coun-
ties were combined together to form one
singls electoral dietzict. We thought
that when such & case arises ag thig is a

precedent, which we have &l
ready closely adhered to. This ia
a case which I believe is not

likely to srise very often. A csse that
is more l'kely to arise is where the
population of ‘s county may become s0
large that it w!ll be entitled to more
than one representative. Under such
circumetances it is provided that a
county may be divided into ridings on
the principle we want to lay down and
which we do act upon which is that
whenever counties have to be divided
into ridioge, whenever & couaty which
up to that time is entitled to one msm-
ber becomes en itled to two or three
membere—the division should take
1lice by judicial decislon and author-
ity. Thia is the principle upon which
we base the biil that we introdamce to
this house now. Alter these prelimin.
ary obeervations a8 to the guidiog prin-
ciple upon which we have acted, I will
now proceed to give the house the char-
acter of the bill which we have intro-
duced. I mayeay at firs!, keeping in
view the main observationa with
which I started, tbat it ia not our inten-
tion to have & general redistrie
bution but simply to undo certain
wrongs that we think were done
to the people, and certain of the more
glaring violations which took place in
regazd to the princijl:we hold as sacred.
It is not the intention to have any dis-
turbance at present in the following con-
stituencies: Ottaws, Ca1l:ton, Addington,
Dorham, Frontenac, Glangarry, Gren-
vills, Helton, Hastings, Kingston, Lan-
ark, Leede, Lennox, Nipissing, North-
omberland, Peterboro, Prince
ward, Renfrew. Ruoesell, Storm-
ont, Cornwaill, Victoria and Water-
loc, im the - remarks which

I quoted a moment ago Sir John Mac-
donal safd that connty lines had been
interfered with in three instances at con-
federation—that is to say, in the caseeof
Cardwell, Monk and Rothwe)l the honse,
it seems, agreeing with Bir John Mac-
donald has alre:dy caused Mook to be
redistributed. 1t is proposed algo that
Midclesex,which now returns four mem-
bers, shall only retarn three for what is
now the four constituences, which, at the
same time, shall be re) 1iced by glving
representation to the county of Dcflerin
and to the electoral diatrict of Parry
Sound and two additional members fo
Kent, Ontario.

My, Bergeron—That will be three
members for Kent.

The Prime Minister—Yes; that takes
out part of Bothwell. The bill proposes
to restore county. lines to the following
connties: Brant, Bruce, Eljin, Grey,
Hsldinand, Huron, Kenf, Lsmbton,
Lesnark, Middlesex, Norfolk, Oatario,
Oxford, Peel, Bimcos, We , Welling-
ton, Wentworth and York. 1o give these
representation the details would have to
be a3follyws, takiog the change which I
have just indicated. The electoral dis-
triot of the city of London shall consist
of the city of don, and shall retarn

ne member. The electorsl district of
the city of Hamilton shall consist of the
city of Hamilton and shall return two
membere. The electoral district of the
city of Toronto shsll comsist of the
city of Toronto, and shall be di-
vided into four electoral dietricte,
each of which shall return one member.

Counties ot Daflerin, Haldimand, Lice
cola, Peel, Welland and Wentworth, and
theterritorial district of Muskoka andthe
territorial district of Parry Scund shsll
each be an electoral district and shali
each return ona member.

The coun ies of Brant, Elgin, Lamb-
ton, Norfolk, Oatario, Oxford and Perth
sha!l each be divided into two elistoral
gmrlcn and will each retarn one mem-

er. :

The counties of Kent, Huron, Bruce,
Grey, Middlesex, Simcoe, Womnﬁon
and York shall each be divided into
three electoral dietricts. Each of the
dimriots shall retnrn one member.

In the three lo.lowing sections which
we have ingerted in the bi. 1 are the prc-
visions i» regard to the judicial divieion
of the counties into ridinge. Where, un-
der the foregoing revisions any county
or city ia to be divided _into
more than one ¢lsctoral dis-
triot, such divisions shall be made by a
board of commissioners, consisting of at
leaat three persons being judges of the
supreme court of jadicature for Ontario,
who, for the purroue, ghell be appointed
by letters patent under the great seal
and who shell divide the city of Toronto
and each sucn county into the number
of electoral districtsa by this ot
amigred fo them respectively.
The letters patent appointing the
commissioners shall  request the
commigsioners in making the divisions
to coneider the distribation of population
according to the last dominion census,
the public convenience, and such div:-
sions as apply to them best ct1culated to
the substantial justice. In case of the
death of, or resignation or refusal of any
one or more of such commissioners to
act, & successor or successors shal in
like manner be appointed.

The commicsioners shall complete
such divisiors within & time to be lim.
ited by said lettera patent and shall re-
port such divisions to the secretary of
the state, making & separate reportas
to each elecioral district so eet apart by
them, and shall pet forth in sach re-
report the boundaries of the -electoral
distriots to which such reports refers,and
the municipaiities comprised therein,
and sassign an appropriate designa-
tion to the electoral distriot in ques-
tion, and apon receipt by the sec-
retary of etate of the reports of the com-
miesioners completing the divisions
aforessid, the respective territories by
euch respective reports describes as con-
stituting the respective electoral dis-
tricts into which the said city ot Toronto
and the respective counties shall hsve
bsen divided as sforessid, shall subjec:
to the provisions of section 18 of this act,
become and bs electoral districts as if
the same had been so set aparf. snd
established as such by this act.

Let me say this that section 18 in
simply to provide that this bill snail
not come into force so long as the pres:
ent pa1l.ament continues, but sh«ll come
into force only at the dissolation of this
parliament.

