A gecond letter written by Mrs. Bur-
dick to her husband wid she and Pennell
had realized that they must give each
other up, but that Pennell declined to do
anything that would mean a lose of his
selfrespect. She promised never again to
voluntarily eee or communicate with
«Anthur” She made a plea on behalf of
the .children. She promised to be a good
girl to him. Mrs. Burdick admitted she
wrote the letter in good faith, and that
she did not keep her promise.

Burdick Forgives.

I another letter Burdick wrote that he
forgave his wife the wrong she had done
him. In another Burdick declared he had
determined to fight for the little honor
she had left h'm, and after getting a
divoree to fight for the children. He would
insist on the countersuit by Mre. Burdick
being fought out in open court. Three
weelss after this letter, Mrs. Burdick was
taken back by her husband.

Mre. Burdick admitted having met Pen-
nell in another houee on Seventh etreet
after that incident. Witness at first de-
nied meeting Pennell elsewhere, but on
Mr. Coatsworth’s telling her that Pennell
had told him differently, she admitted
that she met Pennell at a house on Wi
ney place, two or three times. Witness
was questioned regarding other meeting
places, but she did not remember them.

At this point the examination of Mrs.
Burdick was suspended and the inqu-et was
adjourned until 10 o’clock in the miorning.

Parliament Passes Bill Giving
Power to Make Removal
When Necessary.

TO STOP IMMORAL SHOWS

Minister of Justice introduces a
Bill Inflicting Very Severe Pen-
alties for Obscene Performances
—John Bain to Be Assistant Min-
ister of Customs.

Ottawa, March 23—(Special)—This was
private members day in the house. Hon.
John J. H. Ross, the first member for
the Yukon, was introduced by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and Walter Scott, and was
given a rousing reception.

Mr. Demers, of St. John’s and Iber-
ville, introduced a bill giving the Supreme
Court of Appeals jurisdiction in civil and
criminal cases regarding the constitution,
the laws of Canada, admiralty laws, cases
to which the government of Canada is a
party, cases between two or more prov-
inces, between one province and the resi-
dent of another, between residents of dif-
ferent provinces, between a province and
its own or foreign citizens and between
residents of ome province claiming real
estate in virtue of title emanating from
different provinces.

Several questions were put and answer-
ed and a number of motions for papers,
ete., were put and carried.

In reply to Mr. Monk, Mr. Blair said
the contract for 25,000 tons of steel rails
for the government railways was awarded
to a Glasgow firm, but was not yet signed
and until it was he would not give the
name of the firm.

There was a long debate on Mr. Fitz-
patrick’s bill to amend the expropriation
act. The bill gives the government power
to take over quarries or other properties
for a limited time by paying full remun-
eration to the owners.

Mr. Haggart opposed the bill and Sir
Hibbert Tupper and others criticized it
rather strongly.

The principal clause was passed and the
bill swas held over to have the other claue-
es redrafted.

A bill was passed amending the law re-
lating to the custody of juvenile offend-
ers in New Brunswick, so as to give the
governor in counci! power at any! time,
upon application of the previncial attor-
ney general, to order the removal of a boy
from any industrial home to the peniten-
tiary at Dorchester. At present, Mr. Fitz-
patrick explained, the governor in council
has power to order a boy’s removal from
Dorchester to an industrial home, but he
has not the comverse power. He said it
might be necessary sometimes, to prevent
the contamination of other boys,to remove
a boy to the penitentiary. The removal
canpot affect the duration of the sentence
he is undergoing.

Immoral Theatre Performances.

The minister of justice asked attention
for a bill, which, as he expiained the
other day, had been asked for by the re-
corder of Montreal, and others interested
in the preservation of public morality.

Tt seems that some short time ago the
manager of, and a couple of performers at
a theatre in that city, were convicted of
taking part in a production of an immoral
character, but it is claimed the existing
penalties are not severe enough. The new
clayse proposes that everyone who, as
manager, lessee or owner of any theatre
presents or allows the presentation of
“gny indecent or immoral play, opera,
concert, acrobatic, variety or vaudeville
performance, or other entertainments or
representations,” - is liable to penalty of
one year or $5300, or both if convicted on
jdidtment. On summary conviction the
penalty is $50, six months, or both; in the
case of a performer as assistant, three
months, $20, or the two together.  All
persons who appear in an indecent cos-
tume place themselves within the danger
of six months, $50 or both. The word
“theatre” is given with significance. It
includes any hal!, room or other place
open to the public, gratuitously or other-
wise, where dramatic, musical or other

| entertainments or representations are pre-

sented or given.

Hon. Mr. Haggart asked what the mean-
ing of “immoral or indecent” was and re-
marked that some people might give it a
wider meaning than others, The penalty
proposed was a severe one. He thought
the minister of justice admitted that the
apprasing of the extent of the immorality
rested largely with the individual, who
was the judge of the case, but every man
knows what was indecent, every man
ought to know what was immoral. 5

Sir Hibbert Tupper in a terse speech
presented some arguments against hasty
interference with the law as it stands.

“A Jarge class think all the modern
novels and plays are, to use the language
of this age, both indecent and immoral.”

He said he thought the objection along
this line could be removed by using the
word “obscene” instead of “immoral and
indecent.” The minister agreed to this and
the bill passed through commitiee.

Supply was then taken up. On“the cus-
toms item, Mr. Patterson announced that
John Bain, the minister’s private secre-
tary, was to be promoted to the position
of assistant commissioner of customs.

Mr. Sutherland stated that it was in-
tended to go on with building the mint
as soon as a site was secured in Ottawa.
It would cost fully equipped $300,000.

Mr. Brock, of Toronto, moved in com-
mittee that the item for the mint be
struck out. There were six for and 47
against. Mr. Logan spoke strongly for
building a new geological museum.

NATIONAL DEFENCE.

Lord Rosebery to Move in the House
of Lords for lts Approval of the
Scheme--Bobs Pays a Tribute to
Highlanders—Canadian Girl Sends
a Note in a Cheese.

Montreal, March 23— (Special)—A epecial
London cable to the Star says: “In the
course of a future interview this morn-
ing, Lord Lyveden said that he bhad re-
ceived the following letter from Premier
Rose: ‘The people of Ontario will great-

| Iy appreciate the visit of British public

men. It will be one of the most import-
ant events in our history.’

“Sir Wilfrid Laurier ~wrote: ‘Canada
has. received the news of the visit with
great favor. Canadians of all classes will
do everything possible to make the visit
pleasant.’

“Lord Lyveden said a close relation be-
tween the colonies and mother land is
inevitable if the empire is to develop her
greatest resource. Any colonial contribu-
tions must be purely voluntary. The re-
sults of the tour will be the promotion
of unity and the acquirement by the legis-
lators of a greater knowledge of Canadian
affairs. He considered it an elementary
duty of members of the House of Lords
and House of Commons to visit the col-
onies. .

