Maritime Ports to Be
‘Equipped

Minister of Public Works In-
tends That Whea Road is
Completed, Facilities , to
Handle the Business Will
Be Constructed—Aid fer
Gloucester fror Company.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa, Dec. 10—Several of the ministers
are very busy at present, preparing their
estimates before parliament begins in
January. In conversation with the min-
ister of public works today, he said that
the estimates for the ensuing year were
keeping him and his staff very busily en-
gaged at the present “time.

The transportation facilities in St.
John and elsewhere in the maritime prov-
inces, are evidently not being lost sight
of, because Dr. Pugsley said in/ the course
of conversation that he had been com-
municating with Mr. Morse, of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway, and Mr. MecNichol
of the Canadian Pacific, in reference to
the improvements he contemplated making
at’ §t. John.

It ie also understood that the minister
is strongly urging the advisability of tak-
ing immediate steps to provide terminal
accommodation for - the Transcontinental
Railway in the maritime provinces. He is
strongly in favor of adopting such meas-
ures to this end as will ensure shipping
facilities being all ready and completed,
ag soon as the transcontinental railway is
ready to send its freight to Europe via
points in the maritime provinces.

The conference between the Messrs.
Drummond, acting in behalf of those in-
{erested in the iron industry in Glouces-
ter county, and the minister of railways,
Hon. George P. Graham, was arranged by
Dr. Pugsley a few days ago. It is und.ex_'-
stood tnat Messrs. Drummond, in antici-
pation of «a‘very large development at the
iron mines, are negotiating with the ‘gov-
ernment cither to build a connecting link
between Bathurst and the mines, or to
give the company such assistance in  the
way of subsidies, as are usually given In

The question of a terminus is under-
stood to be under comsideration, with the
choice between Bathurst and Chatham.
There are strong points in favor of bf)th
these centres, and in making the choice,
t{he Messrs. Drummond do not propose to
be hasty, but to give them every consid-

eration.

CURREY ANOTHER
DAY ON THE RACK

Gives Conflicting Testimony
During Severe Cross-
. examination

END NOT IN SIGHT

Complainant Has Three- More Wit-
nesses—Office Stenographer on the
Stand Says She Never Saw Her
Employer in Intoxicated State.

Fredericton, Dec. 10—(Special)—In the
divorce court this morning the cross-

examination of Dr. Currey was con-
tinued by Mr. Teed and he succeeded in
eliciting some rather startling statements
from the witness.

In regard to the equity suit, imstituted
by Mrs. Currey to recover money which
her husbanod drew from the Savings
Bank, Dr. Currey claimed he knew nothing
about it until he got the writ. He was an-
noyed when he reached home that night
and took his wife to task for her action.
To show that Dr. Currey knew the equity
suit was coming Mr. Teed produced three
letters from the firm of Hanington and
Hanington written to him on the subject
gsome days before Dr. Currey was forced
to admit he received the letters and they
were put in evidence.

The witness was interrogated at length
in regard to the midnight row at his
home. He said that two policemen came
in but he did not know their names. He
did not hear his wife tell them that he
had struck her and choked her. He could
not remember his wife declining to give
him in charge because he was the father
of her children. He did not tell Willie
to- shut up but did tell him to go up
stairs and go to bed.

He reiterated hig former statement that
the whole thing' was a pre-arranged plot
to scandalize him. He even believed his
wife had written the articles about the
fracas that appeafed in the papers next
day. : '

Mr. Teed objected to this lakt statement
and it was struck from the evidence.

Two accounts from the firm of Mac-
auley Bros. & Company were called
for -by Mr. Teed and produced - by
the witness. One amounting to $108,
was for damaged goods bought at a re-
duction, and other was for $8.46. The
witness declared that he had never exam-
ined the items of the accounts.

The court—‘“Then you should not have
quarreled over them.”

Witness said that he had complained of
his wife buying a whole lot of gloves, as
he thought it ivas extravagant and unrea-
sonable. He afterwards admitted that he
had not examined the gloves and did not
know that an excessive price had been
paid for them. .

Mr. Teed was able to show from the ac-
count that thirteen pairs of gloves had
been bought.

The court thought Mrs. Currey may
have bought too many gloves, but Dr.

Currey was not justified in rowing over|

it.

Mr. Teed thought that thirteen pairs of
gloves for four or five people was not an
extravagant supply.

The judge said no doubt Mrs. Currey
thought she had effected a great saving by
purchasing a lot of gloves at a reduced
rate. :

Dr. Currey said he paid the bill and
had given the firm to understand that in
future he would "do a cash business with
them. He had not mentioned Mrs. Cur-
rey’s name or tried to humiliate her. He
admitted having returned unpaid an ac-
court of $24 from Macaulay Bros. & Co.,
received in January last, and- a letter
which he wrote the firm at the time was
read and put in evidence. He did not
know that the bill was for goods which
hi.':} wife bought before going to her fath-
er’'s funeral. The witness declared that
he had never mentioned his wife’s name
to anybody but Williams in regard to the
purchase of goods.

