Burns and Adams are said to favor the
elevation of Chief Justice Allen and
the sppointment of Mr. R, A. Lawlor
to the bench. The aspiran‘s for On-
tario govertorship are Hon. Mr. Carl=
ing, Hon. Frank Smith and Kirkpat-
rick.

Ottawsa advices of 30.h state that Mr.
Kirkpatrick was sworn in as Lieat-
Governor at noon of that day. His seat
for Frontenac has been declared vac-

%nt.

Advices of the same date says that
oue of the New Brunswick members of
parliament said no change will be made
in the New DBrunswick governorship
until the fall.

Death of Sir Alexander Campbell.

Sir Alexander Campbell, Governor of
Ontario, died at Toronto on the 24th.
He was stricken with paralysis several
months ago, and ever since then his
duties have been discharged Ly deputy.
Sir Alexander was a Yorkshire man,
born in 1822, He came to Canada in
eariy life, and was in 1843 acdmitted to
the Upper Canada bar. He has had a
good practice. He does not appear to
have ever held a representative position
by the pcpalar voice, but was in the
old Legislative Council of Canada and
afterwards in the Senate. Whenever

\\Shdohn Macdonald was ia a govern-
ment Sir Alexander was pretty sure to
be in with him: and he was always
ready to exchange from cflice to cflice
to.suit the convenience of a leader to
whom he was thoroughly devoted.. He
was Postmaster General three times,
Minister of Justice, Minister of Militia,
acd he led the Senate for a uumber of
years, giving in that position great
satisfaction to frieads and foes, for he
was ever urbane, considerate and slow
to anger, In 1887, when he was made
Governor of Ontario, Mr. Abbott suc-
ceeded him as exder of th: Conservatite
party 1n the Senate. No man could have
more thoroughiy subordinated himselt
to his chief than Sir Alexander Camp-
bell did to Sir John A. Macdonsld. He
could not always have approved of his
leader’s metkods, but he never openly
gave sign of dissent. And his modera-
tion, his accurate knowledge of affairs,
his calm judgment, were always of the
greatest advantage to his leader. The
friendship between the two was very
close. In the discharge of his duties as
Governor of Ontario Sir Al:-xander has
given satisfaction to all pariies. His
public career has covered near'y forty
years.

New Buildings ete.

{ Sad Drowning Accident. !
|

Ou Thursday last a party of gentle-
{men lefi St John for Iudiantown, |
Soutkwest Miramichi, trout fishizg.
The party ccnsisted of Judge K. C.
Skinner, Mr. W. S. Pope of Boston,
United States Vicecoosul W. C. Jordan,
Mr. A. O. Skioner and son, Mr. John!
White, Mr. IHawksley Merritt aid sou,
Mr. G. A. Kimbzll and sop, Mr. A. L.
Law and Mr. Waiter White, and left St.
John mno doubt in high spirits at the
prospect of a few days holiday sport, |
arriviLg there on Thursday eveeing .

O Saturdsy alternoon considerable
excilement was cccasioved in town by
the report that Judge Skinner had been
drowned .

There weresomauny confl icting stories
tuldthet fora time it seemed advisable to
doubt the story but later in the evening
tne sad details of the accident were re-
ceived. ‘I'he particulars are as follows: -

Judge Skinper and Mr. Walter White
were flshing from a punt which was
anchored in the streamn between one
hundred and two hundred yards below
Indiantown, dowd which logs were
rapidly ruoning. One of these logs
fouled the anchor line, and in conse-
quence the bow was dragged under and
the boat instantly filled with water, and
both occupants were observed standing
on the seats, one at the bow the other at
the stern, and the .Judge called out to
the party on the shore to send
® boat overand rescue them. There
was no bnat to send, but an old dugout
was pusned off but it immediatey
sank. It is supposed that the movement
of the puat, still anchored, cansed by
the rapid current, caused the Judge to
10se his balance and fall into the siream.
Mr. Jordan, an eye witness gives the
following description of the sad acci-
den’. It appears that Mr. Jordin was
in the house where he had been stayiog
on the south side of the river packing
up his effects to return home, when he
heard Judge Skinper call him by
name. As the Judge had promised to
take him over the river he thought the
boat had landed with its occupants and
was waiting for him, Mr. Jordan did not
hurry himself, as he had to make some
preparations for his departure. When
he got to the shore he saw that the boat
was about, 60 feet away, was filled with
water and that the deceased and Mr.
White were standing on the seats. One
was at the bow and the other at the
stern. Judge Skinner called Mr. Jordan
again £nd shouted to the remainder of
the party, who were on the other bank,
asking them to send a boat over, as
they weresinking. There was no boat
to send, however. An old dugout,
(which is called a canoe in that region),
was got into the water, but it sank in a
mo.nent. Mr. White then called out to
the deceased, advising him to stick to
the hoat as it would hold both of jthem.
Judge Skinner had said to Mr. White,
¢ Now, you had better look ou, for your-
self, Walter ¥

