—For the first time in the history of 

Montreal the street cars are to be run 
cn rails this winter.

—Petition from the veterans of 1837 
in London, Lucan and Belleville, con­
taining 686 names, has been forwarded 
to the queen through the governor gen­
eral, asking for the fulfilment of tho 
pledge given for their services.

—A movement is on foot to form a 
volunteer battallion of bicycle cavalry 
in Toronto, and has progressed so far 
that the government has been applied 
to for permission to raise six company 
battallion.

—AAL Swansea, Thursday, ten men 
employed in a coal pit were decending 
in a cage when a part the pit roof 
fell in. The men were caught under 
falling earth and rock. Seven were 
crushed to death. The others were 
rescued and are probably fatally injur­
ed.

—A sharp shock of earthquake oc- 
cured about five o’clock Thuisday 
morning, at Bermuda. Houses were 
shaken and thè shocK caused such a 
a swell in the barber that boats were 
rocked to and fro. No damage so far 
reported. The duration of the earth­
quake was about thirty seconds- Peo­
ple rushed from their houses to the 
road almost panic stricken.

The Failure to Marry.

The failure of young men to marry 
has compelled hundreds of thousands of 
your.g women to earn an independent 
livinar, writes John LawiberV Payne in 
the September Ladie’s Home Journal. 
All honor to the girls who work, but 
the divine plan was that men should be 
the bread earners and that women 
should be the center of homes. When­
ever such a fundamental law of society 
as this is violated retribution is inevi­
table. There are ro-day upwards of 2,- 
000,000 women in the United States 
who make a living by professional and 
personal services, such as the practice of 
law and medicine, the teaching of music 
and artwork, clerical services of one 
sort or another in Government u nd 
other offices, quite apart from the army 
of young women who servo in stores or 
toil at mechanical labor. No one whq 
can look back over a generation of time 
has failed to observe the extent to 
which women have become independent 
bread earners within comparatively re­
cent years, and particularly in those 
avenues which education and refined 
habits of life have opened up. It is, in 
fact, a grave social problem Where this 
thing will end.

It would seem that this, among other 
causes, is accompolishing tho purpose 
which Malthus aimed to teach, for tho 
inexorable conclusions of the statician 
show that tho American and Canadian 
family is steadily growing smaller. If 
tlio average number per family had 
been as great in 1890 as in 1860 there 
would hard been 6,000,000 people in 
the United Stated and 430,000 in Cana­
da above what the recent censuses re­
vealed. This is a fact of far reaching 
importance, and applies its force in 
other directions than, the subject of this 
article.

Is there a remedy ? Certainly there 
is none which can be readily and. Two 
hundred years ago, guided largely by 
the Jesuits, the zealous King Louis of 
France made stern laws for the govern­
ment of this young colony in respect to 
marriage. Ho decreed that every fa­
ther having a son eighteen years of age 
or a daughter of fifteen., should be held 
accountable to the State if they were 
not married.

Saw Her Husband Devoured by

William Easton, aged 68 years, who 
came to Idaho in 1855 from Cairo, III., 
was devoured by two cinnamon bears on 
Aug, 0. His aged wife, who is an in­
valid, witnessed the dreadful tragedy,but 
she was powerless to assist her fated 
husband.

The scene of the horrifying occurr­
ence was Easton’s ranch, eight miles 
west of Elk City, in Idaho county. Tho

fortunate rancher and his wife were 
eating their breakfast, when they heard 
a great commotion in tho calf pen. 
Thinking the hogs had broken into the 
pen to ruV the calves of their food, 
Easton picked up an ordinary carriage 
whip and went forth to straighten mat­
ters out. He climek into tho pen, and 
seeing a black snout inserted between 
two fence rails, struck ita sharp blow 
with the whip. A sullen snarl apprised 
him that he had encountered a hear in* 
stead of a hog, and he started to leave 
the pen to get a rifle. Before 
he had succeeded in getting over the 
fence a male bear ran round the pen 
and seized him by his right leg. He 
■creamed with pain and the animal re­
leased him. As quickly as his wound 
and his ago would permit Easton hobbl­
ed to a smoko house and tried to crawl 
through a window. The bear pursued 
liim, and-seizing his hip, commenced to 
revenously tear tho flesh. Agonizing 
screams issued from the old man lips. 
His invalid wife wheeled herself to a 
window, and w hen she saw what was 
taking place, she, too, commenced to 
shriek. , Her husband, already wound­
ed, cried out:

“Do not make a noise or. you will, be 
killed.

