The New York Post’s London corres­

London. Aug. 29.—A special dispatch 

from Shanghai says it is stated there 
that the Chinese minister at St. 
Petersburg has reported to his govern­
ment that in his opinion the China 
question will precipitate a conflict be­
tween Great Britain and Russia. This 
state of affairs, he says, is owing to 
the British ambassador putting a note 
at St. Petersburg of such a preemp- 
tory nature, demanding freedom of en- 
erprise in regions where the Russian 
influence is supposed to predominate, 
that Count Muravieff cannot accept 
it. The Chinese minister indeed ex­
pects that a conflict will certainly 
break out before the end of the year.

WHAT WILL RUSSIA DO?
The Daily Mail’s Pekin correspon­

dent says: M. Pavloff, the Russian 
charge de’affaires in China, who has 
been appointed Russian minister to 
Corea, will be succeeded here by M.

The Varying Views of the Press on the

Czar’s Proposal.
FORESTALLED THE KAISER

London, Aug. 29.—The Daily Chron­
icle’s Paris correspondent declares 
that the disarmament "olive branch" 

|would have emanated from Emperor 
William in Jerusalem if the czar’s ad­
visers, including, perhaps, M. Hanot- 
aux, had not forestalled the emperor’s 
project. The Chronicle says: “The 
czar's encyclical is assuredly one of the 
most striking documents of the cen­
tury. It could only have been more 
dramatic if the kaiser has issued it 
from the birthplace of the prince of 
peace. Looking to the present atti­
tude of Russia in the east, the pro­
posal almost

TAKES ONE'S BREATH AWAY.
A cynical view is painfully obvious. 
Russia has just secured a series of 
vast territorial and political advant­
ages which it will take years to as-

THE NOTE.
"The maintenance of general peace 

and the possible reduction of the ex­
cessive armaments which weigh upon 
all nations present themselves in ex­
isting conditions to the whole world 
as an ideal toward which the en­
deavors of all governments should be 
directed. The humanitarian and mag­
nanimous ideas of his majesty the 
emperor, my august master, have 
been won over to this view in the con­
viction that this lofty aim Is in con­
formity with the most essenti in­
terests and legitimate views of all the 
powers; and the imperial government 
thinks the present moment would be 
very favorable to seeking the means.

"International discussion is the most 
effectual means of insuring for all 
people’s benefit a real, durable peace, 
above all, putting an end to the pro­
gressive development of the present 
armaments. In the course of the last 
twenty years the longing for general 
appeasement has grown especially pro­
nounced in the consciences of civiliz­
ed nations, and the preservation of 
peace has been put forward as an 
object of international policy. It is in 
its name that great statesmen have 
concluded between themselves power­
ful alliances. It is the better to guar­
antee peace that they have developed 
in proportions hitherto unprecedented 
their military forces, and still con­
tinues to increase them, without 
shrinking from any sacrifice. Never­
theless, all these efforts have not yet 
been able to bring about the beneficent 
result desired—pacification.

“The financial charges following the 
upward march strike at the very root 
of public prosperity. The intellectual 
and physical strength of the nations’ 
labor and capital are mostly diverted 
from their natural application, and un- 
productively consumed. Hundreds of 
millions are devoted to acquiring ter­
rible engines of destruction, which, 
though today are regarded as the 
last work of science, are destined to­
morrow to lose all their value in con­
sequence of some fresh discovery in 
the same field. Natural culture, econ­
omic progress and the production of 
wealth are either paralyzed or check­
ed in development. Moreover, in pro­
portion as the armaments of each pow­
er increase, they less and less fulfill 
the object the government has set be­
fore themselves.

“The economic crisis, due in great 
part to the system of armaments 
1ountrance, and the continual danger 
which lies in this massing of war ma­
terial are transforming the armed 
peace of our days into a crushing bur­
den which the peoples have more and 
more difficulty in bearing.

"It appears evident that if this state 
of things were to be prolonged, it 
would inevitably lead to the very 
cataclysm it is desired to avert and 
the horrors whereof make every think­
ing being shudder in. advance. To put 
an, end to these incessant armaments 
and to seek the means of warding off 
the calamities which are threatening 
the whole world, such is the supreme 
duty today imposed upon all states.

“Filled with this idea, his majesty 
has been pleased to command me to 
propose to all governments whose re­
presentatives are accredited to the im­
perial court, the assembling of a con­
ference which shall occupy itself with 
this grave problem. This conference 
will be, by the help of God, a happy 
presage for the century which is about 
to open. It would converge into one 
powerful focus the efforts of all states 
sincerely seeking to make the great 
conception of universal peace triumph 
over the elements of trouble and dis­
cord, and would at the same time 
cement their agreement by a corporate 
consecration of the principles of equity 
and right whereon rest the security of 
states and the welfare of peoples.”

