Ottawa, Ont., June 11. — A request| 
for a bridge across a piece of the Pa-| 
cific Ocean was presented to Premier 
Borden and other members of his 
Government today. F. H. Sheppard, 
M. P., of Nanaimo; Ald. Cuthbert, 
Beaumont, Boggs, and C. H. Lugmir 
formed the deputation. They asked the 
Government to build a bridge across 
the Seymour Narrows, and thus con­
nect Vancouver Island and the city of 
Victoria with the mainland by rail. 
They pointed out that although the 
plans for a bridge had not been pre­
pared for the place, it was known 
that the waters could be spanned by 
a structure. Though the cost would be 
considerable, in the vicinity of $20 -

Teacher Welch of Wright Aviation 
Staff and Lieut. Hazlehurst 

Killed.
College Park, Md., June 11.—Lieut. 

Leighton W. Hazlehurst, Seventeenth 
Infantry, U. S. A., of Macon, Ga., and 
A. L. Welch, of Washington, D. C., were 
killed here at 6:15 o’clock tonight when 
a new army aeroplane of the Wright 
type in which they were flying, fell to 
the ground at the army aviation school, 
and was wrecked.

__ Welch was flying the machine and 
Lieut. Hazlehurst was with him as a 
passenger. They had ascended a distance 
of about 200 feet, when they dipped to 
come down and go up again. When 
about 30 feet from the ground and go­
ing at a tremendous speed, estimated by 
eye witnesses to be between 50 and 60 
miles an hour, the machine collapsed 
and dashed to the earth. Apparently the 
weight of the engine and the two avia- 
tors caused a collapse. The machine 
struck the ground with terrific force and 
both men were instantly killed.

Welch, whose home was here, had been 
for three years in the employ of the 
Wright Brothers, and was said by Or­
ville Wright to be one of their best 
teachers.

Watch the Roses
Along about this time the enemies 

of the rose will be likely to begin their 
deadly work. Left undisturbed, they 
will speedily ruin the season s crop of 
flowers, but, taken promptly in hand, 
they can be prevented from doing much 
damage. But to accomplish this re­
sult one must do such thorough work 
that they are given to understand, 
from the outset, that they will be given 
no quarter. The best plan of fighting 
the enemy is this: Take it for granted 
that it will come and begin cn the of­
fensive before it gets here. If this is 
done a great deal of trouble can be 
avoided, for it is much easier to keep 
insects away than it is to get rid of 
them after they have established them­
selves on your bushes.

In applying the insecticide of which 
I have heretofore spoken—nicoticide— 
use it of the strength advised on the 
cans in which it is put up, and let 
your application of it be so liberal that 
every part of the bush receives a gen­
erous portion of it. It is well to have 
a helper whose duty it should be to 
bend the bushes over in such a man­
ner that the liquid can be thrown up 
against the under side of the foliage, 
where the insects are likely to hide 
away during the daytime.

I would advise making the applica­
tion during the evening, or early in 
the morning. Several will probably be 
necessary in order to rid the bushes 
entirely of the pests which infest them. 
It is a good plan to jar the bushes 
severely, an hour or two after having 
applied the insecticide. Spread a pa­
ver under them and then do your jar-

The Babylonians bought their wives 
at public auction, and it is interesting 
to learn that they paid but half price 
for widows.

In the Muscovite provinces the fath­
er of the bride gives her a light blow 
with a whip on the wedding day, and 
then passes it to the. groom for future 
use. Among the Javanese the wedding 
ceremony begins with an elaborate 
procession, the bridegroom fancifully 
dressed, marching at the head, accom­
panied by much loud music. The bride 
stands waiting at the door of her home 
near a tub of water. When the groom 
approaches she kneels and washes his 
feet, after which he carries her off to 
his home. The people of Kamschatka 
oblige a suitor to serve several months 
in the house of his future father-in-law 
to enable the family to observe him 
and learn his character and disposi- 
tion. In other places the bride makes 
a whip and presents it to her husband 
on their wedding day as a token of

Roman origin, being given to the pros­
pective bride to bind her to her 
promise. The Quakers and Puritans 
rejected the use of the ring because 
of its heathen origin, or "pagan in­
vention"’, as they termed it. It is said 
that the Irish peasantry have an im­
pression that a marriage without the 
use of a gold ring Is not legal, and as 
many of them could ill afford to buy 
one for the bride-elect, an enterprising 
merchant. In some districts at least, 
used to keep wedding rings for hire, 
these to be returned after the cere- 
mony.

