gistration, and that from and after the time of such registration
the line laid down by such Survey shall be the permanent and
unalterable Boundary between the 4th Concessions of said Town-
ships.

III. And be it enacted, That if the said Survey should be i3
disallowed as aforesaid, the Commissioner of Crown Lands shall
immediately cause a re-survey in the manner hereinbefore pro-
vided for the first Survey under this Act.

IV. And be it enacted, That this Act shall be a Public Act.
