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OW TO REACH THE GAN ANQQUE INN

auoque at Thousand Islands Junction with the Thousand Islands Railway, 
which runs into (ianattoque a short distance from the Junction.

From points in the South, passengers reach the Grand Trunk Railway 
System either by way of IhilTalo and Niagara Falls or bv way of Detroit. From 
each of these points trains of the Grand Trunk convey passengers to ( .ananoque. 

In the West, from Chicago and points in the Western States, passengers are carried over Hu­
main line of this great system by way of Port Huron and Toronto, passing through some of the 
principal cities of the Vnited States and the western part of Ontario.
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From buffalo, trains are run over the I.ehigh Valley and Grand Trunk via Toronto, crossing 
the Grand Trunk's single-arch double-track steel bridge over Niagara River.

Passengers from Kastern points, such as Ouebec, Portland and intermediate stations, proceed 
via the main line of the Grand Trunk Railway System through Montreal, and those from 
Poston and all New F.ngland points by Boston & Maine, Central Vermont and other connecting 
lines through Montreal, and thence to Gananoque.

Tourists from the Maritime Provinces reach the Grand Trunk by the Intern Initial Railwav. 
via Montreal, and proceed over the main line as above described.

From points in the Hast, south of Buffalo, including the States of New York, Pennsylvania. 
West \ irginia, Maryland, etc., the route is by way of Niagara Falls, thence Grand Trunk Railwav 
System.

Being in close proximity to the main line of the ('.rand Trunk Railway System, an admirable 
train service is offered patrons to and from this popular resort.
