earth : thyesaving health anto all nations.”
Eight days after the occurrence of what I
have narrated, my steps were directed again
to the same locality, where 1 wished to see
{he manner of celebrating the QOoltah.Rath,
or the retarning of Juggernauth  Ic was at
night, and on getting near the bouse I was
surprised to find it closed, sod dark and
still, there being neither music or motion ot
any kind astir within the house ; while out-
side groups of people stood looking at each
other, scorcely venturing to allow their
voice to be heard above a whisper. Some
were curious, others were confused, many
were panicstricken, all were black wiih
astonishment. [t was evident some strange
event bad taken place—something unlooked
for—something out of the ordinary course.

Religions Iufelligence.

New Dangers to Nenconformity
and Methodism ‘in ' France.

From the Correspondence of the ‘London Watchman.
Fraxce, March 38, 1859.

For some months past ramours have been
aflbat to the effect that Government was pre-
paring a stringent Jaw on Religious Wor-
ship. Taese romours, in the first instance
vague and indefinite, bave been gradually
gaining mote consistency,—have becn mai-
ter of coanversation in some private circles,’
—and are now finally to be proclaimed to
the world in the shape of an imperial Decret.
Ucless I am greatly mistaken, the decree is
already signed, and will shortly appear in
the official pages of the Monitewr. Till
then, your readers will not refase to listen
to some particutars on this important sub-
ct, obtained from a most reliable source.
The object intended by the Dacree in

destion appears to be the placiog of both the
%omm Catholic and Protestuas  Churches
more entirely under Governmeat : control ;
alihough it may be with some appearance of
liverality and goodwill on the part of our
Rulers, und of some supposed advantages to
the Charches themselves.

Thaus, the Roman Catholic Cburch will be
relieved from the pres-ure of Uliramontane
efforts and infloences in order to become
more exclusively Gaillican ; and Protestants
—amongst whom there have been of late
years a variety of conflicting forms of opin-
ion and practice—will become a more com-
pact body,—one in doetrine, in discipline,
aod in practice ; and thus more effectually
and easily placed under State cootrol. The
Decree will, in fact, endeavour to carry out,
in religious matters, the system of centrali-
sation and absolute rule already applied to
our varigus pclitical and civil institations,—
a system by which thought and action are
brought down to their lowest possible limits.

Qo the details of the Decree concerning
the Roman Catbolic Cbureb, it is needless o
ester. ‘Tbose which relaie to Protestantism
bave reference—as far as [ can ascertain
from mere verbal information—first, to the
Protestant Cbarches, both Reformed and
Latheran, as recognised bv the State, in vir-
tae of the Concordat of I"An X., (1801;)
and secondly, to the various Nonconiormist
congregations, now merely tolerated.

The Protestant Reformed Church, recog-
nised and salaried by the State, will be bound
in the first to return to ber old Con-
fessions of faith, and her di-pplwy
codes. The present diversity of opinion and
teachjng within her pale will therefore cease ;
and s the devotional standards of the

O?ﬁnnulyu&uu.hwl follow,

as a matter of course, that the teachings of

the Decree, be discontinued.

The doctrinal standards of the Charch
being thas put into vigour, so will likewise
her discipline. Regulations, for iustaoce,
with respect to-the capactiy and the conduct
of the clergy, will be revived. All this will
I suppose, be done by the Synods, who, with
certain guards and checks, are to be empow-
ered to carry out the provisions of the Act.

The Reformed Charch, thus restored in
doctrine and discipline, will obtain increased
emoluments : the salaries of the clergy will
be raised, and their outward circumstances
otherwise improved. Bat as it must be
supposed that these boons on the part of
Government require a return on the part of
the Church, so it will be provided, in some
shape or other, that a more complete d&fer-
ence and subserviency shall be observed to-
wards Government.

