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PROGRESS OF THE WAR

R S D3
[August 24 to August 30]
FJHE past week was not 2 particularly
eventful one in the war’s progress, |'
so far as it is possible to judge from the
extremely meagre news supplied by the
various Governments concerned.

For the greater part of the week in the
Western theatre quiet prevailed, but to-
wards its close the Entente Allies display-
ed great activity, especially in the
Argonne district and in the Vosges.
Whether or not this portenids the speedy
gealization of the long-waited-for drive of
the Allies, cannot be stated With any cer-
tainty ; but the drive, if there is to be one,
is considerably overdue,

In the East the Teutons continued to
advance further into Poland, the Russians
retiring before them ; but at the extremi-
ties of the line the Russians, apparently,
more than held their own. ~Brest-Litovsk
was evacuated, after the removal or
destruction of all material that might be
useful to the enemy for military purposes.
It was said at the close of the week that
preparations were being made for the
evacuation of Vilna, but this had not
actually been effected. It is not yet ap-
parent where Russia is to make a definite
stand ; but it is doubtful if the Teutons
will be able to continue their advance
beyond the ground occupied at the close
of the week under review. Indications
are that a further advance will be as much
hindered by the character of the country
and by forthcoming seasonal climatic
conditions, as by any military resistance
the Russians may be prepared to offer.
Another difficulty with which the Ger-
manic forces will have to contend is fore-
shadowed, namely, the guerilla warfare
which the Poles are likely to carry on as
opportunity permits; and in this form of
warfare, as history has shown, the Poles
are proficient.

~Of the operations in and about the Dar-

danelles only the scantiest official informa-
sion has been given. It ismore and more
apparent that these operations are beset
with difficulties of the most formidable
kind. Announcement was made, though
not officially confirmed, that Italy had
sent a large body of her troops to rein-
force those of- the Anglo-French Allies;
and it is hoped that the aid thus rendered
will expedite events.

Until the close of the week but little
news was given out of the activities of the
Italians on the Austrian frontier, but in
the last days of the week it was stated
the Italians were meeting with success.in
the north-west, north and north-east.
This mountain warfare is of the most dif-
ficult character, and progress is neces-
sarily very slow.

The previous week witnessed the great-
est success of the German submarine
“blockade,” but in the week under review
there was amr apparent cessation, only a
very few victims being announced.

The political situation, vis-@-vis neutrals,
underwent no material change during the
week. The anticipated understanding be-
tween the Balkan States had not been
reached, or, at least, no announcement
was -made concerning it. That the En-
tente Allies have been able to direct mat-
tersin their own interests would seem to
be apparent. The diplomatic difficulties
hetween America and Germany had begun
to show signs of amicable adjustment;
and if negotiations are actually taking the
course they were said to be pursuing,
Aunerica will be able to continue her neu-
trality, which would be a material advant-
aze to all. during hostilities, and would
facilitate peace negotiations when the
war has fought itself out. But the end of
the war is yet a long way off.

"N a speech much lauded by the news-
papers supporting the present Pro-
vihcial administration, Premier Clarke last
week stated to the representatives of the
Union of New Brunswick Municipalities
in session at Fredericton, that there was
“too much politics.”

JAPAN, A NATION OF FISHERMEN
D——

Japan is said to be the leading fishing
nation, not in the actual value of its fish
products, for in that respect several other
nations excel it, but in the number of per-
ssns who make their living by fishing, in
the proportion of fishers to the rest of the
population, in the relative importance of
fisheries in the domestic economy, in the
ingenuity and skill of the people in devis-
ing fishing apparatus, in preparing fish
and in the zeal shown by the government
in promoting the interests of the fishing
population.

The islands comprising Japan stretch
diagonally from northeast to southwest,
between two and three thousand miles,
giving a great range of climate, and con-
sequently of waters from almost tropical
to almost arctic. The islands are for the
most part long and narrow and at no part
is the interior too far from the sea to
«llow of the easy transportation of fresh
fish. Within a few miles of the coast in
many places are deep parts of the sea in
which breed  inexhaustible supplies of
deep sea fish, while the bank and top
feeding sorts swarm about the shores in
countless schools,

It is estimated that one person in iwenty
in the entire empire is more or less of a
fisherman, and fish appear in some form
on the table of every Japanese family daily,
if not at every meal, The annual value
of water products is in excess of $30,000,-
000. Half a million boats are engaged in
fishing, of which 18,000 are’ more than
thirty feet. Almost a million men are
professional fishermen, and 1,400,000 more
give part of their time to fishing and the
rest to farming or other pursuits. Only
about 200,000 men are, it appears, so em-
ployed in the United States.

