powers, shall be of any force or effect
unless such act, matter, disposition or
thing be within the rights, powers and
privileges, and according to the manner
exercisable by companies under this
act.” This is said to be have been aimed

to cover such cases as the War Eagle.

Safeguards For Investors.

Another provision is that every foreign
company shall have a registered office
in British Columbia and shall register

the name of its agent or manager. All
companies will be compelled to prepare
a balance sheet once a ycar showing re-
ceipts and expenditures for the year
previous and this balance sheet shall be
printed. These balance sheets are to be
very complete in detail.

The new rate of charges for register-
ing companies will he one-tenth of one
per cent on capitalization. Prospectuses
are to be prepared with much greater
care and detail than heretofore and there
is a severe penalty for any false repre-
gentations or deception. |

The fact becoming known that many
tgooners’’ have gone on to the reserva-
tion during the last two days has caused
a wild rush to be made by hundreds of
others to cross over into the forbidden
land. The broad waters of the Columbia
river form the southern border of the
reservation and the main crossing of
the river is the ferry at Sans Poil trail,
about 12 miles from Wilbur. Mr. Kelly,
one of the owners of this ferry, was in
the city yesterday, and informed THE
MineR’s correspondent that for several
days past the ferry has been kept busy
carrying gold seekers into: the reser-
vation.

Before leaving for home this morning
Mr. Kelly received a_telegram from his
partner inquiring if it was legal to go on
the reserve yet, and asking if it was to
wire him to that effect, as he wanted to
locate a number of claims himeelf.

Indian Agent Newman, who has beeh
in Spokane for the past week, has been
apprised of the rush now being made
into the reservation and this morning
left for the scene. He was questioned
as to what his intentions were regarding
the “sooners.’”” He said: “I propose
to drive every one off the reservation
who has gone in there without authoritv
or right and will Keep them off until
such time as the reservation is opened.
No, I do not anticipate any serious
trouble in clearing the reservation of
trespassers, but if it becomes necessary
to use force it will be done, you may be
sure, as I am determined that the his-
tory of the opening of the north half of
the reservation shall not be repeated.”

NoAttemptat Oratory—Spreadeagleism
at a Discount—Higher Sense of Offi-
cial Dignity Manifested — Capitol
Built Without a Scandal.

Vicroria, Feb. 11.—[Special Corres-
pqndence.]——A personal acquaintance
with the members of the provincial gov-

members of the legislative assembly,
now in session, has a tendency to give
one a favorable impression, not so much
because of any startling ability.or bril-
liancy in any particular direction, but
because of an evident honesty and sin-
cerity of purpose and patient, painstak-

cle of oratory since the session opened,
in the sense of oratory as it is understood
on the American side.

The deoate, which opened on- the ad-
dress Wednesday afternoon, was charac-
terized by nothing*of an eruptive or
gtartlin character, such ascan be heard
in the Washington state legislature any
day. Everything moves along very
evenly and placidly. The speeches were
delivered in a sort of conversational
style, with no effort whatever at display
of any kind, the sole purpose apparently
being to get certain ideas belore the
house in a thoroughly businesslike
manner.

Spreadeagleism seems to have no place
here at all, and there is_very little ap-

al to mere party pride or prejudice.

here seems to be a most complete in-
dependence of thought and dction, and
this is very agreeable after one has been
accustomed to the political bombast
heard in the United States congress and
in the legislatures of all the individual

states.
Two Legislatures Compared.

The people of our neighboring state of
Washington might learn eome useful
lessons from the methods of legislation

and government in British Columbia.
They may have more orators in the leg-
islative assembly now in session at
Olympia, the Washington state capital,
than there are in the British Columbia
parliament now convened here, but they
also have more scandals.

Whatever the shortcomings of the
overnment and legislature of British
Columbia may be, the charge of jobbery,
bribery or corruption in_any form has
found no lodging place. Having on my
way here passed through Spokane and
Seattle, and having' observed that the
newspapers of both these cities were
loaded down to the guards with stories
of corruption at Olympia, it is a posi-
tive relief to come here and find at this

of this moral leprosy.

