W. C. Jackson, secretary of
the wocated Boards of Trade of
Soutl wrn British Columbia and of the
Fossiand oard ‘of Trade, has returned
from  Vicioria, and gives the following
lecconnt of the progress of the work
which he and the other delegates were

oot 1o perform:
‘Tbe  delegates of Associated

*  Boardz of Yrade were very well received

by the government at Victoria, al
#nough the oldest timer in the province
never remembered a time when the pro-
vincial execative wase so besieged by
ddlegations ‘rom all parts of the prov-
duce with 2i| sorts of questions. While
we were in town Vancouver had three

_or four dclegations there, mostly in re:

‘gard 1o the Coast-Koetenay railway and
school matters. 7These delegations were
all large and all advocated diametrically
opposite views. ‘I'hey weze also, ' ail-
taough only residing a guort distance
from Vietoria, in a very gieat hurry, and
the government, therefore, very much
apprecisgied the delegation
from the interior, although it represent-
ed 16 boards of trade in all parts of
Kootenay and Yale and desired to make
representations on a number .of ques-
tions, worked with unanimity on every
matter that they brought to the govern-
ment’s attention, and were disposed to
wait the convenience of the ministry in
being heard. Many were the comph-
ments showered on the delegation tor
these reasons, not only by the executive
but by members of the house and others
in public life. :

“On the questions of special interest
80 Rossland, which we as representa-
tives of the Rossland Board of 'I'rade
brought to the government’s attention,
we were very courteously heard, and, on
the whole, highly successful. The Ross-
fland Board of 'I'rade instructed us to
endeavor to secure a grant of $16,000 for
new school buildings, etc., before the
old schools were turned over to local
eontrol; a grant of $15,000 for the con-
struction of wagon road to Sophie
mountain, a gran f 85,000 for a road
from St. Thomas mountain in the Nor-
way mountain district, to the Columbia
& Western railway; an appropriation to
s#ecure a tnorough 1nvestigauion as 10
the needs of Muhpry and Sallivan
creeks 1n the way of wagon roads, and
a grant for the school of mines.

“In regard to the school matter, the
Minister of Education, “Hon. J. D. Pren-
tice, affer two or three interviews, stat-
ed that the position ot the Resslang
Board of T'rade in the matter was en-
tirely reasonable; that all we asked. jor
was to ibe put on an equal footing™with
the coast cities before being required to
support our own schools. This he was
firmly in favor of and he said he would
include in the general estimate for new
school buildings 'in the province a sum
sufficient to give Rossland a fair start
in this respect.

Mr. Wells, chief commissioner o1
Lands and Works, was very hard to con-
wince as to the utility of a wagen road
£0 DOphie MOUNIAIN ANA (e expressew
his preference for a railway from Kess-
fand to the Velvet mine. "T'his expres-
sion of opinion was warmly indorsed by

- Mr. Smith Curtis. Mr. Wells then stat-

ed that he would place in the estimates
in the suspense fund, the sum of $15,000
for such a road, but he would preter to
give a reasonable bonus for the con»
struction of a railway, and authorizea
the Rossland delegates to open negotia-
tions " with the C. P. R. for the construc-
tion of the same. Mr. George Mc:i
Brown, the executive agent of the C. P.
R. at Vancouver, is now in communica-
Tion with fresident Shaugnnessy at
Montreal regarding this matter and
bopes to advise the Rossland Board of
Trade in a few days of the terms under
which the C. P. R. will be prepared io
go ahead and build*the road at once.
“With regard to the Norway mountain
wagon road the Chief Commissioner said

e would require some more intormation |’

before he could definitely promise the
appropriation asked for. This informa-
tion he will receive in the course of the
next few days. and 1 confidently expect
to ' find the appropriation in the esti-
mates. He also said ‘that no special ap
propriation would 'be necessary for the
investigation asked for regarding Sulli-
v? and -Murphy creeks, but that he
wmould order the surveys made early this
Summer. - ;

“Hon. Mr. MeBnrde, Minister ot
Mines, takes a very deep interest in the
Rossland Schiool of Mines, and I under-
‘stand, from Messrs. Lalonde and John-
won, before they left for home, that the
estimates would include a grant of“at
least $2,500 in aid of it.

“Some of the resolutions advanced by
the Associated Boards were of special
inferest to Rossland. That in regard to
platting and registering of city additions
requiring local approval before the plat
could be registered, was one of these.
Attorney-\yeneral Kberts promised inat
the necessary legislation would be
brought down this session. Another
matter of special interest was one sug-
gesting that The provinclal government
should contribute 20 per cent of the
royalty on ore mined within a munici-
pality to said municipality for the pur-
pose of constructing and 'maintaining
roads within the municipal’ limits. Hon.
Mr. Turner assured us that the govern-
ment would give this mature considera-
tion and would either relieve us by
granting the prayer of our petition, or
cause the mining roads within city
limits to be gazetted as government
roads, when it would then maintain
them.

“With regard to the amendment to
the company.act to enable joint stock
companies to be reorganized: from a
non-assessable to an assessable basis at
reasonable expense, fhe Attorney-Gen-
eral said he would look into the matter
thoroughly and if he found that the

recommendations  of the 18
Boards could be carried out without in-
justice to the larger stockholders be
would have the companies act amended

as suggested. .
“With regard to the Toronte exhibi-
tion Hon. Mr. MecBride, Minister of
Mines, declared himself strongly in tavor
of it, as he also was of all reasonabl{
schemes for the thorough advertising of
the mineral resources of the province,
including the issuing of frequent govern-
ment bulletins by a bureau in the de-
partment of mines. .
“Concerning applications for water
rights by .corporations runder  specia
charter the. Attorney-General and others
said that they thoroughly agreed with
the position of Associated Boards
that any bona fide applicant had every
facility required under the water clauses
consolidation act.
“’I'ne matters which were of less spe-
cial interest to Rossland were: Mirst—
Recognition of the name Boundary dis-
trict on the maps of the province,
which Mr Wells said would be attended
to in the new maps which are being
prepared.
*‘Second—Providing government agents
with, maps of local occupied land. Mr.
(Wells_also said that this would be done
as far as possible at the present time
in view of the lack of a general survey.
“Third—As to the preservation of tow
ests—Mr. Wells doubted the efficacy o:
forest’ rangers, but would have remewed
instructions to all constables and gov-
ernment agents instructing them to use
every effort to discover the origin of
forest fires and where maliciously caus-
ed to posecute the originator, and he
would also have the act amended so as
to make the starting of euch fires a
criminal offence

“Fourth—As to the wagon road ques-
tion, Mr. Wells said that he was unable
vet to bbring down legislation on the
lines suggested by the Associated
Boards, but that he strongly sympathis
ed with the ideas set forth in the reso-
lution and was strongly ‘in hopes that
action along the lines recommended
could be taken in another year.

