Amencan Correspondent Paints Vivid Pem~Picture of Some

Brussels, Sept. 3 (by mail).—While
the German cavalry sergeant was tell-
ing me his story our train, which car-
ried about 1,400 soldiers, was creep-
ing along, and making long stops ev-
ery few minutes, it seemed.
