For Chapped SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

4 NY PERSON who is the sole head of a 
jfx family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
ere< t a house worth $300.00.

Mr. Fisher read a letter he had re­
ceived from Mayor J . M. Paterson of 
Paris urging action by the govern­
ment. The gas people, said Mayor 
Paterson, had stated in January that 
steps would be taken at once to purify 
the gas at Paris and Galt, and that 
they expected to have the work done 
inside of a month. At the end of that 
time they had said the plant was 
partly ready. Now they stated that 
they could not tell when the gas 
would be purified, but thought :t 
would not be until well on in the 
summer as they were now experiment­
ing with purifiers.

"My own personal experience,” 
wrote Mayor Paterson, "is that it is 
impossible to stand the odor and 
fumes for heating or domestic pur­
poses. There has been a number of 
cases of sickness which the doctors 
claim are from the effects of the gas. 
Quite a number of people have been 
forced to take out the gas and install 
coal stoves. Others who cannot af­
ford a change have been forced to put 
up with the stuff we are being sup­
plied with. ”

“Now these people are either going 
to purify some time or else they are 
simply trying to put one on us,” said 
Mr. Fisher.

“These men know they cannot pur­
ify,” said Mr, Kerr of Chatham. “It 
is a commercial impossibility. We 
spent $30,000 in Chatham trying 
do it and had the services of the 
best engineers in America, but it was 
a failure.

Westminster—Her Majesty’s 

Gifts.
Queen Alexandra and Princes> \ ic- 

toria paid a visit on Tuesday evening 
to the King Edward Labor Tent of 
the Church Army, in Chadwick street. 
London, which is set in the dark and 
narrow network of thoroughfares ad­
jacent to \\ cstminster Abbey.

The royal party inspected the vari­
ous departments of the tent, going 
first to the kitchen, where Queen Al­
exandra stirred some ot the food. 1 he 
wood-saw in g shed was next inspected, 
and the party, headed by Prebendary 
Carlilc, proceeded to a lent set apart 
for meetings and religious services. 
Here took place a pretty little cere­
mony. The whole of the 130 inmates 
of the tent were each presented by 
Queen Alexandra with a warm shirt 

j and a pair of knitted woollen socks. 
O11 top of each parcel her Majesty 
also placed a shilling.

Calling for “hands up” to show who 
were old soldiers in the gathering. 
Prebendary NCarlile ascertained that 
about a third of the men present had 
served in the ranks, some for as long 
as twelve years.

At the close of the distribution Pre­
bendary Carlile asked if any one of 
the inmates of the tent would like to 
return thanks, when one of the work­
ing men ro>e and said : "I thank your 
Majesty on behalf of everybody here 
for your great kindness.” This was 
followed by cheers.

Prebendary Car­
lile closed with prayer, and then the 
National Anthem was joined in by 
all present. Queen Alexandra and 
the other members of the royal party 
were then photographed in the tent, 
and her Majesty’s parting words on 
leaving were : ‘T have enjoyed my­
self very much.
