The reduction of Antwerp, how­
ever, was but a step in this direc­
tion. The renewed activity on the 
part of the Belgian field force, 
which was interned in the fort­
ress, concurrent with the forcible 
advance of the Franco-British 
troops before and north of Lille, 
has proved an effective counter­
stroke to the exertions of the in­
vader^ in Belgium.

STORY OF ATTACK ON PRZEMYSL
TOLD BY AN AMERICAN CONSUL NEW DRIVEWAY WILL

BERLIN, Oct. 19, via London, 
Oct. 20.—American Ambassador 
Gerard has arranged for the re­
lease and departure of all Eng­
lishmen in Germany over the age 
of fifty-five, including clergymen 
and physicians. They will leave 
for England via Holland.

Julius G. Lay, the American 
cdnsul-general in Berlin, has re­
turned here from a visit of inspec­
tion to the officers prison camp 
at Torgau, Saxony. He says that 
the officers, with soldiers as their 
servants, run their own mess, of„ 
which 'the Frenchmen, with tra­
ditional Gallic culinary skill, have 
taken charge. The officers play 
tennis and football, but are not 
permitted to have liberty in the 
town. The general commanding 
explained that this was because 
the anti-English feling was so 
high he feared that the British of­
ficers would be mobbed if they 
left the limits of the fortress.

The captured officers have few 
complaints, according to Mr. Lay, 
and are chiefly anxious in regard 
to their speedy return to their 
regiments. The consul was able 
from various officers of regiments 
to learn the fate of a number of 
officers carried oia^the British list 
as missing. This one had been 
seen to fall; another one had' been 
bflried, while still another was 
known to, have been taken to a 
hospital. Eleven reported among

the dead were found tmwounded 
among the prisoners at Torgau. 
The German feeling toward the 
French is far different than to­
ward the British. The consul wit­
nessed an example in a French 
surgeon who, crippled from rheu­
matism and over-exertion, was be­
ing repatriated via Switzerland 
While he was being carried past 
the consul under the escort of a 
soldier, an accompanying officer 
stopped the soldier, ordered -him 
to unfix hisj bayonet, and said: 
“Remember he is not your pris­
oner and that you are his servant. 
See him safely to the Swiss fron­
tier and allow nobody to molest 
him.”
A correspondent of The Zeitung 
Am Mittag, who entered Pr?e- 
mysl after a four nays motor ride 
over unspeakable roads, learned 
the story of the siege on that 
place. The first shots were fired 
on September 18. the city was 
surrounded on the 20th, and an 
unbroken bombardment, with 
many desperate sorties, ensued - 
until October 2 when the Russians 
sent a white flag and demanded 
the city’s surrender. This was 
fused.

The àttack reached its height on 
Oct. 5. The Russians seemed ut­
terly contemptuous of death and 
stormed again and again. They 
seemed to have learned much 
from the Japanese war. for they 
attacked with great skill.

The men seemed specially train­
ed for fortress work. -Hills of 
corpses outside of the works tes­
tify to the furious attacks they 
made. The Austrians estimate that 
40,000 men fell and many prison­
ers have been taken.

A by-law for the construction of a 
park" driveway, the main object ofThe Russians

which at the present time, was to pro­
vide work for the unemployed, was 
put through at the City Council last 
evening. It followed joint action by 
various committees including those 
from the parks hoard, water commis­
sion and board of Works. The scheme 
has been mooted for several years 
past, but thé present time looked es­
pecially opportune for fhe completion 
of the work. It was announced at thex 
City Council that road-making mach­
inery would be eliminated largely and 
the cutting and grading would be done 
chiefly by labor. Just how many men 
can be employed was not announced, 
hut there is a big cut to be made in 
the rear of the O. I. B. and grading 
right to West Mill street to Jubilee 
Terrace, thence along the West Brant 
ford dyke. This should take a large 
number of men to whom it is proposed 
to pay $1.40 per day. and to keep them 
busy until winter weather becomes scf 
severe as to stop the work. The total 
cost of the driveway is estimated at 
something over $27,000. To this 
amount the. Parks Board will donate 
$500 out ,of its regular appropria­
tion and' the City Treasurer announ­
ced a method whereby-qsractical finan­
cing could be carried out.

There was considerable discussion 
on the matter until it. was finally 
agreed that jhe driveway was the only' 
practical means of providing work for 
the unemployed. Sidewalks, sewers, 
streets, etc... were all on th frontage 
tax and work in this direction could 
not be arranged as an emergency.

