Paris, April 16.—Germany suffered another crushing blow upon the western front to­

day when 40 miles of the strongest part of her line were wrested from her with an estimated loss 
of nearly 100,000 killed, wounded and prisoners. All France hails the victory as a brilliant 
demonstration of the skill of her generals and the courage of her troops.

Measured by thp amount of territory freed, the victory does not compare with the 
Somme offensive, which opened a month ago, but viewed from the amount of destruction done 
to the enemy’s armetf forces and the damage to his military prestige, it is a far greater success. 
Here there can be no question either of a previously planned retreat or a surprise. The enemy 
expected an attack and made every preparation to defeat it.

From Soissons to Craonne the German line runs along a series of hills of an average 
height of 500 feet, with deep valleys between. The attackers advanced up the valleys under a 
cross-fire from each flank, but the artillery curtain, on a new plan invented by a British gen­
eral was so effective that the operation was carried out at less cost than might be expected.

’ The weak point of the German line is from Craonne to Rheims, where the ground is more 
level Here the attack made more progress and the danger of a rupture of the line became so 
imminent that the Germans threw in all available reserves. The reserves were smashed by 
the French artillery which kept close on the heels of the waves of infantry. , The result of to­
day’s operations is that the great western battle has now joined along a front of close to 150 
miles more than one third of the mighty line from Switzerland to the sea.

It is understood that the Dominion Government 
about to purchase from the New England Company all 
of their rights in what is known as the “Glebe Lot.”

This property faces on the front of the Hamilton 
Road—in continuation of Colborne Street—and is of about 
160 acres in extent, running back to the canal. The land 
previously belonged to the Six Nations Indians and 
granted by them to the New England Company in trust, 
with residence for a Missionary. On behalf of the Six 
Nations the claim was urged that as the trust had not 
been carried out, the land became theirs once more.

It has now, however, been agreed between all parties 
that the government shall buy out the rights of the New 
England Company.

The government will no doubt offer this land for sale 
either in parcels or as a whole.

An excellent opportunity is thus presented for the 
City to acquire the property or a portion of it for indus­
trial purposes.

“The increasing armament of our 
mercantile marine has made submar­
ines far more cautious, and more 
submerged attacks are taking place. 
Of course this has ohe advantage, in­
asmuch as the raiders must depend 
upon their torpedoes for such at­
tacks, and, being able to carry only 
a limited number, must return to 
port sooner than when they made 
their attacks from the surface.

“Against a submerged attack a 
host of small* craft forms the best 
protection. We can use everything 
from destroyers to tugs of any size. 
The danger of showing a periscope 
when the submarine 
bomb dropped on it, or be rammed, 
is one which our enemy does not like 
to face. But these craft must be us­
ed in the zone where submarines op­
erate, and such a zone is hardly like­
ly to be extended to the American 
coast.

Aprij 16.—President 
Wilson in a proclamation addressed 
to his fellow countrymen last night, 
said:

managers,or operative employees, let 
me say that the railways are the ar­
teries of the nation’s life and that 
upon them rests the immense respon­
sibility of seeing to it that these 
arteries suffer no obstruction of any 
kind, na inefficiency or slackened 
power. To the merchant, let me sug­
gest the motto: 
quick service’; and to the ship build­
er the thought that the life of the 
war depends on him. The food and 
the war supplies must be carried 
across the seas no matter how many 
ships are sent to the bottom.

“Let me suggest also that every­
one who creates or cultivates a gar­
den helps and helps greatly to solve 
the problem of the feeding of the na­
tions; and that every house wife, 
who practices strict economy, puts 
herself in the ranks of those who 
serve the naNon. This is the time 
for America to correct her unpardon­
able fault of wastefulness and ex­
travagance."

In closing his appeal the Presi­
dent asked all editors and publishers 
to give wide publicity to the state­
ment, asked advertising agencies to 
distribute it freely and suggested 
that clergymen of the country make 
it the subject “of comment and hom­
ily from their pulpits.”

“The time is short.” continued the 
President, “it is of the utmost im­
perative importance that everything 
possible be done and done immedi­
ately to make sure of large harvests.
I call upon young men and old alike 
and upon the able-bodied boys of 
the land to accept and act upon this 
duty—to turn in hosts to the farms 
and make certain that no pains and 
no labor is lacking in this great mat­
ter.

The Excess Profits Tax has proven 

particularly successful and returns 
from this source have been much be­
yond what Sir Thomas White first 
estimated. When he imposed this tax 
the Finance Minister estimated it 
would produce about thirty-five mil­
lion dollars during the full period of 
three years over which it extends— 
an average of twelve million dollars 
yearly. The tax being retroactive, 
this year's taxation was collected 
upon the accounting period corre­
sponding roughly to the first year of 
the war. At that time business was 
very much depressed and dislocated. 
Sub-normal business conditions not­
withstanding it is estimated that 
the tax will produce for the first 
year period at least fourteen million 
dollars, and possibly fifteen millions.

The statement reads : “On the

Wheat Placed on
Canadian Free List

Action Taken by Canadian Government to Secure U. S. 
Market lor Lower Grades of Dominion Grain

Ottawa, April 10.—War has créât- lower grades, 
ed in Canada a condition which has 
determined the Dominion govern­
ment to take such action as will se­
cure for Canadian farmers a mar­
ket in the United States for their 
wheat of the lower grades. The 
government has. accordingly. Sir 
Thomas White, Minister of Finance, 
announced today, passed an order- 
in-Council under the authority of 
the War Measures Act providing that 
wheat, wheat flour and semolina 
shall be ‘‘transferred to the list of 
goods which may be imported into 
Canada free of duty.”

