SERBS ALSO ADVANCE
by the absolute collapse of Russia as 
a belligerent power, vast numbers of 
•German veterans had been rushed 
to the western front and been given . I 
intensive training for the offensive 
by which the Teutonic war lords 
dreamed that they might force upon 
the world a German peace. Ger­
many made no secret of her inten­
tion. It was known that great bod­
ies of men and tremendous stores of 
munitions had been concentrated at 
strategic points behind the German 
lines. It was even known where the 
Germans would launch their first 
attack, and for weeks before March 
21, the eyes of the Allies had been 
fixed on the long curving tine from 
La Fere-to Arras as the stage where 
the first act of the great drama 
would -be enacted.

Moving with a swiftness that car­
ried concern to every Entente na­
tion, the German forces swept over 
the British lines in Picardy and roll­
ed westward like a tidal wave during 
the closing days of March until at 
last the Briteh reached positions 
where they could stand at bay and the 
French had come to form a living 
wall before the gray clad hosts of 
the German emperor. Then the of­
fensive stopped.

Hardly had ft been checked than 
the 'line between Lens and Tyres was 
attacked by the Germans and again 
the British lines swayed backward.
This advance of the enemy weint un­
til it reached the high ground to the 
southwest of Ypïes and then it, too, 
was stopped by the stubborn fight­
ing of the Allied armies.

A pause followed for nearly a 
mouth and then on May 2’7, the Ger­
mans suddenly broke through the 
French lines north of the Aisne 
River, and smashed their way south­
ward until they had reached the 

i Marne over a front east of Chateau 
Thierry.

■No sooner' had the momentum of 
this drive been taken up by the yield­
ing defense of the French troops 
than a new assault was made by the 
•Germans, who this time tried to

“Our progress east of Essigny-le- 
Grand has been accentuated and 
prisoners have been taken. Artillery 
has been maintained in the region 
of St. Quentin and north of the 
Aisne. The day was calm on the 
rest of the front.

“Eastern theatre, Sept. 19.—In 
suite of the vigorous resistance of 
the enemy rearguards, the offensive 
between the Cerna and Vardar Riv­
ers continued to progress to-day. 
Allied cavalry have reached the 
reg’on of Poloshko. Serbian forces 
have gained a foothold oil the left- 
bank of the Cerna in the region of 
Dunye.

“The Serbians have succeeded in 
accentuating their progress in the 
direction of Konopishta, where they 
have traversed exceedingly difficult 
ground on the fange of hills between 
the Belashnitsa River and 
Boshava.

“French and Greeks have taken 
the village of Tushin and have gain­
ed a foothold on the town of Dzena.

"Because of difficult communica­
tions over the vast amount of ground 
covered by the operation it is not 
possible as yet to estimate the num­
ber of prisoners taken, but it is 
known that 5.000 prisoners and 80 
cannon have been captured.

Construction of Field Guns in Central France Has Been Practically Revolutionized 
By Inventions and Dev ices Brought to Aid of Allies by United StatesGIVE! GIVE! GIVE!

“Commiesion for Relief of 

Belgium" painted in huge 
letters on the side of the 
steamer “Ashmorç” was an 
object of derision for the 
German submarine com­
mander who sank the vessel 
off Kentish Knock. Most of 
the crew were at breakfast, 
while the boatswain 
chief engineer were patrol­
ling the after-deck.

Prees)—American ingenuity to fast 
making itself felt in the construction 
of field guns in the vast workhouse 
of the ordnance branch of the Ameri­
can army here.

One of the American designs 
which has won strong favor with the 
French experts is the “split trailer” 
which extends hack of the gun from 
the wheels down"' to the ground. 
From the earliest days of gunnery 
this trailer has been a single piece. 
But the Americans have split it in 
two from the ground up, so that two 
great legs spread out backward 
from a cannon.

The results have been astoni. hlng, 
permitting an ordinary field piece to 
be elevated it» 80 degrees, or almost 
straight up.

The American design has 
been adopted as the standard French 
model, and it is going into all the 
new guns made at French arsenals. 
Official photographs made by 'the 
ordnance branch are now going for­
ward for public exhibition in Ameri­
ca showing this split trailer firing 
at an elevation of 73.40 degrees.

