SITUATION IN REVIEW

New York, Sept. 21.—The Asso-
ciated Press thig morning issues the
following:

Turkish forces alorng the line from
the Mediterranean Sea to the Jordan,
north of Jerusalem,-appear to have
suffered a serious defeat at the
hands of the British and French
armies and their allies, the Arabs.
If the situation develops as favor-
ably to the Allies as “indicated in
the reports of the opening, phases of
tha fighting, the Sultan’s forces may
suffer disaster.

Attacking over a front sixteen
miles in length the Allies have wvirt-
ually over-rum the ‘thols Turkigh
defensive dyste along-the Mediter-
ranean coast. Railroad junctions
have been taken and cavalry is
operating .in the . rear of Turkish
forces, which are holding the line to
the eastward of the front, where the
attack was launched. These enemy
units are orevented from retreating
eastward by the hostility of Hejas
tribes beyond . the Jordan and they
face a serious problem in making
their way back to safety along the
western bank of that historic stream.

More than 3,000 prisoners have
been captured by the . Allies. who
have also taken great quantities of
war materials.

British, French, Serbian and
Greek foreces are pursuing their sue-
casges in the Macedonian theatre of
the war.

GOMPERS’ TRIUMPH
Bv Courier Leased Wrie
London, Sept. 21.—The Inter-
Allied Labor Conference has been
more protracted than had been ex-
pecied, but after an extended discus-
sion yvesterday arising mainly
through the criticisms ,of the small
pacifist group, the entire report of
the committee on war aims was
adopted with virtual unanimity. This
result is regarded as a triumph for
Samuel Gompers, president of the
American Federation of Labor, who
in his vigorous reply to the pacifist
objections, said he had bezn in Eng-
land three weeks and had seen no
flamé of peace flying throuzh the
world, as had been described by
somone calling himself a Socialist.
What he had seen, said Mr. Gompers,
was a spark here and there of fire
from a torch ecarried by British and
French movements on their way to
discover an opportunity to live their
own lives and prevent Prussianism
from any longer becoming a menace
to the world’s liberties. Until that
way iz made/ clear for the world
democracies, he said. the labor move-
ment of the United States will stand
undivided behind the Allies.

AMERICAN INGENUITY VALUABLE
IN ARMY ORDNANCE DEPARTMENT

Construction of Field Guns in Central France Has Been Practically Revolutlonized
By Inventions and Dev ices Brought to Aid of Allies by United States

Central France, Sept. 21.—-—(Cor-
Press)—American ingenuity is fast
making itself felt in the construction
of field guns in the vast workhouse
of the ordnance branch of the Ameri-
can army here.

One wof ithe :American designs

which has won strong favor with the
French experts is the ‘‘split trailer”
which extends back of the gun from
the wheels down™™ to the ground.
From the earliest days of gunnery
this trailer has been a single piece.
But the Americans have split it in
two from theground up, so that two
great legs spread out backward
from a cannon.

. The results have been astoni.hing,
permitting an ordinary field picce to
be elevated ito 80 degrees, or almost
straight up.’

The American design has now
teen adopted as the standard French
model, and it is going in'to all the
new guns made at French arsenals.
Official photographs made - by “the
ordnance branch are now going for-
ward for public exhibition in Ameri-
ca showing this split trailer firing
at an elevation of 73.40 degrees.

TAFT PAYS TRIBUTE TO CANADA.
Writing in the Philadelphia Pub-
lic Ledger, William Howard Taft,
former President of the TUnited
States, pays the follewing tribute to
the Canadian war effort:
Canada’s war record is
though not completed. Nothing she
can do in the futnre will detract from
her great past in this world strug-
gle. She hag shown herself a true
daughter to Great Britain. She has
spared neither sons nor treasure to
help the Alma Mater to save the

world.

The purpose of Canada during the

four years of war has been to main-
tain at the front a military estab-
lishment @f 125,000 troops, which
constitute a Corps, ‘with its neces-
sary auxiliaries. Of these, there are
four divisions of various sorts of
troops, mostly infantry, and these
Iconstitute a total of about 76,000
men. Then there are the corps
troops, .mostly artillery, numbering
11,000 and operating with the
corps, and some times independent
of it, is a cavalry brigade of 3,000
men, making a fighting force of
90,000. Thirty-five thousand men
make up the line of communication
and auxiliary units. They are woods-
men, railway conductors and opera-
tors, often under fire; salvage out-
fits and other bodies promoting the
health and efficiency of the fighting
force. This army aggregating 125,-
000 men, is the military establish-
ment on the front, which it is the
hnginess and purpose of the Cana-
dian Government to maintain in the
war. It was not in full strength in
France until the late sumnrer of
1916. Wastage of men was . con-
stant, and the deficiencies ecreated
must be supolied. For this purpose
ihere was first an advanced base
of troons in France. In the spring
nf 1918 this contained nearly 25,000
irained men ready to be incorporat-
ed at once in the fighting body.

