This fall has especially been an ex-
ceptional one in this province, for
while a large increase in business
was confidently counted upon hy the
officials of the railroads their esti-
mates fell far short of what has
actually oecurred, and even with the
éxtra rolling stock that was ordered
and supplied there is more freight of-
fering in “he nrovimes today that the
‘railroads can oromptly take care of.
Railroad men who have been spok-
en to say that there is bardly one
line of goods in which there has not
been an increase this year. This in-
orease is very general, but in mer-
chandise and manufactures a notably
larger business is noticed, and from
Toronto particularly have the ship-
mepts grown to an e,x.tent not before
known.

In spite of recent enlargements o
their yards, both at York —and-in
Toronto, the Grand Trunk is unable
to keep abreast of the business, and
there is today more or less cofges-
tion. There is not truck reom nor
room on the tracks to place all the
cars, and while the Grand Trunk
have secured the ground on which |
the old parliament buildings atood |
that space will not be available for |
some tince yet, and in the meantime
there is no let up in the volume of
business. In this section of the pro-
vince the Grand Trunk is handling
from 250 to 300 cars more daily than |
a year ago. They have probably ov- |
er the entire system quite 2,000
more cars to carry the freight than |
they had a year ago, and these an-]
insufficient.

The increased businem in the cnsei
of both the railway companies has |
led to a largely increased demand for |
labor, particularly - for men in the
yards to handle the freight. Men are
in fact hard to get, and some rail-|
way officials say are harder to keep.
They will work for a short time and
then lay off for a while, engaging
themselves again when they feel the
need of work, and there are any num-
ber of men in the employ of the
companies - who —have been -engaged
half a dozen times in the course of
the past few months. The cartage
companies have put on every man and
team they can secure, and still there
is the delay in the delivery. The
wholesale trade, however, appears to
appreciate the position of affairs, and
the railway officidls - say the com-
plaints of delay are not numerous.
All over the Canadian Pacific sys-
tem the rolling stock in the past
year has been increased by some 25
per cent., and. the motive power
about 35 per cent. The Canadian
Pacific is also adding to its passen-
ger steck, for it is im: the market for
bids for twenty firstclass passenger |
coaches. It is the experience of both‘
the railroads this year that they |
could turn out new rolling :wckx
quicker than they could the motive |
power to haul the new cats, and it is |
probably a realization of Shis that |
caused the Canadian Pacifie to place
an order for locomotives in Scot- |
land. |
In view of the demand for cars
both rairoads are strictly enforcing |
the new per diein regulation by which
other companies are charged fpr cuu;
by the day instead of by the iniléage |
havled. Even with this, Bo !
