THE PARISH BLOCK.

A Handsome Store which Wonld be a
Credit to Any Clity.

Yesterday morning, as we entered
this fine new block, we fancied for the
moment, that we. had been suddenly
transported to some far off, magnifi-
cent city of tho old world, and that
the mythical delusions of the Arabian
Nights were true so far as our optical
sense was concerned. Knowing, how-
ever, that for months past the work
of building had been going on, we
were in a measure prepared for what
we suw. To give our readers a faint
idea of the fine appearance of the
store is the object of the present
wriling.

The building is of red brick, with
white fre€stone trimmings, and is 100
tect deep by 21 feet wide, It is three
storics 1 lieight, with a cellar 24x60
feet.  The store proper is 60 feet in
depth, and there is a private office
A store room to the rear
occupies the remainder of the ground
floor. Returning to the store, we tind
that the walls and ceiling are finished
off in eight kinds of wuative woods.
T'lie counters are unique in design,
and being fashioned from highly pol
ished hairdwoods, are beaatiful in ap-
pearance and harmonize perfectly with
the rest of the woodwork. In the
south corner of the store i3 situated
the post office, the very handsome
fittings forr which were imported from
Conuvecticut; and by a singular coin
cidence the mouldings are an exact
counterpart of those u-ed in the store
itself. "I'he whole front is of plate
glass, with a simple nickel-plate mould
ing, which adds to rather than de
trats from the appearance, and is far
neater than iron or wood pillars at
the corners. The door lcading into
the private office is hung upon rollers,
and slides noiselessly into the parti-
tition.  The mouldings arounl the
office are of - red (L(]dl, a species of
wood which is nearly extinet in this
part of Cagada. At the rcar of the
office is a lurge brick mepmof vault,
with massive doors from the Sufe
Works of J. & J. Tayl:r, Toronto.
On o neat liude cabinet inside the
vault stands a burglar-proof safe, the
walls of which are made of solid steel.
Two back-action combination locks
secure the doors, and while the whole
safe is not larger than a ladies’ Sara-
toga band box, it weighs 1,600 pounds.
A neat grate and marble mantel piece
give a' cheerful aud inviting appear-
ance to the office. A cozy little lava-
tory, with marble fittings, is situated
near by, and the large store room in
the rear is convenient for the stowing
away of heavy lines of goods. De-
scending to the basementwe find a
large cellar, the tloors of which are
laid in Portland cement. In the cen-
trestunds a large hot air furnace, which
circulates air of even tumpuatum to
all paris of the building. The second
story is reaclied by a staircase in the
store-room, and by an.outside flight
of stairs. Two large and plmuunt,
rooms are here fitted up for private or
law officess” A room for the clerks
employed in the store is on this flat,
and will be fitted up in keeping with
the rest of “the building. The third
| flat is as yet in an unfinished state.

A NERVE REST.

Going to Ped to Get a Sufficient Holi-
day,

There is no better preventive of nervous
exhaustion than regular, unhurried, mus-
cular exercise, says a writer in the Nine-
teenth Century for November. If we could
moderate our hurry, lessen our worry and
increase our open air exercise, a large pro-
portion of nervous diseases would be
abolished. For those who cannot get &
sufficient holiday, the best substitute is an
occasional day in bed. Many whose nerves
are constantly strained in their daily voca-
tion have discovered this for themselves.
A Spanish merchant in Barcelona told his
medical man that he always went to, bed
for two or three days whenever he could be
spared from his business, and he laughed at
those who spent their holidays on toilsome
mountains. One of the hardest worked
women in Ingland, who has for many
years conducted a large wholesale business,
retains excellent nerves at an advanced
age, owing, it-is beélieved, to her habit of
taking oné day a week in bed. If we
cannot avoid frequent agitation, we ought,
if possible, to give the nervous system time
to recover itself between the shocks. Even
an hour's seclusion after a good lunch will
deprive a hurried, anxious day of much of
its injury. The nerves can often be over-
come by stratagem when they refuse to be
controlled by strength of will.

