Nanaimo Free Press, July 19.
There was considerable excitement in
this city yesterday when the noon train
arnived from Victoria, and W. Sloan
and J. Wilkinson, having returned from
the Yukon, unexpectedly stepped  (rom
the train, to be heartily greeted by those
who happened to be at the station.,

Mr. William Sloan accorded a Free
Press. The rty proceeded to the
Stewart and Pelly River section and did
considerable prospeeting, principally on
McQuestion Creek, a branch  of the
Stewart. They worked in this sectiom,
in which there were several other part-
jes out prospecting, until September,
when they pulled up stakes, after sev-
eral months of unsuccessful work.
Early in September the party started
10 go down the Yukon River to Korty-
Mile Creek, in the hope of obtaining
work in the mimes in that vicinity, or
to find some ground on which they could
make at least a grub stake.

When the party were proceeding down
the river they met a man coming up the
river to hunt moose in the Stewart
River, where they are found in great
numbers. He told them of the great
strike that had been made on the Klon-
dike River,and stated that he had him-
welf staked a claim, but wanted to “raise
the wind” by moose hunting before com-
mencing minin operations,

He stated t the strike had been
made on Aug. 12th. ; |

On arriving at the Klondike the party
found that the strike was on Bonunza
Creek, but that all the available gronnd
had been staked off before they got
there. They then staked off claims on
Adams and Eldorado Creeks, being
branches or gulches off the Bonanza
Creek.

INSPECTOR SCARF'S LETTER.

d Pelice Writes 8¢
bout the Wealth of the
ndike Country.

Ottawa, July 20.—A letter was this
morning received from Inspector Scarf,
who has _recently entered the Yukon
territory in charge of the Northwest
Mounted Police. The letter is dated
Fort Constaitine, June -19. He states
that from Juneau there is no regular
mail, but once in a while people goiug
out take letters for $1 a letter, and if
we-are lueky enough- to strike them in
time they can get one out.

Of the journey he says: “We only
arrived on the 12th of this month, and
this is the ficst mail which has gon
out, and there will not be another for
gsome time. We did not have nearly
such a long walk as we anticip
only having to go abont 100 miles,
the ice being so unsafe we could not
go further. And on Lake Bennet 1
made my permanent quarters. It took
us twenty days to build our three boais,
and we had the most perfect weather
all that time, and were camped in a
onoly spot, well sheltered from the
wind, and man to make our camp
very comfortable. The only thing to
mar the pleasure was the continual
round of bacon and beans, which palls
on you when you get it three times a

day.

I'rom Lake Bennett the trip was
gnnd. ‘the nights being as light as
ay.”

Speaking of Klondike he says: “Klon-
dike is boommlg, and the wealth of the
mines is really marvelous; money is
thrown about just like water, and things
are frightfully expensive, I bought some
moose meat the day before I got into
Klondike, about 80 pounds, and paid
$6 for it. At Klondike 1 was offered
from $60 to $100 for the same,

“Grub is so very scarce that al-
though a miner might have a million
in his pocket he might still be starving.
This will continue until the boat gets
up in about a week. KEverybody has to
purchase a year’s supply on the arrival
of the boat, and the grub stake costs
about $300 for us who draw rations.
You will hardl realize the expeuse of
everything up here, and a man needs
his increase of salary for serving in this

country.

$6 feor it. At Klondike 1 was offered
from $60 to $100 for the same.

“Grub is so very scarce that al-
thongh a miner might have a million
in his pocket he might still be starving.
This will continue until the boat gets
up in about a week. Jverybody has to
purchase a year’s supply on the arrival
of the boat, and the grub stake costs
ahout $300 for us who draw rations.
You will hardly realize the expeuse of
everything up here, and a man needs
his increase of salary for serving in this
country.

Mile Creek. in the hope of obtaining
work in the mines in that vicnity, of
to find some ground on which they could
make at least a grub stake.

When the party were proceeding down
the river they met a man coming up the
river to hunt moose in the Stewart
River, where they are found in great
numbers., He told them of the great
strike that had been made on the Klon-
dike River,and stated that he had him-
self staked a claim, but wanted to “raise
the wind” by moose hunting before com-
mencing mining operations.

He stated that the strike had been
made on Aug. 12th.

