BRITISH ARMY
EXPENDITURES.

War Secretary Haldane’s Speech on
the Estimates.

No Conscription— Service Should be
Voluntary.

Depends on Navy—Wants Arma-
ments Reduced.

London, March 12.—In introducing the
army estimates, amounting to nearly
$150,000,000, in the House of Commons
this afternoon, War Secretary Haldane
announced at the outset that the Lib-
erals did not desire to destroy the army,

but require greater efficiency at less ex-
| penditure.  The Government accepted
{ what he denominated as the “blue
‘ water” principle, namely, that the navy

at its present strength was capable of
defending Great Britain from invasion,
| and, though this strong navy was a
lco_vn,l‘y thing, it was very useful, as it
made it possible to cut off much of what
otherwise would be necessary army ex-
penditure,

Useless Land Defences,

In pursuance of this principle of
dependence on the navy. it thad
bgen decided that the ammunition stores
constructed for fhe defence of London
were unnecessary and would immediats
ly be rooted up, seme 3000 guns mount-
ed for defence purposes at various
points along the cozst would be swept
away, the troops at Weihaiwei (China),
would be withdrawn and some colonial
garrisons would be reduced. These
ahanges did not involve an enormous
sum, but marked the beginning of econ-
omy. The British army which was re-
quired for overseas purposes must be of
a high quality, which was not obtainable
through conseription, and should be
strictly limited in dimensions. The
size of the army depended chiefly on pol-
icy, and Mr. Haldane wished the nations
would consider together whether a re-
duction could not be made in the arma-
ment burden which was pressing on
every civilized nation.

OANADA IN THE ARCTIC.

New Csmadian Explorers Visited Frasklim
Plctures of the Nerth—
The Neptuse Expeditien.

Tucked away in a slender blue-book
is a twenty-one page narrative of a
really remarkable piece of Arctic ex-
ploration. Mr. A. P. Low sailed
from Halifax in the Neptune on
August 22, 1903, and entered that
barbor again on October 11, 1904.
His expedition had been absent %or g
year and fifty-one days. His ship
had steamed 10,900 miles, and of
this 1,800 was ice-mileage, probably
the best scason’s ice work on record.
He had gone very far north, visiting
Ellesmere Land and the scene of dis-
aster to many famous Arctic expedi-
tions. He had to his credit a mileage
of surveys amounting to over 2,000,
and a long list of geological dnd na-
tural history discoveries. Under
most circumstances such an expedi-
tion would receive profuse mnotice.
Mr. Low came and went most mod-
2stly, and the tale is told with grea,
brevity in his official report to ths
Mirister of Marine and Fisherics.

‘At cieven o'clock, on the morning
of the 15th (of August), we dropped
#ichor in Ercbus harbor, at Beechy
near the southwest end. of
Devon. This is one of the
most -~ interesting places in  the Arc-
tics, Here Franklin wintered for the
last time, before passing, with his
<hips the Erebus and Terror, to ths
vestward; where finally all perished,
on the shore of King Williams ls-
-and; or, in the attempt to reach
civilization, to the southward. Here
also established the headquarters of
ali the Iranklin relief cxpeditions
sent out for years afterwards in
scarch of his missing ships. Aitar
fifty years, numecrous traces remain
of these expeditions; the frame of
a large storehouse stands on a
shingle terrace, a few yards from the
western  shore of the harbor, and
close under the hill forming the point.
Iuside, and in rows outside the build-
ing, are many casks of provisions,
includling peas, flour, oatmeal and
cheese, all destroyed by the weather,
Scattered about are hundreds of tins;
whieh once contained the in-famous
Goldner Patent rations, supposed to
have been one of the direct causes of
the loss of the ill-fated expedition.
Remnants of clothing and Jmany leath-
er boot soles also were scen, togeth-
er with a two-wheeled cart of Ad-
miralty pattern. On the beach, be-
low, are the wrecks of a large sloop
and a life-boat, left by the relief ex-
peditions. ‘Both have been badly
broken by the ice; and portions of
the mahogany planking of the life-
boat were taken for souvenirs. On a
small terrace, immediately behind the
house, i8 a wooden cenotaph erected
to the memory of Framklin- and his
crews; and lying along side is the
large marble slab sent there by Am-
erican citizens; and left by McClin-
tock in 1858; who attached a brass
plate to it. We raised the slab and
photographed it; and again laid it,
inscription downward, alongside the
wooden monument. Should a cruis-
er again visit this memorable spot,
material for a solid foundation for
this slab should be taken as it can-
not be erected in the strong winds
that blow there without some such
precaution.

