A Kings County Boy at Santiago.

The following extracts from a letter
received this week by MrJ, B, Nem-
combe, of this town, from his son Perry,
who waa with the U, 8. forces at Santi-
ago, will be read with interest by many
AcApIAN  resders—particularly as Mr
Newcombe was formerly & resident of
Wolfville and has many friends in the

county :—
{ S7E Army ‘CoRPs, SANTIAGO,
" Crma, Ava, 1808,

Dear Faraen, asp  Mormer,—E.
wtites me that she has teld you of my
coming, so I will write you some of my
experiences. 1 thought that it would be
better not.to, have you worrying over
me, il preventable now the need fos
worrying has passed, for which we can
all thank a higher hand than curs.

I have seen war, and all that the word
implies, T have listened to the rattle of
rifi-s and the elash of artilery from early
dawn till dark. I bave seen brave men
dropping in their tracks and the wound.
ed pouring to the rear, and I have seen
the dead in their silent majesty as they
fell. I bave eatem raw pork and bard
tack, and “lept in pools of Water yen_
dured hunger, thirst, heat and fever, but
with it all T have mever-regretted confing,
Tte 20d Cavalry were the only troops

on the island that brought horses, dnd’
our work has been to furnish scouts
orderlies, messengers ; to drive stragglers
back to the lines, escort generals, wagon
trains of supplies, or wonoded—in short,
do anything in that line that mounted
men ¢ould do. Consequently, while wé
were often on the line of battle, yet we
did no fighting, We were ayes instead
of hands, and feet instead of srms to the
army.

We bave just been ihrough a siege of
yellow fever, but. only lost four men.
About fifty out of our troops bad it,
We have recovered, with the four ex_
ceptions, and although I am still weak
yet I am feeling well, @d do a little
work when 1 feel able. We are under
orders now to yo to Long Island, N, Y.,
and expect to eail about next Monday,
We will all be glsd to getaway from
bere as the climate is now disagreeable
and unhealthy. ;
