come. A place for holding the Musical 
Festival had to be provided and this was 
accomplished by the selection of the 
auditorium of the new Memorial Gymnas­
ium. The fitting up of this room for tide 
purpose necessitated a great amount of 
work aand when completed the re 
proved highly satisfactory.

The large audience which filled 
capacity the concert hall last eveningto 
hear Miss Mildred Dilling, harp virtu- 
osa, and Miss Valerie Deucher, song in­
terpreter, enjoyed a musical feast, which 
for exquisitness in tonal beauty has never 
been excelled in Wolfville;

Those who had the privilege of hearing 
Miss Dilling on a former visit to Wolfville 
were eager to hear her again and enjoyed 
the anticipated treat to the full on her 
second appearance. She again fully de­
monstrated that the grand harp may be 
made to compare winningly with the 
piano as a solo instrument and in some 
respects even surpass it. All her selec­
tions were delightfully rendered.

Miss Deucher sprang a most engaging 
novelty, with folksongs in costume. She 
possesses a mellow soprano, ranging from 
C to B-flat, and she used it with inter­
pretative gesture. The result was that 
with powers of interpretation quite like 
those of Yvette Guilbert, and racial con- 
turning, first in old French songs, second 
in American Indian and negro songs, and 
finally in old English songs, she delighted 
with gaiety and melted with pathos.

Interesting Lecture Given by Inspec­
tor La Nauze of the R. M. C. P.

That was an interesting tale told at 
the Opera House last Friday afternoon by 
Inspector LaNauze, of the Royal Ca­
nadian Mounted Police. The lecture was 
given under the auspices of the I. O. D. E. 
and was presided over by Rev. Dr. 
MacDonald, who introduced the speaker 
in a few well chosen remarks.

The Inspector, in a conversational way, 
described how in 1915 it was ereported-at 
their headquarters in Regina that two 
Roman Catholic priests were missing in 
the Far North country, and the Bishop 
was anxious as to their safety. At 
twenty-four hours' notice the little ex­
pedition was formed and set out, Captain 
White, a corporal, one interpreter, and 
himself. Intensely interesting was the 
whole story as unfolded step by step as 
the photographic panorama of places, 
people and events passed on the screen, 
particularly when at last success crowned 
their efforts, and the great white chief’s 
long arm of justice had reached the guilty 
Eskimos two years after the perpetration 
of the outrage.

Not less interesting and instructive, too, 
were the various exhibits of the Eskimos 
primitive culinary aad sporting utensils 
and methods of living! They were de­
scribed as extremely hospitable people, 
especially kind to their children and to 
animals,, subsisting entirely upon their 
own resources and not knowing enough 
as yet to tell a lie.

The children especially had a good time, 
and will thank the Daughters of the Em­
pire for their thoughtful consideration of 
them. Rev. R. F. Dixon, in his character­
istic way-, moved, and Principal Ford 
seconded, the vote of thanks, which was 
given standing to Inspector LaNauze, 
and the College band, which rendered a 
number of selections outside the Opera 
House before the lecture and opened the 
program with “O, Canada,” and closed the 
proceedings with the rendition of the 
National Anthem.

The lecture giÿen by Inspector Robin­
son in. the Horton Parish Room last 
Tuesday evening was a great treat to 
those who were privileged to hear it. 
There was a good attendance and the 
chair Was occupied by the rector who 
briefly introduced the speaker. Mr. 
Robinson took for his subject, some of 
the wonders of the common things of our 
every day life. spoke of the wonders 
of language and writing of their original 
derivation.- the wonders of plant life, 
and of growth. His address which con­
tained a great deal of valuable information 
and which was listened to with rapt at­
tention by every one present including the 
children, as well as the adults was il­
luminated by many flashes of humour 
and was altogether delightful and profit­
able. The chairman at the close of the 
lecture expressed his deep appreciation 
of Mr. Robinson’s kindness. ' A hearty 
vote of thanks moved by Mr. R. Creigh­
ton and seconded by Dr. Freeman was 
passed by a standing vote. Mr. Creighton 
in his remarks expressed the hope that they 
might enjoy the privilege of hearing Mr.

