HARRIMAN.
Dr. Lyle Says He is Suffering From 

“Acute Indigestion.’’

Newspaper Men Again Flocking to 
the Neighborhood.

Arden, N. Y., Sept. 7.—The alarming 
rumors regarding the condition of Ed­
ward H. Harriman have been revived 
following his relapse of Sunday night. 
From the best information obtainable 
to-day, however, it is believed that the 
attack that caused a hurry call for a 
New York nurse and probably two 
nurses, one for day and one for night, 
was a temporary sickness, caused a sud­
den change of temperature or an indis­
cretion in diet which the sick man in 
his weakened condition was unable to 
throw off. Dr. W. G. Lvle. Mr. Harri­
man "s private physician, calls the at­
tack “acute indigestion."

In his statement last night he said 
his patient was better. One result of tire 
news has been a sw'ift reassembling uf 
the newspaper representatives whose 
presence a week ago at every avenue 
leading to the Harriman .house finally 
caused the sick man himself to issue a 
statement regarding his condition, and 
promise that if the press of the country 
would withdraw its representatives he 
would see that it' was informed of any 
subsequent crisis in his condition. For 
this reason an effort is being made to se­
t'll re daily bulletins from Dr. Lyle.

While Mr.Hxrrimau's last attack in 
itself In a y not be serious, there may be 
grave consequences in the case of a 
man a« weak as Mr. Harriman.

Talk of an operation has been revived, 
but there i« nothing definite to support 
such a rumor. It has been pretty defin­
itely established that for a week prior 
to this last attack Mr. Harriman’* con­
dition was reassuring. It was learned to­
day that lu’ showed active interest in 
the work about his place, and in his trot­
ting horses.

Van Renssalacr Weston, who looks aft­
er his string of thoroughbreds at Gosh­
en, 15 miles west of here, called at the 
house several times last week to discuss 
turf and stable with his employer. His 
last visit occurred on Sunday, and upon 
leaving he told severed persons that Mr. 
Harriman seemed better. This was lye- 
fore the ill-turn of Sunday night. This 
came about midnight. The "sudden flash­
ing of light* on the tower hill told the 
people in the valley of the activitly that 
reigned on the hill. Men were sent to 
turn on the electricity at the plant at 
the foot of the incline railway. Tire 

"telephone operator at Arden was called 
out of bed and messages were sent to 
New York for nurses and doctors who 
were brought to Ardeu in a hurry in the 
morning.

FOREST RESERVES.
Paper Read Before Canadian For­

estry Association at Regina.

Prof. A. H. D. Ross, M. A., M. F., of 
the University of Toronto, in his paper 
dealt with the Dominion forest reserves. 
He showed that in 1908 the Parliament 
of Canada established 21 forest reserves. 
Six are in Manitoba, four in Saskatche­
wan, three in Alberta and eight in the 
strip forty miles wide in British Colum­
bia, known as the railway licit. These 
areas were set aside (1) To provide lum­
ber, fuel, ties, poles and other forest 
products required for the settlement of 
the country and the development of its 
resources; (2) To pAitect the headwa­
ters of streams and regulate the flow of 
water in them for irrigation,^transpor­
tation and industrial purposes; (3) To 
afford a natural shelter for the various 
kinds of birds, fish and game. *

These reserves embrace areas as fol­
lows : Manitoba, 3,575.jsquare miles; Sas­
katchewan, 740; Alberta. 185; British 
Columbia, 890. Total 5,391 square miles. 
It would require a special act of Parlia­
ment to withdraw any of the land from 
these reserves for settlement or other 
purposes, so that here is a great oppor­
tunity for the Government to protect 
aiyil improve this property.

In the three prairie Provinces the re­
serves are intended to supply homestead­
ers with building material, fencing and 
fuel, rather than to ' furnish wood for 
the lumber trade. In these three Pro

* Mr. Ross calls attention to the water­
shed known as the Eastern Slope of the 
Rockies. This contains 8,244 square 
miles, most of which is wholly unsuited 
for agriculture. He quoted from a re­
port of Inspector MacMillan, wjio asks 
if common lumlier costs $22 per M. in 
the prairies now with a million popula­
tion. wllat will it cost when there is a 
population <|" ten million, when most of 
the forest land will have been out and 
burned over ? The coal mining industry 
of Alberta,will require forty-five billion 
feet of mine props, the product of nine 
million acres for sixty years. This s®y' 
nothing of railways, settlers and other 
requirements. These facts along with 
the need of irrigation shows the need 
for turning the Eastern Slope into a 
forest reserve before it was too late.

oughly. I use n new dish mop, rinse 
with a little clear water, and plunge 
again into a pan of clear, hot water in 
which has been dissolved a ten spoonful 
of baking soda; let stand in soda bath 
about five minutes, then rinse in clear, 
cold water and stand y pen end down to 
drain. Sterilize as many jars as you 
need for fruit on hand.

