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TILE FARMER’S HOLIDAY 

SEASON.

The season of Agricultural Exhibi­
tions, Cattle Shows, County and Stale 
Fairs is fast approaching; it lasts from 
the beginning of September until the 
end of October, and within that time, 
in different parts of this groat con­
tinent, at different dates (u> keep 
within ,-limits) a hundred and "fifty 
not counting local shows will bo held. 
In some of the agricultural papers, 
a table is given—confessedly not full 
—of the shows to be held within the 
bounds of the Union, and the total is 
over a hundred. These to be held in 
the Dominion will make up the num­
ber given. In Maâschusetta, one of 
the least of the States in area—thirty- 
two fairs will bo held in September. 
4t was less favored originally, as re- 
gards soil, than most of the other 
States, but its agriculturists by bard 
labor and scientific culiuro, have 

s, brought it up until it occupies the 
most prominent position. It is, it 
may be said, an argument in favor of 
holding frequent agricultural shows, 
when it is found that in the small hut 
far advanced State of Massachusetts, 
many more of these exhibitions are 
held than in any other great Stale o! 
the Union, or than.in the West alto­
gether. Their number and fiequency 
are presumptive proofs that the 
farmers of the Bay State have found 
that they have a stimulating effect in 
improving both their modes oi cul­
ture and the produce of them and their 
herds of cattle. The season uny he 
called '‘the farmer’s holiday,” when the 
most anxious part of the year’s trial 
is over, ho feels at leisure to relax 
himself without losing sight of his 
pursuit ; when he can leave his farm 
for a week and take a trip by wagon, 
rail or bout to the appointed centre ol 
his district, slate or county, where 
are displayed the culled results of the 
year’s labor, and where he pits the 
choicest specimens of his own culture 
and breeding against those of all­
comers ; where he meets numerous 
acquaintances and friends, and makes 
more, with whom he compares notes 
on the work of the year, its trials, fail­
ures and successes; with whom he 
perhaps criticizes the judges awards, 
or from whom ho receives the con­
gratulations duo to a taker of first 
prizes ; where he possibly in course 
of interchange of ideas with his 
neighbors, or from his own keen oh 
serration of what ho sous around him, 
ho receives some suggestion which will 
remain in his mind and bear fruit in 
time, in easier culture, hotter produce 
and improved stock, and when he 
loaves, ho leols invigorated for the 
next year’s work, and determined 
that he will make a bolter show next 
time of holding. The farmer, of 
course, may spend his holiday in 
some other way than in improving his 
mind and catching new ideas. The 
accompaniments of the show ma; have 
more attractions for him than the 
show itself; ho may see nothing in it 
hut the opportunity of having a good 
time; ho may have a mania for sport 
and trotting horses, and if races are 
part of the outside show, and he lias 
a favorite to back he may verify the 
proverb, that “ a tool and his money 
art soon parted ;” lie may fall among 
thieves and boon companions, and 
when ho leaves for homo, a sadder hut 
not a wiser man, he will probably 
vent his discontent ÿt shows and 
fairs in general, and swear that those 
same shows and cattle fair arc fr.nflg^ ; 
that for the life of him ho cannot see 
what good they door bow they benefit 
the farmer. Bill this an exceptional 
case. The true farmer recognizing 
the object for which these shows are 
held draws both profit and pleasure 
from his holiday.

TOPDRKSS1NG MOWINGS.

The following article from the New 
England Farmer, will be found in­
structive and not unseasonable.

is it profitable to' topdress grass land 
at all with either chemical fertilizers 
or stable manure ? The answer to 
lilia must vary according to the nature 
of the meadows, the kind of grass 
grown, and the value of the hay crop, 
compared with other productions of 
the farm. In some localities, as near 
cities where the land is devoted chief­
ly to market gardening, the hay crop 
takes a secondary position. After 
fields have boon under cultivation for 
a long time and have received large 
quantities of strong animal manure, it 
is sometimes advisabe to seed down to 
grass, partly for the purpose of filing 
the soil with vegetable matter, and 
partly to utilize certain elements in 
the soil more economically than 
would bo practicable under constant 
hoed crops. In such cases, it would 
certainly not pay to topdress the grass 
land, but as soon as two or three full 
cuttings have been removed, re- 
plough, and then follow with the 
usual garden crops. Squashes, cab­
bages and potatoes are thought by 
many to do much bettor on land re­
cently in grass than on old cultivated 
Holds. There are also meadows which 
arc topdressod naturally by the ovor- 
flow of rivers during winter and 
spring. We have seen such meadows 
ibat have produced undiminshod crops 
of hay for nearly a half century. Ul 
course such lands would not pay for 
D-- 1 -easing with stable manure, nor 

vo believe that it will often pay to 
.opdross sandy, plain lands for pro- 
eucing grass. Indeed, sandy land is 
scarcely suited for grass culture under 
any conditions, but can bo made to 
produce forage for animals with more 
profit, irtown to millet or planted to 
corn. The land best suited to a sys­
tem of topuressing in that which is 
always moist and too rocky to be 
easily ploughed. This is natural 
grass land, aud is better for that crop 
ihan for any other, unless it be wood 
or orcharding.

Our own experience in lopdressing 
mowing land with stable manure has 
been quite limited, as we have very 
little moist land that cannot be easily 
ploughed. Some years ago, we made 
a large compost heap during the sum­
mer, gathering the material from the 
cattle-yard and hog pens, and, after 
shovelling it over several times and 
getting it fine, it was spread broad­
cast over a field of several acres, late 
in the autumn. Ill the moist portions 
of the field, l be grass was much better 
on the following year, hut whore the 
ground was, (fry, we felt that both 
manure and Hi bur weie nearly all lost, 
as the crop was very sliglily increased.

A lew experiments were afterwards 
made iu drawing green manure direct 
from the stables, aud spreading on 
moist, gras- land, immediately after 
removing the crop in July, following 
with a heavy bush, which"pulverized 
-the manure and beat it dowu close to 
the sod, and within the influence of 
dew and the natural moisture of the 
soil. The now crop came up through, 
and, in a few days, completely shaded 
aud protected the topdressiug from 
evaporation. Such experiments have 
always boon high.y successful.

Last winter we drew out green 
inaur e and spread it broadcast upon 
several iuebes ot snow, as wo had re­
peatedly donc ou ploughed fields, 
with excellent results, but, from some 
cause we are unable fully to under­
stand, the crop of grass has not been 
increased anywhere near to the de­
gree that the expense of the topdress- 
ing called for.

After looking these experiments 
over, we have come to the conclusion 
that no more barn yard manure will 
be ui ed as a topdressiug for mowing 
lands on our farm, except it bo under 
fruit li\eos, where ploughing is im­
practicable. A bettor use of the 
manure can be made ou the ploughed 
fields, while the topdressiug can be 
done much more cheaply, and with 
less waste, by the use of the Stock 
bridge topdressing man -res. There 
is a slight advantage in applying fine 
yard manure to grass just alter the 
crop is removed, on account of tho 
mulching effect of tho manure. It 
shades tho ground und may save tho 
ui—-g roots trom being destroyed by

:u liot sun of July aud August, but 
if it is applied for this purpose, it 
matters little how weak it may be. 
Clear sand, loam, straw or stable 
manuio which lias been largely extend­
ed by tho use of these substances, will 
produce good effect.

A visitor at the farm once said to us 
when discussing this subject, that, if 
he wore to practice topdressiug" for 
mowing fields, lie should cart a great 
deal of dirt, and should “ hill up ” tho 
grass stubble just as he would draw 
fresh earth around cultivated plants 
in tho field or garden.

l’robably no species of grass would 
bo benefited more by topdressing im­
mediately after haying, than timothy. 
This grass renews itself by new plants 
earning out from the side oi tho bulbs 
just as new onions come from the side 
of old onioiy. The bulbs of timothy 
are wholly above ground at all times, 
and connect with the soil by roots 
thrown down from the centre of tho 
bottom of the bulb. Tho new plants 
draw Unir nourishment from LUo old 
bulbs until they have thrown dowu 
roots of their own into the soil beneath. 
When tho weather is very dry, this 
is a trying time for a timothy sod, 
especially when the grass has been 
cut curly and before the bulbs had be­
come fully matured, which is about 
the time the plant is in full bloom.

