The spread of the lreaded Span-
ish Influenza in Northumberland
County has been very rapid, and all
sie physicians are busy from early
morning until almost eariy morning
again answering call after call, and
with the large number of doctors
from this districc who have gone
overseas the condition of affairs is
alanming, beyond any extent yet
realized.

During the past week no less ihan
703 new cases had been reported to
the Chairman of the Board of Health,
fon the County, Dr. F. J Desmond,
and with 415 cases reported last
week makes a total of 1118 cases at
present, and of these 51 cases are
complicated with pneumonia, while
up to Saturday evening fourteen
deaths had nesulted, and several
have occurred since that time bring-
ing the fatal cases up to a high mark

There i8 hardly a house in town
where there is nog one or more cases
and many of ~ur citizens are now al-
most at deaths door with t.
ed diease.

As stated in last week's paper
persons cannot be too careful to
ward off the affifotion, and in case
of attack pr prompt measuras should
be takem to prevert pneumonia set-
ting in.

Belgian Coast Now
Cleared of Enemy

Ostend, Zeebrugge, Bruges and
Lille all Occupied by Allied
Troops Who Continue
to Sweep Forward

Wednesday

Hostilities are procceding without
cessation, and as in days past the
forces of the Allies everywhere are
defeating the enemy. In Belgium
Flanders, the British Belgiana and
French troops under King Albert are
sweeping forward for further mater-
ial gains in the process of driving
the invader from Belgian soil; on
the front in France, the British
French and Americans are hgrd after
the Germans and are making pro-
gress, although slowly as a resulg of
the strenuous defence that is being
offered.

In Albania the Entente troops are
well to the north of Durazzo on the
Adriatic Sea, and in Serbia a consid-
able distance beyond Nich, with the
enemy falling back tcward the froat-
ier of Austnia-Hungary.

In the Palestine theatre the Bri-
tish cavalry has driven far to the
north and nornthwest of Damascus,
haying reachd Tripoli near the Med-
iterranean coast, forty-five miles of
Beirut and Homs, eighty-five miles
north of Damascus.

In Flanders, Thourout, at the head
of the railway leading to Bruges, and
rumperous villages to the south have
been taken, while Courtrai, the junc-
tion point of the raflway to Ghent, is
almost entirely surrouni¢¢. Large
nuonlers of prisousrs and many ad-
Citjnial guna have w2 capt.red hy
the Belgian, French and British
troops, who are carrying out the op-
eration.

To the south of the region the Ger—
mans are continuing to withdraw,
clcsely followed by the British, who
are within two and a ha!f miles and
three and three-quarter miles of
Lille, respcctively southwest and
west of the city.

Southeast of Cambraj over a front
of ten miles between Le Cabteau and
Bohain the British and Americans
are delivering a violent attack again-
st the Germans, and at last reports
they were meeting with success, al-
though the Germans were savagely
resisting with machine guns and in-
fantry and with artillery behind thefr
line. LS |

North of Laon in the sack between
the Oise and the Serre rivers the
French are endeavoring to drive out
the Germans or capture them before
they can make their way eastward to
WHirson. Here also the enamy is
using his machine gunners end ar-
tillery to stay the progress of the
French, /but nevertheless further
gaing have been recorded.

The greatest resistance of all, how-
ever, is still being imposed against
the efforts of the French and Ameri-
cans in Champagne and along the
Meuse river where the holding of
the line is essential to stave off a
genera] retreat by the Germans all
the way from Belgium to the Swiss
frontier. The French in Champagne
are still fighting hard to capture
Rethel, but the Germans thus far
have been able to hold this import-
ant position in their own hands,
North of Grand Pre both the French
and Americans have made further
progress over the difficult ground
Especially severe have been the
hardships suffered by the Americang
in encompassing the natural fortifi-
cations and the attacks by hondes of
enemy machine gunmers.

Belgian Franders i fast being ev-
acuated by the enemp, and his line
from the Belgian frontier to the
Meuse rievr gradually is giving way
under the attacks of the Brillsh,
French and American armies.

A haven of safety in a shorter and
more compact lime is being sought
by the Germans in order to ewcape
annihilation by their foes. Every-
where they are being whipped. But
seemingly they are still far from de-
feat.

ing two highly important positions.

