Indeed, no true and perfect human 

society can be conceived which 
net governed by some supreme 
authority. Christ, therefore, must 
have given to His Church a supreme 
authority to which all Christians 
must render obedience. For this 
reason ; as the unity of the faith is 
of necessity required for the unity 
of the Church, inasmuch as it is the 
“ body of the faithful,” so also for 
this same unity, inasmuch as the 
Chureh is a divinely 'constituted 
society ; unity of government, whir h 
efforts and involves “ unity of oom- 
muDion”, is necessary, jure divino. 
“The unity of the Church is mani­
fested in the mutual connection or 
communication of its members, and 
likewise in the relation of all the 
members of the Chuioh to one bead” 
(St. Thomas, 2s, 2ae, 2xxxix„ a. 1.) 
From this it is easy to see that men 
can fall away from the unity of the 
Church by schism as well as by 
heresy. “We think that this differ­
ence exists between heresy and 
schism” (writes St. Jerome) '• heresy 
has no perfect dogmatic teaching, 
whereas schism, through some epis­
copal dissent, also separates from the 
Church” (S. Hieionymus, " Com­
ment. n. Epist ad Titum,” cap. iii., 
v. 10-11. In which judgment St. 
John Chrysostom concurs : “ I say 
and protest” (he writes) “ that it is 
as wrong to divide the Church as to 
fall into heresy” (Horn. xi. in 
“ Epist. ad Ephes, n. 5.) Where­
fore, as do heresy can ever be justi­
fiable, so in like manner there can 
be no justification for schism. “There 
is nothing more grievous than the 
sacrilege of schism * * * there can 
he no just necessity for destroying 
the unity of the Chureh” (St Augus­
tinus, “ Contra Epïstolam Parme- 
niani,” lib. ii,, cap. 2 ii., n. 25.)

How oould he 
fulfil this office without the power 
of commanding, forbidding and 
lodging, which is propeily called 
jurisdiction 7 It is only by this 
power of jurisdiction that nations 
and commonwealths are held to­
gether. A primacy of honor and 
the shadowy right of giving advice 
aod^admonition, which is ca led “di­
rection,’’ ooulJ never décore to any 
society of men unity fr strength. 
The words—“ and the)gates of hell 
shall not prevail against it”—pro­
claim and establish the authority of 
which we speak. “ What is it V 
writes Origen. *• Ie it the rock up­
on which Christ builds the Church 
or the Church ? The expression in­
deed is ambiguous, as if the rook and 
the Church were one and the same. 
I indeed think that this is so, and 
that neither against the rock upon 
which Christ builds His Church nor 
against the Church shall the gates 
of hell prevail" (Origines Comment, 
in Matt." tom. xii., n. 2.) The 
meaning of this Divine utterance is, 
that notwithstanding the wiles and 
intrigues which they bring to bear 
against the Church it can never be 
that the Church committed to the 
care of Peter shall succumb or in 
any wise fail. « For the Church as 
the edifice of Christ, who has wise­
ly built ‘ His house upon a took,’ 
cannot be conquered by the gates of 
bell, which may prevail over any 
man who shall be off the rock and 
outside the Church, but shall be 
powerless against it” (Ibid.) There­
fore God confided His Church to 
Peter, so that he might safely guard 
it with his unconquerable power. 
He invested him, therefore, with the 
needful authority, since the right to 
rule is absolutely required by Mm 
who has to guard human society 
really and effectively. This further­
more, Christ gave : “ To thee will I 
give the keys of the kingdom of 
heaven.” And He is clearly still 
speaking of the Church, which a 
short titme before He had called His 
own and which He declared _He 
wished to build on Peter as on a 
foundation. The Church is typified 
not only as an edifice, but as a'king- 
dom, and every one knows that the 
keys constitute the usual sign of 
governing authority. Wherefore 
when Christ promised to give to

“Could not 
Christ, who confided to him the 
kingdom by his own authority, have 
strenthened the faith of one whom

(8
Ambrosias, “De Fide,” lib. Iv., n. 
56). For this reason Jesus Christ 
willed that Peter should participate 
in certain names, signs of great 
things which propeily belong to 
Himself alone, in order that identity 
of titles should show identity ol 
power. So He who is Himself “the 
chief corner-stone in whom all the 
building being framed together 
groweth no into a holy temple in 
the Lord” (Eph. ii., 21), placed 
Peter as it were a stone to support 
the Church. When he heard ‘thou 
art a rook,’ he was enobled by the 
announcement. Although he is a 
rook; not as Christ is a rook, hut as 
Peter is a rock. For Christ is by 
His very being an immovable rock; 
Peter only through this rock. Christ 
imparts his gifts and is not exhaust­
ed. * * * He is a priest and makes 
priests. He is a rook, and constitutes 
a rock” (Horn, de Pœnitentia, n. 4, 
in appendice opp. S. Baailii). He 
whois the King of His Church, “frho 
hath the key of David, who open- 
eth and no man shutieth, whe shutt- 
eth and no man opens th (Apoc. iii., 
7), having delivered “the keys” to 
Peter declared him Prince' of the 
Chriatain commonwealth. So too, 
He, the Great Shepherd, who calls 
Himself “the Good Shepherd," con­
stituted Peter the pastor of Hie 
lambs and sheep. “Feed My lambs, 
feed My sheep. ” Wherefore Chrj e- 
ostom says : “He was pre-eminent 
among the Apostles : He was the 
mouthpiece of the Apostles and the 
Apoetoko College” * * at the same

