The Recall.

Elect your raiera, bat retain the 
right to discharge them, is the latest 
device for civil reform. The tear 
of dismissal makes private servants 
behave, why should it Dot do the 
same for public servants î Thé 
question supposes “public” to be 
he only differentiating note between 

a governor and a footman.
“Servant” has more meanings 

than one. The Pope calls himself 
in a breath, “bishop," and "servant 
of the servants of God." One of 
lofty station may style himself my 
“obedient servant.” The Collector 
of the Port and the officer on the 
pier are both servants, and so are 
the Prime Minister of England and 
hie page in buttons. The person 
of high estate subscribes himself my 
“obedient servant” if be wants to 
keep me at a distance. Otherwise 

would be, “Yours truly,” a sub­
scription implying that the former 
is a mere euphemism, such as Job's 
wife used in recommending her 
husband to bless God and die. Toe 
Collector and his officer differ only 
n the degree of service, its nature 

being the same. The Prime Minis 
ter and the page differ as regards 
both the nature of their service and 
the dignity of the person served. 
The former Is supposed to serve the 
country : the latter serves really the 
minister's wife. The precise differ­
ence • between the former’s public 
service and the letter’s private, 
none can teach us better than the 
Pope.

He calls himself in one breath, 
“bishop,” and “servant of tbe ser­
vants of God.” He has supreme 
authority over these ; but in exer­
cising it he is their servent. Auth­
ority is the essential social bond, 
uniting individuals and directing 
them to tbe ootpmqn good. Be­
cause it is essential, it is for society’s 
welfare, not for its possessor's pri 
vate benefit. He must spend him­
self for those over whom he is plac­
ed, and therefore be is both ruler 
and servant. He serves in ruling 
he has the right to be obeyed.

Such is the condition of every 
possessor of public authority. In a 
republic tbe people designate him ; 
but once he has taken 
are obliged to submit to bis coustrte 
tional rule. If he violates the con 
stitution, this provides a remedy, 
Tbe object of the Recall, therefore, 
is to ensure an upright administra, 
tion, rather than a constitu’ional 
one. It is a legitimate mean- B In 
other words, may it not become

satisfactory ; but there is danger of 
its getting into the hands of those 
wbo will nse-il against officials un­
willing to scoept dictation. Both 
English parties welcomed tbe 
cloture when it was applied to Trieb 
members only. Today these join 
with the Liberals in voting it ; and 
the cry of “Gag,” once familiar in 
tbeir months, comes now from the 
Unionists, wbo have discovered how 
grestly their predecessors erred in 
helping Gladstone to curtail the 
liberty of Parliament.

The Recall has, as yet been ap­
plied in bat a lew oases, and those 
against whom it was directed were, 
to a certain extent, taken by sur­
prise . A political party needs 
time to adjust itself to a new condi­
tion, but tbe resourcefulness of its 
leaders is always equal to-the task. 
The defeat of the Recall of a cor­
rupt administration would do far 
more to encourage it to graver mis 
deeds than any victory in a regular 
election. In tbe former oase indivi­
duals are on trial for specific 
crimes ; in the latter, it is rather 
the party that wins, tbe candidates 
veiling whatever evil designs they 
may have under fair promises.

The prudent course, therefore, 
seems to be abstain from measures 
confusing fundamental social re­
lations. If it be necessary, for the 
moment, to choose between endur- 
ng a bad official legitimately eleot 

ed, and the interfering with the 
essential rights of authority, the 
former appears tbe less evil. More­
over, it is not good to be Utopian. 
The Idea of absolute human per. 
fedibility is a snare entangling 
maov and exhausting uselessly 
their energies. Wherever human 
free-will enters there will be defects 
to tbe end of time, and forms of 
government are no exception. Of 
these each has its good and its evil ; 
and if our democratic institutions 
have their special virtues, they 
have also their liability to special 
defects, whioh can be checked in no 
slight degree by the machinery pro 
vided by existing constitutions. 
But the best means to rednoe them 
to a minimum is the earnest cultiva 
tion of Christian morality, in no 
form of society more necessary than 
in democracy. “Behold I make all
things new, are the words of Christ 
TTimieH,’ and the efficacy qf Hie 
religion to reform aH social evils is 
the message our present Sovereign 
Pontiff sent out to the world, in 
choosing as his motto, when called 
to the Apoétolio throne : “To re­
store all things in Christ."

