ALBERTACATTLE
BREEDERS MEET

Cattle Breeders’ Association Report
Total of 1,547 Animals Sold
for $138,18s.

Bulletin Staff Special.
Calgary, May 21.—The annual meet-
ing of the Alberta Cattle Breeders’* As-
sociation was held last night in the
Sales Pavilion at the Exhibition
glumuls, with R. K, Bennett, presi-
dent, in the chair. There was a large
attendance, about eighty members
from different parts of*the province be-
ing present. The annual report of
the secretary for the past year was
read and adopted. In his report, Mr.
Richardson pointed out that the sett-
ing of the date for the auction sale
tihs year was made so late that it had
been impossible for the Horse Breed-
ers’ Associatign to hold- their annual
show at the same time, which was a
detriment to both events.

At the sale last year 192
sold at an average price of $75 or a
total of $14.,5633.50. Since the associa-
tion was organized up to the ]rT('S\‘nﬁ
1,547 animals have been sold for a total
amount of $138,185;, which is by far the
largest number of animals sold by any
association in Canada or the United
States. At the present time 90 per
cent, of the pure-bred sires that are
sold in Alberta are sold through this
sale and the breede are - entering
their best stock for sale here. As
long as the breeders continue to enter
practically all their annual output of
bulls in this sale, its success will be
assured, as it will be the means of inl-
ducing bnuyers to continue to pur-
chase at this sale annually instead of
picking over the herds on the farms.

Dominion Grant for 1909.

The secretary was informed by Dr.
Rutherford, Dominion live stock com-
missioner, that it will be necessary to
make some changes in the rules of en-
try in order to be eligible for the Do-
minion grant for 1909. The financial
report was read, showing the receipts
for the year to be $17.673.81 and dis-
busements $17,878.63, leaving a bal-
ance overdraft of $194.82. This was
accounted for by the fact that the Do-
minion -Government grant, which in
formel\ vears had been credited to the

EMIGRATION TO CANADA

Stringent Measures Are Adopted to
Keep People at Home.—Former
Swede, Now Enthusiastic Albertan,
Returns From Visit to Land of
Birth,

Calgary, May 21.—Charles H. Olin,
J.P., of Wetaskiwing contractor and
bridge . fereman to the provincial
government of Alberta, was in the city
vesterday eén route for his home, re-
yturning’ from & six months’’ vacafion
in Swedenyhis native country.

Mr. Oln, who is an old timer in the

north country, stated that-he had wait-
ed some years for a holiday, so this
time he had a good one, having tra-
velled in England and all over the
Seandinavian peninsula, Sweden, Nor-
way -and Denmark.

Although only a private trip, Mr.
Olin has been a grand immigration
agent for Alberta, no fewer than 25
immigrants having come across the At-
lantic with him, and through his in-
strumentality eleyven of whom will
settle-right in Alberta. This is practi-
cal faith in his new country with a
vengeance.

Mr, Olin is an enthusiastic Albertan,
and says that although he -enjoyed
the visit, and that Sweden 1is a great
country to live in, he glad to reach
Alberta again.

“Things go pretty easily over there
if yon are in moderate circumstances,
but this is a better country for a poor
man,” remarked Mr. Olin.

There is a strong feeling against
emigration to America 'in the Scandi-
navian countries, he states. In fact,
the Swedish people in high places are
using every ‘possible means to. dis-
courage immigration to this country.
Their reasens, he states, are that they
fecel America has taken sufficient toll
of their “‘husky workers,” as Mr. Olin
calls them. The country holds them
until they are of some value to the
nation’s upbuilding, and then the his-
tory has been that the United States
and Canada has attracted them with
its advanages. So strong is the feel-
ing that anti-emigration societies have
been formed, and the circulation of
literature to induce emigrants is
strictly - prohibited. Mr. Olin him-
self distributed some pamphlets un-
wittingly, and was promptly warned of
hig wrongdoing and prohibited from
vepeating the offence, for such it is
under the law.

Government and municipal tele-
phones and government ownership of
railroads is one of the features of
Sweden. A telephone in a private
house costs 15 kroner a year (less than
$4.00), and in a business house about
$6.00, a pretty good advertising for
government ownership,

Half the railroads in Sweden are
owned by the government. Last year
te profityearned was over 13 million
kroner, and travelling is cheaper than
street cars at that.

Mr. Olin met a Saskatchewan man
in Christiana, and twelve other Scan-
dinavians from America on a vacation,
and he remarked with a twinkle in his
eye that they all had a sweet scented
time amongst them.

But ‘‘Canada fer mine,”” is Mr. Olin’s
opinion after it all.

The claims of the Japanese hac
alrecady been met, the mnegotiations
having been ecarried on through' the
Japanese consul in this ¢ountry. With

In
spite of her vehement protestations of
inmocence her house was searched and
the discovery of a piece of brown pap-
er, which proved to be the other half of
that in which the cheese was wrapped,
led to her immediate arrest. Also, on
the evening of the erime an innkeeper
of Varennes picked up in froni of his
door a little yellow ag containing a
strong dose of arsenic. A portion”oi
the bag had been torn off, with the
name. This portion was found in the
house of Mme. Gilbert,

at the village of Bruere, about five
miles outside the town. One evening

Jeanne Gilbert gave an
emphatic denial, but the magistrate
went on:  “At St. Amand you knew
M. Bouillot. You often went to hia
shop te buy different drugs, such as
tannin.”

“M. Bouillot is totally unknown to
me,” replied the accused. The inagis-
trate only smiled, and made a sign.
Immediately the druggist was admit-
ted into the room. ‘““Then, you do not
know this gentleman?” asked M. Bel-
liard, turning to the accused woman.
With a slight tremor in her voice, but
withont . losing. her seclf-possession,
Jeanne replied, “I see him now .for
the first time.””

“And you, sir, have you ever seen
this’ woman?” queried the magistrate,
addressing the chemist. M. Bouillot
replied, “I know lier well; she was
vone of my best customers.”

“YT am the vietim of a fatal resem-
lance,”” faltered Jeanne.

Without replying, the druggist con-
sulted a notebook and said, “You
bought arsenic from me on November
15, 1905, on May 3, and May 10, 1506,
and on September 15, 1906, Your last
visit.to .my shop was no more than
filteen days ago. 1 was out at the

—

time, and my assistant, M. Dolet, serv-
ed you. You bought seme ‘tannin, and
vou gskéd for six packets, of arsenic.”

“It is false, totally false,” shouted
Mme. Gilbert. **You ‘are mistaken,”

“Not at all, madam,” replied the
chemist, calmly. ““You forget that
with’ each purchase of arsenic you
gsighed my poison book, as I asked
you. - It is'a formula imposed on us
chemists by the law. You signed your-
self  ‘Gilbert Aurcy.””

“Exactly,” said M. Belliard, who
had the register in front of him; and
addressing the woman he said, “Look,
here is your signature.”

But shie refused to look. M. Bouil-
lot then ordered her to write her name
on a sheet of paper in order to com-
pare her signature with that in the
book. She cbeyed. If the least doubt
had remained. in the magistrate’s
mind, it vanished immediately.. The
two signatures had all the same char-
acteristics.

Mystery of the Motive.

