War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A. M.
BRITISH OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Sept. 18.
The official from British headquar­

ters in France reads: North country 
troops raided German positions in 
Inverness Copse this morning, and 
secured fifteen prisoners. Despite 
vigorous resistance we have improved 
our positions slightly east of St. Ju 
lien. Early this morning a hostile 
raiding party attempted to approach 
our line south of Mericourt, but was 
driven off with loss by machine gun 
fire. Hostile artillery has shown ac­
tivity during the day in the neighbor­
hood of Lagnicourt, Vimy and Nieu- 
port. There was again great artillery 
activity on both sides in the Ypres 
sector. Despite lower clouds and a 
very strong west wind a considerable 
amount of artillery work was carried 
out by us yesterday with airplane ob­
servation. Three hostile machines 
were driven down out of control in 
air fighting, but combats were few 
owing to the small number of Ger­
man machines in the air. Three of 
our machines are missing.

CANADIAN COURAGE.
Canadian Headquarters in France, 

via London, Sept 18 (By Stewart 
Lyon, Special Correspondent of the 
Canadian Press.)—Awards are still 
being made for heroic conduct and 
sound judgment, that is almost as 
much a factor as modern war may in­
dicate. Canadian courage never reach­
ed a higher point than in the battle of 
Lens. Case after case is to be found 
in authenticated records in which our 
men performed prodigies of "valifr or : 
faced death in order that their com­

rades would be saved by their self- 
sacrifice. Here is a record in laconic 
official language of deeds that sur^lasa 
anything in war fiction and that are 
vouched for 1n writing by a number 
of eye-witnesses. A non-commissioned 
officer of a British Columbia battalion 
attacks the enemy. He led the sec­
tion which had a difficult task in mop* 
ping up cellars, craters and machine 
gun emplacements. In one cellar he 
himself bayonetteli three Germans 
and attacked, single-handed, seven 
others in a crater, killing them all. 
On reaching his objective a machiné 
gun was found to be holding up his 
right flank, causing many casualties. 
This officer rushed forward, entered 
the emplacement, killed the crew and 
brought back the gun to our lines. 
To-day he again attacked, single- 
handed, another machine gun em­
placement, killed three of the crew 
and destroyed the gun and emplace­
ment with a high explosive charge. 
He alone killed at least 10 of the ene­
my, and during the two days of actual 
fighting carried on continually till 
wounded in the neck. Then he 
wouldn’t go out till all the fighting 
was over. The name of this amazing 
fighting man is withheld for the pre­
sent Another hero of the Bask, 
battalion, when the bombing party 
which he was a member of was com­
pelled to retire in the face of superior 
forces, having exhausted their supply 
of bombs, covered the withdrawal of 
his comrades by mounting on the 
parapet of a trench in full view of the 
advancing Germans, and brought 
such a rapid, accurate fire to bear 
upon them that he alone held back 
the enemy till the withdrawal was 
completed. Another indomitable soul, 
after three attacks in which he took 
part had been made against a heavily 
wired machine gun emplacement and 
strong point, and had failed, organ­
ized a fourth attack. All ills company 
officers had been hit, but this N.C.O. 
rallied the survivors, led them against 
the enemy, penetrated the wire, per­
sonally bayonetted three of the de­
fenders and killed the fourth with the 
butt of his rifle. The machine gun 
was silenced and the position cap­
tured. But for his daring and deter­
mined handling of a desperate situa­
tion, says the official record, our at­
tack would not have succeeded. This 
superb soldier is also a British Co­
lumbian. His name will be published 
later.

LONDON. Sept. 18.

An official communication from 
Portuguese headquarters gives the 
following information regarding the 
Portuguese: During the past week 
the situation has been quiet on the 
whole. There were daily patrol en­
counters and artillery activity on the 
latter part of the week. On Saturday 
the enemy raided our trench at Neuve 
Chapelle; he was driven out leaving 
five prisoners and three dead, includ­
ing an officer, besides other casual­
ties inflicted on them.

A GERMAN REPORT.
BERLIN, Sept. 18.

(Wireless Press)—General Von Lu* 
dendorif, in Ms official report to-day 
regarding the military operations on 
the French battle front, says: West­
ern theatre, Army group of the Ger­
man Crown Prince—On both sides of 
the Laon-Soissons road and on the 
right bank of the River Meuse, fight­
ing activity by both our artillery and 
that of the enemy at times reached 
considerable intensity.

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL.
PETROGRAD, Sept. 18.

