The ““Welli n,”
with side delivery, invented by Mr.
Collins, of Guelph, made very good
work, and found many admirers,
and when its light dranght came to
be known, appeared to be the favor-
ite. *“ Wood's Patent” is a strange rig,
having an arm like a frog’s leg, which
swings round, picks up the sheaf, and
throws it clean behind. As will be
seen, it is hea draught, but works
neatly. The Oshawa “ Revolving Self-
Rake” made perhaps, the best work in
the throwing of the sheaves of any of
the side deliveries, and if it be easily ad-
justed to suit deep furrows and rough

round, must become a favorite with
the farmers. Among the four combjned
machines, the first prize was awarded
to “ WELLINGTON ;” the second to the
“Wood's Patent;” and the third to the
““St. George Machine.”

The Reuping match in connection with
the Huron Farmers’ Association .came off
on Tuesday, the 27th ult., on the farm of
Mr. Wm. Cooper, Township of Tucker-
smith, in this counyy.

The task for each machine was 1}
acres—time, 2 hours.

The whole of the machines completed
these tasks within the allotted time,
and all made excellent work indeed.
Great curiosity was manifested by the
crowds of farmers to see the three new
inventions for throwing sheaves to the
one side at work. The ““Wellington,”
with side delivery, invented by Mr.
Collins, of Guelph, made very good
work, and found many admirers,
and when its light draught came to
be known, ﬂppoarod to be the favor-
ite. “ Wood’s Patent” is a strange rig,
having an arm like a frog's leg, which
swings round, picks up the sheaf, and |
throws it clean behind. As will be
seen, it is heavy draught, but works
neu!ly. The Oshawa * Revolving Self-
Rake” made perhaps, the best work in
the throwing of the sheaves of any of
the side deliveries, and if it be easily ad-
justed to suit deep furrows and rough
ground, must become a favorite with
the farmers.
