Walter Evans, Esq., an old and re­
spected resident of East Flamboro’, died 
suddenly on Monday morning. He rose 
and called his sons and told them that 
he did not feel well. He then lay down 
and died in a few moments.

On Saturday afternoon the bam of Mr. 
Peter Donaldson, East Flamboro’, was 
discovered to be on fire. The total con­
tents of the barn—300 bushels of wheat, 
a large quantity of hay,and all his straw, 
were burned. There was no insurance.

A correspondent of the Stratford 
Beacon, writing from Ellice, says : “ A 
considerable breadth of fall wheat has 
been sown ; it was put in, notwithstand­
ing the low average yield of the present 
harvest. Great trouble was experienced 
in getting good seed.

It is expected that the unveiling of 
the bronze statue of the Que^i- ped­
estal of which is now being construe 
in Victoria Square, Montreal, will take 
place some time in October next, when 
Lady Dufferin will be invited by the 
Mayor to perform the ceremony.

It is reported in Montreal, on pretty 
good authority, that the three vacant 
judgeships for the Superior Court, Mon­
treal,have been filled by the appointment 
of Attorney-General Ouimette, Assistant 
Judge Ramsay, of Sherbrooke, and Mr. 
Cross, Q. 0., of Montreal.

Wheat in Muskoka. — The Northern 
Advocate says it is the opinion of most 
of the settlers and visitors to this district 
that Muskoka is not a wheat growing sec­
tion, but Mr. Alexander Barron, who 
owns a farm within a mile of Bracebridge 
sowed three and a half bushels of wheat 
last fall, and a few days since threshed 
out more than eighty bushels of wheat of 
a superior quality which the 3£ bushels 
produced.

Grand Bodge of Odd-Fellows.—The 
Grand Lodge of Odd-Fellows, of the 
United States is now in session in Balti­
more. Four representatives of the order 
in Canada are present, and Prussia is 
represented by District Deputy Grand 
Siere Hugo Wollheim. The delibera­
tions of the Grand Lodge will probably 
extend into next week, as many matters 
of general importance will be considered, 
among which are schools, libraries and 
asylums, translations of the rituals, digest 
into a German compilation, a history of 
the order, and its relations in Australia, 
Peru and Europe generally.

The South Bruce Election.—A tele­
gram from Kincardine says there was in­
tense excitement there on Saturday 
night before full returns came in. The 
Reporter office was densly crowded with 
anxious enquirers after election news. 
Mr. Brocelbank’s friends felt confident 
of his election till the despatches were 
read announcing Mr. Wells’ net majority 
at 113, when the Reform party rent the 
air with enthusiastic and prolonged 
cheers. Toryism has received its death 
blow in South Bruce, and this glorious 
constituency is safe for all time to come. 
All honor to the last Reformers of South 
Bruce.

The Montreal Times says It is com­
puted that Ontario loses annually a quar­
ter of a million of dollars by bad butter 
Large quantities of butter held over from 
ast season have been recently sold for 
the low price of eight or nine cents per 
pound, and some lots have been sold in 
Liverpool, after incurring heavy freight 
insurance and storage charges, at as low 
as seven cents per pound, being valuable 
only as grease, and positively unsaleable 
as food. This arises entirely from want 
of care and cleanliness in making. Good, 
well-made butter can be kept without 
difficulty from twelve to fifteen months if 
properly stored and well attended to ; F 
large portion now produced becomes ran­
cid in a few weeks.

Peekskill, N. Y., Sept. 16.—The steam­
er Dean Richmond caught fire this morn­
ing and was run ashore at Roy Hook, 
where a number of passengers landed and 
came to Peekskill. The fire was put out 
before much damage was done. The 
vessel has gone on to Albany.

Augusta, Me., Sept. 16.—The Kenne­
bec Journal publishes the complete oflfc 
cial returns of the late election for Gov­
ernor, from the entire state, except one 
small place. Last year the vote was 
about evenly divided. These returns 
give the Republican candidate, Perham,
17082 of a majority.

San Francisco, Sept. 17.—Mazetlan ad­
vices to the 7th inst. state that the polf- 
litical affairs in Sinaloa are uncertain.
Canedo was at Lenoria with 800 
troops, while the garrison at Mazetlan 
was only 300 strong. The rumors that 
Lozada and Vega were hostile in 
their intentions to the Government are 
false.

New York, Sept. 17.—The Herald's 
London special says that the representa­
tives of the Cuban Junta in Council are 
arranging for a loan of twenty millions 
of dollars, for the purpose of purchasing 
arms and supplies.

