The Berlin Buiton Factory.

A writer in the New Dominion Monthly
for September has the following in refer-
ence to the manufacture of buttons it the
factory in Berlin, Ontario :—

Arriving at the door we are met by
the' obliging overseer, Mr. Voglesang,
who is' also one of the firm, and who,
after eyeing us very closely and suspici-
ously; lest we prove ‘‘ business spies ”
in disguise, finally appears at ease, and
conducts us first of all to the storehouse,
where is kept the raw material out of
which buttons are manufactured.. This
consists of heaps upon heaps of little
pellets of things which, at first sight,
might. be mistaken for small potatoes, or
muddy stones; but a uniformity, observ-
able in their shape and size, invites
closer inspection, when they are found
to be ‘‘ivory nuts,” grown on the small
“jvory palms,” of Brazil and other
districts of South America. These nuts
receive their name from the close resem-
blance which they bear internally to
ivorv. Another singular property they
possess is that of hardening on exposure
to the air, that is, after the shell has
been broken. Fhey are bought by weight,
arrive by the car-load, and we are told
that from fifty to eighty per cent. of
them turns out to be rubbish in the manu-
factiire.

Passing along to the next department,
we find a number of boys and girls tak-
ing up the nuts, one at a time, striking
them sharply with a little iron or wooden

and divesting them of their coats.
They are next taken to the sawyers,
who, arranged along lengthy benches,
each workman confronted by a small
circular, saw them into slices of the pro-
per thickness, and pass them over to the
turners, + By these latter they are
ranged in tiny lathes and turned beauti-
fully on both sides and round the edge,
almost in the twinkling of an eye. - From
the turners they are taken to the borers,
who, also by means of little lathes, bore
the holes through them, two or four in
each, as may be required. This, also, is
the work of an instant, when they are
passed on to the polishers, who, fastening
them again singly in their lathes, smooth
them to a perfect gloss by means of rough
and smooth cloths, which they keep
pressed against them, and then they are
carried away down stairs in baskets to
the dyer. This latter functionary, we
may say, appears to be the genius of the
establishment. He is old before his
time throngh cunning. 'He looks cun- |
ning, and looks at you cunningly. Ask
of him any question pertaining to his
art, and, ]if(e the alchemists of old, he
smply inhales more air, and stares at
you with utter bewilderment. Uncom-
nunicative, stealthy, soft and cat-like
in his movements, and silentas the tomb,
he plods away. This much we did learn,
however, by observation : That Buttons,
of other colors than white, usually re-
ceive from three to four different immer-
sions in the dye-vat before they are pro-
nouvesd periect,  From the dyers, at
each successive dip, they are again re-
turned to the polishers; who keep con-
tinually plying their cloths and keeping
thent smooth and glossy  Then the as-
sorters take them in charge, and distri-
bute them to a number of different girls
who sew them in dozens on cards, and
box them,—a gross in each box—always
gewing a sample button on one of the
outside ends, when the buttons are ready
for the market.

My, Voglesang informs us that last
year (1873), he had wmanufactured and
sold over fifty thousand gross of difterent
kinds of ivory buttons alone, not to speak

The Contested Election Cases.

For a week past the Tory papers
have been very jubilant over the un-
seating of several members, some of
whom are Reforméers, and some who,
while not very pronounced in their
opinions, sustained the Government
during the late session. Every one
in favor of purity at electiohs must
condemn such corrupt practices as
have been proved,in the difterent
cases. Bribery is wrong on any side.
It is demoralizing in the highest de.
gree, and it not only lowers the cause
but. the men who are engaged in it.

But under whose regime . was this
system of bribery and corruption
commenced? Was it not the party
ot which Sir John, A: Macdonald was
so long—and is now—the leader ; and
was not his Administration guilty of
the most wholesale system of bribery
during the elections in 1872 when
they lavishly spent the money hand-
ed over to them by Sir Hugh Allan,
as the price of the Pacific Rallway con.
tract? We don’t say that the
Reformers were justified in following
such a vile example set them by
their opponents. But human nature
is weak,and when men in the heat
of an election contest find that those
opposed to them are busy with cheir
money and other corrupt influences,
the temptation is sometimes too
strong for them to use the same
means. The most flagrant case in
the whole list 13 that of London, a
constituency which, under Mr. Car-
Ting's manipulation, had been cor-
rupted years ago; and Major Walker's
friends—many of them Conservatives
~—seem to have learned their lesson
well from their old teacher, “Honest
John.”  We feel satistied that vere
there as many cases tried against
Conservative members, the record
of bribery and corruption would be
as strong as against those members
who have been unseated.

We trust that these exposures will
put an end to this demoralizing and
dishonourable business of bribing.
The néw election law will greatly tend
towards such a desirable consumma.
tion, and happy will it be for Canada
when the old and corrupt system so
jong employed at elections will be
done away with for ever.

A Lame Defence.

The Tre:ty wiith the Indians,
The Montreal Gazette gives the follow-
ing partioulars respecting the expedition
for the purpose of effecting a treaty with
the Indians living west of Manitoba : —
“ An stiempt is about to be made to
put our relations with the more distant
tribes on the best possible footing by =
treaty which is to be negotiated at Lac
Qu'Appeile, and that for this purpese
Lt.-Governor Morrs, of Manitoba, and
the Hon, Mr. Laird are to act as the
Qanadidn Commissioners. These gentle-
men are to be accompanied vy a'guard
.and escort under the command of Lt,-
Col. Osborne Smith, whose activity, en.
durance, vigilance and experience, both
in the army and in this country, render
him a fit leader. The journey to be ac-
liched by the C issioners and
their little expeditionary force, is one of
seven hundred miles, including the march
there and back, and the acheivement will
,be rendered more difficult from the great
distances which will eeparato them from
any basis of supplies—none being found
after leaving their starting place—and
from the rapid close of the fine season.
‘The troops will penetrate the interior of
the continent, much further than any
British soldiers have yet reached. The
party will number in all one hundred
men, infantry and artillery, with one
mountain howitzer., There will be seven
officers, and & party of native scouts on
horseback, together with a train of
thirty-eight horses and carts. These
will take the supplies, which must b
transported with the cxpedition both on
the road to QuAppelle, and orf the re.
