WANTS a HOME.
Theffiottsiana Lottery Trying to Get a Charter 

in the Hawaiian Kingdom.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 25.—A recent 
arrival from Hawaii states that the Lonaiana 
Lottery Company, through confidential 
agents in Honolulu, is endeavoring to ob­
tain a charter. The company, taking ad­
vantage of the well known scarcity of 
money, offers $1,000.000 towards the ocean 
cable, as well as $100,000 per annum to fur­
ther locate the enterprise, and an additional 
sum to meet half the running expenses of 
the Government. > It promises also to put 
on a weekly line of steamers to San Fran­
cisco. Owing to the strong religious senti­
ment of the people it is doubtful if the pro­
position will be accepted. Negotiations are 
being carried on with secrecy, but as soon 
as it shows itself fn the legislature the mis­
sionary element wijl make a fierce onslaught 
on it. Even if the bill passes, the United 
States will refuse to permit the lottery com­
pany to use the mails for the purposes of its 
business.

London, Ang. 25.—The health commit­
tee of the municipality held » meeting to 
consider precautions against the cholera. It 
waa announced that all the steamship lines 
proposed to suspend their emigration traffic 
until the danger from oholera should be 
over. It wag resolved to keep a vigilant 
watch for symptoms of the disease in the 
boarding houses occupied by emigrants.

Hamburg, Aug. 25.—The attempt of the 
authorities to hold back the facts as regards 
the spreading of cholera haa excited so 
much indignation, that it has been prac­
tically abandoned. To-day, 172 new 
and 69 deaths have been reported.

He says to-day that, conaideriog the deadly 
of the population and the weather, the mor­
tality may be regarded as the minimum 
If the disease cannot be localized quickly 
the number of victim», he fears, will greatly 
increase.

Paris, Ang. 25.—The official report states 
that since July 30 there have been 366 cases 
of cholera in Hamburg.

ASIATIC CHOLERA ALARMS.

The fact that Asiatic cholera is at our 
doors has raised the question whether Lon- 
don has sufficient hospital accommodation. 
Careful inquiry on toe subject shows that 
the accommodation has been, and is totally 
inadeqpate, even for toe epidemics of scar­
let fever which have visited London in the 
recent past, and that which is prevalent 
now. Medical men who have been inter­
viewed declare that if toe cholera should be 
added to the existing pressure on aooount of 
scarlet fever, they would not know how to 
cope with it, so far as hospital room ia con­
cerned—and they expect that the soarlet 
fever will spread, instead of diminishing in 
September. Considerable alarm prevails 
among toe public, owing to toe cholera 
eases at Gravesend, and toe newpapers yet 
express indignation on account of too 
official reticence on the subject.

The flour would ordin­
arily have served five men for two days 
It and what a few cartridges might pro­
vide must be made to last them four 
days. With good fortune they might 
reach the trader’s cabin in three or four 
days. But they were really too weak to 
succeed in such a feat. The snow proved 
deep. On the third day a blizzard made 
travel impossible. The daily rations were 
reduced to two cupfuls of flour between 
the five men. On December 24 another 
blizzard stopped them, and the meals 
consisted of a spoonful of flour each in 
the morning, and a strip of moose skin at 
night. It was not till the 27 th that, very 
near the point of death, they reached 
Tom Barrow’s cabin.

This terrible journey, as simply told in 
detail by Mr. Hike, is amongst the meet 
thrilling episodes of modern adventure. 
His book must be read in order to realise 
what an English gentleman can go 
through and yet survive to write hie 
story.

George W. Coffin, of the Orange Athletic 
club, is one of the best known bicyclists in 
in New Jersey. His first appearance in 
competition was 
in 1800, when he 
won the five mile 
road race of the 
Atlanta
men, beating the 
scratch man by 
six minutes.

In- 1891 Coffin 
still further prov­
ed that he pos­
sessed more than si 
ordinary grit and "j, 
endurance when 1 
he was fourth to .$ 
finish in the fa- "'j 
mou» Irvington- 
Milburn road race.
The distance was GEOBGE W. COFFIN, 
twenty-five miles, and as the race is one of 
the greatest annual wheeling events in the 
east, and is always participated in by an 
army of well known bicyclists, Coffin’s 
showing in such fast company was very 
creditable. He finished the year- by win­
ning numerous local races at one, two, 
three and five miles.

At his first appearance in 1892 Coffin 
created quite a sensation by winning the 
100 mile Philadelphia-Newark road race 
against a field of fifty starters. The second 
man to finish was seven minutes behind 
Coffin. In the Irvington-Milbum twenty- 
five mile race Coffin was seventh man, and 
his time—1 h. 18m. 6a.—was only 55 seconds 
below the great record time of Hoyland 
Smith. At the New Jersey Athletic club’s 
games recently Coffin captured the one and 
twro mile handicap races, and won four gold 
watches and a medal in three days’ riding.