Blr,(}hnlu Tupper—“The last por-
op.”

The prime minister—“The whole ol
this b!ll, this is section 18: Nothing
herein contained shall operate as fo
change the constitution of the electoral
districts as they now exist until the dis-
sclation of the present parliament.”

8ir Chailss Tupper—*But the judield
arrangement applies to this bill.”

The Prime Minister—Yes, it is 8 part
of this bill. Each report ehall be signed
by the commissionere; in case of dis-
sgresment, by & msjority ot them, and
the report of the msjority of the commis-
sionersshall be the report of the commis-
sioverr. Eich separate report shall be
putlished by the gecretary of state in
the Canada Gszitte forthwith after i‘s
receipt thereof by him. These are el
the provisions in regard to this point.

1n regard to the province of Quebec it
iu not proposed to make any alterations
in the representation as it exists today,
except in 80 far as is necessary to bring
back the different municipalities which
had been transferred in the redistribu-
ﬂt‘;:n act of 1892 from one counfy to ar-
other.

In the province of Prince Edward
Island there shall be three electoral die-
tricts, desianated ms follows: The elec-
toral district of Prince, which ahall con-
sist of the county of Prince and shsall re-
turn $wo membore; the elsctoral district
of Qaeens#; which sha!l consist of the
county of Queens and shall retora two
members; the electoral dietrict of Kinge,
consizts of the county of Kings and shall
return one member.

With regard to the province of New
Brunswick, no changes are contemplated
with the exception of the city of 8t. John,
which as everybody in thishouse knows,
is in & peculiar condition. An elector in
the city of 8t, John has two votes. He
voten first for t:e city of Bt. Johv, and
then he votes for a member for the city
and countyof 8t John. Itis proposed
to do away with this anomaly
and to have two electoral districta
one for the city of B8t Jobn
and one for the county of 8t. Johr. Sac-
tion 5 of the statute of 1892, is hereby
amended by striking out sub-section (6)
an ] substitating the following: The elec-
torel district of the county 8t, John shall

DAWSON BURNED.

KLONDIKE AGAIN IN
FLAMES.

The Business Portion of the Town
Destroyed—Inhabitants Without
Food or Shelter in the Frozen
North-Prices High on What
-Food Remains.

Vicroria, B. C., May 21—An exira
edition of the Skaguay Alagkan received
by the steamer Tees at midnight con”
tains the following report, wired from
Bennett{o Bkaguay jast previous to the
sailing of the ateamer:—

“Another dissstrons fire has visited
Dawson City, this time falily wiping out
the entire business centre of the town,
creating losses that will aggregate
$1,000,000, with not a doliar’s worth of
insurance. The news was felegraphed
from Benpett this afternoon by the
special correspondent of The Daily
Alaskap, who received it from a man
named Tokales, who had just reached
Benett from a long and perilous trip out
from Dawson over broken trails, open
rivers and dangerous liakes.”

My, Tokales reports 1hat the fire oc-
curred on April 21 in the very “heart of
the bueiness centre of the city, com.
mencing nesr +he opera house on the
water front and .grndlng with unusual

rapidity, dr.ven by a strong wind, de-
stroying everything in its way on thst
atreet down to and including shue &

Smith’s establishment sand taking in all
the water front builoings abreast of the
same blocke. The fire grossed tne street,
burned through this, spread over fo
Second street, covering the principal
business portion of Dawson, leaving it
oll in ashes, with the firemen help.
less and powerless to do anything.
The fire consumed everything from the
Simmon’s Railway Cafe down to and op-
posite the. Fairview Hotel. All the
buildings burned like tinder, due to the
fact toat they had been standing for
nearly two years, end the loge were as
dry as powder. The fire spread with
such rapidity that the people were
unable to eave snything in the wsy of
farnitare, goode and clothing so that the
losses which footed up promise to be
even greater than at first estimated.

Among the moet promisent firms
burned out were the Royal Cafe, Dona-
hue & Smith, McL:1llan & Feeney, Par-
sons Produce Co., Aurora ssloon.-Bodege
#aloon, Madden House, totel Victoris,
‘McDonald block, Bank of British North
America and scores of small firms and
basiness houser.

This fire came at s time wheu the
mills and deslers in building materials
had exhausted their winter supply and
were waitivg the opening of navigation
to rey1:nieh their stocks.

THE PARIS ASHORE.

THE BIG AMERICAN LINER
PILES UPON THE
MANACLES.

She Was Warned by a Pilot Boat
but Without Heeding Steamed
Ahead Until 8he Struck Beside
the Wreck of the Muhegan—ESes
was SBmooth and no Lives Lost.

Fawmourr, May 21—The American
line steamer Paris, Captain Watkins,
from Southampton and Cherbourg for
New York, struck on an outlying ridge of
the Menacles early this morning at &
point half & mile from where the
wrecked Atlantic transport liner Mohe-
gan lier. The Paris, which sailed from
Southampton yesterday, called at Cher-
bourg and picked up fifly passengers,
She 1:ft Cherbourg at 6 o’clock last even-
ing. Soon after 1 o’clock this morning,
at high tide and in a dense fog, she ran
ashore, From the first there was mo

danger. Lifébosts and tuge were soon
literal.y swarming sround the vessel to
render assistance. A majoritv of the
passenger, who numbered 380, were
brought to Felmouth, where they ob-
tained lodgings for the night.