“Lord Rosebery will move in the House
of Lords tomorrow that the house express
its approval of the policy of instituting
a council of national defence. He hopes
that the first efforts of the council will
be directed toward the adjustment of the
national army requirements to those of
the navy i such a way as will best meet
the military and financial conditions of
the empire.

“Lord Rosebery is expected to make a
pronouncement on the question of coloni-
al contributions at the eame time. He
will probably urge the neceseity of the
colonies sending members to the imperial
house of commons. A Treform of the
House of Lords is a mnecessary prelimi-
pary, as the lords are opposed’ to colonial
representation in imperial councils. Lord
Rosebery is in favor of reform.

“At the Highland Society dinner in
London on Saturday, Lord Roberts eaid
it was the anniversary of the eeige of
Lucknow, where Highlanders had led the
final gallant charge. There had been more
Highlanders killed in South Africa than
had died of disease,  This record was
unigue in the history of the war.

Lord Strathcona said that probably
more than half of the Canadian contin-
gents to South Africa were Scotchmen or
descendants of Scotchmen.

“While Shopkeeper Kingston, of Surrey,
was cutting open a Canadian cheese he
found a small bottle. Inside of it was a
note, signed by Miss Eva Halliday, of
Elgin (Ont.), asking the finder to write
to her as to the qualty of the cheese
when it was received and the price paid
for it, as the writer was curious to know
of the ultimate destination of the local
factory’s cheese. The desired information
will be forwarded.

“The Morning Post, noting the success
of the Canadian emigration movement,
eays today: ‘As a result of Canada’s or-
ganized efforts to attract emigration, the
labor question in British rural districts i8
assuming a still more acute form. What
mukes the position even more aggravating
is the overcrowded state of the towns
and cities. If only the dominion govern-
ment would confine its attentions to the
superfluous urban population and leave
our too few rural families alone it wouid

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HON. MR. BLAIR'S BILL FOR
RAILWAY COMMISSION.

Minister Introduces It in the House, With Explanatory Address—Proposed to Invest the New
Court With Large Powers--Members to Be Appointed for Ten Years--Three or
Five, it is Not Decided Which, to Constitute the Commission,

Ottawa, March 20—(Special)—The niin-
igter of railways introduced his railway
commission bill in the house today. The
bill is substantially the same as Mr. Blair
introduced last year. The changes are
not material and do not essentially affect
the bill. The bill has been simplified and
perfected in every possible way.

“The proposal is,” said Mr. Blair, ‘“to
abolsh the existing raflway committee of
the privy’ council and to substitute for it
a railway commission composed of mem-
bers independent of the government and
independent of parliament in a sense,
though not in the broadest sense, but in
a practical sense, and capable, by exper-
ience and ability, of making as efficient
as possible the legislation we are now pro-
posing to place on the statute books.

“There are various kinds of railway
commissions. Commissions have been con-
stituted in other countries of a purely ad-
visory character, not possessing any con-
trolling or executive power. Other com-
missions have been created, particularly
in some of the colomial dependencies of
the crown, which have had under their
management and comtrol the government
railways in those colonies.

“Commissions have also been establish-
ed, and it is this type which ‘the com-
mission Wwe are proposing to constitute wall
resemble, not for the purpose of exercis-
ing contro? over the operation of railways
in regard to the question of rates, the
manner in which the trains shall be equip-
ped, the manaer in which crossings shall
take place, the manner in which the pub-
lic ¢hall be protected in the use of the
railways.”

Railway Commissions in Other Countries.

Mr. Blair went on to say that they had
availed themselves ot the experience of
those countnies in which railway commis-
gions were established. As far back as
1873 a railway commission was established
in Great Britain. They had also turned
thejr attention to the states of the union
for what had been done there under legis-
lation. The information obtained by Mr.
McLean was also utilized. The railway
comanission in Britain had been fairly sat-
isfactory. It did not do away with all
difficulties.

“The American: legislation respecting the
interstate law,” said the minister, “was
arrived at by a compromise between the
transportation interests on the one hand
and the producing interests on ‘the other
and ap(pa.rently there was no fixed aim in
view in  the - establishment - of these tri-
bunals. One side was probably eontend-
ing that therc was no need at all for such
a tribunal, and the other side insisted that
it was xmperatwely in the public interest
that they should be established, and be-
tween the twp a compromise was reached
whereby, while these tribunals were set
up, they were not endowed with the pow-
ers which all agree are imperatively neces-
sary if it is to do effective work.

“But notwithstanding the defects al-
mittedly existing under the system in
force in the warious states of the union
and the United States as a whole, many
men who have studied the railway ques-
tions believe that the system has done
much good. Mr. Blanchard, a wel-known
authority in railway matters, informs us
that these commissions have done a very
great deal of good.

The Commission to Have Large Powers.

“In the presemt bill we have strength-
ened the hands of the commission. We
have invested it with larger powers, we
have given it more eexcutive authority,
and we have perhaps gone beyond any
previous legislation which has been passed
in any other country up to the present
day.

“The commission under this bill will
exercise all the powers which are now in-
vested in the railway committee of the
privy council. We propose to constitute
a count to consist of three members or
five members. 1 confess to a personal
preference of three, but I do not assume
that my judgment is necessarily sounder
than that of others, and I invite an ex-
pression of opinion from both sides on
this point when we come to discuss the
subject in detail. Therefore we leave
the number in blank for the present.

“The commission shall be conatituted a
court of recond. The tenure of office is
to be a term of 10 years and each mem-
ber is eligible for re-appoimtment. We
have fixed an age limit of 75 years, be-
yond which no person can continue to sit
on the commission or remain a member
of the board.

“By the bill the members of the com-

mission are only removable on an address
of both houses of parliament to the gov-
cror-general. This we concluded to
change. We propose that the members of
the commission shall be removable in the
same manner as the lNeutenant-governors
of the provinces, namely by the governor-
general and upon cause,

Will Be Absolute Judge cf Law and Facts.

‘“We confer upon the majority of the
board the power of deciding any question
we propose, also that the meetings of the
board may be migratory. Such meetings
can only take place with the approval of
the minister of reilways for the time

“We leave the salanies of the commis-
sion open for the present. .We propose
that the commission shall be an absolute
judge of both law and facts subject to
two exceptions. The commission will be
absolute judges as to the facts but subject
to appeal only to the governor-general-in-
council. They will be an absolute judge
of the law, except when a question of jur-
isdiction arises, which of course it would
be quite impossible to restrict in any way,
and subject to a submission to a case to
the supreme court in the event of any
question of legal importance arising.

“Then follows clauses somewhat similar
to existing law. In regard to tolls we
have guarded agminst discrimination and
incorporated provisions respecting the
long and short haul. We think we have
adequately and completely protected the
shippers and all those who use the rail-
ways in the enjoyment of equal facility,
80' that all classes of persons may enjoy
these equal facilities.