Mr. Teed here produced a letter which
Dr. Currey wrote to William Mullins of
Westfield instructing him to take no or-
ders from his wife. The witness explain-
ed that Mulling was his caretaker and

SAN FRANCISCO’S EX-BOSS

FOUND GUILTY AGAIN

Ruef Coiwicted of
" Bribery

Trial Has Been in Progress
106 Days — Heney, the
Graft Prosecutor, Recover-
ed Enough to Witness Suc-
cess of His Work.

San Francisco, Cal., Dec. 10—Abraham
Ruef, former political boss of San Fran-
cisco, was convicted today of bribery. The
verdict was returned exactly upon  the
stroke of 4 o’clock when the deliberations
of the jury had been prolonged 24 hours.
The warnings of Judge William P. Law-
lor and the vigilance of the police checked
all attempts at a demonstration.

The trial, which has been .in progress
for 108 days, ended with surprising abrupt-
ness. The day had almost passed without
signs from the curtained chamber on the
upper floor of Carpenter’s Hall, the hopes
of Ruef and his attorneys had risen with
every hour of delay, and the adherents
of the prdsecution were proportionately
discouraged. With ' numbers and- interest
undiminished, the hundreds of spectators
who have hung about the court room dur-
ing the closing days of the trial, retained
their seats in the chamber or stood patient-
ly in a long line opposite the entrance,
while a strong detail of police watched
carefully inside and patrolled every ap-
proach to the hall. :

As the jury filed into the court room
and took their seats in the jurybox Judge
Lawlor asked Foreman McNamara:

“Have you gentlemen reached a ver-
dict?’

“We have,” replied the foreman as he
handed a folded elip of paper to Clark
Welch. An impressive silence followed as
the clerk read the fateful words ‘“We,
the jury, find the defendant, Abraham
Ruef, guilty as charged.”

At the other end of the counsel-table
gat Franecis J. Heney, who appeared in
the court room today for the first time
since the day he was shot. Ruef sat be-
tween his father- and Thomas B. Dozier,
of the defense, when the verdict was re-
turned. He had spent the greater part of
the day in conmversation with his .father_,
and, though his face paled and his eyes
remained fixed for a long time upon the
men who had pronounced the verdict, al-
most his first thought was for the elder
Mr. Ruef. He whispered a few words of
encouragement to the old man and sent
out of the room to break the news to the
defendant’®s mother and sisters.

By previous agreement of counsel, that
the bill of exceptions ehould be settled
later, the court set mext Saturday, Dec.

12, as the day for pronouncing judgment. |

Ruef’s conviction renders him liable to a
maximum penalty of fourteen years in the
penitentiary. ,

CANADK'S TRADE
WITH BERMUDA SHOWS
GREAT INCREASE

Report of E. H. Flood States That
Islands Are Anxious to Further Ex-
tend It.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa, Dec. 10—A gratifying increase
of ttade between Canada and Bermuda is
reported to the department of trade and
commerce by E. H. Flood, trade commis-
sioner. In ten years the commerce be-
tween Canada and the islands has just
doubled. The government of Bermuda is
alive to the importance of a still further
increase.

Cattle are generally imported from the
States, principally from New York, but
the colonial secrctary expressed the hope
that Canada will secure -this trade.

The onion crop in Bermuda is valued
annually at $300,000. Heretofore it has
been marketed chiefly in New York, but
last year the Texas onion crowded it out,
with the result that Bermuda growers
suffered serious loss. As there is no like:
lihood of refaining the New York market
the Bermuda government would like to
market the onion crop in Canada where it
should find a ready sale in the early epring
without interféring with the Canadian pro-
duct.

There is a disposition on the part of the
Bermuda government to give Canadian
products a preference in return for a simi-
lar preference in Canada of early vege-
tubles and onions from Bermuda.

His position in regard to the bond issue
scheme was made clear when he declared
that ‘‘if, perchanee, it were possible—and
I do not believe it is possible—the Rivers
and Harbors Committee should report a
bill to congress providing that there
should be an issue for the next ten years
to meet the proposed improvement bonds
in the amount of $1,000,000,000, I would
vote for it.”

The pronouncement of Speaker Cannon
cast a gloom over the congress, as the
advocates of the bond issue had strong
hopes of favorable consideration of their
propogition by the federal congress. Mr.
Cannon’s attitude is at variance with that
of Vice-President Fairbanks, Andrew Car-
negie and others as expressed before the
Rivers and Harbors Congress yesterday.

“Now, nobody wants the federal con-
gress in the next sixty days to commit an
expenditure of $20,000,000,000 for water
and to issue bonds,” said Mr. Cannon.
“If it is necessary—and great works are
necessary in peace and war—to issue
bonds, 1 stand ready to issue bonds. But
expenditures must be safe and sane. I
do not wint this work or any other work
to be done except it be done safely and
sanely.”