Suddenly the deceased seemed Lo lose
his balance in the boat, and fell into the
‘stream. When he ruse to the surface
again, and was in a condition to look
round him, he was about 15 feet from
the boat. One of the oars had been
washed away, but Mr. White at once
sent the other out to him. The deceas-
ed, however, did not attempt to touch
it, and paid no attention to it but started
to swim to the shore. And then
commenced a scenc of which the on-
lookers had never wilnessed the coun-
terpars. Mr. Jordan was on the bank
unable to render any assistance.

Some of the remainder of the party
were on the opposite side of the stream,
powerless to move. Mr. White was
still standing up in the water-laden
boat. The genilemen on the other
bauk cculd just see Judge Skinner’s hat
frown where they stood, as the river is
quite wide at that place.

Evidence has been obtained which
indicates that the accident was also
observed from Indiantown. Mr.
Jordan shouted to the deceased to swim
with the current, as it woild be much
‘easier. But the judge appeared as
though he had not heard the words, as
he swam across the current. Mr.
Jordan did not know that Judge Skinner
could swim, and was greatly surprised
to see him striking out so manfully.
Still, in the excitement of the moment
there was no thought given to a fatal
termination of the accident.

To use Mr. Jordan's own words ¢ he
made a brave struggle—a splendid
struggle.’

Considering that the judge was
burdened with a heavy pair of rubber
boots, which must have become full of
water, and that his clotbing was satu-
rated with the element which caused his
sad death; taking into account the truth
that the current in the fresh swelled
river is 8o stroag as ordiaarily to take
a man off his feet when th2 water is up
tc his koees, the swim was & remark-
able performance for a person of other
than a very strong frame. The specta-
tors were feverish in their attempts to
solve some means to reach the swimmer;
but when at last their efforts were suc-
cessful; when a boat was secured and
shoved off, manned by very eager hands,
it was, unfortunately, too late.

Judge Skinner must have traversed at
least 40 feet. As was stated before, the
boat was ahout GO feet from the shore.
The latter was very steep and Mr.
Jordan, who attempted to wade to the
deceased as the latter neared the bank,
had reached only a few feei out and
was up to his waist, shen he felt him-
self lifted from the bottom by the cur-
rent. He described Judge Skinner's
exertions at this point as indicating
fatigue. The arms worked slowly and
apparently mechanically. From the
time he fell into the water until his sink-
ing he did not speak a word. Mr.
Jordan talked to him as he swam, but
heard no response. Haid his strength
lasted, there is no doubt tkat he would
have saved himself. But the force of
the wate:flow there is certain to tire
the svrongestsw immer.

As the end drew near, Mr. Jordan,
who had a long pole in his hands,
torew it to the juige. The Ilatter
caught it, but just as he rested himself
on it he sank from sight.

Mr. White threw up his hands and
cried out, ‘ Ok! he is gone. Save him!
Save him! What passed immediately
after that is uncertain. Tkis shocking
termination of the day’s pleasure un-
manped the whole party,

All of the deceased’s sterling qualities,
his kind manoer and his pleasant words
were brought to their minds by the very
sad event, and as they looked at the
water which had stified the expression
of those good qualities for ever.

After theaccident, Mr. White hauled
the anchor vp and the boat then drifted
a good distance down the stream.- As
soon as the party felt equal to the tasy,
efforts, which for a long time were un-
successful, were at once set about’ to
find the body.

Messrs. Merritt and Kimball were
boarding on the northern bank of the
river, but made up the same fishing
party,

Mr. Jordan le(t the scene as soon a8
he could after the accident and arrived
in St. John on the Quebec express
Sunday morning, very unwilling to be
the bearer of the confirmation of such
news.

Mr. Jordan states that -he noticed
more logs in the Miramichi river on
Saturday than ever before.

The body was found about nine
o’clock on Sunday morning but a short
distance from where he had disappear-
ed. There is but little doubt that the
deceased had been taken with cramp nis
arms being rigid when found. The
body was brougkt down to Derby
Junction, where Mr. Richard Maltby
embalmed the body and placed it in a
casket and case to be forwarded to
Moncton by the English mail train ex-
pected early on Monday morning and
from thence to St, John.