A moment later he fell to the ground 
and another bear, a half-grown cub, 
joined the first animal in tearing at the 
prostrate man. Mrs. Easton, almost 
transfixed with hoiror, could do nothing 
to assist her husband. She heard% him

“Oh Lord, help me to bear this death. 
Oh God, protect my helpless wife.”

At this point she became unconscious, 
and when she revived she could see 
only fragments of her husband's body 
and clothing, while tho bears were frol- 
licking in the orchard. Four hours 
later Easton’s hired man came in from a 
hunt. He heard the wife’s horrible 
story, and after a little seach ho found 
Mr. ^Easton’s head, spine and thigh 
bones, but no othfcr portion of the body. 
The bears were killed.

Valuable Louisburg Relic.

Sydney Correspondence ITan^rfournhl.

There-is to_bo seen on the premises uf 
the late Capt. George Burchill, Sydney, 
a breech-loading cannon, brought up 
some feto years ago on tho fluke of an 
anchor in the harbor of Louisburg, and 
which was purchased by Capt. Burchell 
from the man who found it. It is quite 
an important relic. French.officers who 
have called there expressly to sec i.t, 
claim that it is of French manufacture, 
that they have information leading thorn 
to believe that only three guns were 
made of "that pattern, one of which, the 
exact counterpart of that at Sydney, 
now in the Towei of London, and bears 
the date of the sixteen 16th century. 
The third gun has not yet been traced 
by the French officers who have been in 
search of it. The gun at Sydney is very 
much rusted. The barrel (which is 
about inches in diameter in the bqre) 
has the appearance of having been orig­
inally formed of wronght iron about one 
inch in thickness, made from sections as 
of staves in a barrel, held together by 
heavy iron hoops or bauds about four 
inches apart, these hoops being made 
apparently from iron about 3J feet long. 
On the breach end is a projecting strap 
of heavy iron, evidently intended to 
hold the breach block which secured tho 
charge. Near the end of this strap or 
frame are two slot§ tq^dmit keys to hold 
the breech block in place. The gun is 
mounted on a swivel, to enable it. to be 
moved in any direction, while at the end 
of the breech strap is a handle by which 
the operator could move it up and down 
to secure the required elevation. This 
is ind^êtl a valuable relic, and does away 
with the idea that the breech-loading 
cannon is a modern invention. So far | 
asSve can learn, the existence of this 
relic is known as yet to only a compara­
tively small number of persons. It is 
now in the possession of Mrs. Bnrche^l.

Before planting, the seed potatoes 
were soaked 24 heurs in a solution of 
of six pounds of saltpetre and six 
pounds of sulphate of ammonium in 25 
gallons of water. They were then 
drained and allowed to stand 24 hours 
longer for the germs to-swell..

Sheep Shearing by Machiner/.

An intersting exhibition was held 
at the warehouse of L. A. Watkins at 
Denver on the 6th of July, when two 
sheep shearing machines, manufactur- 
e l by Bregcn <Sp Ball, of Sheffield, 
England, who tried upon a variety of 
sheep, ranging from the most wrinkl­
ed Merino ewe to the most thorough­
bred Shropshire, In every case the 
work done was first-class, and aston­
ished most of the spectators, who were 
representative sheep men from New 
Mexico, Colorado and Wyoming J. 
D. Woodruff, a large sheep owner of 
Lander Wyo., kindly assisted the ex­
hibition by sheaving several to satisfy 
himself of the practical utility of the 
machine. Never having seen the 
machine before, he could not be called 
an expert, but the first sheep was 
sheared in twelve minutes, and a bet­
ter job was never seen.

Professor Quick, of tho Agriculture 
al College at Fort Collins, also shear­
ed some, and expressed himself as 
very much pleased with the easy and 
clean way the machine did tho work.» 
Mr. Watkins had received a cable­
gram from the manufacturers request 
ing him to postpone the exhibition, as 
they had shipped twenty-five improv­
ed machines recently, but tho work 
done with Iho two on exhibition was 
sufficient to demonstrate that in the 
near future they will be generally 
used on all large ranches It is next 
to impossible to cut the sheep, and 
fully a pound more wool is taken off 
than by hand from heavy shearing

TRANSNFER OF I. C. K.

The Telegraph says the 1. O. R. is 
running at a loss of $2,000 a day. 
This statement is based on an illusion. 
It would be easy to prove, by the 
same system of book-keeping that 
shows a loss of $2,000 a day in I. C. 
R., that the C. P. R. is also loosing 
heavily, and that many American 
Railways in excellent financial stand­
ing and paying dividends regularly to 
to their shareholders are hopelessly in­
solvent.