TRADE IN CANADAthe district of St. Thomas and Port 
Stanley, has prepared a report on 
"Harbor and Railway Improvements,” 
in which he comments on the ferry 
connection between the L. E. and 1. 
R. R. and the P. B. and L. E. R., 
pointing out the extent of the connec­
tion each of these roads have with 
other roads in their respective dis- 
triets. The report, as published in the 
St. Thomas Journal, states:

“The principal traffic at first will be 
in hard and soft coal for all points 
in western Ontario. It will be loaded 
on the cars at the mine's mouth, and 
laid down in the yard of the dealer, 
thus saving all intermediate handling 
and consequent expense, which should 
result in a lowering of price to the 
consumer. The cost of transferring 
the coal from vessel to cars at Port 
Stanley has ranged from 8 to 10 cents 
per ton for steam power and 15 to 17 
cents per ton for horse-power.

“The Dominion Government, I am 
informed, is about to expend from $15,- 
000 to $25.000 in dredging the Port 
Stanley harbor and retimbering the 
piers, in order to give access to the 
heavy-draft lake vessels. The lack of 
this improvement lias been the cause 
of diverting much traffic from Port 
Stanley in recent years. It is probalne, 
also, that a larger and more modern 
passenger boat will be placed in ser­
vice between Port Stanley and Cleve- 
land, to supplant the steamer Flora, 
now operated by the Lake Erie and 
Detroit River Railway."

Toronto, Aug. 27.—Bradstreet’s week­
ly review says:

There was some revivial of trade at 
Toronto last week, and the indica­
tions are for a very large increase in 
the movement in the immediate future. 
The wholesale trade have been busy, 
preparing for the fall sales here next 
week, when the exhibition is sure to 
attract many buyers. Business for 
the next two weeks here is expected 
to be as large as any ever experienced 
by the trade, if not the largest. Stocks 
are pretty complete, large quantities 
of British goods having been passed 
this month through the customs house. 
Farmers’ deliveries of new crop grain 
in Ontario are still small, and export­
ers are not yet operating to any ex­
tent.

An increase in the volume of whole­
sale trade is reported at Montreal, al­
though steady fall buying has not yet 
fairly set in. The splendid crop situ­
ation in Canada has inspired retailers 
with the greatest confidence in the 
future, and large sales are expected. 
Values are all very firm for leading 
imported and domestic lines, and a 
good season's trade is looked for.

farmers to turn out fine food products 
of the highest grade. It was largely 
concerned with the production of grain, 
fodder and primitive agricultural pro­
ducts, besides being employed part of 
the year in clearing land, in lumber­
ing or in fishing. It had not the ex­
perience to turn out food products of 
animal origin, or of fruits, so fine, and 
of such low cost as to give the largest 
possible measure of profits. It would 
not be disparaging to the ability of a 
carpenter to say that his labor might 
be of poor quality as applied to the 
work of blacksmithing. He might burn 
a great deal of coal unnecessarily, 
waste iron and make clumsy horse- 
shoes. That would not mean that he 
could not do carpenter work very well. 
The farmers generally have had abil­
ity of a high order for the kinds of 
work they had to do.

In the production of things on farms 
a great deal of horse power has been 
used. Thus the cost has been reduced 
so far as the labor element that en­
tered into the cost of production was 
concerned. The farmers of Canada are 
applying as much of labor-saving skill, 
by the best methods of growing and 
making what they have to sell, as the 
farmers of any other country are. The 
reduction in the cost of production 
and increasing prosperity must come 
in some other way than through hard­
er work by the farmers.

Not : IrishAngus McDonald, the G. T. R. Track­
man, Dies From Injuries Received 

While at Work.

An Old Angus McDonald, the trackman in­
jured in the G. T. R. yard Saturday 
morning by being knocked down and 
run over by the yard engine, died on 
Saturday afternoon at the city hospi- 
tal, about three hours after he receiv­
ed his injuries. At the time the acci­
dent happened, deceased was watching 
a dining coach, which was being shunt­
ed along another track. The yard en­
gine, backing in an opposite direction, 
knocked him down, and he rolled un­
derneath. His right leg was taken off, 
both collar-bones broken, a number of 
ribs broken, and pressed into the lungs, 
and his head badly crushed. After be­
ing removed to the hospital his last act 
was to make his will, in which he be­
queathed all his earthly possessions to 
his only grand-daughter Annie, the 7- 
year-old daughter of the late Thomas 
Cole. The child, since the death of its 
parents, has resided with Mrs. Michael 
Currie, a sister of the deceased, at 143 
Mill street.