The total receipts for dio­
cesan purposes, not including special 
funds, amounted to $13,726 69, an in­
crease of $1,679.21 over the previous 
year, and is the largest amount In any 
year for a long time past. The con­
tributions to Huron College were the 
largest of any year yet, and the 
amount contributed for other than dio­
cesan purposes was $20,290.38, also 
the largest amount. The collections for 
diocesan funds showed an increase of 
8 per cent, over last year.

During the past year $7,142.18 was 
paid to the widows and children of de­
ceased clergymen. The widows’ and 
orphans' fund is now larger than ever 
before, amounting to $76,726.94. The 
commutation fund, which assists the 
superannuated clergy and those cler- 
gymen of more than fifteen years’ 
service whose incomes do not reach 
$900 per annum, amounts to $7,665.80 
each year. The Huron College jubilee 
fund and the Sunday' school commis­
sion fund both showed progress, and 
the general purposes fund has a bal­
ance of $4,806.29.

Synod’s Investments.
The invested sums of the synod 

now amount to $831,762.56, an increase 
of $52.795.12 during the year. The in- 
vestments were made so carefully that 
the financial condition of the Synod of 
the Diocese of Huron is now better 
than that of any other synod in Can­
ada. Messrs. Henderson and Ransford, 
on behalf of the laity, stated that this 
state of affairs was due to the over­
sight of the bishop, and the efforts of 
the diocesan treasurer Archdeacon 
Young. Judge Hilt ano Mr. Charles 
Jenkins, also paid tribute to the work 
of Archdeacon Young. The bishop 
thanked the clergy for their efficient 
services, and said that the present 
state of affairs was due to a large de­
gree to them, and the goodwill that 
prevails throughout the diocese.

The troubles of one brother whose 

congregation numbered but one man 
who did not chew or smoke were de­
plored. and a majority of the minis­
ters felt that they must set their face 
sternly against tobacco growing. So 
they passed the report, putting the 
ban on the cultivation of tobacco by 
Methodists and enjoining upon them 
"a persistent non-participation, with a 
view to the ultimate cessation of the 
industry.

Some Were Opposed,
There were not a few who opposed 

this report, on the ground that it was 
hardly the part of the church to op­
pose the cultivation of the products 
for which the soil of the country Is 
best adopted. Rev. Dr. Manning, of 
London, questioned seriously the au­
thority of the ministry to brand the 
use of tobacco as a sin, but the pop­
ular sentiment was too strongly 
against the weed, and the resolution 
passed easily. Now the delegates are 
beginning to wonder whether the 
farmers will "snap their fingers in the 
face of the conference" as has been 
prophesied in some quarters, or 
whether Methodists will actually be 
willing to work harder for less profit 
in order to live up to the mandates of 
the church.

Parliamentary Procedure.
The layman attending the confer­

ence for the first time Is impressed 
by the attention paid to the technical­
ities of parliamentary procedure, as 
set down in the church discipline. Ar­
guments of half an hour’s duration 
are held to settle some seemingly un­
important point, while business waits 
But once a measure passes the con­
ference It is rock ribbed. Not the 
cleverest parliamentarian could go 
back over its course and find a single 
technicality on which to hang a pro­
test? When the conference legislates 
It legislates to stay.

must give as much as was given last 
year and one-eighth more. The Bishop 
of Huron then dealt with the subject 
of family worship. The family is the 
most important and sacred of all in­
stitutions. It is the great nursery of 
national character. It behooves us to 
guard jealously the sanctity of the 
home, and yet in the home God’s 
name is decreasingly recognized. The 
remedy should be applied in family 
worship and prayer/