A twofold return will, in particular, be
expected. First, that no aggressive move-
ments will be attempted, or be in any way
patronised by the Church : no new co
gations formed, no new place of worship.
opened, no new openings embraced, without
Government ission. Secondly, that as
far asin her lies, the privileged Charch will
assist in carrying out the idea of unity, and
of centralisation—discourgaging all dissent,
and all this species of propaganda which
now so greatly annoys and embarrasses our
rulers! The idea seems to be to obtain, in
fact, a qaiet Protestantism, perfectly subject
to the State—by the bait of incressed pow-
er and increased emoluments. What are
the details of the plan, I profess not to say,
but such seems to be the idea worked out by
the forthcoming Decree.

So far, we have seen what concerns the
Church salaried and patronised by the State,
Tarn we now to the Nonconformists. Let
it be remarked, in the first place, that they
are neither to be ignored, on the one hand,
or violently sappressed on the other. A
middle course is to be followed, quite as ef-
fectaal in the end, it is imagined, and less
objectionable. It is doing matters more
quietly, and even with seeming liberality and
fairpess.

All Dissenting congregations are, if I
have correctly undersiood the matter, sub-
jected to thé three following conditions, for
their continued existence : —

1 A special authorization—heaceforth
emanating directly from the Council of
State,—~to be obtained for each separate

2. The Minister of such congregation is
to be French either by birth or by natural-
isation ; no foreigners being allowed to of-
ficiate.

Besides being a Frenchman, every Minis-
ter must be furnished with the diplomas of
the Theological Protestant State Seminar-
naries, exactly as if he were a Minister of
the official Charch.

I am not prepared to state in what terms
these requirements will be set forth in the ex-
pected Decree. It may be that, with re-
gard to Nonconformists, the terms will be
very general and guarded; and the details
of the plao left for futare Ministerial Ordi-
nances. Bat thus much I can say, the Min-
ister of Pablic Worship bas most positively
stated, that such were the vicws he intended
carryiog out with respect to Dissenters. The
reasoning of his{Excellency was to this effect
if oot indeed, very much in these words:
“ It does not appear to me fair that priv-
ileges should be granted to Dissenters which
are refuged to the clergy of the recognised
Chureh ; there must be French, and French
diplomas are required of them ; let the same
conditions be likewise required of Dissen-
ters.”

I will not, at present, prove the fallacy of
this reasoning ; bat remark that it must be
evident to those who are acquainted with
the state of religious matters in Fraoce,
that should such regulations be enadted. they
will be just tantamount to the suppression of
very nearly the whole of the Protestant
Nonconformist congregregations in the em-
pire. In fact, it would seem as if this was
the precise object of the intended articles,
and inde=d of the whole plan ; for it is well
known to Government that a large number
of the Pastors of Dissenting congrega-
tions are either strangers, or Frenchmen
not generally farnished with the Diplomas,
aod indeed, without any reasonable prospect
of obtaining them. It is to these strangers
«nd uvnqualified Frencbmen that are due
most of the schemes ot evangelical labour
so offensivelto certain parties, because of the
energy and success with which they are car-
ried on : hence the attempt to suppress the
work by incapacitating the workmen !

For the Methodist Conference this would
be a serious matter ; for, although we have
now an eucouraging number of Preachers
who are Freachmen by birth, yet the major-
ity of our Ministers,—and amongst these the
senior bretbren,—are from the Channel ls-
lands, and consequently British subjeets : of
the twenty-seven Ministers now in active
service, fourteen are strangers. But even
were we all French, not one of us has the
diplomas required ; nor is it likely that we
should obtain them, even were we willing to
apply on the terms proposed, and at the
spiritual risks involved.

The meshes of the proposed law are there-
fore admirably adapted to the intended ob-
ject ; and we can only escape from one diffi-
culty, in order to fall into another. Suppose,
for instance, the Coancil of Siate to be al-
ways 30 impartial as to be willing to graot
an authorisation ; and suppose further, the
party applying to be a Frenchman; yet he
has only escaped two difficuliies to succumb
to the third ; for lacking his diploma, he can-
not be authorised ! In no case will it bap-
pen, as to the Methodists, that, for the pres-
ent, the three conditions can be complied
with ; while for the fatare,—~should the law
continue in forpe,~there is not moch more
bope than at present, of our being able to
comply with its various requirements.