A thousand species of fish have already
been identified in Japanese waters, and al-
most every one of them is edible. One of
the commonest, most wholesome and most
sought after is tHe shark, which the west-
ern people have never learned to eat, but
which a fishery expert of this government
who has visited Japan pronounces excell-
ent. Dogfish, the common member of
the shark family along the north Atlantic
coast, would never be permitted to go un-
caught in Japan. Even the octopus isa
table delicacy there.

Much fish is eaten raw by the Japanese,
a fact that is said to be much more easily
understood by Americans after they have
tried raw mackerel or other fish dipped in
the delicious sauces the Japanese employ
in this relation.

The prominence of Japanese fisheries
is due to the encouragement of the gov-
ernment. Officials have been sent to the
United States as well as to Europe to
study the methods in vogue, and there is
at Tokio an Imperial fisheries institute, a
school with which no other in the world
can compare.— Washington Star.

OUR “ NATIVE” TONGUE
THE OXFORD ENGLISH DICTIONARY. Edited
by Sir James A. H. Murray. Trink —
Turn-down (Volume X.) (Oxford:
Clarendon Press: London: Milford.
5s. net.)
“ NYHOW, I must see it to the end,”
L\ was Sir James Murray’s undaunt
" ed attitude towards the ever-lengthening
labours of his great work; and the
pleasure of its subscribers in receiving
this latest instalment will be dimmed by
regret that he should have lived to see
only the assured success-and not also the
final completion of the Oxford English
Dictionary. ®*The publication of the work
in comparatively small instalments is no
doubt a mechanical necessity, and the
division into sections a nfechanical pro-
cess. But certain unforeseen advantages
—unrehearsed effects, ad it were—emerge
for those who use the dictionary as a
conspectus of the language rather than a
work of reference. The instalments are
discovered to be not mere strips or chunks
hacked out of a heterogeneous mass.
The fact that their contents begin for the
most part with the same letter or letters
often gives them an unsuspected unity.
The last section of the digtionary. which
we noticed, branded @cross its whole face
with the prefix “ sub,” was a of

But interspersed with these older and
sometimes obscure words are maay curi-
ous later growths, the study of which in
these pages will fully reward any attentive
reader. 'One realizes with a new convic-
tion how closely wine and cards must be
allied when one learns that in the word
Trump, shortened from triumph, there
lies hid a hymn to Bacchus (Thriambos).
Tripos, too, goes back to.the Greek, and
has an extraordinary history. On a trlpos
or three-legged stool sat in old days, cer-
tainly three centuries ago, the Bachelor
of Arts at Cambridge who was appointed
to dispute on Ash Wednesday with the
candidates for degrees, This individual,
who had a very jovial time and indulged
far more in personalities than in argu-
ments, soon became known as The Tripos,
or Mr. Tripos. He further sharpened his
wits by writing humorous verses, which

Verses—these continued to be -published
until 1894. It was originally on the back
of these verses that the list of successful
‘candidates was printed. ‘When this re-
ceived the title of Tripos list the way was
clear for the current use of tripos at the
present day—the final honours examina-
tion for the B. A. degree. This is one of
the best instances in the language of the
i ly active y to transfer
words from persons to things or vice versa,
and from one part of speech to -another.
Tulip presents an equally curious example
of ch

derivatives of things which only lived as
being near or under something else. The
new one flings us back to reality. The
rude and primitive facts of life are em-
bedded in its blunt monosyllables. “There
is little here of the wealth of learned
words which the writers of the Renais-
sance imported and popularized ; still less
of anything that might suggest the modern
world and the new language created by
its art, its science, and its thought. Trot,
Try, Trunk, Turn, Trump, Tune, Tube,
Truck—such, and dozens of others. like
them, are the old, hard-shelled, well-used
tools that are here put into our hands.

“Turn ” is from this point of view one
of the most astonishing words in a langu-
age exceptionally active in extracting the
last ounce of utility from a single word.

The verb “to turn” has, in this its
latest analysis, 47 main senses and 65 sub-
senses. Then there are 25 senses on
special phrases, such as " turn the scale, ”
“ turn colour,” “turn tail,” and so on, and
16 combinations with adverbs, as “turn
in,” “ turn off,” “turn about,” and these too
have their subdivisions— “turn up” is
used in 27 distinct ways— so that, in all,
the sense divisions of this busy little voc-
able number 286. And even- then we
have not begun on the substantive Turn,
which fills 36 columns and, we are not
surprised to hear, accounted for no less
than three months of Sir James Murray’s
valuable time.