.. . No Boodling at Victoria.
I do not hesitate for one moment to

gay I believe there is a much higher

gense of official dignity' and honor on
this side of the line than there is on the
~ther side and there could not well be a
more striking illustration of the truth
of this statement than the fact’ that
there is just being completed under gov-
ernment supervision here a new capitol
building for British Columbis, a splen-
did structure, with not a breath of sus-
picion that any member of the govern-
ment or legislature has made a dollar
out of if improperly. With ah expendi-
ture of three-quarters of a million dol-
lars there has never been any charge of
the misappropriation of a cent.

Of course there are dishonest men in
British Columbia as well as in other
countries, but there is a sense of official
honor and decorum here which one fails
to discover in other places not a thous-
and-miles distant, and if the people who
vive in some of these other places were
to come over here and take a few les-
gons they might learn something to
their advantage.

NEW FREIGHT SCHEDULE.

C. P. R. Cuts Rates On Hay and

Alien Labor Law Goes to the Presi-
dent for Approval.

A DISGRACE TO AMERICA

wassiveros, D. C., Feb. 17.—The
;mmigration bill now goes to the presi-
dent, the last legislative step having
been taken in the senate today, by an
agreement to the conference report on
the hill. Strong opposition was made to
the report, but on the final vote the
friends of the measure rallied a small
majority, the vote being : Yeas 34,
nays 31. '

The bill as passed extends immigra-
tion restrictions against all persons
physically capable and over 16 years of
ave, who cannot read and write the
English language or some otherlanguage,
but a persen not €0 able to read and
write who is over 50 years old and who
is the parent or grand parent of a quali-
fied immigrant over 21 years old and
capable of supporting such parent or
grandparent may be sent for and come to.
join the family of a child or grandchild
over 21 years old, similarly_qualiﬁed and
capable, and a wife or minor chlid not
g0 able to read or write may accompany
or be sent for and come to join husband
or parent, similarly qualified and cap
able. For the purpose of testing the
immigrant’s literary ability he is com-
pelled to read and write from 20 to 35
lines of the United States constitation.

The Corliss Amendment.
Aside from these extensiouns of the
present law, the bill inaugurates a new
system of restricting immigration from

border countries and designed to apply
rincipally to immigration from Canada.
he provisions are as follows:

Secion 4. That it .shall hereafter be
anlawful for any male alien who has not
in good faith made his declaration be-
fore a proper court of his intention to
become a citizen-of the United States to
be employed on any public works of the
United States, or to come regularly or
babitually into the United States by
land or water for the purpoee of engag-
ing -in any mechanical trade or manual
labor for wages or salary, returning from
time to time to a foreign country.

Sec. 5. That it shall be unlawful for
any person, partnership, company or
corporation knowingly to employ any
alien coming into the United States in
violation of the next preceding section
of this act; provided; that the provision
of this act shall not apply to the employ-
ment of sailors, deck hands or other em-
ployes of vessels or railroad train hands,
such as conductors, engineers, brakemen,
firemen or baggagemen whose duties re-
quire them to pass over the frontier to
reach the termim of their runs, or to
boatmen or guides on the lakes and
rivers on the northern border of the
United States.

A violation of these sections is made
a misdemeador punishable by fine up to
$500, and imprisonment up to ohe year,
or both. A special provision exempts
from the operation of the law persons
arriving from Cuba during the coptinu-
ance of the present disorder there. The
law is to take effect July next.

The Debate On the Bill.

Mr. Lodge, when bringing forward the

conference report on the immigration
bill, explained that the bill as now pre-

gented moaified the provitions of the
language in which an immigrant is 0
read or write the English or some other
language. It also overcame the ob-
jection that husband and wife may be
eeparated. The Corliss amendment re-
lating to Canadian border immigration
was retained.

Mr. Palmer opposed the report. He
gaid he knew of no sentiment.for which
he had greater detesiation than that of
“pativism.”  He held the right of mi-
gration and exp riation tn be essential
to the liberty of the individual. This
bill was an extension of this same
sentiment of nativism. Mr. Palmer

sinted out defects in various sections.
The test of illiteracy would, he said,
operate against & worthy class and not
against the dangerous men, the *“brawl-
ing anarchists’”’ who were able to read
and write.

Without a Parallel.

He said the restrictions on Canadian

border immigration was without a par-
allel in the legislation of the world. It