“Fifth—The lead industry. With re-
gard to this matter the Associated
Boards  are - petitioning the Dominion
government for increased duties on man-
ufactured lead products and a bounty o:
$5 per ton to be paid to refineries for
lead mined, smelted and refined in Can-
ada, and the executive promised to me-
moralize the Dominion government on
these lines, either by resolution of the
executive council or by memorial tron.
the provincial legislature.

“Sixth — Kreight rates on farm pro-
ducts. T'he Associated Boards are mak-
ing representations to the C. P. R. with
a view to securing such a readjustmant
of freight rates as will enable the tarm-
ing districts of the province to compeie
with the United States for the Koote:
markets. The Hon. Mr. Turner, Mins-
ster of Agriculture, said that the prot-
incial government was already  acting
along these lines. :

“Seventh — Railway questions. 'I'he
first of these was®a resolution in tayor
of a general railway act to do away with
the necessity of special charters ror ecach
road. The executive said they couid not
see the advisability of such an ac; =0
long as the Dominfon insisted on the
igsuance of special charters. Regarding
the proposed railway from the Crow's
Nest Pass to Golden, they seemed 1n-
clined to encourage  the construction of
such a line. Mr. Dunsmuir stated with
regard to both the Coast-Kootenay rail-
way and the resolution in'favor of free
trade in railways, especially referring to
the railway from the Crow’s Nest coal
fields to the international boundary that
the government was not yet ready to de-
clare its policy and would not be nntil
the  Dominion government was heard
from. Mr. Turner stated that the gov-
ernment had under consideration %ne
question of extending the Shuswaup ¥
Okanogan railway from Vernon to Mid-
way. These were all of the railway
propositions which the  Associated
Boards brought to the attention of the
government.

“Kighth—Provincial representation and
» member from Boundary. ‘I'ne min-
sters pledged themselves to bring down
an equitable redistribution bill atter the
census, and intimated that there was a
possibility that a bill migh! be’ introduc-
ed at this session to give a separate
representative to Boundary. ;
“Ninth—Sanitarium for consumptives
near Kamloops. As a special delega-
tion had come down from Kamloops to
attend to this matter and as they had
already seen 'the government it was
nassed- over. :
“Fenth—County boundaries. The A%
torney-General promised to look into
the recommendations of the boards in
this respeet. especially as they affected
the county courts, and on the quéstion
of a supreme court justice for the in-
terior he  expressed himself as not in
faver of such a course, but strongly in
favor of more fréquent sittislgs of sup-
reme court justices in the interior, and
of the appointment of more county court
judges, possibly with increased powers.
“Eleventh — Amendments to Small
Debts Act. The Attorney-General stat-.
ed that he would have the act amended,
a4 requested, that is giving the right to
garnishee before judgment.

“T'welfth — Hasty mining legislation.
The Hon. Mr. McBride said in regard to
this matter that he was still in favor
of the appointment of a commission,
promised last session, and that no ma-
terial changes would be made in the
laws affecting metalliferous mining and
that, in all probability, none would be
made except under the recommendation
of the mining commission.

“Thirteenth—Selection. of railway land
grants. Hon. Mr. Wells stated that the
B. C. Southern and Columbia & Western
railways had practically completed their
selections and that he was urging them
to at once make the necessary surveys.
As soon ag this was dome, which he
hoped would be inside ‘of another year,
he would be in a -position to cancel the
reserves, now practically covering all of
East and West Kootneay.

“Kourteenth—Visit of T. R. H, Duke
and Duchess of Cornwall and York. 'I'he
ministers said that they would do all in
their power to induce them to visit the
different mining camps of Kootenay and
Yale during their visit to the province.

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FOLLOW KETTLE RIVER GRADE
AND TRAVERSE BOUNDARY.

‘Warner Miller’s Franchise on the Reserva-
tion Has Been Secured—Surveyors Are
in the Field—Jay P. Graves Willing to
Build.

The Great Northern will start work to-
day on its railroad to Republic, says the
Spokesman-Review of yesterday. ‘Lae nnal
preliminaries will be completed today at
a meeting, probably nv New York, be-
tween James J. Hill-and representatives
of the Warner Miiler syndicate. The re-
sult of this conference is to be the ac-
quirement by the Great Northern of the
Milier rights to survey and build a rail-
road across Indian allotments on the north
half of the Coiville reserve, :

Active work, however, is not to await
this conferemce, as surveyors will start
in today on the mew liné from Meyers
Kalls, north along the Kettle river. Chief
Engineer John f Stevens of the Great
Northern was here nearly all last week
securing this party ot surveyors qnd giv-
ing them instruct.ons. He also, in com-
pany with Resident Em;cz H. W. Ed-
wards, personally inspected part of the
Kettle river route, during the week, -

“I'he Toad will_be, as loca) cliizens have
long hoped, a Spokane road;and will fol-
low as far as can be ascertained, the
Kettle river route, made famous by the
efforts of D. C. Corbin to acquire a char-
ter for the construction ot such a line.

It will branch off from the Spokane
Falls & Northern at Meyers Falls, cross
the California at Kettle Falls and follow
the Kettle river north into British Colum-
bia and west back into Washington near
Nelson, Wash., and thence south through
Curlew valley to Republic. It will have
a length of about 200 miles, and engineers
say the route will be an excellent one
so far as grades are concerned. It is
claimed the road will be constructed and
in operation within six months.

The Granby smelter at Grand Forks, B.
C., wants the ores of Republic camp, and
will build a railroad it the mineowners
will enter into contracts to deliver daily
from 350 to 500 tons for three years. The
smelter has ordered machinery to double
its capacity, and by the latter part of
August can treat 1,300 tons daily. Jay
P. Graves, general manager of the Gran-
by enterprises, says the railroad can be
built within 90 days after construction is
started, and that if tHe niine owners will
sign contracts, construction will be started
at once.

The proposed road would be 40 miles
long. It is 32 miles from Republic to Car-
son, six miies ffom Carson to Grand
Forks, and less than one mile from
Grand Forks to the smelter. The road
would follow the-valleys of Curlew creek
and Kettle river, would’ have a water
level route the entire distance, and can
be built for apout $600,000.

Mr. Graves has returped from an ex-
tended trip to New York and Montreal.

“Oh, by the way,” said he yesterday, “1
stopped 1n Chicago and placed an order
with the Gates Iron works for additional
furnaces which will double the capacity
of the smelting works. We are treating
now 640 tons per day, and when the new
furnaces are in, will beireating 1,300 tons.

ers to treat our own copper matte and to
handle the copper matte of other smelters
in DBritish Columbia if arrangements can
be made with them for doing so.