London Experts Claim German Movement Has

With Envelopment by the Britisheid & Brown : The Russians were still in con­

THE SITUATION.
What a great navy i.t is khat Great 

Britain has built up. The fleet of no
other country in the world, or com­
bined countries, could accomplish 
what it has done in keeping the seas 

for the transportation of menopen
and commerce and. in bottling up into 
the bargain the second largest flotilla
of war leviathans, but not content 
with this, she is now giving a helping 
hand on land by shelling thg Kaiser’s 
troops from off the coast of Belgium. 
Maybe the Allies allowed the foe to 
get thus far for just this purpose. 
Whether they did or no, the fact re­
mains that the Germans will speedily 
learn to respect the prowess and 
marksmanship of British Jack Tars, 
just as keenly as they have now been 
taught to respect like qualities in the 
case of Tommy Atkins. The Germans 
are stated to be now bringing up 
heavy artillery in the region affected. 
That will mean some more very fierce 
fighting, with a further tremendous 
casualty list. In that portion of the 
theatre of war in which the French 
are acting alone they also seem to be 
doing well.

The Russians are pushing forward 
five hundred thousand more troops to 
help deal with the German dash to­
wards Warsaw, and it seems to be 
certain that Turkey is about to jump 
into the fray because of her dread of 
Russia. If so, that may mean other 
countries getting into the maelstrom— 
a maelstrom deliberately brought 
about by the Kaiser and his waj- lords.

In the latter regard it is worthy of 
note that Prime Minister Asquith, in 
recently speaking ât a great recruiting 
meeting in Cardiff, made the state­
ment that two years ago Great Britain 
made the solemn declaration to the 
Fatherland that she “would neither 
make or join in any unprovoked at­
tack upon Germany.”

|By Special Wire to the Courier]
PARIS, Oct. 20.—(6.20 a.m.)— 

Increasing satisfaction was shown 
by the people of Paris to-day on 
reading the latest reports from 
the front. These indicate that the
allies are continuing their .opera­
tions, the character of which are 
clearly offensive, and which, in 
the opinion of French observers, 
promise the best results. The ac- ' 
tion of the Belgian army and of a 
squadron of British warships in 
repulsing an attack by the enemy 
is a subject of particularly favor­
able comment

The public was equally, if not 
more, gratified with the announce­
ment of the situation in Alsace, 
This was the first time in some 
days that the War Office has indi­
cated definitely the French posi­
tions. It is now seen that French 
troops have almost reached , the 
outlet of the valleys leading to 
the plains of the river 111, which 
flows north through Alsace and 
empties into ihe Rhine. The 
French now consider that they are 
fitly established in Alsace on ter­
ritory doubly dear to them. Word 
has been received also that the 
Germans are hastily preparing 
new defensive works 
Strassburg and digging innumer­
able trenches in front of this city. 
Vineyards have been levelled by 
the German engineers in the car­
rying out of this work.

The fighting in the vicinity of 
Lille has been watched with deep 
interest here, ahd it is hoped that

Poor Old England
London Chronicle 

The following news which--has been

ROME, Monday.
Telegrams from Berlin on the sub­

The “consternation and dismay” of 
the whole English people is depicted 
with vivid coloring. In certain politi­
cal circles in London, it is sgid the 
resignation of Mr. Winson Churchill 
is expected. The Commander in Chief 
of the' British Fleet “is td be tried for 
incapacity.” the organ of the Labor 
party demands “that the whole Cab­
inet shall be .impeached for participa­
tion in the war.”

These Berlin telegrams go on to 
cite supposed statements from a Lon­
don paper, described as the “Evening 
Post." This paper is represented to 
have said : ‘We have lost our couragë, 
which means that we have lost all.”

The “Daily Chronicle” is- quoted as 
having given ^Iterance to the follow­
ing: “Only the most brilliant achieve­
ment of our fleet can cancel the 
crushing impression, but we have not 
the confidence to believe in such a 
feat."—Reuter.

The Daily Chronicle has never made 
any such remark.

How He Would Hit Back

THE TRENCHES
[By Special Wire to the Courier]
AT THE BATTLE FRONT, 

via Paris. Oct 20—On the eastern 
wing along the Meuse heavy fight­
ing is incessant and in this the 
French artillery is playing a piost 
important part.

A. JARVIS, D. O. S.In spite of the hard times, there 
seems to be money on the market 
whenever there is a good prospect in 
view. This has been brought out by 
more than one auction sale of the past 
few weeks, and the sale a the farm of 
Frank Snider is a case in point. Good 
cattle there brought excellent prices, 
and it was no exception for a cow of a 
good grade to bring in $120. They 
were not pure-breds, just simply use­
ful cows, and prices ruled from $100 
to $125. \

Indications seem to point to a gen­
eral rise in the price of good live 
stock. The ordinary horse with no 
special points is cheap enough at the 
moment, as it usually is with the ap­
proach çf winter, but there is no de­
preciation in the value of the horse of 
merit. The fact that the War Office 
has taken several thousand horses has 
led to increasing vaines, and the 
spring may see seme high prices for 
good horses.

Long before the downfall of this band, 
other organizations, among them the 
Co-operative Society of Sicily, with 
headquarters in Prince street, and the 
Roma Cônstruction Company, with Carlo 
Constant! and Antonio Passananti as 
heads; both-; friends of Lupo, were 
started; Their downfall was simlritane- 
ons-with that of Lupo and Morello.