By so doing it automatically se­
cures the free admission of Cana­
dian wheat, wheat flour, semolina 
and other wheat products into the 
United States under a section of the 
Wilson-Underwood Tariff of 1913.
The section of the United States tar­
iff provides that “wheat shall he 
subject to a duty of 10 cents a 
bushel, wheat flour shall be subject 
to a duty of 45 cents per barrel of 
196 pounds, and semolina and other 
products of wheat not especially 
provided for in this section 10 per 
cent, ad valorem when imported di­
rectly or indirectly from any coun­
try, dependency or other sub-divi­
sion of govenment which imposes 
a duty on wheat, wheat flour or 
semolina imported from the United 
States.”

Large quantities of 
this wheat ol last year’s crop are 
reported to be still unsold.

A recent estimate placed the visi­
ble supply in the country at more 
than one hundred million bushels, as 
compared with some thirty-five mil­
lion bushels required for seed, feed, 
and to supply the needs of domestic 
mills. Of the quantity 29,087,805 
bushels were stored in Interior, ter­
minal and port elevators.

»
U. S. Prices Higher 

Enquiries made from the grain 
commissioners of Canada and other 
sources have satisfied the Finance 
Minister that prices now prevailing 
in Canada for grain of the lower 
crades are much lower than those 
obtaining in the United States, 

investigationIn fact, showed
grounds for the belief that advantage 
was being taken of the situation to 
keep those prices below the figure 
which market prices warranted. It 
further disclosed that Canadians 
were selling their wheat in the Uni­
ted States, notwithstanding the dut­
ies imposed upon it by the United 
States tariff. For these reasons the 
Government has concluded that, at 
a time when an appeal is being made 
for Increased agricultural product­
ion to provide foodstuffs for Great 
Britain and her allies, the Canadian 
farmers should be given access to 
the markets of the United States in 
lieu of tlie markets in Great Britain 
and on the European continent, 
which were formerly open to them.

The order-in-Council was signed 
by the Governor-General yesterday 
afternoon, and notice has been sent 
to all Canadian ports of entry that 
its provisions shall become opera­
tive to-morrow.

Reasons for Action.
The decision of the government to 

place wheat and the wheat products 
mentioned upon the free list was 
reached after an investigation by 
Sir Thomas White and Hon. Arthur 
Meighen, and was concurred in by 
Sir Robert Borden and his two col­
leagues. Hon. Robert Rogers and 
Hon. J. D. Hazen, who arc with liini 
in England.

Before the outbreak of the present 
war Canadian wheat of all grades 
■was in demand in Great Britain and 
in European countries for milling 
purposes. Hence action which might 
lead to the loss of identity of Cana­
dian grain or to its being mixed 
with the somewhat softer varieties 
grown in the United States was not 
then considered desirable. The war 
and the entry of the United States in 
it have, however, lee :o a pooling of 
food supplies of the continent and 
introduced a new element into this 
long discussed question.

Amsterdam, April 16.—via Lon­
don—Premier Tisza of Hungary is 
quoted in a Budapest despatch as 
having said in the House of Mag­
nates:

“As regards the question of the 
United States we have had occasion 
to express our point of view. Since, 
as I have previously pointed out, the 
United States, to our regret, declared 
itself in a state of war with Ger­
many. the logical conclusion neces­
sarily had to be drawn. That is a 
precise and concrete fact having no 
need of explanation. I should make 
a mistake if I added any explana­
tion.”

Premier Tisza’s statement was 
made in reply to an interpellation by 
Count Anton Zigray. Speaking of 
Russia, the premier said:

“The situation is very clear. No 
one thinks of interfering in the in­
ternal affairs of the Russian state. 
The events which have taken place 
in Russia have changed in no way 
our interpretation of the aims of the 
monarchy and the nation in this 
war. I think that if now by any 
fresh statement I were to repeat the 
completely clear declarations already 
made by the allied (Central) pow­
ers I should not be strengthening 
our position, but only weakening it, 
and I should not be favoring the 
cause of peace, which we all have 
before our eyes, but on the contrary 
should perhaps be compromising it. 
Consequently I beg the House to con­
tent itself with this statement.”

British Headquarters in France. 
April 16—via London-—Further de­
tails of the fighting yesterday show 
lhe desperate character of several 
German attacks on the new British 
positions. The attack which was es­
sayed from both sides of Queant and 
temporarily pierced the British line 
at Lagnicourt. was exceptionally 
bitter. It began at 4.3V o’clock Sun­
day morning and continued tor three 
hours without interruption. British 
advanced posts were driven in, but 
the support units joined the issue 
with the Germans.

Many hand-to-hand encounters fol­
lowed. There was also more actual­
ly aimed rifle shooting than for 
many months. During this fire the 
Germans fell in clumps. They at­
tempted to seek cover behind bushes 
and in small thickets. The British 
fired into these with good results. 
When the reserves came up at last, 
the Germans broke into full flight.

Hundreds of them were caught in 
their own wire entanglements as 
they attempted to regain their 
trenches and killed by scores.

Prisoners were taken along the 6 
mile front of the German attack, 
more than 500 being brought in.

There was fighting all day about 
Monchy le Preux, east of Arras, 
which already had witnessed some 
of the bloodiest encounters since the 
battle of Arras began Monchy, in Its