Here could be seen also every form 
of the death-dealing machine-gun 
which became such a formidable 
weapon in the present war.

Press despatch from Reuter’s Lim­
ited).—The severe German defeat 
recorded by Field Marshal Haig is 
the culminating operation of 
uninterupted séries of concerted en­
gagements of the' past eight, days. 
Its chief impoftance\lies in the fact 
that the advanced;-, defencesof the 
Hindenburg line west and northwest 
of St. Quentin have been broken 
down. The new front borders almost 
everywhere the ' Hindenburg line, 
except west of St. Quentin, where the 
town is girdled by a most powerful 
défensive system completed on ' the 
east and south by a double water­
line of the canal and the Somme. 
Narrow gullies and sunken roads 
constitute further formidable ob­
stacles. The positions taken by the 
British form a network of wooded 
hills commanding the Cambrai-St. 
Quentin road and further loss of 
ground here will constitute a further 
breach qf the Hindenburg line.

Meanwhile, General Mangin, on 
the right, is indomitably hammer­
ing the great St. Gobain position, 
central pillar. of the enemy line, 
while the Americans are preparing 
to turn the southernmost Hinden­
burg bastion at Metz, giving promise 
of most momentous operations next 
month.

Demobilization Schemes are 
Now Being Formulated 1 September Sale of

(From London Times)
A scheme for the demobilization of 

the army after the declaration of 
peace has been prepared by the war 
office in conjunction with the Minis­
try of Labor. It has been rehearsed 

France, Aug. 29. by small bodies of troops and closely 
watched by many competent military 
observers for flaws of detail.

On the invitation of the Army 
Council a representative of the Times 
was present at one of these rehear­
sals on experimental dispersals. It 
took place at a camp not very far 
from London, and occupied 24 hours. 
In that time a number of men went 
through the process of being freed 
from the army and returned to civil 
life. They remained soldiers; they 
were but acting g parj;, 
thing was done under th 
cipline and with the same attention 
to particulars as would have obtain­
ed ij the men bad been indeed carry­
ing the laurels and emolument of 
one form of service into another. 

Principles of Scheme 
Before following them through the 

process of release it may be as well 
to describe the principles of the 
scheme. Above everything it recog­
nizes that ours is a citizen army, and 
that citizens are men with homes. 
Then it is based1 on the assumption 
that men who have sacrificed Bo 
much for the sake of their 
country are entitled to all consider­
ation which can be allowed them 
consistently with the common good.

One such consideration i@ a holi­
day at the nation’s expense. Funda­
mentally, it realizes that there would 
be no kindness to the individual and 
no advantage to the community in 
forgetting that the soldier has to 
earn his livting after resting awhile 
from his military labors. Not mili­
tary conveniencex but social recon­
struction is the mainspring of the 
scheme. The Army Council and the 
labor ministry are alKes. The result 
of their co-operation should be that 
every man now under arms will be 
able to find a job as soon as he 

a wants one; and that the soldier-beg­
gar, who was so familiar a figure 
to. our forefathers in the eighteenth 
and nineteenth centuries, will not be 
an object of patronage and charity 
to-day. The need of labor in individ­
ual industries will serve to a large 
extent as a guide to the demobilizing 
officers in the first instance; but men 
who have been actually in the field 
for two or three years will not have 
to wait long for their discharge, and 
spedtal and early care will be taken 
to get employment for survivors of 
the old army. But demobilization 
plans aim at placing every man. It 
need hardly be pointed out how em­
ployers and others can help to this 
end when the great opportunity of 
peace arrives.

Dropping Equipment 

Of the men who took part In the 
rehearsal, one-half were supposed to 
have just arrived from France and 
one-half from a collecting place in 
the United1 Kingdom, 
bound for homes in a certain speci­
fied district. If they had come from 
the train hungry they would have 
been fed, and if they bad been in 
need of sleep, would have been hous­
ed. A dispersal station would, have 
these comforts ready, though they 
will not be always wanted. The men 
were In full equipment, and had first 
to ltd themselves of this, 
been collected on the arrival parade 
ground, and having paraded In con­
venient order, they enter an impro­
vised office, or store, where eaich man 
received a sandbag. In this he placed 
his private belongings. At the same 
time he handed over his equipment, 
Including rifle and (presuming him 
to have come from France) his steel 
helmet and gas mask.