Severe German Defeat is

lLondon, Sept. 20.—(Canadian
Press despatch from Reuter’s Lim-
ited).—The severe German defeat
recorded by Field Marshal Haig is
the culminating operation of the
uninterupted series of concerted en-
gagements of ‘the past eight days.
Its chief importance\lies in the fact
that the advarced-defences. of the
Hindenburg line. wiést an<d. northwest
of St. Quentin®” have been hroken
down. The new front horders almost
everywhere .the Hindenburg line,
except west of St. Quentin. where the
town ig girdled by a most pcowerful
defensive system’ completed on ' the
east and south by a double water-
line of the canal and the Somme.

VNG SOLDIER
WROTE T0 WIFE

Mrs. Heathﬁives Details
of Death of Her Husband
Pte. Edwin Heath

Mrs.  Edith Heath, 150 Eagle
Avenue, has received the following
letter of sympathy on the death of
her husband, who was recently kill-
ed in action:

France, Aug. 29,
Mrs. Edith Heath,
Brantford, Ont.

Dear Mrs. Heath,—

‘Seldom has it fallen to my lot to
write so sad a letter as this one.
But I feel that it being so burden-
some a duty it will be all the more
appreciated. During the recent ac-
tion in which the gallant Canadians
played so important a part your be-
loved husband met his  death while
advancing with the battalion against
the ‘German’s positions. He was
badly wounded with a bullet through
the chest and it was impossible to
remove him on account of the in-
tense machine gun fire. It was while
he was being dressed that he wrote
you ‘this short note which I am en-
closing in this letter. When I came
up to the front line with a stretcher
party just at dusk he had died in
the arms of one of his companions,
who gave me this note to send to you.
We buried him there with several of
his comrades who had fallen and it
was the most impressive sight I have
witnessed in this dreadful war to
see his fellow-soldiers with tear-
filled eyes paying their last respects
to a brother hero in the pale moon-
light only a few hundred yards from
the enemy trenches. He lived only
about an hour after he was wounded.
His personal objects were given to
the quartermaster who will forward
them to you through the military
ckannels and you will receive them in
due course.

Your husband was one .of the most
popular men in the battalion and all
the officers and men spoke very
highly of him. While you mourn
this loss of a dear husbanad we all
mourn with you in the loss of a kind
friend and a pleasant companion, a
n&a/ithful comrade and a gallant sol-
ier
Let me express to you and all sor-
rowing friends the sincere sympathy
of all the officers and men of the'
dauntless battalion in whose ranks
he lived, fought and died.

BRITAIN LOOKING

Demeobilization Schemes are
Now Being Formulated

(From Lomdon Times)

A scheme for the demobilization of
the army after the declaration of
peace has been prepared by the war
office in conjunetion with the Minis-
try of Labor. M has been rehearsed
by small bodies of troops and elosely
watched by many competent military
observers for. flaws of detail,

On the invitation of the Army
Council a representative of the Times

“{ was present at one of these rchear-

sals on experimental Wispersals. It
took place at a camp not very far
from London, and occupied 24 hours.
In that time a number of men went
through the process of being freed
from the army and returned to civil
life. They remained soldiers; they
were but acting a parf, but every-
thing was done under the same dis-
cipline and with the same attention
to particulars as would have obtain-
ed if the men had been indeed carry-
ing .the laurels and emolument of
one form of service into another.
Principles of Scheme

Before following them through the
process of release it may be as well
to deseribe the principles of the
scheme. Above everything it recog-
nizeg that ours is @& citizen army, and
that citizens are men with homes.:
Then it is based on the assumption
that, men. who have  sacrificed. &0
much-  for the sake of their
couniry are entitled te all consider-
ation which can be allowed them
consistently with the common good.