National Anthems.

There never was a more rousing compo-
sition than * La Marseillaise.” * The
sound of it,” says Carlyle, ** will make the
blood tingle in en’s veins, and whole
armies and assemplages will sing it with
eyes weeping and burning, with hearts
defiant of death and despot.” Ithad a
great share in the first French revolution,
for inafew months after it was first
made known every one was singing it, and
the words “To arms! March!” wore
resounding in all parts of France. At
every season of disorder since its strains
have excited the passions of the people,
and if immortality can be predicted for
any tune known to man this is, beyond a
question, the one. And yet, as the story
goes, both words and music were the pro-
duction of one night. They were composed
in i792 by a person whom Carlyle calls
‘‘an inspired Tyrtaon colonel,” Rouget de
Lisle, who was still living when Carlyle’s
¢ French Revolution "’ was first published.
The scene of its birth was Strasburg, and
not Marseilles, but it was a force of Mar-
seillaise which first marched to it, and hence

the title. Y- i .

The. origific of the Brifish national
anthem h foved a source of ininterrupted
vexation for many year There is
almost as much mystery  rega: it as
there used to be about the_ of the
Nile. The common accoun ibutes it
to Dr. Bull, King James I.’s anist, but
it has also been claimed for Hgnry Catey,
the author of “Bally in Qur Alley.”
Between these two the autHorship and
composition almost certainly rest, but it
has been found impossible to decide
vefinitely for the one' or the other. The
music of *“ God Save the Queen’ is com-
paratively tame and uninteresting, but it
agrees well with the comparatively peace-
ful, regular course of events which hag
marked public affairs in England for over
two hundred years past.

The Russian national anthem, “ God
Protect-the Czar,” was first performed at
the Grand Theatre, Moscow, in December,
1833, Previous to this there had been no
national hymn in Russia, and the Czars
usually contented themselves with ¢ God
Save the King.” 'The composer was Col.
M. Lwoff, aud in returi for the composi-
tion the Czar Nicholas presented him with
a gold snuff-box, set with diamonds, The
music is distinctly national, bufthe Words,
as every one knows, are anythr but the
actual prayer of the Russian pedple: “ God
Save the Czar! Mighty autocrat! Reign
for ouf glory;”” ete. 1Itis, properly speak-
ing, an official hymn, and is unknown to
the vast majority of Russians.

The Austrian national anthem is well
known in England from its use as a hymn
tune. It was coinposed by Haydn and per-
formed for the first timo at the celebration
at the birthday of the EKmperor Iranz at
Vienna in 1797. The lovely air is thor-
oughly German,and found therefore a ready
acceptance in the hearts of the people.
Haydn himself was very fond of it. - He
used 1v 10 the variations in one of his quar-
tets, and when he wal ".\'mtl Le insisted
on being taken from bed to the piano, waen
he played the air three times over very
solemnly in the presence of his weeping
servants.

The Danish national anthem is 1ot
unlike the * Rule Britannia.” It was com-
posed by a German named Hartmann,
about the year 1770. The ‘* Sicilian Mari-
ner’s Hpfgn,” though it can hardly be called
a national anthem, js a fayorite air with
the gondoliers of- Venice, who sing it fre
quently,

I see .it con-
stantly, and, although I should be exagger-
ating if I were to describe it as still smart,
yet, so far as I can observe, there are no
holes in it.  Now, Kilmacthomas, though
it rloes things pretty. decently, can’t hold a
candle to Blarney in the matter of friczes
and tweeds.