On arriving at the Klondike the party
found that the strike was on Bonanzi
Creek, but that all the available gronnd
had been staked off before they got
there. They then staked off claims on
Adams and Eldorado Creeks, being
branches or gulches off the Bonanza
Creek. On Adams Creck they found
nothing, but the Eldorado guich turned
out # be the richest gulch ever diszov-
ered in the country. The pay groml
is only four miles in length, and as each
claim is H00 feet wide, extending from
rim to rim .of the gulch, there was not
room for more than 45 claims. It is
from this short gulch that all the rich
strikes have been made. The claims
the party had were Nos. 14 and 15, and
adjoining that of Lippy., who claims to
Lave taken out $50,000 from a very rich
and exceptional pocket that he struck.
One strange feature of this gulch is that
the pay streak is found in one claim on
one side of the creek, and perhaps in the
pext claim on the other side of the
stream.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, Chancellor
of the Exchequer, said the Government
would have to consider whether Rhodes
should remain in the Drivy Council.

ROYALTY ON WHEELS

QUEEN VICTORIA’S TRAIN THE MOST
ELABORATE EVER MADE.

It Is Like & Costly Gallery, so Gorgeous
Are the Fittings and Paintings on the
Walls—~The Attendants’ Rooms MA@
Also Fine.

The journey of the Queen from Wind-
sor Castle to Buckingham Palace June
21 marks the most notable event in rail-
way matters that has occurred in the
United Kingdom in twenty years. She
traveled in her new train, which had
just been completed at the works of the
Great Western Railway at Swindon.
The six cars and their furnishings cost
£300,000.

The train is all the more interesting
to the British public and others from

the fact that it is just twenty-three years
gince the Queen first had built for her
own use a private railroad carringe.
"This building took place in 1874, and the
carringe was constructed on the h_ngi\-
system and on narrow gauge dimensions.
It speaks volumes for the men who de-
signed and built this carringe, that de-
spite all improvements and enlarged
ideas, the Queen to-day believes no het-
ter carriage could be conceived than one
built on the plans of that in which she
has traveled for so long and to so many
places.

Therefore, the Queen's awn coach in
this_unew and _magnificent__train _will
simply be an enlarged cdition of tne
original of 1874,  The first carriage was
43 feet in length, while the length of
the new one is o4 feet,« The Queen's
own apartments occupy the central por-
tion of the carriage. The entire carn-
age now rests upon a new amd very
strong steel basis, all of which is en-
cased in solid mahogany, which is, ns
anyone who deals in fine woods knows,
about as expensive an arrangement as
could be made. y

The interior of the Queen's saloon is
pannelled in satin wood, while the ceil-
ing has a white ground, with hand-paint-
od decorations. The effect is charming.
The furniture is upholstered with cream
colored silk taberette, while the chirs
and couches are finished off with green
and white silk cord and lace, The
floor is earpeted with green and white
Axminster. Numerous - incandescent
lamps light the saloon as softly as if
the rays of the moon shone in and ik
lumined it.

The general effect of this room is rest-
ful in the extreme, both to the eye and
to the physique. It is fitted just as it
is constructed—to make a person com-
fortable in every sense of the word,
mentally and physically, and thus rob
traveling of its sorrows and add- to its
joys. All the door handles and plates,
the lights and other metal fittings of
the carriage are of solid silver, At the
entrance, which is in vestibule form
and more than six feet in width, are
double doors. There is at the entrance
also a folding step for the Queen's con-
venience, 2 .

The other five cars of the train are
entirely new, all the carriages being on
the corridor system, so-familiar to Ca-
nadians, but so rare to the Englishman,
Jach car rests on n steel frame, and
all are decorated in charming fashion.
The decorations are not the suddenly
conceived ideas of # clever workman,
but are all from drawings made by skill-
ed artists.

Mrs, Oliphant was one of the most
prolific versatile authors of modern
times, and her name is known wherever

It would be very hard to find
her equal in this respect, considering
the high and even standard of style
which she maintained.

Mrs., Oliphant was born at Wallyford,
near Musselburgh, in Midlofhian, in
1828, her maiden name being Margaret
Oliphant Wilson.

her own circle of friends met with so
much approbation that her first movel,
called “Passages in the Life of Mrs.
Margaret Maitland of Sunnyside,” was
ﬁiven to the publisher. With this work

er long career of activity was entel
upon. Most of her novels were stories
of daily life, or were chosen from histori-
cal seenes, They were all noted for the
exceeding purity of their tone, as she
steadily and consistently refused to have
anything to do with the criminal sides of
life, whether among the higher or the
lower classes of society.