‘“About half a mile in rear of the
house, on a desolate plain, are five
graves containing the remains of
some of Iranklin’s companions who
dicd here, and some of the members
of the reliei expeditions. Leave was
given to as many of the crew as pos-
sible to land here; but ‘the ice com-
ing out of the inner bay forced us
to leave before the graves could be
photographed. We brought away the
cart,”’

Yet anothar picture of these dreary
regions may be given:

*“Cape Sabine was reached at one
o’clock on the morning of the 11th,
and the heavy bumping in crossing
was but a foretaste to the excitemeng
of that day. The ship was stopped
behind a small island, just south of
the Cape, where, accompanied by the
captain and the doctor, I landed on
the rock granite shore, about half a
mile south of Parry’s last heade
quarters. We walked over to his
house, which was originally the deck-
house of the Windward. Close to it
Is another small house, built of
rough lumber, the residence' of the
Stein party. Both are very small,
and the surroundings dreary, while
the amount of decaying walrus blub-
ber, scattered about, rendered the
rocks slippery and the air slimy. A
few bodies of dead Eskimos, wrap-
ped in musk-ox skins, were covered
with small piles of rock, within g
few yards of the houses, and must
have proven
ing the dreary winter. A couple of
photographs were taken, and a copy
ol the proclamation, taking formal
possession ol Ellesmere’s Island, was
tached on the inside of the hotse.

“We then retarned to the boat, and
found that during our absent g

adjacent islamds, in the name of the
King, for the Dominion; and a copy
of the proclamation was deposited in
a large cairn, om the extreme peint
aof the cape.'”

Anne, Countess of Seaficld, whe
Bas just joined the Auxiliary League
of the Salvation Army, is proud to
be known as the widow of a work-
ingman peer.

In New Zealand in the eighties she
shared to the full the many strange
vicissitudes of her husband and cou-
sin, Francis William Ogilvie-Grant,
tenth Earl of Seafleld, Viscount
Reidhaven, Baron Ogilvie and Barom
Strathspey.

To a reporter the Dowager Count-
ess of Seafield has told the story of
her husband’s career as a working-
man.

+ “My husband,” said the Countess,
‘‘was a gentleman, but, what is more
than that, he was a man. When hard
times came to us in Oamaru and
fair-weather friends deserted us, the
poor and exiled son of an ancient
race saw no disgrace in toiling with
his hands to keep our home togeth-
er.

‘“Taking off his old brown velvet
shooting jacket and laying aside his
gun, he joined the ranks of labor,
shouldered his pick and shovel, and
in the garb of an ordinary wor
man went wherever work called him.

““With a.houseful of babies at home
he could not afford to refuse work,
however rough. He toiled as a navvy
on the roads, laying down tram
lines, digging and fencing and rab-
biting up-country—often sleeping in
the open air or in a henhouse.

“For three whole weeks I have
known him to be vainly seeking work
with a single sixpence in his pocket,
which he dare not spend.

““Among his mates were many men
of good family, scions of ancient
races, who discarded their titles. My
husband sought work under his true
name. First as Viscount Reidhaven,
then as the Earl of Seafield, he was
known to his mates, and there was
not a soul in the ‘little white-stone
city’'—as we called Oamaru—but lov-
ed, honored and respected the worke
ingman peer.

“Among his fellow-workman he
found the truest friends. That is why
I, his widow, cannot bear to hear
the workingmen slandered.

“In 1888 he came into the Earl-
dom, and I look back upon that day
as the blackest in our lives, for’ my
husband, still a workingman, died
within a few months of coming into
the title.”’

The present Earl ol Seafield is the
eldest son of the workingman peer.
Six years ago he married a New Zea-
land girl.

BARGES DEATH TRAPS.

INVESTIGATING THE LOSS OF THE
_— REMBRANDT,

The Captain’s Widow Swears That Barge
and Boats Were Leaky—Why the
‘Steward Left—Measures for Protec-
tion of Life Demanded.

A Halifax despatch: At the Govern-
ment inquiry into the loss of the Domin-
ion Coal Company’s barge Rembrandt off
Isaac’s Harbor last November, result
in the drowning of six men, scnsationa
evidence was given to-day by the widow
of Captain Aker, who frequently accom-
panied her husband. She swore thlat
the barge was leaking, that the only
beats aboard were leaky, and that {he
covers of the hatches were left off. The
steward of the barge swore that he left
the barge because she was unseaworthy.

It is believed that the result of the in-
quiry will be the promulgation by the
Dominion Government of stringent re-
gulations for the inspection of barwes
towed on the cost. The loss of life
in this case has created a strong feeling
that the coal company must be compel-
led to take greater precautions to pro-
tect the life of the barge crews.

She was pressed
for an immediated departure, but plead-
ed for the respite of a week, in order to
take leave of everybody. During this time
she ran about visiting the poor and th2
little garden of medical herbs, fruit and
flowers which she cultivated herself for
the benefit of the poor.

The royal party never separat-
ed till between 3 and 4 in the morning,
no slight trial for a bride of 17 who had
cmPloyed the few inoments she passed
in her room after her arrival in trying
on her wedding gown and the rest of her
trousseau.

When first she eaught sight of the pal-
ace she became very nervous and, being
told that she was to be married that
evening, she, in fact, fainted in the car-
riage. The Duchess of Ilamiiton, one of
the beautiful Miss Gunnings, smiling at
her fears, Charlotte said: “You may
laugh—you have been married twice—
but to me it is no joke.”