DEATH OF WORTHY CITIZEN

CANNING NOTES The sudden death of Mr. John W 
Vaughn, which occurred at his residence 
at about 10 o’clock on Monday noming, 
removes one of our oldest and most re­
spected citizens, who will be widely 
mourned. Although well on in years the 
deceased was active and useful and a 
familiar figure on our streets. On Sunday 
evening be attended as usual the service 
of the Baptist church, of which for many 
years he has been a faithful and active 
member. Monday morning he rèse at an 
early hour in order to prepare for the 
planting of his gardden, which has always 
been a hobby and which he aimed to 
make the best in town. Evidently the 
unusual exertion was too much for him 
and he complained of a pain in his back, 
but declined the proffered help with his 
usual kindly smile. He entered the house, 
where Mrs. Vaughn found him a few 
moments later evidently in great dis- 
t ress. Dr. Elliott was summoned and short 
ly after Dr. Allan was also called in but 
nothing could be done and in a short time 
he passed away.

The late Mr. Vaughn was born in 
Cornwallis in December, 1846, and was 
in his 75th year. Of a family of eleven lie 
is servived by one brother. Mr. C. M.

He 
is survived by his widoyr and one son, 
Mr. W. A. Vaughn, of Calgary, who is

ORDER PLAN SPRING CLEAN NG

The following resume of an address de­
livered to New York apple growers will 
1* read with interest here, particularly 
*6 the same general principles apply to 
marketing.

“You apple growers furnish one of the 
most striking examples in this country 
of intelligent men failing to make use of 
the one thing that could turn disaster 
into success.,” George A. Cullen, vice- 
president of the North American Fruit 
Exchange, said a few days ago at a meeting 
t)f the New York Agricultural Society, at 
Albany.

"Why do California growers success­
fully invest $750,000 in advertising to 
Create an appetite for the citrus fruits, 
While New York growers invest prac 
tically not a cent to create an appet te 
for som of the fin st fru t produced on 
th.1 face < f the ea th?

‘.'Think of the Pacific Coast raisin 
frowers investing $500,000 a year in ad 
Vertising, and the prune growers $350,- 
ÛOO, while the New York State farmers 
apparently try to keep it a secret that 
they produce the finest of seed potatoes 
«nd maple syrup.

“There is a further and exceedingly 
important use for advertising by the 
grower. That is in constantly keeping 
the customer informed when his pro­
ducts ar_ available, or to be available, 
when they are abundant an when they 
«re or should be relatively cheap at retail. 
This has real practical value in stimulating 
consumption.

“Why then does not the grower keep 
lis public informed daily of the sta e of 
the market? Why should the department 
stores use about one-third of the space 
in each day’s papers to tell their public 
about their goods, while the 
leaves it to some Gov mment 
other belated crop report source to print 
the market quotations on perishable goods 
(of all things!; in some obscure corner of 
one page. ”

The New ModelFIRST POSTAGE STAMP

April 23rd last was the seventieth 
anniversary of Canada’s first postage 
stamp, designed by Sir Sanford Flemm­
ing and bearing the picture of the beaver, 
was first put on sale for the benefit of 
Canadian letter writers on April 23rd, 
1851. The first issue of Canadian stamps 
were this three-penny, a six penny with 
the Prince Consort's p eture on it, and a 
twelve-penny bearing a portrait of Queen 
Victoria. The six-penny was put on sale 
in May, 1851, and the twelve-penny in 
June, of the same year. Only 1,500 copies 
of the latter stamp were put on sale at 
Post Offices, though the Government re­
ceived over fifty thousand copies from the 
printers. Where the rest went to 
seems to know.1 The twelve-penny is 
Canada’s scarcest stamp, good copies of 
it now selling at from four to five hundred 
dollars.

JCanadian Finance, a journal devoted 
to financial and public affairs, in an article 
headed "Are You Interested in The Re­
duction of Taxes?" review the history 
and results of the city manager plan on 
this continent ; its conclusion is that this 
method of administration is an economical 
and efficient system of handling civic 
affairs for both large and small cities.