While fruit is cooking prepare a 
lu-avy syrup of a teneupful of granu­
lated sugar ami a quarter of a cupful 
of water, boiling it one minute and 
a<lding to it as it is used up; kVep hot 
until needed.

Roll tops, jars and rubber rings in 
boiling water, only two at a time, as 
they cool quickly. Drain, stand in 
clear pan. place ruhlievs. rub with silver 
knife over the elastic bands with pres­
sure close to the neck of jar to make 
sure it is fitted perfectly. Never allow 
fruit juice, seed, or syrup under the 
ruhlx-r rings. 4*i!l jars with the pre­
pared fruit three-fourths full, run silver 
knife down inside of jar, removing it 
slowly, ami any air bubbles will follow. 
Do this several times. Add fruit until 
jar is filled to within lyuf an inch of 
top. No\V fill to sliglt/ly overflowing 
with the thick, hot syrup, leaving the 
overflow on the rubber rings, screw on 
the hot tops quickly, keep tightening 
every twenty minutes until cold. The 
syrup forms a cement on the inside be­
tween tops and rubliers, making them 
absolutely air tight.

To remove tops, wren .tops only with 
a cloth wrung out of hot water, run a 
tliin bladed knife under the elastic band, 
beijjjg careful not to dent the edge of 
top, aixl elastic hand ‘and top will come 
off together with ease and you can see 
how perfectly the syrup cements it.

For tomatoes or vegetables not en,one<I. 
with sugar sterilize tops, jars and rings 
as above directed, fill the glass jars 
three-fourths full, run silver knife down 
inside of jars, remove slowly to allow 
air bubbles to escape, fill to within" 
two inches of top, and pour in slowly 
a half pint of boiling water, allowing 
it to, run over freely, thereby washing 
away any air bubbles or particles of 
scum remaining. Screw hot top on at. 
once, keep tightening until cold, and 
when wanted for use open carefully as 
directed, pour off this surplus wnterx 
which will stand clear and free- at the

For jHlies. when cold put n tea spoon­
ful of thick syrup just warm enough 
to flow on each glass of jelly, roll 
around lentil glazed all over, and when 
wanted for use remove sugar crystals 
with a knife. No more candied jellies, 
but syruu must always lie thick and 
heavy. No paraffin is needed.

AT BANQUETS.
In Old Days Guests Were Request­
ed Not to Throw Bones on Floor.

K\i'll nt so Into a pt-vintl as tin* lo - 
Htoration, KiliO, it was the custom for 
the guests to take their own knives and 
folks to an English banquet. Pepvs 
records that he did this when he went 
to the Lord Mayor’s feast in the (i.iild 
Hall, according to the'London Chronicle.

"In the previous reign the Lord Cham­
berlain had found it necessary to issue 
regulations for -the benefit of the offi­
cers invited to dine at the royal table. 
They were required to wear clean boots, 
not to be half drunk on their arrival, 
not to drink more than one goblet to

most a million, and it will not be many 
years before it reaches ten millions. In 
the meantime the consumption of wood 
fbr building and industrial purposes will 
1*> enormous, and will require all the 
lumber now growing on the reserves be­
tween Lake Winnipeg and the Rockies. 
There is not nearly enough timlier land 
reserved to supply the needs ot this 
great region. The obvious thing to do 
is to create more reserves and p rôtit-ct 
not merely the mature timber but also 
the young trees as carefully as if they 
were dollar bills. If the floor of this 
room were covered with dollar bills, be 
would be judged insane who would let 
a fire get started amongst them, yet 
this is the very kind of thing that, is 
going on in the case of young tre 
growth. In Europe they say, "It is only 
Turks and Americans (including Cana­
dians i who burn the forest.”. In the 
case of the Dominion forest reserve 
however, it is the policy of the forest 
branch of the Department of the Inter­
ior to do everything in its power 
protect the timber from fire, to lessen 
the amount of waste incident to lumber­
ing operations, to stop timber thieving, 
and to so manage the reserves as to se­
cure continuous crops of timber -from 
them. Other nations have been able to 
not only secure but actually to improve 
both the quantity and quality of the 
crop- so why not Canada? So far the 
great difficulty has been to secure men 
with the 'necessary technical training 
and administrative ability to take 
charge ..f the work. In the United 
states the technically trained men are 
snapped up by the federal and State 
Governments and the lumber and pulp 
comuanies ns soon as they graduate. 
With tbe recently established forest 
schools at the University <>f Toronto 
and the University of New Brunswick, it 
is hoped that men will soon lxyrfàTlahle 
for this work. /