Taking all those facts into consider­
ation. it will be soon that the question 
whether it will pay to topdress grass 
land must be answered in accordance 
with the conditions attending each 
ease, it will sometimes pay well, 
while it may prove an utmost total 
loss of both mat. live aud labor.

MANAGING TIMOTHY MEADOWS.

Timothy differs from other grasses, 
and, therefore, require different man­
agement, which, however, it seldom 
gets, as the difference is notsufflciently 
known. Hence it has not the success 
which rightfully belongs to it; and it 
would probably be little grown were 
it not that it is adapted to our moist 
clays where, with tho indifferent cul­
ture it receives, it grows bettor than 
most if not all other grasses.

It is my intention, after a long ac­
quaintance with this grass, to show 
wherein it differs from tho other 
grasses, and how to adapt the treat­
ment accordingly. Timothy is a 
superior grass and extensively grown, 
usually in connection with clover, the 
clover being a good preparation of 
the land for the grass which immedi­
ately puts forward after the clover 
has disappeared. The difficulty is 
that we are in the habit of growing 
too much clover in proportion to the 
timothy ; the clover is made more or 
less heavy by the application of 
plaster, thus having a tendency to 
keep back aud and not unfrequently 
smother the grass. This is now get­
ting to bo remedied by sowing less 
clover and more timothy, usually two 
parts of timothy to one ofclover. This 
favors the grass, so that when the 
clover dissapoars the timothy will 
have a good set. Where the propor­
tion of timothy to clover is large, say 
throe to one, as is also practised by 
some, there will be some grass appear 
with tho clover, making a mixed hay 
which I believe is generally prefored. 
If cut when the clover (tho medium 
kind) is in bloom, the timothy is head­
ing out j is green and tender, making 
one of the best feeds for cows and 
young stock, giving a chance for the 
second growth at onoo to push for­
ward, and with favorble weather 
grow another crop equal, or neaily 
equal, to to the first. I have known 
it to surpass tho first,

Timothy is ran kid amongst our 
most nutritious grasses, and is capable 
of a heavier growth than is usually 
supposed, growing under favorat le 
circumstances taller than almost any 
of the grasses. I have known whole 
fields in Missouri grow to tho height 
of five or six feet, the soil (a pulver­
ized clay) being particularly suited 
to this grass. Our clay in this sec­
tion is also favorable, though less so, 
being coarser and less equally dis­
tributed, and also less rich. It is this 
last point that more particularly en­
gages our attention. By thorough 
tillage and mixing of tho soil, our 
clay land can be gnpilly benefitted 
for timothy .But rtfîïsl of all it wants 
manure. Dairying and tho growing 
of corn and clover increases the fer­
tility, also tho texture.’’ What is 
needed is something stimulate and 
sustain the crop—not necessarily the 
usual stimulating commercial fertil­
izers, (which are good in their place, 
and may oven in some cases bo better 
than barnyard manure,) but a general 
manure, having ail the plant proper­
ties, especially the leading ones,— 
nitrogen and the phosphates. This 
wo get in stable manure, where the 
fluids, especially the urine, arc all 
saved, and is best dotty by some fine 
absorbent. This, applied liberally, 
lias an immediate and a most gratify­
ing effect, pushing out additional 
shoots from each hull) instead of the 
eno or two, so that the stools 
seem like the tussocks of orchard 
grass. Being near together, they 
form a thick, close soil, and a stand to 
correspond, both in height and in 
density. From two to three tons per 
cutting can thus be raised from an 
aero.

This is the best condition of timothy 
with us, and is but rarely reached, 
because we do not take the necessary 
pains with our land, nor save all (es­
pecially the better part—the urine) 
our manure. There are exceptional 
cases—sometimes accidental, some­
times designed. But a revolution can 
bo wrought in our timothy culture if 
wo only carefully prepare our land 
and enrichit. The time of applying 
the manure is important. It is par­
ticularly so with grass, but more par­
ticularly with timothy, which has its 
bulb and roots exposed—the bulb 
naked to tho weather, and roots short 
(compared with other grasses), and 
therefore near the soi face, subject to 
tho changes and severity of the 
weather, but especial.y the freezing 
and thawing in the spring, which 
have a tendency to lift it, and some­
times throw it out, in wot places, flic 
necessity of protection is therefore 
evident. It is hence that early fall 
manuring has found favor, and is 
largely practised,-

There is ono thing in this connec­
tion that needs attention directed to 
it, and I find it unmistakably of spe­
cial importance—it is the stimulus 
which the grass receives from tho 
manure which acts in sustaining it 
during the winter. This may bo scon 
wherever the ground is rich, or iias 
been manured, the grass in the spring

being greener and hotter preserved 
than tho rest that has not received 
that attention. The vitality is in­
creased by tho enrichment, enabling 
the plant to withstand the cold the 
bettor. Tho same effect is found with 
strawberry plants and winter grain, 
which are all sustained by this man­
uring, vitalizing principle. Trees, 
shrubs and vines undoubtedly are 
benifitted in the same way, only tho 
manure is not to ho applied so early 
in tho fall, nor cultivation continued 
so late in tho season, pushing the 
growth beyond the ripening period 
of the wood.

Where the usual single and late 
cutting of timothy occurs, an immedi­
ate dressing of manure will protect 
both from tho sun and the effects of 
winter, it is not, however, a conven­
ient time to draw out the manure, 
tho work then being crowding. 
Where two crops arc taken, the right 
time lor applying will bo after the 
last cutting, givlyig chance for start­
ing and invigorating the fall growth, 
which growth should never bo fed 
down, but permitted, in connection 
with the manure, to form a protec­
tion. It is this kind of fall treatment 
of our timothy meadows that is 
needed. Then they will thicken and 
continue almost indefinitely, i have 
known fields for many years—one on 
tho old homestead thirteen years— 
highly productive each year, and 
when turned down yielding the heavi­
est crops of grain. I hope farmers 
will give more attention to the sub­
ject, and not lose sight oi the fact 
that short roots differ from other 
grasses ; and when these are left ex­
posed and unaided our timothy mea­
dows soon run out.—Country Gentle- 
man.

DECEPTION A FINE ART.

The recent high-priced sale in New 
York of a largo number of imported 
Jerseys which wore less remarkable 
for the excellence of tho'r escutcheons 
than for tho high art with which 
they wore prepared for exhibition, 
may suggest a caution. • The shaving 
of tails, the clipping or singeing of 
coats, tho screwing, sawing, tiling, 
and oiling of horns, may ho arts all 
innopont enough. No intelligent 
breeder can be deceived by a rat-tail. 
Shampooing may cleanse the hide, 
and thorough grooming may make 
cattle as much more attractive as it 
does horses. The art uf Dressing 
man or beast is. indeed, a fine art. 
Still, dressing and breeding arc two 
quite different things in more souses 
than ono. Tho art of dressing aims 
more or loss at concealing defects, 
while that of breeding aims at having 
none to conceal. The former makes 
a poor substitute for the latter, but 
may bo used in suboidiiiation to it, 
and is apt to be the more advan­
tageous tho loss it is relied upon.