American and British troops have
crossed the Oise Canal on a wide
front in the face of desperate reaist-

ance.
The Valenciennes- Hirson railway

has been cut off.

The west bank of the Scheldt
Canal has been occupied by the
British along an extent of ten miles
to the north of Tournai, which city
is being defended by masses of Ger-
mans armed with machine guns.
Belgium is gradually being re-
deemed, although now that the Ger
mans have drawn in their lines, the
British, Belgians and French are
encountering much stiffer opposition
than during the early days of the
great drive for the re-occupation by
the Allies of the Belgian coast. The
city of Ghent, is yet seven miles
away. Probably 'it will be outflank-
ed from the north before it is taken.
Having cleared the Germans out
of western Belgium, the Allied

forces are standing on a line from
the Dutch frontier to the Oise Canal
that is virtually straight. A new
movement has begun to the east of
Courtrai, the object of which is to
free the northern section of Belgium
from the enemy.

French troops have reached the
Danube River in the region of Vidin
after offensive operations in the
eastern theatre of the war lasting for
more than a month.  The economic -
independence of Hungary is to be
proclaimed at an early date in a
nanifesto which it is reported, will
be issued by Emperor Charles.
Hungary willLbe permitted to main-
tain her own army and her own
diplomatic corps.

Worthy Tributes
e Jo:Dead Hero

Letters From Overseas T of
Death of Lieut. Fred Moore
In Action

Mr. and Mrs. Fred H. Moore,
whose only son, Claude, ‘made the
supreme sacrifice in the service of
tha empire, have received the follow-
ing letters bearing testimony t¢o that
which their host of friends knew, the
splendid qualties of their deceased
heroic son. The letters which ex-
plain themselves read as foljows. (

France
August 30 1918

My Dear Mrs. Moore: By the time
you receive this you will have been
advised of Claude's gallant death in
action whilo attacking the enemy
line. Your heart will be torn with
grief over your loss and to you dear
friends and yours may I express niy
cincere sympathy in your bereve-
ment.

Claude and | have pals and part-
ners since November last and this is
our first sieparation. He was the
most genuine pal I could possibly
have had and his cheerfulness and
unselfishness were characterics ap-
preciated by his brother officers and
men under him.

1 saw him daiiy before hig death
and on Sundey night I had a few
words with him: He was in the sup-
port trenches and was in command
of (A) Company during the tempor-
ary absence of the compaay com-
mander. He was jus¢ about to bring
up the ocmpany to the point wheré
the attack would commence. The
Colonel had selested him to take
command owing to his provious ex-
perience and thorough training
Later he must have been re-joined
by his company commander for he
was severely wounded in the same
battle. <Claude's servant is missing
and as yet I have only been able to
get scattered details. Later I will
write again and let you know. With
a party of men he had 'some ahead
of our front line and established a2
outpost to keep the enemy back.
His position was in a valley and In
the distance an enemy machine gun
fired from hig right flank up the
valley. Death muet have been in-
stanteous. The Colonel told ine
last nighy that Claude had dope ex-
ceptionally good work  during the
attack and his fearlesness and cour-
age in pushing on against the enemy
had inspired all the platoon, who
would have followed him 'anywhere
At least half of themn wero in action
for the first time and Claude was
their leader and their exmple.

Meath is hard to bear b¥t it must
bo consolation to you all to know
that he fell fighting hard and took
part in a great battle, cwe of the
greatest wheie we alone regained on
our frontage about 8,000 yards of
French soil from the enemy who
either surrendered or fled when wo
came up to them. No soldier could
have a more heroic death, and it is
the mamory of such brave men as
your son that will be hand2d down
through history with reverence, re-
spect and appreciation. We do not
know what the next hour will bring
and must be prepared to accept
whataver responsibitity may be put
upon us.