But tiince He willed that His king­
dom should be visible, He was 
obliged, when He asoended into 
Heaven, to designate a vicegerent 
on earth. “ Should any one say 
that Christ is the one head and i he 
one shepherd, the one sponse of the 
one Church, he does not give an 
adequate reply. It is clear, indeed, 
that Christ is the author of grace in 
the sacraments of the Church ; it is 
Christ Himself who baptizes ; it is 
He who forgives sins; it is He who 
is the true priest who hath offered 
Himself upon the altar of the cross, 
aod it is by His power that His body 
is daily consecrated upon the altar, 
and still, because He was not to be 
visibly present to all the faithful, 
He made choice of ministers through 
whom the aforesaid sacraments 
should be dispensed to the faithful" 
as said above (Cap. 74.) For the 
same reason, therefore, because He 
was about to withdraw His .visible 
presence from the Church, it was 
neoeesary that He should appoiot 
some one in Hie place to have the 
charge of the universal Church. 
Hence, before His ascension He said 
to Peter : “Feed my sheep” (St 
Thomas, “ Contra Gentiles, lib. iv, 
cap. 76.) Jesus Christ, therefore, 
appointed Peter to be the head of 
the Church, and He also determined 
that the authority instituted in per­
petuity for the salvation of all 
should be inherited by His succes­
sors, in whom the same permanent 
authority of Peter himself should 
continue. And so He made.that 
remarkable promise to Peter and to 
no one-else : “ Thou art Peter, and 
upon this rook I will bnild My 
Church” (Matt, xvi., 18) “To 
Peter the Lord spoke ; to ‘ one, 
therefore, that He might establish 
unity upon one" (8. Pacianns ad 
Semproninm, Ep. iii., n. 11.) 
“ Without any prelude He mentions 
St. Peter’s name and that of hie 
father (Blessed art thon, Simon, son 
of John) and He does not wish him 
to be called any moreSimbn ; claim­
ing |him for Himself, according to- 
Hie Divine authority, He aptly 
names him Peter, from * petra’ the 
rook, since upon Him He was about 
to fonnd His Church” (S. Cyrillus 
Alexandrians, in “ Evaog, Joan,’ 
lib. ii., in cap. 1., v., 42.)

12. From this text it is clear that 
by the will and command of God the 
Church rests upon St. Peter just as 
a building rests on its foundation, 
Now the proper nature of a founda­
tion is to be a principal of cohesion 
for the various parts of the building 
It must be the necessary condition 
of stability of strength. Remove 
it and the whole building falls, 
is oonseqeentiy the office of St 
Peter to support the Churoh and to 
guard it in all its indestructible

power and authority .over the 
Church. “ The Son committed to 
Peter the office of spreading the 
knowledge of His Father and Him­
self over the whole world. He who 
increased the Church in all the earth 
and proclaimed it to be stronger than 
the heavens gave to a Mortal man all 
power in heaven when He handed 
him the keys” (S. Joannes Cbrysos- 
tomus, Horn, liv., in Matt, v., 2.) 
In the same sense He says: “What­
soever thon shalt bind upon earth 
it shall be bound aleo in heaven, and 
whatsoever thou shalt lose on earth 
it shall be loosed also in heaven.” 
This metaphorical expression of 
binding and loosing indicates the 
power of making laws, of judging 
and of punishing, and the power is 
said to be of such amplitndejand 
force that God will ratify whatever 
is decreed by it. Thus it is supreme 
and absolutely independent, so that 
having no other power on earth as 
its superior, it embraces the whole 
Church and all things committed to 
the Church. The promise is car­
ried out when Christ the Lord after 
Hie resurrection, having thrice 
asked Peter whether he loved Him 
m >re than the reet, lays on him the 
injunction : “ Feed My lambs, feed 
My sheep.” That is, He confides 
in him, without exception, all thoee 
who were to belong to His ftld. 

The Lord does not hesitate. He 
interrogates, not to learn, but to 
teach. When he was about to as­
cend into heaven He left ns, as it 
were, a vicegerent of His love * * * 
and so because Peter alone of all 
others professes bis love, he is pre­
ferred to all—that being the most 
perfect, h.e should govern the more 
perfect” (S. Ambrosias, “Exposit. 
in Bvang. secundum Luoam,” lib. x 
nn. 175-176.) These, then, are the 
duties of a shepherd—to place him­
self as leader at the head of his flock, 
to provide proper* food for it, to 
ward off dangers, to gnard against 
insidious foes, to defend it against 
violence ; in a word, to rule and gov­
ern it. Since, therefore, Peter has 
been placed as shepherd of the 
Christian flock he has received the 
power of governing all men for 
whose salvation Jesus Christ shed 
His blood. “ Why has He shed His 
blood t To bay the sheep which He 
handed" over to Peter and his sue- 
oeeaors” (S. Joannes Cyrysoetomus, 
“ De Saoerdotio," lib. ii.) And since 
all Christiana mast be closely united 
in the communion of one immutable 
faith, Christ the Lerd in virtue of 
Ms prayers, obtained for Peter in the 
fulfilment ef his office he should 
never fall away from the faith. “But 
I have asked tor thee that thy faith 
fail not” (Luke xxii., 32), and He 
furthermore commanded Mm to im­
part light and strength to his bre­
thern as often as the need should