Butin 
most oases the suggestions of the 
Catholic managers are readily ao 
oepted. The managers of the Cath­
olic schools are six in number, four 
of whom are appointed by the dio­
cese, and the others by the 1< 
authorities. The latter two need 
not be Catholics, thongh in some 
oases they ere. An important 
feature of the system is the statutory 
right of parents to keep their ohil 
dren from school on holy days in 
order that they may attend Mass 
and perform other religious duties.”

Even if unlawful, it can be over­
come with patience ; for violence 
cannot last in a free assembly. Bu 
these considerations were ignored 
by the parliament of the day. I 
lost its temper, and, to chastise the 
Irish party, introduced the cloture 
by whioh a strong minister can cu 
debate short as he thinks good 
Within the past few weeks two 
parliamen's have shown bow 
was that refotra. A vigorous ap 
plication of cloture rushed the 
Parliament Bill through the British 
House, while in the Canadian 
House,where there is no cloture, the- 
minority has basn able to del ty ac­
tion on the Reciprocity Agreement, 
and will probably obtain its refer­
ence to tbe people. We express no 
opinion on tbe measures in question. 
nor upon the propriety of obstruct 
tion in the ease of either. Wo only 
point out bow ao unwise reform 
hss made the English Parliament 
little better than an instrument to 
register the cabinet's decrees, while 
the Canadian, free from that reform, 
retains fail power oyer the legisla­
tion proposed to it.

Much in the same way the Recall 
seems to vitiate authority. In his 
election .n ruler may receive, it is 
true, a mandate, that fa, he may be 
chosen on bis undertaking to per­
form some specific act, or to follow 
some general policy. But this dues 
not deprive him of the freedom of 
bis office, as regards tbe carrying 
out in detail of his pledges, as well 
as all other things. At tbe next 
election be must give an account of 
his administration to ihe electors ; 
but in tbe meantime they are sub 
pot to him, not he to them. The 
Recall, therefore, goes much further 
than the mandate. Its tendency is 
to transfer initia'ive from a law­
ful responsible superior to self ap­
pointed irresponsible inspectors, and 
to make him depend, not so much 
on matured public opinion, which 
he should always res pec*, as on a 
momentary popular sentiment.

In an interview accorded to a re­
presentative of the Boston Pilot, 
Rev. John Hill, Pastor of Holy 
Riod Church, Barnsley, Yorkshire, 
England, gives an interesting de­
scription of the manner in which 
Cathulio schools are conducted in 
England, in which country Catho­
lics from a small minority of the 
population. At the invitation ol 
the Commission of the National 
Association of Bjdqcatioa Qffioers of 
England, Rather Hill aooompaioed 
its members on a tonr of school in­
spection through Canada and the 
middle Western S ates. He took 
the opportunity to look into Cath­
olic school work among us. Of the 
English system he bad this to say : 
“In England Catholics erect their 
own school houses completely. 
The local civic authorities assume 
all the expense of maintenance, 
heating, lighting, books, etc,, and 
also pay tba salaries of the teachers. 
The Instructors are appointed by 
the Catholic authorities, and candi­
dates named by these may mÇ he 
rejected by tha qieiu authorities ex­
cept on the ground of educational 
nofitnes". The Catholic authoricies 
have the right to dismiss the teach 
ers on religious groundsbqt not 
on educational. Such is the law in 
force in EJgland since 1902 regard, 
ing day schools.

>' The salaries of the Catholic 
teachers are on the same scale as 
those of the instructors in tbe pub­
lic schools. The schools are at all 
times subjsot to Inspection by the 
local authorities or by governmeot 
inspectors. This inspection is wel 
oomed by the Catholics, because the 
sole desire ef the managers Is that 
their schools should be on tbe same 
educational level as the public 
schools. Visits are frequently made 
by these officials and invariably 
without notice.

"In drawing up the curriculum 
(or timetable, as it Is called in Eng­
land) for the Catholic schools the 
authorities allow a certain time, 
varying from one and one-half 
hour in some districts to ha(f an 
boqr in others, for religious instruc­
tion each day. One result of this 
plan is to obviate the necessity for 
Sunday schools.