At the next examination Jeanne Gil-
bert, when asked by the.magistrate
to relate the-circumstances of her par-
ents’ death, entered into lengthy de-
tails. “Ah, well,”” replied the magis-
trate, “we shall soon know ii you poi-
soned them; the bodies are to be ex-
humed.” On hearing this the woman
broke down, ‘It is terrible,” she eried,
and for the first time sinca her arrest
her tears began to flow,

On the following night the two fe-
male “prisoners who had shared her
cell were removed, and she was allow-
ed to have the room to herceli. The
reflection which came over her mind
during her solitude resulted next
morning in her sending a letter to the
examining magistrate to the following
effoet .—

“I shall be thankiul if- you ‘will
grant me an interview, for I have
something to tell you. Do not refuse
me this little favor, I beg of you.”

Accordingly the magistrate, accom-
panied by an official shorthand writ-
er, repaired to the ¢ell, where Jeannt
addressed him as follows: “Yester-
day I lied to you, and all night T have
wen tormented by remorse. T -must
confess that on several occasions 1
bought arsenic at M. Bouillot’s shop.
It was to kill rats which swarm in
my house, T had a perfect right to do
this.”

Why did she commit these crimes is
what every ohe in France is asking
when the ease of Jeanne Gilbert comes
up as a topie of conveérsation. She
had martied well, her parents were in
casy circamstances, and she could ex-
peet no advantages from their death
or that of her father and mother«in-
lnw, or the other persons whom she
is suspected of having poisoned. The
only explanation is that her mind may
have béen affected by nn illness, after
which, her husband states, ehe some-
times acted strangely.

{ building and was attended by a num-
ber of active and -associate members of
the Y.M.C.A. Mayor John A. Me-
Dougall, president of the association,
acted as chairman of this meeting, and
there were present on the platform,
Principal J. H. Riddell, D.D,, of Al-
herta College, 1st vice-president of the
Y.M.C.A.; H. Aldridge, 2nd vice-presi-
dent; H. R. Smith, M.D., board seccre-
tary; H. H, Hull, treasurer, and
Harold W. Riley, a member of the
board of directors. Several other
directors of the association were also
present. i

Reports were read from the treasuter,
general secretary, secretary of the
boys’ department and physical diree-
tor, showing the financial condition of
the association and outlining the work
done during the past year. Since the
annual mecting last year .the new
Y.M.C.A. building has been erected
and opened and was shown to be doing
an excellent work. There still re-
mains a debt of $17,645 on the new
building, which must be cleared off if
possible during the present year. The
building, however, has paid expenses
since being opened, leaving a hand-
some balange to its credit.

Mayor MecDougall president of the
Y.M.C.A. in Edmonton, ih opening the
meeting expressed the pleasure he felt
at being identified with Y.M.C.A. work
in Edmonton. He had always taken
a deep interest in the work of the as-
sociation, for he believed it was doing
o great work in the city. Large num-
bhers of young men were coming to
Edmonton who needed_just. the help
and encouragement that the Y.M.C.A.
could give. It was a pleasure to him
to-see the present building in full
working order, and he regretted that
he had been unable to devote more
time to this work. The Mayor eulo-
gised. the work of the other directors,
officers and members. in connection
with the Y.M.C.A. in Edmonton. The
reports to be presented at the annual
meeting gave a splendid showing for
the association. The liabilities were
heavy, but he was satisfied that. two or
three years would see the association
free from debt and he wished the or-
ganization all possible suceess in the
future, so that it would be a benefit to
the young men and a credit to the city
nt large. 3
prehensive treasurer’s report, showing
the details of the receipts and expen-
ditures since the Y.M.C.A. was first or-
ganizd in Edmonton. Tn the running
expense fund $5,679.50 had been re-
ceived up to April 30th in membership
fees, room rent, ecte.

This left a eredit bal-

74G.08 had been collected and received
singce the inception ¢f the Y, M..C.
A. in Edmonton. The total "assets
of the assoeiation in 1 uildings,ete.,am-
ounted to $81,492.95.. The total net
amount subscribed ii. the city to the
building fund was $47,941.16. Of this
$23.361.66 had been collected and there
still remained $24,579.50 already pled-
ged which had not yet been paid. The
liabilities of the association amounted
to $49,531.65, making the assets $66,-
540.80 in éxcess of the liabilities. The
report, which was ‘an exeellent one,
was considered highly satisfactary and
was adopted.

The report of the general secretary,
J. W. Ward, was read by Dr. H. R.
Smith, in the absence of Mr. Ward,
who is in Revelstoke on account of
the death ‘of his brother, This re-
port gave a oriel outline of the work
done by the association during the
past year. In religious work a good
toundation had been laid for future
work. A brief service was held by
the staff each morning at 9.30. Bible
study classes were held each week.
The men’s mass meeting, ‘addressed by
Rev. M. 8. Goodman, was well at-
tended. In the boys’ department a
good program of werk had been ar-
ranged and was being carried out by
Mr. Thompson and by Mr. Harlow,
his successor. The attendance at the
educational classes had been emall
as the work was started at the wrong
time of year. 1In social work a pleas-
ant social evening had been held at
the Y. M. C. A. which was attended
by a large number oi members. The
physical work had perhaps done the
greatest good of all the departménts
umgler the able control of Mr. Jack-
son. The total membership of the Y.
M. C. A. 18 now 482, of which 397 are
regular, 3 limited and 82 boys. In
conclusion Mr. Ward thanked the
city pastors, subscribers, the press
and all who had lielped in the work
of organizing and: earrying on the Y.
M. C. A. in Edmonton and expressed
a wish that the work being carried

Mayor McDougall warmly commend-
ed the work beéing done by the offie-
ers of the Y. M. C. A, Mr. Chadwick,
the first secretary, and Mr. Ward, the
present séeretary, had both proved
themaelves to be first class men for
this work.

Harold W. Riley read the report of
Geo.

The
boys had taken a great interest in the
work, especially in connection with
the gymnasium and swimming pool.
Many out of door games were now
being played. The boys’ reading
table had been supplied with suitable
literature of interest to bhoys. Four
edueational talks had been given the
boys which were of interest.

H. Aldridge read the report of G. R.
Jackson, physical director of the Y.M.«
C.A., on the work done in the physical
department.  During the two months
that gymnasium. clagses had been
held there was a total attendance of
4,405. One hundred and ninety classes
had been held, making the average at-
tendance at, each class 23. One hun-
dred and forty men-and sixty-five boys
were enrolled for gymnasium clazses.
No physieal examination had been
held this spring, but it was the inten-
tion to hold one about a month before
classes open in the fall,

In out-of-door sports a foothall club
had been- organized with a member-
ship of 40, which Wwas in flourishing
condition. A, harriers club had also
been formed. In the boys’ depart-
ment, a school boys’ baseball . league
had been formed. The great draw-
back in the city was the lack of suffi-
cient grounds in the city for outside
sports. .

The election of the new board of
directors was then progeeded = with.
According to the constitutian, 15 direc-
tors were appointed, five of whom were
to retiré each year. The five new
directors elected last evening were as
follows: W. W. Chown.

COAL REGULATIONS
BENEFIT TO SETTLERS

Senator McDonald Introduced Resolu-
tions in Senate to Amend Regula-
tions, but When They Are Ex-
plained he Withdraws Motian.

Ottawa, May 20—In the Upper
House today numerous petitions in
favor of the juvenile delinquents’ bill
were presented,

Senator McDonald, of British Colum-
bia, was told that when the govern-
ment leases fishing rights in the west-
ern lakes it does not give a monepoly
oi fthe waters to the lessee and the
lakes cannot be assigned without the
consent of the minister of marine.

Resolution on Coal.