The text of to-day’s official state­
ment follows : On thfe western front

gion northeast of Frièdrichstadt our 
detachments, after an engagement, 
occupied a wood south of the village 
of Blddag. We captured a machine 
gun. On the remainder of the front 
here there was fnsilades and shoot­
ing. On the Roumanian front on the 
right bank of the River Zutis, the 
Germans, after artillery preparations, 
yesterday attacked and occupied a 
sector of fortified positions in the re­
gion of Varnltza. During Sunday 
evening, after strong artillery fire 
with chemical shells, the enemy en­
deavored to attack the Roumanian 
positions in the Pantziri-Marascheutie 
region, but werfe frustrated by rifle 
and artillery fire.

THE QUEBEC BRIDGE.
QUEBEC, Sept. 18.

The central span of the Quebec 
Bridge was to-night dangling 82 feet 
from its destination. It was raised 
44 feet during the day. Another day 
and a half must elapse, the engineers 
announced, before it could be made a 
permanent part of the bridge. The 
work of the day was not as successful 
as had been anticipated, owing to the 
snapping off of a bracket in connec­
tion with the gear for the removal of 
the raised links of the hoisting chains. 
The falling bolt from the bracket hit 
one of the workmen and inflicted a 
deep flesh wound by his nose.

CLEOPATRA’S NEEDLE.
AN ATLANTIC PORT, Sept. 18.

The Associated Press to-day carries 
the following: Cleopatra’s Needle, 
presented to the British Government 
and erected to London in 1878, nar­
rowly escaped destruction in a Ger­
man raid over London on Sept. 4th, 
according to Americans who arrived 
here to-day from England. One said 
he was near the scene at the time, and 
asserted that two bombs fell within 

1 less than a dozen feet of the historic 
Obelisk, the explosions shaking it on 
its foundation. Another bomb fell a 
block distant and hit a street car, 
killing several of its occupants. Ca­
ble reports of the raid, said 11 per­
sons were killed and 63 injured.

The invention of the X-rays startled 
the world, and its use has been most 
valuable to medical science. Now, it 
seems, a new discovery has been made 
which will develop self-made pictures 
of internal organs, and prove of ines­
timable benefit to the Nation. It is 
stated that the name of the inventor 
is James Shearer, aged 30, at present 
a sergeant in the R.A.M.C., and work­
ing at a casualty clearing station. By 
birth he is a Scotsman, but he receiv­
ed his late education in America, 
where he graduated M.D., Ch.M., at the 
University of Washington. He could 
not be given a commission, as the 
medical degree he holds is not one of 
those recognised in Great Britain. 
With the X-ray, In a darkened cham­
ber, it is possible to obtain a picture 
of the bones and more solid struc­
tures, but by means of hie discovery 

:it Is possible In broad daylight to ob­
tain detailed pictures of any organ of 

• the body, brain, liver, kidneys, spleen, 
and to see at a glance by wliat gross 
lesions they are affected. Thus it Is 
possible to see the blood vessels in 
the brain, to observe a blood-clot in 
that organ, to detect abscesses in the 
liver and wounds or cuts in any or­
gan. In one case a “concern" to the 
appendix was seen clearly when the 
picture was complete. The miracle is 
achieved by utilising the currents of 
electricity which the body is believed 
to generate. This conception is not 

I new, and we owe to it instruments 
like the electro-cardiograph. The dif­
ficulty was to make the current com­
ing from any organ active and dyna­
mic—i.e„ to cause it to reveal its 
message, if that popular figure may 
be used. It is impossible here to en­
ter into details, but it may be said that 
two electrodes, each ending in a per­
forated zinc plate or zinc wire screen, 
are employed. These are connected 
with batteries in the ordinary way. 
but are not placed in contact with the 
patient’s body. One screen stands on 
a pedestal in a vertical position near 
the patient, the other is hung hori­
zontally at right angles to the first 
one. In this way an electrical field 
coming from the first screen is always 
at right angles to that of the second.

The Postal 
Telegraphs and 

the Messages.
It is a long time since we 
made a complaint on this 
score, but the fact is to be 
attributed rather to our 

exemplary patience than to lack of an 
occasion. Occasions have, in fact; 
been frequent Yesterday one occur­
red which passed the bounds even of 
editorial patience. A message of un­
usual Interest, If not Importance, was 
received, or began to be received, by 
the Postals at 1.45 p.m. It had not 
reached us when we went to press at 
2.40. If three quarters of an hour 
was too short a time in which to trans­
cribe a sheet of cables, the courtesy of 
an intimation that it was worth hold­
ing the press back for would have 
been appreciated. We are not sug­
gesting this latter in any way as a 
duty of the department: Its obvious 
duty is to replace the archaic and ab­
surd system which it uses by one 
more speedy and correct 

We note that the Postmaster Gen­
eral, in his excellent report, deals 
fully with this matter. We are ready 
to make all due allowances. We do 
hot complain, and have never done so, 
of the service itself. It is not at all 
bad on the whole. It occasionally 
contains items that are of little value 
but It spares us a great deal of rub­
bish that chokes the columns of fore­
ign newspapers, and if It now and 
then emits matters of importance, it 
generally gives a very fair and compre­
hensive gist of the day’s news in a 
summary that can be read and un­
derstood in a few moments.