General Sherman in an interview ex­
pressed the opinion that the Republic of 
France will at least last during Thiers' 
time, if it does not survive him. He be­
lieves Thiers is an earnest patriot, earn­
est in all that is .for the country’s good, 
and that France will attain a high degree 
of prosperity under his administration.

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Reforms Yet Needed.
The experience of the late elec- 

•.ons has convinced almost every 
person who had anything to do with 
them of the necessity of a stringent 
election law for the Dominion. The 
Opposition during the last session of 
Parliament endeavoured to carry an 
election law similar to that now m 
force in Ontario, but the Govern 
ment absolutely refused to support 
it, and having a subservient majority 
at their back, they succeeded in 
keeping it off the statute book. No 
valid objections cotrid be urged by 
them why such a salutary and bene­
ficial law should not be passed. Not 
fin argument was advanced in favour 
of the present clumsy election law. 
The Government simply said that it 
had been in operation before, and 
that they were determined it should 
remain in operation during another 
•lection. Only one change of any 
note was made ‘ in limiting the polling 
to one day’, and after giving it a fair 
trial, it is agreed on all hands that it 
is a great improvement on the old 
system. But while ibis reform was 
good enough in its way, more serious 
defects in the law were left untouch­
ed, and the evils resulting thèrefrom 
—the corruption and bribery and 
other lesser evils attending many of 
the elections lately held—were prac­
tised with impunity, with scarcely 
even an effort to conceal them.

We are satisfied that m no previous 
election ever held in Canada was 
there so much money spent as dur- 
ing theone which lately occurred. 
While the contest was going on, we 
read daily of immense sums having 
been spent by Ministerial supporters 
in the direct or indirect purchase of 
votes. All sorts of tricks and dodges 
were resorted to in order to gain the 
good will and aid of voters. Often 
carriages, cabs and carts were hired 
at fabulous prices. Pigs and poultry 
were in unheard of demand, and 
were almost worth their weight in 
gold—at any rate in silver. But in 
too many esses even this round­
about way of doing things was not 
resorted to. Some candidates,
bolder than others, or their
still bolder and less scrupulous 
agents, ottered and paid the bribe 
direct, and in too many cases, we 
fear, it was accepted without a blush 
or twinge of conscience by tùe venal 
voter. And not only this, but we 
have heard that some more daring 
spirits—in defiance of all law human 
or divine—were not satisfied with 
corrupting and bribing the individual 
but actually went into the business 
wholesale, and, as was proved at the 
Centre Toronto election, bought 

voters up in platoons at so much a 
t head !

Now, such practices are truly dc 
plorable and utterly degrading to our 
humanity. They go far to reduce 
our political contests—which in them 
selves should occupy a high and pure 
position—to the lowest mercenary 
level of a bargain and sale. They 
strip the dearest birthright which 
every citizen possesses of its highly 
important and responsible character, 
and reduce it to the level of mer­
chandize for which the highest price 
should be obtained. They make po­
litics a fraud, the franchise a farce, 
and the independence of the voter a 
lie. How then are they to be stop­
ped ? Only by the enactment of a 
stringent election law, which in its 
provisions will, by the imposition of 
the heaviest penalties and fines, 
force the candidate and his agents to 
conduct his canvass and manage his 
election in an honest and honourable 
manner. After the experiences 
which members on both sides of the 
House have had, we feel that they 
will see the necessity for a change in 
the electoral law for their own sakes 
even if they do not take higher 
ground. .Should the present practi­
ces be allowed to continue at elec 
tions, it will ere long become a ques­
tion, simply as to who has the longest 
purse, and is most willing to spend 
his money in securing his election. 
But an election law such as we have 
in Ontario will put an end to all 
Auch disreputable work, and we 
■shall then have the free, un­
bought, and unbiased opinion of the 
electors oh'the views and on the 
measures which are put up for their 
approval or otherwise. We do not 
mean at present to touch on the bal­
lot as a powerful means of correcting 
such abuses referred to. We are 
heartily4in favor of that reform, and 
we have not the slightest doubt the 
advisability of|adopting that mode of 
electing members ^Parliament will 
he the subject of earnest and in**; - 
ésting discussion when the House 
meets. .But whether that question 
comes up for discussion or not, we 
have no hesitation in saying that the 
first duty of the Opposition will be to 
endeavor to secure for the Dominion 
a better election law, which will set 
up an effective barrier against bribery 
and corruption, which will compel 
candidates to depend on their per­
sonal and political influence, on their 
ability and political character, and 
not on the length of their purse, 
which would enforce purity of elec­
tion and deprive venal electors from 
selling their vote for a consideration.