NS The following reference to Mr. War- 
burton Pike’s book, “The Barren Ground 
of Northern Canada,” will be read with 
interest by the many friends of that fa­
mous
It is a record of Mis experiences and ob­
servations during his two years hunting 
tour on the arctic slope. He is now ol 
another visit into the wilderness of the 
Gulson :—

Mr. Warburton Pike is a mighty hunt­
er, and his book, “The Barren Ground of 
Northern Çanada,” professedly addressed 
to sportsmen who hanker after big ghme, 
is at once so fresh and so pleasantly writ­
ten, that it is certain to entertain them ; 
and, indeed, it will be found delightful 
reading by any who have a taste for ad­
venture in wild lands.

The ‘ Barren Ground,’ whither Mr. 
Pike went in pursuit of the musk-ox, will 
be sufficiently indicated by saying that it 
lies about the source of/ the Coppermine 
River as shown ou ordinary maps of 
North America. About the middle of 
1889 he left Calgary, on the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, and travelled by Elmon- 
ton, the Athabasca River, and the Slave 
River to Fort Résolu ion on Great Slave 
Lake. This outpost of the Hudson Bay 
Company was reached by the third week 
in August, and for a year was Mr. Pike’s 
headquarters, but only in the sense that 
from it his expeditions started northward. 
A fort even in the wild North-west means 
comparative comfort, varied by interludes 

-- of short commons at times. Mr. Pike’s 
life in these parts was a very different 
thing from that of well-equipped, excur­
sionists who hafe a care to keep in con­
stant touch grith a base of supplies, in­
deed, the most startling feature in his 
travels is his utter disregard of personal 
comfort. A half-breed or two and such 
‘Indians’ as Me could induce to share his 
fortunes, constituted his sole companions 
in his principal musk-ox hunts. His gun 
and fishing-net and a couple of blankets 
were almost his only outfit, if we except 
a small supply of provisions and tobacco, 
all which his companions took care should 
not last long. Sometimes a day passed 
with m pretence of food, and when the 
gun or net at last brought meat there 
was nothing to eat with it.

On August 19 Mr. Pike made his first 
start—a preliminary expedition—and it' 
was the 6th of September before the 
canoe voyage across Great Slave Lake was 
accomplished. Provisions were exbauat- 

"ed,and on the 7th he and nine others start­
ed from Fond du Lac with only a dozen 
small fish to stave off hunger «luring a 
paddle cf thirt 
lake for the 
ducks, had to suffice for the two. days’ 
voyage. The route taken was along a 
chain of lakes divided by short portages. 
It is needless to detail the scanty supplies 
which the gun brought. On the 13th of 
September they reached Lac da Rocher, 
where the half-breeds had felt sure of 
finding caribou, an American species of 
reindeer, hut did not. 4 We had now 
been in a half-starving condition for sev­
eral days . . . and since leaving
Fond da Lac had subsisted almost entire­
ly on tea and tobacco.’ Fortunately, a 
caribou was secured next day, and food 
troubles were fairly over.

On 
May 7, 1890, he again struck out for the 
North, but this time took a more wester­
ly course, and front Like Aylmer crossed 
the portage to the Great Fish River, 
which he managed to descend as far as 
Lake Beechey (lat. 65£5 N.) This was 
reached by the end of July, but as bis 
men-rYellow Knives—were in mortal 
dread of the Esquimaux, and would not 
go further with him into their territory, 
he could not push on to the Arctic Ocean 
and visit the scene of the Franklin disas­
ter. By August 24 he was back at head­
quarters.

We have yet to sketch the most peril­
ous of Mr. Pike’s journeys. He deter­
mined to return to civilisation by ascend­
ing the Peace River to the Rooky Moun­
tains, and, having got through the gap in 
them, to still ascend the river southward, 
until, in the neighborhood of Macleod’s 
Lake, he could cross the divide to the 
Fraser River, and descend that tb Ques- 
nelle, on the edge of the Cariboo Gold 
Fields of British Columbia.

On this occas­
ion, the tradesman to whom the plaintiff is 
alleged to be indebted—an indebtedness 
which the plaintiff on affidavit stated that 
he does not admit—has now made affidavit 
that hie demand is just. And Mr. Belyea 
again produced the authorities before relied 
on, and added others in support of his pro­
positions, that the court will not restrain 
an alleged libel/until its libellons nature has 
been affirmed by a 'jury, nor at all, if the 
alleged libel be true.