Captain Watkins reported that hie
ship was lyiog c mfortably in smooth
water, and tbat there was no ocoasion
for any alsrmist reporte, He reported
the passengérs and crew all well.

The first intimation of the vessels
striking the rocke wee s slight grating
gound, which was f(1l)wed by & second
and more pronouneed shock. The look-
out shouted that there was something
looming shead, but before there was
time to reverse the engines theship had
gove on the rocks, two hundred yards
from the shore, Assistance was sum-
moned by means of rockets, and the
coast guarde promp'ly telephoned to the
1ife saving station for boate.

A msej ity of the passengers were not
aware that an sccident had happened
until they were called up by the tew-
erds. On.reaching the deck they found
the ship’s boats in perfect condition for
their reception. The sea was perfectly
csln, and the only discomfort that the
passengers experienced was csused by
the slight rain that was falling at the
time., Owing to the calmness of
the wmea ths boats could _be
mensged with entire safety. Per-
foct order prevailed abosrd the vessel,
Csptain Watking stood on the bridge
giving orders, and his verfect self possee-
gion and cslmuees of demesnor had a
resssuring eflect upon the ‘passengers.
In soccordance with the instructione of
the captain the women and children
were the first to be taken off the ship.
Such perfect order was maintained that
s passenger described the scene a8 sim-
ply & slow procession of women and
children walking in single file to the

a'r.

At daylight the position of the vessel
enuld be better discerned. The brilliant
8t. Anthony light at the entrance of Fal-
mouth harbor could be distinguished
plsinly through the misty rain, and the
still standing maasts of the il-fated Mo-
hegan could be seen nearby.

It is said that a Falmouth pilot boat
showed a warning signal to the Paris,
telling the eaptain that he would put the
vessel on top of the Mohegan if he did
not alter the ecourse of the ship. The
warning, however, came too late and the
Paris etruk on a ridge to the westward
of the Manaclee.

It is euggested that, as this was only
their second trip from Oherbourg, the
officers of the Paria were not familiar
with the course.

Mr. Thomss Allen, of London, & pas-
genger on the Paris, who was on his way
to New York to appesr a8 & witness in
the Edison Phonograph frauds casesaid:
«] was in bed when the accident hap-
pened. I heard a grating sound, and
then eeveral hard thumps on the rocks
shook the ship. The veseel then seemed
to stop dead. A few minutes later I
heard some one calling ‘All hande on
deck.” I roused my chum, who was still
atlsep, and we went on deck. We were
told to secure our lefe belts, and we re-
turned below to get them. We were not
allowed to return t7» the deck st thst
time. All were kept waiting below At
the first summons & few of the passen-
gers appeared in their night c1rthes, but
as soon s8 th+y discovered that there
wes no danger they returned to their
voome and made themeelves ready to
1:ave the ship. The passengers all be-
paved in the best possible maenner.
There was no screaming on the part of
the women and the most perfect order
was maintsined. We were kept waiting
below for an hour. Coflee and bircuits
were served out, snd then we eutered
the shir’s boate. Steam togs brought us
to Falmouth.

The crew of the Paris sre still aboard
the veesel, It is believed thst the
stesmer has a large rent in her bottom
in the forward psrt of the ship, Tuage
ore standing by her, and will age'st in
an eflort to get her cff therocke. The
scene nf the wreck is about five miles
from Fsl noutb.

Among the pssse-gers of the Parie
were many poor femaleemigrants, mnst-
1+ foreigners. Al have been safely
hansed in the s 1ira bome here, One
of the women deacribes her experiences
a9 follow:: '] was awake when the vessel
ptruck. I heard a dragging sound and
1. 1: & shock; then the engines stopped, 1
went up Stairs to find out what the mat-
ter wae. I could see the land quite
plainly. I thonghtthe ehip had stopped
to t- ke on psgeengere, I c¢id not think
there was anyth‘ng wrong and I retarn-
ed to bed and stayed there half an bour;
then a steward told me to get up. I maid:
‘There’s my baby. Don’t wake h'm.’
The steward replied: ‘If you want to
save your baby get up.’ Igotup and
dressed mveelf aud the baby and went
on deck. We were much frightened, but
there was no confusion. They treated
us in the kin:liest manner and finally
brought us here.”

The admiralty has sent seversl fast
government vessels from Davenport to
aesist the Paris, which ‘it is reported
will probably be & total wreck. Among
the vessels sent to the assisiance of the
stranded steamer is 8 guobost; snd Ad.
miral 8ir Edmund Robert Fremantle,
commander-in chief at Plymoutr, hag
ordered s number of torpedo boat de-

stroyers to hold themselves in readiness
to proseed to the scene of the wreck at &
moment’s notice. :

The news of the disaster to the Paris
spread rapidly in London snd great ex-
citement and alarm was felt until the
arrivalof the information that all on
board were safe. The company’s offices
were besieged with inquiries, anxiounsly
asking for news regarding friends or
relatives ot board the steamer.

Farther details of the dieaster show
that when the vessel struck the crew
were summoned on deck. The psesen-
gers upon appearing were met at the
companionway with comforting wo'ds
and smarances of their eafety. Ex-
ceptional cooluess was shown on sll
gides, the stewards distributing coffee
and stimulsntato all who desired them.

Captain Watkins had his gig lowered
androwed sshore in order toascertain bis
whereabonts, and to telegraph to Fel-
mouth for taga to assist his ship. In
$he meantime r.ckets were sent up and
signal guns were fired.

When dawn broke everyon3 on board
was relieved to find the shore op one
;go and lifeboats lying mnearby on the

er. .