“We have directed attention in the bil?
to the question of through traffic both
within Canadn and from Canada to other
countries, and we provide for a uniform
freight of classification. The powers we
give to ithe board include power to alter
the freight classification so that they may
be not only uniform, but that they may
be more equitable and just to the ship-
per. We have assumed absolwte and com-
plete control with regard to the control
of rates. Short of that we don’t see how
tfh_e commission could be. successful other-
wise.”

Will Not Interfere With Some Contracts.

In regand to the C. P. R. Mr. Blair
said that he could not interfere with that
pant of the road to which the 10 per cent
earning clause of their contract applied.

- Mr. Ingraham—aAnd the government rail-
ways can do as they please about rates?

Mr. Blair—They have always been able
to do that. -

Mr. McCreary asked how it would af-
fect Manitoba, which had made a bargain
as to rates thh certain railways.

Mr. Blair—That is a meatter which I
would not like to answer off hand. That
difficulty could be,got over and would not
operate -against the geneml efliciency of
the bill. The bill provided the greatest

publicity in regard to tariffs.
Three Classes of Freight Tariffs.

“We divide freight tariffs,”” said Mr.
Blair, “fn three classes, the standard, the
special and what we call the competitive.
As the law stands at present, the eched-
ules of tariffs.emanate. from the com-
panies. The law provides that a byelaw
of a railway company first be passed set-
ting forth the tariff which it proposes to
get authority to levy upon its traffic and
the government in <ouncil may either ap-
prove of that byelaw in which case it
goes into operation, or they may refuse
approval and withhold ite assent wunul
sucn time as a tariff byedaw is submitted
to them containing a tariff of tolls whizh
they can approve. After all is said or
done the tariff which is thus settled and
approved is a maximum tariff, it is not a
tariff to be imposed by the railway upon
its traffic ordinarly besause in practice it
is always in excess of the tariff rates
which are charged. That system will cease
to be in operation when tnis bill becomes
law.” :

In reply to Mr. Brock, Mr. Blair said
that it wus not the intention to give the
commission control of the granting of
charters.

‘“The commisison would not nave the
control of tramwa_m, it was mot suggest-
ed either to give the board the control
of tramways. There would be abundant
power to regulate rates of express com-
panies. Proceeding Mr. Blair said: “I had
in mny mind that this is a question which
we nave not undertaken to deal with ia
this bill. As to the exercises of control
over the granting of new charters or the
location of new railways, that power has
been conferred by the legislatures of
some of the etates, one or two at least,
to my own knowledge, but I think it has
been rather in the form of an advisory
authormty.

“Another direction in which legislation
has taken place elsewhere, is in giving
the railway commission power to exercise
a very careful supervision and control
over the excessive issue of stock and
bonds by railway companies. There seems
to me, epeaking individually only, to be

very much in a proposal of that kind to
commend itself to parliament.

Control of Bond and Stock Issues.

“We know perfectly well that in the
experience of the past few years at
least, although companies which have
mpphed. for charters from parliament and
have received them, are authorized to
issue very large. quantities of stock, very
rarerly indeed has any of the actua]
money put into stock gome into the con-
struction of these roads.

“The stock is given, I supose, perhaps
to embellish or enrich them, or distribut-
ed in favors among friends, or otherwise
used as means of raising the capitat to
put into the undertakings, and it seems
that it was very desirable if parliament
thinks it well, to proceed with this bill,
to consider whether or not there might
not be some tribunal, and if so, why mot
the railway commission, to look inmto,
watch carefully, and supervise the. ex-
penditure upon theee railway undertakings
80 as to be able to restrict the undue and
excessive issiie of their bonds or shaves
of capital stock.

“These bond¢, this etock - distributed
among the pubhc
low rate today, and eold at a little high-
er rate tomorrow, as the prospect of the
railway may improve financially, these
get into the hands of the holders at an
enhanced price, and they become a legiti-
mate charge upon the traffic of the rail-
way and become sometimes a burden and
an unnecessary burden. It eeems to me,
it 38 my opinion, that we would be acting
in entire conformity with public opinion,
if we turned our eyes in the direction of
legislation of that kind. I have endeavor-
ed to state as fairly as I could without
being unduly tedious the general scope,
and in some respecte ,the particular de-
tails of thia bill. It has been framed in
an’ honest endeavor to put before parlia-
ment, a bijll which should be effective in
ite operation, if the country desires, as
1 'believe it does, that there should be a
tribunal constituted for the purpose of
exercising a larger and a large measure
of control over the railways of the coun-
try. I think we would fail in our duty in
responding to that demand, if we did not
give to that tribunal which we are creat-
ing, ample power to enable them to carry
out the purpose dor which they are
created.”

Compasition of the Board

Mr. Blair eaid that there ehould be on
the board a man of large legal experi-
ence, who had some means of learning
the trend and bearing of the railway
questions, and who had followed railway
legisiation and had followed even railway
work gemerally. He should aleo have the
techinal knowledge outside of this. A
large latitude &hould be exercised in con-
stituting the board. “Beyond that,” said
the minister, “I think the general inter-
ests of the country must be borne in
mind and chiefly and prominently among
those must always come the interests of
the great farming community of Canada,
an industry, which in its importance, far
surpasses that of any other industry, far
surpasses the manufacturing interests,
great as they are, and great as they will
continue to be, but while that is the
caee, it is at the same time absolutely
true that the farming interests and the
manufacturing and industrial and general
commercial interests are a common interest
after all. Therefore, a man, no matter
what his particular occupation might be,
who had a businees preference, might well
be taken to be qualified to fiil a place
upon this board, provided that he had a
proper judgment and a proper calmnese
of temper and independence of mind.

“In considering this, bearing in mind
that it is the strength and pressure of
the public opinion which has been arous-
ed by what the farmers of the country
have felt to be their particular grievance,
having regard to the enormous extent of
these interests, not only in Eastern Cana-
da, but growing with euch tremendove
rapidity in our great west, I am satisfied
that I speak with the approval of all my
colleagues when I say that the selection
which we will make to occupy a place
on this board, particularly in respect to
the business interests of this country,
which are connected with transportation,
will be such a selection as will commend
itself heartily to the approval of the farm-
ing community of Canada, and wui pro-
mote and further their interests.”

Mr. Blair said .that the commission
would not deal with labor difficuities;
there was nothing in the bill to bring it
in conflict with the Intercolonial or the
arrangement of the Manitoba government
with the Northern.

The house took up supply, when Mr.
Borden started a discussion which comes
up every now and again, as to the size
of the cabinet. The house adjourned at 6
o’clock.

|sT. JOEN AS TERMIN US
OF THE GRAND TRUNK.

Messrs. Tweedie and Pugsley in Conference With General
Manager Wainwright at Montreal Regarding the Trans-
‘Continental Plans--Confidence in Their
Claim on the Re-distribution
Matter.

Montreal, March 22— (Special—Premier
Tweedie, Attorney General Pugsley, Col.
Domville and C. J. Milligan"arrived here
from Oftawa yesterday and left for home
today ‘by the I. C. R. Maritime express.