A WORLD-WIDE
POWDER TRUST

All the Companies in United
States and Europe Entered

_Into. Hard . and- Fast Agree-
ment,

Cleveland, (.)hio, Dec. 10—A world-wide
agreement of all the powder companies in
this. country and Kurope was’ presented
in evidence at the federal hearing before
Special' Master Mahaffey here today.

It provided for a $50,000 fine for any
breach of the agreement. The document,
after presentation was identified by Presi-
dent Almon Lent of the Austin Powder
Company of this city.

The agrecement was signed in 1897 and it
provided that it should continue in force
for ten years and afterwards until such
time as the companies saw fit to revise
it. .

The document sets forth that the Du-
pont Company, the Austin Powder Com-
pany and nearly 100 other concerns in
this country signed it as also did all the
powder concerns in Europe. The 100 firms
in this country include every powder com-
pany in the United States, the attorneys
assert.

The agrecment said at the time it was
drawn up there was immense competition
that was detrimental to the powder trade,
both in Kurope and here. ‘It was believed,
it said, that by reaching some agreement
in regard to the prices, trade could be
regulated so that cach concern could live
and make profits.

A detonation factory was being built in
New Jersey at that time to which the
Jflllrp])earl concerns objected. The com-
panies in this country -agreed according
to‘thc document, to stop the erection of
thx§ factory. 1t was also agreed that the
United States companies should buy 5,000,
000 pounds of detonators from Europe.

Regulations were made as to black pow-
der, sportsmen’s powder and esmokeless
military powder.

It Witis agreed the document set forth,
that if the United States received any
bids from a foreign country for smokeless
| military powder what the European con-
{cerns had bid, should be learned and the
i cencerns here should not bid any less than
the same price and should bid more.

Venezuelan Ruler Keeps Even His
Companions in the Dark About His
Movements — Amazed' at Dutch
Demonstration Off His Coast.

Bordeaux, ‘Dec. 10.—President Castro, of
Venezuela, disembarked here today from
the French steamer Guadaloupe, on which
he sailed from Laguaira, Nov. 25. The
landing of the president and his party
was effected without incident.

A representative of Foreign Minister
Pichon boarded the steamer and had an
interview with  Castro, after which the
president and the members of his party
came to Bordeaux on a private car. The
president was greeted at the railroad sta-
tion by the Venezuelan colony. The
party then got into automobiles and were
driven to a hotel.

When President Castro was . informed
this afternoon of the energetic steps taken
by Holland against Venezuela—the navy
demonstration along the coast last week—
he exclaimed vehemently that he did not
believe Holland would violate the spirit of
rightful dealings, as both he and Vene-
zuela had done only their duty. -

The president said that after his opera-
tion he expected to visit Spain and that
the pacific tone of this country in dealing
with Venezuela was something he never
could forget.

A number of policemen were drawn up
at the railroad station to restrain the peo-
ple, but the assembled crowd was a “small
one and consisted chiefly of Venezuelan
residents of the city. S

He told of an instance when he had seen
moose decay in fifteen or sixteen days.

The bones were white and after a year

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell, witness
said he could not say whether the meat
had decomposed or had been devoured by
wild animals, but he didn’t believe the
wild animals had done so, as hair was
laying over the bones.

Hauled Ammunition to Robinson.

Ambrose Hill, of Hillville, who had given'
testimony at Newecastle, was recalled, and
he told ‘of hauling goods for Robinson,
and among other things took him a box
of ammunition' from Chestnut’s. .

Thomas O’Leary, a registered guide.
was the next witness. He said he was in
districts spoken of on September 12 to 14.

Wounded

FUSILADE OF BULLETS

and Attendants—Woman Fanatic
Takes Refuge in Boat With Five

Shot Away

Kands City, Mo., Dec. 8—In the
shadow of the city hall a riot in which
religious fanaties and policemen were par-
ticipants, and during which a hundred
shots wer= Sred, this afternoon resulted
in the death of Policeman A.-O. Dalbow,
probable fatal injuries to four persons and
slight injuries to two other persons. Those
probably fatally injured are Johm Sharp,
known as “Adam God.” a street preacher;
Michael Mullane, a patrolman; Lola Pratt,
13 years old, and Patrick Clark, a police
sergeant. Harry F. Stege, a policeman,
and George M. Holt, a probation officer,
also were hurt.

The streets were crowded with pedes-
trians when the trouble oceurred and the
participants traversed an entire block.
Probation Officer Holt, of the juvenile
court, today went to Fifth -and Main
streets to investigate a ease of alleged ab-
duction. Near that corner he met Sharp,
who was exhorting a crowd. With Sharp
were A. J. Selzer, a woman and five ehil-
dren ranging in age from three to four-
teen years. Holt did not like the manner
in which the woman attempted to get
money contributions from the crowd and
he decided that she and her male eom-
panions were not proper persons to have
the custody of young children.