The sad intelligence was first com-
municated to Mr. Samuel Jordan on
Saturday evening, with instructions to
break it to the family. Mrs. Skinner
was attending a mecting of the Boys’
Club, a philanthropic work 1n which
she was greatly iuterested, when she
was gent for by Mrs. A. O. Skinuer,
and subsequently the sad inteliigence
was communicated to the other mem-
bers of the family. It plunged a happy
family group into the deepest distress,
which came as swiftly as a lightning
stroke. Kind expressions of sympathy
from friends in all parts of the city
quickly followed, but the tenderest
words of sympathy, grateful as they
are at such a time, are inadequate.

Judge Skinner was admitted an at-
torney on Febrnary 10th, 1868, and a
barrister op June 10th, 1869. He was
appointed Judge of Probate for the city
and county of St. John in 1886, and
was in the 49th year of his age. He
leaves a wife, daughter of Mr, C. Clerke
of St. Stephen, and two daughters, one
19 and the other 6 years old.

His funeral took place yesterday.

Death of Mother Wincent.

The death occurred at St. Vincent’s
Orphan asylum, Cliff street, yesterday,
of Mother Vincent, the oldest Sister of
Charity in the province with the excep-
tion of Mother Frances at Richibucto.
Mother Vincent was a native of Ireland,
but early in life came out to this coun-
try, and while living in Meteghan, N. S.,
in 1853, she decided to enter a convent
and for that purpose went to New
York. Asitis well Enown, the cholera
of 1854 left many children homeless, and
the then Bishop Connolly decided to
establish an orphan asylum. Applica-
tion was made to Mount St. Vincent's
convent, New York, for a Sister of
Charity to found the institatior, and
Mother Viocent was delegated, with
new Mother Frances of Richibucto and
two others, to come here. For nearly
ten years Mother Vincent labored in this
city and succeeded in establishing a
home for orphans which is today a
credit to the city. Abcut 1864 Mother
Vincens was sent to Fredericton, where
for twenty years she presided as head
of St. Dunstan’s convent. Owing to
poor health, she returced to this city a
few years ago and has since resided at
St. Vincent's convent. Mother Viacent
had many warm f(rievds in this city and
Fredericton. She was about seveniy
years of age. Deceased has a sister.
Mrs, Donnelly, and Charles F.
Donnelly and James G. Donnelly, ne-
phews, live in Boston. The funeral
will take place on Monday morning.

Orrawa, May 27.—In the house this
afternoon Speaker White announced that
he had received notice from the Supreme
Court of the voidizg of Savard’s election
for Chicoutimi and Saginaw, and that
owing to the judge having reported that
bribery and corruption largely prevailed
during the election, he had withheld his
warrant until such time as the house
would give him authority to issue it.

Sir John Thompson then put the
following motion :

That this housedo approve of the appoiut-
ment of the Honorable Mr. Justice Routhier,
of the Superior Court, Quebec, aud of the Hon-
orable Mr. Justice Tait, of the Superior Court,
Montreal, as members «gf acommission to be
uppointed under chq&? of the revisad
statutes of Canada to take e¥idence as to the
truth -or falsity of certain allegations and
charges againstthe Honorable Sir A. P. Caron,
one of the Queen’s privy councillors and & mem-
ber of the House of Commons of Canada, as set
forth in a resolution adopted py the house on
the fourth day of May instant,

Sir John Thompson said he wouid for-
bear makiuganyremarkscn the qualifica-
tions of the gentlemen mentioned to dis-
charge the duties that devolved upen
them, until such time as criticisms bad
been heard in this direction from the
other side cf the house, In regard to the
number appointed, two weu'd be
sufficient, asthey would only have to take
the evidence in the case; the iustructicns
too were of such a character by providing
that ia respect to a difference of opinion
arising as to the admissability of certain
evidence, the evidenceshould nevertheless
te taken and the objestions noted. No
difficulties;would intervene in that regard.