If it is IcgitimUte book-keeding to 
take current earnings to pay for per.--,, 
manent improvements the same as for 
current expenses, then there is scarce­
ly a railway in America that is paying 
expenses This system of Railway book­
keeping is not possible in the United 
States the common law of the country; 
lias declared against it. The C. P. R. 
mileage is 5,536 miles. Its gross earh* 
ings for the year eliding 30th June 
1891, were $18,612,174, which ii 
equal to $3,374 per mile.

The I. C. R, mileage is 1,097; the 
gross receipts $2.977,395; the receipts 
per mile $2,721. Deducting the I.O. 
R. gross from C. P. R. gross and the 
diflerenco is $653 per mile, nôt earn­
ings in favor of the C. P. R.

But the C. P. R’s working expenses 
were $11,538,133, against $3.6G2.841 
for I. C. R., the working expenses in 
former case being $2,102 per mile p.nd 
in latter $3,347 per mile, difference 
$1,245 per mile. Thus it seems the 
cost per mile of running the I. C. R. 
is $1,245 more than C. P. R. If the 
working expenses or the book-keeping 
—which ever you please wère the 
same on I. C. R. as on C. P. R. the 
I. C. R. would show net earnings of 
over $600 per mile; on the other hand, 
if the O. P. R’s. book-keeping or its 
expenses per mile Were same as I. C. 
R., it would show net earnings to the 
extent of $33 per mile, or $282,000 
instead of the $7,000 on declared 
profits. To illustrate the maintenance 
of line works and buildings on C. P. 
R. costs $416 per mile while on the 
same costs on I. C. R. $873, differ­
ence $457 per mile. While the track 
expenses on both lines must be essen­
tially the same from the nature of 
things or if any difference, that differ­
ence ouuglit to be in favor of I. C. R. 
By different systems of book-keeping 
the cost on I. C. R. is shown to be 
over 100 per cent more than on C. 1\ 
R., or $457 per mile, or about half a 
million dollars per year, nearly the 
$2,000 per day that the Telegraph 
howls about as the daily loss on 1. C 
R.

We will not at present go into the 
other departments of railway expen­
ditures—-the cost of locomofivo power 
—the cost of car service and the cost 
of general and operating expenses, 
such as management at head office, 
station expenses, agencies, printing, 
advertising, &c., &c.; but we believe 
a close analysis would shew a similar 
condition of thiugs—that the Govern 
ment system of book keeping is so 
radically difilerent from that of other 
Railways in making current receipts 
pay for permanent improvements, that 
any comparison, argument, or conclu 
siog based on them is entirely mis­
leading. At.y newspaper publishing 
such figures is unfairly prejudicing 
the 1. C. R. in the public mind.

We do not believe that the I. Ç. R. 
is running in debt or has been runn­
ing in debt one dollar for years. 
Further we have full confidence, that 
if the railway were placed under pop­
ular local management,and freed from 
political trammels the sanie aj the 
Australian and. Now Zealamd Rail­
ways, and afforded an independent 
line of its own direct to Monlreal-the 
commercial capital of .Canada— it 
could be made cue of the-most valu­
able and profitable railway properties 
on ihis continent.

The annual meeting of the Marti me 
Baptist Convention was hold at Bridge» 
town, Nova Scotia, commencing on 
Saturday, Aug. 20, and closing on Wed­
nesday tliu 24lb. At this pleasant sea* 
son of the year a trip to tho beautiful 
Annapolis Valley affords much enjoy» 
ment, and it is not therefore surprising 
that a very large number of delegates 
availed themselves of the privilege of 
attending Convention.

The Ministers’ Institute held three 
interesting sessions on the preceding 
Thursday and Friday. Valuable papers 
were read and freely discussed, one 
of which related to the early inhabitants 
of Britain, whose pedigree was traced 
back to the lost ten tribes of Israel 
The idea was neither accepted nor re­
jected by the members of the Institute.

Delegates from a large number of 
Young People’s Soeieties met together 
Friday evening and formed themselves 
into a Union to be connected organically 
with the Convention. Kay Ross, Esq, 
of Cherlottetown, P. E. I. was chosen 
as President, and Mr. G. 11. McDonald, 
of Amherst, as Secretary. Addresses 
of great earnestness and power wore 
made by different persons, chief among 
whom was Dr. Wilkins, of Chicago 
The value of these organizations among 
the young people was strongly set forth, 
and the methods by which they are 
most successfully conducted were clearly 
explained. It is acknowledged by all 
that a great and important work has 
been accomplished by young people 
this way, and it is believed that the 
Convension will be much strengteened 
by having an influx of youthful zeal and 
talent into its membership.