Church and Workingman.
Grappling next with the church and 

social service, his lordship said that 
the changing conditions of the past 
fifty years demand a new presentation 
of the gospel. The church should 
study and be in close association with 
social and economic questions. He 
was not thinking alone about the ob­
servance of the Lord’s Day, but of 
such questions as that of the rela­
tions of labor and capital, trades 
unionism, trusts, the mutual responsi­
bilities of the various classes, condi­
tions of labor, etc. The people are 
groping their way towards a solution 
of these problems, often under self- 
constituted guides, generally extrem­
ists, who have abandoned the Chris­
tian faith and who frankly accuse the 
Christian church of being in league 
with the rich for the oppression of 
the poor. The reasoning appears to 
be this: The old institutions were 
formed In the past by the rich to op­
press the poor, and the church is one 
of the old institutions. This Is un- 
true. The church must be presented 
so as to prove her position, that she 
is not in league with any class for 
the oppression of another. He plead­
ed for a greater study of social and 
economic problems and a greater In- 
terest in the actual questions that 
affect the everyday life of the people. 
On this continent there is imminent 
danger of labor and social movements 
drifting into hostility to religion. The 
country must be saved.

Conditions in U. S.
He did not believe that the drift 

had gone far in this country, but in 
the republic to the south the recent 
experience of a prominent religious 
leader from England convinced him 
that the labor movements in the Unit- 
ed States are not only non-religious 
but anti-religious, and Canada is 
likely to feel the influence of this at­
titude. Organized Christianity must 
show that she is not hostile to the 
workingman. Church members have 
a great responsibility than the clergy. 
If the workers worked as unto the 
Lord, giving their utmost and best 
service knowing that the real judge of 
how much service they should give Is 
the Lord and not the trades union.

What the Church Can Do.

"2. The church, through

ecutive committee, recommended that 
the synod be made responsible for the 
raising of $3,300 a year for the col­
lege.

At a special meeting of the board of 

education held on Tuesday afternoon 
to discuss the playgrounds movement, 
it was decided to call another special 
meeting for that purpose.

A deputation from the association, 
composed of Sheriff Cameron. Mrs. F. 
P. Betts, Mrs. H. B. White, Mr. W. J. 
Hill, Rev. T. H. Mitchell and Dr. Cur­
tis was present to explain the matter 
thoroughly to the trustees.

Dr. Curtis declared that it was the 
desire of the association to equip half 
a dozen playgrounds throughout the 
city. One of those would be a school 
yard, and the association thought the 
board could take the equipment of 
this centre off the hands of the asso­
ciation.

Grant Not Named.
Trustee W. T. Strong then moved 

that the board open the school grounds 
to the association, and that a grant 
sufficient to purchase the necessary 
equipment be set aside for the pur­
pose

"I strike out the request for $1,000," 
explained Mr. Strong, because 1 think 
It would he better not to name any 
amount. Whatever is necessary I 
think the board are willing to set 
aside.”

There was considerable discussion 
as to making a grant. It was pointed 
out by Trustee Gammage that there 
was no money in the estimates for this 
purpose, and the whole question had 
better be carefully gone into before a 
decision was reached.

"I am in sympathy with the whole 
movement." declared Trustee Hunt. 
"At the same time I object to equip- 
ping one school ground. If we do one 
do them all. The children all over 
the city are entitled to consideration, 
and the movement will fall short of 
being a success unless we reach them 
all. I would be In favor of spending 
less money on each playground, but 
equip them all.”

Open Up the Grounds.
After some discussion it was de- 

cided to drop the < estion of making 
a grant to the association, but it was 
agreed to open the school grounds and 
give moral support to the movement.

"If the board will open the grounds 
and give us their active support we 
will be satisfied," said Mr. Inkster. "I 
am fully aware that there is difficulty 
in the way of making a grant, and we 
would agree to defer that until a spe­
cial meeting of the board thoroughly 
discussed that phase of the question. 
However, we need your support. We 
want your assistance.”

To give this the board agreed, and 
a committee composed of Trustees W.