What will be, then, the course to be pur-
sued by ourselves, and others placed in a
similar sitaation ? Tothis question it wouald
be difficult toreply ; but this much I know,
that the Lord will provide, and that at the
appointed time He will make-our way plain
before us.

Looking at matters merely in their out-
wird it does seem straogely mysteri-
ous, it is besides extremely mortifying,

We calmly wait—looking up-
wards! It may be that, after all, our situ-
ation as Methodists may be more favourable
then we suppose—that the law may be less
stringenc or may be applied with more
leniency than we suspect. But, after all,
come what may, the Lord will provide.

Let our friends specially remember us in
their sccial and pablic prayers. That is
about all they can do for us in this matter,
for any other interference is not likely, I
imagine, to alter such fixed determinations
as those of our present rulers.

Extraordinary Revival in Tur-
key.

The same remarkable religious influence
that has prevailed in most parts of the
United States, bas extended to Turkey.

The Rev. Mr. Clark, principal of the
Belek Seminary, writes under date of De-
cember 24:h, as follows : —

We bave richly enjoyed a season of re-
freshing from the presence of the Lord.—
He bas indeed visited us by the wonderful
power of his Divine Spirit. An eminently
spiritual work has been witnessed by us,
such as I have not before known in this
land ; a work presenting precisely the same
characteristics which belong to the great re-
vival which God has been carrying forward
daring the past year in America.

From the opening of the term (the 1st of
October), an increasing spirit of prayer has
been manifest. Our pious young men have
been fervently praying, and meetings for
prayer have become more and more fre-
quent. A deep seriousness pervaded the
eetira school, and we felt thut the Lord was
drawing nigh to bless us. This religious
interest, though intense, was not attended
by any marked outward manifestations, till
about the middle of November. At that
time, after an exhortation made to the stu-
dents to pray especially for the descent of
the Holy Spirit, four of the smallest pupils
in the seminary commenced a daily prayer
meeting for this parpose. Not one of these
four was then hopefully pious ; but notwith-
standing this, the Lord manifested Himself
immediately among them. They were at
once overwhelmed with a sense of their
guilt and their need of a Saviour. This
little meeting rapidly increased in numbers,
and within a week the place became too
strait for them, and they were obiiged to
seek a larger room.

It was only the fourth evening after this
little meeting was established, when a stu-
dent who bad openly ridiculed it at its com-
mencement, was constrained to go in for once,
and see for himself. He bad scarcely en-
tered when he felt the power of the Spirit
upon him. He attempted to speak, but was
so deeply affected that he was unable. His
distress continued for two days, and during
this time his anguish was so great that even
while in bis class at recitation, with tears
rolling down his cheeks, Le would frequent-
ly speak to a fellow stadent who sat by his
side, and say, “ O! mysins, my sins. How
can [ be saved?” Bat Christ appeared,
and his soul was filled with peace and joy.
O:her cases similar to this, and of an equally
striking character, might be mentioned.—
Some were suddenly struck, as with the
lightning of God's 'Spirit, and wept and
prayed till they found peace in believing—
Others could get no rest at night, but fre-
quently rose and prayed for the pardon of
their sins. Deep conviction for sins was
the striking characteristic of —the work in
every case. -

The effect upon the pious students has
also bzen truly wonderful. This visitation
of the Spirit has been like a fresh bap-
tism upon them from on bigh. It bhas
changed them into young converts, with all
their ardor of love, their zcal and enthu-
siasm. They are mow scattered abroad in
this city and surrounding region, labouring
for Christ during the vacation.

Early in January the Rev. Dr. Dwight
writes :—

The pious students, full of love and zeal,
went forth among the neighbouring churshes
—to labor chiefly among church members.
One of them went to Broosa, and we learn
from Mr. Baraum, who is there studying
the Turkish langaage, that a revival has
actually commenced, the church members
being greatly stirred up to coofess their sins
and pray, and some among the impenitent
b-ing awakened.

The British Columbian Mission.

The following letter addressed to the
Editor of the Christian Guardian will be
found interesting.