Do we then, with these short simple
sounds uttering elementary ideas, get
down to the root-fibres of the language?
That is, do we, as one would suppose, find
that these homely chips of speech come
straight down from Saxon English? Not
at all. The number of words originally
English in this section are very few. As
is well known, the framework of our
modern speech is Anglo-Saxon, and most
of our monosyllabic words denoting the
common things of life can be traced to the
same source; but this rounding up of
words in tri and tu unexpectedly results
in an odd company of veterans of very
ancient, but often obscure, birth which
have nothing to do with Anglo-Saxon.
They provide a useful comment on the
often unintelligent cry for “Saxon Eng-
lish “; are we to be forbidden the use of
try (from Latin terere), or trope, or troop.
(turba), or turn (Latin, through the
French) or tune (Greek Tonos), or a’ host
of other simple words because they are
not English? The cry is really only for
plain unadorned diction which has the
straightforward vigour of primitive usage ;
but so very early did the strange jumble
which makes the English language begin
that to be primitive in one’s speech it is
by no means necessary to confine oneself
to words of native origin.

The very phrase “ native origin” is mis-
leading ; for it was before they became
natives of England that the English began
to corrupt- or improve—their own langu-
age by annexing Latin words. They had
touched Rome on the Continent, and
learned to appreciate many Roman in-
stitutions or articles of use or luxury; and
when they landed here they were already
talking in Latin of wine, butter, pepper,
silk, street, cheese, &c. Then they found
Romanized people in British towns and
picked up a few more Latin words, such
as castra or ceaster, a fortified town;
while the conversion of the country to
Roman Christianity carried on the pro-
cess still farther. ~All such words are (like
the considerable importations from Dan-
ish) primitive enough, but are not Saxon ;
and they have nothing todo with the later
wholesale Latinization of our vocabulary,

. the too free use of which is regarded with
so much suspicion by purists. >

In the derivations given above we have
not always followed Sir James Murray.
His extreme ion is conti y g
ing itself by the uncertainty in which he
is content to leave the origins of words,
Troop he cam only trace to a late Latin
troppus of dubious origin; on troll, tun,
trounce, trudge, tuft, try, and many other
common words he does not commit him-
self. On the facts he would seem hardly
justified in refusing to the verb * trounce *
< a word which has lost its respectability
since the Bible of 1551 related how " the
Lord trounced Sisera and all his chariots
and all his host with the "edge of the
sword "—its connexion with a word-family
full of variety and actuality all sprung
from the “ tronc ” source, which embodies
the concept of. “cutting,” and produces
trench and trunk, trenchant and truncheon
and trencher (an instrument to cut with
—a flat piece of wood on which meat was
cut—and so a college cap resembling an
inverted trencher with a basin upon it, a
*mortar board ” ). 3

Troubadour is admittedly from trouver,
* to find, invent, compose in verse "—for
in old Provence they thought of the singer

- not as the Greeks did as a Maker, but as
a Discoverer. But the questions as to its
ultimate’ origin, we are told, " present
difficulties.” The Century Dictionary has
no doubt that trouver comes from tropus,

morphological. Dr. Symthe Palmer has
recalled a passage from Curzon's “ Mon-
asteries of the Levant,” in which he speaks
of an Oriental crowd with its variegated
colours and white turbans as well com-
pared by their own poets to a garden of
tulips. Curzonwas probably not aware
that the words tulip and turban are identi-
cal. Turban was a Persian word dulband
which became in vulgar Turkish tulbant
or tulipant. Hence both tulip and turban,
which was thought to resemble a tulip.

age, but of its freakishness, ‘in the word
turkey. The turkey of the farm-yard does
not come from Turkey at all, but from
North America. But it was confused with
the guinea-fowl, which came from Africa:
and when the two birds became differenti-
ated the American bird retained erroneous-
ly the name turkey. There was a hazy
notion that it came from the East some-
where, a region which in the sixteenth
century, when this bird became domesti-
cated in England, was vaguely referred to
as Turkey. It is odd that the French
should have perpetnated the same error,
“dinde ” being originally poule d’Inde—
the hen of India.—The Times Literary
Supplement.

Miss Johnson felt,
moreover, that she would not be pursuing
an honourable course if she accepted any
of the residue, and as the - estate of the
poetess is now closed, she has accordingly
placed with the Vancouver World a draft
for $217.17, and another draft for the
same sum with the Brantford Expositor,
Ont., the total amount representing her
share of the residue, which was to be
equally divided between Mr. Walter Jack-
son McRaye and herself, and she has re-
quested the editors of these papers to
undertake, in conjunction with any sug-
gestions which may come from local
societies, the  disposition of the proceeds
of the drafts.