*with this increased capacity we eéx-
pect to do custom work, and can handle
ore from any camps tributary to us.”

“Would you be in position to handle the
ores of Republic camp?”

““We shall be gble to treat tvom 350 to
500 tons of Hepublic ore per day if the
same can be secured. But, of course, be-
fore that can be done a railroad will have
to be built.”

“What is the prospect for railroad con-
struction?”

“Several proposals have been made from
time to time for a line, but none of them
has as yet matured. Myself and associ:
ates are willing to undertake the “con-
siruct.on of a line from Grand Forks to
Republie, conditioned that the amount of
vre required by our smelter can be had
—from 350 to 500 tons per day. If the
mine owners will contract to deliver that
amount we will build the road, and do it
at once. I believe that the road can be
completed within 90 days from the date
of commencement of work. Our main ob-
ject in building the road would be to se-
cure the ore.” ‘ -

“What rate of freight and treatment
could you give?” 2

“Our estimated cost of freight would be

$1 per ton for delivery to our smelter or
the Canadian Pacific railroad, from which
road it could go to any other smelter de-
sired by the mineowner. I estimate that
our treatment rate would be $6 per ton,
but we certainly would be “prepared to
treat this ore as cheaply as it can be
treated by any other smelter. The total
rate, ireight and tréitment, would there-’
fore be $7 per ton.
*“Under this rate we would pay 95 per
cent. of the value of the metals contained
in the ore. When the increased capacity
of the smelter has been completed; about
-ae lust of August, treatment of Republic
ore in increased quantities might deter-
mine that a lower rate could be granted.

:'lf tnese contrdcts were made with the
mineowners, we have proposals that
would enable us to begin immediate con-
struction. We do not care to invade the.
field of railroad comstructon. What we
want is the ore. If any other railroad
company wﬂkbuild the line, we prefer its
doing so.”

The conﬂ?;ters ordered by Mr. Graves
will be the first in operation in Canada.
Their installation means that the Granby
smelter will ship no more matte, but will
produee and ship blister copper, contain+
ing about 99 per cent. of pure copper. 'This
w_lll g0 to the refine,is in New York
and Liverpool. 'The Granby works will
:lso convert copper matte for other smel-
ers.

The Centre Star mine has now a finely

fitted up timber yard and framing and
machine shops, which are sufficient mn

themselves to do all the work of the
But not only is the work of the
mine to be done expeditiously, but also
inexpensively. A’ great saving of labor
pas been accomplished by the numerous
devices which are to be found in the
shops and yard. The machines are driven
by a high speec_i cf)mpound engine of the

Ball type. This is internally oiled and
has & capacity of 100-horse power, amply
sufficient to drive all - the various -ma-
chines which are being employed. ‘There
is one exception to this, and that is
the huge cut-off circular saw, which 18
driven by a 30-horse power electric motor.
The machine shop is situated on the west
of the hoist, and the timber framing
ghop is to the east of the same head
works. The motive power supplied by
the engine just referred to is housed 1
a neat little room to the north of the
machine shop. Off this there is a little
drafting shop, where all the rough draft-
mng for detail work is carried out.

In the machine shop are two drilk
presses, one of which is a radial drild
which is for the execution of the rougher
work, and the other for work that re-
quires greater nicety. There is also ‘a
planer dealing with such iron surtates
aé may require being handled at the mine.
In addition there are two lathes, one
jarge and one small, which will do a deal
of fitting and -delicate work generully.
{fen there is a bolt cutter which will
iashion a bolt to any size required and
put on the proper thread. Two pipe cut-
ters will do the same for the power and
water piping used around the mine. There
are three grindstomes of various: gualty,
also driven by the same engine. In a
gearate part of the .building ‘is the ‘drill
room where drills partiaTly disabled from
use are again placed in thorough repair.
There is little difficulty in handling the
heavy machinery occasionally dealt with.
As soon as it is delivered at the mouth
of the shaft a small track line will take
it to the shop and place it where re-
quired. Should the machine in question
be a drill it is taken to the entrance of
the drill repair room and a block and
tackle, suspended from and funning on an
‘overhead trolley, will lift it off and con-
vey it to the part of the room where it
is to be housed or taken to pieces. 'T'hus
the whole shop is very complete. 1t 1s
heated by means of the exhaust steam
from the . 200-horse power geared hoist
of the main! shaft. In summer time this
is passed into’ The exhmust head above the
roof of the head works.

A spindle from the machine shop run-
ning at the back of the collar of the
shaft, in front of the main orebins, car-
ries' the power supplied by the Ball en-
gine to the framing shop on the other
side of the hoist. A truck liffe runs elear
through the framing shop. ¥rom the tim-
ber yard is brought—ifi the huge blocks
of timber which are to lbe cut up mto
stulls and the various other kinds of
timber wanted. 'I'his is passed first un-
der the circular saw and cut into the
proper lengths and then is pwshed on the
rollers which in turn supp'y the framer
itself. The framer is of the,usual type,
consisting mainly of two saws, -ecircula
In snape, set horzontauy, paraiet o
each other. The distance apart can be
regulated “with the greatest ease. At
right angles to these are two other cir
cular saws set also parallel to each other,
and at an adjustable distance. 'I'hus the
tenon at the head of the piece of timber
ean be cut inside of a few moments. A
fgw hours’ work a day is sufficient to
fit all the timben which the mine will re-
quire during the 24 hours. The circwar
saw is suspended trom a circular over-
head trolley so that the saw can be
placed at any conceivable angle at which
it may be found necessary to divide tae
timber,

¥rom the framer the prepared timbers
can be placed directly upon the trueks
and taken to the collar of the shait.
Here again there is no mnecessity of man-
handling them. A traveling crane sus-
pended from a double overhead trolley m
the space before the mouth of the shait
now siezes the timber and lifts it into
the skips, which carry it to whatever
level is required. As there is a telephone,
up from the mine to 'thé engineer at his
stand behind the hoist,. there is no trou-
ble whatsoever in giving the most éx-
plicit directions.

RUSSIANS IN CHINA.