As to Losses
If any Important articles were 

missing—say, the rifle—the man bad 
to repair to another place to give an 
explanation, 
charge of the draft was called In to 
corroborate or comment on . the 
man’s story. A satisfactory explana­
tion ended the matter. Otherwise the 
soldier was debited on bis dispersal 
certificate with an amount corre­
sponding to the deficiency. Cases of 
this kind would be relatively few. A 
man left the equipment shed iri his 
uniform and carrying only his great­
coat and the sandbag containing his 
private belongings. The intention is 
that soldiers shall keep greatcoats on 
the conclusion of their furlough. 
Their uniforms they may wear for 28 
days after dispersal, and thereafter 
on special occasion® only.

What He Gets
The “documentation” of the man 

to a more complicated business, ,and 
lie must pass through several offices 
Defore ft Is completed. Men and wo­
men clerks however, seemed to enter 
very earnestly Into the rehearsal, and 
did their work quickly anti carefully. 
All the entries too were checked at 
a separate desk. It will be sufficient 
here to state the outcome for each 
soldier. First, he gets an out-of-work 
insurance policy securing him in the 
event of unemployment, a weekly 
sum, the magnitude of which will be 
determined later. In return for his 
dispersal certificate he receives a pro­
tection certificate, which he takes 
away with him on his four-week fur­
lough. It entities him to a sum In ad­
vance at once, the remainder of his 
deferred pay and whatever gratuities 
may be voted by the government be­
ing payable in three equal instal­
ments during the furlough on pre­
sentation of the certificate at a 
post office.

Aeroplanes carry the mails from 
Italy to Sardinio because of the 
submarines, arid Scandinavia’s doing 
the same, which is one of the ad­
vantages of being neutral. It’s all 
in a small way to-day and its held 
back because there are not enough 
planes for war purposes, let alone 
peace. The soft of planes they want 
to-d^y are observation planes, battle 
planes, bombing planes, but the sort 
they’ll want to-morrow will be mail 
planes and Atlantic greyhound plan­
es and -transport planes. Is that a 
reason for building that aerodrome 
solid, Tom?"

"Ayo,” grudged Uttley, “If you’re 
right.”

“The only thing that’s wrong,” 
said Chadwick "is that some folk 
can’t 'believe their luck and I dare 
say we’re not particularly lucky to be 
alive in the midst of a European war, 
but all the same *I’m glad I’m here 
to do my bit and I’m glad to get this 
chance.

obtaining proper statistics of the 
state of the church was 
referred to in the report 
in this connection by Archdeacon Ar 
mitage, Halifax, when he moved its 
adoption at this morning’” session of 
the General Synod. The report em­
bodied recommendations that an at­
tempt he made in the various dioces- 
ses to have statistical, forms issued up 
on the same general lines at least A 
model form of report in order to ob 
tain some uniformity in the infor­
mation supplied was also recommemd 
ed. According to the report of the 
archdeacon the state of the church 
in the diocese of Nova Scotia is fairly 
good in spite of war conditions and 
disaster of December last.

This catastrophe] affected every 
church in the city and neighborhood 
of Halifax. Three were destroyed 
and the others will require exten­
sive repairs amounting to many 
thousands of dollars. The relief 
commission has not as yet made a 
settlement with the church corpora­
tions. but has advanced as loan sums 
for temporary and other repairs. It 
is understood that restoration of St 
Marks and EranMmucrGtwflfcNea wilt 
be made. For over eight months the 
churches of St Georges, Trinity and 
Christ church were not available for 
public worship.