One such consideration is a holi-
day at the nation’s expense. Funda-
mentally, it realizes that there would
be no kindness to the individual and
no advantage to the community in
forgetting that the soldier has to
earn his living after resting awhile
from his military labors. Not mili-
tary comnvenience. but wsocial recon-
struction is the mainspring of the
scheme. The Army Council and the
labor ministry are allfes. The result
of their co-operation should be that
every man now under arms will be
able to find a job as soon as he
wants one; and that the soldier-beg-
gar, who was so familiar a figure
to. our forefathers in the eighteenth
and nineteenth centuries, will not be
an object of patronage and charity
to-day. The need of labor in individ-
ual industries will serve to a large
extent as a guide to the demobilizing
officers in the first instance; but men
who have been actually in the field
for two or three years will not have
to. wait long for their discharge, and
spedial and early care. will be takien
to get employment for survivors of
the old army. But demobilization
plans aim at placing every man. It
need hardly be pointed out how em-
ployers and others can help to this
end when the great opportunity of
peace arrives.

Dropping Equipment
Of the men.who took part in the
rehearsal,” one-ha were supposed to
have just arrived from France and
one-half from a ecollecting place 'in
the United KXingdom. All were
bound for homes in a certain speci-
filed district. If they had come from
the train hungry they would have
been fed, and if they had been in
need of sleep, would have been hous-
ed. A dispersal station would, have
these comforts ready, though they
will not be always wanfed. The men
were in full equipment, and had first
to 1’d themselves 'of this. Having
been collected on the arrival parade
ground, and having paraded in con-
venient order, they enter an impro-
vised office, or store, where each man
received a sandbag. In this he placed
his private belongings. At the same
time he handed over his equipment,
including rifle and (presuming him
to have come from France) his steel
helmet and gas mask. -
As to Losses

If any important articles were
missing—say, the rifie—the man had
to repair to another place to give an
explanation, Here - the officer in
charge of the draft was called in to
corroborate - or gomment on _the
man’s story. A satisfactory explana-
tion -ended the matter. Otherwise the
soldier was debited on his dispersal
certificate with an amount ‘corre-

|sponding to the deflciency. Cases of

this kind would be relatively few. A
man left the equipment shed in his
uniform and carrying only his great-
coat and the sandbag containing his
private belongings. The intention is
that soldiers shaill keep greatcoats on
the conclusion of theiir furlough.
Their uniforms they may wear for 28
idays after dispersal, and thereafter
on special occasions only.
What He Gets

The ‘‘documepntation’” of the man
is a more complicated business, and
he must pass through several omces
before it is completed. Men and wo-
men clerks. however, seemed to enter
very earnestly into the rehearsal, and
did their work quickly and' carefully,
All the entries too were checked at
a separate desk. It will besufficient
here to state the outicome for each
soldier. First, he gets an out-of-work
insuranie policy securing him in the
event of unemplovment, a  weekly

{sum, the magnitude of which will be

determined later. In-return for his
dispersal certificate he receives a pro-
tection certificate, which he takes
away with him on his four-week fur-
lough. It entitles him to a sum in ad-
vance at once, the remainder of his
deferred pay and. whatever gratuities
may be voted by the government be-
ing payable in three equal ' instal-
ments during the furlough on pre-

post office.

Off Home
A label for the return of his great-
coat at the emnd of 28 days is also!

1iovensky said and he estimated that
this would be increased within a
vear by about $3,000,000,000.

“By the time the war is over,”

iid Mr. Rovensky, ‘“America will
he one of the leading creditor nations
¢f the world, a financial center from
which a large part of the world’s
cconomie supremacy ‘that has been
raveling westward since the dawn
of civilization and that mnow rests
over London, will again move c¢n-
ward in its course and cross the At-
lantic. In contemplating this pie-
ture there spreads before our eyes a
vista of a world of boundless oppor-
tunities which awalits young Ameri-
can bankers of the present gener-
ation.”

Mr. Rovensky reached these con-
luzions by an interesting analysis of
tlie international financial position
ol the United States. He said that
when the war began the United Stat-
es’ net debt to the world was about
$3,000,000,000. The United States
peid annually to foreign countries
a2 net amount of $500,000,000 in
interest on. our debt, freight charges
1emittances to foreign laborers, ex-
penditures of American tourists, in-
curance premiums and sundry items.