A Chicago des! says : A neighbor
who had wanted to adopt little Max Gill-
man, the 1ll-year-old stepson of August
Hatzka, éat by his corpse on’ Lincoln street
to-day and sobbed as if her heart would
Lroak. . The child had been beaten todeath
by Tiatzka. His poor, frail little body was
hierally tlayed. The boy was the son of
Hatzka's tirst wife, whom he married in
Germany and who died there about five
years ago. He married again within three
months after hor death, and hissecond wife
died June 15th lastin Chicago. Sincethen it
appears ihe poor little waif of a step-son
has received more kicks than crusts and
was half-starved all the time. The neigh-
bors say the boy was a nice little fellow.
He could not stay at home to be beaten
and starved, but last night he returned
when Hatzks was out. Iatzka went up
to the boy's bed when he returned, and,
taking a leath strap to which was

attached a buckle, simply flayed the help-
less boy alive. This was about 10 o'clock
last night: gl heard the
screams of the boy then, and later, about
midnight, they were awakened by a fresh
attack of the insensate brute. Nothing
further was heard until this morniug, when
the sound of blows and groauing could be
heard once more. i

About 9 o’clock this morning Hatzka told
one of the neishbors that the boy hud died
suddenly, and they sent word to the
Coroner and notified the®police. Detectives
found the body of the boy, yet warni, at 10
o'clock, showing thats he “had died this
morning, after what was at least the third
beating. The body of the ligtle victim is a
mass of lacerations where the sharp buckle
ploughed up the quivering tlesh. On the
back of the Lead are frequent imprints of
the buckle, and it is supposed that concus-
sion of the brain frem the blows there
caused the boy's death. Dxamination of
the premiscs showced that IHatzka had
wiped the blood oif the bleediug body of the
boy and burncd the vags with which he did
it. The chirt the boy wors whendhe was
whipped was found hidden away ina shed
back of the house. Tt was all caked with dry
blood, and the clean shirt which Hatzka
put on the poor little fellow is ahmost as
bloody.

Hatzka is 38 years old, and was em-
ployed in a furniture factory. ke hes two
little sons of his own, aged 4 and 3 years
respectively. Ilatzka suaained an unen-
viable reputation in the niighborhood some
time last summer by his treatment of a
young woman whom he engaged as Louse-
keeper.  He made proposals of marriage
td her after she had huen working for him

The Speech from the Throne—Germany
Strong and Ready, but Anxious for
Peace—Sorrow for the Crown Prince,
A last (Thursday)"n‘ighzuglin cable
says: . The Reichstag was openednto-day.
Minister Von Boetticher read the ch
trom the Throne. The speech was substan-
tially as follows: * Germany in her
foreigu policy hus successfully endeaverea
to sireugthen the peace of Europe by the
cultivation of friendly relaticns with all of
the Powers,by treaties and alliances aiming
to avert the dangers of war and to jointly
Uppose any unjust attacks. Germarly has
no aggressive tendencies. She ha8 no wants
to be satisfied through victorious wars. An
unchristian disposition to surprise neigh-
Loring peoples 1s forcign to the German
nature and to the constitution of the
Empire. The military organization of the
country ig ated to disturb the
peace of her neighborsby arbitrary attacks.
Germany is strong in parrying surprises
and in defending her independence. She
wishes to become 8o strongthat she can face
with composure every danger. The resump-
tion of the Reichstag comes at a serious
rinje, The grave complaint with
which, the Crown = Prince has been
visited fills the miind not only of the
Ewmperor, but also of his august allies and
the whole of Germany, with anxious care.

The Meaning of “ Mugwump.,”

I find the word * mugwump” is not in
Encyclopedia Britannica, but is in the
American supplement, third volunie, page
783. Isend you an extract giving the
derivation and use of the word :

“The word belongs to the Algonquin
dialect of the Indian language of North
America, and is used by John Elliot in his
translation of the Bible (Cambridge, Mass.,
1661) to translate the Hebrew word alluph,
a leader. Elliot used itina senseof * bigchief,’
a term more comprehensive to the Indian
mind than that which appears in the King
James’ version, ‘duke.’ The word was
spelled ¢ mugquomp’ in the singular, and
‘ mugquampoag’ in the plural. 1t uppears
in many places throughout the Algonguin
translation of the Old Testament, a notable
place being in T. Chron: i, 1, 53 ; also Gen,
xxxvi. 15. given herewith :

“ ¢ Young mugquampoag wunnaumonuh
Esau ; wunnaumonuh Eliphaz ; montome-
gheunche Esau ; Mugquomp Teman ; Mug-
quomp Omar; Mugquomp Zepho ; Mug-
quomp Kenaz.’