“A Little Il-
grim in the Unseen” is a fantastic story
of a happy spirit content to roam in
her new world.  *“Old Lady Mary” is a
speculative study of a spirit filled with
repentance for a wrong done while on
carth. The grieving was so strong that
the spirit came back to earth to repalr
the evil as well as possible, but found
there that it could not enmter into com-
munication with beings still in life.” Of
course a clearly defined mornl is involved
in the tale. Neither of these works is
equal in fascination to the “Beleaguered
City,” a tale of the invasion of an old
French town by the countless souls of
all its departed citizens, and the expul-
sion of the living.

If Mrs, Oliphant is and remaina more
widely known to the general public
through her novels, it is not at all im-
probable that she will receive a higher
lrg-rmum-l_lt place in literature from her
hiographical writings. Indeed, she mani-
fested here a very peculiar power. The
same spirit of character portrayal which
had been the~strongest element in her
novels seemed to appear with even
greater effect when the subjects she had
before her were real souls, which had
formerly lived and labored. KEspecially
where religious fervor rose high and
strong did she find herself at home, The
biographies of Saint Francis of Assisi
and of Count Charlés’ de Montalembert
are particularly noteéonhy and have
been held up by critics as striking ex-
amples of sympathetic penetration and
delineation of character. Other bio-
graphical works she has published are
“The Makers of Florence,” ‘‘I'homas
Chalmers,” and “Laurence Oliphant.”

In historical work Mrs, Oliphant's
greatest production is “The Literary
l‘l‘lstory of England in the End of_ the
Eighteenth and Beginning of the Ninee
teenth Centuries,” In this work she
seemed to be at her very best. The nar-
rative flows smoothly and quickly, the
interest is wholly sustained, and the
people seem contemporaneous with the
reader, ~Her latest work of this claas,
“The Victorian Age of English Litera-
ture,” is equally elear, suggestive and
admirable,

In addition to these works M.s. @li-
phant edited ackwood’'s *Forel
Classics for English Readers,” and her-
self contributed the volumes on Dante
and Cervantes. One of her very latest
works was a volume on Rome, published
by Macmillan in uniform ° style with
her “Makers of Venice,”

All in all, Mrs. Oliphant was one of
the freshest, purest and simplest spirits
in recent English literature,

Among the war indemnities exacted
by Great Britain during the present
.reign are three resulting from our wars
with China. Of these the most impor-
tant was that demanded at the close of
the opium war of 1840-1. It amounted
to £4,500,000 in addition to £1,250,000
on acount of the opiun destroyed by the
Chinese.

war indemnity, that paid by this coun-
try on account of the tions of
the Alak is of iderable i t
as exemplifying the extent to which
claims for compensation may be buiit up
and cut down. As originally put for-
ward, the American claims practically
comprised every item in the expenee of
the war from the day on which the Ala-
bama put to sea. The prolongation of
the war was attributed entirely to her,and
che was th e made r ible for
this, ns well as for the loss suffered by
American commerce through its trans-
ference to foreign vessels and the in-
creased rates of maritime insurance. The'
Geneva tribunal, however, at once de-
cided that such indirect results of the
Alabama’s depredations could not be
seriously considered for a moment, and
unanimously awarded an indemmity of
£3,175,000 as an equivalent for the in-
jury actually done to America through
the fault or negligence of this country.

The war between China and Japan—
the most recent extra-Eawopean war in
which a considerable money indemnity
was paid—was terminated by the peace
of Shimonoscki two years ago. By the
frenty China agreed to  pay Japan a
sum equivalent to £35,000,000. In ad-
dition, she ceded the Island of Formosa
te her conquerors, recognized Corea as
inde dent, and consented to open four
new treaty ports.  The  war between
Trassin and Austria in 1866 was one in
which a considerable amount of life was
lost, having regand to its comparatively
short duration. At Sadowa the DPrus-
sian loss wax set down at 2650 killed
and 14.820 wounded, while the Austrian
casunlities were estimated at 11,000 kill-
ed and 20300 wounded. In addition
to the territorinl aggrandizement of Prus-
sin, and the exclusign of Austrige from
the German Rund, tNe treaty of Prague,
which terminated  the war, provided for
the payment by Austria of an indemnity
of 40000000 Prussian thalers. or £6,-
000,000,  From this amonnt, however,
deduction was made of 15,000,000 tha-
lers. representing Austrian claims  on
Schleawig-TTolstein, and 5,000,000 thalers
ag an equivalent for the free maint n-
anee of the Prussian army in Austria
pending the conclusion of peace,