They hire, and have the power at any 
time to fire, the—

3. CITY MANAGER, a non-political 
sub-executive, who is their agent and sub­
ordinate and who appoints and super­
vises, the—

4. DEPARTMENT HEADS, who in 
turn appoint and supervise—

5. THE RANK, AND FILE of the 
municipal administration, under the usual 
Civil Service rules.

Mr. Gilbertson adds that business men 
will be quick to see its likeness to a cor­
poration.

"It is the only way to organize any­
thing, whether it be an afternoon picnic 
or a great industry. The feature of the 
plan is its straightforward simplicity. No 
lines criss-cross. Responsibility is clear- 
cut and undivided. ”

The Calgary Herald, commenting on 
the city manager plan, says: "There are 
still some citizens who think that a city's 
business cannot be administered by 
skeleton organization similar to that of 
large industrial corporation. On the other 
hand, there is a growing conviction that 
the municipal methods: so generally ac­
cepted in the past can be improved upon, 
with results which will prove highly satis­
factory to the taxpayers.”

PROPOSED ATHLETIC 
GROUNDS HOOVER

fWHY NOT? ! Ji
Citizens who heard the select- 

tions by the College band in front 
of the Opera House last Friday 
afternoon, on the occasion of the 
I. O. D. E. lecture, were re­
minded of the attractive open-air 
concerts given during summer 
evenings a few years ago by the 
Scout band. The wish was freely 
espressed that a repetition of these 
concerts might be had during the 
coming summer. We noticed that 
the greateaiiumberof the playerson 
Friday were Wolfville boys most 
of whom, it is understood, will be 
in town during the summer, and 
the instruments are all the proper­
ty of the town. We are fortunate, 
too. in having among our citizens, 
a gentleman well qualified to 
train and lead a band, to whom 
Wolfville already owes much for 
freely-given efforts along this line. 
The time seems opportune for re­
organizing the band, and if this 
could be accomplished along the 
lines we suggested, the result 
would be of real benefit as well as 
pleasu'e to all. Every citizen 
should be willing to do a’l possible 
to encourage and support such an 
undertaking and we feel sure 
such would be the case. The 
Acadian hopes to be able to re­
port progress next week.

Referring again to the need of 
a better enforcement of the law 
regulating the running of motor 
vehicles in Wolfville The Acadian 
begs to point out to the civic 
authorities that some assistance 
ought to be given the officer in his 
work. We believe that if properly 
equipped the policeman Could 
brin| in a goodly amount from 
fines and at the same time make 
our streets safer for all concern­
ed. The purchase of a motor­
cycle for patrol service and a 
stop-watch for keeping tab on 
the traffic might incur consider­
able expense, but we believe 
would be amply justified by the 
results obtained. It is certainly 
up to the authorities to secure a 
better enforcement of the law 
than now exists and citizens ex­
pect them to “get on the job”. 
Every day the law is knowingly 
violated by dozens of people and 
the evil can only be cured by a 
strict carrying out of tlie regu­
lations governing the use of the 
streets. The public safety , is too 
important to admit of any delay 
in getting at this work.

Some time ago The Acadian 
suggested a solution of the prob­
lem of a suitable locality for an 
athletic ground for Wlofville in 
the vacant lot north of Main 
street at “the bridge". At the 
time little attentioni.was paid to 
the proposition but of late the 
idea has again been brought up 
and is receiving considerable sup­
port. The situation is most cen­
tral and those qualified to judge 
give the opinion that if sufficient 
fillihg in and grading was done 
ample room for baseball and other 
sports would be provided. This 
work ought to be done at any 
rate as the location referred to 
has already been too long a dis­
grace to Wolfville. The present 

most opportune time for 
activity along the line suggested 
in order that a much needed pro­
vision be made for town athletics 
and at the same time an improve­
ment effected that will add greatly 
to the attractiveness of our town. 
Here is a chance for real public- 
spiritedness on the part of citizens 
an opportunity to shop our civic 
patriotism that should not be 
allowed to pass. Our sister town 
of Kentville recently voted twelve 
thousand dollars for acquiring 
and fitting up athletic grounds