Upon Mr. R. H. Campbell, superin­
tendent of forestry. Ottawa, falls the 
heavy responsibility of administering the 
Dominion forest reserves. Each summer 
In- spends considerable time in the field, 
>tmixing the needs of the localities in 
which each preserve is situated, famil­
iarizing himself with the actual condi­
tion of the reserve itself and studying 
l,,w best to .protect and improve it. In 
this work lie is ably assisted by Inspec­
tor Knetcjiol and assistant inspectors 
Dickson and MacMillan, gradual
the ( omell.

“The Stuarts undoubtedly did much

On the Spruce Woods Reserve. ea>t 
Brandon, there have been planted 3.,.- 
000 Scotch pine grown from seeds at 
Indian Head nursery station From 
the swamps of this reserve thousands 
of vonng tamarack set-dimes have ln;en 
obtained and planted at Indian Head, 
and are making remarkable growth. 
Last vear forty bushels of spruce rones 
were collected here and used for plant­
ing on the different reserves

The Duck Mountain ami Riding Moun­
tain Reserves are important as regu­
lators of streams in Northern Manitoba 
and as game covers. Wing the rome of 
elk. moose, black and cinnamon bears, 
and smaller game.

Referring to the Saskatchewan re­
serves as a whole. Mr. Ross noted that 
the area is only 740 square miles, poorly 
timbered, containing less than 60 mil­
lion feet of saw timber and about 700.- 
000 cords of wood. This is not much 
for a population of 350 R00. He asked 
if the people should not begin to agitate 
for the creation of more forest reserves 
in the northern part of the province. 
To create timber land by planting nur­
sery stock will cost a million dollars 
for six townships. If Mr. Knetchel’s 
experiments are successful it will cost

provide the money for the receiving and 
distributing of the power within the 
municipality, and some, other things, the 
(iovernment, of course, to sVpplv the , 
power at the prices named.

But when 
the agreements were submitted to the 
municipalities that had carried these 
by-laws, by the commission, and the 
municipalities were asked to sign them, 
it. was found that the agreements, sup­
posedly based upon the by-laws, did 
not contain anv price at which the 
power should be delivered to the muni­
cipalities. This was a very important 
omission, as the price is the basis of 
the 'whole business. The municipalities 
refused to sign the agreements, as the 
by-laws, which were carried by the 
people did not justify them doing so. 
They insisted that new by-laws in ac­
cordance with the amended agreement 
should be submitted for the votes of 
the ratepayers. . If this were done.how­
ever. it is extremely doubtful if the. 
municipalities would agree to take a 
step in the dark and hind themselves to 
take specified quantities of power at 
such prices as the commission might 
see fit. to impose. By -this agreement 
the municipalities were assuming re­
sponsibility of the whole burden,».and 
the commission or Government— while 
having all the say—assumed none of 
the responsibility. Moreover, it was 
also ascertained that as the law stood 
that even did the municipal councils 
execute the objectionable agreement, it 
would not be legal or binding unless 
sanctioned by the ratepayers by means 
of another by-law. The commission, 
therefore, had this difficulty before 
them : They 'must have amended by­
laws submitted to and carried by the 
ratepayers^of the municipalities inter­
ested. or they must secure legislation 
validating the present by-laws. They 
adopted the latter course. Accordingly 
at the last session of the legislature 
that body, at the distance of the Gov­
ernment, passed1 an act to legalize these 
by-laws without any further reference 
to the people, and all agreements under 
them, and further enacting that any 
actions that had already been entered 
in the courts nr that may hereafter be 
entered to have the validity of the by­
laws and agreements made under them 
declared void shall he of no effect. It 
will thus lie seen that this statute not 
only legalizes illegal by-laws, xVhich 
were actually passed under entirely dif­
ferent. conditions, but it debars any 
personr\fcb° may feel aggrieved at such 
action' from appealing to the courts of 
the land. Bill" worse still, the mayor 
and council of the town of Mn It're fused 
to sign this agreement until a new by­
law authorizing it should be voted on 
and passed by the people. This preeiouA 
act of the legislature enacts that the 
Halt by-laxv and agreement shall be 
binding on the corporation the same as 
if the by-law had Wen endorsed by the 
people and the agreement executed by 
the council, and all parties are barred 
from appealing to the courts for re­
dress.