Another caution of still greater im­
portance, and which should never be 
allowed to pass out of any Jersey 
breeder’s mind, is not to bring cattle 
up to show condition. The wish to 
have one’s cattle look their best may 
be both natural aud proper ; but tho 
best condition for a Jersey is very 
different from tho best condition for 
many other broods, and especially for 
the beet breeds, like the Shorthorn, 
for example. The butter Jei-soy, par 
excellence, is tho cow which diverts 
tho fat of food from lier ribs to her 
udder. It is the one which declines 
to lake on flesh while "occupied with 
tiîè production of butter globules. 
Therefore, while Jerseys never should 
bo allowed to full below good thrifty 
store condition, the wise and prudent 
breeder will always bear in mind that 
tho point oi fleshiness at which his 
cattle are pie: sing to his eye, at 
which they elicit the praise of the 
visitor, at which they meet the views 
of the purchaser, at which they carry 
off the ri bbons of the judges and the 
plaudits of the ring, is precisely the 
point of danger in a breeding herd. 
He is sailing, with a spanking breeze, 
close upon the rocks. Those hidden 
rocks are, falling off it, milk and but­
ter caj a. ity, parturition fever, garget, 
shy-breeding, aborition. The cattle 
arc in imminent danger of being fitted 
to make a good piece of beef when 
the owner shall have no longer any 
use for them. The risk, too, is the 
greater, because breeders are apt to 
impose on themselves in this matter 
of the good looks of their herds, if 
they know what the risk is, they also 
expect to escape it. But public senti­
ment rather runs against llytin, inas­
much as men generally praise cattle 
that are in high condition, and are 
slow to appreciate the merits oi lean 
Jerseys, it is in vain that judges at 
fairs are cautioned against giving 
prizes to cattle carying too much 
flesh for brood in» purposes. The 
bias of both judges and exhibitors is 
in favor of having hones well covered 
and coats shining. In England so 

I general is Uni high feeding of ail 
kinds oi improved cattle, and so strong 

I is the public belief iu the survival

and superiority of the fattest, that 
the few owners of herds who arc de­
voted to breeding for breeding’s sake 
are compelled to retire from the ex­
hibition ring. But tho popular 
current continues to carry almost 
everything with it. The Short horn 
zealot blows up tho hollows of his 
siow-boast with air ; and tho Jersey 
fancier is bringing year after year 
tho “ door-like Alderney ” more and 
more into tho shape of the fashionable, 
flesh carrying breeds of cattle.

HARVESTING BARLEY.

Barley is an unpleasant crop to 
handle, and probably the dread of its 
sharp beards and irritating dust deters 
many farmers from sowing it. The 
crop is also extremely liable to injury 
while harvesting. A rain which mere­
ly stains barley detracts 10 to 20 per 
cent, from its marketable value. This 
is especially true of six-rowed barley, 
which is used in making paie ales, and 
needs to bo bright and free from stain. 
Tho six rowed variety malts much 
more readily than the two-rowed, and 
a heavy rain while down, if continued 
one or two days, will start tho sprout, 
and make it worth nothing except for 
feed. This has been the case with a 
great deal of six-rowed barley the last 
two or three years of low prices. As 
I sow this barley, I have studied the 
best mode of curing it quickly, and 
with least liability to injury.

Promising that tho barley should ho 
free from weeds, especially thistles, it 
should Yp cut just as soon as three- 
fohrths of the heads have turned yel­
low, I like to select a time when 
“ Old Probabilities ” promises fain 
weather, but after the barley is ripe, 
it is nearly as bad to have it wet while 
standing as when down. A long rain 
will stain ripe six-rowed barley while 
standing. I have had a heavy rain on 
barley that was cut which dried out so 
quickly as to leave scarcely any stain. 
The secret is in leaving the barley 
always as thin after cutting as possi­
ble. It will dry out more quickly, 
aud he sooner ready for drawing to 
the barn. The old practice was to cut 
with a’ reaper and leave barley in 
bundles the same as wheat. These 
wore left two, three or four days to 
dry through, carefully gathered to­
gether in cocks, left over night, and 
then drawn to the barn. It was indeed 
a wonder that we over got barley in 
a continuous swath the same as a reap­
er. If free from thistles and weeds, 
tho barley, lying thinly on tho ground 
will bo ready to draw after one day’s 
bright sun. I rake in winrows with a 
wire tooth horso-rako, put in cocks 
and drawn to the barn. Tho barley 
is always spread thinly on the ground 
or in cocks, until it is gathered in. 
Either position is favourable for avoid­
ing injury by rain. When spread 
thinly, itdrios out after a shower about 
as quickly cn the ground, as if stand, 
ing. In the cock the barley will shod 
rain so that only the top will be wet, 
and this should ho spread thinly as 
soon as settled fine weather returns.

Farmers who have no reaper can 
cut barley nearly as well with a mow­
er. Iu fact, this method was invented 
by them. They had such good success 
in having barley thinly spread that 
the method was followed with tho 
reaper. The disadvantage of a mower 
is that tho cut grain is not thrown 
one side so tho horses aud machine 
run over it in making the next swath. 
It also does not leave a path hotween 
the swaths in which the horse can 
walk while inking. There is some 
los.- by shelling while raking together 
hut this is unavoidable. It is loss by 
raking just at night or before tho dew 
is fairly off in tho morning. It is very 
important that barley ground should 
be periectiy smooth. I always roll it 
after sowing, both for-convenience in 
cutting and to press down the stones 
and lumps, so that the rake will not 
gather them with tho grain. Barley 
this year is badly crinkled b> the Hes­
sian lly, and unless the ground has 
been rolled it will be almost impossible 
to gather it all.

Tho loss by shelling is not more by 
this method than by any other, aud 
the barley is got in tho barn in hotter 
order than by any other. I do not 
mind the little barley that is shelled. 
Tho ground is at unco plowed for 
wheal, and tho barley is worth as 
in un h for green manure, to be culti­
vated ill next month, as llie market 
price has been for a year or two past.
I find barley the very best crop to pro- 
code wheat, because 1 can plow tin) 
stubble a month earlier than after oats; 
and 1 prefer the six-rowed barley for 
one reason—because it is a week or 
ten days earlier than the two-rowed. 
—Cor. N. 1". Pajier.

THE FARM KITCHEN.

Tho following picture of the “ Farm 
Kitchen” of New England, in “ye 
olden time,” will, no doubt be appre­
ciated, by {many an old New Bruns­
wick Farmer.

This room used to be “ the heart of 
the house.” It was the only largo 
room. Tho family lived it. There 
all meals were taken, guests enter­
tained, and merry-makings hold. At 
ono end was the great fire-place, where 
back-log and fore-log blazed and 
burned. On the crane, hook suspen­
ded, hung the big iron pot, “ bubbling 
and seething." An open dresser held 
the array of tin, pewter and crockery 
ware. Old-fashioned splint-bottomed 
chairs, and a large solid pine table, 
formed the scanty, yet sufficient 
stock of furniture. A tall house-clock 
ticked off the hours with solemn voice; 
tho big wheel and little wheel, one for 
wool and tho other for flax, occupied 
a far-off corner ; poles overhead were 
garnished with aliccs of pumpkin and 
strings of dried apples; and tho long- 
barrelled flint-lock hung in company 
with powder-horn and bullet pouch 
across the chimney. What a change 
has come over all this ! Tho great 
fire-place ihas fallen into disuse. 
Most likely1 it has been torn down, 
chimney, oven and all, to make room
for tho mere convenient cooking-stove 
The woodwork is painted ; the 
smoke-stained whitewash ooyered 
with figured wall paper ; handirons, 
crane and pot-hook have been sold for 
old iron ; a prime, close cupboard lias 
taken tho place of the old open dresser; 
big and little wheel “ relics of an al­
most lost and forgotten handicraft, 
have long since been banished to the 
garrot. There too has gone the 
ancient clock, and a short, dapper 
time-piece, on whose lower half is a 
landscape of startling colors, hurries 
the hours away with swift, loud tick. 
Everything has undergone some 
change ; even the old gun has had its 
flint-lock altered to percusion.” The 
old-time farm kitchen, with its homely 
interior, was “far more picturesque 
than any to he found in modern farm­
houses." We miss especially, and re­
gret most, the “ great tire place.” 
What a centre of warmth and source 
of cheoiTuluess it was ! It was a good 
cooking apparatus too. “ Those who 
remember old-time cookery aver that 
in these dégénérât.) days, there are no 
Johnny-cakes so sweet as those our 
grandmothers baked on a board on 
the earth, no roast moat so juicy as 
those which slowly turned on spits 
before the open fire, or any brown 
broad, or baked beans, to compare 
with those which the old brick ovens 
and bake kettles gave forth.”