I am writing now only a few hun-
dred yards from the scene of Monday
morning’s batt'e but the enemy is
miles from here today with fresh
men of ours in pursuit. Teday we
follow in motor busseg and lorries so
[ am writing you at once. Our own
particular shar» was two days hard
fighting and from my battalion four-
teen qfficers are casualties. Yester-
day morning our troops had their
first bit of reet and my platoon ser-
geant, found Claude’'s body and had
it broughg to the battalion. 1 gaw it
yesteray afternoon befrore he was

‘overa nome comfort while others have
been fighting on the batt efieid,shew
now your keen appreciation by buyi
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finally laid to:pes{ and I can assure
you he wag not iz any way disfigured
or marred. His grave is with the
others on the battlefield less. than a
thousand yards, from Maricour; west
side) just ‘off the main road between
Bray and Maricourt en the side near-
est tho Somme River.

I miss him grneatly for he was al-
ways. cheery and hr:ght and we were
never separated, gp in your loss I
share to a degree.

Fe always rogarded me as a
trusted econfldat and I realize how
deeply he loved you all at home and
how happy he was whon mail came
from you all and how proud of little
sister.

My werl this trip has been of a
different nature and less dangerous,
so I have much to be thankful for.

In sincere gym~-athy and heartfelt
consolation, I scnd you my bost
wishes.

Dear Sir: It is with the greatest
rezyget that I have to inform you of
the death of your son, Lieut. C. L.
Moore, killed in action on 26th Aug.
ust in an assault on thc enemy lines.
He had only been with us a short
time but in that time he had proved
tis worth and capacity as an officer.
He held his platcon o the 26th with
great dash and gallantry but unfor-
tunately came under heavy machine
gun fire and wag shst down. His
éxample and disregard of sclf was
an inspiration to his men anl I decp-
ly regreat the loss of such a very
promising officer. We brought
his body in later and he was buried
near Bray.

Please accept my sincerest sym-
pathy and I only trust it may be
some consolation to you in your sor-
row to know that he died a true sol-
dierfs death at the head of his men
in action.

The Kaiser as

I Knew Him

'For Fourteen
. Years

nothing of a serious character and did
not occupy more than twenty minutes.
One of his valets stood by to give me
any assistance I might need, but left
the room when I was through.

“Have you been reading in the pa-
pers, Davis,” the kaiser asked when we
were alone, “how our soldiers have
been treated by the Belgians?”

I said I had not had a chance to
read the papers that morning.”

“Well, you must certainly read them.
They've been gouging out the eyes of
our wounded and mutilating my men
horribly! They call it modern, civi-
lized warfare. That's savagery!' I
hope your president is taking notice
of these atrocities.”

Of course I was In no position to
contradict the kaiser’s assertions, as
I was not in possession of any of the
facts, but I learned afterward that
four: American newspaper correspond-
ents had scoured Germany from one
end of the country to the other in an
effort to run down these reports. They
left no rumor uninvestigated, no mat-
ter how far they had to travel to ver-
ify it. When they had finally exhaust-
ed every clue and followed every lead
they had not found a single case to
justify the charge the kaiser had made
against the Belgians and which, of
course, the inspired German press con-
tinued to report from day to day.

The object of these lies was to jus-
tify the ogt which the Germans
were committing in their plan to ter-
rorize the inhabitantsy of the countries
they were overrunning. According to
reports the activities of franc-tireurs
in the occupled territories were met
by the Germans with the most bar-
baric punishments, crucifixion and
similar atrocities being very common.
Undoubtedly the kalser was aware of
what his soldiers were doing, and te
defend their conduct he lent a ready
ear to the unfounded charges made
against the Belgians,

“I have already framed a message
which I intend sending to your presi-
dent regarding the use of dumdum
bullets by the Belgians and French,”
the kaiser went on. “We have ample
proof to establish this charge not only
in the character of the wounds suffered
by my soldiers but in the shape of un-
used cartridges which we found in the
captured forts.”

Strangely enough, the kaiser sent
off his protest to President Wilson
about the same day that President
Poincare forwarded -a similar protest
based upon the use of dumdum bullets
by the Germans.

Regarding the violation of Belgium's
neutrality, the kaiser was able to of-
fer no reasonable argument. The fact
that he was willing to pay Belgium for
permission to allow his armies teo go
through that country was apparently
sufficlent justification in his eyes for
taking by force what Belgium refused
to sell.