commits to him the government of 
his brethern. * * * He eaith to Mm: 
“If thou loveet Me, be over My bre­
thern.” Finally He who confirms 
in “evoay good work and word (2 
These, ii., 16) commands Peter to 
‘confirm his brethern.* ‘Rightly, 
therefore, does St. Leo the Greet 
say : “From the whole world Peter 
alone is chosen to take the lead in 
calling all nations, to be the head of 
all the Apostles and of all the fathers 
of the Churoh. So that, although 
in the people of God there are maoy 
priests and many pastors, Peter 
should by right rule a 1 of these 
over whom Christ Himself is the 
chief ruler” (Sermo. iv., cap. 2). 
And so St. Gregory the Great, writ­
ing to the Emperor Maurice August­
us, says : “It is evident to all 
who know the Gospel that the 
charge of the whole Churoh was 
tommited to St. Peter, the Apostle 
and Prince of all the Aposilea, by 
the word of the Lord. * * * Beholdl 
he hath received the keys of the 
heavenly kingdom—the power of 
binding and loosing is conferred up­
on him ; the care of the whole 
government of the Churoh is con­
fided to him” (Epist. lib. v., Epist. 

•)
13. It was necessary that a 

government of this kind, since it be­
longs to the constitution and for­
mation of the Church, as its princi­
pal element—that is as the princi­
ple of unity and the foundation of 
lasting stability—should in no wise 
oome to an end with St. Peter, but 
should pass to his successors from 

e to another. “There remains, 
therefore, the ordinance of truth, 
and St. Peter, presevering in the 
strength of the rook which he bad 
received, hath not abandoned the 
government of the Churoh which 
had been oonfided to him” (S. Leo 
M., sermo. iii., cap. 3). For this 
reason the Pontiffs who succeed 
Peter in the Roman episcopate re­
ceive the supreme power in the 
Church jure divinio. “We define,” 
declare the fathers of the Council ef 
Florence, “that the Holy and Apos­
tolic See and the Roman Pontiff 
holds the primacy of the Churoh 
throughout the whole world, and 
that the same Roman Pontiff ie the 
successor of St. - Peter, the Prince ef 
the Apostles and the true Vicar of 
Christ, the. head of the whole Churoh 
and the father and teacher of all 
Chris tains ; and that full power was 
given to him in blessed Peter by onr 
Lord Jesus Christ to feed, to rule 
and to govern the Universal Chureh 
as is also contained in the acts ol 
Œonmenieal Councils and in the 
sacred canons” (Cone. Florentines), 
Similarly the Fourth Council of 
Lateran declares : “The Roman

successors of St. 
is unaware of the many and evident 
testimonies of the holy fathers 
which exist to this effect ? Most 
remarkable is that of St. Ireneue, 
who, referring to the Roman 
Churoh, says : « With this Church, 
on account of its pre-eminent au­
thority, it is necessary that every 
Church should be in concord " 
(Contra Hœtesea, lib. iii., cap. 3, 

2). And St. Cyprian also says 
of the Roman Church that “ it is 
the root and the mother of the 
Catholic Church, the chair of Peter, 
and the principal Churoh whence 
sacerdotal unity has its source ” 
(Ep. xiviii., ad 'Cornelium, n. 3, 
and Ep. lix., ad Enndem, n. 14). 
He calls it “ the chair of Peter ” 
because it is occupied by the suc­
cessor of Peter ; he calls it the 
“ principal Church,” on- account of 
the primacy conferred on Peter 
himself and his legitimate succes­
sors ; and “ the source of unity,” 
because the Roman Churoh is the 
efficient cause of unity in the Chris­
tian commonwealth. For this rea­
son Jerome addressed Damasus 
thus ; “ My words are spoken to 
the successor of the Fisherman, to 
the disciple of the Cross. * * * I 
communicate with none save your 
Blessedness, that ie, with the chair 
of Peter. For this I know is the 
rock on which the Church is built.” 
(Ep. xv., ad Damasam, n. z). 
Union with the Roman See ef Peter 
is to him. always the public crite­
rion of a Catholic. “ I acknowledge 
every one who is united with the 
«ewvif Berir ’’ HBp. 
aaum, n. 2). And for a like reason 
St. Augustiae publicly attests that 
“ the primacy of the Apostolic chair 
always existed in the Roman 
Church ” (Ep. xliii., n. 7); and he 
denies that any one who dissents 
from the Roman faith oin be a Ca­
tholic. “ You are not to be looked 
upon 88 holding "the true Catholic 
faith if you do not teach that the 
faith of Rome is to be held ” (Sermo 
cxx., n. 13). So, too, St. Cyprian : 
‘To be in communion with Corne­