Milan bad been for eighty years 
without a resident archbishop wheo 
Charles Borromeo, then a young 
man of only twenty-fivs, was chos­
en for the metropolitan chair whioh 
had been made illustrious by Am­
brose and almost two score other 
oanoniaad saints. When the youth­
ful prelate took upon his shoulders 
the enormous burden of the arch­
diocese, it counted two thousand 
churches, one hundred religious 
communities of men, seventy of 
women, and three thousand prieats. 
His great work was to “renew the 
faoe of ths earth" in the spirit of the 
reformatory deoreea of the Council 
of Trent, and to it he devoted the 
twenty-one 'years of h*s fruitful 
pontificate.

Tbe archbishop experienced to 
the fall the practical realization of 
that Scripture whioh saith that “tbe 
enemies of a man are these ot hie 
own household ; " for the bitterest 
and niibet violent opposition that he 
met with in rooting oat old and 
long-standing abases was from 
priests and religious, unworthy men 
in whom the spirit of their vocation, 
if they eter had any, had died out, 
or bad succumbed to the spirit of 
the world.

As a youth, the future metropoli 
tan had been of correct life and de­
voted to serious study, a practice of 
his being to carry about with him a 
copy of tbe ethics of the stole phil 
osopher Bpiotetus, whose austere 
moral code made a strong impression 
on the young noble. Bit once in 
sacred orders, Charles foqcd more 
congenial and nacre wholesome epiri 
tuai food in the writings of those 
ascetics whose pens had been guid­
ed by a reason that Faith had illnm. 
inated. His personal holiness, hie 
works of zeal in behalf of hie arch­
diocese and of the whole Church 
and the influence of bis example 
upon non.Catholics make » most 
interesting tale, which is charming­
ly told by the gifted authoress.

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Nova Scotia Elections.

Butts and Douglas in Cape 
Breton.

Considering the enormous 
amount of public money ap­
propriated for the Province 
by the Federal Government 
and all the weight and influ­
ence of both Governments, it 
must be admitted that the 
Conservatives did remarkably 
well, and that the Liberals 
got considerable of a shaking 
up.

The King’s Coronation.

The Liberal Murray Gov 
ernment was sustained in the 
Provincial elections, held in 
Nova Scotia on Wednesday 
last, but with a considerably 
reduced majority. The House 
consists of thirty eight mem 
bers and in the last Legisla 
lure all but five were Liberals. 
In Wednesday's contest the 
Conservative Opposition elect 
ed eleven members and the 
Government twenty seven. 
The Opposition gained eight 
seats ; but lost two previous 
ly held by them ; so that their 
net gain was six seats. That 
is more than twice as many 
as they had before, at any 
rate. Three seats held by 
the Government were won by 
very small majorities Three 
members of the Executive 
were defeated. They are
Hon. C. P. Chisholm, Com 
missioner of Mines and 
Works, Antigonish ; Hon. 
B. F. Pearson, Proprietor of 
the Halifax Chronicle the 
leading Government^ organ in 
the Province, in Calchester, 
and Hon. H. S. Le-
Blanc, in Yarmouth. 
The two last named were mem­
bers of the Government with­
out portfolio