Senator MecDonsld, of British Co-
lumbia, moved :—

“That in the opinion of the Senate
the regulations of the departmnent of
the interior respecting the leasing
of coal lands should be amended so
as to limit the acreage ta be leased
to any one person from 2,560 acres to
one quarter of that quantity.

“That care should be exercised to
prevent fraud and deception by ap-
plicants tor leases making application
in false or real names for more sec-
tions of land than one. That any per-
son or persons praetising deception
in making applications for a lease in a
false name or names should be pun-
ished by withholdiing a lease it not
by prosecution.”

Senator McDonald said he thought
that vigilance should be exercised to
prevent coal areas passing into the
hands of Speculators or of a monopoly.
In the interests of the whole of Can-
ada coal areas should be so dealt with
as to provide coal at reasonable rates
to the settlers of the west., He refer-
red to the evidence at the public ac-
counts commitiee of one Coldwell put-
ting-in a large'number of names of ir-
responsible persons for ‘the purpose of
securing a large area and declared
that such an attempt as that should
be severely dealt with.

Coal to the Settlers.

Hon. Mr. Scott said that he had
been informed by the minister of the
interior that at one time the amount
of coal lands granted to-one person
was limited to 320 acres but this area
was found to be too small to warrant
the owner going to ihe expense of
mining operations and it had been
ifound that 4he holdess of several ad-
joining limits had to combine to open
a mine. As it was the desire.of the
government to have the coal measures
worked for the benefit of the séttlers
it-was decided that four ‘sections, or
2,660 acres was the aréa which would
best produce this résult and the am-
ount of eoal area was fixed at that
area.  THose who obtained areas had
to pay rent and royalty and work the
areas in order to held themn. Senator
MecDonald thereupon . withdrew his
motion.

Have Not Invited Governor-General,

Senator McDonald asked if the gov-
ernment had acted upon his sugges-
tion that the former governors-general
of Canada be invited to visit the Do-
minion at the time of the Quebec cele-
bration. Hon. Mr, Scott in reply said
there was an unwritten law, and one
which had never been broken, that a
governor-general should ' visit Canada
after his term had expired. The rea-
son for this was that coming unof-
ficially the' person would have to take
a much lower place than he formerly
occupied and give precedence to those
whom he ranked above when gover-
norsgeneral, The government, there-
fore, had not acted on Senator McDon-
ald’s suggestion,

SECESSION T/.LK IN ONTARIO.

Mr, Boyee, M.P., of  Algoma, re-
minded the House the other day dhat
a considerable movement for secession
i3 under way in Northern Ontario.
For years the settlers in these newer
districts have been in a condition of
perpetual complaint, In a country
peculiarly difficult of settlement they
have been unable to secure roads and
bridges and the other primary neces-
sities of settlement: In consequence
their country has remained a wilder-
ness while trainloads of desirable set-
tleps have traversed
prairies, At the

nce.

In part the blame for this condition
may lie with the 'indifference of the
Whitney Government, but that Gov-
ernment may quite properly shiit a
portion of responsibility onto the sys-
tem of raising revenues to which every
Government of Ontario has to resort.

That Province ‘“‘owns its lands, tim-
ber and minerals] which is another
way oi saying th:xt:it derives no reve-
nue fron the Federal treasury on ac-
count of these, and is [orced to ad-
minister them with a view to drawing
from them every dollar that can be
got. Practically ail the wun-owned
land, timber and 1ainerals of the Pro-
vinee lie in the northern distriets.
Those of the southein portion passed
long. sinec. into- private hands, anc
from them revenue can be derived
only by indirect methods or by direct
levy. Such methods, whether direct
or indirect, fall of course on the scat
tered settlers of dthe north country
quite a8 heavily -as on the residents
of the thickly settled counties, But
beside this the porthern distriefs are
drained - annually of money to carry
on the business of the whole Provinee,
by the levying of tribute on the men
who undertake the development of
their dormant resources,

For the people of couthern Ontario
it 13 no doubt & convenient arrange-
ment to have a hinterland which may
he bled when the treasury runs low.
But to the pioncer who is trying to
make a scttled country of that hinter-
land, the arrapgement simply means
taxes and more taxes for the benefit
of somebody else, To him is extended
the patriotic privilege of sustaining
the Government of the Province and
paying the piper for those who are
better -able. t0  pay 1ot  theémselves.
Th's done, he i3 at liberty to build
roads and bridges for himself, and
should anything be left, to devote it
to the support ol his family. For
southern Ontario splendid ;
for morthern Ontario it ds paralysis.
Against its continuance the people of
northern Ontario are protesting about
as vigorously as peaceable means will
permit. That they correctly judge
the cauee of their trouble is evident
from.the manner of their protest.
They do not saddle the blame wholly
on the Whitney Government. If so,
they would have only to elect oppon-
ents to that Government to the Legis-
lature.

Conservatives were disfranchised i1
the provineial constituency of Hami-
ota alone.

The reply to this was that in the
provincial election of 1903, when the
Dominion autherities had nothing to
do with the lists, the total Conserva-
tive vote polled was 740; and, in 1907,

hen the Conservatives won the seat
from the Liberals, it was only 737. Yet
the Hon. Robert Rogers said the Do-
minion government officials in the elec-
tion of 1904 disfranchised %77, forty
more than there were in the constitu-
ency last year.

The Hon. Robt, Rogers said 200 Con-
servatives were disfranchised in the
provincial constituency of Minnedosa.

Yet, in the provincial ‘election of
1803, the total Conservative vote polled
wag 504; in the ‘Dominion eleetion of
1904, it was 521; and i the provincial
election of 1907 it was 502. The Coh-
servative vote of 1904 exceeded the
Conservative votes of 1903 and 1907,
and yet the Hon. Robert Rogers said
200 were disfranchised in the clection
of 1904.

The Hon. Robert Rogers
Conservatives were disfranchiscd in
the town of Hamiota. But in the pro-
vincial election of 1903, the total Con-
servative vote polled was 817; in the
Domidion election of 1904 it was 514;
and in the provineial eieetion of 1907,
317 again. Yet the Hon. Robert
Rogers said 147 Conservatives were dis-
franciised.

The Hon. Robert
Conservatives wer disiranchized at
Crandall poll. But in the provincial
election of 1903, the total Conservative
vote polled was 159 and i the Do-
election of 1604 it was 203,
vet Mr. Rogers said 172 were
ranchised.

The Opium Den.

In one room a half dozen Chinamen
lay in various stages of bliss induc-
ed by the smoking of opium, the ac-
rid fumes of wkich hung heavy in the
air. One much-withered and. shrunk-
en gpecimen of Chinese manhood lay
like dead with his flat chest barely
moving. He was in the supreme pow-
er of the powerful drug and was
dreaming poppy dreams of Chinese
joy. Ancther was just recovering and
his languid and stupid actiens bore
testimony of the adter results oi his
iebauch. Others were just about to
smoke or had just drawn the deep
inhalation which leads to Elysimum.
One man sat up when the reporter
entered. He cast g lack lustre eye at
the intruder and then proceeded with
ais -deliderate preparations for his
sleep preducing smoke. He held the
long pipe in one hand while he work-
ed over the flame of the spirit lamp
with the gummy opium. Finally he
lit it to his satisfaction; then put it
to the bowl drew the deep breath of
lope-laden smoks and lay back with
closed ayes. This one “jolt” was not
sufficient. In a moment he raised

:himself languidly and with apparent

reluctance tg bis elbow and ecommene-
‘«d the preparation of another “pill.”