We would not mind 
this if the names of towns and rivers, 
individuals and organizations, were 
not almost as regularly slighted by 
the reverse process. The Soldiers’ 
and Workmen’s Delegates, for in­
stance, are invariably subjected to the 
indignity of small Initials. We are 
quite ln accord with the infliction of 
capital punishment on these trouble­
makers, but it Is not our place to in­
flict it. Similarly with the punctua­
tion. Commas are substituted for 
periods, periods for commas, and both 
put where there should be no stops at 
all. If any reader thinks we are 
making a fuss about a trifle, let him 
select any sheet of the .typed message 
that is daily posted and endeavour to 
put it in readable shape. He will ob­
tain some Idea of the sheer waste of 
time, mostly preventable, that an 
editor must submit to every day.

The greater part of the cause lies in 
the incompetence of operators and the 
faulty condition of our telegraph 
wires. W4 are certain the Anglo or 
Commercial would not present a frac­
tion of these errors. The remedy is 
suggested by Mr. Robinson himself. 
We believe the messages could be edit­
ed as soon as received by a capable 
person with slight additional expense, 
either of time or of money. He could 
receive the rough draft and rapidly 
dictate to a typist a correct version, 
properly spelled and punctuated. He 
would earn the thanks of a large pub­
lic and the blessings of at least five 
editors. If this cannot be done, the 
carelessness that is evident should be 
checked. It might be suggested that 
a little real knowledge of the sub­
jects regularly treated would not be a 
bad thing. Even a telegraph operator 
might take an occasional personal in­
terest in the war. There is no ex­
cuse for misspelling the same name 
more than ten times.

therefore, no reparation need be made 
to Argentina. If the honor and good 
faith of the German Government were 
not already a matter upon which the 
case is made up, this would illuminate 
it. If we did not already know how

many things a German diplomat is 
called upon to do that diplomats from 
other lands would be insulted at the 
suspicion of doing, this would Illu­
minate that question, too.

But no such Illumination is needed. 
The illumination that was needed was 
on the part Sweden is playing in the 
war, and this, too, is fortunately lit 
up with a blinding glare by the reve­
lation of what has been going on in 
Buenos Aires, with its inevitable im­
plication that similar things have been 
going on in other capitals where Swe­
dish and German diplomats can meet. 
That Germany was capable of using 
the sacred immunity of a diplomat’s

correspondence for the purpose of for­
warding sailing dates to waiting sub­
marines we already knew; it had been 
demonstrated in Norway. But that 
these unsuspecting ships were being 
betrayed to their fate by tho medium 
of the carefully respected diplomatic 
correspondence of Sweden we did not 
know. Now that we know it, much 
about Germany’s uncanny knowledge 
of what goes on in other countries is 
clear to us.

Of course, the unfortunate Minister 
in Buenos Aires who forwarded Lux- 
burg’s frightful communication under 
cover of his own sacred diplomatic 
character will be made a scapegoat. 
There is no legal evidenec as yet 
which involves the Swedish Govern­
ment. But international courtesy 
cannot be stretched to the point of 
endangering the Allies’ cause or the 
lives of their sailors. The Allies may 
have to accept Sweden’s forthcoming 
protestations that she knew nothing 
of what was going on in her legatipn 
at Buenos Aires. But they should in­
sist, since these unfortunate accidents 
happen, that Sweden consent to fore­
go during the rest of the war the in­
ternational courtesy by which her 
diplomatic correspondence is allowed 
to pass the censorship. Too many 
queer things have been happening. 
The British Government has already 
had occasion to warn Sweden, and this 
time there should be no more warn­

ings. It Sweden should feel humili­
ated by this plain intimation that she 
cannot be trusted, she has invited the 
humiliation.

As for Argentina, her education on 
the subject of German faith is pro­
gressing. She is at present in about 
that stage of negotiation v/ith Ger­
many that we were at the time the 
Arabic was sunk, but events like thip 
may hurry the process.—N. Y. Times’.

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CONFLAGRATION 
AT BRITANNIA.