The St. Thomas Murder.
FURTHER PARTICULARS.

St. Thomas, Sept. 16.
Old Dr. Neinham, previous to his bru­

tal murder by Fitzsimmons and Lepsey, 
was walking in front of the verandah of 
Mr. James Mitchell’s boarding-house, 
where he usually stopped. He was just 
returning from a professional tour among 
some of his tribe, and, after spending a 
few hours in town, went to MitcheiVs 
about nine o’clock. James Mitchell no­
ticed him walking backward and forward 
under the verandah of the house, and 
shortly afterwards saw Fitzsimmons and 
Lepsey trying to get into Luxton’s hotel 
on the opposite side of the street. Goth 
appeared to be drunk, and on being re­
fused admittance, they started across to 
the Indian, and roughly ordered him 
away. He left, but had only gone a few 
feet when they called on him to come 
back. This he refused to do, and started 
to run. One of the ruffians then picked 
up a bag containing a new axe, which a 
neighbour had left there a short time 
before, and both started in pursuit'. The 
old doctor was overtaken within three 
rods of the house, and felled to the ground 
with a blow of the axe. He was then 
kicked and pomaded in a frightful man­
ner, and before help could come Fitzsim­
mons and Lepsey had fled to their wag­
gons and driven off. Dr. Yanbushirk 
was then sent for, and dressed the wounds, 
but the injuries were so severe that the 
old doctor could not recover.

Constables were scouring the neighbor­
hood all yesterday and last night, but the 
murderers have so far evaded capture. It 
is reported that they slept last night at 
the house of a farmer, within a few miles 
of Wallacetown, and it is supposed they 
are making westward. A coroner’s in­
quest was begun this afternoon, and, after 
the evidence of several witnesses had 
been taken, was postponed till 7 o’clock 
this evening. Dr. Neinham was 70 years 
of age, and wa: a man of large and power­
ful frame ; thirty-three years ago, when 
be came to Canada from New York, he 
stood 6 feet -1 inches, and weighed 330 
pounds.

WHEREAS it la necessary to provide 
for the erection of a Registry Office for 
the Morih Riding of the County of Wel­
lington, which Riding has been eet apart 
for Registration purposes, and it is also 
necessary to provide for the repair and 
improvement of the County Registry 
Office in the Town of Guelph.

And whereas for these purposes the 
sum of five thousand dollars is required.

And whereas a copy of this by-law 
hath been duly published according to 
law, Therefore the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington, in pursuance of 
the powers in It in that behalf vested, 
and by the Council thereof enacts as fol­
lows : That the Warden of the said 
County for the time being, be, and he 
hereby authorised, empowered, and r 
quired for the purposesaforeeaid, to issue 
In due form of law the sum of twenty 
thousand dollars in debentures of the 
said Corporation cl the taid County in 
sous ol not less than one hundred dol­
lars esch, payable in twelve years at far­
thest from the day on which this by-law 
is appointed to take effect, at the office 
of the Treasurer of the said County, and 
that every tuch debenture shall bear in­
terest at the rate of six percent.per 
annum from the date of its issue, payable 
half yearly at the said office, and shall be 
signed by the Warden, and countersign­
ed by the Treasurer for the time being 
of the said County, and shall have at­
tached thereto coupons for the payment 
of said interest, which debentures thle 
Warden Is hereby authorized to negoti­
ate and dispose of.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, for the 
purpose ol forming a sinking fund for 
.the payment of tmd debentures and in­
terest, an equal special rate of one-fourth 
of a mill in the dollar in addition to all 
other rates be raised, levied, and collect­
ed In etch year upon all rateable proper 
ty in the said county during the contin­
uance of the said debentures.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, the pro­
ceeds of the said debentures shall be ap­
plied and apportioned to the several pur­
poses hereinbefore mentioned, and in the 
amounts and proportion aforesaid, the 
grants of the said local municipalities to 
be paid to the Treasurers thereof respec­
tively, to be applied by them strictly to 
the purposes aforesaid, and an account of 
such application to be returned by each 
Sseye to the Council of the said County, 
at the ttekt Dedefhber Session of this 
Council.

No person lending money upon or pur­
chasing said Debentures shall be bound 
to see to the application of the proceeds 
thereof.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, this By 
law shall take effect upon, fr>m and af­
ter the first day of October, in the year 
of our Lord one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-two.