Aké to the first point, it is quite settled by 
the more recent cases, which are numerous, 
but seem to have escaped Mr. Belyea’e at­
tention, in which the jurisdiction to inter­
pose by interlocuto-y injunction is quite 
clearly maintained and exercised.

mits and discharges the whole demand 
without examination or discussion or the in­
tervention of a court of law. Still leas has 
a tradesman any right to hire a bravo or a 
stranger to make this threat or this assault. 
Such a course everybody, I should hope, 
would see to be utterly inadmissible. But 
this is just parallel to what is done, or 
threatened to be done, here ; and this is all 
that is forbidden by the order which I am 
now asked to dissolve. The only difference 
is that the defendant does not threaten a 
physical assault upon the alleged debtor’s 
person, which would probably be despised ; 
but for a money consideration, or commis­
sion, he threatens a more insidious assault 
upon the alleged debtor’s reputation, which 
very few men can afford to despise, and 
which, therefore, it ie hoped will be more 
effectual than the threat of a bludgeon or a 
knife. It is in vain for the defendant to 
parade the innocence of his statements and 
his firm belief in the justice 
Among ithe ingredients which are *of 
the essence of the character and 
mischief of libels, are the dispar­
agement of character, the pain 
inflicted on the individual libelled, the 

provoke a breach of the peace. 
When all these are combined, with the 
view of terrorizing an alleged debtor into a 
waiver of the protection of a court of small 
debts, and to enable an alleged creditor to 
eyade the necessity of proving his claim in 
the method appointed by the legislature, it 
becomes difficult to characterize the pro­
ceeding calmly. And it is equally childish 
for the defendant to allege that he intends 
no disparagement, no unlawful pain 
to the present plaintiff. The mere 
factJhat he oses the proposed publication aa 
a threat to induce the plaintiff to submit to 
his demands without further proof or inves­
tigation belies all such pretences. The de­
fendant must not only know, he most hope 
and believe, that the pnblio&tion ie a very 
aérions imputation, very derogatory to the 
plaintiff’s character, to such a degree as will 
terrorize the plaintiff into snbmiation. It ie 
absurd to suppose anybody attempting to 
extort money from a man by threatening to 
publish a statement which is either eulogis­
tic or colorless.

The defendant threatens this, because it ia 
libellons, and, aa he hopes, will be feared by 
the plaintiff as so deeply libellons, as to oust 
the jurisdiction of the ordinary courts, to 
itself a matter of grave importance, and only 
permitted in case of coneéht, as where a re­
ference to arbitration hae been agreed upon.

The bulk 
heads were plugged up, and holes bored 
through the iron oaeing leading into the 
hold, into one loi which a nozzle was in­
serted and a constant stream of water kept 
playing, while from another a jet of steam 
was kept going. The electric plant, one of 
the wires of which occasioned all the trouble, 
was removed and everything that could 
possibly be done was done during 
those two days of danger, to avert 
what appeared to be the destruction 
of the ship by. fire. The discipline, 
however, was so perfect that there was riot 
the slightest semblance of panic on board, 
despite the fact that the steerage was well 
packed with Chinamen 
tares in the face of danger. Sc well and so 
systematically were all orders carried out 
that very many on board did not know of 
the existence of fire until Hakodate was 
reached. The danger was then fully real­

The close of the war left the southwest 

in the hands of a desperate lot of men.
The regular soldiers as they returned to 
their homes accepted the situation, but 
the partisan rangers and guerrilla bands 
were loath to disperse. In hundreds of 
cases they defied the Federal troops which 
took possession of the country, and in, 
scores of instances they were hunted 
doyn and killed. Amongst the worst i f 
the lot along the Red river were a dozen 
meirWhi. had served under the notorious 
Qu&ntrell, but none of them was the peer 
of a young woman named" Fanny Davis.
That, I believe, was her real name. She 
was the daughter of a Missouri farmer, 
and left home in 1863 to join Qnautrell.
She was then twenty yean, of age, stout 
and robust, but had a face which q^en 
her parents called ugly. Three different 
members of Qu.ntreU’s band have told 

the story of her introduction. The 
guerrillas were encamped on the Neosho 
river, near the boundary line between 
Kansas aud the Indian Territory. They 
had nineteen prisoners, twelve of whom 
were federal soldiers and the remainder 
citizens who had been arrested as Union­
ists. The young woman entered camp on 
her oVn horse armed with a shotgun and 
a revolver. She told Qnautrell she had 

to join, but he replied that suph 
work as bis needed stouter hearts than 
women could boast of.

(Special to the CbLONiar.) By the Canadian Pacific steamship, 
Empress of Japan, which arrived yester­
day morning, late advices from China and 
Japan were received. Following is a 
biief summary of important news of the 
Orient : g

The community of Tientsin has been 
plunged ihtd sorrow over the death of 
the wife of Viceroy Li Hung-Chang, a 
woman who is known the length and 
breadth of the Empire as Lady Li, and 
who was one of the two moat remarkable 
women of the East, tjae other one being 
no less a personage than the Empress 
herself. Between Lady Li and the 
Empress, it is said, all the legislation 
which has within the past few years im­
proved the condition of Chinese women, 
has been secured. The flags at the 
various consulates in Tientsin and on the 
steamers in the river were put at half- 
mast, aa a mark of respect to., the 
deceased, and the Consular body have 
addressed a letter of condolence to Hie 
Excel'ency in his bereavement.