The vesgel lay with her head to the
southwest, the reversing of her engines
having ﬁut her broadside on to the
rooke. Happlly thesea was smooth and
there was no wind, otherwise there
would probably have been & different
tale to tell,

The danger of the vicinity was strik-
ingly brought home to the passengers
and crew by the masts of the wrecked
steamer Mohegan, which are sticking
ont of the water by & miserable bell
buoy which tolls almost constantly, &s
though sounding & death knell.

When Captain Watkins returned from
his trip ashore he learned that thetre
was salready considerable water in the
hold; and the tugs which had arrived
stood by in readiness for any emergency.
All the passengers were transferred to
be tug Dragon; but beyond the clothes
they wore they took nothing with them.
They were landed at Falmouth shortly
after 7 o'clock, the local agents of the
American line meeting themand provid-
ing them with every oare and quarter-
ing them at the variows hotelsand the
gailors home

When the Paris struck the tide was
within an hour of the flood snd this
proved insufficient to raise her off the
rocks. Hundreds of people visited the
scene during the day.

The psssepgers are Iavish in their
praise of the admirable behavior of the
officers and crew,and declare that it was
due to their emartneas that no accident
ocourred to anyone, Perfset discipline,
they say, wae maintsined throughout.

It is said that those in charge of the
Paris were so perfectly confident that
they were pursuing the proper course
that the vessel was stsaming 18 or 19
kvots an hour when they struck. Though
the stesmer ran into & fog about mid-
pight, nevertheless, it is said, she was
running at foll speed when the accident
occarred. There wi 1 be little danger to
the steamer if 8 lon¢ ealm continues,
but should the wind veerto the east or
gouthesst the oconseguences might be
verious. The tugs left the scene at about
5 o’cleck.

In conunection with the aceident to the
Paris, it will be of interest to meriners
and travelers to hesr that persistent
agitation since the wreck of the Mohe-
gan, has st last induced the Trioity
Brethren fo act, and last week they pro-
mised to erect & gas lighted, antomatic,
sound producing buoy on the Manacles
i: place of the useless bell buoy now

ere.

Gangs of men on lighters have gone fo
the stranded steamer to take off the be-
longings of the passengers. It ie report-
ed that two forward compartments of the
Paris are fall of water.

An effort was made this afternoon to
tow the Paris off the rocks. Three tuge
were engsaged at fall pressure with the
steamers steel hawesers, her own engines
assiating for hs1f an hour.
was entirely unsuccessful, the steamer
not moving en inch.

GERMAN HOSTILITY TO GREAT BRI-
TAIN,

The hostility of Germany to Great
Britain has, in recent times, been an im-
portant factor in the political situation
in Earope,end had a considerabls effect
on the foreign policy of our mother land,
which at one time found herself 1 nost
feclated in Earope. German diilike of
Eqn,land has been carefally cultivated,
its most recent promoter being Prince
Bismarck, whoee hatred of popular gov-
ernment deepened his animegity to &
pation in which a parliament was om-
nipotent. The prosperity and grestness
of Great Britain were a standing re-
proach to the arbitrary system of which
he wae he exponent, and his subsidized
journels found that it was slwaya safe
and pleasing to the ruffianly aund fres-
cherous chancellor to abuse England.

This hostility, however, did nof orig-
inate with Bismark, but must be traced
to an earlier date, the time of the forma-
tion of the Holy Alliance, in 1815. This
compsct, which was made between the
E nperors of Rassia and Austria and the
King of Prussia, was for the mainten-
ance cf despotism and the repression of
popular liberty, and hostility to British
institutions was, therefore, its cardinsl
principlee. The Germsan people were
carefally trained to hate the British by
echool histories in which the attitude of
Great Britain towards their couniry was
wholly misrepresented, and the (go
called) popular histories of Germany
were of the same class. This work wes
done 8o well that at the present day
there are no people in Earope whom the
Germang 80 much dislike as the British,
and . this dielike has been cerried
to a pitch of ex‘ravagancd that is
almost inoredible. The modern German
is eo steeped in prejudice that he refuses
even to give the British or the Duke of
Wellington the slightest credit for the
batile of Wate:loo, but claime 2ll the
glory for his counirymer. Every Cana-
disn w ho has resided jn Germany can
attest to this fac’, and perhaps gome of
those who have lived many years in
that country have been so much in
finenced by their environment that they
have come o accept a8 truc the German
olaim that at Water1:0 Wellington and
his whcla aymy ran away,snd wers only
saved from annibilation by the arrival
of Blucher.

Merzil’'s History of Germany,
a (work that is now being
quite extensively distributed in thia
province, gives what its translators
very aptly terms an “absurdly perverted
relation” of the battle of Watexloo and
the operations that led wp toit. The
gtatemonts made in it are sofar from
the truth that it seems ressonable to be-
lieve they were purposely ‘ falsified.
Menzel, after blaming Wellingion for
not concentrating his symy earlierstates
that “Napoleon owing to Wellington’s
negligence, gained time to throw him-
g¢ 1! between him and Blucher axd to pre-
vent their jonction; for he knew the
opirit of his opponents. He conseqaent-
ly opposed merely & small division of
his army under Ney to the English an
turned with the whole of his man body
against the Prussieane. The veteran
Blucher perceived his intentions and in
consequence urgently demanded aid
from the Dake of Wellington,who prom-
feed to send him a reinforcement of
20,000 men by 4 o’clxck on the 16tb.
Bat this aid never srrived; Wellington,
although Ney was tco weak to obatruct
the movement, making no attempt fo
perform his promise. Wellington retired
with superior forces before Wellingion at
Qaatre Bras, and allowed the gallent and
unfortunate Dake W.11!am of Brunswick
to fail a fntile pacrifice. Blucher msan-
while yit1led to the ovarwhelming force
brought sgainst him by Napoleon at
Ligny, also on the 16ih June. Vainly did
‘the Pruesians rush to the attack beneath
the murderous fire of the French;
vairly did Elacher in  per-
gson head the aseaunit and for five
bourz continue the combat hand to
hand in the vi.lage of Ligny. Numbers
preveilcd and Wellington fent mno
relief.”