Last evening - Hon. Raymond Prefon-
taine, minister of marine and fisheries,
caled on the New Brunswick ministers
by appointment and discussed with them
the questions of the fisheries, Halifax
award and other matters pending between
the provincial and dominion governments.

This morning Mr. Wainwright, general
manager of the Grand Trunk Railway
Company, and who is more panrticularly
looking after the Grand Trunk Pacific,
called at the Windsor, and was closeted
for half an Lour with Messrs. Tweedie and
Pugsley.

Grand Trunk, Pacific and New Brunswick.

Your correspondent was unable to Jearn
the nature of the business discussed, but
it is supposed to have had reference to
the extension of the Grand Trunk Pacific
through New Brunswick to maritime
ports.

The New Brunswick ministers declined
to be interviewed on this subject further
than to say that whatever influence the
New Brunswick government was able. to
exercise would be directed towards mak-
ing St. Jobn the Atlantic terminus of
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway.

Regarding the redistribution of repre-
sentation of the provinces in the house
of commons and concerning which there
is a great deal of interest being taken
among the members of parliament, the
New Brunswick ministers expressed them-

selves as being well pleased with the situ-
ation. They stated that they had a com-
ference with the members from the prov-
ince supporting the government at which -
the question was .very fully diecussed and
ail expressed themselves as thoroughly
satisfied of the correctness of the conten-
tion of the provincial government that
New Brunswick was entitled to retain its
present representation and promised to
press the matter strongly upon the cab-
inet in addition to the minute of council
which the New Brunswick government
forwarded to Ottawa protesting against
the reduotion of representation measures.

Sir John Macdonald Was of Same View.

Messrs. Tweedie and Pugsley submitted
to the prime minister a memorandum
containing a report.made by Sir John
Macdonaid when minister of justice in
1870 on the question of the representation
of the newly created province of Mani-
toba in parliament in which Sir Jobn puts
forward exactly the same views as are
now urged by New Brunswick—that the
British North America act professes to
deal only with the proportionate repre-
sentation in parliament of the four origin-
al provinces.

The ministers stated that they were
much pieased at the ready sympathy and
offers of assistance given by the minister
of railways who, although bLis time was
much occupied, looked carefully into the
svhole gquestion.

Messts. Twedie and Pugsley are very
confident either that the government will
sustain their contention or will arrange
for a submission .of the question to the
Supreme Court.

ICEMAN CAPTURES

Bridgetown, N. 8., March 22—(Special)
About 5 o’clock this morning the two
crooks who broke into the Union Bank
at Granvilie Ferry were cleverly captured
by Chief of Police Avard Anderson, as
sisted by four or five men from the town,
at a barn in the outskirts of the town.

When arrested and searched steel dril's,
dynamite, gold, silver and copper coins
were found on them, the latter were roli-
ed up in paper marked with figures 1n
the handwriting of Wright, acting man-
ager of the bank at Granville Ferry.

They were armed with sdfmckmg, six
chambered revolvers, but did not attempt
to use them as the police were too quick
for them.

THE COMMISSION'S FINDINGS.

| Genenally speaking the findings of ‘the
‘Anthracite Coal Strike Commission ave
favorable to the miners. The men do not
get all they asked, and the increase in
pay is about half what was demanded.
Yet, on the whole, organized labor has
much to be thankiul for as a result of the
inquiry. The commission discussed the
recognition or non-recognition of the
miners’ union, but made no decision in
regard to it because the question was not
regarded as within the scope of the in-
quiry. Yet recognition is regarded by
both parties to the controversy as of im-
mense importance, and the matter may
came up again, .

The interesting question now is Are the
findings of the cammission such as will
prevent another strike in the near future,
and especially before the presidential elec-
tion next year? Seemingly they are, but
it is too early to say just how the aswards
will be received. - - G

Without going into the repomt in de-
tail, it appears that the: commission re-
commends a general increase of wvages,
amounting in most cases to ten per cent.

The commissioners are opposed to com~
pulsory arbitration. They ' speak of the

employed and armed by the companies
have frequently been the cause of pro-
voking violence, and the practice has been
growing in unpopularity ever since the
Homestead riots.

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NEW BRUNSWICK QUESTIONS.

Premier Tweedie and Attorney General
Pugsley were interviewed in Montreal o
Saturday by a representative of the Grand
Trunk Pacific and afterwards told a Tele-
graph correspondent that any ° influence
the New Brunswick government could €x-
ert would be directed toward making St.
John the Atlantic terminus of the pro-
posed trm_x.s-contrimmal road.

The principal business calling the Pre-
mier and the Attorney General to Ottawa
was the matter of New Brunswick’s re-
presentation in parlinment and the Fish-
eries Award. They conferred with our
members of parliament who agreed that
this px:o\'ince is entitled to retain its
present number of representatives, as con-
tended by the provincial government, and
vaim:'.sed to make the best fight they
could in defence of Nev '~ Brunswick's
rights in the matter.. In addition to the
minute of council recently passed at Fred-
erictén and forwarded to Otftawa, Hon.
Messrs. Tweedie and Pugsley have direct-
ed the attention of Sir Wilfrid Laurier to
a report made in 1870 by Sir John Mac-
donald, who was. then Minister of Justice,
in regard to the representation of the the
newly constituted province of Manitoba,
in which he expressed the view, now held
by the New Brunswick . ministers, that
the British North America act deals only
with the proportionate representation in
parliament of the four original provinces.

To The Telegraph’s Montreal corre-
gpondent the provincial minisbers express-
ed thems=elves as well pleased with the
present position 6f New Brunswicks
claims in respect to. the important inter-
ests they had sought to protect at Ottawe.

The New -Brunswick view—held gener-
ally by ali classes—is that our representa-
tion cannot be reduced with judtice or
safety, and that the province is emtitled
to its share of the Halifax award, which
great sum could be devoted to tlie heavy
expenses of the province. As for the
Grand Trunk, it is of the greatest impont-
ance that this port be kept te the fore
in connection with any plans which may
be made- relative to the building of an-
other railroad across the continent.

THE MANUFACTURERS AND THE
TARIFF.

"“Let the people know all about it,” eaid
Hon. Mr. Fielding to the manufacturers
when they talked about informing the
government ‘‘in confidence” concerning
the tariff changes they think advisable.
“To treat such a matter in the light of a
confidential communication,” says the To-
ronto Globe, ‘““would be to tacitly acquiesce
i_n the. assumpiion that it is the men who
profit by, and not the men who pay, our
Tederal taxation who should have the
chief voice in determining how it #hall be
levied.”

The Globe adds:

As ‘it hae tafken the manufaeturers =0
long to armive at a eeries of compromises
mutually to-erable among themselves, they
shonld have a good idea of the difficulties
in the way of adopting compromises satis
factory also to the many interests which
suffer through obstructions on trade. Mr.
Fielding was right in deciding that the
swhole community should know and discoes
every proposed change. The fallacious ar
gument has been resurrected that a little
increase in the price of some commeodity is
of trifling consequence. But every such
increase, must lessen the consumption of
other commodities or reduce the capital
created by saving and hoarding. One in-
dustry can be helped only by injuring
others, and that is the best ground for
enstaining Mr. Fielding’s poeition, thas
the whole community, the buyers as well
as the sellers, are directly interested in
tariff changes.