The woman announced that she and
“Adam God” would conduct services at
Poor Man’s Mssion tonight, whereupon
she and her companions started toward
the mission. -Officer Holt then inquired
as to the identity of the children. The
woman replied that the officer “had bet-
ter attend to his own business.”

“Adam God,” who wears long white
beard and hair, struck Holt a heavy blow
behind the ear with a pistol, making ap
ugly wound. Holt, who was unarmed,
then started for the police station for as-
sistance’ and as he moved away  the
preacher tried to shoot him, but the cart-
ridge failed to explode.

Officer Holt rushed to the police station
arid reported the trouble and the police
sergeant in charge ordered Patrolmen Chas.
Dalbow and Harry E. Stege to: arrest
Sharp and his followers. Sharp and his
companions were within fifty yards of the
olice station. when the officers stepped
into the street. ~The Sharpites.gave evi¢
dence of frenzy and with profane abuse
they served motice on all that they would
preach right “under the eaves.of the po-
lice station and the police cannot stop
us.” The officers did not, however, ex-
pect serious trouble and were not pre-
pared for the volley of bullets that met
them almost immediately after they ap-
peared on the scene.

Hail of Bullets.

Dalbow was killed instantly and a bul-
let passed through Stege’s arm. Other
officers, hearing the firing, rushed ,into
the street and s general fight gnsued.
The officers refrained from shooting for
fear of endangering the lives of innocent
persons.  Lieutenant Clark, who had
come into the street unarmed, was shot
in the eye and Patrolman Mullane was
shot in the back as he hurried into the
police station for reinforcements.

In the meantime a riot call brought
policemen from all directions. Thorough-
ly aroused, the officers closed in on Sharp
and his followers, firing ag -they went.

St. Louis, Mo., -Dec. 8.—Francis D. Hir-
schberg, promment insurance man, club-
man, director- of the Louisiana Purchase
Exposition Company, was. shot and. killed
in his home at 3818 Lindell: Boulevard
early this morning. “He died twenty min-
utes after he was shot.

N LIVE STOCK LIES Th
SALVATION OF MARITIME
AGRICULTURE, SAYS EXPERT

Professor Cummings, principal of the agri-
cultural college at Truro, is of the opinion
that the land of Nova Scotia is capable of

a much larger population than at present
and no person of intelligence will disgrace
with him. In the case of apples it was stated
in the press the other day that the first ex-
ports from Nova Scotia took place in 1880,
when 20,000 barrels were shipped. Now, a
good year's shipment will run over balf a
. million barrels and those in the trade ex-
. pect’ to see the million mark reached before
long. What is being done in apples may be
accomplished by well directed elfort in many
other directions. The possibilities in dairying,
poultry, sheep raising and other branches of
industry pertaining to the land, are perhaps
fully as great as in fruit culture.

Professor Cummings’ views are set forth in
an address before the Canadian Club at Hali-
fax and as what is said of Nova Scotia may
be applied with equal force in New Bruns-
wick. The Times is pleased to make a pass-
ing review. Professor Cummings polnts out
that of the total land area of 14,453000 acres
in Nova Scotia and Cape Breton, but slightly
over one-third, or 3,000,000 acres is cleared,
i that is, about one-eighth of the total land
| area. However, it i3 estimated that about
2-3 of the total land area could be brought
under the farmer's plow, and, although this
large area will not be fully occupied until a
| greater congestion of the world's population
i occurs, yet it-is satisfactory to Nova
| Scotians - to kpnow that the province has a
capacity of flve times as much productive
land as is now under the plow, and con-
sidering, as will he shown later, that the
land under cultivation now does not yleld

of yielding, at least ten times its present
production.

I Professor Cummings, -like all other author-
ities, concludes that the diffusion of effort
on the part of the farmer, the engaging in
lumbering, fishing, etc.,, is the greatest
drawback to the successful cultivation of
the soil. He proceeds: '

Scotia the practice is to sell hay ‘and oats
and thus save the work of feeding stock
through the winter. The result is that every
single pound of ‘fertility which went to pro-
duce these crops i& sold off the farms.

‘“If, on the other hand, these crops were
fed to cattle and sheep and horses and stock
: of various kinds, the conditfons would be
| entirely changed. For the man who sells

butter sells no (fertility off his farm, and
. the average general farmer who sells some
| butter ,and some milk and pork and beef and
! horseflesh sells off his farm not more than
one-tenth of the fertility which would be

tem.

“‘From this standpoint alone it is easy to
see how, of two equally good farms, whether
they be situated in the east or the west, one
may become completely ' run out and the
other one be, at least, as productive as when
it was first cleared and put under the plow.