Mr. Laurier refused to review the
character or qualifications of the commis-
eivn, which it wae proposed now to
appoint, to investigate the charges pre-
ferred by Mr. Edgar— not the cha'ges

referred by bim, but rather the ones

ramed out of those charges ani present-
ed by the government. Not one word
would pass his lips as_to their qualities
one way or another. Their qualitications
might be of the highest character, but all
the same, he wonld dissent, because he
was opposed to the commission. We, on
this side, will have nothing to do with it.
The only tribunal propetly qualifiad io
try the charges against the postmaster
general was the house iteelf and no other.
There wasn2 precedent for the course
suggested by the government in this
matter in the whole history of parliamen-
tary institutions. This was the first
occasion in which the high political
functiona of the house were refused to be
dealt with by the house and referred to a
body appointed by the accused himself,
for the postmaster general was a member
of the government and whatever the
government did all members were
respousible for that act. This was the
first time that such an accusation was re-
ferged to the accused himself for adjudi-
eation, The house alone was the proper
place to deal with such accusations.

The charges before the heyse now
were not the charges preferred by the
member for Ontario, for they were
garbled in auch a way as not to he
recognizable by him. One of tbe prin-
cipal clauses of these charges was omitted
altogether. In conclusion he moved
that ail the words after that be struck
out and the following inserted:

‘ That the charges preferred against Sir
Adolphe Caron, postmaster general by Mr.
Fdger, member for Wes* Ontario, be referred
to a special committee of five members of the
house of commons to euqaire as to such
charges and to examine witnesses on oath and
seud for papers and records.’

Obessa, May 20.—A disastrous carth-
quake has occeurred in  Trans Caucasia
Only meagre details have been receivel
but it is known that three villages near
the fortified town of Erivan, on the
Zengli, have been destroyed and that
twenty-seven persons have been killed
and a large number injured. The
vibrations were so great that the most
solid buildings were shaken from their
foundatiors aud seut crashing to the
earth. The inhabitants rushed terrified
fromn their tottering houses, only to be
killed or maimed by the falling structures.
The most intease excitement followed
the awful visitation.

QueBec, May 20—Hon. John Hall
brought down this afternoou the first
financial statement of the Deboucherville
governmert which was anxiously awaited
by the business men of the country. The
province hasto face an annual deficit of
$1,000,000 and a floating debt of $8,000,-
020, with a funded debt outstanding of a
little over $25,000,000. The estimated
liabilities of the province are $35,750,000,
with assets$11,500,000. Speakingof the
steps that would be taken to meet the
deficit, the treasurer stated that the gov-
ernment would perhaps rendsr iteclf un-
popular, but the difficulty must be met
gquarely in tbe face.

MUST EAT IF THEY STUDY.

A very sensible writer in the
‘ Christian Register’ reminds par-
ents that to work intelligently, a
child must be well. All matters
of physical life are under the con-
trol of the home. The parents
must see that children lead a
healthy life, that they take a suit-
able amount of exercisc: that they
go to bed at rcasonable hours,
after cvenings properly spent.
Does every mother know that
her children eat a suitable break-
tast beiore going to school? Any
teacher of high-school girls wlll
answer this question with an em-
phatic ‘ No’ Many girls come to
school having breakfasted ona cup
of coffee and a roll. On this
scanty fare they expect to do five
or six hours’ work.  Surely, the
girl who cannot eat should not
work. Teachers are inquiring
about such matters, and suggest-
ing remedies far more than for-
merly. But theycan onlysuggest,
and children do not comprehend
the “importance of such things.
The ability to enforce healthful
ways of living lies with the par-
ents. They should soregulate the
home life that the children can go
to school in a fit condition to work.
If the child is afflicted with any
physical disability or peculiarity,
it is the part of wisdom to speak
to the teacher about it. Many a
nervous, sensitive girl would be
saved much trouble if the mother
would but inform the teacher of
the cause of the difficulty; for all
teachers are ready and glad to
vary their - methods and to make
reasonable allowance for peculiar
cases. If this informationis not
given, time is lost in acquiring it,
needless pain is often inflicted, and
the child suffers mentally as well
as emotionally.—Ex.

The almanac style of farm accounts
should be out of date and I do not
favor the cheap account books ad-
verlised. DMore money expended.in
three or four books to last for years
is better economy. Each farm should
have a book for inventory, which
should be posted up each year and
should shuw the amount invested in
land, buildings, stock and tocls cnd
a cash journal of all suoms received
and paid out. The debit and credit
columns can both be on the same
page and this will render the cash
account very simple.

This cash bouk shou!d be balanced
men'bly, and it is a good study to
corapare the balance of Jone month
with that of another. Another book
should be one in which to write the
sales of all the produce, especially if
it be sold %o several parties on
credit .

This can be w-itlen in from & day
book: in which these account; can be
set down when deliverirg, and when
it would be impossible to bhave a
large book alorg.