The Woman’s Missionary Aid Union 
also met for business on Friday. Re­
parts of a highly gratifying nature were 
submitted to the meeting. The treas­
urer’s report showed that the income to 
the treasury during the past year was 
$10,819,76. This was regarded as a 
very favorable exhibit for one year. 
Larger efforts are to be put forth during 
tho next year for the purpose of extend­
ing the work of this useful Society. It 
was decided to grant $1000,00 to Home 
Missions in the Maritime Provinces, 
$600,00 to the North West, and $400,00 
to the Grand Ligue Mission.

The Convention began its sessions at 
10 a. m on Saturday. Rev J. B. Gor­
don, of Charlottetown, was chosen as 
President, Rev. J. W. Bancroft and J. 
W. Spurden Esq. as Vico Présidants. 
The names of three hundred delegates 
were enrolled. From the report of the 
committee on the state of tho Dénota­
nt ion, it was learned that four now 
churches had been formed during the 
year and thirteen young men set apart 
to tho gospel ministry. Large accessions 
to the churches by baptism have been 
made and upwards of $26,000,00 raised 
for Convention purposes. Altogether 
the year has been one of the most pros­
perous in the history of Mnritiinp Bap-

The report of tho Board of Governors 
of Acadia College was full <-f encourag­
ing facts. An unusually large number 
of students attended the College during

In the evening an able sermon 
was preached by Rev. A. Grant, of 
Winnipeg, after which a lhass meeting 
was held by the Young Peoples Union.

Home Missions were considered on 
Monday. Rev. A. Gaboon"read an in­
teresting report showing that good work 
has been done by a large number of 
missionaries in thé smaller churches and 
missionary ; fields of these provinces. 
Reference was also made to the work 
done in the Great West, and among the 
French Canadians. Rev. A. E. St. Dal- 
mas gave a thrilling account of the 
kind of work in progress in Quebec ami 
Ontario, in connrction with tho Grand 
Ligne Mission. Other speakers follow­
ed emphasizing the necessity of greater 
liberality in «listening the men who are 
laboring in that great field.

On Tuesday the Foreign Mission en­
terprise was taken up for consideration. 
Rev. I. C. Archibald and wife, and 
Mia^Wright, returned missionaries,were

Sresent. Rev. W. J. Stewart, of St.
ohn, read the report. Many difficulties 

were referred to,but progress was shown 
to have been made in the work of evange­
lizing the heathen . Addresses were given 
by the missionaries,and a touching fare­
well adress was given by Rev. G. O. 
Gates, in view of the early departure of 
the missionaries for their distant field of 
labor. ^

The matter of temperance received 
proper attention durihg the session». 
An excellent report on that subject was 
read by Rev. J. E. Gouclier, of Truro.
It »aid down tho fundanienaal principle 
tliajb no person can be. a ' member of a 
Baptist church unless he is a total ab­
stainer from intoxicating beverages. 
Prohibition was strongly recommended, 
and Baptists were urged to use all 
legitimate means to secure the early 
enactment of a prohibitory law.

Tho general business of the Conven­
tion was attended to in a prompt and 
satisfactory manner. Divergent, qpin. 
ions were freely expressed, but the dis 
eussions were conducted in the most 
kindly spirit and a good degree of unity 
prevailed in all the decisions reached.
A slight breeze arose over the question 
as to whether graduates of less than 
five years standing should be elegible to 
appointment as members of the Board 
of-Governors of Acadia College. The 
boys finally carried the day in securing 
their rights to hold a place on that 
Beard ns soon as they became graduates.

On Wednesday forenoon the session 
came to a close, and .^he delegates start­
ed in various direct ional)» their home­
ward journey. A general remark among 
them was that this was the very best .of 
all the Convention gatherings hitherto 
held. The pleasant weather, hospitable 
entertainment, and general good feel­
ing which nmvked the gathering con­
tributed largely to the enjoyment of the 
occas'on. ^

Next year tho Convention will meet 
at St. Martins Seminary. Tho institu­
tion will be turned into a sort of hotel 
and all the delegates will be expected to 
pay a small amount to meet the expense 
incurred. This will be a new experi­
ence for some of those wno attend these 
gatherings, but it may be attended with 
useful results.

Once Canada can boast of an 
pecan service equal or superior, to that 
which is enjoyed by the United States,

trolled the railway, so long as an efficient 
service was furnished. Compared with 
the benefits to be derived from the in­
stitution of a C. P. It.-Pacific steamship 
line on the Atlantic, the question of the 
control of the I. C. R. sinks into utter 
insignificance, and if the rates are sat­
isfactory, and the service up to the usual 
C. P. R. standard, the people will not 
care whether lion. John Haggart or 
President Van Horne is at the head of 
the management. The benefits to be