Vicroria, Feb. 11th, 1859,

Degar BrOTHER,~Yesterday morniang,
under a clear sky and surrounded by an at-
mosphere as clear as & winter day in Cana-
da, we cast anchor in the harbor of Victoria.
On either side the coast seemed very simi-
lar to the rock bound shores of our mother
land, and indeed everything around much
reminded me of home. Our good brother
Pidwell socon came on board, and with a
zeal and kindoess truly refréshing, escorted
us to the house prepared for us, The en-
trance to Victoria is by a narrow and cir-
coitous bay. On the right is the Indian
burying ground with its ancient tombs and
“ figure-heads,” and on the left is seen their
village heid by reservation, from which place
of residence a member of our Assembly
seems determined to remove them, and has
now a motion before the House to that effect,
Compared with our Cinadian Indians, they
are far below par, and they have learnt
most of the.white man’s vices with bat few
of his virtues. Truly we owe them some
inflaence for good, having taught them so
much evil. The Indians of the interior are
much more manly and warlike, and exhibif
traits of character far above those with
whom the white man bhas come more fre-
quently inio contact. Poor things, they
seem very much like down-trodden cattle,
and need the upraising of our blessed Chris-
tianity.

Victeria is pleasantly situated on an ac-
clivity, aud the nominal area of the town isas
large as Belleville, bat in places the houses
are few and far between. The principal
streets are being macadamised and will,when
completed, bear comparison with the streets
of any city in Canada. The houses are far
beyond my expectation, and a species of
comfort is evident in all. The houseé vz
occupy has a dining-room, kitchen, shop,
five rooms on the second floor, and a large
room above this; and a house building op
posite this is as large as many of the better
bouses on King-street. Locking out of my
window I see the Union Jack and the Stars
and Siripes flaunting side by side, an em-
blem I suppose of the love and union p-e-
vailing, although a caustic observer might
see in these things the palpable evidence of
present pationalities. Policemen in blue
uniform walk- the streets and evorything
seems orderly and well behaved. The
water is brought in from a little distance by
borse power, but I anticipate this will soon
be remedied, as a plentiful supply is near
at band. Gov. Douglass and Colonel Moody
are both here, the latter Commissioner of
Crown Lands and Lieutenant Governor.—
We begin preaching on Sabbsth, and hope
to find a people prepared of the Lord. At
present all looks promising, and under the
wise care of our beloved superintendent and
God’s blessing upon it, we bope to establich
Wesleyan Methodism on a basis not easily
shaken.

TaE first day of the present year will
long be memorable for the language which
fell from the lips of Louis Napoleon and,
quickly reported over Europe, aroused a
universal apprebension of impending war.
The three months which bave elapsed since
the menace to Austria which was then im-
plied, have been marked by a continual os-
cillation of the public mind between its
hope of & pacific and its fears of a hostile
solution of Louis Napoleon’s enigma. Pro-
fessions of peaceful intent heve been re-
peatedly vouschsafed, although in somewbat
doubtful phraseology ; but the preparations
for battle have been unstayed. The Em-
peror of France seemed as one who healed
slightly the bart of the people, saying,
Peace, Peace, when there is no peace. But
now, if we may judge from the hopeful spirit
of the British press, the sky appears to
brighten, the clonds which have been fliiting
with provoking uncertainty in the political

magic breath of diplomacy. A Congress
of the five Great Powers, to be assembled |
in Aix la Chapelle is expected so to arrange
the affuirs of Italy as to avert the imminence
of war. If tranquillity can be secured to
that peninsula by the skill of statesmen, we
may henceforward hope to see established
the halcyon nule of reason : there can be no
danger whick diplomacy will not dissipate.

Letter from England.

From our own Correspondent.
ExcrLaxp, March 25th, 1859.