1t looks very much as if the long ex-
pected outbreak of hostilitles betwnen the
#ussians and British ma~- have iis oegin-
ping on Chinese so0il .and- spread from
there to Europe. It is sufficiently evident
that the Russians have a clearly defined
policy of aggrandisement in China and are
determined to carry it out at all hazards,
even in defiance of opposition on the part
of the other powers. The Boxer uprising
and the consequent interference of the
powers to protect their subjects resident
in the country and to safeguard their in-
dividual interests, gave to the Czar’s gov-
ernment” the very opportunity which. it
was so long seeking to ‘acquire a great
tract of exceedingly valuable and useful
territory to the south’of Siberia and this
opportunity: was not allowed to escape,
Since they set foot in China, under the
pretext of assistingto restore order and of
serving the cause of humanity, the Rus-
sian soldiery have been guilty of diabol-
ical outrages that would have .shocked
the callous nature of the brutalized mer-
oenaries of the middle ages. The senseless
murder of unoffending peasants seems to
have been the chief. amusement which
cheered their entorced exile frem their
own country ana it is safe to say tnat
however numerous and horrible were the
butcheries of the iguorant fanatics of
China those which the Russians have been
guilty of were not less so, and that too,
a.thout tne excuse which might be urged
«n extenuation of the deeds of the Boxers.
But while the Czar’s government repudi-
diated responsibility for the outrages com-
mtted by their soldiers, it isnow displaying
a moral sense as low as that of the most
depraved Cossack among its troops. The
country which the soldiery has harra s d
and plundered and whose innocent reii-
dents have been slaughtered is to be
stolen from its rightful possessors by this
big European Pﬁ‘!:“ﬂ-, stolen in the face |
of the protests-and outeries of Christen-
dom. It is time the powers combined for
their own protection against this bandit
nation and taught it a lesson which would
serve it for the next half century at least.
If Russia is allowed to get what she wants
in China it will not be long before she
will be looking over the hills at India.

CHARTER MUST BE GRANTED.

If the provincial government insists, as
<espatches from Victoria declare is the in-
tention, on standing the Crow’s Nest
Southern railway bill over until next ses-
sion they will be guilty of an error for
which they will never obtain forgiveness
in the Kootenays. It is possible that Mr.
Dunsmuir and his followers are of the
opinion that they can afford to ignore the
wishes of this district and can establish
themselves more securely by playing into
the hands of a great corporation than by
sServing honestly and well the best inter-
ests of the people for whom they have
appointed to legislate, but they will dis-
cover their mistake on their next appeal
€0 the people. The proposed resgolution
o Mr. Pooley is the flimsiest kind of a
subterfuge to avoid facing the question
fairly and honestly. Every member of the
government, every member of the house,
who is informeq to any degree whatsoever
on this matter knows that the construc-
tion of his road means industrial life and
prosperity to the Crow’s Neést country and
that without it comparative stagnation
nust exist. If; knowing thi§, they allow
themselves to be coutrolled and dictated
to by a railway monopoly they are unfit
for the office they occupy and are traitors
to the trust they have assumed. 7That
the government for some time has been
coquetting with the C.P.R., the bitter op-
ponent of the proposed road, is general
rumor and that the deteat of the charter
will be attributed to this influence there
38 not the slightest doubt. That it will
be rightly imputed to this influence we
are quite convinced. We trust for the
good name of the legislature and for the
credit of the cabinet that.should Mr.
Looley introduce any such resolution as
it is understood he will, it will be voted
down by a substantial majority.

LEAD REFNING.’

The resolution passed by the Nelson
Board of Trade in favor of the establish-
ment of a lead refinery, in this prov-
ince, aided by a federal ‘bounty, will re-
eeive the cordial endorsement of every'
resident of British Columbia - interested
in its welfare and progress and ought to,
and no doubt will, meet with the approval
of the UDominion. ‘I'he development . of
our great lead deposity should, under rea-

_songbly favorable circumstances, ‘become

important industries of the country. Those
deposits are inexhaustible, and the pros-
perity of an extensive area of the prov-
ince is intimately bound up with the suc-
cessful treatment and “marketing of them.
I'ne question of finding a sufficient and
permanent market for the.refined product
is one which has seemed to offer some dif-
ficulty in its solution, but men of enfer-
prise and resolution will regard the diffi-
culty as more apparent than real. As the
resolution of the Nelson Board of ‘Lrade
says: ‘“I'he increase and development of
the xnnlmry'are certain under favorable
conditions, which conditions mainly de-
rend on the miners being able to get their
ore smelted at a reasonable charge for
treight and treatment.” With this “rea-
sonable charge for freight and treatment”
and with a government bounty of §5 a
ton on the product smelted and refined in
Canada a market would not de. far to
seek. With the competing raiways which
we are bound to have running from the
Kootenays to the Pacilic coast the rates
for hauling to the seaboard should be
so greatly reduced thut the total cost of
transportation by rail and water to the
Urient shouid give our product a decided
advantage In that market over the product
of any other country. -Unce a footing was
obtained thefe:the market could, with the
tacilities we would have for smelting and
refining, be permanently maintained. . Ehe’
encouragement which would thug be given
by the government to this mew industry
would stimulate the development of the
contry in other respects and would not
only call for the erection of refineries but
would necessitate the enlargement of: the
capacity of the smelters now in existence
and- the erection of others. 1t would be-
sides have a direct and beneficial influence
on the develquent .of theé great -coal
nr.easureg of the province and in number-
less ways it would add materially to the
advancement and prosperity of the coun-

try

MADE A NEW RECORD.

The shipments for the week ending
yesterday reached the large total of 9,174
tons and established a new record for the
camp, indeed, it might well be said for
the province, for no mining town in. Brit-
ish Columbia has ever made a like record.
Now that the 9,000 ton mark has been
reached and passed it will be compura-
tively easy to gain the 10,000 ton mark,
which will be done before the. year is
over. It is possible that the weekly ship-
ments may run up to 12,000 or 13,0:¥ tous,
at times, before the close of the year.

1t has been frequently clauned of tate
tha't the combined shipmsnts of the tev-
eral mines in the Boundary country would
surpass those made by'mis camp during
the current year.