Tho monetary less upon the chur­
ches ,damaged will reach a total 
loss of over $200,000.

no “ear for music.” Do not be wor­
ried; perhaps you are -better off. 
Au “ear for music,” the ability to re­
member tunes, to distinguish tone 
values, is purely a physical endow­
ment quite distinct from the emo­
tional sensitiveness that makes the 
real music-lover. It is not a bad 
thing to have, -do not think that, hut 
if -you really like music you can git 
along very well without having an 
“ear for it." As Gustav Kobbe says 
“The average untrained' person -with 
a musical ear, Instead of being a 
genius, Is apt to become a nuisance, 
•playing all kinds of -cheap -music in 
and out of season—a sort ot peripa­
tetic pianola, -without the advantage 
of being under control. Such per­
sons, moreover, usually are -born 
without a soft pedal.”

Schell, who joined the Imperial Artil­
lery, had played for many years and 
was quite above the ordinary when 
it came to swinging a club, either 
wood or iron. Both were very fine 
types of clean-cut Canadians and 
both will be much missed in club 
house and at course.

Lord Shaughnessy, the President 
of the C.P.R., is the most récent

A ndrew’s-by-thé-Sea, where he has 
his summer home. He has been for 
some years a member of the Royal 
Montreal, but never really took up 
the game seriously until a few 
months ago. His friedds datv that 
His Lordship is already developing 
quite a respectable short game.

Another prominent figure in the 
affairs of the Dominion, who dearly 
loves a round of the links is Sir 
Frederick WHMams-Taylor, general, 
manager of the Bank of Montreal. 
Sir Frederick Is a very determined 
player and is never beaten until the 
last putt is holed. He 1s, by the way, 
the owner of the most coveted golf 
prize in Europe, namely, the gold 
cigarette box presented annually by 
the Grand Duke Michael, which he 
won at the Cannes Annual Club 
Spring Meet in 1913. Upon this oc­
casion he was playing at the top of 
his game, in fact, admits himself 
that he was a dozen strokes or so 
better than usual. He followed this 
Up the next dwy by winning the Prin­
cess Henry of Pless prize. Both 
Lord Shaughnessy and Sir Frederick 
are members of the recently formed 
Canadian Seniors’ Golf Association, ■ 
the former Honorary President.

Saskatchewan, the Province of 
many acres and of many good golf­
ers, had over one hundred players, 
men and women, compete in the 
1918 championship.

That was quite a remarkable game 
played at the Toronto Golf Club the 
other day. The contestants were Mr.
B. L. Anderson, secretary of the 
Royal Canadian Golf Association, and 
Mr. Seymour Lyon vs. Mr. George 
Lyon and Mr. Dudley Dawson, cham­
pion of the Toronto Club, who, dur­
ing a few years’ residence in Winni­
peg, won nearly all the chief events 
in the West. In the last nine holes 
these four players between them 
gathered in thirteen threes, which 
surely must constitute a record. The 
best bail of Messrs. Anderson and 
Seymour Lyon for the nine holes was 
32 and the best ball of all the play­
ers, 30. And the Toronto course is no 
“pink tea proposition” either, but 
one of the stiffest in Canada- The 
secretary of the R.C.G.A. and his 
partner were rather too good for 
their doughty opponents at both the 
morning and afternoon rounds.

And here Is a very interesting sta­
tistical Item in reference to holee-in- 
one. The short hole at Lambton, 
the well known Toronto course, is 
No. 12. It is 138 yards in length 
over a nasty little water hazard and 
well guiarded by tr^ps. It is in no 
sense of the term, however, a par­
ticularly hard one-shotter, as the 
green is a generous one and does not 
take a lot of negotiating. A couple 
of years ago Mr. Stanley Pettit, the 
chairman of the green committee, 
out of curiosity checked up the 
records and found that over 11,000 
games had been played at Lambton, 
not counting morning rounds and 
the rounds of many of the ladies, 
who have the privilege of playitig the 
men’s course at certain restricted 
times. Four ball matches at Lamb­
ton are largely in the majority, but 
taking an average of three players 
per match this would mehn at a con­
servative estimate that 33,000 and 
more tee shots were made at the 
short No. 12 and yet not a single 
hole-ln-one was recorded that season.
Tu fact., during the many yetairs that 
the hole has been played, It only has 
twice been made in one—Mr. Henry 
Wright and Mr. J. C. BreskenrMge 
having performed the' trick, 
about a hole-in-one being a 20,000 
to one shot. At Lambton it figures 
out. about 200,000 to one.