After the beginning of ‘the war
the United States repaid its debt to
foreign countries very rapidly by
purchasing American securities held
sbroad.
net debt to foreign countries was
practically extinguished about two
years ago,”” declared Mr. Rovensky,

During the war, up to July 1, 1918
the United States exported merchan-
dise in excess of its imports to the
extent of about $10,000,000,000. In
1eturn the United States-arranged to
lend its Allies and other foreign
countries about $7,600,000,000. It
received American securities to ‘the
amount of about $2,000,000,000 and
$1,000,000,000 in gold; a total. of
$10,500,000,000.. - <

Mr. Rovensky estimated that after
the war the United States would re-
ceive from foreign mations annually
ahout $450,,000,000 in dinterest on
its loans; instead of having to pay
about $175,000,000 annually ia in-
terest as it did before the war. Ag-
ainst this there would be charged
ilems of payment to foreign ocoumn-
tries amounting to $325,000,000,
leaving a net annual income-to the
United States of about $175,000,000.
To ‘this added an ahnual net balance
in favor of the United States of about
$490,000,000. This made a total of
credits annually piling up in favor
of the United States of $665,000,000.

Mr. Rovensky intimated that the
United States would find it profitable
after the war tto leave its $900,000,-
000 investment abroad and to rein-
vest abroad the income from it by
purchase of securities of '~ foreign
railways, steamship campanies,
manufacturing, mining and other en-
terprises.

Quobec, Sept. 20.—A resolution
emanating from Toronto, from To-
routo Lodge No. 430 of Machinists,
that the Dominion Trades and-Labor
Congress go on record as being op-
posed to any intervention on the
part of the Allies in the internal
conditions in Russia, promised a
nheated discussion, but after some
argument it was tabled indefinitely.
Delegate Lowe of Transconia said
that speaking as a returned soldier,
he felt that the Allies have enough
enemies in front without having any
in the rear. He considered it a dis-
grace to the Congress to bring up
such a question. The chair was
asked for a ruling as to the con-
stitutionality of such a resolution,
and Chairman Watters replied that
e had grave doubts whether the ac-
tion of urging defiance or opposi-

tion to the Allies in entering Russia
wonld not be construed as 'treason-
able or seditious.

A Russian delegate from Toronto
gspnkke on the question at some
length and held that ‘the Russian
neople should be left to work out
their own destiny.

Delegate Taylor thought the work-
ers of Russia should be left to work
out their own salvation without in-
tervention from anybody. The Gov-
ernment wsas asking for volunteers
for Siberia and conscripts for
France.

A resolution passed regarding
molicemen and firemen’s unions fol-
lows:

‘““As with all other wage earners it
has been found necessary for the
police and firemen to get increases
in wages and better working condi-
tions to form unions, and as the
authorities in some citieg have tried
to deter them from legally organiz-
ing, this Congress pledges itself to
support police and firemen’s unions
and to instruect its officers and urge
lncals to oppose any legislation’tend-
ing to deter or diminish the right
to form such unions.’

A short debate took place among
the delegates on a motion which
sought to place the Congress ‘on re-
cord as approving of the action of
the Ontario executive in urging
Premier Hearst +to allow beverages
containing two and a half per cent.
of alcohol, and requesting the Do-
minfon and Provincial governments
to make it legal to manufacture and
sell anywhere in Canada any beverge
not exceeding two and a half per cent
of alcohol. &

The motion was sponsored by John
Young of Toronto.

John A. "Bruce, 'I‘oronto_ opposed
the motion. He icontended that the
argument that more and stronger
besr would increase the productivity
of the workmen, was wrong in logic
and facts, /

Mr. Young wsatd they should have
a proper bheverage instead of the
slops now served out.

Thomas Stevenson, Toronto, show-
ed that there was nothing”about the
productivity of workmen in the reso-
lution.

J. E. O’Leary, Toronto, claimed
there were some blind pigs selling
cheap whigkey now.

HALIFAX DISASTER
HIT CHURCH HARD

Three Anglican Churches
Destroyed, and Many
Others Damaged

Torcnto, Sept. 20.—Difficulty in
obtaining ©proper stalistics of the
state of the church was
{referred to in ithe report
in this ecnnection by Archdeacon Ar

mitage, Halifax, when he moved its
adoption at this morning’e session of
the General Synod. The report em-
bodied recommendations that an at-
tempt be made in the various dioces-
ges to have statistical forms tssued up
on the same general lines at least. A
model form of report in order to ob
tain some uniformity in the infor-
mation supplied was also recommend

ed. According to the report of the
archdeacon the state of the church
in the diocese ¢f Nova Scotia is fairly
good in spite cf war conditions and
disaster of December last.