BLIND TOM,

Rolling on the Floor in an Ecstasy of
Pleasure,

Bince the recent action of the courts in
taking Blind Tom from the custody of Mr.
Bethune, his former life long friend, man-
ager.and protector, has brought him so
prominently before the public in the news-
papers, a few facts coucerning his child-
hood by one who knew him then may not
prcve uninteresting.  He was born near
the city of Columbus, in Muscogee County,
Ga., of slave pareuts, the property of Gen:
vral James N. Bethune, ut that time edi or
wud propristor of a newspaper called the
Corner Stone, but in exactly what year I do
10t know, as he was some 6 to 8 years, or it
may be a little clder, when I first wet him
in 1855. My first meeting with him
was in this wise : I had just married a fow
months previously, and one of General
Bethune's daughters had been one of our
bridesmaids. On our return from & north.
ern tour we were invited to dine at General
Bethune's. During the day music was
proposed, and upon the piano and flute my
wife and I played a tune which we heard
for the first time at one of the theatres
in Philadelphia. At the first sound of
the music Tom camo rushing into the
parior 1 a siugle garnent, so common
among the little niggers in the south, and
while the music was going on fell down
upon the floor, rolled over, turned somer-
suults, clapped his hande, groaned and
went through divers motions, really more
a8 if he were in pain than experivncing
emotions of pleasure. As soon, however,
as the last note was played he sprang up,
rushing to my wife and, pushing at her,
cried out eagerly :

‘“Miss Fannia”—he knew her well—
‘“please git away; I wants ter play dat
tune!”

Avnd jumping upon the piano stool he
played it off perfectly, although I know he
had never heard it until that moment, for
it had only been recently published, and
had not yet come south.. To teet him, then
others played tunes ho had never heard,
and he would immediately play them off
with both hands, just as he heard them.
He seems to have loved all sounds, whether
iniivicel or harsh. He loved to do the
churuing for the family, just to hear the
monotonous sounds of the dasher in the
cream. He has even been known to pinch
and otherwise tease babies just to hear
them cry.

One babit of his seems to savor a good
deal of romance, yet it is true. Being
blind, he would stay away from home, lis-
tening to the song of birds as they flitted
from tree to tree till he would get lost in
the woods, unable to find his way back.
Upon such oceasions the most practicable
wav ta find himm wonld ha for Mr, Tohn
Bethusi o, his first manager, to 80 out inthe
woods und play his flute, when Tom would
hear it, come to the sound and thus get
back home.

Although idiotic, he was cven at that
early age endowed with a wonderful
memory. After spaading the day at Gen.
Bethune'’s as related above, it wag over six
years before I saw him again. The war
was going on, and one day when taking a
train 1urexpectedly found John Bethune
with Tom on the train. I addresscd DIr.
Bethune and then Tom, not drenming that
he would recognize me, when, to my infinite
surprise, he said :
* How d’'ye, Mr: Sharp ; how’s Miss
Fannie.”
To which I replied: * Why, Tom, how
do you know me so well 9
He replied :  “ Oh, I knows you, en Miss
Funnie, too; don’t you know when you
was at our house and playes dis tune ?’
and he whistled. the very tune mentioned
above.
On that trip Idiscovered how the absence
of sight hau rendered all his other facultics
more acute, for as we deched along at per-
haps thirty miles an hour he could alw ays
{tell whether we were passing woods or open
fields, houses, cuts, embankments, bridges,
or almost anything else. [ remember we
entered a small village on the railroad,
when T asked Tom what was outside, to
which he promptly replied : “ A hesp of
houses.”