The heaviest war indemnpity of modern
times was, of course, that paid by
Crance at the close of the war with
Gormany.  The hostilities  lasted over
cight months, and the total cost of the
wiar has been estimated at 316 millions
B ng and 200,000 men. “The German
loxs was set down at 45,000 men, who
were eithre killed in battle  or died of
wounds or sickness. Besides the cession
of Alsace and Lorraine, France had
to pay Germany 5 milliards  of francs
(200 millions sterling) in instalments

ich were allowed to extend over three
vears. The original demand of Germany
was 6 milliards, or 40 millions sterling
more, 'Thiers strove in vain to save
Metz, but it was to his exertions vhat
the reduction in the amount of the in-
demnity was due. The cost of the
Ruswso-Turkish war in 1877 has been esti-
mated at 190 millions sterling, and 180,
000 men ‘on both sides. Between the
declaration of war by Russia and the
treaty of San Stefano ' nearly eleven
n:onths elapsed. By this treaty the
I'orte admitted itself indcbted to Rus-
sin in the sum of 1,410 million rubles
(about 145 millions sterling) as indem-
nity for the lossee and expenses of the
war, The items in the aecount were
as follows: 900 million rubles (92 mil-
lions sterling) for war expenses: 400
millions (41 milions sterling) for dam-
age done to the south coast of Russia,
sxport commeree, induetries and
railways: 100 mitions (11 millions sterl-
Iing) for injuries caunsed by the invasion
of the Cauncasus, and 10 millions (1 mil-
lion storling) for injuries suffered by
Russinn subjects and establishments in
Turkey. In accordance with the Sul-
tan's wishes, however, and in considera-
tion of the financial embarrassments of
the Ottoman Empire, the OCzar mag-
nanimously and wisely consented to a>-
cept in snbstitution for about four-fifths
of the total sum the various territorinl
cessions samctioned by  the treaty of
Berlin. This left ahalance of 300 mil-
hon rubles due to nssia by Turkey,
and with the exception of some 17 mil-
lion rubles the indemnity is owing still
the amount in Octoher, 1889, being nea=-
Iy 31 millions sterling.

WHAT KEEPS THE SUN HOT.

It Will Probably Keep Warm for Twenty
Million Years.

According to the most recent investiga-
tions the temperature of th¢ sun is some-
where between 5000 and G000 degrees
centigrade, and there are reasons for be-
lieving that for hundreds of thousunds,
perbaps for millions of years, it has been
radiating heat into space with no appre-
ciable loss of temperature. Were the sun
simply a cooling mass of stone or netal
it must ages ago have lost both its heat
and its light; wepe it a globe of burning
carbon it can easily be calculated that
it would have burned out in about GOU)
years, Where, then, does it get ita
heat supply? is o question frequently
asked.

We are so accustomed to regard fire,

that it is not easy to realise that there
may be other sources, equally abundant, |
from which the sun may obtain its peren- |
nial snpply of this article.

Utilising Canals.

The Congress of German amnd Austro-
Hungarian Associations for the Promo-
tion of Intand Navigation, recently held
in Vienna, was brought to a close hst
week, In the course of the proceedings
several matters of high importance for
the commercial future of the Cemtral
European cities was discussed. Among
other matters was the question of utiliz-
ing the water-power of the projected
Moldau-Danube canal to generate clec-
tricity for traction amd other purposcs,
The Biwa-Kiota canal, in Japan, was re-
forred to as the most striking instane
of this description. There the power
generated is used not ondy for the trac-
tion on the canal itsclf, but for lighting
the various towns along its banks and
for driving the machinery in a mumber
of large and small factories.

Nile Expedition to Advance.

London, Juty 8—The morning papers
comment upon the most striking feature
of the Board of Trade returns, which
show a reduction of £1,470,000 in the
export account, and attribute this prin-
cipally to the contraction of the ship-
ments of cotton goods to India, China,
Japan, Central and South Ameriea.