The situation was 
peculiar. In Great Britain, when it was 
decided that the telegraphs should be 
made a state service. Parliament did 
not destroy the value of existing lines 
bq creating a new system; it bought at 
a fair price the property which repre­
sented the energy and capital of a num­
ber of private individuals. The provinces 
of Manitoba. Saskatchewan and Alberta, 
when they resolved to take over the 
telephone lines within their hounds, 
acted in like manner. The Ontario 
Legislature created a commission, gave 
it. the use of the credit of the province 
for the purpose of building transmission 
lines over ground already occupied and 
authorized the municipalities to become 
purchasers and vendors ns well as us°rs 
of power, in many eases in fields too 
limited for more than one service to 
maintain itself. The thing amounted in 
fact to the destruction of the earning 
power, and. therefore, of the value, of 
legally invested private capital. This 
Is t.he narrow phase of the ease ron- 

. earning the province and its own nenple. 
and for which, as far n« it injured 
either private or public credit, the pro­
vince would suffer alone.

ELECTRIC SMELTING FOR IRON.
(Montreal Gazette.)

The Department of Mines at Ottawa 
has issued a report by Mr. Eugene 
Haunel, the director, into the construc­
tion and working of the electric shaft 
furnace for smelting iron at Domnarf- 
wt, Sweden. Sweden, like a good many 
port# of Canada, has much Water power 
which it is practicable to turn into elec­
tricity and through electricity into licit.

Giace at Domnarfvet. They gained much 
knowledge on the conductivity and other 
characteristics of materials when sub 
j'ctvd to.high temperature, the quali­
ties of lining materials and the most 
suitable manner of designing furnaces. 
In tli* summer of BIOS they felt they 
had succeeded in constructing a furnace 
which could be economically used in 
practice. It was not. however, all that 
they desired. The consumption of char­
coal xvas large and the loss of the heat­
ed gas caused by the combustion was re­
garded as wasteful. Seeking to correct 
tin* weaknesses they produced th?* elec- 
trie shaft furnace, which Dr. Ilaanel in­
spected in < offüjiany with the inventors. 
The -description as given in the report is 
t"o technical for the ordinary reader to 
follow. The test xvas not made under 
the most fax omble circumstanced The 
power available xvas less than xvas desir­
ed. and the time allowed for heating the 
walls of the furnace was only one xveek 
instead of the txvo or three that i*xpori 
enc-e with ordinary Mast furnaces shows 
to lie necessary. There were six tap­
pings from charges nf me. coke and line* 
in varying proportions. The pig iron 
product on analysis sltoxved carbon in 
proportions varying from 3.1.) to 3.40 
per cent., silicon from 0.050 to 0.103 per 
cent., magnesium, from 0.24 to 0.39. per 
'cent., and phosphorous from 1.Ô0 to 
2.00 per cent. Sulphur, which xvas ab­
sent in txvo cases, was present in one to 
the extent of 0.005 per cent, and in three, 
to 0.015 per cent. Some minor mishaps 
reduced the extent of the output of tin* 
later charges, bill it was noted finit' tin* 

lined unsteadily rise as the 
furnace more nearly approached its niu- 
null working condition. The highest pro­
duct of any of tlu* charges was at the 
rate of 2.44 metric tons "per electrical 
horse power year.” Tin* deductions were 
that the furnace operated uniformly and 
without trouble of any kind, and that, 
in spite of certain drawbacks, the con­
sumption of energy xvas remarkably uni­
form. Professor Yon Odolstierna, of 
Stockholm, made a comparison of tlu* 
cost of producing pig iron in the char­
coal blast furnace and the electric shaft 
furnace, under conditions as they exist 
in Sweden, using ore containing a limit 
(ill per cent, of metallic iron and char­
coal containing 83 per cent, or carbon. 
A charcoal blast furnace in Sweden pro­
duces from 8,000 to 10.000 short.tons of 
pig iron a year. The advantage was 