Feeding Fowls Properly.—Most 
people lake for) granted that they, at 
least, “ know/how to feed chickens,” 
and almost everybody has a different 
way of doing it. My father used to 
say “ a boy who oats well will work 
well,” and fowls must be taught to eat 
well—not bo over-fed, however, or 
crammed, hut provided with a variety 
of food to such an extent as to create 
an appetite for something continually 
A laying hen is a perfect mill, and 
while her usefulness lasts, should aL 
ways be kept grinding ! I do not 
mean by that to keep a box of food 
before lier continually, for what boy 
would care very much for pumpkin 
pie if a huge pie was kept at his side 
continually ? The point to be gained 
is to keop the fowl eating, and keep 
her hungry, too, h«nco tho necessity 
of variety. Let corn, oats, cracked 
corn, wheat screenings, meal pudding, 
rye, soaked n ackers, buckwheat, &c., 
follow each, other in succession, and 
for side dishes and dessert, supply 
chopped hones (if directly from the 
butcher, with some meal on them, so 
much the better), and, if confined, 
plenty of green food ; if near tho water 
pounded shell-fish (shells and all) and 
crabs chopped fine. By so doing, 
your fowls are not required to oat the 
same thing more than twice each week 
and the result is, they always have 
good appetites, thrive well, aud the 
grand result is at once achieved— 
plenty of eggs and healthy fowls !

A novel plan for freeing grain from 
vermin is recommended in a foreign 
journal. It advises putting a living 
crab into the grain heap so that it can 
not got out. The worms attact the 
crab and enter the shell. In twenty- 
four hours the body may be taken out 
and the shell will be found to contain 
worms instead of crab’s moat. The 
entire crab is thrown into the fire and 
and a fresh ono put in the grain, until 
the vermin is eradicated.

A. Celebrated Wool Producing 
Ram.— Mr. A. Taylor, of Romeo, N. 
Y., whoso clip this season amounted 
to 2783 pounds, sheared thirty—seven 
pounds from the ram “ Addison,” now 
14 years old. The first fleece of this 
sheep weighed twenty pounds, and lie 
Las during his life made thirty pounds 
iu a single season,

CARE OF HIGH-CONDITIONED 
COWS.

At this season it is timely to warn 
tho owners of cows in high condition, 
or of heavy milkers, to guard carefully 
against plethora and suppression of 
he natural secretions just after calv­
ing. Many of the best cattle in the 
land, those on which tho hope of the 
improvement of our herds must main­
ly rest, are lost to their owners and to 
the country for want of a little care 
at this critical period. If a fully de^ 
veloped cow is fleshy, full of blood, 
and thriving at the period of calving, 
and if she passes through tho ordeal 
easily, with little expenditure of effort 
or of blood, she should be placed 
on the barest possible feeding for a 
week after parturition ; and it were 
wejlif the same restriction should be 

maintained for five or six days before 
that'acijtswoll. A very limited sup­
ply of hay, sprinkled or scalded, may 
be given during this period, but all 
grain and roots should be withheld. 
If tho cow is already at grass, she 
should be taken up until six days 
after calving. If the bowels are not 
already really loose, a pound of 
Glauber salts should be given as soon 
as the act of parturition has been ac­
complished, and the udder should be 
stripped clean three times a day dur­
ing the next critical week. Tho cow 
should be alike protected from exces­
sive heat of the sun, by shady corners, 
and from cold, chilling draughts, 
winds, and rains ; also from a damp 
bed, and from close, impure air. By 
the end of the first week the danger is 
virtually over, and tho cow may 
bo gradually put upon the most nour­
ishing diet, and the secretion of milk
stimulated as far as may be desired._
National Line Stock Journal.

Outt New Way of Butter-Making- 
—I rom an English butter-maker, re­
cently from tho “ Mother Country,” 
wo have learned some now ideas in 
regard to butter-making, and after 
experimenting under the new plan 
some two months or more, we feel 
confident to say the now plan is worth 
a fair trial by any one keeping from 
ono to three cows, for a summer 
dairy, as we are confident butter made 
after this piau has a sweeter flavor 
and will keep longer than when made 
alter the old plan. The method 
as practiced ol late is as follows :

After the milk has stood twelve 
hours, strained and sot in the usual 
way, we set the pan containing the 
milk over hot water and let it come 
to a scalding boat. Then it is set 
away and stands twelve or eighteen 
hours longer before skimming. The 
butler comes very quickly ; the cream 
only needs a little stirring. At last 
our butler comes iu from one to three 
minutes. 1 stir the cream in a stone 
jar every other morning. From 
twelve pounds of milk per milking 
wo make ono and a half pounds of 
butler per day, on an average. Tho 
cream should bo taken off" with as 
little milk as possiblbo dipped with it; 
as thou the cream keeps sweet and 
pure for a greater length of time, also 
causing the butler to come sooner 
when stirred. There will bo hut lit­
tle buttermilk—sometimes only what 
can be rinsed out with water.

We find that butter made from 
this “cooked cream," as it is termed 
in England, can be washed Without 
"njury. Iu fact, it requires washing 
to perfect its quality.

It is a matter that might pay in- 
vestigation, to find whether it would 
pay to get vats sufficient in size to 
hold each milking of the dairy, and 
have them so constructed as to bo 
heated at will ; then, when the milk 
has stood twelve hours, bring it to 
scalding heat—say 100 degrees— 
treating as described heretofore. Tho 
butter made after tho manner herein 
described has a different taste from 
that made from raw cream ; but with 
usage tho taste is soon educated to 
prefer butter made from the cooked 
cream.—Ohio Farmer.

Hen Manure.—A contemporary 
estimates the value of hen manure 
from grain-fed fowls at 82 per 100 lbs., 
the valuable constituents being nitro­
gen, phosphoric acid, and potash, and 
says it may bo fairly compared with 
ammonited superphosphates, which it 
resembles in composition, with the 
addition of a little potash. Its com­
parison with l’oruviau guano is not 
warranted, since, though both arc the 
excrements of birds, their food is en­
tirely different, being in one case fish, 
and in the other grain.
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The Crops in America.—Tho crop 
reports from various parts of tho United 
States confirm the predictions made 
early in the season that tho harvests 
this > ear will be enormously large. 
In the Northwest tho increase of the 
grain yield will, it is estimated, bo 
from 15 to 20 per cent, over that of 
last year. In a few localities rust has 
come upon the grain, but too late to 
seriously affect tho harvests. In Min­
nesota corn is backward on account 
of cold and wet, and potatoes suffer 
slightly from the Colorado bug. In 
Wisconsin the acreage of grain is con­
siderably more than that of last year. 
In Ohio the acreage of wheat sown is 
about 33 per cent, more than that of 
1877, and the increase over any pre­
vious yield will be at least 25 per 
cent. The average wheat crop in 
that State for the last eighteen years 
has been 22,000,000, bushels. This 
year 30,000,000 bushels arc expected. 
Last year 100,000 bushels of corn 
were raised, which will probably not 
be excelled this season. There is an 
increase of acreage in potatoes, which 
it is estimated, will yield 300 bushels 
to tho acre.

The potato-bug having destroyed a 
largo porcontago of the potato-fields, 
amounting in the aggregate to several 
thousand aores within fifty miles of this 
city would it not be well for tho farmers 
to consider how they may best make 
up for the very serious loss which 
they have sustained. As these potato- 
fields are generally in fine condition 
for producing any crop for which the 
bugs have a dislike, they might bo 
planted with white turnips, even as 
late as the first of August, with fair 
prospects of a good crop. As tho 
drouth has caused the growth of straw 
to be much shorter than usual, and 
the lack of pasturage is causing an 
unexpected consumption of hay at 
present, a crop of turnips in tho fall 
would be a welcome addition to tho 
supply of cattle-feed laid up for tho 
coming winter, which promises to bo 
a particularly hard one, should it turn 
out as cold as many anticipate, while 
fodder is not by any means too plenti­
ful. The dry weather has enabled 
farmers to save their hay much more 
peodily than is generally tho case, 

so they may find time to put in a few 
acres of turnips in placés where the 
potatoes have been destroyed by tho 
insatiable beetles. Even wore these 
vacant fields sown with oats, by the 
middle of October they would present 
a most tempting repast for live stock 
which were beginning to feel the ef­
fects of short pasturage. This would 
give them a good start to begin tho 
winter with.—Montreal Witness,

The Heart-Beats of a Lifetime. 
—According to a French medical 
journal, Dr. Guyot, after consulting 
tho best authorities on tho subject, 
aud making the necessary calcula­
tions, has determined that tho number 
of pulsations during the different ages 
of life are as follows : During tho 
first year, 03 millions in round num­
bers ; during the first two years, 120 
millions ; during tho first eight years, 
435 millions ; during the first twelve 
years, 014 millions: during tho first 
fourteen years, G98 millions; during 
the first thirty-six years, (giving tho 
figures in full,) 1,229,804,900 ; during 
a life of fifty years, 1,928,160,000 ; 
during a life of sixty years, 2,209,800,- 
000 ; andduring a life of eighty years, 
3,007,040,000.—Boston Journal of Che - 
mistry.