“How foolish of Belgium to have re-
sisted us!” he declared, in this con-
nection. “Had they comsented to let
us walk through we would have paid
for everything—everything! Not a
hair of their heads would have been
touched and Belgium today would be
in the same happy financial coadition
that- Luxembeurg is."”

At a subsequent Interview we re-
ferred to Belgium agaln, and the kal-
ser alleged that Japan had violated
the neutrality of Chisa whea she sent

The outrages committed by the Ger-
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mans (n their treatment of pri T8
of war will probably never be known
in their entirety. We*f@o know that
they executed Captain Fryatt, the
commander of a British merchant ves-
sel, who was captured after he had
rammed a German U-boat. I don't
know to what extent the kalser was
directly responsible for that dastardly
crime, but from what he sald regard-
ing the capture of another British cap-
tain, the commander of the Baralong,
it was quite evident that he was im
entire sympathy with acts of that
character.

A German U-boat had sunk a Brit-
ish vessel upon which were some of
the relatives of the crew of the Bars-
long. The crew of this U-boat was
subsequently captured by the Bara-
long, and according to reports in Ger-
many they were harshly treated. Then
it was reported that the Baralong had
been captured and that her captaim
and the crew would be summarily
dealt with.

“I hear we have captured the cap-
tain of the Baralong,” the kaiser de-
clared to me at that time. “If we can
prove that he's the man we'll ix him !"

The manner in which the kalser
spoke left no doubt in my mind that
the direst punishment would be meted
out to the unfortunate British captala.

Booty is undoubtedly a legitimate
incident of war, but it is legitimate
only as an incident. Otherwise booty
becomes loot. In any event, when in-
vading troops seize private property it
is customary to pay for it. That the
Germans were good takers but poor
payers is revealed by two incidents
which the kaiser narrated to me, and
the keen enjoyment he derived from
them can be fully understood only by
those who know how much the kaiser
appreciates getting something for
nothing.

“Roumania wanted eur gold for food
products,” he told me. “They demand-
ed pure gold and they set enormous
prices on their wares; but we needed
what they had to sell and we were
ready to pay even the outrageous
prices they demanded. And thea they
foolishly declared war agalnst us and
we got it all for nothing! Whea X
spoke to Hindenburg about the con-
templated campaign against Rouma-
nia he sald, ‘This will be a very inter~
esting campaign.’ It was. We got all
we wanted and didn't have to pay &
penny for it.”

The kaiser beamed all over as he
contemplated the results of Rouma-
nia’s entry in the war,

When the German troops entered
Tarnapol, Russia, at a later time they
captured vast quantities of American-
made hospital supplies.

“We were just figuring what this
gelzure amounted to, and my army
doctors were strutting around as if
they owned the world,” declared the
kalser, “when one of my officers was
approached by a group of long-haired,
greasy Jews, who claimed that these
supplies belonged to them. ‘They are
our private propérty; we bought them
and we should be compensated if you
selze them,' they contended. ‘Did you
pay for them? my officer asked. ‘No,
we didn't pay for them, but we gave
our notes,’ they replied. ‘Then,’ sald
my oglcerl. ‘when you take up those
notes we'll pay for these stores; Im
the meanwhile we'll just take them.'
We secured bandages, serums—every-
thing, in fact, that we needed so very
badly, and we got them all for moth-

™

I did not know at that time that the
German army lacked medical
but later I saw paper bandages is use.

I have previously referred to the
kaiser’s defense of the use ef Zeppe-
lins against Paris, Loaden and other
nonmilitary cities. He claimed that it
was proper to make war on civillans,
because England was endeavoring te
starve Germany. On one occasien I
pointed out to him that in 1870 the
G had besieged Paris dnd had
starved its population.

“The cases are entirely -differemt,”
he answered hastily. “Then we were
besieging a'\city and the civilian pop-
ulation had plenty of opportunity te

‘| evacuate it before the siege began.

England is besieging a whole nation
and trying to starve my women and
children, who have nothing to do with

I war.”