lius is to be in communion with the 
Catholic Church ” (Ep. iv., n., 1). 
In the same-.way "Maximus, the Ab­
bot, teaches that obedience Jto the 
Roman Pontiff is the proof of 
the true faith and of legitimate 
communion. “ Therefore if a man 
does not want to be, or to be 
called, a heretic, let him not strive 
to please this or that man * * * 
but let him hasten before all things 
to be in communion with the Ro­
man See. If he be in communion 
with it, he should be acknowledged 
by. all and everywhere as faithful 
and orthodox. He speaks in vain 
who tries to persuade me of the or­
thodoxy of those who, like himself, 
refuse obedience to His Holiness 
the Pope of the most holy Church 
of Rome; that is to the Apeetolio 
See.” The reason and motive of 
this he explains to be that “ the 
Apoetolio See has received and hath 
government, authority and power 
binding and loosing from the Incar­
nate Word Himself ; and, according 
to all holy synods, sacred oanena 
and decrees, in all things and 
through all things, in respect of all 
the holy churches of God through­
out the whole world, since the 
Word in heaven who rules 
the heavenly powers . binds 
and loosens there1” (“ Defloratio 
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On Monday afternoon, after 
the petitions on behalf of the 
Liberals had been filed and 
served on the respondents, a peti­
tion was presented by Mr. Neil 
MeQarrie, ot Summer-side, as soli­
citor against the election of Mr. 
John Yeo, Grit M. P. for Blast 
Prince. The usual charges of 
bribery and corruption are made.

Hugh John Macdonald publishes 
a statement in the Winnip ~ 
papers in regard to the leader­
ship of the conservative party. 
He declares that he has no aspira­
tions for the position ; that Sir 
Charles Tupper is the only 
possible leader under the circum­
stances, and that he is quite con­
fident the conservative party will 
follow Sir Charles as loyally ae it 
did his father.

The St John Globe, a strong 
Grit paper, whose principal pro­
prietor is Mr. John V. Ellis, Grit 
member elect for St John, dis­
cussing the question of election 
protests, has this to say : " In the 
past the Globe ever urged that 
results should be accepted, for 
both parties do their level best 
when the elections are on, and 
the practices of both are perhaps 
almost the same. There is a grim 
absurdity and unnecessary dis­
honesty in men who have used 
all the influences at their com 
mand to secure an election turn 
ing round when they are defeated 
and assailing their successful 
neighbors.”

Mr. Laurier made a curious 
omission in bis address to the 
electors of St John and Iberville 
the other day. He was speaking 
in favour of Mr. Tarte, who was 
formerly a Conservative, and he 
might have made a telling dis­
course by repeating what he said 
at the Club National in Montreal 
on March 21st, 1884. “ We," he 
then declared, “ who belong to the 
Liberal party eye privileged. The 
poet Horace said ‘ We are born 
poets.’ Well I say we are bom 
Liberals. He ^ho had not the 
good fortune to xte a Liberal at his 
birth can never become one ; and 
he who, not being bom a Liberal 
subsequently joins their ranks 
will be wanting in Liberal prin 
ciplee and will be merely a rene 
gade and a traitor. * * He can­
not remain with us.” By repeat­
ing thèse expressions for Mr. 
Tarte’s benefit Mr. Laurier might

Free silver coinage in the Unit­
ed States would, among other 
things, very soon put the business 
of the United States entirely on a 
silver basis—that is a basis in 
which the people would pay about 
two silver dollars for an article 
which they now buy 'kith one 
gold dollar or its paper represen­
tative. After the period of dis­
turbance was over, domestic busi­
ness would go on quietly on the 
silver basis, just as it now does in 
Mexico and other silver countries. 
But people who have fixed claims 
which might be paid off in silver 
dollars, would be great sufferers, 
and judging from the following 
from the New York Mail and Ex­
press, this loss would extend to a 
great many people all over the 
country: “ American banks, trust 
companies, savings associations, 
building and loan societies and 
similar institutions owe the people 
$5,353,188, 511, most of this vast 
sum representing money actually 
deposited by their créditera The 
people insist when the money is 
repaid it shall be in currency 
worth just as much on the dollar 
as the money they paid in. Free 
silver would mean that they would 
be repaid in money worth only 
half as much as they had deposit­
ed. Against any such wholesale 
plundering every holder of a sav­
ings bank book, every holder pf 
building and loan shares and every 
person carrying a policy of life 
insurance is sternly opposed by 
aelf-intereetAnd common honesty." 
Foreign claims would, of course, 
have to be paid on a gold basis ; 
but if domestic claims would be 
settled on a silver baris, as seems 
probable, then these people having 
£uima against savings banka and 
similar institutions would find 
themselves very much worse off 
than they expected^ribjiey would 
have eaçh dollar of tor ,cl%im 
paid off with a silver dollar, which 
would be worth little more than 
half what a gold dollar now is In 
buying food, clothing, etc.—Hx. 
Herald.

Past questions, no inconsider­
able number of Liberals are dis­
satisfied with the composition of 
Mr. Lenrier’s Cabinet The Lon­
don Advertiser, the Chatham 
Banner, and other prominent Grit 
newspapers in western Ontario, 
have already voiced their dissatis­
faction regarding the exclusion of 
Hon. David Mills.