In Cape Breton County, 
the seat of the works of the 
Dominion Steel Company and 
the Collieries of the Dominion 
Coal Co., the Government
lost two seats. In this con­
nection it may be pointed out 
that on the. day before the 
election the Sydney Record 
declared “that the opposition 
were using the federal issue
of reciprocity, coal tariff and 
steel bounties, and warned 
the electors the result of the 
election would be regarded as 
a vote against the Dominion 
government ; this is what the 
Record said in large type ; — 
“The opposition have forced 
federal issues into the present 
contest, they are asking the 
electors to vote on reciprocity, 
coal tariff and steel bounties, 
questions over which the local 
legislature has no control. 
The result then in Cape Bre 
ton will be regarded in the 
nature of a verdict on federal 
policy. The navy is the big 
federal issue in Sydney it can­
not now be shirked. A vote 
against Premier Murray will 
be equivalent to a vote of 
want of confidence in Mr. 
Fielding and Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier. It will be regarded 
at Ottawa as a pronounce­
ment not only against reci­
procity, but against the navy ; 
therefore vote for Kendall 
and Carroll if you are in favor 
of the navy and shipbuilding 
at Sydney. An adverse vote 
will encourage the opposition 
at Ottawa to block the navy 
contracts.'1 Kendall and 
Carroll, the government can­
didates referred to, were de 
feated by 200 majority, not­
withstanding a fifth candidate 
(labor) being in the field to 
reduce the opposition 
strength. In the South Shore 
Counties of Lunenburg 
Queen's and Yarmouth, all 
having large fishing interests 
and expected by the Govern­
ment to be friendly to recipro­
city, the Opposition captured 
a seat in each. Labor candi­
dates in three counties, doubt 
less cost the Opposition the 
loss of two seats. The Con­
servatives elected are : Tann­
er in Pictou, Gerrior in 
Antigonish ; Corning in Yar­
mouth ; Parsons in Hants ; 
Standfield and Kennedy in 
Colchester ; Margeson in

Tomorrow, George V. and 
his royal consort, Queen Mary, 
will be solemnly crowned 
Westminster Abbey, London. 
As British Sovereign he is 
not only King of England, 
but King of Great Britain and 
Ireland ; the British Domi­
nions beyond the Seas, 
and Emperor of India. His 
subjects are numbered by the 
thousands of millions and are 
citizens of every section of the 
globe.

Most elaborate preparations 
have been made in London 
for the celebration. So exten 
sive and magnificent is the 
pageant there expected to be, 
that it would be quite impos­
sible to describe it, even by 
anyone of those fortunate 
enough to witness the same. 
But everywhere within his 
Majesty's "vast Empire pre 
parations for a proper celebra­
tion of the great event have 
been going forward on a 
grand scale.

In this city the ebaborate 
decorations and other exten­
sive preparations undertaken 
for the proper celebration of 
the auspicious occasion are 
about completed. The public 
buildings have been swathed 
in materials colored red white 
and blue, adorned with ap­
propriate mottoes and devices 
where the pictures of the 
King and Queen hold the 
most prominent places. Flags 
and bunting will be thrown to 
the breeze from every passible 
point of vantage and the 
whole city will be in gala holi 
day attire.

The public and civic cele­
bration of the day in Char 
lottetown will begin at two 
o’clock when the various nat 
ional and fraternal societies 
will march to their respective 
churches where appropriate 
religious exercises will be 
held.

Women Leafing the Ropes,
Mrs Albion Fellows Bacon 

of Evansville, the author of 
the Indiana housing law, at 
the national conference of 
women’s trade union leagues 
in Boston, has been giving 
some advice as to the most 
effective methods of procuring 
such legislation as is desired 
in behalf of women. She 
says :

“In legislative campaigns 
it is advisable to study the 
methods of successful pofiti 
cians. Get the prominent 
men of both parties on your 
side, especially the party in 
power. Get all the pledges 
you can before elections and 
afterwards. You will need 
influence with the Legislature 
leaders and with the Speaker 
of the House and the Presi­
dent of the Senate, for you 
will have very little show if 
they are not with you. If 
there is a boss who can be 
converted to noble ends your 
work will be. simple.”

The New York Sun points 
out that this seems very much 
like teaching that the end 
justifies the means. We had 
supposed that the political 
boss, at all events in the esti 
mate of all reformers in the 
cause of women, was regard 
ed as a bad man. The fact 
that he may occasionally favor 
praiseworthy measures does 
not suffice to justify or excuse 
his existence. A despot is 
objectionable, even though he 
may be a benevolent despot. 
To advise women seeking re­
form legislation in behalf of 
their sex to have recourse to 
political bosses for aid and 
comfort is to recommend 
abasement in a righteous 
cause.

The plans for the new seventeen 
story hotel in Toronto are well 
under way. It is the intention to 
acquire a large block of land run­
ning north from the northwest 
corner of the Bay and Adelaide 
streets. If the plan is carried out 
Toronto will have the largest 
hotel in Canada.

A stoker named Hayward, of 
the warship Niobe, was taken 
suddenly ill on Saturday, and ex­
pired of heart failur shortly after 
being taken to the hospital ward.