It is said that not only the Chinecse
ire_vietims in some cities of this per-
licious habit, but white men in Van-
ouver, Vieteria and Seattle are said
o be 8 to the drug and to sur-
reptitiously sneak in the dives now
and then for short half-hours of bliss
ind forgetfulness. But it ,is pretiy
nard for a white man to gain the con-
idence oi- the Chinaman to the ex-
ent of being allowed in the saecred
10ly of holies, better known as the
opium joint. To succeed in gaining
idmittance one must have the back-
ng of the best of the Chinks in com-
nand and then he is watched pretty
losely until he has demonstrated
without doubt that he is really on a
par with the yellow slaves of the
poppy product. Then he is given free
wecess and is allowed to wallow in
dife and ambition destroying emoke
with the Chinese vicums of the drug.

The Chinese Mission.

For some years past excellent mis-
sion work has been «one among the
Edmonton Chinamen by some of the
cachers-and pupils of Alberta college.
There is a regular attendance of ten
or more and reading, spelling, writ-
ng, ete., is taught as .well as Bible
study and New Testament scriptural
teachings. The students appear to be
deeply interested in the Bible study
and hold no seepticism with regard to
the Saviour, His death or crucifixion.
Volunteer teachers do the work of in-
structing the knowledge seckers irom
the Flowery Kingdom. The idea of
the mission ig to educate, civilize and
ultimately Christianize the China-
man. It cannot be expected that thoey
can be Christianized until they have
been educated. The class who attend

i

the schboi are mostly the domesties
and restaurant men. The domestics
are usually  a superior class to the
laundrymen, have inore selfirespect
and try-to live up to the standard set
by the teachers of the mission. Sey-
eral Chinamen now running restaur-
ants in the city have been converted,
others.have left the city and are etill
trying to live up :» the teachings of
the mission and .ne Chinaman who
received his pre.i.iinary edueation in
the school is now studying to be a
misisonary in his own country.

Majority Not Deeply Interested.

The great majority of Chinamen in
the city do not pay muech attention to
the mission. A number of the domes-
ties do but the great mass of the
people from the land of the dragon
think only of piling up enough hard
cash to enable them to return to their
own country and live there for the
remainder of their days in comiort
and luxury. In the meantime when
not engaged in work theg pass the
time away with soeh lignt amuse-
ments as cards, fan-tan, cigarettes and
opium. They are a very quiet and
inoffensive class and cause no trouble
to anyone except the annoyance ex-
perigneed by the white people who live
in’ close proximity to the Chinese
quarters. Most of the Chinamen have
come either from Canton, Hong Kong,
Shanghai and Pekin. They are not
of the coolie class, but appear to be a
few notches higher than these. Many
of the coloeny here have decided never
to return to the old land, but to ve-
main here until they die. They. are
the most successful of the' merchants
and restaurant keepers as they take
more interest in developing a perm-
anent business. - The oldest in the
city range from sixty to seventy-five
years of age, and they run down as
far as twenty, the youngest having
come to Edmonteon only a ghort time
a4g0.

More of Unsavory Case.

Vancouver, May 22.—After seven
hours on the stand, Katie MelIntosh
correluded her evidence, which was
unshaken, despite the counsel’s ef-
forts to prove blackmail.

THE GUARANTEEING
OF THE G.T.P. BONDS

Bill Introduced and Explained in the
House by Hon. Mr. Fielding—
Made to Meet Recent Decision in
English Courts.

Ottawa, May 20—Hon. Mr. Fielding
in the House of Commons this after-
noon introduced and explained the
proposed act in respeet to the gov-
ernment guaranteed bonds of the G.
T. P. Railway company. The bill, he
said, had three objects, the first of
which is to authorize the G. T. P.
to pledge, for the purpose of raising
money, the bonds which are guaran-
teed by the government. This was in-
tended in- the original legislation in
respect to the bonds but the proper
machinery had not been available.

The second object arises from .the
recent judieifll' deeisions in England
to the effect that whea the bonds are
pledged they mare deemed to have been
issuéd and the power to issue them
ceases, The bill would make it clear
that the plédging of the bonds will
not interfercavith the right to sell lat-
er on. - Mr, Fielding said these judg-
ments may afiect other companies and
general legiglation may be required
later on.

The : third 'object of the bill is to
facilitate the ,construetion of the rail-
way and avoid delay by providing a
letter of credit to the G. T. P. for an
amount not 'exceeding one million
dollars out o} the proceeds of the
guaranteed bonds. The expenditure
of this money, must be limited tozthe
objects set forth in the act respecting
the N. T/ R™and wmust be fully ac-
counted for.

If it is found that money has.been
used for other purposes it must be
made good. The Grand Trunk Pacific,
the paremt company, will be n.ade re-
sponsible for any money wrongly
spent.

In reply to the question put by Mr.
Sproule and Mr. Foster, Mr. Fielding
said this arrangement does not ecreate
any new obligations or add to any
former obligations. The letter of
credit  would mnot: be chargeable
against the consolidated funds or con-
stitute an advance to the company

KINGSTON FIRE CAUSED QUAKE.

And This Lets British Insurance Com-
panies Out of Paying.

London, May 21—The question whe-
ther the fire which practically destroy-
ed the city of Kingston in January,
of 1907, broke out before or after the
earthquake, was decided in the King’s
Bench dividion today in favor oi the
insurance companies interested in the
losses incurred. ' The insurance com-
panies claimed that the earthquake
caused the fires and that consequent-
ly they were protected under the earth-
quake  clauses in their polices. The
present case, which was brought by a
Manchester firm against the London
and Lancashire company, has occu-
pied the attention of the ceurt for the
best part of a month, Many witnes-
ses were brought from Jamaica and
leading counsel were engaged by both
sides.

Still Other Douks Come.

North Bay, May 22, —A trainload of
Russian Doukhobors arrived to-might
from Montreal. One family of seven
could only produce one ticket when
checked up, and orders were given to
detrain them pending arrangements.
None could speak a word of English,
and an attempt to remove the family
threatened a riot. 'The situation was
saved by side-tracking the ‘car pend-
ing instructions from headquarters,

An Extreme Prank.

New York, May 21—One of two Co-
lumbia university students -was shot
by a policeman tonight, and both of
them later placed undér arrest, charg-
ed with attempted burglary. The stud-
ents are Edward H. Cook, 18 years,
and Howard H. Cole, 21 years, and
they live at Hartley hall, a university
dor}nimry. It is thought probable that
the affair started as a college prank.

Objects to Pastor's Politics.

Kingsville, Ont., May 22.—Ex-warden
Brown introduced a motion at the church
board calling for the resignation of Rev.
Dr. Millison, pastor of the Methodist
church, owing to his pronounced Liberal
views in politics. A heated discussion
ensued and the minister was sustained,
Hrown thefeupon resigned all the offices
he held in the church,

Edmonton, May 16—W. W. Cory,
deputy minister of the interior, arriv-
ed in Edmonton yesterday after-
noon, accompanied by R. E, A. Leech,
inspector of Dominion lands offices.
Mr. Cory left on this morning’s train
for Regina, wher¢ he will spend a
couple. of days before returning  to
Ottawa.

Mr. Cory said hig visit to the west
was for the purpose of winding up the
business of the seed grain distribution
and arranging for the disposal of the
small surplus which was left over.
This surplus “was principally  oats,
which the government would have no
difficulty in disposing oi.