Thousands of Dollars Worth of 
Property Destroyed and 10 

Families Left Homeless 
and Destitute.

To-Day’s
Messages.

10.30Â. M.

Meagre Information reached the city 
last night from Britannia, Trinity Bay, 
to the effect that a big forest fire was 
raging there and that residential sec­
tions of the settlement were threaten­
ed with dstruction.

This forenoon Deputy Minister . of 
Justice Summers received a message 
from Mr. J. Leawood, J.P., at Brit­
annia saying that a fierce forest fire 
yesterday swept the shore from As­
pen Cove to Britannia destroying the

Anglican Church at Petley; ten saw 
mills with logs and lumber; ten 
dwelling houses with barns, flakes, 
stages and fish and that ten families 
were rendered homeless and desti­
tute and in need of immediate relief.

GERMANY PREPARING FOR PEACE 

OFFER.
LONDON, To-Day.

The flood of so-called peace rumors 
which the German censor is permit­
ting to sprout in the leading German 
newspapers convinces the London 
press and public that Berlin is pre­
paring home opinion for another 
adroit peace manoeuvre, which prob­
ably will take definite shape before 
the snow flies. First came the al­
leged British peace offer which, de­
spite official denial, is still being 
commented upon excitedly in Ger­
many. Now much fuel has been ad­
ded to the agitation by the report that 
the German Government has aban­
doned claims of superiority and con­
trol over the territory and population 
of Belgium. In addition there are all 
sorts of rumors regarding the Ger­
man answer to the Pope. A strange 
thing about the whole affair is that 
the German censor appears to be per­
mitting newspapers to discuss the 
matter freely, but so far as is known 
none of the discussions is founded on 
more substantial authority than the 
indefinite, “We understand.” The fact 
remains, however, that the German 
Government, as represented by the 
censor, does not object to these state 
ments. A despatch to the Central 
News from Amsterdam says: “A 
careful reading of the German papers 
leads to the belief that reports of a 
British peace offer were circulated 
simply with the object of making it 
easy for the German Government to 
rally to the attitude of the Reichstag 
majority, and the whole thing is a 
manoeuvre engineered by Dr. Von 
Kuohlmann, the German Foreign Sec­
retary."

STILL ENSLAVING BELGIANS.
LONDON, To-day.

The Times prints an article entitled 
‘Slavery in Belgium.” The Germans 
have not given up the deportation of 
Belgian workmen. After a show of 
deference to the insistent protests of 
various neutral states and the Pope, 
they are endeavouring to revive the 
practice of forced labor in another 
form.

Another Boy Writes 
Borne ot U-Boat Attack.
Says Four Submarines Were Destroy- 

y ed.
Another letter written home by an 

American boy, serving at the front, 
telling of an attack on our transports 
by German submarines, has reached 
The Times. In a letter published yes­
terday morntftg an American hoy told 
how a. fleet of transports from this 

„çour\try was Attacked by twelve Ger­
man submarines. The writer said 
that four of tHe U-boats were sunk in 
the encounter ; and forty-seven Ger­
man sailors were drowned. On the 
day after the battle with the trans­
ports American destroyers went out 
from a French port and, according to 
the letter, succeeded in sinking five 
more submarines.

The letter which reached. The Times 
last night was from an American boy 
who was on the same fleet of trans­
ports as the former writer. He also 
tells of an attack on the fleet by a 
squadron of U-boats, asserting, as the 
other did, that four were sunk. Like­
wise his narrative asserts that two 
airplanes took part in the battle, a 
detail noted by his comrade. His let­
ter follows:
On Active Service With the American 

Expeditionary Forces.
At Camp, Aug. 25, 1917. 

My Dear Mother,—I received your 
letter yesterday, and I was the happi­
est fellow in camp. We are in a very 
large camp here. I think there are
about -------  here, but I don’t think
we will be here long. I won’t tell 
you where I am because I am not 
allowed to.

We got into this town on the 21st 
and we probably have had the big­
gest submarine attack that any trans­
ports have had in this war, so far. We 
were attacked by about six submar­
ines just about five miles from land 
the morning we came in. It lasted 
about 1 hour and 30 minutes and, be­
lieve me, it was a hummer.

The transports and destroyers fired 
about fifty shots and the official re­
port (or so we heard) was that four 
submarines were sunk. And I saw 
the wake of a torpedo shoot right
across in front of the —-----Our
boat fired about seven shots, but I 
don’t think they hit.

We all had life preservers on and 
we were near our boats; but thank 
God, we.all came through safely.

Two French airplanes came out 
when they heard the firing and they 
helped, believe me. They dropped two 
bombs and I think on of them hit