Information has been received that the 
Yellow River has again overflowed its 
banks but the full extent.of the loss 
tained has not been as yet ascertained. 
A number of villages have been carried 
away and a great many lives lost.

It is stated, says the Hyogo News, 
that the Japanese government have de­
cided to put Portuguese subjects in that 
country under Japanese laws, before 
long, owing to the withdrawal of the 
Consul-General pnd Charge d’Afiairs, and 
the rejection of the request of the Jap­
anese government for the appointment of 
a proper consul instead of an honorary 
one.

She was last recommis­
sioned in Hongkong, and the date of the 
appointments of the captain and officers 
is the 1st February, 1889, so that she 
should have been relieved in February of 
this year. Instead of this she has been 
kept out six months longer, and now, in­
stead of being ordered to Esquimalt, and 
receiving her new crew at that port via 
the C.P.R, she is now, after going 
through the manceuvers up north, to 
return again to Hongkong, to which port 
the relief orew.is to be sent out in a 
trooper, so that it will probably be Feb­
ruary, 1893, before her hands get home.

Mr. D. Griffiths, of Wild Horae Creek, 
East Kootenay, ie just down from the north 
country. To a Colonist reporter he, last 
evening, opened up a budget of news re 
garding that section.

“I have been,” raid he, “spending the 
entire summer on Wild Horse creek, where 
I have been running my claim, the Grif­
fiths. Things on the creek are looking very 
favorable. Atwood and Hammond are 
sinking a shaft on the creek some three 
miles shove my claim. Thty are down 
about 25 feet in good ground, and were 
working about eleven men when I left.

“A Chinese company has three claims 
ilongside of my property, which are 
doing very welL They will average 
about *1,000 per man for the season. 
In all, there have been 125 men at work on 
the creek this summer. A number of new 
prospectors have oome in, and the result is 
that the country has been more thoroughly 
prospected this season than for a great 
many years.

“The country runs to placer, though some 
very good quarts has been found. In July 
a claim was located on Woolf Creek which 
assayed *100 silver, *12 in gold and 25 per 
cent copper. This was bonded for *20,000 
at once to Atwood A Hammond, and there 
are some 11 men now working on the claim.

“At Perry Creek some Chinamen are 
working the diggings and making a good 
thing of it.

“ There is a remor carrent to the effect 
that the Monta Cento tunnel will be started 
again this fall bnt I could not learn the 
truth of the report :

“ On the Maja river et what ie known as 
Palmer’s Bar. some 22 miles from Wild 
Horse, Capt. Tatlow of Vancouver, ie doing 
some work. There they have the old chan­
nel of the Maja river, which was deflected 
from it’s source. The bed of the river is 
liable to be very rich,

“ At the falls there are three men driv­
ing a tunnel in what looks like good ground.

“ At Weaver Creek, some 14 mites from 
the Maja, seven men are sinking a shaft for 
a Seattle company. From all accounts they 
will open np a fine property.

The general outlook has never been bet, 
ter, and all who have property inti) 
tion are feeling encouraged. We 
heard of the new cyanide of potassium pro­
cess, and are waiting to see how it will 
work on some of our refractory ores. If it 
is a success it will be a good thing for the 
country. The reporte from the other sec­
tions are all that could be naked, and min­
ing men, aa a class, are feeling very well 
satisfied. I came down m connection with 
the sale of my claim to Griffiths, and will 
remain here until that matter is concluded 
in some way.

dena Harper’s life.

On the 1st of July, 1884, while visiting on 
horseback one of his camps on the Chilcofcin 
Hills, on the west bank of the Fraser, he re­
ceived a kick from his horse, whioh shat­
tered his teeth and part of his jaw, 
struck on the left side of his head, 
and knocked him senseless to the ground, 
bleeding profusely, losing, one witness says, 
two gallons of blood.

Twenty hours afterwards, when first seen 
by McEwen, (I give it as nearly as possible 
in the language of his sworn evidence) he 
was in a cabin near the spot where the acci­
dent occurred.

He was unconscious; did not know any­
thing then, with a wound in his face, bis 
cheek cut through, and his teeth fractured, 
the jaw also was . fractured. There was a 
slight mark on his temple of a reddish 
braise. There was quite a cut here (indi­
cating a part of his head above the brain). 
He did not then seem in pain, but he had 
bled profusely.

McEwen packed him on a stretcher to 
Yale, and by steamer to Victoria, where he 
placed him in St. Joseph’s Hospital.

There Dr. Davie anti Dr. Helmcken at­
tended him, all the time be was in JhospitaL

McEwen remained in charge of him some 
six weeks, night and day in th 
with him, at the hospital.

Harper did not recognize the people who 
called on him; not even Mr. Rithet, who 
visited him frequently and was intimately 
acquainted with'him, and he managed then 
all his financial affairs, but calltkl him Abe 
Van Volkenberg—and so he did with others.