With what indignation sgainst Well-
ington and the British must & simple
minded Prusaian read this storr. But
it he will read the memoirs of his own
countryman, Baron Muffiing, the repre-
gentative of the DPrussian army at
Wellington’s headquarters, he will die-

cover thas it is an elabora'e'y concaciad

tisswe of falsehoode. Wellingion prom-
ised Blusher to come to :his assistancs

provided be was nof attacked
himgelf; but as he was attacked
he did not come. Blucher wag

rot overwhelmed by numbsera for
he had 12,000 more men than the army
which Napoleon eent against him. It
was not merely “a emall divieion of his
army” which Napoleon placed under
Ney to oppoge the English st Qaatre
Bras, but a force of 45000 men. Wel.
lington did not retire befsre Ney at
Qnatre Bras,but held his ground antil
twelve heurs after tho Prussians had re.
treated from Ligny, Blucher, with in-
credible carelsesness, having sent only
sent one meszenger to inform Wellington
of his retreat, and that messenger bav-
ing been shot, We!lington knew nothing
of Blucher's retreat from Ligny
until the morning of the 17:h
June, when he fonnd himself press-
ed by Napoleon’s entire army.

The same elaborate system of mis-
rapresentation is employed by Menzel
ia deecribing the battle cf Waterloo. He
tella his readers that “abuut mid day
Napoleon gave orders for the attack and
farionsly charging the Britieh left wing
drove it from the viliage of Hougumont.”
Hougumont was on the Britiechright, not
the” lefs; it was not & village but a
chatean and it was nevar taken at any
time during the day. Eqg2:lly absurd
and untruthfaol is the statement in
the same book about tha British left be-
ing thrown into confasion, and the whaie
of the French cavelry, 12,000 strong,
making a farious charge upon the Brit-
ish centre, bearing all before them and
taking 2 number of gune, After this it
is easy for Menzer to fel. his readers
that the road ‘o Brussels was thronged
with fagitive English troops snd that
Well ngton was scarcely able to keep
his weakened lines together.

No Eaglish account of the campalgn
o! Waterloo attempts to deprive the
Germans of the credit due to their
efforts in the field, while hardly any
German sccount of the campaign dces
any kind of jastice to Wellington and
the British army. We mnst conelude
from this that the Germans are an un-
generous and mean - gpirited people,
and that the eame weakness of
character which manifesis itself
in l,hil way, is also the cause
of their tams submission to & despotic
Kalser who wounld like to destroy their
parliamentary institutions. The Ger-
mans ought to remember that but for
British subsidies which enabled them to
keep their armies in the field, and
British assistance in battle they would

nevsr have been sble to make any head-
way against Bonaparte.

THE OPPOSITION AS OBSTRUOTION-
ISTS.

The country does mof appear fa be
arouged fo a full appreciation of the tac-
sic8 which the opposition are pursuing,
From the very opening of the session
the Coneervatives seem to have been
posgessed by the rotion that the best
tactics, from a party point of view, was
to delay and obstruct the governmert in
its measares and business Pro-
ceedlng on this assumption they
have deliberately Ltlicked public
business at every stage. The
address ought to have been dispozed of
in two daye. There was nothing wha!-

But they talked on it for over five weeks.
Of conrse they did not confine their talk-
ing within the 1'mits of the addrese,
They talked abouat everything under
the sun, seeming to careonly thai their
denunciations of the government should
be sirong enough and that thers was &
distinct campaign flavor to the discussion:
in a!l its bearinge.

The add ‘eses belng out of the way, the
minister of railways was prepared to go
ahead with the Drummond .County bill.
Instantly, however, there arose numser-
ous demands for information and re-
tarns of all sorts, most of them bsing
apparently measured by the time that
would be taken up in their preparation.
Oae hindranae after another wan inter-)
posed. Sometimes it was & fresh requedt
for papers and at other times it was the
absencs of the leader of the opposi-
tion; o that the net result was & delay
of two weeks before the measure
could be introduced. These obsiructive
tactics were not even well concealed.
They were glaringly obvions. The rea-
sons urged for delay were not serious,
the papers azked for were really not
needed, and it wes apparent that these
tactics were being adopted with a shame-
less disregard for the jmportance of
promptly getting along with public bus-
inese. The fol. force of this fact w:l! be
resl'zed when itis known that the house
has now been in session for nine weeks
and not a single government bill has yet
received its firat reading,

Another “stage was reached in thia
procies of obstruction Tueedsy last.

was imperatively necessary. There
were exceptional and extraordinary eir-
cumstancer. No such circumstances ex-
ist now. The government is proceeding
with regular and proper business, and
they are being hindered for a purpose.
That purpose is to shorten the apparent
obstructien with which tbe Conserva-
tives intend to meet the redistribution
bill. The longer the opposition can
hold the house to the ra 1way bill the
shorter will geem the blockade on the
measure which they are re:l'y aiming
at.