The farmers already regard the manu-
facturers who demand a general increage in
the tariff witlh uneasiness and suspicion.
Opposition to the high taritf campaign will
be increased by the seeming admission of
the manufacturers’ delegates ihat ' they
are unwilling to take the public into their
confidence. As the Globe says, the coun-
try wants no “eonfidentiai tariff policy.”

GLIMPSES OF THE PAST.

The Telegraph publishes today
the first instalment of the history of the
River St. John and early events in New
Brumswick, by the Rev. W. O. Raymond,
a narrative which he is peculiarly . fitted

TNE TOURIST BUSINESS.
The 'ﬁr‘&fi;ba'l to’?\mmgnmafte the tourist

agvoviations of the province meets with un-

fair 'dbject'ifm from bhé Fredericton Her-

ald, which says, in part:—

Fredericton hae had reason . 'to com-
plain in the past because of St. John
interference with tourist travel in this
direetion. Tt i@ no secret that certain
influences in St. John have been exert-
ad to detain tourists in that city, nvhen
they desired to make the trip to Fred-
eri¢ton and enjoy its beauties.

This criticiem is unjust to St. Jobm,
and it ignores the chief purpose of amalga-
mafion, awvhidh is ito gréat'y increase’ tourist
travel to and in New Brunswick. First,
in regard to the St, John association, the
annual booklet contained 42 pages, of
whiich, only six dealt with the city, the rest
being devoted to Fredericton and the prov-
ince generally, and directing travel to sec-
tlons ~which did not contribute to the cost
of publication. The report of Treasurer
Warwick, of the N. B. Tourist Aseocia-
tion, lrows that $1,181 wae spent in pub-
lishing the provincial booklet, or mora
than the afsociation received from the
provincial government. Much of the total
amount expended was flor tthe benefft of
the province, rather than St. John, which,
because, of its position, naturally was mudh
benefited by the visitors.

St. John «id ‘not discriminate against
Fredericton. It is, of course, true that
the hotel-men in every city are anxious {0
have their guests remain, and that the
hotel men here did not hurry the vieitork
on to Fredericton, any more than the
Fredericton men urged their guests to
hasten to-St. John. But the transporta-
tion. ‘compafiies-are a§ much interested in
keeping the travelers on the move aa the
hotels-are in having them .stay, and the
traneportation ipesple bring them to. the
province in the first place, and inform
fhem regarding. the more attractive places
fo visit, without prejudice. 7 ’

William Farrar, dean of Canterbury since
1895, died today. Dean Farrar was in his
72nd year. ;

Very Rev. Frederick William TFarrar,
D. D., F. R: S., dean of Canterbury since
1895; deputy clerle of the closet to the
queen; son of Rev, C. P. Farrar, late vicar
of Sideup, Kent, was born August 7th,
1831, and in 1860 married Luey Mary
Cardew, daughter of F. Cardew, F. C. 8.
He was educated in King Wiltam’s College,
Isle of Man; King’s Colege, London, and
Trinity College. ~He was head of the
school at King William's College, and at
16 went to King’s College, London, where
he - abtained classical and theological
scholarships and many prizes; also the
head place and scholarship at the mar-
ticulation, and at the B. A. examination
of the University. of London; won scholar-
ghip and feliowship at Trinity College;
was first class in classical tripos; won the
chancellor’s medal for English poem; the
Hulsean prize, and Le Bas prize.

He was assistant masber at Mariborough
College; sixteen years master at Harrow;
headmaster at Marlborough  College;
canon and archdeacon of Westminster;
chaplain to the queen; Hulsean lecturer
at Cambridge; Bampton lecturer at Ox-
ford; chaplain to the speaker of theihouse
of commons, 1890-95.

Lloyd will be accompanied by his wife
and children and all will make their home
at Saskatoon, Saskatchewan, where the
colony of immigrants will be established.
The letter states thiat there will be 2,000
in the party and this would be probabiy
the biggest ever brought to this port.

In 1891 Rev. Mr,  Lloyd founded the
Rothesay Coilegiate School and remained
guiding its destiny until 1896. Then he
moved to Toronto and for a year .ot more
was editor of the Evangelical Churchman.
He then: went to Hngland and, has been
assistant sétretary to the “Colonial and
OContinental Church Society.

This position entailed considerable trav-
eling and it is supposed that this excel-
Jent -opportunity to get together a large
numbér of good emigrants to take up life
in Canada was embraced by him and that
the great assembiage which he will bring
with him is largely thé result of his per-
qonal efforits.

FONERIL OF THE LATE
WILLIM J. PEACOCK

W. J. Peacock, who was so badly in-
jured by a dynamite explosion at Fernhill
Thursday, passed peacefully away at the
hospital  Friday afternoon at 3.30
o'clock. Deccased was comscious until
about 20 mninutes before he died.

The body of Sergeant W.'J. Peacock,

of the 62nd Fusiliers, ‘was, #eitth full mili-3

tary . and Orange honons, <interred- Sun-
day afternoon in Fernhill.

The funeral wae most impressive, the
casket shrouded in the Unibn Jack and
ibearing, belt, *‘bearskin® and> bayonet ' of
deceased, was borne on a gun ‘carrigge,
swhile assoeiates in -lodge aad -regiment
marching in the dress of their respective
organizaltions ,tendered a’ last tribute- to
the comrade they knew so :well.

The procession formed-abgut 3 o'clock
at the home of deceased on ‘Westmoriand
road. Nineteen men fromn Company F.
of the 62nd Regt.,under command of Sergt.
Biddescombe, were 'drawn up and as the
coffin appeared, received it with the pre-
sent arms, the band simultaneously play-
ing @ hymn.” ; it

The coffin was placed on.a 9 pr. gun
carriage, drawn by two horses ridden by
artillerymen. Tncluded with deceased’s
regimentals in the carriage were several
'handsome floral tributes.

The cortege moved off in the folowing
order: Eldon L. O. L.. firing party w.th
arms reversed, 62nd Fusdiliers Band and
drum corps playing Verdi’s funeral march,
gun carriage, six members of Eldon Liodge,
bearing the pall; escourt of six Fusilier
gergeante, family of deceased and remaind-
er of F. Co., general mourners, which in-
cluded about 50 members of the regiment,
with the corporals, sergeants, numbering
over 30. Several of the officers were also
present.

On reaching the cemétery gite the firing-

party halted, and turning inwards rested
reversed ‘arms. ‘The procession passed
through and proceeded to the grave, where
the service of the Orange order was read,
at -the conclusion of wwhich three volleys
were fired, the muffled drums playing a
roll bativeen each.