‘“Had this_province of Nova Scotia from
the first of its agricultural history, been

be, instead of many a run-out field, farms
on every side not to be surpassed in any
part of America. In the province of Ontario
there are kept one head of live stock to
every six acres.. In some of the richest agri-
cultural sections of Europe one head of live
stock is kept on every two or three acres,
and on the most guccessful farm of which
we have knowledge, the average was one
head of live stock per acre. In Nova Scotia
it is estimated that there are kept ome head
per every fourteen acres.

| _“Now, it is absolutely impossible, without
| the too extravagant use of commercial fer-
tilizer, to make lands produce at all satis-
factorily with the above ratio of acres to
live stock. It could not be done in a year.
but in the course of a period bf time the
number of head of live stock kept in Nova
Scotia, if the lands are to have a fair chance,
should be doubled.

“If in other countries of the world it has
been found that this minimum proportion of

. ‘“Constider the above and other matters,
and decide if rather the cause or run-out
farms is not due to careless methods of
farming, of which the value of live stock
has been too much disregarded. ‘In live stock
lies the ealvation of maritime agriculture.’

. “Every one knows that there are degress
of excellence in live stock, but perhaps not
everyone knows how vitally important it is
that it farmers will keep live stock, they
should keep nothing but the best. I can most
easily illustrate this by quoting you some
figures in regard to the milch cows of the
province. . g

‘““The average dairy eow in the province
of Nova Scotia produces about 3,000 pounds,
that is 1,200 quarts, per annum. It costs to
keep the cow about $35 to $40. Valuing but-
ter at 25c. the year round and milk at 3%c.
per pound wholesale, both of which prices
are higher than the average farmer receives
the year round, it may be just possible to

‘‘Now, there is no one, if the farmers of
Nova Scotia will only pay proper attention

‘‘According to the most recent dominion
census, there are at the present time 143,362
cows in the province of Nova Scotia.

‘“At 3,000 pounds each these cows are giv-
ing 430,086,000 pounds of milk, which, at lc.
per pound is worth $4,200,360. It is evident,
therefore, that by even a modern improve-
ment in our dairy cows, the value of their
produce being doubled would be increased
at the rate of over $4,000,000 per year. It is
for this, more than anything else, that our
agricultural college is striving with -all its
might and main and, I believe, that the
time will come when not only these results,
but greater results will be achieved.

‘““We have already stated that the farmers
! could and should double the number of head
of live stock, and if this were done with the
above the increase in the value of dairy pro-
ducts alone would - be $8,000,000. The same
relative increase might be made in our beef
cattle, sheep, swine, horses, poultry. Work-
ing along this line of improvement, a bleak
country such as Aberdeen, in Scotland, has
been transformed from a country that one
hundred years ago was known only for its
fish and granite, into one of the most pros-
i)elrous communities in all of the British
gles.

*“Of all of the above classes of live stock
industry, Nova Scotia is best adapted to
dairy husbandry. Beef raising pays very well
in our marsh areas but at best the margin
profit is small, and isolated sections of the
country, for our beef raisers have to come
into competition with the stock men of the
cheap western lands, whose beef can be sent
in carload lots to Nova Scotia at rates which
we can scarcely compete with.

“In dairy products, however, we.can com-
pete with any other part of America. The
object of the dairy industry consists in the
amount of labor required, but the same ob-
jection might be urged to almost any profit-
able branch of industry. If, however, farm-
iers will carry on the dairy industry in the
most satisfactory manner, they will produce
most of their dairy progucts in the winter

season, when prices are high.  This will
enable them to keep hireéd heip the year
round and will save many farmers from the
i difficulty of securing help at the busy &ea-
son.

“‘While, moreover, dairy cattle compare
with beef cattle, in about the same way as
trotting horses compare with draft horses
and, therefore, will not produce ag good beef,
yet when well fattened, they produce a rea-
sonably satisfactory beef, which with the
beef stock which is being raised near the
marsh and better river areas, ought to sup-
ply a large proportion of our local market
than is, at present, being supplied. ¢

““‘As an adjunct to the dairy business, hog
raising will prove a most - profitable line,
which can be greatly increased in Nova
Scotia. I would not for an instant, how-
ever, recommend any material increase uatil
dairying has first taken a stride forward.
g‘hege two industries everywhere go hand in

and.

‘‘Everyone knows that Nova Scotia is emi-
nently adapted to sheep raising.” Where the
same care is bestowed upon these little gol~
den hoofed animals as is bestowed in other
countries, I have never seen better results
than have been produced on Nova Scotia
farms, This present week I was discussing
this question with. the Ontario judge of sheep
at the maritime winter fair, who very strong-
}g confirmed the statement made above.

here should be a flock of eheep on, at
least, three-quarters of our Nova Scotia
farms. The greatest successes have. been
achieved with small flocks. .In fact, as yet,
nothing has been done with sheep ranch-
ing, but it can be made a success if only
proper attention is paid to the management.