The furmer employing much help
should keep a npcatly ruled time
bock in which to keep each man’s
time, what has beeu paid him and
how much is du» hix at the end of
each week, month or year, according
as he is employed. Thrse cin be
bought at little cost and will save
mapy disputes with hired help. A
farm calendar of daily operations or
a farm diary is sleo a very useful
book. I bave kept onme fur years
and would not give it up. It saves
many disputes as to how this was
done or when that was brought
about. All unusual cvents in farm
routine shou!d be wriilen here.—W.

ROSE CULTURE.

You can succeed with roses as with
other shrubs' with but little time
give to thair care, but that care must
be in the line of the needs of the
plant. Three ‘plenties’-are absolute-
'y essential to success in growing
roses— plenty of sunshine, plenty of
water and plenty of manure. They
will not floutish in gravelly soil cor
in its opposite, clayey soil.

Now that spring
18 here, clean away the rubbish about
the plant ; if the soil be already poor
spade in barn manure about it, then
cover & place as large round as a
wash tub with the manure three or
four inckes deep about each rose
bush ; & half wheelbarrow load to a
bush is n,ve too much. This muick-
ing is better done in the fall than
spring, but it will do good now. Ia
dry seasons the bush ‘must be
watered freely. Except with yellow
roses, it is the new growth that
blosseme, 80 cut your bushes back to
within a foot of the ground, that
wil give the new growth a better
cnance. Rose - bushes should set
where the sun can cas. his rays freely
upon them. Persian insect powder
used with a blower, and blown over
and- under the leaves will kill the
white lice : white hellebore, such as
is ‘used on cuarrant bushes, will
kill the slugs (worms). Three or
four applications in the season usu-
ally suffices. Your eyes, and heart
will be delighted with the result.

OIL FROM SUNFLOWERS.

In 1842 a Russian farmer named
Bokaroff conceived the idea of ex=
tracting oil from the seed of the
sunflower. [lis neighbors told him
it was a visionary idea and that he
would have his labor for his pains.
He persevered, however, ,and from
that humble beginning the industry
has expanded to enorwmous propor-
tions. To day more than 700,000
acres ofland in Ruesia are devoted
to the cultivation of the sunflower.
The area devoted to the crop has
vearly doubied in five years. Two
kinds of suuflowers are grown, one
with small seeds which are civshed
for oii and the other with larger seeds
that are consumed by the common
peop'e in enormous quantities, very
much as people eat peanuts in the
United States,

MANURE SHOULD NOT BE
EXPOSED.

Manure of all kinds does better
service when not exposed. It should
bo properly sheltered until used,
Fo- sn experiment, twoacres we @
manured with dreesing from a bar: =
yard which had been expesed to t'e
weather, and another two acres
alongside with dressing wktich had
been sheltcred fiom  the weather.
The same quantily of manure was
applied Lo each piece of land and the
wholy planted in potatoes.. The
yield ou the part dressed with shel-
tered manure was nearly twice as
large as that on the part diessed
withthe manure which had been ex-
posedin the yard. This d.flerence
did pot cease with the crops the first
vear. The fuilowing yerr the whole
was sown to whea., and the lacd
which had been dressed with shel-
tcrcd manure produced a much larger
yie!d than the other part.—‘Farm
and Home.’

NEGLECT OF THE ORC{IARD.
Nothing is starved and s\/‘)l:scd
like the apple tree. Forgotten till
frui¢ing time, the land where it
stands 18 stripped of two cropi of
hay aud then pastured. If the fruit
is not ahundant and fair the owner
devounces ¢ the whole orchard btus’
ness,’ ¢ just as if they had paid it
some attention’y and determines to
neg'ect it more than ever. [le for-
gets to reacon thal anything else so
peglected woull not make half the
returns he gets from the apples. In
the interest of comrmon sense, if one

cannot devote time in summer for
fexding &nd cultivaticg this most
regal fruit, lot h'm at least set the
men {0 covering the grou.d with
manure before the buey scason be:
gins.—* Faru Journal,’ .

NESTS FOR SET[ING HENS.

With a litt'e care| heas may be
trained to sit in nests on the ground
rather than elevated labeut it, as is
generally the case. |The moistare
rising from the soil prevent the eggs
getting too dry, as they will in nests
where contact with sgil in not pos-
sible. Many people who do nct ap-
preciate the importance of this point
have no luck with hens that they
set, and only get full hatches of
chickens when the hens steal their
nes!s, and often hatcli every egg they

sit on.

When he sees the
weeders and cultivalors cperated by
horse power he will find that what is
needed to be done |laboriously by
hand bas been grentiy reduced, and
is not at all burdensome.