The state of Europe is more promising
to-day than it has been since the beginning
of the year. The proposal of Raussia, con-
cerning the assembling of a congress on
Italian affairs, met with the approval of the
Eoglish and Prussirn governments some
days since. The reply of the Austrian
government, however, was awaited with
considerable anxiety. All forbodings have
been silenced by a telegram which was re-
ceived yesterday from the Austrian govern-
ment, announcing lhﬁir agreement to lbof

o co! o mention is made o
l:nyp?:idi(mmbed by Austria to her
consent, but there are rumours afloat as to
certain stipulations. Probably these will
prove to be of no great importance. Indeed
it is already surmised that the main condi-
tion will be that Sardinia sball suspend her
armaments and remain passive while the
congress is sitting. The announcement of
a coming congress has already bad some
beneficial influence. In England it will re-
vive confidence, and tend to the increase of
trade and  speculation. In France however
the mind does not so soon calm

down. /The prosecution of military pre-

caletilated to excite suspicion. The lan-
uage of the ministerial journals is not alto-
gether pacific: and tbe forthcoming review
by the Emperor of seventy-five thousand
troops is not without significance. It is
supposed that the proposed congress will
assembie at Aix-Ja-Chapelle.

The business of the congress will be of
tbe most difficult character. The whole
question of the wrongs of Italy,—wrongs
which for 0 many years have excited the
indignation of all lovers of liberty, and yet
baffled all schemes of amelioration, will
bave to be comprehensively submitted to
the tribunal, and not without seriously com-
promising the honour and character of man
of the parties concerned. Indeed, if the
question be fairly gone into, there is every
reason to fear that so many painful disclo-
sures of mal-admistration must be made,—
disclosures, too, reflecting so seri-usly upon
the usurped influence of Austria and France,
that these powers will object to the further
inquisition of the arbitrating congress.—
Only the very sanguine can hope for a fa-
vourable settlement of the question.

The recent improvements in military
science render it most desirable that war

scope of the powers entrusted to any buman
convention. Will Austria abandon wilbout‘
a struggle the hold in Italy which she has
maintained a thousand years? And yet a,
thousand years have testified the unquench-
able enmity of Itclians to ber rule. The )
German and Italiaa elements have never
merged in a common nationality, and never
will. The distinctions and distrust between
them are now as marked as when the first
Otho was crowned Emperor of the Romans.
Then how shall ali the petty states of Italy
whose princes live by oppression, and whose
people writhe in suffering, be remodelled by
a Congress when the terrors of revolution
have been insufficient to induce reform ?—
How shall priestly potentates be taught en-
lightened principles of political economy ?
How will state and judicial procedure,
whose normal condition is corruptios, be
purified ? How will Rome be regenerated ?
A silly train of interrogatories some will
say : and yet they pretty significantly indi-
cate the curse and cure of Italy.

It must be a melancholy reflection to
those who believe in the Church of Rome,
that precisely where her sway has been the
most supreme, her infallibility undisputed,
there humanity has found its lowest depths
of degradation; there corruption, aud in-
trigue, and sin, and violence bave held their
fiendish and most frightful revelry. What-
ever country the Papacy has attempted. to
rule, it has ruined. The language of one
regarding Spain is of universal application.
“ The Jesuits found her a pation of heroes,
they left her a mation of hens.” In the
States of the Charch this lesson receives its
clearest illustration. The Church supplant-
ed the reign of pagan Rome. Was it not
to be supposed that under the light of the
gospel, and the benignant sway of those
whose souls should be pervaded by its pre-
cepts, there would arige and shine with res-
plgndant lustrs a natioh of Christians ? that
2t ledst within the borders of that territory,
which the successors of the Apostles, claim-
ing the infallible guidance of the Holy
Spirit, governed, the law of love, the spirit
of obedience and of sound mind, would be
most eminently displayed? How lovely
the picture which the fancy of one familiar
with the religion of Christ must draw of
that kingdom which his sanctified ones
should establish in the Earth! Bat under
the rule of the Popes, Rome and the Ro.
mans have sunk to depths before unsounded
by nations in their course of national de-
basement. The -corruption which runs
through every department of Government,
the misery which pervades every order of
society, attest too clearly the absence of
that infallible Spirit which Rome pledges as
her guide and authority in all transactions
with the human race.” Under the Papal
Government men are arrested, imprisoned,
exiled or execated, without testimony to cor-
roborate the charges brought against them,
but metely to make a show of power aod
strike terror into suspecied persons’; the