The capacity of the smelter at North-
port is about 1,300 tons a day, of the
Trail smelter 800 tons, and of the Hall
Mines, 300 tons. This gives the three
smelters a capacity of 2,400 tons a day,
or 16,800 tons per week. These three
smelters are available for the ores of
Roussland, but cut out the Hall Mines smel-
ter and say the mines here relied on the
reduction plants at Trail and Northport,
and this would give them an opportunity
of reducing 14,700 tons per week of seven
days. The Trail smelter alone could re-
duce 5,600 tons per week, and the one
at Northport 9,100 tons.' The Hall Mines
smelter gets but little of the ore from
this camp, while the Northport reduction
plant receives ores from a number of
points besides Rossland.
 The smelting capacity of the three
plants in the Boundary country is as tol-
lows: Grand Forks; 600 tons; Greenwood,
300 tons, and the Boundary Falls (py-
ritic smelter), 250 tons, or a combined
capacity of 1,150 tons daily, or 8,050 tons

per week, :

1t is doubtful if muech of the ore pre-
duced in the Boundary country will be
haufed over the’ mountains for treatment
at Trail or Nelson after the three smeit-
ers there get into full operation. 'L'his
may be done in a few exceptional in-
‘stances, but the addition of $1 or more
per ton for the haulage: over the high
mountain range will in the main keep
the ores of the Boundary country there
for treatment, and it is therefore diffi-
cult to see how this section 1s to be sur-
passed in its output this year by the
Boundary country. [t 1s true that tie
smelters there intend to increase their
capacity. While they .re doing this the
reduction plants here will be making hke
additions, and, as it will take several
months to instal these proposed addi-
tions in the Boundary country, the out-
look is that the combined output of all
the Boundary mines will not surpass
that of the Rossland camp, at least not
during the :present year. Whenr Xhe
Boundary mines exceed the output of
the Rossland camp the pevpde here, m
common with the rest ot the mininz
world, will join ‘in heaXly applauding
them, for there is no rivalry in lode min-
ing except that whicu is friendly.

The experience of the past is ample as-
surance that railway connections wiil not
result in draining away or depleting the
wealth of the province. There 1s now
the Great Northern crossing at Blane
near the coast.’ The Canadian Paeihic
crosses from Mission Junction and 1if
there is anything in the ‘“‘drainage” argu-
ment, tHat line is carrying some five to
ten cars of ore a day to American smelt-
ers. We have the Spokane Falls & North-
ern, Nelson & Kort Sheppard, anha the
Kootenay Valley at Bedlington, a branch
of the dreaded Great Northern. We have
also the Galt road from Lethbridge with-
out going east to the roads that Man-
itoba fought for, the Mackenzie & Mann
tine at the lake of the Woods, and the
many connections through Ontario K and
the Eastern provinces. At no point has
it been proposed to prevent trade by pre-
venting the building of a railway. These
lines have not been drainers, but devel-
opers, and that will be 'the result of the
proposed line. 1t would be absolutely
unfair #o subject British Columbia to a
policy no other province would tolerate.
Whether we like it or not, we must ad-
it  that British - Columbia mining and
‘smelting development has come from. the
gsouth. Our owh camp here at Rossiand,
the Trail selter, the Nelson smelter, the
'Sandon development, all have been due
in a large measure and have owed their
inception to American enterpris ‘and
American railway connections. The con-
tour of the country shows the need ot
southern connections. 'I'ne valleys run
north and south. Profitable transporta-
tion lines must coniorm to them. We
can build railways east and west, but wili
tind it hard to profitably carry on them
anything but high grade ores. If the
southern boundary was at fhe 45th par-
allel of latitude, instead of the 49th, we

uld have had our own line east and
could have had our own Iine east and
west running its branches up these val-
‘leys, assembling the ores where “they
could be more profitably smelted. But it
is no use to cry over what has Deen' lost.

THE CHINESE COMMISSION.

The Chinese commission held its first
sitting at Victoria last Wednesday, apd
began the taking of evidence. The wit-
nesses called were men who have per-
sonal knowledge of the Chinaman and

his habitis,
entirely  disintérested.  The

immigration. The medical fraternity ‘;ot
Victoria have probably a better oppor-
tunity of observing and judging of the
conditions under which the Mongolian
lives than the average resident of the
province, and both the medical health
officers of this city and the Quaranting
officers, who, more than any others ot
the profession, are brought into contact
with these people, denounced the Chinese
as a menace to the community owing to
their habits and their disposition to se-
cretiveness. The Chinese, they said, con-
gregated n small areas and their habits
were not cleanly; their homes were small
and overcrowded, and they had a disre-
gard for sanitary requirements. I'heir
quarter in the city was a source from
which disease spread and was a fertile
breeding ground for leprosy. Other wit-
nesses testified to the fact that the stand-
ard of wages was seriously depressed by
the existence of Chinese labor which was
coming more and, more into competition
with that of the white man. The Chi-
pnaman” could live on so much less that
‘he could accept a price for his labor on
‘which a white man would starve, and the
white man was therefore often unable to
obtain employment. The deeided opmioh
of every witness examined was that the
condition of the white man would be
benefited if there were less Chinese in
the country. :

In commenting upon the evidence ad-
duced the Victoria Times says:

“The physicians who testified yester-
day, and who have had special oppor-
tunities for observation and study, had
no hesitation in affirming that Orientals
are a menace to the health of the white
communities with which they are brought
into contact; that economically their pres-
ence is undesirable, and that while their
omplete exclusion might causé embar-
rassment, it would be merely temporary.
As the Asiatics have not yet invaded the
preserves of the medical profession—what-
ever may happen if an ‘“‘open door”’ be
established by the provincial legislature—
we may take it that the evidence was
entirely disinterested, unless, of course,
the contention be advanced that the re-
placing of a Mongolian eommunity by a
white one would mean an increased de-
mand for the doctors’ services. ‘

“But there .is more startling evidence.
than that of the doctors to be put in.
When the tradesmen whose business 1s
affected now, and upon whose custom the
Asiatics are making greater inroads every
year, have been heard, perbaps the eyes
of ‘many people of Victoria will be opened’
to a phase of the question upon which,
sideration.

The government proved obdurate
and the delegations were informed that
the financial condition of the province
was in .such poor condition that it woulq
not -be expedient to make additiona
grants beyond the per capita aliowancey
fixed by the bill. This means, if the
schools of the city are kept up to the
current requirements, as they needs must
be, that for the coming fiscal year over
$20,000 must be provided by the ratepay-
ers of this eity. A new eight-room schoo|
building is an absolute necessity, ang
so is a high school. The maintenance ot
these schools will cost a considerable sun
per annum. This will -be quite a burden
to the community, but it is one wiich
should and will be cheerfully borne, as
there is no duty of citizenship which 1s
performed with more pleasure by the
people of this country than the providing
of children with proper public educational
facilities. Once the duty of providing for
the schools is assumed by the municipal-
ity, too, it is certain that they will be
even better looked after than they are
under the care of fthe province. It is
to be regretted, however, that the prov-
ince should not provide the schiool buifd-
ings needed before the city takes the
schools over. :

The town itself
has narrow streets and no large buildings
with the exception of the late Queen’s
palace and the parliamentary buildings.
The shrubs are lovely with their palm
groves and shade trees.” :

The next place touchea at was Brisbane,
thé capital of Queensland, which is not
very far south of the equator. The town
is described as large and busy, with a fine
park filled with tropical vegetation.