This catastrophe| affected every
church in the city and neighborhood
of Halifax. Three were destroyeil
and the others will require exten-
sive repairs amounting to many
thousands of dollars. The reliel
commission has not as yet made a
settlement with the church corpora-
tions. but has advanced as loan sums
for temporary and other repairs. it
i= understood that restoration of St

Marks and Emmanuver-Ohéiches will
be made. For over eight months the
churches of St Georges, Trinity and
Christ church were not available for
public worship,

The monetary less upon the chur-
ches .damaged will reach a tota!l
loss of over $200,000.

On account of the increased cost
of building material and the fact
that under the city building regula-
tions new slructures -must be of a
more subsiantial character than
hitherto. the situation as far as the
churches are concerned is one of ex-
treme complexity.

Rev. Canon Horscy. Montreal dis-
cussing the report declared that one
third of the men registered under
the national registration as Anglicans
were unknown te church authorities
This also applied to a large number
of soldiers registered as Anglicans.

“This ought to be an inspiration
to some of us to go cut and win back
these lost sbheep,” he sald, This
statement did not meet with the ap-
proval of a number of clergymen,
who disapproved of the term ‘lost
sheep”. The report was finally a-
dopted and referred to the executive
council.

Portland is the only city on the
Pacific coast that still clings to the
old 24-hour idea of working its fire-
fighters.

“A strike of stogie makers employ-
ed at the Pollack tactories, Wheeling,
wt. Va., has been settled by the
workers accepting the employer’s
compromise oiter with the under-
standing that the entire matter be
referred to tne National War Labor
Board. This firm, together with the
Marsn plant, retusea ten weeks ago
to raise wages $2 per 1,000 for sto-
gie makers and 1 cent a pound to the
strippers.

Federal Senator Sherman, of Illin-
ois, has not been featured in the pub-
lic press for some time, SO this week
he ideclared that “on all guestions
directly or indirectly related to labor!
Gompers is practically President. of
the United States.” Two years ago
Senator Sherman referred to Presi-
dent Gompers as ‘‘a public nuisance.”
On Feb. 25, of this year, Senator
Sherman saiid: “After all, most of
us are talking to the galleries, any-
how.”

The Pennsylvania Workman’s
Conipensation Board has ruled that
an employee while at work for an
employer on the premises of a third
pergon is entitled to compensation.
The claimant was a girl employed by
a New York firm to demonstrate cer-
tain goods in a Philadelphia store.
The girl tripped.over a torn rug in
the store, and for several months has
been unable to work. A referee de-
nied compensation, but the board
ruled otherwise,

The donvention of shop men em-
ployed by. the Atchison, Topeka &
Santa Fe Railroad, to organize a sys-
tem federation and district lodges,
marks a changed policy on this rail-
road, stating with Director-General
of Railroads McAdoo’s general order
No 8 last Februgry, that “No dis-
erimination will be made in the em-
ployment of employes because pf
membership or non-membership in
labor organdzations.

Eleven thousand women, workers
in the munition factories at Bridge-
port, Conn., where the law denies
them a voice in the government of
their community, state or nation,
will mnevertheless. be among the
60,000 voters who are about to cast
their ballots in a local election. . It
is not an ordinary election, to be
sure. It is an industrial election,
and almost community-wide, a thing
unprecedented in this country. Its
purpose is to choose representatives
of the working people upon a board
which will control the conditions
under which those people work.
And this ig a case where working
women, as well-as working men, are
considered people, therefore they
vote,

The steel workers in the big plant
of the Scotia Steel Works at Sydney
Mines, N.S., are asking the manage-
ment for a general increase in wages
of 10 per cent. for all employes who
are earning over $3.50 per day, and
an increase of 20 per ¢ent. for those
earning $3.50 per day;or less. It is
not anticipated that there.wil]l be a!
strike, and it is expected * that the
adyance asked for will be grantéd.
The scale paid in these mills is not

o
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of the international border line, and
the company is in a prosperous con-
dition with all the orders it can
handle for months to come. The
employes of'the company in both the
steel works and the coal mines are
thoroughly organized and in case of
serious trouble it would mean a
complete tie-up of the plants.

The retail price of living continues
skyward, according to the United
States Bureau of Labor statistics.
Between April 15 and May 15 of this
year prices jumped 3 per cent. Be-
tween May 15, this year, and May
15. last year, prices increased 5 per
cent. = Between April 15 and May
15 of this year the price -of round
steak and plate boiling beef increas-
ed 10 per cent.; sirloin steak, rib
and chuck beef, 9 per cent.; pork
chops, 3 per cent., and bacon, ham
and rice 3 per cent. The 63 per
cent. increase between 1913 .and
1918 shows that every article ad-
vanced 38 per cent. or over. <Corn-
meal advanced 133 per cent.; lard,
108; flour, 100; milk, 50; butter,
42, and potatoes, 38.