*$1.54 a ton in favor of the electric fur­
nace, the figures being $10.10 for the 
charcoal blast and $8.56 for the electric. 
The saving was all iti the amount of 
charcoal used, tlu* quantity being 0.05 
of a ton in the one case and 0.27 of a 
ton in the other. The situation as thus 
indicated is at least encouraging for the 
electric furnace, and the results of its 
further xvorking may he awaited in the 
expectation that the efforts of the in­
ventors xvill further justify their claims. 
The recent reports on the iron deposits 
of eastern Canada indicate that there 
are districts where the establishment 
of the commercial practicability of elec­
tric smelting would' l>o followed by im­
portant 1 industrial development.

Beamevilte, Sept. 8.—(Special.)—A rea.

These shipments are going west under 
orders and directions from the newly- 
formed Ontario & Western Co-opvt 
alive Company, and Mr. Berry, the or­
ganizer, who has been in the district the 
last two months, has left for the western 
metropolis to be on hand when the ears 
arrive next Monday .

NOT TO INDULGE IN CONTROVERSY

The explorer cleared doubts aboUt 
the lowest temperature recorded, 
which he reiterated was 83 degrees be­
low zero Fahrenheit. When shown
despatch which said that -------------
Peary claimed to be the first man to j 
reach the Pole, Dr. Cook said : “Com­
mander Peary, of course. !can 
sa y whatever he wishes. . I am not 
accustomed to indulge in contro­
versies. By going much farther to 
the - east than I did Commander 
Peary has cut out of the pnknown 
an enormous space, which, of course, 
will be vastly qseful and scientifically 
interesting.”

These were the words of Dr. 
Frederick A. Cook when he was told 
to-day of the receipt of despatches 
confirming the previous reports* of 
Commander Peary's success in reach­
ing the North Pole.

Asked whether Commander Pearv 
was likely to have found trace* of his 
progress over the polar seas. Dr. Cook

'•No; he scarcely would have come 
across my tracks.”

Dr. Cook then said: “I understand
that, a rumor is current about my 
having taken some of Peary's provi­
sions at Etah. This is founded on Es­
kimo gossip and misunderstanding. I 
desire no controversy. I «imply say 
in reply to such assertion, *X«>. Com­
mander Peary is a friend of mine.*

The name of Peary was heard more 
firvuentlv in Copenhagen this morn­
ing" than that of Cook. Experts, the 
general public, and the newspapers 
accept Comma rider Peary’s triumph as 
an unquestioned /act. . While loyal to 
their belief in Cook, the people await 
the revelations to be made by the 
publication of the details of his obser­
vations.

Yesterday morning, through 
the .dead silence of the bush his heart, 
leaped, when there was faintly borne 
upon his ears the long-drawn whistle 
of a locomotive. He plowed through 
a perfect jungle of undergrowth and 
finally struck the shining ribbons of 
steel which connected with civilization.

ADRIFT IN CANOE.
Men of Uokaown Origin Picked Up 

by Chinese Junk.

.Vancouver, Sept. 7.—The steamer 
Empress of Japan brings a terrible 
tale of .the Chinese seas. A Chinese junk 
picked up a d-ugout canoe off Saddle 
Islands, at the mouth of the Yangtse 
River, containing three men in the 
last stages of exhaustion, and two bod­
ies half eaten. The junk turned over 
the castaways to the pilot bopt, which 
took the Empress into Shanghai, 
where it was found not one spoke .any 
language that could l>e understood or 
located. Evidently 'they are natives 
of a Pacific island. The junk had cast 
the canoe adrift, or else it might have 
been possible to tell by the wood where 
it came from. The men must have 
drifted hundreds of miles * without 
food. The castaways were cared for 
at the hospital when the Empress 

Their recovery was doubtful.

German Plea Far an Understanding 
With Great Britain.

A Grave Blunder Not to Accept 
Britain’s Outstretched Hand.

London, Sept. 6.—A strong appeal for 
naval understanding with Britain and 
a forecast of still heavier German naval 
estimates two years hence are contained 
in an article in'to-day’s Tageblatt by Dr. 
Johannes Leonhart, a prominent Radical 
member of the Reichstag.

Dr. Leonhart says: “Prince Buelow 
admitted in the Reichstag that the ques­
tion of a naval understanding with Eng­
land was rejected because the responsi­
ble German authorities consider fleet 
construction to be a purely internal af­
fair. This attitude of the Imperial Gov­
ernment cannot be sharply enough em­
phasized.