A New Agricultural Best.—Con­
siderable excitement has been caused 
in the district of Tokuch, near the vil­
lage of Funder Roumania, by tho sud­
den appearance of a species of mole, 
yellowish in colour, 20 centimetres in 
length and 8 in circumference, of a 
snake-like appearance, which has al­
ready destroyed 120 nereis of wheat, 
part of the ground being cleared so 
effectually that it is impossible to toll 
what species of grain had been sown 
thereon. These animals disappear 
during the daytime in holes dug Jin 
tho earth, and come out at night to 
commence their depredations. The 
oldest inhabitant of the district has 
never seen anything of the kind be­
fore.

Mi-, O, S. Bliss, of Georgia, Vt., as­
sorts in tho Country Gentleman that 
horses “become, alter a while, almost 
passionately fond,” of skimmed milk, 
ho has known a few cases in which it 
has boon thus utilized “ with great 
ocotiomy,” and “ a pail of it three 
times a day will keep a work-horse in 
better condition than Lite average 
ration of four quarts of oats."

A Powerful Plough.—There has 
just been constructed at La Crosse, 
Wisconsin, an immense plough, tho 
parts of which weigh as follows : — 
Share, 392 lbs,; mould board, ISO lb»,; 
beam, 900 lbs,; coulter and clasp, ISO 
lbs,; clevis, 00 lbs,; standard 134 lbs. 
Tho size of the beam is HP feet and 
10 by 17 inches ; standard, 40 by 744 
inches ; mould hoard, 8 foot by 20 
inches ; share, 5» foot by 12 inches. 
The plough is for the Chicago, Mil­
waukee, and St. Paul Pail road Com­
pany, will cut a furrow 37 inches wide, 
is intended for ditching, and will he 
drawn by a locomotive.

avail myself of that permission, and allow 
me to say that I regret that the Messrs. 
Fisher have made a personal attack upon me, 
as I have carefully avoided saying or writing 
anything disrespectful of either gentlemen, 
and shall now endeavor to coniine myself as 
near as may be to an answer to their scuri- 
lous articles, without indulging in hmguage 
that would be offensive to your readers, for 
did I follow up their writings in the spirit 
they have commenced 1 should b ,t disgust 
your subscribers, as they most assuredly 
have the one hundred and tifiy readers 
of the Reporter through the County of York. 
The aftack was made upon the T redericton 
correspondent of the St. John Daily Tele­
graph, and in which my name was dragged.

and how well it paid to invest even small 
suras. One case is cited by the Marquis of 
an M. D., who in I860, joined a store by 
paying in one pound ($5.00) ; in 1870 want­
ing some money he inquired the amount to 
his credit, and was informed it amounted to 

i/t ty-lhree pounds, or two hundred and sixty- 
five dollars, The same amount placed in a 
savings bank and allowed to increase at the 
rate of six per cent, per annum, compound 
interest, would be much less than ten dollars 
in the same time. In 1864 a wholesale co-< 
operative store was started with a capital of 
£999 ($5000). They purchased in the last 
quarter of 1877, $.3,404, 856 worth of goods. 
The cash receipts for the same period (one 
quarter) from all sources amounted to over 
$7.000.000. Mr. Quincy concluded by in­
viting the members of co-operative Loan 
Fund assessed in tho State, together with all 
others interested or desiring to aid in the 
undertaking to meet in their hall, No. 168 
Washington St. ou Monday the 12th inst., 
at 7 p. m. to discuss the matter, appoint com­
mittees and obtain shares.

The meeting was called to order at the ap­
pointed time aud speeches were made by 
Hon. Mr. Quineey, J. S. Ropes and others, 
after which it was unanimously voted to open 
a c-ooperative store iu Boston on the Rock­
dale (England) plan, and when the lists were 
opened, stock to the numbers of one hundred 
and fifty shares were quickly taken, at five 
dollars per share, so that the English system 
will soon be in Boston un fait accompli.

Since my last letter was mailed, another 
defalcation has come to light. The cashier 
of the National Bank is out to the tune of 
$68,000 ; of which the bank expects to make 
good $40,000 and be an actual loser of only 
$28,000. Royal B. Conant, the cashier* was 
in receipt of over $4,000 salary, but speculat­
ing in California Stocks brought him to grief. 
It is the old, old story. He was arrested, and 
on the 8th inst. bound over in $20,000 to the 
second Tuesday in September.

The latest phase of the Tappan case is a 
letter from his son, who has tried to prove 
his father an injured, much-abused man who 
is being made the scapegoat of Durant & 
Cheever, which is decidedly thin, as they are 
known to be losers to the extent of half a 
million. The letter has done the old man 
more harm than good. Tappan has not been 
arrested, indeed there is an air of mystery 
about his case which is far from satisfac­
tory to the public. Hie name does not ap­
pear in the list of cases brought before tne 
grand jury last week, although it is said to 
have been called, and certain witnesses ex­
amined. The prospect at present is the mat­
ter will be allowed to drop.

Conservât i^L lîèston is staggering under 
a series of heavy blows which it has received 
during the past few weeks. Never in the 
history of the city has its good name been so 
seriously assailed. “ Misfortunes come not 
in single tiles but in battalions.’’ Default­
ers, Freelovers aud Demagogues—Tappan & 
Conant, Iley wood and Wright, Kearney and 
Butler : these have been the leaders in this 
last revival of theft, obscenity and blatant 
demagogueism. IIow the old cradle of liberty 
must have rocked with indignation when the 
name of freedom was debased by the preach­
ings of free love’s foul followers. Heywood, 
one of their number has been sentenced re­
cently to two year’s imprisonment for pub­
lishing an indecent work called “ Cupid's 
Yokes,-’ and this meeting was for the pur­
pose of protesting against the sentence.

Denis Kearney, the “ Ben Buttler of Cali­
fornia ’’ arrived here on Sunday the 28th ult., 
and although there was no official reception, 
quite a large number of the unwashed were 
at the station to meet him, and accompany 
him to his hotel (the Sherman House), from 
one of the windows of which he gave a slight 
specimen of his peculiar style by telling his 
hearers to ‘“Get these theiving capitalists 
into a corral, and when youv’e got ’em cor­
ralled—'em grind 'em.” But the climax was 
reached on Monday evening the 5th inst. 
when Faneuil Hall was filled to its utmost 
capacity, and then failed to hold more than a 
tithe of those who had collected to receive 
this representative of the lowest form of 
communism. All the large space around 
Faneuil Hall was thronged, packed with 
those anxious to hear or see the great agita­
tor. But for the most part they had to be 
satisfied with the bad grammar and worse 
logic of minor orators, who could be seen 
here and there holding forth to the crowd 
immediately around them. In the Hall, 
Kearney’s appearance was hailed with the 
utmost enthusiasm, and his speech vocifer­
ously cheered. The more profanity, vitipu- 
ration aud abuse the louder and more pro­
longed was the cheering. On Thursday the 
8th inst., he held a mass meeting on the 
Common, where his followers collected in 
large numbers. But it is hardly correct 
either to class them all under the head of 
“ his followers’’ for a great many have been 
drawn to his meetings out of curiosity, and 
not from any love they bear the man on his 
cause. I give below a specimen of his style, 
from his Thursday speech, simply remarking 
that the language is feeble, compared to some 
of his reported speeches on the pacific coast. 
In the course of his remarks on hell, he said 
“ The theiving vampires of this country, the 
theiving vagabonds, had hired Beecher to 
preach no hell. They had succeeded iu 
plundering tho people, and now wanted to 
abolish hell ; but if there was no hell on the 
other side of the clouds they proposed to give 
them all the hell they wanted right liore." 
At this point he, amidst laughing and cheer­
ing, read the beginning of the fifth chapter 
of James, which reads as follows,—“ Go to 
uow, ye rich men ; weep aud howl for your 
miseries that shall come upon you,” 
Whether his oratory will prove acceptable to 
the working men of Massachusetts remains to 
be seen ; his presence here, ’his connection 
with Butler, who is accepting his help to 
hoist himself into the gubornatorial chair, is 
a menace, and if it succeeds, a lasting dis­
grace to the State.