I couldn’'t help thinking of the
“whole mations” which had been ab-

ter fo ascertain whether they are néu-
tral and not carrying contraband? If
what appears to be a neutral should
in fact prove to be a belligerent, or if
a belligerent should heave to in re-
sponse to the command of one of our
submarines, how could we safely send
A boarding party over when a rifle
shot from the vessel in question would
send us to thg bottom? Qbviously if
America persists in sending munitions
to the allies, there is but one thing
for us to do—sink the vessels,”

When I suggested that while the
vulnerabllity of the submarine un-
doubtedly lessened its value In com-
nection with the right of search which
belllge{ents have under international
law, still the law ought to b¥ ob-
scrved, the kalser interrupted me has-
tily with the remark:

*Taternational law! There is no
such thing as international law any
more!"”

In that assertion, of course, lies the
answer to all the questions which have
arisen in connection with the conduct
of the war. If the Germans recog-
nized no international law but were
guided solely by their ideas of expedi-
ency and the demands of “kultur,”
then the whole course of the war be-
came perfectly clear. The use of pol-
sonous gas, the destruction of unfar-
tified towns, the desecration of
churches, the attacks on hospitals and
Red Cross units, the countless atreci-
tles committed against civillans and
prisoners of war require no other ex-
planation.

No such thing as international law
any more! ‘et R FTH

CHAPTER VI.

—— .~
Demeocracy’s Worst Enemy.

The great military machine which
the kaiser had bullt up during the first
26 years of his reign “for the purpose
of maintaining peace” was constantly
itching for war. There was a feeling
among the militarists that while it
was all right for the kaiser to assume
the role of the “Prince of Peace” dur-
ing the period of preparation, it was
possible to overplay the part. He so
frequently referred to the fact that
his sole purpose in maintaining a large
army and navy was to maintain peace
that the war lords of Germany began
to fear that perhaps he might mean it

The murder of the Archduke Franz
Ferdinand, the successor to the Aus-
trlan throne, and his wife by a Ser-
bian on Juae 29, 1914, gave Germany
the excuse for which she had been
waiting so long to start & European
conflagration and found Austria as
anxious for war as her ally.

But even had Emperor Franz Joseph
shown reluctance to plunge his nation
into war and hnd Austria refused to
chastise Serbia for the murder of the
Archduke I doubt very much whether
the kaiser would have allowed that
event to have gone unavenged.

It touched him in one of his most
vulnerable spots. The sanctity of roy-
alty is one of his most cherished ideas.
He felt sponsor for the monarchies
of the world, as we feel sponsor fer
the democracies. A thrust at a throne
was a stab at the kaiser’s heart, and
with or without the co-operation of
Austria I firmly believe he would have
gone to any lengths to have avenged
the crime of Sarajevo.

It is true that the kaiser sent a
message to the czar of Russia in
which he pointed out that Austria
ought to be allowed to chastise Serbia
without interference from the other
European powerd, remarking, “We
princes must hold together,” but there
can be no doubt that that was very
far from the outcome dearest to his
heart. If, Indeed, the punish t of
BSerbia had been accomplished with-
out war the kaiser would have been a
most disappointed man, and i? Russia
had falled to mobllise her troops,
which gave Germany a pretext for
crossing the Russian border, I haven't
the slightest doubt that Germany
would havg prodded Russia into war,
anyway, knowing that France would
follow. “Der Tag” (the day) had
come for whiech Germany had been
plahning and plotting, and nothing on
earth ¢ould now Interfere with the ex-
ecution of the program.

How firmly the kalser was wedded
to the dynastic idea afid how deeply
he abhorred the spirit of democracy
was revealed throughout the whole
course of his life, and in his conversa-
tions with me he frequently gave ex-
pression to views which disciosed how
thoroughly he belleved In the “divine
right of kings.”

I saw him shortly after Wilson's
election In 1912, .

“What will America ever accomplish

__

What's become 6f the kirg of Eng-

? One never hears of him any
more! Why doesn't he assert’ him-
Belf?’ The tone of disgust with which
he gave vent to these sentiments was

. | more significant, perhaps, than the

words used might imply.