This is how he puts it 
“ Hon. Mr. Laurier has, undoubt 
edly, formed a very strong gov­
ernment—that is, strong in the 
sense that its members are person 
ally strong men, but whether, 
taken in the aggregate, it will 
prove a strong administrative or 
legislative body time alone will 
tell It is seldom that a govern­
ment composed of ‘ all the talents’ 
proves a long lived one. The 
ideal government is one which has 
a powerful and astute leader with 
the heads of departments able, 
yet docile and plodding workers. 
In the present government the 
leader surpasses the large number 
of the departmental heads in elo­
quence alone. In other respects 
he has yet to prove that he is the 
equal of Mowat, Cartwright, 
Paterson, Blair, Davies, Tarte or 
Fielding. These comprise a great 
galaxy—*oo great probably for 
faithful submission to the voice of 
a party chief. However, this can 
be said : Mr. Laurier has proved 
himself able for any position in 
which he has yet been placed, and 
he will probably prove himself

Mr. Fraser, like most other 
people, thinks Mr. Laurier made a 
mistake in not selecting his cabinet 
from such material as the people 
had elected, and gives expression 
to that thought in these words : 
“ But for all the grandeur of the 
combination it cannot be urged 
that Mr. Laurier has not made a 
mistake in not selecting a cabinet 
from the material the people gave 
him. While such a cabinet might 
pot seem as able, on paper, to t 
gin with, it might possibly be 
more lasting because it gave sat­
isfaction at the outset to a greater 
number of people. It may be re­
collected that in 1882, when the 
Thompson - Bell administration 
was defeated in this province, it 
was not thought possible that any 
government could be formed by 
the material elected in opposition

Tarte’s nomination had 
been postponed until August »rd, and 
Fielding’s in Queen’s and Shelburne 
until the 6th.

Sir Oliver Mowat arrived from Toronto 
last Wedneeday evening and proceeded 
to the reeidence of Judge Bedgewick, 
which he has taken for a couple of 
months. The minister of justice brought 
back with him that list of Q. C’s., which 
be took along when he went to Toronto 
The list has been subjected to severe 
revision.

Ottawa advices of the 29th. nit. eay 
that a report ie current that under the 
new regime D. A. G.’s are to be reduced 
to one for each province, the appoint­
ment to be forfour years instead of for 
life, ee at present. Adjutant-General 
Aylmer discredits the report entirely. 
He considéra the existing arrangement 
satisfactory and economical.

A loco­
motive drawing six flat cars, loaded 
with colored laborers male and fe 
male, was descending a steep grade 
on the mountainside when the air 
brakes failed. The crew being un­
able to check the train’s speed, 
shot down the steep grade, like 
rocket. Near the bottom the run­
away train collided with a locomo­
tive, which was standing on the 
track. Seven men jumped the cars 
and were instantly killed. Thirty- 
two others were seriously injured, of 
which ten died afterward. Notp* 
woman was severely hurt.

Wherefore what was acknowledged SfirU as Christian faith, not 
by one nation only nor in one age 
but by the East and by the West 
and through all ages, this Philip, 
the priest, the Pontifical legate at 
the Council of Ephesus, no voice be­
ing raised in dissent, recalls : No 
one can doubt. Yea, it is hnown 
nnto all ages that St. Peter, the 
Prince of the Apostles, the pillar of 
the faith and the ground of the Ca­
tholic Church, received the keys of 
the kingdom from our Lord Je us 
Christ That is, the power of fer 
giving and retaining sms was given 
to him who np to the present time, 
lives and exero.eee judgment in the
persons of his successors (Actio 
iii. The pronouncement ot the 
Council of Chaloedon on the same 
matter is present to the minds of 
all; « Peter has spoken through 
Leo” (Actio ii.) to which the 
voice of the Third Council of Con­
stantinople reeponde as an echo: 
« The chief Prince of the Apostles 
was fighting on our side, for we 
have had as our ally his follower 
and the successor to his see, and the 
paper and the ink were seen, and 
Peter spoke through Agatho ” (Ac­
tio xviii. In the formula of Catho­
lic faith drawn up and proposed by 
Hormisdas, which was subscribed 
at the beginning of the sixth cen­
tury in the great Eighth Council by 
the Emperor Justinian, by Epipha- 
nius, John and Menna, the .patri­
archs, this same is declared with 
great weight and solemnity. “ For 
the pronouncement of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, saying : “Thou art 
Peter, and upon this rock I will 
build My Church,’ etc., cannot be 
passed over. What is said is 
proved by the result, because Catho 
lie faith has always been preserved 
without stain in the Apostolic See 
(Post Epistolam, xxvi., and oranes 
Episc. Hispan., n. 4). We have 
do wish to quote every available de

it.” (S. Lee if., sermo iv^oap. 2).
15. From this it must be clearly 

understood that bishops are de 
prived of the right and power of 
ruling if they deliberately secede 
from Peter and his successors ; be-