Desirable Immigrants Coming.

When asked regarding immigration
prospects for the present season, Mr.
Cory said that while the number of
immigrants from England might not
be so large as last year, they would
be of a more desirable class, Any as-
sisted immigrants sent out by the dif-
ierent associations in Great Britain
have first to appear before the Do-
minion government superintendent, J.
Obed Smith, and if they do not come
up to the required standard, they are
not allowed to come. In former years
there was a certain small percentage
who were not of the desired class and
who were not suited for the require-
ments of this new country.

What the immigration agents work-
ing in the old country are endavoring
to secure are farmers direct from the
land who will engage in the farming
industry in the west, farm laborers
and domestic servants.

The changed environments to which
they are coming are fully explained
fo these latter, so that they will know
just exactly what to expect, and will
not be disappointed on their arrival.

The department is confining its op-
erations entirely to Great Britain,
France and the noithern countries of
Europe, and is doing nothing what-
ever to induce the people of southemn
Europe to come to Canada. Any immi-
grants irom these southern countries
are coming entirely on their own re-
sponsibility and at their own expense.

Restrictive Emigration Laws.

Considerable difficulty is experienc-
ed in some of the northern countries,
especially in Germany’ and. Sweden.
In these countries there are very
strong restrictive laws and the agents
of the immigration department are not
allowed even to distribute maps or
literature showing the resources of the
country. If they endeavored to hold
public meetings or offered any induce-
ment to the people of these countries
to emigrate, they would be sent to
jail. In Denmark, Norway, Belgium
and Holland, while the laws are not
50 restrictive, the governments arc
very iauch averse to their people emi-
grating. The work had to be done
principally through booking agents of
the steamship companies and this was
the object of organizing the North At-
lantic Trading company, about which
so much was heard some time ago.

In speaking of the Asiatic immigra-
tion Mr. Cory said that as far as the
Hindus were concerned, the question
had been satisfactorily arranged with
the -Imperial government. In regard
to the Japanese, the government of
that country was living up to the ar-
rangement made with Hon. Mr. Le-
mieux on his recent visit. The head
tax of $500 was having a good effact
in limiting the number of Chinese com-
ing to the country.

The immigrants coming from the
United States were as a rule, of the
right class, They were men who were
accustomed to  conditions similar to
those that exist in Western Canada
and on their arrival quickly adapt
themselves to their new environments.
The institutions of the country and the
greater respect for law and order which
they meet with here excite their ad-
miration and they soon become loyal
ritish subjects and good Canadian
citizens.

Mr. Cory spent a great many years
in Western Canada beiore accepting
his present position, and has watched
with interest the great development
that has taken place. He says that
be never saw the country look in ss
good conditions at this time of year.

PLUNDERING THE MAILS.

Series of Organized Robberies in Win-
nipeg and Manitoba.

Winnipeg, May 16,—A series. of rob-
beries extending over several months
has been going on in the Winnipeg
post office and the sums stolen aggre-
gate a very large amount, it is believed
not less than $12,000. Officials, «f
coursé; absolutely refuse to discuss the
matter, and consequently it is impoa-
sible to ascertain the correct figures,
but the sum cannot be less than that
stated.

A number of packages . containing
from $800 to $2,000 have disappeared
as mysteriously within the building us
though they had sunk into the ground,
indicating -that the thief is some per-
son who has the handling of the money
entrusted to him and that he is clever
and systematic in His operations. Sus-
picion at first rested upon the clerk
at the registry wicket, who received
and checked off the money and then
passed it on to the entry clerk. It was
thought by officials that sufficient cir-
cumstantial evidence had: been obtain-
ed to connect this clerk with the dis-
appearance of a package containing
$2800 mailed by the Merchants’ Bank,
although it was impossible to convict
him. He was promptly discharged,
however, and his father was compelled
to reimburse the post office depart-
ment to the extent of $1,200. The dis-
charged clerk left the country shortly
afterwards, bu* th» speculations still
continued, large suins disappearing as
before, a fact that plainly indicated
that the wrong party had been dis-
charged. The gentleman who was ne-
quired to pay the $1,200 his son was
supposed to have stolen, proposes now
to take action to have the amount re-
turned to him, as he is convinced of
ihis #on’s innoecence.

Calgary, May 21.—The annual bull
sale held in conjunction with the
stock show in Calgary this week was
not the success it has been in former
years. The changed conditions on the
ranges as the result of the severe win-
ter in 1907 caused a great falling off
in the demand for -bulls, and where
there are few buyers few Hﬂ‘(‘s can be
made, Other contingenciesy were the
more or less stringency of the money
market, and the dearth af prospeective
buyers as a result of the horse show
being held apart. Visitors to this
event have greatly inflated sales and
prices in previous years.

Aside from this the number of ani-
mals offered was iar too.darge for the
limited demand, and their inferfority
depreciated the value of the stock as
a whele, There was'an evident desire
on the part of the tradefs to reduce
their herds, but the timeivas not op-
portune,

Bulls Sold as Steers,

Some' idea of ‘the slowness of the
sale may be had from the ridiculously
low prices at which some good ani-
mals were sacrificed. Bulls were
bought for steers and beet purposes at
from “$50 to $60, when' as such they
are worth from $70 to $80.

Even the prize winning bulls were

{ sacrificed for about one-half their va-

lue, with the exception of John A.
Turner’s Baron Robson, which sold
for $400 to William P, Williams, a
progressive young breeder of Fort
Saskatchewan. Henry Talbot’s Alber-
ta bred champion shorthorn sold at
$105. The Hereiord champion bull
Lamerton Luck, bred by Frank F.
Taylor, of Lamerton, was sold for
only $160 to E. B. Cole, of Red Deer.
In the Aberdeen-Angus class, Canton
June Blossom 2nd, which won the
open championship, was not bid high-
er than $50, and was withdrawn from
the sale. No Galloways were sold.,
Average Price Very Low.

“The French marched towards the
British™ firing steadily, but not a
movement was visible in the British
ranks except when they c‘lr\w(l up the
gaps made by their fallen compan-
ions, When the French were about
forty yards away Wolfe gave the com-
m'n'vl: “Fire!” Instantly the long
row of musketry was.levelled, and a
well-directed volley, followed by a
ficrce charge of bayonets, caused the
French to give way and the battle of
the Plains of Abraham was won.

“It was a dear victory for both
French and British, for both lost
their brave leaders. Wolfe was wound-
ed twice, first in the wrist and after-
wards in the chest, but he lived long
enough to know that the victory wa:
won, and his last words werc: “"God
be praised, I die happy.”

Surrender of City.

“Montcalm, who was fatally wound-
ed, was carried into Quebec, and when
told that he was dying he said that
it was best, as he should not see the
surrender of Quebec. He died before
midnight, and was buried in a grave
made by the bursting of a ehell. This
was a fi:iinz close to the life of one
who had fought so nobly and well for
biz ecountry. Five days afterwards
Quebece was surrendered. Canada was
passed into the hands of the English
by the Peace of Parie in 1763,

“When England won Canada, and
for many yvears after, the population
was largely French. For more than
two years after the battle Canada was
governed by military rule, that is, the
commander-inchief of the army was
head of the state. Governors Murray,
Gage and Burton were stationed at
Quebec,.

Cloth.—Spggested Solution For
Dlection Bill Impasse.