Washington, Aug. 31. — The actual 
arrival of Asiatic cholera at the port of 
New York . has brought to the front the 
question of suspending immigration to this 
country altogether during the prevalence of 
choiera in the Eastern hemisphere. Gof- 
eroment officers are ransacking the records 
and reading up former tconrg» s. Secretary 
Spaulding thinks that foreign immigration 
con'd be suspended, but he cannot say that 
such action was immediately contemplated.

Surgeon general Wyman, of. the U. S. 
marine hospital service has requested the 
health officers at Montreal, Quebec, and 
Grosse Island to notify him of any suspected 
emigrants coming from infected districts 
to this country.

London, Aug. 31.—The Qodenstown 
agents of the transatlantic steamship com­
panies have erected disinfecting chambers 
at the docks, and are busy to-night fumigat­
ing beggaee of passengers for the steamships 
City of New Ymk, Brittanio and Ohio 
Even the smallest satchel is fumigated for 
six hours. The materials used in the pro­
cess ar« a sulphur acid gas and a solution 
of carbolic aoid. Gen. John G. Piattue, 
U. S. Consul at Cork, assisted by a 
corps of physicians, is superintending the 
fumigation. The announcement has been 
made that all passengers who don’t at live 
in time for the full process of disinfection 
will not be allowed to soil. The Liver­
pool steamship companies have refused to 
take as passsngers any foreigners ifho come 
from cholera, infected places. The diaen- 
feoting process will be under inspection of 
the American offijials.

The steamship Clement, which 
tween Liverpool and Hamburg, has landed 
at Falmouth '; four seamen ill of ch .lent. 
She has been quarantined.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 31.—The official 
statement of deaths from cholera in Rii»sia 
gives the total to August 22nd as 107,640. 
These figures are undoubtedly too conserv­
ative, and complete returns wonld have 
shown i he tosal number of 
been 126,000, or perhaps more.

Brussels, Aug. 31.—While the conditions 
as to cholera aie said to be improving in 
Antwerp, the diseaae is evidently extending 
in Brussels. There have been two fatal 

in the suburbs of ihe city.
Rouen, Ang. 31.—Three cholera patients 

have been admitted to the city hospital 
since five o’clock, yesterday atternoon. One 
of them died. „ , i.

Hamburg, Ang. 31. —The air is cooler, 
and the city has been overcast since nine 
o’clock this morning. Reports to the Board 
of Health show the development of 713 fresh 
cases and 276 deaths. This is a deui ease 
since yesterday of 97 in the number of 
cases developed and 43 in the num­
ber of deaths. The people of the 
city feel no encouragement; however, 
in expecting that the in-mediate abatement 
of the disease is at band. So many hopes 
have been raised by official announcements 
in the last week, only to be shattered with­
in the next 24 hours, that public confidence 
is entirely gone. The panic seems to have 
taken complete possession of the city. 
Everybody who can is leaving or preparing 
to leave.

The shops are closing by the score, either 
because cholera has appeared among the 
employes or because the proprietors bare 
feared to remain in town. Railways tun­
ning to Lutbeck, Rostock, and other sea­
side towns, are crowded at all hours, al­
though extra cars have been attached to all 
of them. In most of the leas fn quented 
streets a person may walk half a mite with­
out meeting half a di z n persons. The 
silence is almost unbroken, save by physi­
cians and health officers. At almost every 
tain hearses and dead wagons are met, yet. 
the burials do not keep pace with the 
deaths. It is said that io the whole city at 
Forest, 350 bodies which should have been 
interred last night, still await burial. An 
extraordinary effort was made to-day to as­
certain the perilous condition of affairs; and 
395 burials have been ascertained against 
390 on yesterday’s rate.

The physicians are terribly overworked, 
and many have been obliged to give up 
their duties temporarily in order to rest.

London, Aug. 30.—Curiosity mingled

Lord Salisbury is spending a 
holiday in Francs, but ha had ordered 
his mansion and grounds thrown open to the 
visitors, for which courtesy a vote of thanks 
was passed by the workmen, at the meeting 
which was held on the gronnda In his ad­
dress Mr. Vincent declared his belief that 
the Gladetonian Government would oollapra 
within a few hours after the opening of Par­
liament. At this wild prediction the listen­
ers grew enthusiastic and cheered for several 
minutes. This fact will serve as a gauge of 
tbe intellectual capacity of Mr. Vincent’» 
audience.

Proceeding, the orator said that the 
enemies of England were preparing to at­
tack her in various quarters, Russia was 
advancing upon India, and France had suc­
ceeded in depriving British trade of an im­
portant market, which Lord Salisbury, ( 
during his last week of power, had en­
deavored to secure.

A MODERN TYRANT.

The Emperor of Morocco is not very 
favorably known to the people of the West. 
He is looked upon as a semi-barbarian who 
is not very hospitable to Christian strangers 
and who rules his people in a despotic and 
not very merciful way. This from what 
is said of him by Mr. Charles E. Goes 
in the August number of the Nineteenth 
Century, is an estimate of his character, 
which leans pretty far in the direction of 
mildpeas.