There is such a thing as public opinion
in Canada, and the Conservatives cannot
fly in the face of it without a gerious jar
to their political prospecte. This redis-
tribation bill is 8 messure which will
commend itself to the jadgment of every
fairminded man in the land, be he
Conpservative or Liberal.

The first, which was com
posed of C. P. R, cars, arrived about
1030, and was sent through after s
chance of buying edibles had been given
the passengere. The ot-ers were of I.
C. R. cars, and therefore when they
reached here the passengers and bag-
gage had to be transferred to C. P R.
cars, For this purpose a staff of six I.
C. R. men were on hand.

My, McGrath, who conduots the depot
restaurant, had, by arrangement with
the government’s agent, prepared a big
stack of bread, meats and gellns ol
milk and had placed these in the train
ehed g0 that thoy were easy of access by
the = immigrante, A good many
were atlaep when the trains reached
here hnt there were en:ugh hungry and
stirring to make businesa livelv at the
improvised food stand for & time. The
Gallicians did their own buying and
though they could epeak not a word of
English, the language of signs served
equally well. Joe Bernstein,of Hslitax,
soccompanied them as interpreter, ama
told a reporter that hs had received
from the dominion governmenf perma-
nent appointment to act as interpreter
for the government. He lays claim to
familiarity with 14 languagee.

There were over 1,300 immigrants in
this lot, and the arrival of another party
of 1,000 is expected next week.

She thinks that those who got her father
intoxicated are to blame for the tragedy
and not he.

The Gover family, whether justly or
upgastly, do not bear s very good name
in the community. Their house was
generslly made a sort of rendevous for
the tough element in the commaunity.
The “boys” always ook liquor alcng
with them when going to Grovers, and
the object of their visit was to have
some fun with the old folks and & good
time. All that was necessary to ensure

few moments accompanied by Obarles
McGivney and & youne man named Mo-
Neill. They found the old lsiy lving
upon the ground whe e she bad falien
siter jumping from the shed,and defend-
ing herself with a stick of wood from her
husband, who was standing over her
brandishing the knife. McGivsey man-
aged to get the knife away from the
infariated man, and induced bim fo ac-
companry him away from the houee.

Dr. D. R. Moore, who lives about five
miles from the scene of the tragedy, was
summoned by telephone, but when he
arrived the victim of Gover's drunken
rage was beyond earthly aid. James
Humble and other friends of the unfor-
tanat? man, learning of the tragedy‘
were goon upon the scene, and with the
doetor’s consert, removed the body to
Mr. Humble’s atory, about three miles
distant. Gover returned to the houee
before the body had been taken
away, and before learning of the
result of the blow inflicted by him,
remarked with a curse, in the pre-
sence of the doctor and Mr. Humble
wnat he would have McLean’s life. He
afterwarda ¢id bis chores and ate his
breakfast, and then, realizing to some
extent, no doubt, that tbe brand of Cain
was upon him he walked down the rosd
after the wagon, containing the body, to
Mr. Humble’s store, and gave himeelt
ap. At first he was inclined to be defi-
ant and spoke boas ingly of what he hed
done, bat as his sober senses retarned
he became lees eommunicative.

Deputy Sberift Hawthorn reached the
store at 2 o’clck, armed with a warrant,
and promptly pleced Gover under ar-
rest. The prisoner made no objection to

The cli
man wes never tl.owed to handle any
cash, and this is probably one of the
reasons that when under the inflaence
of liquor he #1 says made things 1.vely
for his wife, The married daughter of
the Govers, who has been living with
them for @ time, does rot reem to enjoy
a very gcod repatatior. 8She is said to
be on bad terms with her haus-
band, and people in the lo-
cality seem to unite in giving her a
bad name. Indeed it is boldly sswerted
tbat the young man “Bub” McNeill, who
was one of the first on the scene after
the murder had been . comx mitted, had
spent the night with Mrs. Thomas, and
toere seems to he good grounds for the
assertion. McNeill, whose Christian
name js Ernest, belonge to Nashwaak
v llage and has lately retorned from the
Stater. He is generally reputed to be s
hard ticket. - He was one of those who
took part in the orgy st Gover’s house
on the night preceding the tragedy, and
has since made tracks from the neigh-
borhood, perhape to escape detention as
an important witnees,

One
story in circulation ia that Gover himself
had the flask, from which he offared hie
intended victim a drink, and as he rais-
ed his 1aft hand to accept it, plunged the
knife into his side. Poseibly this may be
the correct version of the tragedy.

When Gover was ia his sober sevses
he is said to have been handled pretty
roughly by his wife, she on one cccasion
having been seen to knoock him down
with her fist four timea in sncceesion.

It appears that wren McL-an left the
Gaver hounee, about ridoight, he pro-
ceeded to McGivney’s, juet across he
road,and while s bed was being pre-
pared for bim took his departure, re-
tarning to Gover's and to his death.

The Post-Mortem.

Steiling and Wainwright held a
poet-mortem sxamination on, the body
of McLean Friday. The found that
the koife had entered the body on the
lef aide, between the eighth and ninth
ribe. The keen blade had knicred the
eighth rib, penetrating the wall and left
ventricls of the heart, and entered the
lobe of the left lang. They examined
the brain of the deceased, but fonnd no
evidence to warrant the belief that
desth had resulted from the effects of
alcohol.

The Two Had Been Drinking
With McLean’s Wife—Waking
From a Drunken Sleep McLean
Found Gover and His Wife in 8
Compromising Position.