The Toronto Globe, which is publishing

Rev. James Paterson Sheraton, princi-
pal of Wyeliffie College, was, born in St.
John (N. B.) and educated at the Gram-
mar School, under the care of its princi-
pal, ‘James Paterson, Ll D., of the Uni-
ersity of Glasgow, his grandfather, who
as a distinguished student both in classi-
cal and orinetal languages, and in physical
science. Doctor Sheraton graduated with
honors (Douglas gold medalist), and after-
wards studied theology, partly in the Uni-
versity of King’s College, Windsor (N. S.),
and partly privately under the direction
of the late Bishop Medley, of Fredericton,
by whom he was ordained deacon and
priest. After a few years spent in mission
work, chiefly in New Brunswick, he be-
came rector of Picton (N. 8.+ In 1877 he
came to Toronto as the head of the newly-
established Protestant Episcopal Divinity
School, which became Wiycliffe College,
over which he has been principal since its
inception, and also professor of systematic
theology and of the exegesis of the Greek
New Testament. In 1882 he reccived from
Queen’s University the degree of D. D,
causa honoris. In 1882 he became a mem-
ber of the senate of the University of
Toronto. In 1891 he was made an honor-
ary canon of St. Alban’s cathedral. In
1897 he received the degree of:klu. D,
causa honoris, from the University of To-
rontp; and in 1900 the same degree from
the University of New Brunswick., - He has
contribuited numerous  papetrs on theologi-
cal subejcts to reviews in England 4and the
United States.

DEATH OF JAMES TRUEMAN,

One of St. John’s Oldest and Most
Respectable Citizens Passed Away
Saturday.

The death oceurred Saturday morning of
Jas. Trueman @t the residence of his son-in-

law, Howard D. Mecleod, 100 King street
(eagt.) ' Deceased has been ill for some
weeks past, but a few days ago it was
thought that he wwas recovering, but some
complications set in and death resulted.

The late Mr. Trueman was born on
October 29th, 1817, at (Prospect Farm,
Point de Bute, in the home of his an-
cegtors. He was the son of Robert True-
man, whose father came to this country
from Yorkshire, lngland, and farmed at
Point de Bute until 1854, when he came 10
&t. John. He then engaged in the pro-
vision business, dealing in the West In-
dies products chiefly, and after a few
yeans he became associated with John S.
Taylor, of St. John, a nephew of Mrs.
Trueman, and together "they carried on a
succesdiul fbusiness. His store ‘and resi-
dence were burned at the big fire of 1877.
After the fire Mr. Trueman decided not
to rébuild and removed to Hampton to
reside with his daughter, nonv the wife of
H. D. McLeod.

Mrs. Trueman was Jane Black, daugh-
ter of Thomas 8. Black of Amherst,.and a
gister of the late Oyrus Black, who wrote
a history of the Biack family.

Dr. 8. McC. Black, editor of the Mes-
genger and Visitor, Joseph L. Black of
Sackville, and Hon. T. R. Black of Am-
herst, are nephews of the deceased He
was a cousin to Howard Trueman, the bi-
ographer of the family and historian of
the JIsthmus of Chignecto.

William Trueman, son of the fingt set-
tler of the name, had 10 children, and the
late James Trueman was one of his 87
grandchildren. He was the eldest won of
[Robert Trueman, who lived on the old
homestead a short time after his marriage
to Bunice Bent, and then settled on anoth-
er farm near by.

Mrs. Trueman died at Hampton in 1886.

In early life Mr. Trueman became a
member of the Methodist churdh, and dur-
ing the greater part of his life held some
official position in that body. He was a
generous contributor both to the Centen-
ary and-to the church at Hampbon, and
took ap active ehare in.the eervices. To
the Hampton. church Mrs, Trueman at her
death left $1,000. :

All “through life Mr. Trueman was a
consistent Methodist and his life has al~
ways been one beyond reproach. He al-
avays held the fullest confidence of the
business community.

The funeral will take place tomorrow
morning at 11.30 o'cleck from the resi-
dence of H. D. McLeod, King street (east.)
The remains will be taken to Hampton
on the 1.15 train in the afternoon, where
interment will take place.

which couid only have found adequate re-
cognition in a wider sphere. .

During his professional career, two great
improvements have tended maiterially to
alleviate the lot of humanity: the use of
anesthetics, and the application of anti-
septic methods to surgical operations.
While Doctor Bayard has always led the
vén in the use of these and all other dis
coveries of real utility, he hae persisteni:s
opposed char atanism in every form.

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Picture and Sketch of the Handsome Parliament Building at Fredericton, and the Residence
of Governor Snowball at the Capital— Valuable Books in'the .Provincial Library.

One of the chief attractions 'of Frederic-
ton is the parliament building, where in
the course of a few days the newly elect-
ed representatives of the people will as-
semble to grant supply to his majesty, to

make laws for the province and to tran- |

sact other business of a public nature.
This building, which was erected in 1800
at a cost of $200,000, and is by long odds
the finest and most impesing of its kind
in Eastern Capada,.is splendidly situated
on Parliament Square within a stone’s
throw of the St. John river.

It is a substantial freestone structure
with base of grey granite, and ite archi-
tectural design is such 48 ®hould make ‘it
a source of pride to,.the .people of. this
province as it is now to every citizen of

of matural history epecimens, This col-
lection, which covers nearly the whole of
the fauna of North America, is attrac-
tively displayed and no visitor “to the
capital should miss seeing it.

The Supremhe Court chamber, law
library, judgzes and . barristers rooms oc-
eupy about half of the epace on the gec-
ond floor. The court chamber is in front
on the right, looking towards the river,
and the library in rear, the two taking
in the old legislative council chamber.

KOMIENSKY FOUND GUILTY.

A Strong Recommendation for Mercy Ac-
companied the Verdict,

Montreal, March 22—(8Special)—David
Komiensky was found guilty on Saturday
of obtaining goods under false pretences.
The jury added a strong recommendation
of mercy which Justice Wurtele stated he
would take into comsideration when he
came to pass sentence.

The charge upon which Komiensky was
convicted was that of obtaining $141 worth
of woods from the Strathcona Rubber
Company. The defence produced several
witnesses to prove that there had been no
conspiracy to obtain the goods. The ac-
cused went into the box and denied having
given a verbal statement of the state of
his business to any of those who had
sworn for the prosecution that he claimed
to be worth all the way from $3,000 to
$7,000. .

He admitted that he had furnished a
wirtten statement of his affairs” to Alex.
Beaver, who had produced the signed
statement in court. He explained, how-
ever, that he had made the statement in
good faith, as he had been ill for some
three months before his departure from
St. John, and it was only after he had
got back that he discovered that business
was not as good as he had supposed, and
he bad asked A. I. Trueman to write his
Montreal creditors offering them first 30
cents-on the dollar, and later 40 cents.

R. A. E. Greenshields addressed the
jury for the defence. He was followed by
J. P. Cooke, for the crown, after which
thé judge charged. He pointed out that it
was hig duty to tell the jury that if they
decided that Komiensky had made a false
statement of his business standing in or-
der to secure goods, this, constituted the
crime for which he was accused.