“Without entering into a consideration of
the other classes of live stock, it is sufficient
to say that the greatest need at the present
time is for improvement in quality.

“Nova Scotia’s most importani field crop
ie hay, of which crop I have never seen
heavier yields than on well cared for Nova
Scotia fields. Sometimes I have wished that
this crop could not be-so easily raised, for
more fertility has been sold off our farming
lands in the form of hay than in any other
way. With every ton of hay there is sold
the equivalent of from $6 to $10 worth of
commercial fertilizer, and frequently the price
received by the farmer is no higher than the
value of the hay as-a fertilizer. The margin
of profit is, therefore, too emall and our
farmers must, if they would suceceed, feed
more hay on their own farms. !

“The most valuable hay from the live stock
standpoint is clover hay, a pouund of which
for milk production is worth from 134 to 1%
pounds of timothy hay. Moreover, clover
and its allied plants of the same family can
obtain the most valuable portion of their
food, nitrogen, from the air, a quality pos-
sessed by no other crop, so that clover is
raised at practically on expense to the fer-
tility of our lands.

““A few years ago a very little clover was
grown, but one of the most encouraging in-
dications today is the  increasing sale of
clover seed. Despite, however, the advan-
' tage of growing this plant, altogether too
many -of farmers are refusing to grow it on
| their farms. This antipathy will be overcome
just as quickly as efforts are made to im-
prove our farms. ¢

“The fact is that our people have been
i too much looking abroad for investments,
when money invested in our own soil would
have given surer, and, in the end, more sat=
is factory returns. It is satisfactory to nots,
however, that a change is coming over our
people, and that a greater interest is being
manifested in the cultivation of the soil and
in the rearing of live stock of all kinds.
With such possibilities as exist, every citi-
zen must welcome the growing imterest in
. agriculture and must eee in it one of the
imOSt Hopeful indications of a growing east.

He founded
the Congo in order that that colony
should be an outlet for Belgian energy
and a market for Belgian wares. The
supply of materimls for the great railways
now under construction in the Congo will
occupy Belgian foundries for years to
come, and soon there will be a demand
for materials for working the Congo mines,
which the king intends Belgian manufac-
turers to supply.

In transferring the Congo sovereignty
to Belgium King Leopold has only slightly
loosened his controlling hand. His voice
dominates the Belgian cabinet. He will
continue to rule the great Congo com-
panies, in which the state holds 60,000,000
francs worth of shares, which have for
directors men accustomed to look to him
for guidance.

Two great colonial institutions, set up
by King Leopold in Belgium, remain un-
touched by the .transfer of the Congo.
One of these is the tropical garden at
Laeken, where everything that can be
grown with profit in the tropics is culti-
vated, whence millions of cases of seeds
and plants are distributed over the Congo
every year. The other is King Leopold’s
colonial school. This school is intended
to fit young men for a worldwide career.
All that it can be useful for those to
know who adventure into mnew countries
is to be taught in it. The youth of all
nations are to be admitted to its claeses.

King Leopold is building an exquisite
palace in the Park of Turvueren to house
the colonial school and the Congo Mu-
seum. This is at once the crowning work
of King Leopold’s Congo sovereignty and

| the opening of the new era in the Congo.

MBS, JAMES HUBLEY
LOSES HER LIFE IN
FIRE IN HER HOME

Suffocated by Smoke Resulting from
Fire Caused by Lamp
Explosion

FATHER GIVES ALARM

Tenant of House Prevented by
Flames from Saving Mrs, Hur-
ley's Life--Firemen Respond to
Call from Box 321 --Little
Damsge to Property Caused.

The explosion of a lighted lJamp about ?
o'clock Wednesday night caused the death
of Mrs. James T. Hurley, of 122 Rockland
road, probably by suffocation.

Mrs. Hurley and her father, Captain
Daniel Mahoney, were in the house at the
time. The house is divided into two
tenements. At 118 in the lower portion
is Mrs. Margaret Lunney; on the ground
floor is Captain William Rolfe, and on
the second floor P. McManus. At 122,
where the fire occurred, was Mrs. Hurley's
home, and on the second floor A. G. Press-
ley lives.

The first on the scene immediately after
the fire started was George Pressley.
While at supper he says they heard a
noise as of something heavy falling. On
investigating he met Mr. Mahoney cry-
ing that the place was afire. Hurrving
down stairs Mr. Pressley opened the door
of a room from which smoke was issuing
and was horrified to see Mrs. Hurley in
a sitting position, with flames about her.

Finding it impossible to get within reach
on account of the flames and smoke, he
returned to assist his mother out of the
house. On coming back he found the fire
still burning about Mrs. Hurley and some
men were endeavoring to get to her. In
the meantime an alarm had been rung in
from box 321, which is a block away.