and stirring up by the stories of their cruel
wrongs such a storm of British indigration
againat the King of Naples, as would wither
any monarch less brazen and befooled.—
The miserable old man lies now on the bed
of death, cursed by ten thousand bleeding
hearts, and journeying to eternity under the
ban of every high-souled patriot in Christen-
dom. The exiles are of a very ruch no-
bler sort than bave hitherto come to us from
the same quarter. They bave no sympathy
with the Mazzini class ; they scout the idea
of a revolutionary policy,—they are simply
the advocates of constitutional monarchy.—
Oo their arrival in London an attempt was
made by the Mazzini fraternity to identify
them with the policy of that school. They
were invited to a dinner ; and in proposing
onhe of the toasts, an Italian exile launched
out into an extravagant eulogium upon the
Mazzini cause. He was at once interropted
by one of the Neapolitans, who reminded
bim that they were not revolutionists, but
that the canse for which they had suffered
was that of constitutional monarchy,and they
could not allow themselves to be mixed up
with the movements and plans of the Italian
party in London. A subscription bas been
set on foot for them ; and such men as Lords
Shafiesbury and Palmerston, with Glad-
stooe and others bave come forward to :anc-
tion and plead their cause.

The offer of the King of the Fiji lslacds
to cede the sovereignty of his realms to the
Queen of Great Britain is occasioning con-
siderable interest. From a pamphlet which
bas ;Ppened on the subject we gather that
the Fiji Islands are a group numbering 211,
of which 80 are inhabited. The largest is
360 miles in circumference. The group
spreads over 40,000 square miles of the
South Pacific Ocean, lying directly on the
track of Australia and Panama and British
Columbia. Almost every island bas a com-
modious harbour,—and many of them offer
accommodation for the anchorage of a lar,
naval armament. The islands are only
1,200 from Sydney, and 1,000 from New
Zealand. They are the key and the centre
of Polynesia. The climate is said to be
similar to that of Ceylon, and the soil is re-
markably productive. Samples of Cotton
grown in Fiji have been forwarded to the
Manchester Cotton Association, and have
been valued at from sevenpence to a shilling
per pound. Sixty thousand of the natives
are Christians. A deputation of gentlemen
will wait upon Lord Malmesbury to-day,
with the view of urging the government to
accept on bebalf of the Britich Crown the
sovereignty of ibose islands. It seems most
desirable that we should secure them, not
only because of their commercial importance,
but because of their faith. If England does
not take jon of them, France will,—
and then farewell to the hope of winning
Fiji for Christ,

A few days since, after the legal formalities
bad been duly attended to, His Grace de-
livered judgment as follows:—*“l am of
opinion that the proved and admitted allega-
tions afford, in the language of the statute,
good and reasonable cause for the revocation
of this license, and that the Lord Bishop of
London bas exercised a sound discretion in
revoking the same. And | am further of
opinion that the course pursued by the ap-
pellant is not in accordance with the doc-

POS- | trines of the Church of England, but most

dangerous and likely to prodace most serious
mischiefl to the cause of morality and reli-
gion.” Well done Archbishop Summer !—
There is no mistake bhere,—this is clear,
outspoken, honest sense, and will give this
miserable confessional system a blow which
it will bardly recover. The Zimes, in one
of its leaders, remarks that the Confessional
in the Church of Engiand came in with
crinoline, and will go out with it. But it
has taken a deeper hold. It is but one de-
velopment of a downright Romanism which
bas been long eating its way into the es-
tablisbment. In the Church of Rome Mr.
Poole will meet with a more congenial
sphere,—and doubtless he will soon avail
himself of the opportunity of going home to
his mother.