With Sydney the voyagers were delight-
ed and seemed to have spent a good “deal
of their time looking at the various sights.
The harbor calis for especial admiration,
as it seems to wind everywhere and is so
deep that the vessels coming from' all
parta’ of the world tie up in the streets
and load and discharge cargoes for and
from all parts of the world. The popula-
tion numbers half a million, but the
streets in the older part are narrow. I'here
are fine gardens filled with such vegetation
as one elsewhere sees in hot houses. The
public buildings are numerous and hand-
some. The Postoffice, the Sydneysiders
claim is the finest in the world. The Mu-
seum, the Art Gallery and the Mineral
Exhibits were also visited and were made
the occasion of praise.

At Melbourne, another ecapital, and at
Adelaide, yet another, the travellers vis-
jted the gardens and seemed to think that
the Australians may well be proud of
them, for in each capital they had found
public gardens that were a feature ot the
city, The last capital visited was Perth,
whence they took the express to their
destination, being about 18 hours’ ride,
arriving in Boulder City on June 21, 53
days after pulling out of the C.P.R. depot
in this city. 5 :

Describing Western Australia as seen
from Boulder City, Kalgoorlie, and the
ride in the cars up from Perth, Mr. Thorn-

ley siys: “They tell me there 15 some
good agricultural land to the south of
Raigoorlie, b1s I d'c not see any. As we
left Perth at 7 o’clock at night we could
not see the country we were travelling
through, but when daylight came we had
entered a region whick I cannot call any-
thing else but a desert. Here they call
it timber country, tor they can cut about
five cords of wood to the acre. It was
poor scrub timber and low brush all along
as far as Coolgardie, and then for the
last 30 mileg the ‘timber’ is all cut down.
The soil, if soil it can be called, is of
a brick and red color and somewhat
sandy. All the water in the earth 1s as
salt as the sea. On the goldfields here,
attached to every mine, is a condenser:
In the winter it rains quite a little and
the water falling on the roofs is caught
in huge galvanized iron tanks, which we
all keep so as not to have to buy more
water than we can help from the mines
at ten shillings ($2.50) per hundred gal-
lons. We have had a few hot days so far.
(The letter is dated January 3.) 'I'ne
hottest has been 105 and 107 in the shade.
The worst is not the heat, it is the hot
wind and the sandstorms. These make
our party wish for the snow again.

“The first thing that suprised me on
arrival was the large size of the camp.
Kalgoorlie and Boulder City adjoin each
other, having a population together of
about 40,000. Kalgoorlie, unfortunately,
was started too far from what have since
proved to be the best mines. Consequenbly
Boulder City has sprung up mearer the
‘“Golden Mine” From the Golden Mine
more gold has been got than irom any
other mile of ground in the world. When
a walk has been taken round these mines
ona cannot tail to be impressed with the

siza of the large treatment plants erected’
on each mine. There are scores of them.
The length of the mineral belt seems to
be about four miles by one and a half
wide. But there are claims being worked
around as far as the eye can see. In fact
all through the Colony the mining camps
are scattered, but the want of tresh
water is a great drawback, as well as
the want of railroads. On some of the
mines here there are 500 to 600 men em-
ployed below ground and above ground.
The Le Roi is not 1 it with some ot the
good mines here. The mines have mostly
vertical shafts and are well ventilated,
as there are two or three shafts to each
mine. I’he fmine in which I am working,
the Associated, I like better (as far as
work is concerned) than the Rossland
mines. I am rupning a machine at £4
($20) a week. Things are more expensive
here than even/in Rossland. The trouble
is that the government brings up every-
thing from Perth.”

BKITISH OOLUMBIA SCHOOLS.

‘The Minister of liducation Presents His

The twenty-ninth @annual report of the
public schools of Britigh Columbia Wwas
presented to the legislature recently by
Hon.'J. D. Prentice, Minister of lduca-
tion, and Provincial Secretary.
This report makes interesting reading
and discloses some' significant factd.
Kor the school year ending June 0,
1900, the whole number of papils enrofied
during the year was 21,531, an sncrease
for the year of 2,346. The enrollment at
the four- High schools was 553; at the
graded schools, 13,813, and at the common
schoole, 7,165, The average actual dully
attendance was 13,438. :
During the year ‘208 schools wer> m
operafion, an increase of 18, widh teacn-
ers as follows: #our high scacols with
13 teachers; 48 graded schools with 235
teachers; and 246 common schools with
946 teachers, the number of teachers,
494, showing an increase of 33. ‘'ne teach-
ers are distributed as follows: Nanammo,
17; New Westminster, ?22; Vausouver,
68; Victoria, 52; 335 of which 62 were’
monitors, being engaged :n rural =:110018,
nd their daily aversge attendance was
62.41.
The taxpayers will also be - interested
in the following summary of expenditures
during the school year ending June 30,
1900. 'The total’ amounted to $3809,367 for
education during that period, which is
$416,950 less than in 1899, and was made
up as follows: 'eachers’ salaries, $196,-
077; incidentgls, $17,288; per capita
grant to city districts, $61,787; education
office, $11,165; less fees for teachers’ ex-
aminations, $1,410; and $22,569 were spent
in construction of new schools and im-
provements, etc., making the government’s
expenditure for education $307,479. T'he
remaining $81,888 was spent by the tour
coast cities in addition to the per capita
grants from the government: Nanaimo,
$7,165; New Westminster, $11,239; Van-
couver, $33,911; Victoria, $29,572.
The rapid development of the Interior
is brought out by the fact that fivel years
ago 13 teachers and $9,750 was sufficient
for the Kootenay country, while last year
76 teachers were employed and the cost
had risen to $50,821.18. In the several
electoral districts the foilowing sums were
exnended:

SCHOOL LAW CHANGES.

Substance of the Amendments Now Be-
fore the Legislature.

The new provisions of general interest
in the bill to amend the Public Schools
Act, now before the legislature may be
summarized as follows:
"I'he city school districts are divided into
three classes, according to popuation. Tise
first wili include those with average actual
daiy attendance of over 1,000, at pres-
ent Vancouver and Victoria; the second,
with average daily attendance of over
250, including now Nanaimo, Nelson, New
Westminster and Rossland; and the third,
all the smaller incorporated cities and
towns. T'here are to bt seven trustees ior
for each district of the first class, five Jor
those of the second, and three for those
of the third.
In rural districts, any householder qual-
ified to vote, is made eligible for election
as trustee; and in city districts, property
qualification to the assessed value of $500
is required.
Specially important sections are the fol-
lowing:
10. Section 34 of said Act is hereby
repealed, and the following section is sub-
stituted therefor:
34. 'The salaries of the teachers employ-
ed in the public schools in all incorporat-
ed cities and towns, shall be fixed and
paid at the discretion of the school trust-
ees of the said cities and towns, respec-
tively, and such salaries and all other ex-
penses for the purchase and lease of school
sites,  erection, enlargement or rent of
school buildings, for furniture and repairs
and all other incidental expenses whaitso-
ever incurred by the board of trustees in
the respective cities and towns, shall be
borne and paid by the municipal corpora-
tions of the said cities and towns re-
spectively.” -

11. Sectian 35 of sata Act is hereby re-
pealed. and the following section is sub-
stituted therefor: !

35. A per capita grant of thirteen dol-
lars for cities of the first ciass, fifteen
dollars for cities of the second class, and
twenty dollars for cities and towns of the
third class, per annum, based on the aver-
age actual attendance of the public school
pupils, shall be paid quarterly by the min-
ister of finance; out of the consolidated
revenue fund of the provinee, to each of
the school districts, of the first, second
and third class, respectively.”