Division No. 663 of the Amalga-
mated Association of Street and
Electrical Railway Employes™ of St.

The vacant land {ax n Saskatche-
wan is expected tec yield a revenue of
$500,000 this year.

COURTS MARTIAL
AT NIAGARA CAMP

Two  Conscientious Objeet-
ors and One Deserter
On Trial

By Courier Leased Wire

Niagara Camp, Sept. 20.—Two
conscientious objectors, David Sher-
man Weéller and Peter Allan Robert-
son, both of the First Battalion, first
Central Ontario Regiment, appeared
before the general courtmartial here
to-day ‘in somewhat unusual roles,
and both were in uniform. Their
caseg were adjourned a week ago as
they intimated then that they wotld
carry on in a non-combatant branch
of the service, and both were placed
in the Army Medical Corps. Weller
{c-day professed readiness to con-
tinne in the service and the charge
which had been made against him,
having refused to obey orders, was
withdrawn and he returned to the
AMC.

Robertson, however, wished to
qualify his service in A.M.C. by
stipulating that he should obey
orders only when they did not con-
fliect with his consciefice. He told
the court that he regretted having
agreed to perform military service
in any capacity. . He is 22 years of
agé and a member of the Interna-
tional Bible Association.

Tieut.-Col. Francils, 0.C., of the
Railway Troops Depot, who presided
at the general courtmartial, told
Robertson that it was not for him
to choose what order he would obey
or not obey, as it was his duty to
obey all lawful commands in the
army. Therefore the accused stated
that he was ready to take whatever
punishment was meted out to him.

A district courtmartial wag held
here to-day, presided over by Major
C. S. Pote, M.C., for the trial of Pri-
vate John Joseph Noonan, of the
Second Battalion, second C.O.R., who
pleaded guilty of . having deserted
from draft No. 98 July 27 last while
the train was in Toronto. He was
apprehended in Toronto on August
31st. Noonan excused his desertion

by saying he was intoxicated. He

A
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That was quite a remarkable game
played at the Toronto Golf Club the
other day. The contestants were Mr.
B. L. Anderson, secretary of the
Royal Canadian Golf Association, and
Mr. Seymour Lyon vs. Mr. George
Lyon and Mr. Dudley Dawson, cham-
pion of the Toronto Club, who, duar-
ing a few years’ residence in Winni-
peg, won nearly all the chief events
in the West. In the last nine holes
these four players between them
gathered in thirteen threes, which
surely must constitute a record. The
best ball of Messrs. Anderson and
Seymour Lyon for the nine holes was
22 and the best ball of all the play-
ers, 30. And the Toronto course is no
*‘pink tea proposition” either, but
one of the stiffest in Canada. The
secretary of the R.C.G.A. and his
partner were rather too good for
their doughty opponents at both the
morning and aftermoon rounds. .

And here is a very interesting sta-
tistical item in reference to holes-in-
one. The short hole at Lambton,
the well known Toronto course, is
No. 12. It is 136 yards in Tength
over a nasty little water hazard and
well guarded by trgps. It is in no
sense of the term, however, a par-
ticularly hard one-shotter, as the
green is a generous one and does not
take a lot of negotiating. A couple
of years ago Mr. Stanley Pettit, the
chairman of the green committee,
out of curiosity checked up the
records and found that over 11,000
games had been played at Lambton,
not counting morning rounds and
the rounds of many of ‘the ladies,
who have the privilege of playing the
men’s course at certain restricted
times. Four ball matches at Lamb-
ton are largely in the majority. but
taking an average of three players
per match this would melan at a con-
servative estimate that 33,000 and
more tee ghots were made at the
rhort No. 12 and yet not a single
hole-in-one was recorded that season.
Jn fact, during the many yelars that
tl.e hole has been played, it only has
twice heen made in one—Mr. Henry
Wricht and Mr. J. €. Breckennridge
having performed the trick. Talk
about a hole-in-one being a 20,000
to one shot. At Lambton it figures
out about 200,000 to one.

The recent successful but severe
fiehting in France has made a heavy
call upon some of the finest athletes
in -the Emnire.