“The majority of the Orman Reichs­
tag wants a fleet commensurate with 
Germany's position as a great power, 
but the German nation would joyfully 
greet the day when it would be possible 
to reduce the cost of armaments, which 
can hardly be borne any longer. The 
prince or the statesman who can attain 
this object will reap the richest laurels.

“With the utmost difficulty the Gov­
ernment has just succeeded in passing 
a bill providing for £25,000,000 of new 
taxes. Our navy already next year will 
cost £25,000,000. This sum will rise rap­
idly as soon ns the giant battleships of 
the Nassau class are commissioned. 
Therefore every sensible German must 
ask himself, ‘Where is this policy tak-

“In two years there will be another 
gigantic imperial deficit, but the German 
fleet, notwithstanding, will continue to 
grow, and Britain’s efforts to maintain 
the two-power standard will become 
more determined.

“Was it not a grave blunder to reject 
Britain’s outstretched hand? Our naval 
policy must not be determined by what 
transpires behind the closed doors of a 
committee room. The whole nation has a 
right to know what is taking place. It 
demands to know just how far the 
national welfare is conserved by the 
enormous taxation burden, which is in­
creasing the cost of the ordinary neces­
sities of life to an almost unbearable 
degree from year to year. It also de­
sires sincerely that its chosen represen­
tatives shall be freed before the whole 
world from the suspicion that our ex­
penditures for military and naval pur­
poses are in any way directed against a 
neighboring people.”

ASKING FOR MONEY.
More Charge* Against Montreal 

Aldermen.

Montreal, Sçpt. 7.—More graft was 
revealed at to-day's session of the 
Royal Commission. As the work of 
the commission is nearing an end the 
tales told before it are becoming 
worse. Accusations of a most serious 
character were levelled against Aid. 
Emery Lesperance. Mr. Joseph Jacob, 
contractor, swore that Aid. Lesperance 
had demanded $1,000 to procure him 
the contract for building a stable for 
the incineration department. He had 
come down €o $600, but Mr. Jacob 
got the contract without him. Then 
Mr. Jacob swore Aid. Lesperance had 
made trouble for him in carrying out 
his contract. His son, Rodolphe Jacob, 
test Hied that Lesperance had demanded 
$300 from him and had threatened him.

POSTMASTERS. WHITNEY’S FOLLY.
Ontario Association Listen to In- 

itnctive Addresses.

Toronto, Sept. 8.—Tli" annual con­
vention oY the Ontario r masters’ As­
sociation was held yesterdy in the Tem­
ple (building. President Gcargc H. 
Burgar, of Welland, occupied the chair, 
and nearly 100 members -were present..

President Burgar's address dealt 
chiefly with the memorial of the post­
masters of Canada, which was pre­
sented to tiic Postmaster-General on 
May 12 last, bearing 6,000 signatures. 
The memorial contained fifteen re­
quests for the betterment of the post­
master's lot, including a higher per­
centage on stamp sales, a fair allow­
ance for night work, permanency in 
the service and promotion through 
merit with the possibility of entrance 
to the civil service.

A general discussion on complaints, 
and especially on missent letters, was 
led by Messrs. William Forbes, of 
Grimsby, Tamblyn of Oshawa, Sin­
clair of Beamsville. and Burgar of Wel­
land. The convention expressed a de­
sire to have a monthly organ for the 
province devoted to matters of interest 
to postmasters. The question was left 
with the executive for consideration.

Secretary Proctor brought up the 
question of assistants’ salaries in large 
towns and .small cities. He referred 
to thé statement made in the House of 
Commons last session that the sweating 
system was in vogue in these places. 
This statement was the cause of con­
siderable discussion, in which the con­
vention showed decided disapproval of 
any such practice.

Turtle Digs Decoy Nests.
Although nut credited xvitli any high 

degree of intelligence, the turtle when 
about to deposit its eggs exhibits con­
siderable cunning.

It scoops out a hole as if to prepare 
a repository for its egggs, but in order 

delude birds and. oilier enemies the 
turtle throws sand again into the hole, 
leaving the surface rough, and xvaddles 
off to another spot, where it repeats the 
process.

Sometimes this is done three times, 
and eventually the eggs are laid in an 
excavation within a few yards r,i the 
sham nest, the surface being smoothed 
and flattened down, sa vs the London