On the first Monday in August, 1877, was 
inaugurated in this city, the Philadelphia 
plan for homes aud savings for the working 
men. On that date the first payment for 
stock was made, and a year’s experience 
proves the success of the experiment. The 
name of this Boston Society is the Pioneer 
Co-operative Saving Fund and Loan Asso­
ciation.1’ It is due to the efforts of the Hon. 
Josiah Quincy, who has always taken great 
interest iu the welfare of the working 
classes, not only that the undertaking has

tiroved successful but that it ever had jte 
>eing.

At the meeting of the members on Mon­
day, the fifth inst., the Chairman (Mr. 
Quincy) made the following statememont: 
Success has succeeded our most sanguine ex­
pectations. We have had 555 members 
who have taken 2273 shares. Wo have 
loaned $20,450 and given prospective 
homes to eighteen working men, besides 
paying for the extra expenses incident to our 
organization, realizing more than six per 
cent, to the non-borrowers. Twelve other 
associations have been organized in the State, 
and are, as I am informed, equally prosper­
ous," He continued : “ but a house is uot 
the only physical want of man,” and pro­
ceeded to give statistics from returns made 
m April last, at the tenth Annual Congress 
of the Co-operative Societies of England, 
which was held at Manchester, England, 
and presided oyer by the Marquis of Ripon, 
showing the immense profits accruing thereto,

CUMULATIVE CIVIC VOTING.

We published in our issue of July 27, an 
article on the Rights of Property, from the 
St. John Globe, which attracted some atten­
tion, as it treated of a snbject which appeared 
to many to deserve serious consideration. It 
has long been felt that the owners of pro­
perty, who are heavily taxed upon it, have 
not that control over civic expenditures to 
which they are rightly entitled. The most 
heavily taxed elector—one who has the 
greatest stake in the city—has no more 
power in civic elections than the day laborer 
who is assessed in the smallest amount 
And it was with the aim of suggesting à 
remedy for this grievance that the writer of 
the said article or communication addressed to 
the public through the Globe. The grievance 
is one that is more or less felt—to keep 
within our own bounds-—in all the cities of 
the Dominion. In Toronto, for instance, pro­
perty owners have formed themselves into 
an association for their own protection, and 
had a bill introduced into the Ontarto Local 
Legislature during last session, the principle 
of which was, that there should be some 
proportion between the amount of property 
on which an elector was taxed and his power 
of voting. That the man who is taxed on 
$80,000 should have more votes than he who 
is taxed on $8,000, and the latter proportion­
ately more than the man who pays on $800 
or a lesser amount ; and that eight votes 
should be the greatest number held by any 
one elector however wealthy. The writer of 
t he Globe letter takes the principle of this 
emulative voting from the Toronto bjll, aud 
modifies it in order to meet the different 
system of rating that obtains ift St. John and 
Fredericton. He, proposes that every rate­
payer should have one vote, but that those 
ratepayers who pay in taxes $20, $40, 
$75, $120, $150, $200, and $250, should 
have 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 votes respectively. 
He puts the limit at 8 votes, for no other 
reason than that is set at that figure in 1he 
Toronto Bill. This scheme was probably 
hastily thrown off ; it is merely ventative. 
It might be objected that there are too many 
degrees in the scheme ; that the rights of 
property might be protected in a simpler and 
less invidious way ; that seven or eight votes 
are to many to be held by one voter ; that it 
would be sufficient to divide the ratepayers 
into three or four classes at most. But ob­
jections to the details of any such scheme, 
would come better in place after the princi­
ple has been thoroughly discussed and ap­
proved.

The objections that will be raised to the 
principle of cumulative voting in civic elec­
tions may be readily imagined. In the first 
place objectors will passionately or purposely 
confound two separate things—Government 
in general—with city government. They 
will argue that to reform the civic franchise 
in the manner proposed, would be a revo­
lutionary proceeding against the spirit of free 
government, that it would place power in the 
hands of an aristocratic minority and enable 
it to oppress the laboring majority and rob 
the poor man of his rights aud liberties ; 
they will argue, in short, that to extend the 
civic franchise in favor of men of means and 
property would be to confer on them dan­
gerous political power. Of course it would 
do nothing of the kind. A city council is 
not a government in a political sense. It 
does make, amend or administer the laws 
by which the lives, liberties and properties 
of the people are protected. It is rather like 
a company elected to manage the affairs of a 
city to keep it clean, orderly and healthy, to 
maintain the services necessary to preserve 
its property from destruction, and to raise 
money to meet the expenses incurred iu so 
doing. In business companies the share­
holders who hold the greatest amount of 
stock have the chief voice in electing the 
chairman aud directors. Why should not 
the heaviest ratepayers have most influence 
in electing the Mayor and Aldermen who 
are entrusted with the management of the 
affairs of the city. In business companies 
the smallest shareholders see that it is for 
general advantage that those who have the 
greatest stake iu it should have the greatest 
control over its affairs : their interest is not 
separate from that of the greatest sharehold­
ers, and they receive the benefit in ratio to 
their interest, in the good management. In 
the same way the lowest ratepayers has 
interest in the prudent and economical man­
agement of city affairs, similar to that of the 
highest ; they feel the effects of rash, reck­
less, improper expenditures in increased 
rates, but, as they have not so strong a feel­
ing of property, as the ratio from increased 
taxation that falls on them is comparatively 
light, they are not, it may be said, so much 
opposed to free expenditures, as those en 
whom the ever increasing burdens falls 
heavily. Aud a portion of the lowest rate*

payers will, always like to sue and will en­
courage free city expenditures* a- what is a 
grievance to others is a living to them. 
When the election of tire governing powers 
of the city is in the hands of the lowest iate- 
payers slid electors, the tendency will be to­
wards extravagance. Such has been the ex­
perience of most cities ; sucii now is the 
complaint of many.

It can never be for the interest of property 
owners to diminish expenditures below the 
point at which the city can be maintained in 
a well ordered state. It is for their advan­
tage that it should be well officered, beauti­
fully kept, and well provided with all the 
means to insure its safety, aud maintained 
in a condition to make it a desirable place of 
residence. Having the greatest stake iu the 
well-being of a city, the hugest properly 
holders and heaviest ratepayers are the proper- 
persons to have the greatest control over the 
management of its affairs, aud the super­
vision of its expenditures ; aud any scheme 
that proposes to give them a just sir are of 
that control deserves serious consideration. 
But such a scheme cau never be carried 
unless the most interested show themselves 
thoroughly iu. earnest.