“Your president is trying to over-
throw me and my family from the
throne of Germany by his notes,” he
commenied bitterly, when I saw him
shortly after the publication of the
president’s reply to the pope, “but he
little understands how loyal are my
people and now futile his efforts will
prove. They held meetings recently
all over the empire, in every city and
village, and showed their allegiance
to me in no uncertain way, and your
president received the answer from
my people that he deserved!” I won-
dered whether the kaiser was unaware
of the fact that all these meetings
had been inspired by the government
and their useful agent, the press, or
whether he was once again making
use of his histrionic ability.

Although Germany is regarded as
the cradle of socialism, to the kaiser
it was a cancer which was slowly eat-
ing away the foundations of his em-
pire and he viewed its progress with
the direst misgivings.

Before the war he steadfastly re-
fused to receive a deputation of so-
clalists and never once gave an audi-
ence to the leaders of the soclalist
party in the reichstag, although the
heads of committees of all the other
political parties were at times re-
ceived in conference.

While the reichstag was little more

than a children’s debating society, the
growth and increusing power of the
soclalistic party, which was constantly
clamoring for ' the reform vote, could
not be ignored, and no doubt had a
great deal to do with the militarists’
anxiety not to postpone the war too
long.

After mobilization -was ordered,
however, the kaiser decided to recede
from his position somewhat, and from
the balcony of the palace in Berlin, in
front of which an enormous crowd
had gathered, he declared significant-
ly: “I recognize no parties. We are
oow all Germans.”

If anyone imagineg, however, that
his kowtowing to the socialists in this
Instance was evidence of a permanent
change of heart, he little appreciates
how deeply rooted is the kalser’s ab-
horrence of soclalism and ‘deigocracy.
Indeed, one of the principal things the
kaiser hoped to accomplish by prose-
cuting the war to a triumphant con-
clusion was the blow it would deal to
soclalistic progress. He felt that
victery would make his army the idol
of the people and that their monarch
would shine in the reflected gilory of
their martial achlevements. A suc-
cessful war, he believed, would set g~
clalism back a hundred years.

Certain it is the war brought no
change in'the kaiser’s personal habits,
Even to curry favor with the soclalis-
tic element he never unbent to the
slightest degree in his outward dis-
play of kingly attributes. In all his
career the German people had never
seen their kaiser other than in his
royal uniform, and at all military pa-
rades or reviews.he always rode a
white forse, that he might be most
conspicuous, and hore the royal mace
which his ancestors had carried centu-
ries before him. With the death
struggle between medieval monarchy
and democracy raging about him the
kaiser was determined to yield not a
tittle of his prerogatives. His auto-
mobile still made its coming known by
its distinctive “tade-tada-ta-ta” and
the royal palaces were maintained in
all their accustomed pomp.

But while the kalser’s armies were
triumphant in the field, the principle
which he was combating was every-
where gaining ground. On Mgrch 15,
1017, the czar abdicated and Russia,
whose autocratic form of government
had long been the envy of the German
aristocracy, became a republic!

“The downfall of the Russian em-
pire was brought about by England
because she feared that the czar was
about to make a separate peace,” the
kalser commented to me. “As a mat-
ter of fact, however, neither the czar
nor his government ever approached

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us on that subject, afld when Engiland
overthrew the Russian monarchy she
defeated her very purpose. With the
czar on the throme Russia would preb-
ably have gone on fighting ws.”

Although the kaiser bore no particu-
lar love for the czar, whom he was
fighting, he had no desire to convert
the empire into a democracy, and his
bitterness toward Eogland for what
he thought was her part In the estab-
lishment of the Russian republic was
very pronounced.

When, a few months later, the abdi-
cation of the czar was followed by the
abdication of King Constantine of
Greece, the kalser sustained another
blow which hurt him more than the
defeat of one of his armies would
have done.

“They are trying to force their rot-
ten form of democratic governmeat on
Greece,” he declared ‘flerctly. “The
way they have treated my poor sister,
the queen of Greece, is a shame and a
disgrace.® They talk about our imva-
sion of Belgium, but their actions in
Greece aye infinitely worse. I have
studied the English people for tweaty-
five years, ‘and they always try te
cover their acts with religion and the
talk of benefits to civilization and hw-
manity, but, hypocrites that they u'\
they continue to grab all they can get
thelr hands on just the same!”