These things enable us to see the 
heavenly ideal and the divine ex­
emplar of the constitution of the 
Ohr stian commonwealth, namely 
vhen the Divine Founder decreed 
that the Cnuroh should be one in 
faith, in government and in com­
munion, He chose Peter and Hi- 
snuoessors as the principle and cen­
tre, as it were, of this unity. 
Wherefore St. Cyprian says: “ To 
following is u short t.od easy proof 
of the faith. The Lord saith t 
Peter : ‘ 1 say to thee thon ar
Peter;’ on him alone He buildeih 
His Church ; and although afte- 
His resurrection He gives a similar 
power to all the Apostles and says :
‘ As the Father hath sent Me,’ etc., 
still in order to make the necessary 
unity clear, by His own authority 
He laid down the source of tha' 
unity as beginning from one ” (De 
Unit. Eool, n, 4). And Opatns ol 
Mdevis says : “ You cannot deny 
that you know that in the city of 
Rome the episcopal chair was first 
conferred on Peter. In this Peter, 
the head of all the Apostles (hence 
his name Cephas) has sat; in which 
chair alone unity was to be pre­
served for all, lest any of the other 
Apostles, should claim anything as 
exclaeivtljy his own. So much so 
that he who would place another 
chair Against that one chair would 
be a schismatic and a sinner ” (De 
Schism. Defat., lib, ii.). Hence 
the teaching of Cyprian that heresy 
and schism arise and are begotten 
from the tact that due obedience is 
refused to the supreme authority 
« Heresies and schisms have no 
other origin than that obedience is 
refused to the priests of G-od and 
that men lose sight of the fact that 
there is one judge in the place of 
Christ in this world " (Epist. xii., 
ad Oornelinm, n. 5). No one, 
therefore, unless in communion 
with Peter can share in his author­
ity, since it is absurd to imagine 
that he who is outside can com­
mand in the Church. Wherefore 
Optatua of Milevis blamed the Pon- 
atists for this reason : “ Against 
which gates (of hell) we read that 
Peter received the saving keys, that 
is to say, onr Prince, to whom’ it 
was said by Christ, 1 to thee will I 
give the keys of the kingdom of 
heaven, and the gates of hell shall 
not conquer, them.’ Whence is it, 
therefore, that you strive to obtain 
for yourselves the keys of the king­
dom of heaven—you who fight 
against the chair of Peter?" (Lib. 
ii, n. 4, 6). But the episcopal or­
der is rightly judged to be in com­
munion with Peter, as Christ com­

These can 
indeed be overcome by the assaults 
of the powers of hell, as, in point 
of fact, has befallen some of them 
Moreover, he who is set over the 
whole flock must have authority not 
only over the sheep dispersed 
throughout the Church, but also 
when they are assembled together. 
Do the sheep when they are all as­
sembled together rule and guide the 
shepherd ? Do the successors of 
the Appstles assembled together con­
stitute the foundation on which the 
successor of St. Peter rests in order 
to derive therefrom strength and 
stability ? Surely jurisdiction and 
authority belong to him in whose 
power have been placed the keys of 
the kingdom of heaven, not alone 
in all the provinces taken singly, 
but in a 1 taken collectively. And 
as the Bishops, each in bis own dis­
trict, command with real power not 
only, individuals, but the whole com­
munity, so the Roman Pontiffs, 
whose jurisdiction extends to the 
whole Christian commonwealth, must 
have all its parts, even taken collect­
ively, subject and obedient to their 
authority. Christ the Lord, as we 
have sufficiently showfi, made Peter 
and his successors His vicars, to ex­
ercise forever in the Church the power 
which He exercised during His mor­
tal life. Can the Apostolic College 
be said to have been above bis Master 
in authority ?

This power over the Episcopal Col- 
ege to which we refer, and which is 
clearly set forth in Holy Writ, has 
ever been acknowledged and attested 
by the Church, as is clear from the 
teaching of genera) councils. “ We 
read that the Roman Pontiff has pro­
nounced judgements on the prelates 
of all the churches; we do not read 
that anybody has pronounced judge­
ment on him ” (Hadrianus ii., in 
Allocutione iii., ad Synodum Roman- 
urn an. 569, Cf. Actionem vii., Cone. 
Constantioopolitani iv.). The reason 
for which is stated thus : “ There is 
no authority than that of the Apostolic 
See " (Nicolaus in Epist. ixxxvi., ad 
Michael Imperat”.* Wherefore Gal: 
astus on the decrees of councils says - 
“ That which the first see has not ap­
proved of cannot stand, but what it 
has thought well to deeree has been 
received by the whole Church ” 
(Epist. xxvi., ad EpiscopflR Dar­
dante, n. 5). It has ever been un­
questionably the office of the Roman 
Pontiffs to ratify or to reject the de­
crees of councils. Leo the Great re­
scinded the acts of the Cqpciliabu- 
lum of Ephesus. Damascus rejected 
those o£ Rimini, and tjadrian I. 
those of Constantinople. The twen­
ty-eighth canon of the Council of 
Chalcedon, by the very fact that it 
lacks the assent and approval of the 
Apostolic See, is admitted by all to 
be worthless. Rightly, therefore, has 
Leo X. laid down in the fifth Coun­
cil of Lateran “ that the Roman Pon­
tiff atone, as haying authority over all 
councils, has full jurisdiction and 
power to summon, to transfer, to dis­
solve councils, as is clear, hot only 
from the testimony of Holy Writ, 
from the teaching of the fathers and 
of the Roman Pontiffs, and from the 
decrees of the sacred canons, but 
from the teaching of thç very coun­
cils themselves.” Indeed, Holy 
Writ attests that the keys of the 
kingdom qf heaven were given to 
Peter alone, and that the promise of 
binding and loosening was granted to 
the Apostles and to Peter ; but there 
is nothing to show that the Apostles 
received supreme power without 
Peter and against Peter. Such pow­
er they certainly did not receive from 
Jesus Christ. Wherefore, in the de­
cree of the Vatican Council as to foe 
nature and authority of the primacy 
of the Roman Pontiff, no newly-con­
ceived opinion is set forth, but the 
venerable and constant belief of 
every age (Sess. iv., cap. 3). Nor 
does it beget any confusion in the 
administration that Christians are 
bound to obey a two-fold authority, 
We are prohibited in the first place 
by Divine wisdom from entertaining 
any snch thought, since this form of 
government was constituted by the 
counsel of Goff himself. In the se­
cond place we must note thit the dqe 
order of things and their mutual re­
lations are disturbed if there be a 
two-fold magistracy of the same rank 
set over a people neither of which is 
amenable to the other. But the au­
thority of the Roman Pontiff is su­
preme, universal, independent. “ It 
is not congruous that two superiors 
with equal authority should be placed 
over the saqje flock; but that two, 
one of whom is higher than the ofo-