Ottawa, May 21—The conference of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. W. 8. Field-
ing and Hon. A. B. Aylesworth with
some of the Western and Ontario Lib-
erals .and the . Conservative caucus
with the election bill issue as the
topic of discussion in eaech case, were
about the only two outward indica-
tions today that there was an “crisis”
on Parliament hill. As stated yester-

day, there has been a lull in the

battie, but articles of peace are not
yet signed and at present both camps
scem to -be simply’ resting on their
arms. Premier Roblin, when he left
Ottawa Tueeday night, took care to
spread the whisper that the prime
minister had sent -for him to an-
nounce the governments capitulation
and the word of the ““boss’ was ap-
paréntly accepted at par by some of
his Ottawa followers, - Needlegs to say
Sir Wilfrid is not strikinig the govern-
ment’s course from any chart laid
down by Messrs. Roblin and Rogers.
That is left for the opposition. As a
matter of fact Premier Roblin’s inter-
view with the prime minister was in
connection with the proposed exten-
sion of the Manitoba boundaries and

The situation is thus cleared to the
extent that negotiations between ‘the
two leaders during the next few days
may result in the reporting of a satis-
factory way out of fhe present im-
passe.

A Suggested Solution.

A suggestion, made today by one of
the western meinbers to your corres-
pondent, offers one solution that
might prove accepta’le to both par-
ties. He suggested that if the Roblin
government would amend the regula-
tions that govern registration and re-
vision in connection with the new
voters’ lists now being prepared in
Manitoba &5 as to provide adequate
and cqual facilities for the registra-
tion of all electors, irrespective of
party, and ample time for the revi-
sion of these lists as prepared under
the supervision of officials appointed
by the provincial orders in council,
then there would not be the same ne-
cessity for demanding a seccond jud-
icial revision of the lists prior to the
federal elections.  The trouble in the
past has been that registration booths
in Manitoba have been allocated to
the disadvantage of Liberals, the pro-
vincial government having regard for
the political complexion of the indi-
vidual distriets in making the facili-
ties for registration easy or difficult,
as the case may be.

Moreover, with only five hours al-
lowed for registration and but few sit
tings of the revisibn courts in each
constituency, it has been found prac-
tically impossible to have many ap-
peals properly dealt with. If the Rob-
lin government, in its alleged zeal for
fair play, will consgent to remedy these
grievances in connection with the
preparation oi the nsts next month
and in future fair and honest lists are
assured, then the whole aim of the
Federal government will have been
accomplished insofar as the present
bill afiects Manitoba.

Now up to Roblin.

Roblin, therefore, has an opportun-
ity te now show his good faith and
public spirit. The election bill will
probably come up for debate again on
Tuesday next and the opposition are
preparing speeches on the alleged in-
iquity of the numbered and marked
ballot.

The -provisions of the bill in this re-
Spect have been grossly misrepresent-
ed in the opposition press. Numbered
ballots only apply to the case of any
elecior whose name has been on the
list, but has been inadvertenfly  lefs
off in printing or in some other ac
cidentai manner,: If he applies for
ballot under:these conditions the dep
uty returning officer is empowered tc
give him a special numbered ballos
which is set aside and counted if it is
afterwards shown that he had a per
fect right to vote. 1In any ease only
very lew electors would come under
the scope of such a provision and its
fairness cannot be challenged.

In respect to the non-veiding of bal-
lots bearing any mark by the deputy
returning officer the objections of the
opposition are equally absurd. The
marking of the ballots is not legalized
as has been asserted, and severe pen-
alties for marking by returning offic-
crs or deputies remain unchanged. On
the other hand the provision does
away with the possibility of deputy
returning officers spoiling ballots by
putting a distinguishing mark on it
deliberately or otherwise. On the face
of it the provision manifestly provides
a safeguard for the Conservative voter

ing spoiled by the deputy returning
officer appeinted by the party in pow-
er, while at the same time the seec-
recy of the ballot is not rendered any
less secret than under the present law.
If the opposition intends to block the
bill on that score thé governme-nt may
not insist on the retaining of the two
clauses containing . -
Monster French Petition.

Armand Lavergne created a diver-
sion today by presenting a mammoth
petition signed by 46,865 French-Can-
adians requesting that th e French
language bg placed on a par with the
English as regards public "utilities,
such as in time tables, etc. It requir-
ed four pages to remove the petition.

Premier Laurier moved that the dis-
appearance of ‘the Stanstead election
papers be investigated by the com-
mittee on privileges and clections.

Hon. Mr. Graham read a letter
from the resident engineer on La
Tuque section, denying the report that
the ' national -transcontinental tracks
there are under water. Not one foot
is under water except a temporary
siding, and not a dollar’s worth of
damage has been done the road bed.

On motion to go into supply, Col.
Worthington said he had no desire
to embarrass the government or in-
jure Canadian industry, but evidenece
went to show that an unsafe and un-
scrviceable weapon was being served
to the militia. Col. Worthington then
read a number of unfavorable reports
by experts on the Ross riile. Much
had been made of the ery, “Made in
Canada,” but as a matter of fact sev-
enteen of the twenty-six component
parts of the rifle were made in the
States, and some- were actually being
imported at the fime the minister was
making a denial of this fact. -There
hadi been very unbusinesslike dealings
with the company, who got a valu-
able free site and advance payment.
It was stated the factory was located
at Quebec under the guns of the fleet,
but what fleet was not specified. Fin-
ally, Col. Worthington moved, “That
the dealings of the department of ni-
litia and defénce in conpection with
the adoption and manufacture of the
Ross ritle as an arm of defence the
government- displayed deplorable -in-
efficiency and the negotiations have
oeen characterized by gross extrava-
gance and improvidence imparing
public confidence in the efficiency of
the weapon and the management of
the department.

Sir Frederick’s Reply.

Sir Frederick Borden, in reply, ac-
cused Col. Werthington of bringing
the arming of the militia to low level
of party warfare, but he doubted his
ability to persuade the militia of his
patriotism in attacking the rifle with
which they were armed. After dub-
bi Col. Worthington *‘a monoman-
iac,” the minister turnecd to the charg-
es that the Ross rifles are defective
and dangerous and declared that of
the 42,000 now delivered every rifle
was serviceable ‘and fit for use in Can-
ada i{ necessary.

“There are defeccts, I adinit,” said

Frederick, “many of them ecould
be prevented by more careful inspec-
tion, but haidly any humnan inspee-
tion could discover all the weaknoesses.
I am not claiming that the rifle is
perfect. There #s no perfect rifle. in
the world.”

Dealiirg with¢the charge that many
parts of the Rogt rifle are-imported
from the Unitedt States, Sir Fredorick
said the importations of arts is lim-
ited. The time would come, he said,
{when-all parts, ef the rifle would be
{made in Canada. The minister said
!:u great many manfacturing institu-
{tions in Canada would have to closc
!?hr'i:' doors i fthey could not import
not - only raw materials but faished
articles. "He would have been content
to have had tHe Lec-Eenfield rifles
made in Canada, but the manufactur-
ers would not come to Canada. The
dedate was adjourned.

INDIAN ASKS DIVORCE
IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

r Anti-Asiatic Learue Want to Set Up
Candidates Who Will Hold Out
For Total Excluslon of Orientals.