Muley Hassan is apparently a good deal 
more than half a barbarian, and those who 
are so unfortunate at to be his subjects have 
to bear tyranny and oppression which 
would be altogether intolerable to any man, 
white or black, who had ever had a taste of 
true freedom.

ïïo man in Morocco dare show by any 
sign that he is well off. If the Emperor has 
even a suspicion that a subject of bis pos­
sesses wealth he will soon fiod means to 
rob and perhaps to beggar him. One of hie 
creatures, the Kaid or a Baeha, pounces 
upon him, and he may consider himself 
fortunate if he gets off with his life. The 
consequence is that everyone in Morocco, if 
he is to be believed, is poor, and the richer 
he is the louder are his professions of pover­
ty. There is no security of property in 
Morocco.

The administration of justice under this 
Muley Hassan is worse than a mockery. 
Unless a man is rich enough to bribe the 
judges he is punished, whether he is inno­
cent or guilty. Mr. Goes says:

“ A Moorish law court is a parody of all 
.that Europeans mean by justice. Extortion 
ia the main object of the judges apd the con­
tempt for suffering is absolute. The rich 
may escape with whole skins, but those 
without * pal moil ’ have scant meecy. For 
instance, the mere accusation of a paltry 
theft, if made from some favored quarter, 
will bring on the accused the ordinary pun­
ishment for such conduct. This consists of 
breaking the ankle bones and pitching the 
sufferer into the nearest lane or ditCb, 
whence his relatives may not remove him. 
As there are no surgeons or medical appli­
ances, the bones canqot be set, and they 
unite so as to leav-the toes turned inward 
directly facing each other. At Tangier I 
have several times seen one of these poor 
creatures—possibly quite innocent of the of­
fence attributed to h:m —hobbling over the 
cobbled alleys, while the passers-by nudged 
each other and muttered ‘Thief.’'’
. It is wonderful that in a country that has 

been in contact with civilisation almost as 
long as civilisation has existed on the 
earth, such abominable cruelty and 
injustice nan v be- practised, 
when the reader comet to know what Muley 
Hassan did to get the throne of Morocco 
and to make himself secure in its possession, 
he will not find it difficult to believe the 
accounts of the atrocities that are daily 
committed in his name and with his sanc­
tion.

The Throne of Morocco must be occu­
pied Ly a man who can trace hit descent 
from the Prophet, and there appears in this 
country no other latfrbf succession. The most 
eligible member of the deceased Emperor’s 
family succeeds, and the most eligible ap­
pears to bs the one who has the fewest 
scruples and who is most successful in get­
ting other members of his family out of the 
way. On the death of Muley Hassan’a fa­
ther, three of hia.ma1e relatives disappeared 
in a most mysterious way. His uncle, Ma­
lay Abbas, was still between him and the 
throne. Muley, having secured the support 
of his father’s ministers, Abbas fled to the 
country. Word was sent to the fugitive 
uncle that he was not wanted in this world 
much longer. Three months was the time 
given him in which to make his exit. Ab­
bas, it appears, was* fatalist *He saw that 
it was dèoreed that his life should be short, 
so the unhappy man drank himself to death 
within the specified time. Another unde 
had designs upon the throne. His attempt 
failed. Muley forgave Him and presented 
him with a beautiful female slave. 
This uno'e, one night soon after 
his marriage with this slave, died 
suddenly. A cousin of the Emperor, 
a gallant soldierly young man, seemed to he 
ip the Emperor’s way. He was given charge 
of a military expedition. When he was 
about to start, the Emperor lent him the 
Imperial tent, which is supported by a 
massive beam. The young man never re­
turned alive. The soldiers brought his 
body back with them, saying that the tent 
beam had fallen upon him accidentally, and 
crushed the life out of him. There is now 
no one left to succeed Muley Hassan except 
his two sons. One of these is too feeble to 
be thought of as a ruler, “while the 
other;” Mr. Goes says, “is too young to be 
reckoned with,” whatever this may mean. 
The reviewer thinks that, from these de­
tails, and some others of a similar nature, it 
is “easy to obtain the measure of Muley 
Haeean’e precise place in the Temple of 
Civilization.”

We should think so. Yet circumstances 
may one day be such that it will rest with 
this bloodthirsty, treacherous brute, whose 
understanding is mean, and whose bigotry is 
unbounded, whether there shall be peaoe or 
war between two great nations.

The state of the health of. the Premier of 
the Dominion makes it probable that he 
must before very long retire from public 
life. A knowledge of this has caused those 
interested in the public affairs of the Do­
minion to ask who is to be his 
Somp Grits who consider that they are 
wonderfully smart, pretend to think that 
the Hon. Mr. Haggart will succeed Sir John 
Abbott. They do not believe a word that 
they say, but they imagine that their silly 
prediction or false report will annoy the lead­
ing men of the Conservative parly, and per­
haps create division among them and among 
the rank and file. But they will find that 
they have concocted their canard for noth­
ing. It will not hurt the Conservatives in 
any way, neither will it help the Liberals, 
who, just now, we are quite free to admit, 
are in a state of political destitution, and 
would gladly welcome a windfall of any 
kind from anywhere.