Fexperioron, May 19—William Me-
Lean was stabbed to death by Alfred
Gover at Greenhill, near Stanley, about
5 o’(lock this morning. As nearly a8
ean be ascertained a murder was the
resultof & druken oarousal at the Gover
home last night in which McLean,
Gover and his wife were theparticipante.
The story goes that Gover fall stlsep
gome time during the night eand when
he awakened about daylight this morn-
ing discovered McLean in & compromie-

ing position with Mrs. Gover. Arming
himeelf with a batcher knife with a
blade fully 10 inches long be attacked
McLean, who from the debauch was in
no position to defend himeelf. Tre men
grappled with esch other at firet, and
Gover plunged a knife into bis victin s
eide penetrating the .ung jaet below the
heart. McLean’s tljod dyed the room,
and his death took piace in half an hour
alt-r the stabbing.

Farther details of the tragedy show
that Gover and McLean slept together
last night, and that on the former
awakening and finding his companion
gone, sought Mre. Gover’s room where
he found cLesn sitting on the side of
Mre.Gover’s bed with a bott/e of whiskey
in his hand. Hastily descending to the
gitchen Gover secured the knife and
enacted the fragedy for which he meay
have to answer with his lifs,

After stabbing MoLean i2) the presence
of Mre. Gover the murderer sprang &t
at his wife, but eluding him she ran to
the window, jumped out on the roof and
to the ground beliw, rustaining quite
serious ir jaries. Mrr. Gover's danghter
in the meantime had run into McGiv-
eny’snext door, and called forasei tance,
and McGiveny arrived on the scene be-
fore Gover cosli harm his wife. The
murderer was in & frerzied condilion,
and threatened to kil his daughter for
alarming the neighbors, snd it 1is
probable he would have added a couple
more victims to his thirst for blood but
for the timely arrival of McGivenv.
Both men concerned sare pretty well
known. McLean, the victim, is an un-
married man about 40 years old and
worked as & lumber boss for James
Humble. It ie said he was considerably
given to drivk.

Gover, who is charged with the mur-
der, is married and has & family. He '8
a farmer and mason living at Greenhill,
is 65 years old, and has the reputation of
being & peaceable map. He fully re-
s 11za the gerious position in which he
finds himeelf. His friends and mneigh-
bors manifest & great desl of smpathy
for him and trace the troutls to his un-
fortunate marital relations.

THE POULTRY YARD.

A Practical Farmer Urges the Necessity
of Keeping Accounts-Balancing
the Rations of Fowls.

I wish to urge upon everyone who
keeps poultry, says @. H. Jenkins in
Practical Farmer, whether small or large
flocks are kept, t6 keep an account of the
income and expenses for one year. I am
satisfled that there are many people who
are keeping hens that de not know
whether they are getting any profit from
them or not. They feed them and use the
eggs without giving the matter very
much thought. -1 knew many people who
keep small flocks of mixed breeds, and
they inbreed year after year, give mo
attention to feeding a balanced ration
$hat contains all the elements in an egg,
produce nearly all the eggs in summer
when the prices are low, and I believe
that very often the hens are in debt to
their owner at the end of the year. I
they would only keep account with the
hens for one year, they would eithér “get
rid of the hens, or so manage them as to
get some profit from them. I  consider
this matter of keeping accounts of the
greatest importance, and I believe if it
was generally practiced, it wonld be the
means of causing many people to keep
better stock,and give it b T
do not keep account becau

work that they do not i $o bother
with it. The fact is, that it Is really but
little work; and those who #pé acoustom-
ed to doing it, do it wril thinking
about the extra work. It is ‘aﬂ: matter
of habit, and it is one of the. habits
we can form, to keep an @aocouns of all
our business, to know just what the bal-
ance of our credit or debt is all the time.

It ¢ now a well-estal fact, that
we cannot obtain the maximum npumber
of eggs on % grain ration.” Such a ration
is deficient in the lime required to make
the egg shell, and then it has been proved
by experiments conducted at the experi-
mental stations, that the protéin in grain
is not as efficient for egg production as
that obtained from animal food. There
seems to be no way that we can combine
a grain ration that it will produce as
good results as when it is fed in connec-
tion with meat and bone. When the hens
are confined in the houses, or in small
yards, the meat and- bone are the best
substitute for the worms, grasshoppers
and insects that the hens get when they
are given a large range in the summer.
We can supply a hen by feeding her
grain, everything needed to make an egg
except the shell, but the grain does not
contain sufficient lime for making the
shells for all the eggs the hen can make
from the elements in the grain. She can
get the fats and carbohydrates for the
yolks, and the albuminoids for the whites
from the grain, but when she comes to
make the material for the snell the grain
does not furnish the lime for all the eggs
-she could make, and she must either lay
fewer eggs or make eges without shells.

The hen seems to need more protein to
lay her largest number of eggs than is
contained in grain. And there seems to
be no other way that it can be supplied
as economically as with meat and bone.
Animal food seems to be so natural to
the hen that such food is more palatable
to her, and she will consume more pro-
teln in this form than in any other. All
the evidence seems to teach that it is
much more economical to feed cut green
bone and meat with grain, except during
the hot weather in the summer, when it
should be fed more sparingly. We can
also help to balance the grain ration by
feeding cut clover hay This furnishes
lime and protein, and is of benefit to the
grain ration, because it adds bulk to i$,
and makes it less concentrated, and the
hens are kept more healthy. It has been
my practice to mix clover hay, cut and
steamed with the morning mash, and to
feed green cut clover during the summer
to the hens confined in yards.