The jury deliberated only three minutes
and returned the verdict.

The prisoner’s health is shattered and
he appeared on the verge of collapse
throughout the trial. When the verdict
was rendered he burst into tears.

The commission’s Tecommendations on
more stringent enforcement of the laws
against child labor in the mining region

The report recommends a general increase
of wages, amounting in most instances to 10
per cent., some decrease of time; the settle-
ment of all disputes by arbitration; fixes a
minimum wage and a sliding scale; provides
against discrimination.of persons by either
the mine owners or the miners on account
of membership or non-membership in a labor
unfon,’ and provides that the awards made
shall continue in force until ‘March 31, 1906.
The.commission discussed to some extent the
mdtter of recognition of non-recognition of
the miners’ union, but declined to make any
award on this matter.

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THE PRUNING OF SHRUBS.

.

Instructive Article by E. J. Smith, Gaidener
at the Horticultural Gardens.

The first thing that occupies the atten-
tion of lthe gardener at the pre-ent time,
cither profassional, amateur or jobbing, is
the pruning, ete., of the so called flatwer-
ing and ornamental foliaged dhrubs. These
are divided into warious classcs and bne or
the other require different umethods not
on.y in the manner and mode adopted, but
a great deal of foresight and judgment
must be used for the bedt resulte. .aking
the ornamental foliaged shrubs first, such
as (Sambucus aurea) golden éder, spirea
opulifolia aurea, prynus pissardi, etc., may
be pruned ito any desired height or shape
wwhereas the whrubby spireas,-such as S.
7an Houtdi, S. Thumbergii, S. Prunifo.a,
S. Arguta, S. Reevesii, 8. Triobata, and
many othens all flower on the previcus
scason’s grawth; thereioie the pruning
ohould be done both cardiuiiy and judi-
ciously, as the more woud cut away 1s ali
the wore fowers lost, but after the flow-
ering season is past they way be pruned
back and will make a new guowth dor the
follawing season. Other gpireas, as An-
thony Waterer, 8. Ma: gnata, $. Billiardii,
S. Callosa, make the bedt truses of b-oom
on the present seasin’s growth, or the
yeung wocd. The Fon ythias (go den-bell),
as F. Fortunei, . Suspensa, 1% Virid s-
sima, all flower on the onejyear old wood
and one of the eatliest ghrubs to bloom,
as {hey are woften literally covered with
these golden yellow bell ghaped flawer:
long (bedore any of the leaf budw show signs
of bumsting. Deutzias are another c.aes of
shrubs that take after the style and hab-
its of the spireas D. Orenata, both dngle
and double white and D. Lemoineii, D.
Pride of Rochester (pink), make fine im-
dividual specimens for a lawn and with
careful treatment they make splendid
hedges or back ground, 'the only thing
necasary being to always preserve the
one year old wood and keep thinning the
older weod out. .

Weigelias call for he same attention.
The brush honeysuckle, such as Louicera
Fragrantiseima, T.. Tavtarica, L. Morrowii,
f.. Ligustrina, etc., are ail better to re-
ccive the main pruning after the first crop
of flowens then they avill make new growth
for the follawing season and you alsd
may recive a few flowers of them in the
autumn as I have ween flowers on them
ir November, if 'there are wny wtraggling
shoots on them they can be shortened back
so as to bring the plant into decent shape.

The Lilac (Springa Vulgaris) and var
ieties as a shrub for @ surburban residence
cannot be surpassed, although it is one of
the most diffioult to manage as regard:
pruning eo as ‘to have them flower each
Juccessive scason, as ‘the fower buds being
formed at the extreme tipw of the previ-
ous weason's growth by &hortening o1
cutting back you take away the flawer
bude,. This can be remedied by resorting
4o the thirning out process, by encourag-
ing new growth from the base each seaon
and thinning the older wood out or what
gets .too tall o amw to give the younger
shoots more light and not get tco crowded.
By this metlvod a lilac may we kept at any
desired height and flower annually.

The viburmums (Snowball) are another
clase of plants that is repays to watch
allowing as much , young weod to remain
for bhe ffo'iowing searon as possible. There
are other varieties of shrubs but all require
about the same treatment. Hydrangea
Paniculata, if pruned on the spur «y:tem,
that is. cut all last year's growth to three

break extra nvell it is easier to rub a few
growths off than ‘to put one on.

Pruning, like a great many other things.
s a cometant study, as shrubs of -the same
variety planted side by side might require
different methods. ete., and it is an im-
peebility  for anyone to fay  dowm a
hard and fast line to go hy. as each in-
dividual must take into consideration the
object to be pruned. postion, ete.. then go
ehead and u-e his own judgment for the
best results.

Rvery teacher ought to spend at least
a few days in New York city. This would
be an education in itself.

I cannot close this letter without re-

ferring to the surprise and sorrow ex-
perienced by ‘myself and colleague, Mr.
Brittain, upon learning of the death of
Dr. Eldon Mullin in South Africa. When
a student at the Normal School I learned
to respect him. I esoon recognized his
ability as a disciplinarian and lecturer;nor
shall I soon forget his cheerful disposition,
and the deep interest he took in the wel-
fare of his students. New Brunswick lost
a distinguished eon when he left his na-
tive province—South Africa and the em-
pire have lost an able educatiomalist by
his untimely death.

Death claimed two weil known employes
of the customs nouse Monday, two Car-
leton men—Philip J. O’Keefe and John B.
Wilmot. Both had many friends and were
good citizens, whose loss the community
as a whole will feel. =

Mr. Wilmot died suddenly early in the
morning. He had been in poor health for
some weeks, suffering from heart trouble,
but on Sunday was much improved and
rwas able to sit up for a time.

Tn 1879 he was appointed inspector of
weights and measures, and held this posi-
tion until hie death. Mr. Wilmot is sur-
vived by his wife, a daughter of the late
(George Robertson, of Carleton, and by five
children—two sons and three daughters.
One daughter is the wife of Jarvis Wilson,
jr. Sisters of the deceased are Mrs.
Michael Steeves, Hillsboro; Mrs. John
Bellingham, Boston, and Mrs. John L.
Gregory, of Carlebon. Mr. Wilmot was a
wompetent official and a good citizen. He
enjoyed the good will of all who knew him,
and will be remembered for many kindly
dets.

Mr O'Keefe's Death,

Philip J. O’Keefe was known, liked and
will be mourned in many parts of Canada.
He enjoyed a very wide acquaintance, and
was of that pleasant disposition which
made friends for him everywhere. Mr.
O’Keefe had been in poor health for gome
time, but even within the last few weels
lbe was up and around. Indeed, on Sunday
last, though very sick, he wae about the
house and even ventured out for a short
walk. His trouble was heart disease, and
asthma added to the eufferings he bore.