The North End apparatus, including the
chemical, arrived, but by that time Mrs.
Hurley was dead. :

She is supposed to have taken a weak
spell while carrying a lighted lamp and
fallen; and being close by the bed that
the clothes caught fire. " SBhe was subject
to attacks of epileptic nature and it is
thought was so attacked and dropped the
lamp.

Mr. Mahoney is more than eighty years
of age. He was in his room when he
was attracted by the smell of smoke, and
he gave the alarm.

Coroner Roberts was notified and gave
permission for the body to be removed to
O’Neil’s undertaking rocms.

Nothing in the house was burned othex
than the bed clothing, and the chemical
quickly extinguished the blaze. Mrs. Hur-
ley is a sister of Mrs. David Lynch, and
is eurvived by her husband, father and
sister.

FOOLHARDY BRAKEMAN
MANGLED TO DEATH

Moncton, N. B, Dec. 9—(Special)—
While attempting to jump on the brake
board of a flat car loaded with wood at
the Cape Breton station on the Moncton
and Buctouche Railway. about nine o'clock
this morning, Brakeman John Leblana
was instantly killed by being thrown vioe
lently to the ground and having his head
gmashed to a jelly, also having both legs
cut off below the knees.

The unfortunate man was a brakeman
on the Moncton and Buctouche Railway
and has always made a practice of jump-
ing on the cars in the manner which re-
sulted in his death, but has been frequent-
ly warned by the management that it was
a dangerous habit. The accident occurred
this morning at nine o'clock, while {wo
tlat cars were being shunted down the
main line to be coupled to two passenger
cars and brought to Moncton; and the
i unfortunate young man was standing be-
tween the rails waiting to jump on. He
Jost his balance, however, and was
thrown between the rails. and four wheels
of the cars passed over his body. A pas-
senger named Teed saw the accident and
also Leblanc make an effort to get clear
of the track. The body was brought to
Mencton and taken to the morgue, but
will be taken to Buctouche on this after-
noen’s train.

N THE CHURCH

Consulting Depot to Be Open-
ed--Classes for Clergymen.

' ——ae

(London Daily Mail, Nov. 21).

The early establishment of a central
consulting depot, where those diseased in
mind and body may be received and min-
istered to by the clergyman as well as the
physician, 1s onc of the objects of the
Church and Medical Union, which has
just been formed to promote the co-opera-
tion of the clergy and the medical profes-
sion in the alleviation of suffering and
the healing of the sick.

The formation of the union is one of a
succession of events dating irom last
June. In that month, in a discussion at
the Pan-Anglican Congress, many dis-
inguished churchmen, among them the
Bishop of Bloemfontein, claimed that the
clergy should study psychology in relation
to the physical organism and phenomena
of the body. In August the movement
was enormously strengthened by the re-
port of the committee of bishops who had
been appointed in connection with the
TLambeth Conference to consider the sub-
ject of ministeries of healing and faith-
healing. : .

: This committee, which was presided
over by the Bishop of Winchester and
numbered the Archbishop-Designate of
York among its members, stated that sick-
ness and disease are in one aspect a
breach in the harmony of the Divine pur-
pose, not omly analogous to, but some-
times at least caused by, want of moral
harmony with the Divine Will, and that
this restoration of harmony in mind and
will often brings with it the restoration
of the harmony of the body.

.This week a private committee, headed
by Prebendary Pennefather, vicar of Ken-
sington, called a conference on spiritual,
mental and faith healing, when it was
decided by the Dean of Westminster and
athers to ask the Bishop of London to
nominate a diocesan committee. for the
consideration of questions connected with
healing by spiritual means.

THE BENTLEY HOUSE
AND WRAT T RECALLS

To the Editor of The Telegraph: !

Sir,—In this morning’s issue of your|
paper the statement is made that when|
the old Bentley house was built in 1820 |
bricks were not manufactured in this part
of the country. Your reporter has been
misinformed on this head. It is not at
all improbable that as the Bentley house
was in its day the swell house of the city,
the bricks used on the outer face of its
walls may have been specially imported
from England. But it does not follow
that ordinary bricks were not then made
in this vicinity. On the contrary brick-
making ‘was a very old industry in  St.
John. The Chipman house, built in 1787,
was substantially a brick structure, al-
though cased in wood. Its walls and par-
titions were all of brick of St. John man-
ufacture. The old Hazen house, built. in
1773, still stands at No. 69 Simonds street,
corner of Brook street—much modernized
it is true. Many of the old bricks were
burned 133 years and are still to be seen
in its foundations. Not very long since|
I saw an old indenture, dated March 13,
1764, in which James Simonds, trader,
made agreement with Edmund Black,
bricklayer, of Haverhill, Mass., to pay the
said Black at the rate of £2 2s. per month |
for eight months labor at brick making,
burning lime, ete., at St. John. Black
was to have “‘suitable victuals and drink
and lodging.” He was one of the party
of thirty ‘hands who embarked with Si-
monds and White at Newburyport for
the River St. John on the 1st April, 1764,
to begin business on quite an extensive
scale at Portland Point. Simonds and
White's account books, still in existence,
show that manufacturing bricks and lime