All sorts of meetings are now being held
in London. Verily this is an age of phil-
antbropics! On Wednesday, about a
thousand of the coalwhippers, under the
presidency of a canon of St. Paul's, sat
down to a bountifal tea, provided by Mr.
Gurney and others. The meeting was ad-
dressed by Lord Kinnaird, and other gentle-
men, as well as by some of the operators
themselves. The poor men are labouring
under a very heavy grievance in being com-
pelled to spend their money at the public
bouse. The subject will be taken up and
represented at head-quarters. The Earl of
Shaftesbury took the cbair at a tea-meeting
given in Westminster to more than one hun-
dred mothers of scholars attending the Rag-
ged School in that district,—and the Lord
Mayor, on the sawe evening took the chair
at another ragged-school tea-meeting, at
‘'which five bundred were present. The
Bishop of London presented himself a few
Sundays ago at the great Omnibus Yard in
{slington, and calling out the omnibus dri-
vers with their wives, the ostlers, and all
other persons concerned, he preached to
them, choosing for his pulpit the steps of
an Omoibes. What would Bishop Bloom-
field thiok of this if he would rise from his
grave? And what does Henry of Exeter
think of it?

Many a mumister is
almost surprised to find himself throwing
off the trammels of a formal pulpit oratory,
and carried away by the torrent of his own
beart’s promptings. Oan all sides there are
the tokens of life,—and on all sides there is
the promise of fertility.

Our Home Missionary lustitution is now
assuming larger and more commanding pro-
portions. A paper which bas not yet been
published, but which will be issued in a few
days by the Committee of the Home Mis-
sion and Contingent Fund, contains some
thrilling statements, and some most en-
couraging faets. The first article is a mas-
terly sketch of the responsibility of the
Church in the matter of Home Missions,
from the pen of the Rev. William Arthur.
Then follow extracta from the journals of
the Home Missionary Ministers of whom
we have seven at present stationed in parts
of England. Many of those devoted ser-
vants of God are exposed to imminent peril,
but all of them glory in their work. From
the journa! of one who is labouring at Leo-
mipster take the following extract:—*I
went out this afterncon, inviting the people
to Divine service in our Chapel. I found
two companies of young men from fourteen
to twenty-four years of age, playing at
cricket in a field close to the town. One
eonpan{ were playing for money, and a

of older men were observing and en-
Joying the game. On my speaking to them
about the sanctification of the Lord’s Day,
they cried out, ¢ Smash his head " I told
them that they might please themselves
about that, but as I was God’s servant, sent
to reprove their sin, I would be heard ; and
stepping between the wickets, 1 prevented
their playing. Having also rebuked the
bystanders for countenancing such proceed-
ings, I read from my Bible the command-
ment to keep holy the Sabbath day. Hav-
ipg gained their ear, and that of the cricket-
ers | spoke to them on death, judgment, and
eternity, exhorting them at once to give up
their sins and to serve God. The wickets
were pulled vp, and some promised to at-
tend the chapel; which promise was par-
tially kept.” The Missionary Minister has
either been or sent every Sunday since to
see if any cricket-playing was going on,—
but there has been no more.

Among the lowest lodging houses of the
metropolis, among the Pariahs of society,
among the superstitions Romanists, amoug
the obscene, the infidel, and the atheist, these
noble men are going, and holding out the
Word of Life. And the Methodists of Eng-
land, too long dormant on this question, are
now rising to a sense of its importance,—
and chapels which were but scantily attend-
ed at the Home Missionary meeting of last
year have been filled this year with an
anxious and earnest congregation.

Our operations in relation to the British
army are most encouraging. The state-
ments of our indefatigable chaplain, the
Rev. Dr. Rule, as to his successes at the
Aldershot Camp, are most reviving. The
Aldershot Church, an iron building which
was erecled two years ago, is capable of ac-
commodating eight hundred persons. Twelve
months ago, when it had been opened eight
months, it was never half full Now, to
quote the words of the Doctor, * it Jms be-
come so crowded, that it is no longer practi-
cable to admit all the men who are marched
to it for the Sunday morning worship, and
we have therefore had to divide the congre-

ion, and hold two successive services,—

nstead of having it written, every Satar-
day in divisional orders, that the Wesley-
ans of the North and South Camps were
to be marched to the Wesleyan church
near the Cavalry Barracks, at half-past ten
next morning, it has now to be specified in
detail what regiments are to send men thith-
er at ball-past nine, and what others at
eleven o’clock, from the south camp only.