12. The said Act is hereby amended by
imserting, after section 35, thereof, the fol-
lowing section:

35a. In cities in which a High school is
in operation., there shall be paid to the
municipal corporation of such cities. at the
end of June in each year, the additional
sum of three hundred dollars for each
High scheol teacher employed.”

POUR CHINESE CAPTURED WHILE
CROSSING INTO THE U. S.

Cuetoms Officers Were Waiting for Them

-and Arrested Them Before They Had
Walked & Dozen Steps on American
'erritory. v

For some time past it has been suspect-

ed that Chinese were being smuggled into
the United States from thig city via the
Northport 10ad.
at Northport conferred with Mr. A. N.
Paterson, tht Canadian customs officer at
the Sheep Creek station, which is located
only a short distance from the boundary
line. Mr. Paterson reported that he had
on several occasions seen suspicious look-
ing mongols lurking about the station and
he suspected that not a few were being
smuggled across the line. He advised the
American inspectors to secrete themselves
just south of the Sheep Creek station and
said he felt certain -that they would be
able to capture some contraband mon-
gols.
On Thursday night Mr. W. H. Hutchin-
son, inspecor of customs at Northport,
and Col. Walker, Chinese inspector, went
to Sheep Creek station and in the early
evening concealed themselves in some trees
just south of the boundary line at.a point
where they could see whoever crossed it.
1t was a pretty cold night and and the
vigil was not a comfortable one, but
though they shivered from the frost in
the air, they remained till after midnight.
"I'hen they saw four figures coming on
through the darkness. They were Chinese
and they glanced furtively around and
then stepped gingerly across from Can-
adian to American soil. The watchers
then knew that they had them ‘“dead to
rights * and sprang out from their place of
concealment and commanded the Chinese
to throw up their hands in the name of
the government of the United States. The
Chinese were frighteued almost out of
their wits and did not even attempt to
escape. 'T'hey submitted quietly to arrest
and were taken to Northport, and after
an examination before the United States
Distriet court, which will probably take
place in Spokane, they will be deported
undey the provisions of the Chinese Re-
striction Aect.

'Lhe leader of the gang of contraband
Chinese is said to bave cut off his queue
and allowed his bair to grow so that he
might pass tor a Japanese. He has been
in Northport several times of late and it
is suspected that this is not the first
batch of Chinese whom he has piloted
across the border. It i® thought by the
American customs authorities 'that the
capture of these four contrabands will
check for a while, at least, this kind of
smuggling.

age. The wast ore bodies in the Le Roi
uad also furmished him with an exhaust-
Jess theme for material.

My, Carr was at Capetown when the Ca-
madian contingent arrived, and the scenes
of welcome there he characterized as wild-
ly enthusiastic. At that tiune there was a
feeling of gloom in the colonly, consequent
on the reverses to British arms, and the
people feared lest Cape Colony ‘and Natal
would be overrun by the invader. Con-
sequently the coming of the colonials and
other troops was welcomed w.th delight.

Mr. Carr’s visit to South Africa was
for the purpose of organizing the ‘cable
service for all the great provincial papers
in the Unifed Kingdom. The arrange-
ments that he made with the managing
editor of the Daily Telegraph, from whom
the service wts taken over, were that-the
papers represented by Mr. Carr should
have the service for simultaneous publica-
tion, for payment of the cost of cabling.
The Daily Telegraph was to pay the cost
of sending the war correspondents and
their maintenance in the field. Among the
correspondents was Bennett Burleigh.

The syndicate of papers which Mr. Carr
formed paid the Daily Telegraph £26,000
borne by ten contributing papers. This
stroke shows of what material Mr. Carr
as a journalistic force is constituted. The
war increased the circulation of his pa-
pers about 50 per cent., which fell off
about one-half, so that there is still a per-

“ manent increase of 25 per cent. The war

also created a new set of readers. At
the same time it checked revenue to a
considerable extent as many companies
withdrew their advertisements ana pros-
pectuses. "Lhen again the paper manufac-
turers advanced the price of paper 50 per
cent., charging three cents per pound as
agamnst two cents, the former price.

Mr. Carr is a staunch upholder of free
trade principles. He cannot see that the
preferential tariff is a very beneficial in-
stitution. It is, he states, merely an evi-
dence of the affection of Canada for the
Mother country. He points out that Bri-
tain has one fixed policy—that is to buy
in the cheapest markets and sell in the
dearest. That country is richer, according
to Mr. Carr, which can secure most for its
goody than that which makes its inhab-
itants consume the most costly. The great
political danger menacing Canada, Mr.
Carr contends, is the growth of protection.
It is as Shakespeare says: ‘“An appetite
that grows on that on which it feeds.”
As soon as the manufacturer gets a taste
of protection he wents more;’ he wants
noprotection that does mot protect him.
He considers it fatuity to protect the man-
ufacturers at the sacrifice of the great ag-
ricultural elemenmt, ° :
_ Asked regarding the reported proposed
imposition of duty om beet sugar coming
into England, Mr. Carr scouted the idea,
If anything of the kind were proposed it
would more probably be a tax on all sorts
of sugar indiscriminately. As he pointed
out before, England must not resent any
nation’s ability te turn out goods at more
teasonable prices than she can herself.
“She takes as she can get,” and he be-
lieved “‘that to be one of the sources of
her greatness. The cheap rate at which
Sugar was received in KEngland was 7ze-
sponsible for the establishment of innu-

merable manufacturing, industries such as_

confect onery, preserves, -and- other im-
Portant ingredients. As regards thesmuch-
talked-of decademce of britain, Mr. Carr
8ald that the people were happier, more
contented, more prosperous, and the coun-
ity wealthier, than ever before.
Questioned about Senator Morgan’s An-
#lophobe speech in the United States sen-
te the other day, Mr. Carr smiled
and remarked that it- was not in the
Power of such as he to sever the friend-

The New Star vVisible in the Rossland
Heavens in the Early WKvening.