In another column will be seen the Domi­
nion Government advertise ment asking for 
tenders for the New Post Office, &c. So the 
much needed building is in a fair way of 
becoming an accomplished fact. It has been 
spitefully said that the people of Frederioton 
are sikk of hearing of this New Post Office, 
which only means that those who make the 
remark are not pleased that it should be 
placed to the credit of Mr. Pickard. But 
Mr. Pickard’s claims to the confidence of the 
electors of Fredericton and of York do not 
rest on a Post Office Building, but on ten 
jears’ faithful service as representative of the 
City, and of the County of York. We be­
lieve that, in the opinion of the great majori­
ty of the electors, Mr. Pickard has proved 
himself to be a most useful member in his 
place in the House of Commons. He has 
not failed to say the right word when the oc­
casion demanded. No just complaint can be 
made against him for neglect of duly. He 
has always been most attentive to the calls 
made on him by any of his constituents. 
And we are sure that, when during any ses­
sion in the last ten years any resident of 
York visited Ottawa he found iu Mr. Pickard 
a friend ever ready to extend to him courtesy, 
to give him information, and lu facilitate any 
business he might have on hand.

Mr. Pickard has probably by this time 
found the feeling towards mm is unchanged. 
His old friends and supporters have Hut been 
converted to another way of iniukiug by any- 
flying visitant.. Such an experienced can­
vasser, on familiar ground will not be long 
in guaging the sentiments of ail with whom 
he comes in converse ; and wo daresay he 
will be able to set his friends right if they 
have gone astray oil any points. He will 
show the utter absurdity of supposing that 
the country is going to rack under the Gov­
ernment of Mr. McKenzie, aud that the only- 
way to recall prosperity is to reinstate Sir 
John McDonald in power, and to give him 
his swing with his woundurful national 
policy, that is to make the Dominion inde­
pendent of all the world, create flourishing 
manufactures, aud internal trade wniivut in 
the least increasing tne burden ui taxation. 
He will prove to them that a readjustment 
of the tariff to protect Lire manufacturers 
(chiefly iu Ontario) implies an increase of 
duties ou all articles of necessary aud common 
consumption, and a rise in the cost ui living 
in New Brunswick without any countervail­
ing advantage. We have not tne least tear 
but that Mr. Pickard will be able to give R 
good account of himself aud of me Govern­
ment he supports, and mat he will find it all 
right in ttie end.

The Premier in St. John.—It is uu_ 
nounced that,the Hun. Messrs. McKenzie and 
Cartwright intend visiting the lower Provin­
ces, and that they will be in St. John next 
week where they will address a public meet­
ing or meetings. They will come like a wave 
of heat and raise the political tuin{nmiture of 
St. John, in the papers, to fgver pitch. Their 
presence will encourage and strengthen the 
government party, and the opposition iu 
straights, may feel obliged to send a pressing 
picnic invitation to Sir John McDonald. We 
draw one conclusion from the expected early 
visit of the Premier to St John and elsewhere 
and that is, that he does not intend to delay 
holding the elections Until November or De­
cember, though we see that the Canadian 
Spectator persists in declaring that he will. 
If he really intended tu put eff the contest 
until the beginning of winter, he would have 
timed his visit later. If the elections are 
delayed until a late date, our new Governor 
General will be kept waiting, as it is an­
nounced, that the Marquis of Lome and the 
Princess Louise will not arrive in Canada 
until they are all over. It is uot to be 
thought that the Premier will unnecessarily 
put back the date of the auspicious occasion. 
But seriously, if Mr. McKenzie ever enter­
tained the intention of putting off the elections 
until November, he must have abandoned it, 
for both the Toronto; Globe and Mail agree 
for once, state that the elections will come off 
on the 19th of September which will'be 
polling day.

Election Chances in Upper Pro­
vinces.—The leading grit papers in Ontario 
and Quebec, confidently anticipate an over­
whelming victory for the government. Such 
calculations are of course to be received with 
some discount. But the Toronto Globe seems 
to have studied the situation coolyy with no 
wish to make it out more favorable for their 
party than facts warrant. The conclusion 
that the Globe comes to, is—that while the 
opposition may gain some constituencies 
from the government, the government will 
gain more than they will loose, aud will 
largely increase their majority in Ontario. 
The Quebec Mercury describes the conserva­
tive party in Quebec as demoralised, and as 
not having yet organised for election pur­
poses. It is as confident that the Government 
will be sustained by a large majority a* that 
the election will take place. Quebec city 
and county will certainly. support them as 
will the surrounding counties, ami they will 
gain additional seats in the constituencies 
south of the St. Lawrence.

THE EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTE. REFORMS IN ASIATIC TURKEY.

The drift of France towards Republicanism 
appears to^o steady and consistent. Twenty 
more electiofesjor seats invalidated by the 
Chamber were held on Sunday, and the re­
publicans carried fourteen, all previously held 
by Monarchists. At St. Girons, M. du St. 
Paul, an important Bonapartist was defeated 
bv 4,036 to 2,253 ; and M. Roederer, the 
champagne-maker, was beaten at Rheinis by 
0,407 to 9,111, though he confessed to accept 
the Republic. M. Jerome David is tluyuuly 
conspicuous Bonapartist who escaped, with 
three other Monarchists. Two seats await 
the second cal lot. The Republican in the 
Chamber uow number 380, aud when tho-hj- 
validations are complete will probably be 
400 out of 532 members, as M. Gambetta pre­
dicted. The French electors, in fact, when 
liberated from official pressure are Republi­
cans,

The second annual meeting of “ The Edu­
cational Institute," commenced on Tuesday 
afternoon and closed on Thursday night. 
There was a good attendance of teachavs 
from all parts of the. Province, and nearly 
a hundred were enrolled members of the In­
stitute—the qualification being membership 
in a County Teachers’ Institute. There are 
uow thirteen County Teachers’ Institutes in 
tho Province. In alluding to them in his 
opening address on Tuesday, Dr. Rand, Chief 
Superintendent, said that he felt, in this the 
first year of their existence, proud of the 
work done, and he read a list.uf the questions 
discussed at their meetings, to show that the 
minds of the members were engrossed with 
subjects closely allied with their work of 
teaching.

Mr. H. C. Creed, A. M., was elected Se­
cretary, and Mr. John Lawson, of Cambell- 
tou, Assistant Secretary of the Institute, and 
Principal Crockett, Dr. Rand, and Inspector 
Freeze were appointed to answer such ques­
tions as might be deposited “ iu the box."

The principal business of the “ sessions " 
was the reading of papers and discussing 
the subject matter of which they treated 
Oil Tuesday evening Professor Harrison, 
L. L. D., read a paper on “ How to Study 
English Literature." He said that the stu­
dent was in no little danger of being dis­
couraged at the outset by the seeming mag­
nitude of the task set before him. He 
advised him not to wander iu the many by­
ways, but to keep to the great highway 
wfiich was well enough marked by these , 
eight names—Chaucer, Spenser, Shakespeare, 
Milton, Dryden, Pope, Cowper, Wordsworth. 
There were many great names besides these, 
but the problem before them resolved itself 
into one of selection and concentration. He 
gave illustrations and hints on the method of 
studying selected portions of these authors. 
He referred also to the fact that our modern 
English prose began with the restoration, 
and suggested à course of reading from prose 
authors. A discussion followed on the 
“ Importance of cultivating a taste for health­
ful reading," in the course of which astonish­
ment was expressed at the quantity of un­
wholesome literature that was to bo found on 
the booksellers' counters in this country as 
well as elsewhere. The importance of 
Teachers directing their attention to the 
kind of books they should read was dwelt 
upon ; and solid reading and the study of 
special subjects by everyone were recom­
mended- Dr. Hand, Dr. Jack, Mr. Nichol­
son, of Restigouche, Mr. Spears Nicholson, 
of St. Stephen, Mr. Meagher and Mr. Collins, 
of Fredericton, Principal Crockett, and Mr. 
Dole, who should have “ opened the ball," 
took part in the discussion.

At the Wednesday morning session Princi­
pal Crockett, A. M., read a paper on “ A 
course of Instruction," which was followed 
by a discussion on the same subject. Iu the 
evening Prof. Bailey, Ph. D., delivered a 
a lecture on “ Forms of Energy with ex­
perimental and stereoptric illustrations ; and 
on Thursday afternoon Mr. H. C. Creed 
read a paper “ On the conduct of Miscella­
neous Schools," which was followed by a 
discussion on the same subject. Only a long 
abstract and a full report of the remarks 
elicited in discussing the first and third 
named purely professional papers would give, 
any instructive idea of the way the subjects 
were handled by the writers and viewed by 
the different speakers.