f ff It Is evident that the judgment of 
the Apoetojio See, then wMfo there is no 
authority greater, may be rejected by no 
one, nor le It lawful for any one to peas

er, should be placed over the same 
people is not incongruous. Thus the 
parish priest, the bishop and the 
Pope are placed immediately over 
the same people ” (St. Thomas in iv. 
Sept. dist. xvii., a. 4, ad q 4, »d 3). 
So the Roman Pontiff?, mindful of 
their duty, wish above ail things that 
the Divine constitution of the Church 
should be preserved. Therefore, as 
they defend with all necessary care 
and vigilance their own authority, so 
they have always labored and will 
continue to labor that the authority 
of the bishops may be upheld. Yea, 
they look upon whatever honor or 
obedience is given to the bishops as 
paid to themselves. “ My honor is 
the honor of the universal- Church. 
My honor is the strength and stabil­
ity of my brethren. Then I am 
honored when due honor is given to 
every one” (St. Gregorius M. Epis- 
tolarum lib. viii., Ep. xxx., ad Eulo- 
gium.

16. In jrhat has been said we have 
faithfully described the exemplar and 
form of the Ohurch as divinely con­
stituted . We have treated at 
length of this unity : we bave 
explained sufficiently its nature and 
pointed out the way in which the 
Divine Founder of the Church willed 
that it should be preserved. There 
is no reason to doubt that all those 
who by divine grace and mercy have 
had the happiness to have had been 
born, as it were in the bosom of the 
Catholic Church, and to have lived in 
it, will listen to our Apostolic voice— 
“My sheep hear my voice.” (John 
x., if.) And that they will derive 
from our words fuller instruction and 
a more perfect disposition to keep 
united with their respective pastors so 
that they may remain more securely 
within the one fold and may derive 
therefrom a greater abundance of 
salutary fruit. But be who, notwith­
standing onr unfitness for this great 
dignity to office, governed by virtue 
of the authority conferred on us by 
Jesus Christ, as ‘‘we look on Jesus, 
the author and finisher of onr faith 
(Heb. xii., 2) feel our heart fired by 
His charity. What Christ has said of 
Himself we may truly repeat of our­
selves—“ Other sheep I have that are 
not of this fold : them also I must 
bring, and they shall hear My voice.” 
(John x., ilj.) Let alj those, there­
fore, who detgst the widespread irré­
ligion of our time, and acknowldgee 
and confess Jesus Christ to be the 
Son of God and the Saviour of the 
human race, but who have wandered 
away far from the Spouse, listen to 
our voice. Let them not refuse to 
obey our paternal charity. Those 
who acknowledge Christ must acknow­
ledge - Him wholly and entirely. 
?‘ The head and the body are Christ 
wholly and entirely. The Head is 
the only begotten Son of God, the 
body is His Çhurch ; the bridegroom 
and the bride, two in one flesh. AH 
who dissent from the Scriptures con­
cerning Christ, although they may be 
found in ad. places in which the 
Church is found, are not in the 
Church ; and again ajl those who 
agree with the Scriptures concerning 
Christ, although they may be found 
in all places in which the Church is 
found, are not in the Church ; and 
agajn all those who agree with the 
Scriptures concerning the Head, and 
do not communicate in the unity of 
the Church, are not m the Church.” 
(St. Augustinus, Contra Donastistas 
Epistola, sive De Unit EccL, cap. iv., 
n. 7.) And with the same yearning 
our soul goes out to those whom the 
foul breaffi of irréligion has not en­
tirely corrupted, and who at least seek 
to have the true God, the Creator of 
heaven and earth, as their Father. 
Let such as these take counsel with 
themselves and realize that they can 
in no wise be counted among the 
children of God ipless they take 
Christ Jesus as (heir brother, and at 
the same time the Church as their 
mother. We lovingly address to all 
the fords of St. Augustine : “ Let 
us love the Lord our God ; let us love 
His Church, the Lord as our Father, 
the Church as our mother. Let no 
one say, I go indeed to idols, I con­
sult' fortune tellers and soothsayers ; 
but I leave not the Ohurch of God ; 
I am a Catholic. Clinging to tby 
mother, thou offendes) thy father 
Another, too, says : Far be it from 
me ; I do not consult fortune telling, 
I seek not soothsaying, I seek not 
profane divinations, I go not to the 
worship of devils, I serve not stones ; 
but I am on the side of Donatus. 
What doth it profit thee not to offend 
the Father, who avenges an offense 
against the mother ? What doth it 
profit to confess the Lord, to Honor 
God, to preach Him, fo acknowledge 
Hiî Son and to confess that He sits 
on the right Ji|q4 of the father, if 
you ffiispheine His Church ? * * $ 
Jf you had a beneficent friend, whdm 
you honored daily-=and even once 
calumniated his spouse, would you 
ever enter his house t Hold fast, 
therefore, O dearly beloved, hold fast 
altogether God as your Father and the 
Church as your Mother.” (Euarratio 
In Féal, lxxxviii’.; Serme if, n. 14.) 
Above all things, trusting in the mercy 
of God, who is able to move the hearts 
of map and to incline them as and 
when He pleases, "wç most earnestly 
commend to His- loving kindness all 
(hasp of whom we have spoken. As 
a pledge of Divine grace and as a 
token of our affection, we lovingly im-