Vancouver, May 22.—For the first
time in years a Klootechman is asking
the Supreme Court today to annul her
marriage with a native copper-colorad
son of Breitish Columbia. When an
Indian’s marriage certificate is a blan-
ket or furs the courts are not consulted
when Mr. and Mrs., Indian desire a
dissolution of the simple union, _but
Emma George did not wed Paul that
way. Medical-missionary Rev. \Dr.
Large, at Kimsquit nine years _ago,
united them in the Christian way. But
the Bellabella tribe, to which Emma
belongs, like not the Kimsquits and
the friction has been brought to the
court,

A parliamentary committee of the
Asiatic Exclusion League will strong-
ly recommend that candidates -repre-
senting its interests be placed in the
field in Vancouver at the next federal
élection.  The platform will declare
unquivocally for the total eéxclusion of
all classes of Orientals as * the' only
solution of the labor problem in Bri-
tish Columbia and the one method
whereby the ascendency of the white
race can be maintained.

Toronto’s Librarian Dead.

Toronto, May 22.—James Bain, junr.,
librarian since 1883, died this after-
poon after a long illness. His tather
was buried -a year ago, aged 92.  Mr.
Bain was born in London and cmigrat-
ed in 1842; coming to Toronfo with his
parents as a bov. He was in the book-
selling businezs from 1868 to 1883. His
library collection on Canadian history
and t;)pogmphy is unexeclled and is
egualled only by the Smithsonian In-
stitute.

CONSERVATIVES
STILL FIND FAULT

Advertised Speaker Did Not Appear
At Last Night’s Public Meeting
iBut Others Filled In.

Although the public meeting of the
Conservatives of Edmonton last night
was extensively advertised to start at
half-past eight shatp, at that hour the
hall was practicaily empty. As the
night, wore on, however, passers-by
straggled in, and by 9 o’clock, when
the meeting had been called to order
the elub room was well filled. But as
at the last gathering two weeks ago,
the advertised speaker did not put in
an appearance and hig place had te
be taken by substitutes chosen at the
last moment. As a result those pres-
ent did not e anything very new
from the speakers put forward to fill
up the time. The old policy of abuse,
so strongly denounced by several ¢of
the more progressive members of the
club two weeks ago, was again a char-
acteristic feature, despite the strong
words -that Messrs, Calderon and
Hyndman hasz used in condemning
such “childish™ tactics when they last
spoke before the club,

The chair was occupied by A, Wil-
liamson Taylor, who apologized  for
the absence of the speaker of ' the
evening, H. A, MacKie. The latter
had been hurriedly called to Fort Sas-
Katchewan, and could not get baéw in
time. ““The Liberals are in a hole at
Ottawa,” he said, “and will soon be
swept out of power.”

An “Independent” Speaks.

Capt, T. Berville Thomas, the erst-
while Independent candidate of Cam-
rese, who wa# turned down to make
way for E. W. Day, was then called
up. He dicclaimed being a pubiic
speaker or a politician, but showed
himeelf to be considerable of both be-
fore he concluded. ¥or the greatbr
part of his address he dealt with the
question of immigration as he saw it
during a recent visit to the Old Coun-
try. 1t was a very delicate question,
he said, and a daring task to impugn
the administration of Hon. Mr. Oliver
in his own constituency. When he
saw the overcrowded farms and the
idle men in the cities of England the
question had come to him, Are the
Canadian officials doing all they can
to bring people out to the Canadian
West. He had found Hon, Frank
Oliver “a man among men,” but he
thought the Canadian immigration of-
fice in London was dead compared
with the work of the Salvation Army
whose building was thronged with in-
quiries about Canada,

He then explained his change of
attitude, and his shiit from an Inde-
pendent: to a full-fledged Conserva-
tive. “When Mr. Day was nominated
he became impressed with thé “rot-
ten, stinking condition” of affairs at
Otitawa, and now he was*in the true
fold. ‘He had felt sorry for Sir Wil-
irid Laurier when he visited Ottawa,
and when hc reached England ‘and
conversed with people there over
Canadian politics he was somewhat
achamed to be a Canadian.

Capt. Thomas then gave some ex-
hibitions of tact_in dealing with his
audicnice. In the course of a glowing
eulogy of . Canada, he offended a
Frenchman present, and incidentally
a strong Conservative, who audibly
tcok umbrage at his remarks, but al-
most before the words had fallen from
his lips, the Captain was on another
tack and launched forth in an elo-
quent panegyric of what the Frencl
race had done for this country. Then
he continued:

Party Dead in Alberta,

“I am independent enough to at
tack the Conservatives at times, and
I am going after them this week in
my paper. I am going to tell them
the party is absolutely dead in Alber-
ta—but I wrote that befcre I visited
Edmonton, The party in this city are
much alive and are doing a grand
work, but everywhere else it is
asleep”—

At that moment W. L. Walsh, one
of Calgary’s leading supporters of R.
L. Borden, entered the rcom and in
a moment the ever-reatly captain
changed his tune.

“The McCarthy Club in Calgary is
doing a grand work, and the people
there are being stirred up by the ef-
forts of Mr, Walsh and other promin-
ent members of the Conservative par-
ty in-that city,”

Thus he continued for some time
longer, ending with a peroration on
the need of men in the Canadian
West, the country that he loved and
in which his hopes were centred since
1885, when he first marched to the
banks of the Saskatchewan and was

t fired upon by mistake while approach-

ing Fort Edmonton. - The address in
parts showed a strong grasp of the
vital questions oi the West, but indi-
cated that Capt, Thomas is by no
means strong in the Conservative
faith.

A Man From Calgary,

After Mr. Dennis, of St. Hyacinthe,
Que., had been called upon- to testify
that the Conservative party in Que-
bec was stronger than ever before in
its history, W. L. Walsh, late presi-
dent of the Conservative Association
for Alberta, was asked for a speech,

Mr, Walsh expressed his pleasure
at being present to imbibe the pre-
vailing spirit of optimism and enthu-
siasm in the great city of Edmonton.
It was difficult to get audiences in
Calgary to Conservative meetings and
for that reason he was pleased to see
a good number present in Edmonton.
He thought irom what he heard of the
Edmonton organization “‘it would not
be beyond the realm of possibility to
say that Mr. Hyndman would come in
after next election at the head of the
poll.”  He had been talking so long
of thieves, of timber and coal and
water and fish and land thieves, that
he- was about tired of the topic. So
he would tell something of the pro-
vincial prospeects,

Mr, Walsh stated that he had be-
come discredited as & prophet, and it
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shortly appeared with good reason, for
he said it was he who had charge of
organization work in last provincial
election and had predicted the trium-
phant return of the Conservatives un-
der R. B. Bennett, of Calgary. The
solitary two of the local house stand
as a striking commentary on his pro-
phetic vision,

But he would assume the role of seer
again, and tell of the prospects for
the party in Alberta. He outlined
them as follows:

In the Calgary and Macleod dis-
triets no men living can beat M. S.
McCarthy and John Herron; in Medi-
cine Hat there was *not a man in
the constituency who could beat Mr,

elect’on was certain; in Strathcona
the chances were all in favor of E.
W. Day.; in Edmonton the audience
could speak for the district, and in
Victoria Mr, Morrison was full of con-
fidence. The preud boast of Senator
Roy of an “All-Red Alberta” was a
vain one, and a great fallacy, as would
be shown when the next general elec
tion was held.