If, unfortunately, Sir John Abbott will 
be forced to retire, the Conservatives will 
not have the slightest difficulty in finding a 
man admitted by Canadians of all parties 
to be well fitted to fill the position.

It is quite evident that Sir John Thomp­
son will succeed the present Premier if he 
wishes to take the position. No one ques­
tions Sir John Thompson’s intellectual abil­
ity, and it is also known that he possesses 
many of the qualities which a leader of the 
Government of the Dominion should possess.
Ha is energetic and is, at all times, 
master of himself. He is always ready 
to work, and always fit for his work, 
whatever it may be. He is kindly and 
courteous in his intercourse with his fellow- 
members, and he, at the 
known to have a will of his own. As far as 
he is known, he has fewer weaknesses than 
moat men, and more strong points. Hie 
knowledge of publie affairs is extensive, 
and he has had considerable experience in 
the work of administration. It must be 
seen on reflection that there are very few 
meu, indeed, so well fitted by education, by 
disposition, by ability and by experience, to 
be a leader of a Government, as Sir John 
Thompson.

But it is said “ He is a Roman Catholic, 
and Ontario will never allow a Roman'
Catholic to be the Premier of the Dominion."
We do not believe that the people of On­
tario are so stupid and so bigotted ssv to 
object to a man who is, in all other respects, 
well qualified to fill the position, on account 
of hie religion. This seems to us as unreason­
able as if they should object to him on account 
of the color of hie hair or the length of his 
nose. When a man does hie duty conscien­
tiously and well, what difference does it 
make to those who benefit by his services 
what religion he professes ! The day has 
gone by when people generally object to em­
ploy a man whom they know can do good 
work on account of his creed. The day of 
religious tests is past, and why should such 
a teas be virtually retained with respect 
to the Premiership of -, the Dominion !
Roman Catholics do not complain when 
a Protestant «becomes Premier, and 
we do not see why Protestants should 
object 'when a Catholic who is clearly the 
man best fitted to perform its duties, and 
on account of political services best entitled 
to it, is named to fill the position. We are 
quite sure from the way in which 'Sir John 
Thompson has performed hie duties as Min­
ister of Justice, the most suspicious and the 
most exacting bigot in the land could not 
tell what religion he-profeaaes.

It is rumored that Sir John Thompson 
does not want to be Premier—that he w< uld 
much rather occupy a seat on the Bench of 
the Supreme Court. This may 
be true. We believe that if the Minister of 
Justice retired from politics at the present 
crisis, the country and the Conservative
party would suffer a very serious loss. It count,, which treated them as malefactor* 
would net be impossible to gets lawyer If n were not for the kindness of one or two 
who Would make as good a Supreme Court 
Judge as Sir John Thompson, for the 
Dominion bas, happily, many eminent 
lawyers on the Bench and at the Bar, but 
the statesman who would make so good a 
Premier as he, is not in sight, on this side of 
the Atlantic, at any rate. The High Com­
missioner is a statesman of great ability and 
of wide and varied experience, but it is by 
no means sure that Sir Charles Tapper 
would be available if the Premiership were 
vacant.

EASTERN EXAMPLES.

The Empire of the 20th contains a very 
« moderate and judicious article on the school 

question in Manitoba. It advises a policy 
of concili ttion, and shows how New Bruns­
wick, under circumstances strikingly simi­
lar to those which now obtain in Manitoba, 
found a way out of the difficulty with very 
little trouble.

When the Judicial Committee of the 
Privy Council decided that the School Law 
of New Brunswick was constitutional the 
Roman Catholic minority felt exceedingly 
sore, and complained very bitterly. Their 
ease, as they presented It, was certainly a 
bard one. They could not conscientiously 
use the public schools. They were obliged 
ho support schools of their own, and at the 
same time pay their full quota towards the 
support of the schools established under the 
School Act

There was resistance for some time, and 
* few Catholics refused to pay their school 
assessments. The school authorities were 
obliged to sue them, and their goods in some 
instances were seized and sold. Leading 
men in the province saw that this sort 
of thing would never do, and they 
set about finding a modus vivendi 
under which Catholics, where the 
circumstances admitted, could get the 
kind of education they preferred—or 
something as near as possible like it— 
under the existing law. Bishop Sweeny 
and Mr. Boyd, Chairman of the Board of 
Education, and afterwards Senator, made 
an arrangement by whieh the Catholic 
children of the City of St. John could be 
taught by Catholic teachers licensed by the 
Government precisely as other teachers 

The compromise worked well 
__ There Is peace between the denominations 

in St. John and in other parts of the 
province, and the school law disagreement 
has, in New Brunswick, almost passed into 
the realm of forgotten things.