Young Grass Is Injurieus.

When young grass, rye or oats is eut
before making such growth it is watery
and contains but little nutrition, too
muoch of such food causing the hens to
hrave ‘‘scours.”’ Many persons have been
disappointed in confining their hens on
young rye as an exclusive food. It is ex-
| cellent as a dietary food, but all very
young grass is mostly water. It is not
best to cut such for winter use. and if
early cats are grown, and the orop cut
when the grain is in the milky stage, the
nutritive matter, on its way to fill out
the grain, will be arrested in the stalk,
so that when cured, the whole stalk
(with grain) stood in the barn, and cut
fine with a cutter, will make excellent
food for the hens' in winter. The oats
should be ‘tut green, just as the seed-
heads begin to form.—Farm and Fireside

~ MANURE EXPERIENCE.

An Old and Universally Accepted Theery
Assailed by a Successful

Medern Farmer.
There is quite a good deal in the agri-

plete, remove board, and saw as many ' cultural papers about handling manure,
| and when and how to apply it. I have

been a farmer a good many years and
have practiced drawing manure from the
stable as fast as it is made through the
winter until the ground broke up in the
spring. What was made after that lay in
heaps in the yard until fall, and then
was hauled on to the next year's corn
ground  and sgrmd as it was drawn.
Some writers claim that manure exposed
to the sun and rain will lose a large pro-
portion of its value if left in that condi-
tion any length of time. Now I am going
to dispute the truth of their theory, but
if any of those writers will take the
trouble to visit me next summer I will
take them to my corn fleld and they can
see for themselves the difference between
the winter and fall drawn in the growing
corn. And I have another plainer proof,
if possible, that manure will not 1lose its
strength to the extent that some writers
claim. When I came on the farm I now
own 44 years ago it had been worked on
shares for a number of years. The man
had kept no stock, except a team and a
cow or two on the place. He did his
threshing and threw the straw out of the
barn without stacking it, and this he did
year after year. When I came to the place
there was a big pile of straw that had
lain some of it for years exposed to all
sorts of weather, and it looked as if there
were no strength in it, and I did not
think there was, but we wanted it away

* from the barn, and we drew it on a piece

of ground that we had mowed, which did
not yield 800 pounds of hay to the acre.
When we went to work at the stuff it
was all dried in chunks as big as one’s
hat, and we couldn’t get it to pieces, but
did the best we could. It didn't make
any difference, as we thought it was of
no account, but we drew -it all out and
put on the above-named piece of ground.
This was in the fall, and now for the re-
sult. The next spring when the ground

. settled and the grass began to grow we
. began to see the effect of the old dried-up
‘ straw, and when we mowed it we found

| grass as big as could stand and as thick
' as bairs on a dog, while the rest of the
' fleld remained as it was. I am not going

to theorize or explain anything  about it,
I merely give facts and leave it for others
to talk about.—T. Drew, Iin National
Stockman.

Cutting Potatoes Made Easy.

The preparation of no farm seed causes
‘more trouble than that of the potato
orop, says A. R. Butters, in Orange Judd
Farmer. "It is a slow, tedious task and
must be done by hand. This is usually

done by placing the potato upon a board
and cutting it in the size desired. Now
this task may be greatly alleviated by
the use of a device that I have always
used. It is not mew, neither is it my own
invention. It is simplicity itself, consist-
ing only of a plank, a, 10 or- 12 inches
in width and two feet in length, and a
knife, b, driven in one end equally dis-
tant from either side. This is placed
upon a box, or stool, and the operator
sits astride it. At his right is placed a
baskes, ¢, containing the whole potatoes,
and in front, just under the knife, is
another basket, d, to receive them: when
cut. The potatoes are cut by being press-
ed againgt the knife, one at a time. At
first the person cutting them need exers
cise a little care to prevent his fingers be-
ing cut, bué with a: little practice there
will be.no danger, and he can cut an
amount of -potatoes in an hour that
would be “impossible for him to cut in

twice that time in the old way.

When an Amimal Is Ripe.
How #hall we know when an animal is
ripe? An experienced eye and hand .can
this, says The Stockman. When a
steer is fully ripe his flesh is firm. When
. the finger tips are pressed against the
! muscles of the animal there is less of
felding and softness than in the half-
ished animal. The shoulder blade, the
loin and the pin bone will have an ape
pearanoce of plumpness all over them. The
weigh scales will also tell a tale. When
the steer is not ripe he should go on
making the usual gains. When he is ripe
the gains will drop.. When a beast, there-
fore, that has been -gaining two or three
*pounds a day drops down 'to--one pound
& day, and his appetite is still good, be-
‘gin to examine him for ri It is
one of the curious things about the ani-
mal economy that a cattle beast will go
on and eat after he is ripe; but he will
not make a corresponding increase in
weight. It is a curious question as te
what becomes of the food.

The Weuning of Colts.

A spring colt ought to be weaned be-
fore the pastures become scanty of herb-
age. At the same time it should be used
to taking a little grain twice a day while
it is still running at pasture. The oat is,
of course, the best grain for colts, as i§
is also for the horse. It does not take
much oats or meal to keep a young colé
thriftily growing during its first winter,
If oats and corn are ground together,
without the cob, and some wheat bran is
added, it will, in most cases, make a
better ration fed with cut bay than could
be got from feeding oats alone. No corn
and cob meal should be fed to young
' colts, or, in fact, to any young animal.

The cob is extremely hard to digest, and,
at least for all young stock, has not
enough nutrition to compensate for the
danger from using it.