A. O’Keefe. H¢ received his ediication at
a private school *here, taught by the Sisters
of Charity, and in other private schoole.
He started in business, keeping a meaf
Mr.
O’Keefe early took an interest in publie
matters, and in 1879-80 was appointed a
seesional clerk in the house of commons,
Ottawa. Shortly afterwards he was ap-
pointed customsy tidewaiter here, and
worked through various grades of the ser-
vice until he became chief preventative
officer.

He was very prominently connected with
the C. M. B. A., and his sound counsel
was found of advantage in the manage-
ment of the order. He held office in Car-
leton Branch No. 133, of which he was
chancellor at the time of his death, was
grand deputy for New Brunswick and was
pne of the grand truetecs of the order.
Mr. O’Keefe had held this office for more
‘than one term, and was last elected at the
conference at Niagara Falls in 1902.

He is survived by his wife—daughter of
the late Joseph Mullaly, of Carleton—one
eon, David 8., who is studying for the
priesthood in the Grand Seminary, Que-
bec; and three daughters, Misses Selina,
Frances and Fileen. Mrs, P. Fitzpatrick,
Mrs. John O’Pray and Mre.

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AWILY IMMIGRANT DEPORTED

Young Hungarian Stowaway Given a
Good Position at Sand Point, But
His Crooked Ways Were Soon
Found Out.

Toma Jakobatz, a guard at the immi-
gration building, Sand Point, constituted
himself a court to decide on the qualifica-
tions urnder which detained immigrants
might get into the United States and on
payment of sums, running as high as $20,
be has been helping them to escape and
cross the border, though he was under
pay to see that they did not get away.

This was found out last week and, with
this discovery, the officials learned the
cause of what has puzzled them somewhat
and it also led to the enterprising, if un-
scrupulous guard being landed in jail.

Toma Jakobatz is a young Hungarian,
who arrived at Sand Point some time ago,
and heé has got so far in trouble with his
crooked ways that early yesterday morn-
ing he was deported to Liverpool on the
Allan line steamer Parisian and, in this
way, got clear of imprisonment and the
country got rid of a very undesirable per-
son.

Jakobatz, on his arrival here, came ouf
as a stowaway and when he was met at
Sand Point it was found that during the
voyage out he had frozen his feet and he
wae sent to the hospital for treatment.
When he was able to get around again
Doctor Faber, who has charge of the El
der-Dempster hospital on Union street,
employed him as guard as he was a young
man of good appearance and understood
five or six languages. He claimed to
have been employed with an insurance
company in the old country.

Jakobatz, who is 27 years of age, was
found to be a good man at the hospital
and wae paid at the rate of $30 per
month; but of late a number of the de-
tained patients are said to have escaped
and some have mentioned the fact of not
receiving all the money that was sent
them. Finally on Thursday Jast Toma
Jakobatz himself became missing, and it
was mot’ known where he had gone until
he was captured on the Boston train at-
tempting to enter the United States.

United States Immigration Officer L.
H. Robinson detained the man on the
train as he was without a passport and
the officer sugpected something wrong.
Jakobatz claimed that he was an official
and had a right to pass. Officer Robin-
son telegraphed to Doctor Faber about
the man had received a reply that he
wag not all right, so the wily Toma
was held at Vanceboro and brought back
to St. John on Friday’s train. There
seemed just two things to be dome with
Jakobatz—either to be deported to Liver-
pool or to spend a term in prison—and
he made a clean breast of his wrong do-
ings and was allowed to accept the free
trp back to Liverpool.

When closely questioned at the office
of the United States immigration officials
Jakobatz stated that he had been paid
by persons to allow detained immigrants
to escape from the hospital.

It appears from his statements that
not long ago a man named Macke Bolk-
horein was detained at Sand Point be-
cause of trachoma, and the man fearing
deportation was aided to escape. H. H.
Boyajaan, of Providence (R.I.), took con-
siderable interest in the case and paid
to Jakobatz the sum of $20 to make good
the escape of Bolkhorein, and after re-
ceiving this money Jakobatz made his
own way towards the States.

On Saturday Jakobatz was confronted
by Doctor Ellis, of the Canadian service,
who accused the man of fraud and had
him placed. upder arrest. The case wae
taken up Pefore the magistrate in the
afternoon and, after Jakobatz -had eworn
to an affidavit of the above facts regard-
ing his crookedness, hé was taken in cus-
tody to the ship and yesterday was de-
ported. e ;

Bolkhorein, for whom Jakobatz received
the $20, was a couple of days ago captur-
ed at Vanceboro ‘trying to make his way
into the Statcs and was turned back and
it was he who first stated that momey
had been paid the guard to assist him
through to the States.

The Sarah Potter a Total Wreck;
Sebago and H. B. Homan Ashore
and Floated.

The recent stormy weather has caused con-
siderable disaster in the shipping along the
coast. Among the vessels well known in

this port 'which have been in trouble are the
H. B. Homan and the Sebago, while the
schooner Sarah Potter has become a total
wrack. The following despatches have been
Teceived :—

Vineyard Haven, March 20—Schooner H. B.
Homan, of Savannah, for Louisbourg (C.
B.); which was ashore on West Chop, was
floated this afternoon by the tug Storm King,
and anchored in the harbor, uninjured.

Chatham, Mass., March 20—The echooner
Sebago, Captain Cochram, bound from New
York for Portland, went ashore near here
this morning. A tug arrived this afternoon,
and, aided by wreckers from Chatham, suc-
ceefed in floating the schoomer, which pro-
ceeded north tonight in tow of the tug. A
crew of eight wreckers, in charge of the
underwriters’ agent, Mallowes, is on board
the vessel, to assist in keeping her free from
water.

The wreckers had thrown some cargo over-
board, patched a hole in the bow and pump-
ed ‘her partially clear of water. After the
&chooner got over the bar the fog shut in

n.

By many here it is thought the tug will
take the schoomer to Portland, her destina-
tion; while the likelihood is that the wreck-
ers will prefer to be towed into Boston.

Chetham, Mass., March 20—The Sarah Pot-
ter, laden with coal,” from her home port,
New York, for the Navy Yard at Boston,
became a total wreck on Handkerchiet Shoal
today, after stranding there during the fog.
The crew abandoned the vessel as soon as
the water got beyond control of the pumps,
and in their own boats landed at Harwich-
port. Captain Hatfleld says that he lost his
bearings {n the fog, and in a short time the
craft was bumping on the shoals.
later the planks started, and the crew were
unable to control the water. The men were
then ordered to take to the boats. Captain
Kelly and the Point Rip Station crew went
to the Potter during a rift in the fog and
found her abandoned, this being shortly after
the schooner’s crew started for Hardichport.
On the return of the life-savers, Captain
Kelly said that the vessel was in bad shape,
and while the spars were standing, a rough
sea will break up the wreck. A continuance
of the present calm weather may give oppor-
tunity for saving some of the rigging and
fittings. !

The crew, after reaching Harwichport, were
forwarded to Boston, while Captain Hatfleld
remained to look after any material salvaged.