WHO KILLED 30

Guide Braithwaite Swears He
Found Carcasses of Four
Last Summer

ALL OF THEM SHOT

Small Calibre Bullet the Missile Used
—Declares Such a Rifle is Only
Used by Non-resident Sportsmen--
Says Tracks Led to New York
Man’s Camp--

Fredericton, N. B., Dec. 9--(Special)— |

The investigation into the charges of kill-

|ing moose in the close season preferred by

Henry Braithwaite against Arthur Robin-
son, a New York stock broker, corimenced
at Newcastle in October, was resumed

here this morning by Surveyor-General|

Grimmer. :

A. J. Gregory, K. C., and J. J. ¥. Wins-
low appeared for Mr. Braithwaite and H.
A. Powell and R. A. Lawlor K. C’s. for
Mr. Robinson.

Hon. Mr. Grimmer staled that the
charge he was called upon to investigate
was that Robinson had killed moose dur-
ing the close season of 1908 and that he
was ready to hear Braithwaite's side of the
case. Mr, Braithewaite was then sworn
and he stated that during last summer he
found the carcasses of five moose lying
about the shores of the lake within a few
miles of Robinson’s camps and he express-
ed ihe opinior that they had been shot
In all except one case where the head had
been removed he was certain that the ani-
mals were cows. Tiwo of the moose were
found at Jack Lake. He heard rifle shots

emanating from Jack Lake on June 20th,

and, visiting there a few days later he
found the carcaes of a cow moose recent-
ly killed. He examined the bullet marks
and was sure they were made by a small
bore rifle of high power. Mr. Robinson
was the owner of a Purdey English express
rifle of 350 calibre probably the only wea-
pon of its kind in. the province. Near one

‘of the moose carcasses the witness found

an empty case which had contained cart-
ridges for this rifle. This he produced in
court and it wac admitted to evidence.
Near another moose carcass he found
a_button from a lady's jacket and some
ravellings from a white sweater. The wit-
ness produced a bullet which he sai
had been fired from a Purdey riflle. It
was given him. by a Philadelphia sports-
man, who extracted it from the side of
a moose he shot in the Miramichi woods
during September. The bullet, he said,

Cabinet Anxious for Dissolution—Balfour Would Pref
That Struggle Be Postponed for a Time—Lloyd-Georsg

Intimates That Dissolutien

is Not Far Off.

London, Dec. 6.—The Conservative poli-
ticians and press are raising a chorus of
joy over the dropping of the government’s
education bill, and are prophesying the
early termination of the Liberal adminis-
tration. They say the Liberals have lost
the country’s confidence, and urge in sup-
port of their contention the fact that the
education bill and the licensing bill, the
government’s two most pl_'etenuous meas-
ures, have collapsed within the last few
days, while the government has guﬁered
a defeat in the mid-Essex by-elecuo’n.

On this ground the gove;nments op-
ponents are urging it to invite a vote of
confidence by going before the country in
a general clection, and are taunting it with

‘being afraid to do so. ‘It is well within |

the range of possibility that the next
six months may see a general election. A
few prophets say that a general election
will come early in the new year.

Curbing the Lox{du.

Some of the Liberals suggest that the
government should frame a press bill curb-
ing the power of the lords, and that when
that body throws it out the government
ghould appeal to the country on that is-
sue. Mr. Lloyd-George sated on Saturday
that a dissolution was not so far away as
some people imagined. ;

_ The most important legislation this ses-
sion having failed, the only not_eworthy
project left to- consider is the Irish land
purchase bill, but the chance of its pass-
ing is poor. The Liberals object to the
scheme of the committee of -the house of
lords . directed towards reform- in that
house, because their party, under the pro-
posed plan, would be assured of only a
small fraction of the members of the up-
per house. Colonial representation in the
house of lords finds general favor, and
suggestions are heard that if the colonies

Ottawa, Dec. 10.—The precautions of Cana
dian officials at the Niagara frontier have
recently been increased to prevent the intro-
duction to the dominion of the foot aud
mouth disease. The disease is among t}
cattle of American farmers within a she
distance of the International bridges &

Niagara River. It was carried to the isla
by section men, who had been in the Bufta.
stock yards and who. went to the island to
play cards with thc farmer who runs the

The American officials say, the discase was

It is understood that since this oceurrence
the Canadian officials have declined to allow
automobiles to cross from the United Stafes
for fear that they might have picked up the
virus on the American roads in the state of
New York and might carry it to the Cana-
dian side.

They are all compelled to
submit their footwear to the action of a dis-
infectant before they are allowed to cross the
bridges {o Canada.