This is truly encouraging. From every
regiment and corps in the Aldershot Camp,
a company of men come to the Methodist
service every Sabbath morning. No less
than a thousand are paraded for the Wes-
leyan charch. I[n a few months all these
will be dispersed through the four quarters
of the globe ; but who can tell what will be-
come of the precious seed sown in their
hearts ? In the 67th Regiment there were
but three who seemed in earnest when they
left for India,—jyet these three became a
class of fifteen before the vessel which con-
tained them reached Calcatta.

The labours of our cbaplain are neces-
carily very heavy,—and in order to enable
him to cultivate a wider field, the committee
have decided to appoint an assistant chap-
lain. It is affectingly beautiful to read the
statements of Dr. Rule, to whom the British
army, and the Government too, owe a debt
which they will never be able to pay. “1I
began,” says he, “ in August, 1857, an utter
stranger, except as known to a very small
circle of God-learing persons, or now and
then recognized, after an interval of many
years, by some very old soldier who had
seen me abroad ; and | may now counfess
that the station was at that time wild, the
scene often dreary and bewildering, and the
work to be begun from the very first pro-
cess of preliminary formation, Now [ am
acclimated to the region of this outlandish
piace, bave grown familiar with every spot,
and am perfectly at home and happy ona
scene of richly requited labour.”

Amn Act for the better Equal-
izing the Elective Franchise
in certain Counties.

(Passed the 30th day of March, a. p. 1859 )

WHEREAB the privilege of returning mem-
bers to the General Assembly is enjoyed
unequally by the inhabitants of the Counties of
Hahfax, Lunenburg. Kings, Hants, Annapolis,
Digby, Camberland, Pictou, Richmond, and
Cape Breton, by reason of some portions of the
electors being debarred the right whicn others
exercise, of returning Township as well as Coun-
ty Members:

Be it therefore enacted bf the Governor,
Counc |,and Assembly as follows :

1. The election of members to serve in the
General Assembly of this Province for the Coun-
ties of Lunenburg, Annapolis, Digby, Cumber-
land, Richmond, and Cape Breton, shall, after
the expiration of the present House of Assem.
bly, be by Counties o1ly, and not as at prerent
by Counties and Townships; and thenceforth
each of the said Counties of Lunenburg, Anna-
polis, Digby, and. Camberland, shall be repre-
sented by three members inthe General Assem-
bly, to be chosen by all the eleciors of the Coun-
ties unitedly, and not as heretofore by three
members chosen by different constituences;
and the said Counties of Cape Breton and
Richmond shall each be represented in Gen-
eral Assembly by two mewbers, to be cho-
sen by all the electors of the County unitedly,
and not as heretofore by different constituences ;
and the electors of the Townships of Lunenbarg,
Annapolis and Clements, Granville, Digby,
Ambherst, Isle Madame, and Sydney. shall not
thenceforth choose or return memouers to serve
in General Assembly, except as electors for Lhe
Coanty.

2. For the purpose of representation in the
General Assembly, each of the Counties of Hal-
ifax, Kings, Hants, Colchester, and Pictou, alter
the expiration of the present House of Assembly,
shall be separated into two Electoral Divisions;
each of which two Electoral Divisions, in place
of the members now elected in those Counties,
respectively, shall return two members, except
the western Electoral Division of the County
of Halifax, which, including the City of Halilax,
shall return three members.

The two Electoral Divisions of the County of
Halifax shall be called respectively, the Western
Electoral Division and Eastern Electoral Divie-
ion of the County of Halifax.

The West.rn Electoral Division shall com-
prise the Township of Halifax, including the
City of Halifax, and shall embrace the polling
districts numbers one, two, three, four, five and
six in the City, and numbers seven, eight, nine,
ten. eleven, twelve, thirteen, fourteen, filteen,
and sixteen in the rest of the Township, and the