Nova Persei, or the new star ot the

.| consteilation named Perseus, has been

creating 2 stir among astronomers, and
has been lately noticed in the Kastern

.| papers. It is spoken of as being of nrst-

class magnitude. 'Dhat is to say, that its
lustre is as vright as any of the ‘tixed
stars. I'his was the case when it was
discovered, but at the present moment
it has faded and 1s now only shining
with a second-class lustre, with about
the same brightness as Polaris, the North
Star. It can easily be found by first look-
ing for the North star, and then by look-
ing for the Great Bear, commonly known
on the American continent as the Dipper.
1'he last two stars in thel Dipper are
known as the pointers, because if a line
be drawn between the two and prolonged
onward it will find the North star. if
this line be turther prolonged it will come
into the constellation Cassiopexia, known
as the Chair, from a rude resemblance to
that common article. Just above this will
be founa the three brght stars of Che

constellation Perseus, forming a small bow
lor arc with the convex side toward the
| borizon. On the side of the arc furthest
' away from the Pole star will be found the
‘star, shining now with the brillancy ot
the others of the arec.

There are two points wn conjunction
with - this novel appearance in tue arma-
ment which are of interest. The bright
star Capella is one of the few whose dis-
tance from the earth has been approx-
immated. Ubservations taken six months
apart when fhe earth is separated by
twice its distance from the sun or 1i90.-
000,000 miles, show a slight variation n
the position of (apella. A fine calcula-
tion has approxmmiated this as meaning
that Capella is at such a distance irom
the earth that a message travelling at
, the speed of light, 182,000 miles per sec-
ond, would reach the star in fifty years.
And yet Capella is one of the” nearest
of the stars to the earth.
| The other point is that the star of
Perseus which is the closest” to Capella,
vhe end of the bow farthest from Polaris.
1s the star Algol. This star was so
nanied by the Arabs, and signifies n ther
tongue, *“I'he Wonderful.” Algol 18 a
variable star, shining sometimes so faint
that it 1s almost telescopic, and yet at
“other times is of the second magnitude
It would seem as if there 1s a fiare-up
occasionally on the star, and the con-
Hagration is visible to the earth’s inhab-
iants. The variation in lustre is not
due to its approach and ‘recession irom
the earth, as in that case there would
probably be a parallex or shifting of it
relative position with regard to the solar
system.

Whether Nova is just such a star as
its neighbor Algol, whether its brilhancy
is due to a collision, or whether 1t 1s
simply a tremendous explosion of hydro-
sen gas has not yet been determined by
the astronomers.

MR. §. W. HALL INSPECTED THE
OLD IRONSIDES.

Ledge Found in the Cascade and 1t 1ls
Fifteen Feet Wide—Ross.and Bonanza
Vein, Etec.

Mr. 8. W. Hall reiurned on Sunday
night from a visit to the Pvundary eoun-
try and the Norway miountain section.
He went to the Boundary for the purpose
of examining the Bruace group near Mid-
way and while there took advantage of
the opportunity to inspect the mines in
the Phoenix camp. In the Bruce group he
found a very nice showing of chalcopyrite
ore. There has not been enough work
done to determine the extent of the prop-
erties, although it is a very fair looking
prospect. The city of Greenwood is tak-
ng on a very prosperous aspect since the
smelter began operations and a number of
properties are being operated in the
Deadwood camp. He met Mr. Laidlaw of

the Pyritic smelter and the latter said .

the work ot construction was making ex-
cellent progress and he expected the plant
would be ‘‘blown mm” some time next
month. He examined the pian and thinks
it is a very good one. ' There is consid-
erable ore in th: bungers*and elsewhere
ready to be reduced when the piant be-
g.ns operations. . :

*I think that Phoenix,” he sald, “if the
vasues hold out, is certain to be the great-
est mining camp in British Columbia. .ur
W. Y. Williams, the -general manager,
very kindly showed me through the Uld
Ironsides and I certainly saw the largest
body- of ore that I ever gazed on in my
life. There is nothing like it in Butte,
which is famous for its big ore bodies. [
travelled from the footwall of the v€in to
the hanging wall, a distance of 700 feet,
and was in ore all the way., From the
end of the 300-foot leve] a diamond drill
was driven down for 600 feet and was in
ore all the way. Oae can travel from  the
end line of the claim to the other, a dis-
tance of 1,500 feet, and be in ore all the
way. They are now driving from the 200-
fgt level of the Old lronsides into the

ob Hill. In the latter mine this drift,
in a little while, will be on the 800-foot
level in 200-foot blocks. 'These blocks
about equal an acre in size. From this it
Wwill be seen how extensive the ore bodies
m these two mines are. isesides these
two mines there are the Brooklyn, the
Stemwinder, the Grey Bagle and other
properties with very large showings of
ore. 1 think that if they had the smelter
capacity in the Bounwary that Phoenix
would soon beat Rosslund in tonnage, but
this will not be the case this year.

“On returning to Gladstone I got off
for the purpose of visiting the Cascade
and the Bonanza No. 2. I had a hard
trip, as the snow is soft and snowshoeing
is thérefore aifficuit. I found both prop-
erties 1n first-class condition. I found the
tunnel on the Bonanza in 175 feethand still
in ore of a shipping grade. The vein has
been cut in the tunnel of the Cascade.
The vein on the tunnel level is about 15
feet wide. Assays are being made of the
ore from both properties. These properties

will both be ready to ship before - the-

wagon road gets in there. On the dump
of the Bonanza there is now 300 tons of
selected ore ready for shipment. The ore
shoot, on the Cascade, which is practical-
ly ready for stoping, is about 450 feet in
length. A wagon road should be immedi-
ately built over which to transport the
ore from these as well as other properties
in that vicinity to the roadway.

The Bursting of a Water Pipe Canses a
Cataract to Descend Washington Street.

Local officials are to be appomt
ed by Rdssia:ana no other foreigners than
Russ.ans are to be appointed to the posi
tions, (‘hinese forces, army and navy in
Northern China to be drilied by no other
foreigners than Russians.

Dr. R. W. Jakes;, provincial - health
officer for the Boundary, has gquarantined
the building in which the cases were first
discovered and is doing everything pos-
sible to prevent its spread. 'L'bere were
about 160 men sleeping in the Granby
bunkhouse. There is no varioloid Whas-
ever within the limits of the corporation
of the city of Phoenix, the mine build-
ings being on the outside. The city coun-
cil is active, however, and with tne city
health officer, Dr. Gordon, is taking steps
to prevent the spread of the disease. 'he
cases thus far are of the mildest type,
and it is not believed there will be any
serious consequences,