On Wednesday afternoon the members of 
the Institute viewed the Museum and Library 
of the University, Legislative Library, Tele­
phone, &c., aud ou Thursday morning they 
observed the work of the Normal and Model 
Sdiools iu session. At thu closing session on 
Thursday evening, an address to the Lieut. 
Governor was adopted, and a committee 
appointed Dr. Rand, Prof. Bailey and Dr. 
Jack convey the same to His Honor.

One of the last proceedings was answering 
the questions from the box, by the Chief 
Superintendent. Messrs. Wilbur, Nicholson, 
March, Dole, Gaunce, and Oakes were elected 
members of the executive for the ensuing 
year. In coursq of his remarks at the close, 
Dr. Rand expressed the pleasure aud satis­
faction he had felt in the manner in which 
the various subjects had been treated and in 
tho conduct and spirit of tho discussions. 
He also spoke of the important aud honorable 
position held by the Teachers of the Pro­
vince. The Institute adjourned after the 
passing of a vote of hearty thanks to Dr. 
Rand for the able and interesting manner in 
which he had conducted the proceedings of 
the body.

He argues that the Irish 
Catholics, who are the immense majority in 
Ireland, should be allowed to have an Univer­
sity. The same privilage should be accorded 
them of having their sons taught by persons 
of their own religion as are giving to Protes- 
tants by Catholic France and to Catholics 
by protestant Prussia, lie would not, how­
ever, give the government of the University 
to the Catholic Bishops, but place the 
power of appointing and removing the catho­
lic professors into the hands of a responsible 
Minister of State, acting for the Irish nation 
itself.

The McCarthy Murdjkr.—Tbe trial of 
the Osbornes for the murder of McCarthy, 
appears to be drawing to a close.

They did their work with great celerity, iu 
about an hour. The poles are very call and 
stout. The wires will be in Frederictou by 
Tuesday night, and the Company will be 
ready for business on Wednesday. They 
have taken an office in Mr. Me Peak’s clothing 
store, a part of which is now being fitted up 
for the purpose. Mr. C. Cox, who has been 
in the employ of the Montreal Company 
at Sackville, will be the manager.

We actually to-day rode a mile— 
seven persons—in two elegant barouches for 
fifty cents for the party of seven, and a hack 
man offered this evening to drive us two 
miles in any direction for fifty cents apiece 
The whited sepulchres known as the bazaars 
have also come down in prices, and the very 
bootblacks are “ shining up ” at five cents a 
job. The only man in Niagara who holds 
out is the barber, who won’t shave for less 
than tweiitv-tive cents.—E.i.

Mysterious Death of a Canadian 
Gentleman.—One Monday, in July, Dr. 
Hardwicke opened an inquest at the Provi­
dence Hall, Paddington, on the body of an 
unknown gentleman, who was found dead on 
the previous Thursday, at the British Coffee­
house, Praed street. Mr. Edmund Wise, the 
coffee-shop proprietor, said that at nine 
o'clock on Wednesday evening, deceased, a 
well dressed man, entered the premises and 
engaged a bed, paying Is. deposit.saying that 
he would go out ana enjoy a quiet smoke. 
He returned at half-past twelve, and witness 
showed him to the bed-room, and asked if lie 
wir’^ to be called. The reply was, “ No, 
I w® a good rest.” At five o’clock on the 
following 'afternoon, witness went to the 
room, and found him lying in bed dead, 
Police constable Walter Steer, 6 XR, said he 
was also the coroner’s officer for Paddington 
Parish. He received information of the 
death from the last witness, whom he ac­
companied to the coffee-house, where he 
found thé deceased as described. He found 
a small bottle, three-parts empty, containing 
laudanum. In the clothes pocket there was 
a two-shilling piece and apiece of paper, on 
which-.v^s written, “Charles H. Woodword, 
Lindaey, Ontario, Canada’"; also a pocket 
book containing some Canadian postage 
stamps and a card, on which was the address, 
“ Freemasons’ Arms, Woelwich. On Satur­
day witness proceeded to the latter place, and 
saw the landlord, who said a gentleman, 
giving the name of C. H. Woodward, had 
stayed there two days, and left behind* him a 
bag, a coat, and an umbrella. C)n searching 
the luggage witness found four letters, dated 
last March, from Toronto, and signed “ Flo­
rence,’’ apparently from the wife of the de­
ceased, and addressed to Mrr U. H. Wood­
ward, Lindsey, Ontario, Canada* There 
were also several portraits of a lady, and a 

•pawn ticket for a gold hunter watch, dated 
Julyjlth, on the back of which was written, 
“ lent Walters £2 on this ticket." The medi­
cal evidence showed that death resulted 
from suffocation while in a stupor caused by 
laudanum. It was .determined to adjourn 
the proceedings for a month, the coroner and 
jurors being of opinion that with the assist­
ance of the press the friends and relations 
would hear of the death and communicate 
with the officer (Steer) at Paddington, 
Green Police-station. The officer was in­
structed by the coroner to take the necessary 
steps to preserve the body as long as possible, 
ana then if not identified to cause it to be 
decently interred. The following is a de­
scription of deceased :—Age about thirty ; 
height, 6ft. 6in. ; full habit of body ; hair, 
whiskers, and moustache, rather dark, and 
cut short.

and at the same time, offended seme person in 
the dischaige ot my public duty. It has been 
my aim to do the best to further the welfare of 
the whole Domluion, at the same time to keep 
our rovlncial Interests always in view, and to 
support such measures as in my judgement would 
tend to our local advancement. Our interests 
are varied, and to legislate aud bring the whole 
Into harmony Is to my mind a problem yet to be 
solved. The building of Railroads and Canals, 
giving us an Internal communication for the 
Commerce of the country, will help Its solution ; 
but it will take time and money to work it out 
successfully. When we look at the vastness of 
our territory, extending from the Atlantic to the 
Pacifie ueean, and the millions ot acres of Prairie 
land, resting or waiting for man to cultivate and 
bring Into life, we pause with wonder what to 
do! We dare not fi* I ter, we must go forward. 
Years must roll around before we shall reap our 
reward. Our debt must vastly Increase until 
our imputation reach eight to ten millions or 
more. Perhaps then our Revenues will Increase 
faster than our expenditure, without Increasing 
our faxes, or time.-ring at our Tariff yearly, 
giving dissatisfied politicians opportunity to 
make capital out of the changes. During the 
last five years we have been wading deep In a 
commercial crisis, almost without a pause ; and 
not only we, but all tbe nations of the world. 
There has been depression on every side, r id a 
want of confidence in everything that attempts 
to move. No legislation can bring us up to a 
prosperous stand point; only the practice of 
strict economy at home and abroad can help us 
to reach It. Let us start lhe anew, with willing 
hands and hearts, strong to brave the storm fo 
adversity. We have grumblers on every hand ; 
let them grumble ; It will be less work to carry 
t hem along than to stop to satisfy or attempt to 
make them understand. We have other more 
deadly foes who are prowling around looking 
after the Loaves and the Fishes, aud tbe Wedge 
of Gold. Drop them. The world will soon roll 
over them aud hide them from our view. I 
thank you, Gentlemen, for your confidence in 
tbe past ; 1 now ask you for a renewal ol that con­
fidence ; and I hope that my course in dealing 
with the trust that you placed In my hands ten 
years ago, has been such as to Justify the re­
quest. 1 believe that I have acted In the past 
With a desire to advance your Interests. H re­
elected I shall endeavor, aided by ten years ex­
perience, to do all that 1 can to promote your 
general welfare. If on the contrary you decide to 
elect some one Ip my stead, I can only say to you 
that 1 will bow to your decision without a protest. 
I will join with you In aiding your representative 
to fill the responsible position in Such a way 
that will at least tend to elevate us as a portion 
ol tlie Dornion in the eyes of the world, 
without attempting to lower by word or 
deed any person In order to build myself up. 
1 shall endeavor to see you all, If possible, before 
the election, In your districts.