In the preface to Monseigneur 
Barnard’s life of Cardinal Lavigerie, 
the author says, “ This life, like that 
of every human being, found its 
highest manifestation in love.” The 
three great loves of Cardinal Livi 
gerie were the Church, France and 
Africa. As to Africa, “ I have loved 
her from beginning to end,”- wrote 
1 he Cardinal ; “ her past, her present, 
her future, her mountains, her pure 
skies, her sun, the noble expanse of 
her desert ” When near bis end he 
cried, “ Ob, my beloved Africa, when 
I left the world behind me, twenty 
five years ago, I sacrificed all to de­
vote myself to thy service. Since 
then, what journeys ! What fatigues ! 
What sufferings I I recall them now 
only that I may once more give 
words to my unspeakable hope of 
seeing that part of this great contin­
ent which once knew foe Christian 
faith return into its fall light, and 
that which has remained in the 
depths of barbarism, come forth from 
its darkness.” It was then, the 
Xrhole African world of the nine­
teenth century that be had taken in­
to his heart. Where the nations 
sent explorers, merchants and sol­
diers, he sent apostles and evange­
lists. And not in vain, for he 
writes, with a heart consoled, though 
still unsatisfied : “It is to this work 
that I have consecrated my life. 
But what is the life of one man com­
pared with the magnitude of the en­
terprise T I have but sketched the 
work ; I have been but the voice in 
the desert calling unto those who are 
to trace out all the paths. I die, 
then, dear Africa, having done noth­
ing for thee but suffer, and by my 
suffering prepare apostles for thee.”—

The fiftieth anniversary of the foun­
dation of the first creche ever estab­
lished in Paris was celebrated on the 
first day of June. M. Marbeau, pre­
sident and son of the founder of the 
Société des Greches, presented a silver 
medal to Sister Constantin of the 
Congregation of Sisters of Charity of 
the Presentation fit Tours, who for 
many years has devoted herself to the 
care of babies in these day nurseries. 
Mme. Felix Faure and her daughter, 
Mile. Lucie, accnmpanied by various 
city officials, visited the creche in the 
rue de Meziere and complimented the 
religious in charge on the excellent 
condition of the children. “ These 
babies call me grandmother,” said 
Sister Constantin, “ for I took cate of 
their mothers when they were infants.” 
Mme. Faure gladdened the hearts of 
the little ones by a general distribu­
tion of toys and cakes.

There is a physician in Scotland; 
Doctor Harrey by name, whose prac­
tice extends over a very wide terri­
tory. This doctor has devised 
scheme for making carrier pigeons 
useful.

Doctor Harrey has also the 
habit of leaving a few birds with pa­
tienta who are seriously ill, and likely 
to need him at any moment. In 
case of need, the pigeon is let loose; 
and the Doctor comes at once.

It is not generally known that St, 
Stephen’s crown, which plays the 
leading part in tfie second series of 
mijlenial festivals in Hungary, is part­
ly of French workmanship. Not only 
did a Pope of French origin—Sylves 
ter II., a Benedictine, born at Aurillac 
—send it in the year ;oqo to St 
Stephen, the first king of Hungary ; 
but according to the testimony of cer­
tain documents, he, being a goldsmith 
of no mean ability, worked on it with 
his own hands. Whether this be true 
or not, the crown fioes credit to bis 
taste, for it is very harmonious in de­
sign. Its upper part was presented 
in 1072, by the Byzantine Emperor, 
Michael Ducas, to King Geza I.