Mr. Joseph Adair was then called
upon by ‘the chairman for a few re-
marks. He said he was absolutely
independent, and agreed with much
of what Capt. Thomas had said re-
garding the settling of the West, A
great problem, ‘however, was involv-
ed in discovering an immigration pol-
icy which would conserve the inter-
ests of the present population of the
West, and do justice to the incomer,
The small development of industries
left a great many of the newcomers to
shift for themselves, He then raised
a few queries as to where the Conser-
rative party stocd on some of the
creat issues of the day. “Was the
criticism of the present government
which is heard so much these days,
due to the critics having a correet,
a true ethical viewpoint?’ TIf it was
not 1t meant nothing, if it was it
meant much. The speakér then dealt
with certain metheds of handling the
public domain, whereby the settler on
the homestead could find employinent
the six months in each year that he
was not performing his duties on his
land.

After brief remarks from Captain
Carstars, a visitor from the city of
Strathcona, who informed the previous
epeaker that “‘the Conservative party
vas always right,” Mr. Woods of
Athabasca Landing, and J. D. Hynd-
man, the meeting adjourned,.

BRITISH CONSERVATIVES GAIN.

Have Carried All Seats Held by Them
and Wrested Six From Government.

FLondon, May 18.—The importance of
the bye-elections might easily be exag-
gerated, but the figures of thirty-five
contested bye-elections since the general
election of 1906 show remarkable results.
The opposition has wrestod six seats
from the government and retained all
their old secats, with largely increased
majorities in every ecase, while the gov-
ernment . not only did not gain a seat,
but where it retained seats it has done
so with a decreased majority in every
case. Taking the aggregate individual
votes cast in these elections, there is
seen an opposition increase of 20,044 and
a government decrecase of 32,456.

It seems evident that at any rate a
temporary reaction has set in against the
socialist laborite groups. The falling
away of the labor vote is the most con-
spicuous feature of the Dundee election.

It is noted, too, that an appeal issued
several weeks ago for funds for the ex-
penses of labor candidates in Dewsbury
and Montrose, from which hitherto only
$565 had been subscribed, netted $250
from one contributor. It is evident, too,
that many of these labor votes, which,
in the absence of a labor candidate, used
to go to 'a Liberal candidate, now have
returned to their older allegiance to the
Conservatives.

Many believe that the manufacture of
John Burns into a cabinet member of
Conservative views, at a salary of $25,000
has done more harm to the Social Demo-
cratic and Liberal labor parties than the
shrewdest disseotion of their propaganda.

Report of Engineer on Cutlay Nec-
essary for Protection of River
Bank in East End

Some time ago Mayor MecDougall
took up the question of the embank-
ment along the river irom McDougall
avenue east tor the protection of the
property along the river front. He
wrote to Hon, Mr, “Oliver, asking ior
the report of the engineer, whe looked
into tne propused embankment some
lime ago,

The report has just come to hand
from Z. Malhiot, who said that in
his examination he made a careiul
survey of the proposed protection, and

so made berings and soundings  to
show the depth of the proposed work
and the depth of the water,

The' engineer says that the forma-
tion of the protection would be of
piling, sheet piling well braced, filled
in with loose rock, so that in case of
undermining and scouring octurring
loose stone woutd drop into the va-
cuum, It is also intended that the
proposed work be placed in the water
at the base or foot of the hill so as
to prevent any oozing of the side hill
subsoil,

The propesed protection would be
3,335 feet long, but might be cartail-
ed and reduce the estimate of the cost,
while insuring relicf to thé greatest
number,

The approximate cost per foot
would be $30, making a-total of $99,-
990. The grading would need a fill of
some 63,000 cubic feet, at 30 cents a
loct, making a cost of $18,900, or a
tolal cost of $118,899.

THE UNEMPLOYED PROBLEM.

“A fallacy evidently exists in a be-
hef outside Edmonton that there is
work in this eity and distriet for
hundreds of unemployed from other
¢ities. The city has reached the point
where the bubble <hould be pricked.”

This stetement way made yester-
day by & prominent busihessman %o
Ven. Archdeacon Gray, who convey-
ed the opinion together with his own
concurrence in it to a representative
of the Bulletin.

“l am certain,” said Archdeacon
Gray, “that many unemployed and
unemployable men are induced to
come to Edmonton by representations
made them by people in other cities,
to the effect that there is employment
here for everys man who seeks it. It’s
a  mistake and it should not be al-
lowed to gain further eredence. There
is not more than enough work in the
Oty for the permanent residents; and
unless some action is taken to con-
tradict the erroncous impression the
present problem of the unemployed in
Edmoenton will becoine serious.”

As numbers of those without work
are from English centres of popula-
tion and members of. the Church of
England they naturally drift with
their troubles to the study of the ree-
tor of All Saints, and he finds him-
seli quite unable to meet the numer-
ous pitiful requests for work or help.
One man told him a few days since
that when he “left England three
weeks ago, a man whom he thought
was “the immigration_agent, but who
might have - been the steamship
booking agent told him there was
plenty of-work awaiting him in Can-
ada—that in fact men fooking for iab-
orers- were on the depot platform
awaiting the arrivay of'trains.

Another man left a job in Winni-
peg beeause he heard there were such
excellent opportunitig€ of work here.
Now he ig in Edmon¥n and can get
nothing to do. "

The archdeacon stated that the men
who were most frequently appealed to
by the unemployed aré becoming tir-
ed of having to *“put up” on all oc-
casions.

Mayor MeDougall stated to the
archdecacon also that 'the city had
reached the end of its tether in the
matter of finding work for the unem-
ployed, and could not'be expected to
make work for -them.

Major Hedgins Says Some of the Trans-
continental Railway Contractors

“" Said They Would “Pull Qut” if
They Did Not Get Enough to Come
Out Even.

Ottawa, May 21—Continuing }lli‘r
evidence before Judge Cassels. today |
Major Hodgins told of his ncg(»tintiumé
with Chiei Engineer Lumsden regard-|
ing the classification and he said he|
had proposed to the Ilatter that the
dispute should be eettled by the pay-
ment to contractors of a ‘‘force ac-
count,” that is, the actual cost of the
work done- by sub-contractors, plus|
ten per cent., but to this Mr. Lumsden
later refused to agree. Frank Hodg-
ins then submitted Major Hodgins’
letter of expostulation to Hon. Mr.
Parent after his dismisal, in which he
laid stress on the fact that he had
made these proposals to Lumsden and
if there was anything wrong in- ap-
plying that system to emall sub-con-
tracts Mr. Lumsden should have vet-
oed it.

He claimed that the aif§ire on the
division were not in the state describ-
ed by Inspecting Engineer Grant and
said many of the engineers working
on it had more experience than Grant.
At the afternoon session Frank Hodg-
ins continued his examination of Ma-
jor Hodgins regarding Grant’s report.
He agreed with Grant that work could
have been pushed with more vigor had
they had a greater number of men
and claimed that Grant secured all his
information from +the <contractors.
Grant stated that the engineers in
district “F” lacked confidence in
themselves and from the district engi-
neer down to the youngest engineer
there was a lack of  responsibility.
This the major denied.

Comments on Engineers,

The witness said he knew mnothing
of Grant’s statements that the en-
gineer had not the goodwill o the
con‘ractors and answered Grant’s
statement that he himself had not
been over the division by saying he
confined himself to the most import-
ant points, as he had his aesistant en-
gineers for the work of classification.

It was
apparent, too. that it had been put ia
under the best possible weather con-
ditions and that the same had been
experienced &ince that time. Already
it is between six and eight inches

above the ground and looking in splen-

did shape.

Mr, Ker asserted that the finanecial
depression did not scem to have seri-
ously affected the farmers of the
Northwest. They were just as confi-
dent as ever and were looking forward
to the season’s crop with the highest
anticipations.