In Prince Edward Island there was a 
i somewhat similar struggle, and the result 

is much the same as it is in New Brunswick. 
In the towns the public schools which are 

> attended by Catholic children have Catholic 
teachers, and religious instruction is given 
after school hours. In the country districts 
the trustees have full power to employ any 
licensed teacher they can get. There is no 
sort of religious test. Men and women of 
all denominations, provided they can pro­
duce testimonials of good moral character, ’ 

« are eligible to enter the teacher’s profes­
sion. The matter in those districts adjusts 
itself with little or no friction. In districts 
in which the majority of the householders 
are Catholics, a Catholic teacher is gener­
ally, but by no means invariably, employed. 
In mixed districts, where Protestants pre­
dominate, the services of a Protestant 
teacher are generally secured. But the 
people have oome to be very liberal in this 
respect, and the ability, standing and char­
acter of the applicant for a school, are often 
alone considered by the trustees, without 
much regard being paid to the religion he 
or she professes. Denominational ism in the 
matter of education is seldom heard of in 
Prinoe Edward Wand, All denominations, 
with apparent cheerfulness, conform to the 
law and assist in its operation.

This will, no doubt, be the ease in Mani­
toba after a little while. Both parties will 
get weary of strife and will earnestly desire 
to live in peace and good neighborhood. 
When this is the ease a way out of the diffi­
culty will be found which all can take with­
out doing violence to their principles or 
their consciences.

CAPTAIN COX INDIGNANT.
Captain J. D. Cox, president of the 

Sealers’ Association, expresses, in no uncer­
tain language, the indigestion he feels over 
the recurrence. He does not know of any­
thing the sealers asp do to supplement what 
haa already been done by them, but, if 
he had hia way, would see that a 
British warship waa at once sent to patrol 
the waters of the Japan and Russian coasts 
to protect British vessels " against such 
piracy aa that of Russia.

“ It used to be,” he exclaimed in disgust, 
“ that a vessel flying thé British flag was 
safe anywhere on the high seas and it waa 
the pride of Great Britain that her fl.g waa 
respected everywhere. But it seems now 
that almost anyone can with impunity in­
sult it, and the British flagons Canadian

punishment.”

One thing of which Captain ■ Cox most 
complains is that no warning' waa given at 
any time of the action which would be 
taken by the Rusaians, and there was no 
way in whieh the Victoria schooners could 
be instructed that they were in danger.

know that the United States has submitted 
the claim they assert in Buck a despotic 
way to arbitration. It ia evident that if 
the arbitrators decide against the American 
claim the inference mast be that the Rus­
sian claim Is also untenable. It may be 
said that Russia is not a party to the arbi­
tration, mid cannot be bound by its de­
cision. Bat Russia cannot, whether it 
likes it or not, help being morally affected 
by the findings of the arbitrators. If they 
decide that the United States has no right 
to exercise jurisdiction over Behring Sea at 
a greater distance than three miles from the 
shore; it is altogether unlikely that Russia

Hamburg, Ang. 27.—During the week, 
which ended this noon, there have b-en 
2,837 cases of cholera io this city, 1,087 of 
them have been fatal. The authorities ex­
press the opinion that a climax has beep 
reached, and that a steady abatement of the 
disease may now be expected. Thejr 
ons for this opinion are not given, and it is 
thought they are merely trying to allay th 
fears of the people. The sanitary 
Officials announce that the spread 
of cholera in Hamburg is directly 
traceable to the use of Elbe water for drink­
ing. The water is filthy, they say, and eo 
impregnated with poisonous matter .that it 
is a constant menace to the city with epi­
demics The presence of Russian emigrants 
in the city is pronounced to have been of 
but secondary importance in the spreading 
of the plague. Had the health of (he peo­
ple not already been undermined 
by. impure drinking water, it ia
said, Httle or no damage would 
have attended the transportation through 
the city " of families from the in­
fected districts. Nevertheless the local 
government board , has ordered that dirty 
and ailing emigrants shall not be allowed to 
laud unless they give their names, occupa­
tion and address, so that they can be easily 
followed and watched. The assurances of 
the municipal authorities that the cholera 
has done its worst have not received much 
credence. Men who have no business., 
or are at liberty to leave their business for 
a short time, continue to leave the city.

After a 
brief period spent in farming he became an 
operator for the Montreal Telegraph Com­
pany, opening tbat company’s first office in 
Quebec city. He was general manager 
of the British North American Elec­
tric Telegraph Association, 
united X the Maritime Previn 
Canada by a telegraph line, and 
later took charge of the 
Scotia Government’s telegraph system. 
There he conceived tbe idea of laying a sub­
marine cable to Newfoundland, a project 
afterwards extended to laying a cable be­
neath the Atlantic. It was Mr. Gisborne 
who interested the late Cyras Field in tb;s 
project, and to him certainly belongs the 
credit of originating submarine telegraphy. 
Mr. Gisborne has been rnperintendent of the 
Dominion Government’s telegraph service 
since 1879.
