Great Damage in Several Towns
and Railway Bridges and
Tracks Carried Away.

GaAvTt, March 14.—(Special)—The river
has overflowed and there are disastrous
floods here. At Paris and at Brantford
the Grand ‘Trunk tracks are washed
away.

The
water has risen even higher this year,
but as the rising was slow therd was no
loss of life. Millers whose property ad-
joins the stream will be heavy losers.

HAMILTON SMITH ANGRY.

Says the Government Could Have Made a
Far Better Bargain and That Their
Policy is All Wrong.

MonTRrEAL, March 15.—(Special)—The
Montreal Star prints a signed statement
from Hamilton Smith,now in New York,
in which he discusses the proposition he
had submitted on behalf of himself and
his associates to build a railway in Yu-
kon. He says the offer was limited to
the 10th inst. that being the latest date
possible to agree to build such a railway
during 1898. He continues:

‘“ As events have shown my over-
tures to the government last year were
pot made in the best manner to secure
this business, if indeed it was even pos-
sible for me to secure it, As far as any
question of personal veracity is concern-
ed in regard to these negotiationg, I am
quite content to rest upon my general
reputation, which though apparently
not counting for very much with certain
circles in Canada is pretty well known
in other parts of the world.

¢ Whether or not the ministry were
aware that people of undoubted financial
standing were desirous of building a
railroad to the Yukon is really im-
material in view of the action of the
ministry in giving, without asking for
competition, a railway charter to a firm
of eontractors coupled with concessions
of mineral lands unprecedented in the
history of civilized nations.

“The offer which I lately made was a
bona fide one. Myself and associates
had ample means to build many such
railwaye, and this offer was so much
better than the contract without compe-
tition entered into by the government
as to quite clearly show a far better bar-
gain could have been made, had other
tenders been asked for. However, all
this is past history so far as my offer is
concerned.”

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CLEARING FOR ACTION

Women and Children Being Re-
moved from the Sandy Hook
Forts—Rushing Armament.

Spain Shows No Anxiety to Fight
but United States is Rushing
Preparations.

WasaiNgToN, March 15.—This was
another busy day in the war and navy
departments. Secretary Alger was en-
abled to make an allotment of funds
from the appropriation of $50,000,000,
which will greatly facilitate the work of

‘| the bureaus, which had not been able to

conclude any contracts for the procure-

ment of supplies. This aiternoon when
the ordnance bureau was given $2.500,-
000 business went forward with a rush.
The secretary also spent a good deal
of time at intervals during the day in
consuliting over the long distance tele-
pbone with naval officers in New York
and it is believed much of this consul-
tation eoncerned the procurement of
suitable vessels among the auxiliary
navy for war purposes. The Columhian
Iron Works at Baltimore, has notified
the department that it wili be able to
turn over the torpedo boat Rodgers next
Saturday. The new cruiser Amazon,
according to present plans, will be man-
ned entirely from the San Franciseco.
That vessel sailed at 6 o’clock this morn-
ing from Ligbon, and will arrive at the
Tyne about Friday.

The war department is greatly disap-

St. PAvn, Minn.,, March 14.—The
‘Globe’s Washington special says: The
President and his cabinet know un-
officially, the result of the Maine in-
quiry. They are préparad to act. They
have canvassed the courge of eventa so
far as they can foresee them and have
formulated a policy to meet the emer-
gency. Along its lines the administra-
tion expects to move unless it is swept
off its feet by a wave of popular dissatie-
faction. The Globe’s special correspon-
dent is able to present the forecast of
events as viewed by the President and
his cabinet. It can be outlined thus:

1. The board of inquiry will report
this week that the explosion was ex-
texnal. :

2. The President will immediately,
through Minister Woodford, demand

the American people. One is whether
the Maine inquiry shall become a diplo-
matic incident between the two govern-
ments, sabject to the usual course when
an international dispute arises over
facts. The other phase is the military
and political condition of the island
with reference to intervention. Captain
Sampson and his associates, by prolong-
ing the investigation for weeks, might
find much further cumulative evidence
of an external explogion. The compara-
tively narrow space in which the divers
are now working continues to furnish
proof of an explosion from without; but
this leading fact was established two
weeks ago. The clearing away of the
debris had added little to the knowledge
of the disaster of the Maine. The belief
is that the Maine was blown up by a
torpedo is held by experts who have
watched the progress of the inguiry.
This brings the naval court to the most
difficult part of its task.

Under Admiral Sicard’s instructions
the board is to report what persous, not
connected with the navy, are respon-
sible for the loss of the Maine. With
what is conelusive evidence tothe minds
of the members that the loss was dune to
foul play, they are still without con-
clusive proof of the identity of the con-
spirators. That the expiosion was not
the work of a single fanaticis pretty well
established. Beyond thisthe board may
not be able to go, because the co-opera-
tion of the Spanish government cannot
be had o long as Spain holds the theory
of accident.

Since Captain Peral, the president of
the Spanish board, gave out his inter-
view, that is accepted as the Spanish of-
ficial view, no help could be expected
from the authorities in discovering the
conspirators while they are claiming that
there could have been no conspiracy, be-
cause the Maine explosion was due to a
mysterious accident. An analysis of
 Captain Peral’s theory need not begiven
here. It is enough that if his scheme of
raising the hull by means of the floating
dock were feasible, months would pass
before the final report could be made.
The mud at the bottom has not pre-
vented the American divers from mak-
ing an examination of portions of the
wreck which the board thought neces-
sary.. The perfunctory labors of the
Spanish divers have not prevented them
from finding unexploded ammunition in
parts of the ship while an internal ex-
plosion could bardly have left it intact.
The turret was blown from port to star-
board, along with other incidental evi-
dence of an external explosion. - Never-
theless no admission of the possibility of
foul play will cothe from the Spanish
board. The matter as now presented is
that the American court, while proba-
bly not feeling justified in indicating
suspicion as to the parties to the con-
spiracy, have sifted the evidence, which
its members are ready to submit to the
world in support of the claim that the
Maine was ' destroyed by foul play.

THE WATERWAY TO DAWSON.

Engineer Hamlin’s Report on the Hootilin-
qua River and Its Outlet,

The following report to Mr. W. S.
Gore, deputy commissioner of lands and
works, received at Victoria on the 9th
inst., has been issued &8 a supplement to
the report of the chief commissioner,and
presented to the legislature:

81r,—In compliance with instructions
from the department, dated 27th July,
1897, I have made a thorough and care-
ful ‘examination of the Hootalinqua
river, taken accurate soundings and
notes thereof, and also made a complete
inspection of the waterway from the
south end of Teslin lake to Dawson City,
on the Yukon river, an approximate die-
tance of 569 miles. This distance was
measured by time and carefully record-
ed, the result of which shows Teslin
fake to be 112 miles in length, Hootalin-
qua river, 118 miles, the Lewes and Yu-
kon rivers to Daweon City, 339 miles—a
total distance of 569 miles. Upon this
fine stretch of navigable water I have
thethonor to submit the following re-
port:

Having dlready submitted a short re-
port on the trail. from Telegraph Creek
to Teslin lake, shall confine this report
chiefly to the water stretch, more es-
pecially that portion covered by the
Hootalingua river.

Teslin lake is a beautiful sheet of
water. Commencidg at the south end
of what is now ted the.  South
Arm, the width of the lake varies from
450 feet to half a mile for a distance of
12 miles. From this point the width
varies from 2 to 714 miles until it reaches
the north end, from which the Hoota-
linqua river flows. The lake js general-
ly deep, in many places there is a great
depth of water. The lands at the shores
are flat, level table lands, broken hills
and mountains, which latter at some
points extend nearly to the edge of the
water, more especially at the morthern
end of the lake. But there the moun-
taine are not of high altitude, 1,000 to
1,600 feet, and clay bluffs of irregulat
formation usually intervene between the
water edge and mountaine. A rough
sketch of the lake is annexed to this re-
port. e

The Hootalinqua is a noble river. The
general trend of the river is north-west-
erly. For many miles the upper end of
the river has a very regular course, with
many long, straight reaches; the lower
end has a more irregular course. The
width of the river varies from 260 to
1,000 feet, as taken by observation, and
the depth varies from 5 to over 18 feet,
as recorded by the soundings. The cur-
rent of the river is usunally slow, from
13{ to 4} miles per hour, excepting at
two points where 534 miles, and one
point where 614, are recorded, but the
distances are very short. Thereis noth-
iug throughout its length which can be
properly classified a8 a rapid. The bed
of the river at the Teslin lakeend ishard
clay for a short distance, but it is gener-
ally composed of small boulders and
ravel. The banks of the river are river
flats, hills, broken ridge hills, level table
lands 8 to 20 feet above the water, clay
and gravel, sand and silt banks. These
several formations, in alternate succes-
sion, form the character of the banks of
the river throughout its entire length.
River flats frequently occur on both
sides. At many points the clay and
gravel, sand and silt banks have per-
fectly regular slopes of beautiful form,
and are trequently castellated similar to
those along the Thompson river between
Spence’s bridge and Kamloops lake.
They have an attractive appearance.
The timber is chiefly small spruce, pop-
lar birch and black pine. The hills and
mountains are very often bare of trees,
but bunch grass is abundant.

The channel of the river has ntmer-
ous islands. At some points, by includ-
ing these, the width is largely increased.
This generally results in a decrease of
the depth of water. The deep channel
is in many places irregular, crossing and
re-crossing from bank to bank. At 43
miles, where a Jepth of only 5 feet is
recorded, undoubtedly a deeper channel
does exist. At this point. islands are
numerous, but every effort that time
would admit of was made to sound
deeper .water. Should a greater depth
be required it can easily be obtained by
constructing wing-dams, or putting a
lam acroes one of the channels between
the islands. At 73% miles, where a
similar depth of 5 feet occurs, a deeper
channel shows on the west side of the
river. At 6% miles down stream from
leslin lake, rock crops ‘out on the west
nank of the river close to the water’s
sdge. The river doee not indicate thag
\ny great and damagiog freshets occur,
Chere are no log-jams, and no eigns of

ranges show in the distance on both
gides of the river. As the notes taken
are very copious, sufficient to fill a very
lengthy document, it is considered ad-
vieable to annex to the report a rough
sketch of the river, with abridged notes,
and the distances, widths and eoundings
in a tabular form. Thie will furnish a
clear and comprehensive knowledge,
such as may be required.

At 118 miles intersect the Lewes river.
Islands and flats characterize the junc-
tion. There appears to be a gravel bar,
but the lowest depth of water shows
seven feet. i

From the foregoing statemerts, in con-
junction with annexed sketch and notes,
it must be inferred that the Hootalinqua
is a magnificent stretch of water, suit-
able for navigation by light draught,
powerful river steamers.

From the confluence of the Hootalin-
qua and Lewes rivers, general notes
were care‘ully recorded, along the latter
as far as Dawson City, a distance of 339
miles. Asthe soundings taken for a few
miles were very satisfactory, and the
channel of the river showing a depth of
water sufficient for the purpose of navi-
gation, it was not considered necessary
to incur the delay required to continue
taking soundings. The course of the
river is almost due north from the
mouth of the Hootalinqua to the Big
Salmon river, a distance of 31 miles.
From thence it flows in a northwesterly
direction. The width of the river varies
from 600 to 1,500 feet. At some points,
where numerous islands occur, the val-
ley has a width of from balf to one mile.
The current varies from 3 to 5 miles, ex-
cepting at Five Finger rapids, where the
speed is about 14 miles. The bed of the
river is chiefly boulders and gravel. The
river banks maintain a sameness of
character throughout, flats, steep gravel,
clay and sand banks, brokenridges, hills
and mountains; rock crops out occasion-

|ally. These formations are generally in

alternate succession, but at some points
the flats are on both sides. The timber
is chiefly small spruce, poplar and birch.
The trend of the river is very irreguiar,
fulbof islands and gravel bars. The
water is much clearer than that of the
Hootalinqua, and has a bluish tint. The
climatic indications assume a more
northerly aspect than the valley of the
Hootalinqua.

At 31 miles from the mouth of the
Hootalinqua, pass the Big Salmon river,
which flows in on the east side. The
Little Salmon river joins the Lewes at
65 miles on the east side. At 72 miles,
pass the Eagl%Nvat rock. At 118 miles
coal prospecting is being carried on in
rocky mountain on the east bavk of the
river.

At 120 miles meet the Five Finger

rapids. The passage was made through
the most easterly channel. The rapids
are rough and foam up fariously, but the
distance is very short and the depth of
water good. There is every possibility
of a steamer with powerful engines be-
ing able to make it, the distance is so
short. In any case there is an excellent
surrounding to enable a steamer to be
lined over the difficulty. These rapids
can be very much improved by the re-
moval of some of the rocks. The blast-
ing required should be done during the
winter season at as early a date as possi-
ble. The rapid at some distance fur-
ther down stream is not of much im-
portance. ; :
At the distance of 175 miles from the
Hootlinqua river, pass Fort Selkirk on
the west bank of the river, and the great
Pelly river, which enters on the east
side. From this confluence the Lewes
river becomes the Yukon.

At 244 miles meet the mouth of the
White river, which enters the Yukon on
the west side. In this river the ice was
running in large quantities. :

At 268 miles the Stewart river, said to
be.so rich in gold, joins the Yukon on
the east side; 282 miles reach 60-Mile
Post. There is a store and some culti-
vated land at this point. The 60-Mile
creek joins the main riveron the west,
opposite to the store, which is located on
the east eide. .

At 339 miles strike Dawson City. The
city is a long straggling place, composed
of log cabine and tents, located on the
eastern bank of the river. The town ex-
tends over two miles along the river
front, is in two divisions, divided by
the Klondike river. The south division
bears the dignified name of Louse
Town, and the north division is called
Dawson City. The population of the
town and mines will be at present
about 7,000, An immense number
of the fortune hunters are frozen
in along the different trails. The
only buildings with any pretension
to size are three stores, opera house,
hospital, two or. three saloons and the
police barracks. Saloons and restau-
rants are innumerable. Whisky is largely
consumed at these places, and costs 50
cents to $1 per glass. A famine in food
is likely to ocecur during the early spring.
There 18 & great shortage, the stores
have nothing to sell, such as flour, rice,
beans and bacon. Flour is now fetching
$100 per bag, 50 pounds. Rice, beans
and bacon, $1 per pound. Beef, $1.25
per pound by the quarter, and every-
thing else in provortion. Many hun-
dreds of the miners are obliged to go
out, which is a serious and dangerous
undertaking.

Gold has been and is being taken out
of the creek beds which empty into the
Klondike river in marvelous quantities,
especially on the Bonanza and Eldorado;

Before closing this report it is desir-
able to draw your attention to the im-
mense importance of establishing the
route from Fort Wrangel via Teslin
lake and the Hootalinqua river. Itisa
grand project, commanding over 2,500
miles of river navigation with only one
portage of 100 or 120 miles, over which a
railway can be constructed without any
difficuity. The opening of this route
would result in enormous benefit to the
coast towns of British Columbia. It
would not only open up this vast gold
region, but also the district of Cassiar,
which is so rich in mineral wealth.
Therefore the construction of this short
line of railway is worthy of an active
move on the part of the goverdment of
British Columbia. The Dominion gov-
ernment must see the importance of
muking the necessary river improve-
ments at an early date. 5

Several bills were advanced a stage or
two, including the Vancouver City act
amendment, which went through its
second reading without opposition.

Tbe proceedings opened with prayer
by Rev. W. Leslie Clay.

REPORTS,

The private bills committee reported
that the bill to incorporate the British
Columbia Great Gold Gravels Dredge
Mining Co. was not in the public inter-
est and that the preamble was not
proved. ’

This report was received.

The recommendation of the same com-
mittee: was received to allow the pre-
sentation of H. Hirschel Cohen’s peti-
tion for leave to introduce *‘ An act to
incorporate the Portland and Stikine
Railway Co.”

The railway committee reported that
they had considered an act to incorpor-
ate the Downie Creek Railway Co., and
recommend that words be inserted in
the préamble to allow the road to run
down the Columbia river to Revelstoke,
and that the promoters pay double fees
on the bill. The report was received.

The same committee reported the pre-
amble proved of the bill respecting the
C. P. N. Co. and submitted the bill with
amendments,

‘I'his report was also received.

QUESTIONS ASKED.

Mr. Graham asked the Attorney
General: “Can a maunicipality under

rovisions of section 41 of the Water
&auses act expropriate water held un-
der records granted prior to 1892,

This was ruled out of order as invol-
ving an expression of legal opinion.

In reply to a question by Mr. Kellie
as to whether the government had puar-
chased a publication in North Kootendy,
the Premier stated: ‘‘ The government
has not purchased any such publication
as is referred to. -An offer from Mr. A.
Johnson to supply a certain number of
copies of a proposed Diamond Jubilee
souvenir of North Kootenay is under
coosideration.”

The Premier, in answer to Mr, Hig-
gine, stated that the government was
considering the gquestion of offering a
bounty for the destruction of horned
owls. .

BILLS INTRODUCED. _

RETUBN ASKED FOR.

A motion by Mr. Hume was carried
for returns showing revenue collected in
each ,electoral district from July 1, 1894,
to December 31, 1897.

ALASKA BOUNDARY.,

Dr. Walkem having drawn the atten-
tion of the Premier to a despatch which
had appeared in a newspaper stating
that the Alaska boundary question had
been settled, Hon. -Mr. Turner replied
that he had seen the despatch, but he
did not be:ieve that the alleged settle-
ment was a fact, and indeed it had been
contradicted.

REGISTRATION OF ELECTORS.

Mr. Higgins, rising to a question of
privilege, drew the attention of the At-
torney-General to the new form for the
registration of provincial voters,which he
declared would be cumbersome, vexa-
tious and prohibitive. A man elaim-
ing to vote, must either be a
lawyer or employ. one to fill
up the form to insure against
mistakes. The commissioners who re-
vised the statutes had travelled beyond
their powers, bringing in this compli-
cated system which was calculated to de-
feat the very object the revised statutes
professed to have in view—the easy re-
gistration of voters. In his distriet the
evil effects were already showing them-
selves by the refusal of the collector to
record voters who had sent in their
names on the old forms. In the cities
there might be less trouble, but in the
country districts the results would be
badly felt, a8 hundreds of eligible per-
sons would be deprived of their votes at
the coming elections. He moved, sec-
onded by Mr. Helmcken, for the suspen-
sion of the standing orders to enable a
bill to be introduced to remedy the evil.

Hon. D. M. Eberts replied that Mr.
Higgins was rather mistaken as to the
changes made in the act by the revirers.
There was not the slightest ditfer-
ence as far as the interrogatories were
concerned nc: with the form of applica-
tion as compared with the act of 1894.
The only difference was that the revisers
had placed a declaration at the end of
the form for the applicant to sign before
a notary public or a justice of the peace.
The law of 1894 decided that the collector
of votes could make the applicant ap-
pear before him and answer interroga-
tories, and the action of the revisers
simply perfected this intention and al-
lowed the declaration to be made before
some other authorized person. How-
ever the provision for the declaration
might not be convenient, a bill might be
introduced to deal with the matter and
provide that all applications on the old
forms be valid up to April 1.

Mr. Kellie thought that the provision
that affidavits had to be made might be
a hardship 1n thinly settled districts
where justices of tne peace or notaries
public were few and far between. He
thought that the assessor in going his

rounds might be authorized to place
voters on the lists,

Mr. Hume had a letter from some of
his constituents ¢omplaining about the
provision referred to, but the sugges-
tions of the attor.cy general might do a
great deal of good.

Dr. Walkem believed in a declaration
being made and said that owing to the
number of J. P’s in Kootenay there was
no hardship likely to be caused there.
The declaration was a safeguard for the
voters lists.

The leader of the opposition agreed
with Mr. Kellie that it would cause a
great deal of inconvenience for people in
rural distriets to have:to hunt upa J.P.
or notary public to make a declaration.
Mr. Sword was sure that the stipula-
tion that the declaration had to be made
would result in a great many men who
had a right to go in the voters lists not
registering at all.

Hon. Col. - Baker while admit-
ting that co doubt there might be in-
conveniences to rural districts said that
the attorney-general had consented to a
bill on the matter being brought in and
the subject would then be discussed.

Mr. Graham took the same view a8
Mr. Sword and Mr. Forster thought the
sooner the matter was put right the
better.

Mr. Kennedy was of opinion that the
revisers in making the change should
have indicated it in some way, 8o that it
cou'd have been notieed easily.

Mr. Williams did not think any voter
should be required to make a declara-
tion to place his name on the list. The
change was he maintained very radical
and very uncalled for. The act in its
original state was more effective than
the present one.

Hon. D. M. Eberts explained that
even under the old act the collector
could make an applieant appear before
him to make a declaration. It might be
postible, however, to arrange some
easier method.

Underthe circumstances Mr. Hunter
thought it would be well for Mr. Hig-
gins to withdraw his motion, inasmuch
a8 Mr. Williams had a bill on the order
paper dealing with the aet.

Mr. Higgine withdrew his motion
therefore by permission of the house.

DEBATE ON SUPPLY.

The adjourned debate on the formal
motion fo» supply was resumed by Mr.
Sword, who proceeded to refer to figures
in the estimates of several years back.

The Premier raised a point of order on
this, taking the ground that the only
time at which the estimates comld be re-
ferred to in detail and the whole
general “policy of the government
attacked was when the motion was made
to go into committee on the estimates.
The present motion was simply whether
the question of supply should be re-
ferred tothe committee. If supply was
granted then it was referred to a com-
mittee of supply and upon the guestion
shall the Speaker leave the thair, the
opportunity was then given to debate
the estimates at length.

Mr. Cotton claimed that Mr. Sword
was within the rules, and a lengthy dis-
cussion followed on the point of order.

Hon. Mr. Pooley never knew an at-
tempt made before to go into details on
the preliminary motion for supply. He
quoted from May and argued that it was
only when the motion was made to go
into committee of supply, and at no
other time could the details be diseussed.

Mr. Cotton did not see the use then of
their being any preliminary motions.

Mr. Speaker was of opinion that it was
quite irrelevant to discuss the whole
policy of the government on the motion
before the house. The members must
confiie themselves to the motion before
them as to whether it was advisable to
form a committee of supply.

The Premier said the action of the op-
porition was simply to put off the legis-
lation of the country.

Mr. Cotton taking exception te this,

Hon. Col. Baker accused the opposi-
tion of trying to block the busimess of
the houee.

Mr. Forster claimed that it was the
government, not the opposition, who
were stopping legislation. The govern-
ment wanted to bring in the estimates
to purchase the voters. :

Mr, Huff moved the adjournment of
the debate on the point of order as time
was only being wasted now.

Mr. Speaker intimated that he would
give a ruling to-day on the matter and
the debate was accordingly adjourned.

The Premier called attention to the
fact that the News-Advertiser of a recent
date contained a speech attributed to
him that he never made.

Mr. Cotton explained that the news
editor of the paper had copied it from
the CoLoNisT.

EXECUTION ACT.

The Attorney General moved the
second reading of the Exeemtion bill
which was agreed to and the bill was
commilteed with Mr. Kennedy in the
chair,

The committee rose, reported progress
and asked leave to sit again. .

The house went into committee of the
whole on the Time bill, Mr. Hume in
the chair.

The bill went through this stage, was
reported and adopted.

ESCHEATS BILL.

In moving the second reading of the
Escheats and Forfeitures bill, the At-
torney-General explained that it was a
copy of the Ontario act on the subject.
When a person died without heirs the
property went to the crown, and the ob-
jeet of the act was to emabdle such estates
to be properly dealt with and a title. to
be acquired by someone from the crown,

The second reading carried.

MOUNTAIN TRAMWAY.

The Mountain Tramway bill was put
through committee and the report was
adopted by the house.

ALICE ARM RAILWAY.

Mr. Huff, in moving the eecond read-
ing of the Alice Arm Railway bill, saia
he need not go at length into the pro-
visions. Any railway that had for ite
object an all Canadian route into the
Yukon should have the support of the !
houee. It was with a view to making u- |
independent of the United States in get-
ting supplies into the Yukon that the
wailway was intended. Alice Arm pro-
vided & good harbor, and he was given
to understand, too, that the grade of the
railway would not be great. This was a
time when speed in building a railway
of this kind was neceesary. The road,
he claimed, would be shorter than any
other charter asked from the house. He
saw no reason why the second reading
should not be carried.

The second reading was carried with-
out opposition.
KOOTENAY RAILWAY.,

Mr. Hume, in moviog the second read-
ing of the South East Kootenay Ruil #ay
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! Company’s bill, said it would be s feeder

to the Crow’s Nest road and a con-

venience to the people through whose

district it ran,

The second reading carried.
ARROWHEAD AND KOOTENAY.

The Arrowhead and Kootenay Railway
bill was on motion of Mr. Kellie read a
second time.

VANCOUVER ACT.

Mr. Williams in moving the. second
xeading of the Vancouver Act Amend-
ment bill briefly explained its provi-
pions. The bill among other things
provided that candidates for mayor and
aldermen must present certificates that
they were gualified to run. Another
section provided that polling places be
open from 9a.m. to 7 p.m.; and there
were provisions giving power to exempt
the C. P. R. station and wharves from
taxation and also for a period of eight
years to exempt any C. P. R. lands in
the city from taxation on account of any
bonus granted to any otber road.

The seeond reading was carried and
the honse adjourned till to-day.

The Seattle Chamber of Commerce
committee on Klondike advertising in

its report jpmst submitted shows that
space was used in 2,334 publications. In
the smaller papers a one-ineh dis-
play advertisement was inserted
for one month and it is estimat-
ed by the committee that the com-
bined circulation of these papers was 9,-
990,400. In addition to these smaller
b-inch display advertisements were in-
serted in the press of the large cities for
thirteen daily insertions and four Sun-
day insertions.

In addition to the newspaper adver-
tising, space was used in many maga-
zines, conveying a circulation of perhaps
2,600,000, while that of the large dailies

Speaking of circulars sent out by the
committee the report says: *‘The first
circular issued was sent to every daily
newspaper in the United States and to
every publication having over 5.000 cir-
culation to Rowell’s Newspaper Direc-
tory. This circular was very generally
printed by newspapers and periodicals
‘of all classes, religious, political, sport-
ing, industrial and trade papers, and
had reference to Seattle as ‘the port of
departure ” and outfitting station ‘for
the Alaskan gold fields.” ””

VICTORIA S THE PLACE

The Leader of the Largest Parties
to Come West Over the Cana-
dian Route Says So.

A Veteran of Four Expeditions to
to the Yukon Who Has Learned
vy Hard Experienee.

“¥ feel deeply grateful to the people o
Victoria for the many kindnesees they
have eshown to me and my people—I am
also glad that we had the opportunity of
outfitting im this city.”

That is how Dr. Gilchrist desires to be
quoted—the Doctor being ehief of the
largest party that has yet come here to
obtain supplies before passing on to the
Yukon gold fields, via the Skagway
pass.

‘“ We have,”” he continued, ‘‘ from the
time we started out from Detroit, been
shown the greatest consideration by all
officials cf the Camadian Pacific, over
which road we eame, and since we

been simply redoubled.

‘I must not leave without acknowl-
edging the kindness of your chief of
police, through whose instrumentality
we were enabled to thoroughly inspect
vour magnificent new government build-
ings. Mr. Howell, the clerk of the
works, devoted two full hours to showing
and explaining to us everything, and we
fully appreciate the courtesy, while
adding our congratulations to the pro-
vince on the possession of 3o admirably
designed, and 8o magnificent public
buildings.

“As to business—we find: that out-
fitting in Victorid pays abundantly, and
as we have many associates following us,
we are writing back telling them what it
is good for all Klondike pilgrims to know
—that Victoria is the best Place of all
in which to purchase outfits.”’

Dr. Gilchrist, who is himself a De-
troiter, is now returning to the Yukon
for the fourth time, and is accompanied
on the Islander by. Dr. V. B. Ayres, for-
merly a practising physician; F. A.
Smith, an ex-commercial traveller;.
George B. Ladd, until lately, a photog-
rapher; J. B. Houch, an attorney; Wil-
liam McGloskey, a ship carpenter; and
George Frey, a painter - all from Detroit.
Their first prospecting will begin on the
Stewart river, and they go well provided
with complete outfits, canvas boats, etc.

Following them is a second detach-
ment headed by Mr. Jacob Storicker, to
arrive during the next few days, and go
to Wrangel by the Amur on her next
voyage. Mr. Louis Watson, of the
Pierae-Humbert Jr. Yukon Expedition,
is also now about to return North with
his men, they being booked for the
Islander, and go in by way of the Stik-
ine. It is expected that a third Gilchrist
party of 190 will be here to take the
Danube on her next sailing, this brigade
inculdidg a number of women and chil-
dren, and being made up as all Dr. Gil-
christ’s parties have been, chiefly of
Michigan folk.

CHICAGO WOMEN COMING.

They Propose to Invade the Kilondike via
. She All-Water Route—Men are-to Be
Tolerated on Good Behaviour..

' Miss Caroline Weestcott Rodney, who
is a well known nowsp?er worker and
women’s club'promoteof Chicago, has
now set her mind upon leading a party
of 150 or 200 Chicago women into the
treasure fi§lds ofithe Yukon. Her com-
pany is about complete, and she is now
negotiating with the C.P.N. Co. as to
rates, etc. Her plan is to wait a bit and
travel in comfort by way of the- St.
Michael’s route.

That her colonv will not be an en-
tirely Adamless Eden iz evidenced by
the fact that she proposes, while the
party will be composed principaily of
ladies, to permit a few gentleman to-
accompany the brigade on the condition
that they behave themselves and take
no part in the management of affairs.
It is also gathered: that there are to be
children, for Mrs. Rodney in her letter
to the C. P. N, people inguires particu-
larly as to what reduction will be made:
in rates for little folk sufficiently young
to ‘““occupy the same berths with their
mothers,”’

It is anticipated that each of the wo-
men’s party will take at least one ton of
provisions.

ADMIRALTY CHAKTS INACCURACE.

Dr. Newcombe and: Capt. Walbran Pro-
nounce the Early Navigators More
Reliable Than Recent Surveys,

At last night’s meeting of the Natural
History Society there was a large attend-
ance, the principal feataure of the pro-
ceedings being an address by Dr. New-
combe on the results of his exploration
last summer of the West Coast of Queen
Charlotte island in so far as the topo-
graphy is concerned. He exhibited
tracings of several charts by Capt. Ma-
chand in 179%, Capt. Vancouver in 1793,
the Admiralty of to-day, and an original
drawing of his own.

Dr. Newcombe proved very conclu-
sively that the present Admiralty chart
was very inaccurate and misleading, and
that the eharts of Marchand and Van-
couver, in regard to the principal fea-
tores, were practically correct. In proof
of this the position of the Discovery
(Captain Vancouver’s ship) was placed
on the ehart from the observed latitude
taken on September 25; 1793, when the
ship was off the west coast of the island.
With this latitude his bearings, a8
given in his journal, off Hippa Island,
Point Hunter, Point Buck and Cape Hen-
ry were laid down. These corroborated
the correctness of the points as given by
Captain Vancouver and therefore the
present admiralty chart should be al-
tered so as to properly indicate Point
Hunter and Point Buck of Vancouver.

It was shown that several large sounds
marked on the admiralty chart do not
exist, and several sounds and islands
that do exist are not marked at all. Capt.
Walbran spoke in confirmation of Dr
Newcombe’s statementsand remarked on
the accuracy of the chart drawn by the
latter giving his reasons at some length.

Dr. Newcombe at a future date will
continue his lecture, which will consist
of a report more in detail upon tae re-
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(YCLE PATHS WANTED.

Wheelmen Are Willing to Pay for
Them and the Couneil Willing
They Should.

The Firehall for Spring Ridge—An
Assistant Caretaker for
Ross Bay.

A petition from A. J. Dallian and 376
others, praying on behalf of the bicycle
riders of the city for better roads, was
presented to the council at its regular
weekly session last night. The petition-
ers asked for a cinder or other track on
four approaches to the city, and from all
points of the compass. They were will-
ing to be taxed to pay for the imprave-

ments.

Tbhe Mayor referring to the petition
asked the council to give it due consid-
eration, pointing out that a large num-
ber of taxpayers are bicycle riders, and
that their number is rapidly increasing.

Ald. Humphrey suggested that the
bicycle riders shonld form an associa-
tion of their own for the purpose of
raising through a tax, money to improve
the streets to their satisfaction. The
council would then give them the privi-
lege.

Ald. Humber said that althotigh he
might have a little of the mossback
about him he approved of the modern
form of locomotion and would for one
vote for @nything reasonable in this
direction, but he certainly con-
pidered it a little extravagant on
the part of the bicycle riders to
want roads from all parts of the com-
pass. He would not have thegall to put
his nose back into the North Ward, how-
ever, if the-roads there were not im-
proved before he voted for bicycle paths.

Ald. McGregor approved of taxing all
bicyclé riders and then having the city
improve the roads as far as the revenue
thus raised would permit. He thought
that something should be done in view
of the large and rapidly increasing num-
ber of bicycle riders. He pointed out
that when a rider had te dodge around,
picking out a good piece of road, there
was a danger of accident. .

Ald. Wilson had no objection to bi-
cycle riders receiving what was due
them, but he was getting just a little dis-
gusted over so much abuse of the streets
of Victoria. There were very few other
cities on the continent that had any bet-
ter streets.

Ald. McCandless expressed a willing-
ness to help the bicycle riders all -he
could so long as it cost the city nothing.
If they were willing to tax themeelves,
the city should be willing to spend the
money for them according to their de-
sires. He moved that a-special commit-
tee be appointed to confer with the
bicycle riders and report.

The motion was carried, and Alder-
men Kinsman, McGregor and Hum-
phreys were appointed on the com-
mittee. . . R

A number of residents of Fernwood
road and vicinity petitioned that the
new fire hall be not placed at the corner

of Fernwood road and Johnson street.
They pointed out as objections that the
hall ought to be located on a street
where there were sewers, and also that
there would be great danger to the lives
of children in this vicinity.

Ald, MeGregor did not attach much
weight to the arguments in the petition,
saying that if the council were to listen
to the harangue of everyone,no law could
ever be made. He believed that the ob-
jections were not g0 much from a true
sense of the alleged conditions as from
an anxiety to alleviate a sore point.

Ald. Humphrey said that a firehall
would be justas dangerous anywhere un-
lees it were moved out to where it would
be of no use. He thought s fire hall
close to property ought to be desirable.
Apart from the fire protection, the pres-
ence of a number of firemen in a vicin-
ity was a safeguard agsinst many other
dangers, such as petiy thieving, etc.

Ald. Phillips brought up the question
as to the title of the Yates street prop-
erty in'case theé city wished to dispose
of it. ;

A communication from M, Drosdowitz
was read. He offered as agent for Sadie
Fonts to sell to the city lot 1061, block
7, Yates street for $1650 and lot 1051,
block 7, Johnson street for $1250. There
was almost a general objection against
this property as being too far out -of the
way. :

'.'lghe recommendation of the fire war-
dens to purchase the lot and buildings
on the Northwest corner of Ferwood and
Johnson street was also considered in
this connection and it was decided to
lay the whole matter over for one week.

Hon. E. G. Prior, M. P., wrote stating
that he had interviewed the minister of
agriculture at Ottawa in reference to the
Darcey island leper station and that
there was not much hope of getting him
to do anything in the matter, he_clazlm_od
that it shonld come under the jurisdic-
tion of the proyincial government.

A communication was read from Hon.
Mr. Blair, minister of railways. In
answer to the resolution of the people of
Victoria, petitioning the government to
give assistance for the oons_truction of
a railway from a point in British Colum-
bia to connect with the Canadian Yukon
railway. The minister of railways pro-
mised his due consideration.

Sidney & Adams asked that they be
paid at the rate of 5 cents per load for a
certain quantity of earth deposited at
the end of Belleville street. On motion
of Ald. Phillips it was decided to give
the contractors a lumpsum of $50 for de-
positing the earth where the corporation
required it. :

Major Evans’ Forces Who Are to Garrison
Treasury Points in the Klondike.

Captain Henry J. Woodside, of Portage
la Prairie, Man.. special representative
for the Klondike of several Eastern
papers and _magazines, was in the city
yesterday and will leave for the North
on the Islander to-day. The Captain is
travelling with the Portage la Prairie
Gold Mining and Development Company,
which includes James Stables, presi-
dent, Thos. Gray, Murdoch McLean and
three others who reside on the Coast.
The party will leave the steamer at
Wrangel and have made arrangements
to travel over the route of the new Tes-
lin lake railway. Capt. Woodside will
wait at Glenora lake to join Major
Evane’ party of Canadian regulars who,
he expects, will be along in about a week.
While in Winnipeg, before leaving for
the West, he had an interview with
Major Evans, and understands that his
force will consist of 200 infantry and
artillerymen, whose duties when landed
in the Klondike will be principally in
garrison at treasury points.

Anticipated With Pleasure, Its Performance
Is Quite Equal to Promise,

MOVING FURWARD.

The Islander Reports the Blockade
Lifted on the Trails From
Lynn Canal.

Aceidents to Men and Shipping—A
Strike oa the Nimpkish
River.

The steamer Islander, arriving yester-
day morning brings word that the con-
dition of the trails from both Dyea and
Skagway has greatly improved since the
end of February, and already the ac-
camulated outfits forming a blockade at
the coast side of the Summit, are being
rapidly advanced. Six thouesand people
are said to be moving forward between
Dyea and the lakes, and possibly four
thousand more over the White Paes

road. .
From the Scales to the Summit on the

Dyea route, a groove several feet deep
and about four feet wide has been worn
in' the enow by the passing procession,

and this the miners are utilizing to
facilitate their progress. They rope
their oil-coats about them, shoot the
chute, and find the problem of rapid
transit satisfactorily solved. .
At the Summit the British flag ie still
flying, and duty is being religiously col-
lected on every pound of American goods
entering. At the same time the Can-
adian officials are so courteous and so
active in facilitating progress, that no
complaint is made by anyone. At Lake
Bennett quite a town has sprung up, in-
corporation of which is recorded under
the name of Portage City. It has a re-
gularly elected municipal council, police
and fire departments and an arbitration
committee to whom all disputes as to
titles or otherwise are referred.
On the Dyea trail last Saturday, Ross
Starner, of Ornby, Colorado, was killed
by the accidental discharge of his own
revolver. Deputy Marshal Rankin, of
Skagway, has a bullet in his leg asa
result of a similar accident.
. Heavy gales have prevailed this week
in the North, as a consequence of which
the Seattle steam schooner Del Norte,
which called here on her way up, is
ashore near Wrangel narrows. It is an-
tlcigated that she will get off all right
with the rising tide. The old Canada
bas been beached safely on the Haynes
Mission flats, and her cargo of almost a
million feet of lumber, 50 tons of coal
and an equal quantity of general mer-
chandise will be saved. Possession of
the hulk itself abides the outcome of a
libel action already initiated in the dis-
trict court.
The Lucile was eeen by the Islander
at Skagway, discharging the supplies of
the Quixotic and now abandoned relief
expedition ; while the Coropa is on her
way down and due to arrive this morn-
ing, in tow of the tug Lorne, her own
boiler having eplit from long immersion.
Of the just arrived steamer’s passen-
gers, D. Van Wagner reports the dis-
covery of rich placer claims on fhe
Nimpkish river, British Columbia.
Twenty-two claims at last reports were
being worked with suecess, the dirt re-
turning as high as $8 and $10 a day
wages. Hansen and Anderson, two
Swedes, are the discoverers ‘of the new
diggings, and it is charged that they
have recorded eeveral claims in the
name of their Indian day workmen in
order to monopolize the ground. This
will be made the subject of immediate
investigation. .

CHEAP MONEY FOR FARMERS.

Tq THE EbDITOoR:—Will you please
give me space in your columns for a
few remarks on above question? As
the Farmers’ Alliance convention in
October last did not turn out to be a
representative gathering, it was decided
not to push the cheap money question
until the close of the present session of
the legislature, and then to place the
matter before the people at the forth-
coming elections; but having read with
interest both of Mr. Rabbit’s letters in
your paper giving details of the Aus-
tralian cheap money system; al-o the
recent discussion in the legislature on
the same subject, I feel constrained to
make a few remarks. I am very happy
to know that the opposition have de-
cided to support our scheme. Had they
done so last session we would probably
have had a practical scheme in operation
by this time; but it is better late than
never. However, if the electors do their
duty at the forthcoming provincial elec-
tions, irrespective of party, they will
undoubtedly be able to get money in
British Columbia at a small advance on
the British market. It is only apathy
on the part of the people that has per-
mitted this huge waste of money so

ong.
I still believe the best way to get at
the root of the evil, is for the legislature
to pass an act similar to the Irish land
purchase bill, enabling the provincial
government to borrow money up to a
certain amount as required, and to ap-
point a board of three competent land
commissioners to value the holdings of
applicants and to recommend what
amount is safe toadvance on the security
of such holdings. Under the above act
the Imperial government advanced
money at 4} per cent. per annum, pay-
ing off principal and interest in, I be-
lieve, forty-nine years, to buy out the
Irish landlords and to enable the Irish
tenants to live and improve their hold-
ings. In British Columbia it is the
foreign money lenders that is oppressing
the farmers, and in most cases com-
pelling them to sacrific their produce to
meet big interest. Again many de-
sirable farmers are unable“to buy land
for lack of capital and are thereby forced
into some other calling, to leave the pro-
vince, or lease some othe:rbody’s farm,
and to pay big rent, which is much
worse, as when their short lease is up
they have generally to leave or consent
to a raiee of rent.
If ever British Colurabia is. to, be the
home of a prosperous and independent
people, the yoke of the money lender
has got to be broken, and there will
never be a better opportunity than at
the forthcoming elections. If those in
favor of cheap money will only do what
is their plain duty, there will not be
found one man in the next house.to op-
pose money being got at a reasomable
rate of interest. Their first duty is to
watch the nominating conventions and
see that honest and capable men are se-
lected. As it is then and not on election
day that wirepullers and fleshpot hun-
ters do the harm, frequently after nom-
ination the electors wake up to find they
have only the choice of two evils.
I may say in conclusion the govern-
ment last session gave the cheap money
delegates a cordial and lengthy hearing
and eeemed to be fairly well up in the
Australian and S8axon systems; also to
have followed the argument on cheap
money in this province closely, and now

over, we should have little difficulty in
getting money at a fair rate of interest,
but at the elections we must leave no-
thing to any party’s discretion. This is
by far the easiest way to solve the mor-
tgage tax question, and permanently im-
prove the condition of the people of
British Columbia. I say the people, be-
cause every citizen will feel the effects
of the change a great deal more than any
Klondike boom, although the farmers
will be more directly beuefited. Thank-

GRDEROUT OF ANARCHY

The Solid Citizens of Skagway De-
eree the End of Soapy Smith’s
Reign of Terror.

With the Assistance of the Soldiery
the Gambling Games are Closed
and Order Restored.

Matters at Skagway are rapidly ap-
proaching a crisis. This does not apply
to the health conditions, for the epinal
meningitis appears to be exciting much
less alarm, but to the administration of
the town. On the one side are the so-
called solid citizens, supported by the
recently arrived federal soldiery—on the
other, the organized subjects and sup-
porters of Soapy Smith.

The latter have lately been setting all
law and order at defiance, cases of rob-
bery, shooting and less serious crime be-
ing of daily occurrence. On Sunday
night, the 6th instant, Alexander Mec-
Lean, a prominent resident, was sand-
bagged just outeide of his home on the
local Broadway. He recovered his
senses partially as he fell, and made an
effort to draw a revolver, seeing which
his assailant made haste to escape inthe
darkness.

The following morning no fewer than
twelve highway robberies were reported,
while from a short distance up the trail
—just beyond the military encampment
—word was received of a cold-blooded
maurder, the victim being an inbound
miner named H. Bean. He had been
shot at very close range, his aseassin evi-
dently having sprung upon him from
ambush and thrust the fatal weapon
practically into his fate, which was torn
and powder-burned.

The body was still warm when found,
and to all appearances nothing in the
pockets had been molested. In the dead
man’s belt upwards of $300 in bank
notes was found, besides $33:50 in coin,
personal papers, and a miner’s certifi-
cate issued by Collector A. R. Milne, of
this city. The theory formed by tbe
military as well as at Skagway adopts
robbery as the motive of the crime,
those who have investigated the case
believing that the murderer was fright-
ened away before he could search the
body. No clue to the identity of the as~
sassin had presented itself before the
Islander sailed south.

It was chiefly these two incidents that
decided the respectable element at Skag-
way that the time for action had come.
They accordingly conferred with the in-
fantry officers, and one week ago yester-
day morning posted conspicuous notices
warning all concerned that all gambling
rooms,“‘flimsy’’ and “‘sure-thing’’ games
in the city or on the trail, mast close,
and all objectionable characters leave by
4 o’clock the same day.

A reference to the books in Collector
Milne’s office shows that a miners’ cer-
tificate was issued to H. W. Bean on
February 16. He gate as his place of
residence, Beattle. ‘

At the appointed hour the two fall
companies of military appeared on the
scene and paying no_attention to the
threats of the tough element effectually
cloeced all objectionable places. The
round up was made with rifies ready,
and the Soapy Smith party contented
themselves perforce with muttered
promises of fature vengeance.

A second conference of officery and
citizens was held soon after, 101 being
present, at which it was decided to issue
the following proclamation :

notified to leave Skagway and the White
Pass road immediately, and to remain
away. Failure to comply with this warn-
ing will be followed by p{s%m)pt-action.

He
is searching for his 14-yearold daughter,
and believing that she was on the City
of Puebla, he had by rail raced the clip~
per steamer for Victoria, beating her
here but finding no trace of the missing
one after all, About one week ago the:
little girl, who has a remarkable
talent for music, went out in the
early afternoon to search the music
stores for some particular sheef, she
wanted. Whether she gol lost, was
abducted, or wilfully strayed from home
is not yet settled in the mind of her
father. When she did not retarn home
at a late hour Mr. Lynch me alarm-
ed and went in search of her. He was
told by a young man who knew the gir}
that she had gone aboard the Puebla as
that steamer was about to leave for the
North. Mr. Lynch then took the first
steamer North and arrived here ahead
of the Puebla, but to his utter astonish-
ment his daughter was not aboard the
vessel.

MASTER AND SERVANT.

To PPévent the Introduction of Laborers
Under Contract,

The bill introduced by Mr. Macpher-
son in the legislature to amend the
¢*¢ Master and Servant Act’’ is a very
short one, being contained in one sec-
tion. It aims at preventing the bring-
ing into British Columbia of laborers
under contract from other parts of Can-
ada or from outside countries. The sec-
tion reads as follows:

Any agreement or bargain, verbal or
written, express or implied, which may
be made between any other person not
a resident of British Columbia, for the
performance of labor or service, or hav-
ing reference to the performance of
labor or service by such other person in
the Province of British Columbia, and
made as aforesaid, previous to the mi-
gration or coming into British Columbia
of such other person whose labor or: ger-
vice is contracted for, shall be void and
of no effect as against the person so mi-
grating or coming.

(a.) Nothing in this section shall be-
80 construed as to prevent any person
from engaging under contract or agree-
ment skilled workmen, not resident im
British Columbia, to perform labor im
British Columbia in or upon any new:
indusiry not at present established im
British Columbia, or any industry at.
present established, if skilled labor for-
the purpose of the industry cannot be-
otherwise obtained, nor shall the pro-
visions of this section apply to teachers,

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TALE AGAINST  TIME.

Opposition Endeavors to Prevent
the Resolution Being Carried
to Grant Supply.

Speaker Rules Against Mr. Sword
and Is Sustained by a Big
Majority,

Practically the whole of yesterday’s
session of the legislature was taken up
by the opposition talking against time
to prevent the preliminary motion for
supply to be passed. For a time it
looked like an -all night session, but
upon a point of order taken, after the
opposition amendment had been voted
down by 19 mllo, the business of the
house proceeded, and the preliminary
supply motion passed.

The house opened with prayer by Rev.
W. Leslie Clay.

DEBATE ON SUPPLY.

Mr. Speaker gave the following de-
cision on the point of order raised the
previous day as to the scope of the de-
bate on a preliminary motion for supply.

*“‘On 8th March, upon the question
being proposed ‘That I do now leave the
chair, and that the house resolve itself
into a committee of the whole to con-
sider the motion ‘That supply be granted
to Her Majesty?’ ’’ a debate arose. Ob-
jection being taken that the motion is
not debatable ander Rule 95, which fol-
lows English Standing Order 54—the
committee of supply and ways and
means should, beé set up as soon as the
address in reply to the speech of His
Honor the Lieutenant Governor is
agreed to. This rule has never
been followed. A practice has grown
up, ever since Confederation, of com-
bining two separate and distinct
matters in one resolution., When the
house passes the address to the Crown,
it expresses its willingness to grant sup-
plies. This consent carries with it
assent to the creations of the body out of
which ‘all questions of supply must
originate. Hence the merely formal
motion, not debatable, and of which no
notice is required, is passed, creating
the committee of supply. See May, 254;
Rule 95; English Standing Order 54.
-See also English Hansard, 1348 (1887).
The latter part of the resolution
refers to something which is to
be done in the committee of the
whole. The committee are to consider
a maiter which involves a charge on
the public, and under rule 96 such mo-
tions can only be introduced by notice,
and must be referred to a committee of
the whole for consideration. According
therefore to rule 96, if the house eannot
take cognizance of any matter of supply
until it has been first congidered in a
committee of the whole, it would seem
that there could be no debate on any
matter coming within the range of the
budget, because it is not before the

Mr. Sword went on to say until the
opposition knew how the promises made
by the government were to be fulfilled
the house should not grant supply.

Mr. Macpherson proceeded in the
same strain as the other opposition
speakers. He claimed that before elec-
tions there were always large appro-
priations brought down, and the only
construction that could be put upon it
was that it was an-attempt to bride the
electors with their own money. (Cries
of Oh!) .

Hon. Col. Baker called the member to
order, as Mr. Macpherson had no right
to impute motives.

Mr. Graham and Mr, Kennedy follow-
ed, the latter claiming that the 12 op-
position = members represented more
votes than the 21 members on the gov-
ernment side. The opposition repre-
‘se&bed 8,250 votes and the government
8,047. >

The Premier—* The votes cast on the
governmentside were 17,587 votes and on
the opposition 13,478.”’

The Premier too raised the point that
Mr. Kennedy was not in order, the sub-
ject not being relevant to the question
under discussion.

Mr. Kennedy continued, and in the
midst of a mass of figures asked why
two men in South Nanaimo were worth
four men in Delta.

Dr. Walkem (jokingly)—‘ Why, be-
cause they are better men.”’ (Laughter.)

Mr. Kidd and Mr. Veddar followed,
and one by one the opposition spoke,
and then began it all over again. Mr.
Foster in the course of some remarks ad-
mitted that the various deputations
from the various pparts of the province
had gone home well satisfied with their
treatment by the government, but he in-
timated that this showed that the gov-
ernment were using the public money to
bribe the electorate.

HIGHWAY BILL.

The Highwsay bill which Mr. Graham
has introduced in the legislature is with
a view to having the rule of the road
changed,in as far at least asthat portion
of the province east of the Cascades is
concerned.

It
was brought in by the late Mr. Kitchen
in 1892, and up till that time there was
no particular law, each locality pleasing
iteelf in this respect as to custom. Mr.
Graham claims that the people in the
upper country do not find turning to the
left as convenient, as on mountain roads
the driver needs to be on the outside in
order to be able to guard against going
too near to the edge of the road. His

DEATH OF MR. HUTCHESON.

The Well Known Head of “The Westside”

Dies of Pneumonia in Toronto.

A‘Frivate telegram was received in the
city last hight at 8:30 announcing the
death at the General hospital in Toronto
of Mr. Jas. Hutcheson of the firm of J.
Hutcheson & Co., proprietors of the
Westside dry goods house, on Govern-
ment street. Mr, Hutcheson left Vic-
toria on the 3rd inst. for the east with
the object of improving his health which
had been failing for a short time back.
It was also his intention to transact
some business for his firm while there.
He arrived in Toronto on the 10th inst.
and the same day contracted a severe
cold, which later developed into pneu-
monia. On the advice of Dr. Caven,
who attended him, he went to the gen-
eral hospital for treatment, and -on
Saturday last a telegram was sent to
Mrs. Hutcheson, saying there was not
much hope of his recovery. Later des-
patches, however, reported him as im-
proving, but again yesterday morning
his condition was reported as doubtful,
and Mrs., Hutcheson, accompanied by
her daughter, left for the East, taking
the steamer Kingston for Seattle, where
they were last night when the news of
Mr. Hutcheson’s death arrived. The
message was sent on to them, and they
will return home this morning.
The deceased was 60 years of age, and
a native of Belfast, Ireland. He came
to Victoria in 1858, and shortly after-
wards went into mining in the Cariboo
country. Later on he was engaged in
mining on Leech river. 1n 1880 he re-
turned to Victoria and organized the
firm of Hutcheson, Young & Co., who
established the White House dry goods
store, He was connected with this en-
terprise until 1888, when in part-
nership wiii- F» 8, Maclure he
established The Westside, No. 70 Gov-
ernment street, with which institution
he was connected as senior partner until
his death. The deceased leaves a wife
and datighter, who reside at No. 38 Vic-
toria crescent, and a son, Frank, who
is at present in Victoria.

The news of Mr, Hutcheson’s death
was not unexpected, but comes, never-
theless, as a severe shock to his family,
and as a matter for deep regret among
his many friends. There were few bet-
ter known or more respected private
citizens in Victoria.

The remains will be embalmed and
shipred home for interment.

Trading & Transport Corporation,
and adjacent to the present townsite.
Several important buildings will be
erected under his p€rsonal sugervis'\on,
for which lumber is being taken up on
the steamer, and Mr. Bethune will also
see begun a series of sidewalks and the
foundations for a commodious wharf.

Before returning home he will arrange
for the placing of Stikine island town-
site on the market as well, and will then
go up the river if time permits, making
his way as far as Glenora, where he is to
select a site for the wharf and ware-
houses. to be constructed there. The
townsites at Wrangel and Stikine islands
are already surveyed and plotted, and
lots promise to be in great demand as
soon as they are obtainable. Two of the
paseengers sailing North by the Lakme
vesterday will be among the earliest pur-
chasers. They told the CoLoNIsT yester-
day that within sixty days Wrangel may
be expected to monopolize the attention
of residents and investors’in the North.

PRIVATE MEMBERS DAY

A Number of Railway Bills Ad-
vanced a Stage by the

Legislature.

Lientenant-Governor Attends to Give
His Assent to the Claims Ad-
vertisement Act.

Private bills occupied the legislatare
yesterday afternoon and several measures
were advanced a stage or two. Dauring
the sitting His Honor the Lieutenant-
Governor attended to give his formal as-
sent to the passage of the Claims Adver-
tisement bill, so that it couid become
law at once.

The house was opened with prayer by
Rev. W. Leslie Clay.

NEW BILLS.

Mr. Kellie received permission to in-
troduce a 'bill intituled *“The Truck
Act,”” and the bill was read a first time.
*“ An Act to amend the Water Clauses
Consolidation Aet, 1897,” was intro-
duced by Mr. Graham and read a first
time.

MOTIONS.

Mr. Helmcken moved for correspon-
dence between J. J. McKenna, repre-
senting the Dominion government, and
any member of the provincial govern-
ment respecting negotiations for the set-
tlement of the Songhees reserve ques-
tion.

This was agreed to.

Mr, Semlin moved for copies of all in-
structions given to L. B. Hamlin, civil
engineer, in regard to his examination
of the Teslin lake, Hootalinqua, Lewes
and Yukon rivers.

This too was agreed to, Hon. G. B.
Martin saying the government would be
very happy to suoply the information
asked for.

Mr. Graham asked for returns of cor-
respondence and the evidence regarding
certain charges against Constable Hun-
ter during the summer of 1897.

Hon. Col. Baker had no objection to
this, but the correspondence was very
voluminous and it would cost a great
deal to print. Mr, Semlin made a few
remarks that could not be heard by the
reporters, and the the motion was
agreed to, and during the afternoon the
returns were presented.

' HIS HONOR’S ASSENT.

At this stage of the proceedings the
Lieutenant-Governor entered the house
and - taking his seat in the Speaker’s
chair, assented to the ‘‘ Act respecting
applications for certificates of improve-
ments under the Mineral Aect.”’

Mr. Adams moved, seconded by Mr.
Smith, that the house take into con-
sideration the advisability of disposing
of the placer lands of the province under
the crown grant system.

Dr. Walkem objected to a question of
policy being allowed to be brought in by
a private member.

Mr. Smith was of opinion that while
many people believed that placer land
should be crown granted, it would be
well ‘for the government to. carefully
safeguard any such provision so that the
land could not be allowed to lie idle.
Dr, Walkem renewed his objection to
a private member bringing up a matter
of public policy in the house as the gov-
ernment had no right to delegate their
rights to a private member.

Hon., Col. Baker remarked that he had
only waited for an opportunity to ask
Mr. Adams to withdraw his motion, as
the government had already the matter
under their consideration and would sub-
mit it to the mining committee.

Mr. Speaker declared the motion of
Mr. Adams out of order,

QUESTION,

Mr.' Higging asked the Prémier if it
was the intention of the government to
provide in the estimates for the restor-
ation of official salaries to the scale in
force previous to 1896.

The Premier replied: ‘‘ The estimates
are being prepared, and will be before
the house shortly, when the information
asked for may be obtained.”

PRIVATE BILLS.

On the motion to go into committee of
the whole on the Mountain Tramway &
Electric Co., Mr. Sword moved that the
committee be instructed to consider the
following as an addition to section 15:

“(a.) Before the said company shall
exercise any of the powers aforégaid in
respect of any proposed tramway, it shall

ive notice as provided by section 4 of

e Tramway Company Incorporation
act, stating 'the points between which it
is proposed # build sach tramway, tele-
graph or teléphone line, and the general
route of the same:

“(b.) Any person who would be en-
titled under section 5 of the Tramway
Company Incorporation act, to object to
the incorporation of a company under
said act for the building of such line,
may give the same notice of objection as
woulg be required in the case of such
company, and none of the powers afore-
said shall, in respect of the line so ob-
jected to, be exercised by the company
until such objections have been heard
and disposed of, as provided in the case
of a company applying for incorporation
under said act for the purpose of build-
ing such tramway, telegraph er tele-
phone line, and then only to the extent
authorized and under the conditions im-
posed by the lieutenant-governor in
council.”

He explained that he moved this with
the view of seeing that the company
secure no advantage in building a par-
ticular tramway over a company s&pe-
cially incorporated to build over the
same route.

The motion carried and the house
went into committee of the whole on
the bill, Mr. Forster in the chair.

The committee rose, reported progress
and asked leave to sit again.

The report on the Kitamat Railway
bill was adopted, the bill read.a third
time and passed.

Mr. Hunter in moving the second
reading of the Kootenay and Northwest
Railway Co. bill said that from 115 de-

grees west longitude, near where the
Kootenay river crossed the international
boundary at the 49th parallel, there ran
northwest for a thousand miles a great
rut or furrow that was generally believed
to have been formed by a huge glacier
moving northwest to southeast. Geology
teaches that this huge furrow was at one
time an immense inland lake. Along
its course were found the Kootenay. Col-

umbia, Parsnip, Fracer and other large

rivers, and it was a fact that rich auri-
ferous areas and fertile agricultural lands
were found along its course. It was
along this valley that it was proposed to
run this railway from Golden south to
a point near Cranbrook, and north
through the valleys of the Columbia,
Canoe, Fraser and Parsnip rivers to
Teslin lake. The railway would be
about 1,700 miles. The house could see
what an important- work this was and
he would say in conclusion that the com-
pany would push construction.

The second reading was carried.

The house went into committee of the
whole on the Alice Arm railway bill,
Mr. McGregor in the chair.

The committee rose, reported progress
and asked leave to sit again.

Just before the house adjourned sev-
eral members complained of the diffi-
culty of hearing what was said in the
house.

Mr. Speaker regretted that the changes
to enable the reporters to -hear would
have to be done during the recese, as it
was not possible to do so while the house
was in session.

A short discussion followed as to the
best method of improving the acoustics
of the chamber, and a8 most of this was
carried on in & conversational tone, the
reporters could not distinctly make out
what was said._

REPORTS.

The railway committee reported the
preambles proved of the bill to incor-
porate, the Skeena Railway Coloniza-
tion & Exploration Co., and the bill to
incorporate the Skeena River & Eastern
Railway Co., and submitted the bills
with amendments.

The hounse adjourned shortly after six
o’clock.

By Hon. Col. Baker—Whereas by sec-
tion 91 of the *‘ British North America
Act” it is provided that ° * the ex-
clusive legislative authority of the parlia-
ment of Canada extends to all subjects
next hereafter enumerated, that is to
say: Sub-section (11)—Quarantine and
establishment of marine hospitals.

these people are inexperienced and
ignorant of the nature and difficulties
connected with their undertaking, are
many of them mnot British subjects,
and are possessed of very limited
meane; and whereas numerous disap-
pointments and failures -must be
the mnatural outcome of such a
state of affairs, thus throwing upon so-
ciety a large number of sick and indi-
gent persone, criminals, and people of
unsound mind; and whereas, from its
geographical position in relation to the
Yukon territory, the province of British
Columbia becomes the easiest refuge for
such an undesirable class of people; and
whereas the large revenue derived
from the immigration to the .Yu-
kon district is " almest wholly ab-
sorbed by the Dominion government;
therefore be it resolved, that
the Dominion government be asked to
take effective steps at the ports of em-
barkation to prevent sick and indigent
persons, criminals and lunatics who are
not British subjects from emigrating to
British Columbia, and to take effective
steps for the reception and maintenance
of sick and indigent persons, criminal
and lanatic who may be British sub-
jects,’and who may be landed in British
Columbia.’ s

By Mr. Ootton—To move in commit-
tee of the whole on the C. P. N. Co.,
Ltd., bill to insert sections to the effect
that the capital stock of ‘the company
may be increased from time to time to
any amount, if such increase be sanc-
tioned by vote of. shareholders re-
presenting  two-thirds in  value
of the subscribed capital stock
of the company, as a meeting called
by thirty days notice. Also that the
company may issue guaranteed or pre-
ferted stock upon such conditions as are
authorized by the majority in value of
the shareholders given at the annual
meeting or special general meeting called
for the purpose at which at least two-
thirde of the value of the subscribed
capital of the ompany shall be present
either in person or by proxy.

By Mr. Kellie—Whereas the United
States tariff, known as the Dingley Bill,
increased the duty on the lead contents
of ore going into .that country from
three-quarters of one cent per pound to
one and one-half cents per pound, and
the duty on lead bullion from one and
one-half cents per pound to two and one-
half cents per pound; and whereas the
additional duty placed by the Dingley
tariff on our lead ores and bullion enter-
ing the United States has a detrimental
effect on the mining and smelting indus-

A YUKON POTLATCH.

Quebec Friends of the Premier Given for a
Song Concessions Worth Millions.

[Toronto Mail and Empire.]

It looks as if two governments, the
one in Canada, and®the other in the
United States, had seized upon this
Yukon_ business to make all they can
out of it for their friends at our expense.
8o serious is the situation to-day that
the people of Canada may well stand
aghast, not only at the propositions from
Washington, but at the exploitations
that are being effected by way of Otta-
wa. The secret schemes for the enrich-
ment of ministerial favcrites are coming
to light one by ome. A few days
ago we were permitted to learn
that an enormous grant of riv-
er bed for gold-dredging purposes
had been made to a friend of the Frem-
ier, the brother of the late Honore Mer-
cier. This man receives a lease of 280
miles of river in which to dredge for
gold. The area conceded is just nine
times as large as the area which the
regulations permit. Mr, Mercier’s grant
covers many rivers in the Klondike re-
gion and is of great value. La Presse
characterizes it as a huge job, and de-
clares that the fortunate grantee can dis-
pose of the concession to a company and
walk off a wealthy man, albeit he has
not been within three thousand miles of
his rivers, much less turned a spadeful
of Klondike earth. Swiftly following
upon this case comes that of the Cheval-
ier Gustave Drolet. This gentleman
is another friend of the Premier. He has
been useful in a delicate and difficult
case. To him was entrusted the
duty of proceeding to Rome in
an ambasgsadorial capacity and ne-
gotiating there on the school
question. He also has secured a dredg-
ing concessioh, covering thirty miles of
the North Saskatchewan, the rental of
which’is $300 a year. - It-is alleged that
the chevalier has sold out to a company
for $25,000 in cash, and $75,000 in stock,
thus making a comfortable little fortune
of $100,600 with perfect ease. A huge
variety of mining rights in Yukon dis-
trict are repor as having been dis-
poeed of to other friends of the govern-
ment in their own names, and in the
names of their wives, their sisters, their
cousins, and their aunts. We lease
propert%es for $100,000, and the lessees
are to turn them over and raise in a sum
variously estimated at from two to five
millions. Truly, there are millions in it,
but not for the people.

A SURVEY OF ALASKA

Three United States Parties Will
Make Thorough Exploration
Within a Few Months.

Then Search for Further Gold
Deposits and Easiest Means
of Communication.

WasHINGTON, March 15.—The pro-

jected Alaskan survey party will be
taken North on the gunboat Wheeling.
At Skagway two parties will be de-
tached, the first under Mr. Barnard,
proceeding to the Klondike region for
the purpose of making a topographical
survey of the district adjacent to
the boundary of Alaska, the 14lst mer-
idian. The survey will extend eastward
from the Yukon between the 64th and
65th parallels of latitude, and will in-
clude the Forty Mile district. The maps
as made by Barnard’s party will serve
a8 a basis for a careful geological inves-
tigation of the region by Mr. Keith, who
will use Barnard’s camp as a base but
will operate to some extent independ-
ently.
The second party leaving will* be in
charge of Mr. S8purr, who will co-operate
with Barnard in crossing the passes, and
on reaching the mouth of the White
river will enter upon its special field of
work, namely the exploration of the
White and Tahana river eystems. It is
expected that this party will descend
the Tahana to ita mouth and will explore
the Melogikaket with a view to future
operations on the Koyukuk.

After organizing the Barnard and
Spurr parties at Skagway, Mr. Eld-
ridge, with the remaining members of
the force, will go in the Wheeling to
Cook Inlet, and land at the mouth of
the Shusitna river. He is expected to
proceed with the entire corps then with
him up the Shusitna to about lati-
tude 63 degrees 40 minutes, where
several forks  of the river com-
bine. @At this point a party
under Mr. Peters will be detached to ex-
plore the northesstern portion of the
Russian drainage basin, with the ex-
pectation that their work will connect
with that of a party sent from the war
department to Copper River, and that
they will close on Mr. Spurr’s survey
down the Tahana.

After detaching Mr, Peters’ party,

Mr., Eldridge will proceed with an assist-
ant westward across the divide between
the Sushitna and the Keyukuk to sur-
vey the headwaters of the Kuskokuk
and examine the navigability of that
stream by descending it to the usunal
portage to the lower Yukon.
In the exploration by Peters and Eld-
ridge sufficient attention will be given to
the location of a possible railway from
Cook Inlet to the Yukon. All the parties
will rendezvous at St. Michael’s by
September 15.

'he routes traversed will'be critically
inspected with & view to ascertaining
the most practicable. location for trails,
wagon roads or railroads. The character
and extent of timber will be noted and
therivers or streams will be examined
as to the possibilities of navigation, and
the height of falls or rapids and the rise
and fall of the tides will be recorded.
The geological survey ie to be so con-
ducted as to ascertain the general distri-
bation of rock masses, their relations
and so far as may be the character and
origin of each. 'Occurrences of valuable
minerals will be noted and special atten-
tion given to the presence or absence of
gold, whether placer or in' veins.

MASTER AND SERVANT.

To Prevent the- Introduction of Laborers
Under Contract.

The bill introduced by Mr. Macpher-
son in the legislature to amend the
¢ Master and Servant Act’ is a very
short one, being contained in one sec-
tion.

(a.) Nothing in this section shall be
so construed as to prevent any person
from engaging under contract or agree-
ment skilled workmen, not resident in

British Columbia in or upon any new
industry not at present established in
British Columbia, or any industry at
present established, if skilled labor for
the purpose of the industry cannot be
otherwise obtained, nor shall the pro-
visions of this section apply to teachers,

Injunction Asked For by
Mr. Goodacre.

City to Pull Down the
- Structure.

Mr, Justice Drake yesterday refused to
grant the irjunction asked for by Mr.
L. Goodacre to prevent the removal of
the verandah from the froat of his shop
on Government street. The decision is
an important one and is here given in
full:

This is an application by the plaintiff
for an ir junction to restrain the corpora-
tion froms enforcing & notice calling upon
the plaintiff to remove a veranda on the
corner of Government street and John-
son street, a structure within the fire
limits of the city. The Municipal
Clauses act, as amended by sec-
tion 6 in 1897, authorizes the
corporation - by by-law to compel
the removal of all existing verandahs on
or projecting over any sidewalk within
the municipality, By Section 51 the
municipal council whenever it has auth-
ority to direct that any matter or thing
should be done by any person, such
council may by the same or another by-
law direct that in default of its being
done by the person, such matter or thing
shall be done at the expense of the per-
son in default, and the expense may be
recovered. The corporation has passed
by-law 278, which enacts by section 5
that every verandah in or upon or pro-
jecting over any street or public side-
walk within the fire limits of the muni-
cipality shall be forthwith removed by
the owner, lessee or occupier of the
building to which such verandan is
attached, and by section 7 that it
shall be lawful for any officer
of the corporation, when ‘g0 di-
rected by the council, to remove
any verandah upon or projecting over
any street or sidewalk without any pre-
vious notice. In pursuance of this by-
Jaw the corporation on the 19th Janu-
ary, 1898, gave the plaintiff notice to re-
move the verandah jn question within
one mouth.
Mr. Hunter contends that the by-law
is invalid because it enacts by section 7
that the verandah can be removed with-
out notice; and under section 51 he ar-
gues that this section contemplates that
there must be a default by the person
who is to do the act before the corpora-
tion can exercise its powers of removal,
and that so much of the by-law that
such removal can take place without no-
tice is invalid.
‘Section 26 certainly contemplates that
verandahs are to be removed by some-
body and not in the first instance by the
municipal council; therefore the by-law
is to be read in connection with section
51 and default has to be made before the
council can exercise the powers giveun
them by that section.
If the Corporation had succeeded
under Section 6 of the by-law without

his part after notice I should have little
hesitation in granting the injunction
asked for, but that is not the case here.
The Corporation have given to the plain-
tiff a reasonable notice to do that which
the Corporation by by-law are empower-
ed to enforce. This is not an application
to quash a by-law which by ‘section 89
would have to be brought within one
month after its promulgation and there-
fore I can only deal with the application
made to me which is to restrain the
Corporation from pulling down the ver-
andah attached to the plaintiff’s prem-
ises and I do not think that a case has
been made out for the interference of
the Court.

Owners of the Steamer Agree to Pay the
C.P.N. Co. Two.Thousand Pouads.

The suit brought by the C. P. N. Co.
against the steamship Commonwealth
was yesterday settled amicably out of
court, the owners of the Colfmonwealth
agreeing to fpay £2, salvage. This
settles one of the biggest cases that has
been before the Admiralty court for a
long time.

Protection Required to Keep the
Lead ‘Mining Industry Alive
‘in Kootenay.

A meeting of the council of the board
cf trade was held yesterday afternoon.
There were present: G. A. Kirk, presi-

dent; W. A, Ward, T. 8. Futcher, Ei-
ward Pearson, A. G. McCandless, J. H.

Todd and Secretary Elworthy.

Mr. Woolaston, a real estate broker of
Grand Forks, B.C., was given the priv-
ilege of addressing the council. He
complained of the action of the board of
trade in opposing the charter for Mr,
Corbin’s railway, pointing out that this
road would be of great advantage to his
town and surrounding interests.
The members oi the council ex-

pressed regret that Mr. Woolaston
had not presented his case earlier as
the board had already reached a decision
on the matter, and the question could
not now very well be re-opened. It was
also considered doubtful if the argu-
ments which the Grand Forks delegate
had to offer would in any way change
the opinion of the board in regard to this
railway scheme,
A letter from G. O. Buchanan, presi-
dent of the Kaslo board of trade, was
read. It pointed out that the increase
of duty rmposed by the Dingley law on
lead ore and lead bullion made the min-
ing of that commodity almost profitless,
and urged the board of trade to take
some steps towards inducing the Domin-
ion government to retaliate.

Mr. David W. W, King, editor of fhe

dressed the council on this question.
He said that the duty on lead ore had
been raised from 34 to 114 cents and on
lead bullion from 114 to 214 cents. This
he said made the smelting of ore at
home an absolute necessity if the lead
mining industry of Kootenay was to sur-
vive. The many low-grade mines could

ditions., Mr. King submitted that Brit-
ish Columbia had the best lead ore
in the world, yet it was mnotorious
that while the miners of Kootenay could
not make the business pay the miners
in the United States as well as the smel-
ter owners were growing wealthy. The
feeling over the matter in West Koot-
enay was strong. Meetings were being
held all through the country and pe-
titions to the government were being
widely signed. Circulars had been sent
out to all the Eastern neWspapers pre-
senting the cause to them and only one
paper had been adverse inits criticism.
The speaker urged upon, the council the
necessity of pressing the government in
the matter, and pointed out that apart
from the smelting industries which
would spring up through a retaliatory
policy the great coal fields now being
opened up would aleo be benefited.
There was another matter, that of zinc
in the lead ore. In cases where the
zinc happened to exceed 10 per cent.,
the smelter put on an additional charge
for treating the ore. The people of
Kootenay wanted a duty imrosed which
would ' praetically prohibit American
lead from being sold in Canada. They
also wanted a market for their lead
opened up elsewhere than the United
States.

Mr. Joshma Davies added to Mr.
King’s remarks and pointed out how
the American smelters were making big
money out of the Canadian mines while
the miners were making nothing. He
instanced a case where freight charges
to the smelter and charges for treatment
had exceeded the value of the ore, and
yet this could have been treated witha
rofit to miner and emelter at home.
r. Davies .gave figures to show that
proper protection would keep $1,500 a
day within the Canadian border. In
1897 $275,000 in daty alone had been
paid to the United States.

Before the deputation retired Mr.
King was asked how the people of West
Kootenay looked upon Mr. Corbin’s rail-
way scheme, to which he replied that
the people as a whole were opposed
to it.

The committee on harbors and naviga-
tion submitted a recommendation to the
effect that the government should be
petitioned to improve the Stikine river.

The Pope Speaks on Behalf of Spain and
Would Make Cuba Free as a
British Colony.

LoxpoN, March 15.—The Pall Mall

Cut Off—High Water at Montreal.

MoxTREAL, March 16.—(Special)—

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THE STIKINE ROUTE.)

The actual facts in regard to the con-
ditions existing on the Stikine river
were given in the CoLoNisT on Sunday,
and it is quite inaccurate to say that
there is no likelihood that any of the
parties now on the way will get up the
river on the ice. The season has been
exceptionally mild and the ice which
formed in December has been worn
away by the running .water. At the
same time cold weather sometimes
comes in March and if it does, the par-
ties now on the river will get through
-all right.

Next season there will be a road along
the bank of the river from the canyon
down, and this will make it possible to
travel up all winter, so that if Messrs.
Mackenzie & Mann can get their road
through to Lake Teslin in September,
there will be winter travel up the river
and down the Yukon all next winter.
There will be no difficulty in operating
a line of sleighs down -Lake Teslin and
the Hootalinqua, and we suppose fur-
ther on the ice. The only thing to be
provided is shelter and food, and these
can be arranged. The sgnowfall in the
interior is not great, so there will be not
as much trouble in keeping a road
open as there 18 in Quebec. The only
part of the work that may present seri-
* ous obstacles is the lower part of the
river, which sometimes is late in freez-
ing; but a way will probably be dis-
covered of getting over this.

It is remarkable that, while further
North persons en route to the Yukoa
have been stopped by the imtense cold,
those selecting the Stikine have been

kept back by mild weather. The news’

from the river during the next few days
will be watched with great interest.
Mackenzie & Mann are still sending up
supplies and their men are still at work
pushing their way along. As we under-
stand it, if the soft snow encountered
twenty miles up is once passed, there
will be very good travelling for the rest
of the journey.

GREAT BRITAIN AND JAPAN.

In spite of forebodingsto the contrary,
Great Britain has gained considerably
in the diplomatic fencing that has been
in progress over the Orient. Yesterday’s
despatches announce that a complete
understanding exists between the Im-
perial government and Japan, which, it
is said, is likely to secure peace for the
present. As the Coronist has already
pointed out, Russia is in a very poor
position to fight even Japan single-
handed at 8o great a distance. It would
be impossible to send asufficient number
©of troops.by land before Japan could
seize the Siberian railway, and trans-
portation by water would be out of the
question, mot only on account
of the distance, but because
Russia has not a fleet sufficient
to convoy the transports. With Great
Britain co-operating with Japan, Russia
would be powerless on the Pacific coast.
Her war vessels could not get there for
lack of coal, and her transports would be
in the same condition. If Russia insists
on war, it would undoubtedly be the
policy of the Anglo-Japanese forces to
capture Vladivostock as soon as ice will
permit, take possession of the railway,
keep the Ruesian forces from reaching
the coast, and at the same time drive the
Russian fleet from the sea. The posi-
tion of Japar would be very safe. We
donot see how Russia could hope sue-
cessfully to maintain an agressive war
against Great Britain. She could
not hope to do 8o on the

ocean. In fact it is doubtful if
her fleet would venture to sea. Russian

territory is not coterminous with British
territory anywhere, except possibly
among the Pamirs in Northwestern In-
dia, and we see no reason to suppose
that it would be possible for the Czar’s
government to carry on a successful
campaign in those mountains and at the
same time defend Eastern Siberia. The
understanding between Great Britain
and Japan is a guarantee of peace.

HAWAIIAN ANNEXATION.

The San Francisco Argonaunt thinks that
she Hawaiian * annexation scheme is
wounded unto the death.”” That the
treaty. cannot be carried through the
Senate seems to be settled beyond all
question. - A proposal has been made to
carry annexation by ¢ joint resolution.”
This the Argonaut says would be uncon-
stitutional ; but we are not impressed by
that idea. We do not see why the
United States congress cannot pass
a resolution or a statute erect-
ing the islands into a state of the
Union, and if the people of the
Hawaiian republic choose to recognize
such a statute or resolution and act in
accordance with it, we do not see what
any one else has tosayabout the matter.
But this is not very important if, as the
Argonaut says, there is not the least
chance of the House of Repre-
gentatives  voting for annexation.

The people of Canada are considerably
concerned in this subject, although it
possesses nO vital interest to us. At
present our commercial connections with
the Hawaiian group are not very great,
and if the islands should become a part
of the United States they would not
stand much of a chance of increasing.
If the annexation plan fails, it may be
posgible to secure some commercial ad-

vantages from the island government.
There does not appear to be the least
intention on the part of Great Britain to
acquire the group. Japan was credited
with such an idea a year ago, but so
little has been heard of it lately, Japan
has so many interests in the Orient, and
is so desirous of keeping on good terms
with the United States, that we do not
suppose she would think of interfering.

The interests of Hawaii undoubtedly
call for the control of some strong gov-
ernment. That of Great Britain would
be the best; but as this is out of the
question, the United States ought to be
the ghoice of the civilized world. Whe-
ther it is desirable, from a United States
standpoint, is quite another matter. We
are inclined to think that it might be;
but a nation with a single outlying pos-
gession would be much in the position
of & hen with one chick. It would be
constantly in trouble without any com-
pensating benefit. The chief benefit to
be derived would be from its availability
as & way station between America and
Asia; but, as such, it would be almost
as valuable if independent as it would be
if formally annexed.

BRITISH COLUMBIA
FOR SETTLERS.

Frances MacNab, author of ‘“On
Veldt and Farm >’ and other books, bas
written a book entitled ‘‘ British Colum-
bia for Settlers; its Mines, Trade and
Agriculture,”” It is published in Lon-
don by Chapman & Hall. There are
three maps, and we are sorry to see that
neither of them shows the whole of the
province. Mr, MacNab has a very high
appreciation of the resources of our pro-
vince, and says many things that are of
great value. At times he becomes care-
less and employs language which is only
intended to be funny, but is very likely
to be misleading. Opening the book at
random, on page 201 we find the follow-
ing: ¢ It was raining (I am told it rains
every day in Nanaimo).”” Again,on page
11of the introduction weread : ** Still to-
day the island people are incredul-
ous that mainland cities should
be as important as Victoria. Have
they not the government build-
ings in Victoria?’”’ That is to say, Vic-
toria people think the chief thing in
British Columbia is the business deriva-
ble from the fact that the seat of gov-
ernment is here. He also speaks of the
province as *‘ a country whose constitu-
tion is scarcely hatched,”” thereby
creating the impression that social con-
ditions here are unsettled. He attri-
butes the excitement over Klondike to
the desire to sell groceries and the hope
of ¢‘ inducing men who have good pros-
pects in the Kootenays to sell them for
less than their value.”” On page 88 he
says: “Itis said that the middleman
trade of Victoria is passing into the
hands of the Chinese,”” which will be
news to the peopleof Victoria. Through-
out the book there is a very
apparent effort to make it read-
able and racy, and the author
is not always particular to see that his
facts tally with his pleasantries, or’
rather he seizes upon exaggerations,
which we all understand and appreciate
when employed in conversation, and
thrusts them forward in cold type,where
they look very differently to the way
they sound when told in a social zhat.
Apart from things of this sort the book
is well compiled and in view oi the haste
with which it was got up, and about
this there can be little doubt, is an ex-
ceedingly good production and its ap-
pearance at this time will be of great
advantage to the province.

GOLD MINING IN SOUTH AFRICA.

It may be of some interest to our read-
ers to know what gold mining really is
and how it is carried on in other
countries.

Returns from the Transvaal last year,
1897, for the twelve months ending De-
cember 31st, for the district of Johan-
nesberg alone, shows the following:

Number of companies crushing.. 51
Number of stamps working. % 3,567
Number or tons crpshed.. 5,325,355
Number of ounces gold... .. 3,034,678
Value in dollars @ $5 to the £..$52,918,080
Average yield lE;er ton 11,397dwts
Total dividends for the year $13,567,900

This is an enormous amount of wealth to
be taken in a single year out of an area no
larger than the district bétween Victoria

and Saanich.

We think the Dominion government
ought to bring under the notice of the
United States government the fact that
vessels engaged in the coasting trade of
that country areallowed to pass through
Canadian territorial waters without cus-
toms escort on their way to Alaska.
The distances which these steamers ply
through our waters is about six hun-
dred miles. Canada has a perfect right
under the law of nations to require
every vessel passing north out of the
Gulf of Georgia to take on a customs
escort. - The United States has no right
whatever in what is known as the *‘in-
side route’’ as far nmorth as Dixon’s
Entrance. Canadians bave rights
gecured to them by treaty on the
lower Stikine and the lower Yukon,
but the enjoyment of the privi-
lege to sail north between Van-
couver Island and the Mainland, and
through the channels, followed by the
whole American Alaskan fleet, depends
upon the courtesy of Canada and can be
revoked at any time without notice. If
the attention of the Washington govern-
ment has not already been drawn to this

fact, it ought to be without delay.

-TrE departure of the Spanish torpedo
squadron for the West Indies is not fav-
orable to peace. This looks very much
like a challenge to the United States,
and the temper of the people of that
country is not such just now as will per-
mit them to regard action of this kind
with complacency. The only possible
use thet Spain can have for a powerful
fleet in Cuban waters is to be
prepared to resist the fleet of the U niyed
States. This makes the situation more
difficult than it has been, for it is tanta-
mount to a defiance from Madrid.

WE find on the notice paper & guestion
by Mr. Higgine as to the intention of
the government in regard to the salaries
of certain permanent officials. What
this intention may be we do not know,
but we feel satisfied that if the public
fully appreciated the situation and
understood how the work of the depart-
ments are increasing, there would not be
a word of objeetion to the restoration of
salaries to their o'd figures. This pro-
vince has no wish to have ite publie ser-
vants work for less pay than they ought
to receive or their services are worth.

Tae Golden Era says that “if the
Tarner-Pooley erowd were worth their
galt”” they would induce the Dominion
government to pauton a retaliatory daty
to shut United States lead out of British
Columbia. We suggest that if Mr. Bos-
tock, M. P., who is credited with being
the financial father of the Era, would

would simply be doing his daty. While
if the gentlemen whom the Era calls
““the Turner-Pooley erowd’’ were to
deal with it they would be stepping out-
side of their prerogative.

Tae News-Advertiser apologizes for
the obstructive tactics of the opposition,
and takes over a column to do so. It
gcents defeat in the air and takes com-
fort in the thought that ‘ the voters will
avenge it.”” When the voters have had
their little say next shmmer some gen-
tlemen, who are now foremost in advie-
ing obstructive tactics, will have abund-
ant leisure to attend to their private
business uninterrupted by dreams of
political power.

Trax Kootenaian thinks the provincial
government should not hesitate a mo-
ment in extending aid to the Lardo-
Duncan railway, and gives as a reason
that ¢ the return in revenue to the pro-
vince will be immediate and amply
sufficient to repay the necessary ouilay.”
The argument is sound in principle, and
we assume is warranted by the facts.
We hope the Kootenaian’s logic will not
give out when it becomes necessary to
deal with other railway matters.

Hox. M. FosTER is reported as having
said that, though the Stikine-Teslin rail-
way may be finished by September, we
cannot use it if bonding privileges are
not granied at Wrangel. Mr. Foster is
mistaken. All that will be necessary, if
the United States is so discourteous as
to refuse bonding privileges, will be for
the transportation companies to take
custom house officers on board their
steamers. This will not be a very seri-
ous matter.

WaiLE the formalities necessary to
gecure registration on the voters’ lists
are under consideration, the CoroNnisT
wishes to say that in its humble judg-
ment the fewer they are the better, so
long a8 fraud can be prevented and
every man entitled to a vote has a
reasonable chance of getting it.

SoMe of our American exchanges talk
very flippantly about doing away with
the bonding privileges. In view of the
fact that 443,875 car loads of United
States produce passed in bond through
Canada last year, it is clear that the ad-
vantage is not all on the side of the
Dominion.

Tae Times compiains that the CoLoxn-
1sT has not replied to an article which
appeared in its columns on Saturday.
The only proper answer to such an arti-
cleis to apply for a writ de lunatico in-
quirendo, and as the creature is harm-
less, there is no use in resorting to that.

THE country has already evidence of
what it has lost by the fact that Mr.

THE TAX ON FRESH SALMON.

The Dominion has decided to impose
a tax of one-half cent per pound upon
fresh salmon imported from the United
States. The ostensible object of this is
to protect the people who are engaged in
catching salmon in Fraser river. Itis
a great mistake and witl have the effect
of injuring those whom it is intended to
benefit.

The facts of the -case are that large
quantities of salmon, that are bound for
the Fraser, are takem in fish traps in
United States waters. It would be more
patriotic, we presume, if the salmon
canners of the Fraser would refuse to
buy any fish that were thus rudely in-
terrupted in their journey to Canadian
territory, but these gentlemen, what-
®ever may be their views on the question
of free trade and protection, in this mat-
ter act upon what used to be the funda-
mental fiscal principle of the Liberal
party, and buy their fish where they can
get them most cheaply. They will con-
tinue to do- this, and the duty, instead
of compelling them to purchase their
fish on the Fraser, will simply drive
them over to the United States side of
the boundary.

This is no idle threat. Last year one
of the large cannery owners said to the
CoLoNIsT that, if the duty was imposed,
he would at once move his plant to the
state of Washington. He said he was
waiting to hear what suceess attended
the request of the boards of trade for the
withholding of the duty before giving
his orders for the summer. If the duty
was kept off, he intended to give instruc-
tions to go on with preparations for the
season’s pack. If it was imposed, he in-
tended at once to give orders fo dis-
mantle his plant on the Fraser and erect
a new one on the United States side of
the boundary. Another extensive can-
ner writes the CoLoxisT: “ There isone
thing you may be perfectly sure of, and
that is the duty will have the effect of
driving a great deal of labor and the
manufacture of boxes, labels, etc., and
steamboat hire, which properly belongs
to this country, to the American side,
for the salmon will be caught and packed
just the same.””

We draw attention to the fact that the
fish are not canned for the home market.
A very small quantity would supply the
Canadian demand. The sale is in Great
Britain, Continental Europe, Australia
and elsewhere, and it does not make the
least difference where the fish are caught
and packed, when they are taken to the
markets of those countries. Hence it
follows that if the business is once driven
away from the Fraser it cannot be at-
tracted back again.

The Fraser canneries have been estab-
lished by enterprising Canadians, who
naturally prefer to carry on business in
their own country, other things being
equal. It will be hard if they are driven
to leave the Dominion and erect their
plants elsewhere, merely to gratify what
is little else than a spirit of demagogu-
ism. The government receded from its
position in this matter last year on rep-
resentations made from the Coast, and
we are not without hope that if strong
protests are forwarded at once they will
produce a similar effect this year. There
is, ‘or at least there ought to be no pol-
itics in this matter. We have noteo
many industries in this province that
are paying out large sums of money for
labor every year that we can afford to
drive out the Fraser river canneries.

THE STIKINE ROUTE.

The news from the Stikineisof course
made the most of by those persons and
newspapers that are seeking to injure
Canadian trade. The season has been
mild beyond precedent, so that at a time
of year when, on all occasions since there
has been traffic upon it, the river has
been solidly frozen over, the ice is in
such condition that a week ago travel was
interrupted and no word has since been
received, exceptthatif theweather turned
cold it would be all right., These being
the literal facts of the case, they were
made public in good faith by the British
Columbia newspapers, which desire to
let people know exactly how things are.
We do not wish to appear invidious, but
we have a suspicion thot if Seattle had
taken as much interest in the
Stikine as Victoria has, the interruption
to travel would have been suppressed or
else the facts would have been distorted
go a8 to create an impression more
favorable than they warranted. An il-
lustration of this method of dealing with
the news was shown by a long Post-
Intelligencer interview the other day,
purporting to have been had with a man
from Dyea. He was represented as talk-
ing enthusiastically over the outlook for
travel there. He told the CoroNisT that
all he said to the Post-Intelligencer re-
porter was: *‘‘ Yes, I came down from
Dyea.”’

The Seattle paper says that the Cana-
dian government decided upon the Sti-
kine route without ascertaining the
facts. Such is not the case. The opin-
ion of every person qualified to judge
was taken, and all were to the same ef-
fect. -Major Walsh, of the Mounted Po-
lice, Engineer St. Cyr, Engineer Jenn-
ings, practical miners, experienced
woodsmen and others are unanimous
in commending the route as preferable
to all others. The experience of men
who have travelled on the Stikine year
after year, both summer and winter,
has all been to the same effect. This
experience is that for six months every
year, and eome years for a week

or two longer, the Stikine is

navigable, and that for two months
every winter, and some seasons for
for three months the ice is fit for a good
winter road. An altogether exceptional
winter is not te be set against the record
of a quarter of a century. Wa recall
that about tem years ago, railway travel
in Pennsylvamia was interrupted for a
long time by the enow. In the autumn
of 1896 railway travel was at a standstiil
for weeks in Western Washington be-
cause of floeds. It would be just as
gensible to declare that these conditions
are normal ima Pennsylvania and Wash-
ington as it is to condemn the Stikine as
a winter route, because it has been bad
this year.

The Canadian government in its selec-
tion of the Stikine route, has shown ex-
cellent judgment and a thorough know-
ledge of the conditions to be encountered.
It is this that makes the Post-Intelli-
gencer so angry aud leads it so to mis.
represent the facts of the case. It be-
gan this sort of thing last summer and
we suppose will continue it to the end.

OBSTRUCTIONISTS CHECKED;,

The obstructive tactics of the oppo-
gition met with a decided check yester-
day, when Mr. Speaker ruled that it was
not proper under the rules of the house
to discuss the general policy of the gov-
ernment upon the formal motion * That
the house resolve itself into a committee
of the whole to consider the motion
‘that supply be granted to Her Majes-
ty.””” The plan of the opposition is to
talk as long as they are physically able
upon all the formal motions, so as to
delay the granting of supply as long as
possible. No one knows what they hope
to accomiplish by this proceeding. It is
doubtful if they know themselves. They
have determined upon such a course in
default of any good ground upon which
to attack the government. It is a species
of tactics which is utterly inapplicable
to the conditions existing in our local
legislature, where there are a hundred
and one ways of introducing votes of
wants of confidence, and where there is
not the least reason to suppose that any
intention exists on the part of the gov-
ernment to dissolve the house as soon as
supply is granted. The opposition know
perfectly well that after supply has been
paesed the government will bring down
its measures, and may even bring some
of them down while supply is
in progress, and will afford every
facility for the discussion of them. The
pretence that the obstructive tactics are
resorted to because the redistribution
bill has not been brought down is an ex-
cuse that deceives no one. There is no
necessary connection between supply
and redistribution. If the latter mea-
| sure does not suit tlie house;the govern=-
ment will be defeated upon it, and that
is all that could happen, if it were intro-
daced now. The fact of supply. being
voted would not alter the vote of a
single member on the redistribution
measure, and the opposition know it
perfectly well. They have taken up the
obstructive plan, because they have
been induced by the junior member for
Vancouver to do so. He thinks it a
wondrously clever trick. It is almost as
clever as his feat of riding two horses at
once, which he performed eo gracefully
during last session. How he has man-
aged, after that performance, to mes-
merize Mr. Semlin’s followers into ac-
cepting his leadership in this matter of
obstruction passes compreheneion. How
he has persuaded himself that it is good
generalship ia difficult to imagine. The
only explanation that suggests itself is
that he realizes his own political career
to be about to close, and desires to
signalize his general obstructiveness by
a record performance, just before the
curtain falls.

The opposition were not satisfied to
accept Mr, Speaker’s ruling, although
they must have known it to be in ac-
cordance with British precedent, and
they challenged it, the result being that
they were only able to muster ten votes,
the government “vote’ being nineteen,
with one member, who usually votes
with the government, being absent. If
he had been present, the vote would
doubtless have stood two to one. Whe-
ther the effect of this vote will be to
check the obstructive tactics so need-
lessly begun and badly carried out, we
do not know. That it éught to do so,
we are sure will be the general verdict of
the people. That every reasonable argu-
ment is in favor of such an effect is also
plain. But we have ceased to look for
reagon from the opposition.

In view of the claims that have been
made during the recess of what charges

position were prepared to hurl against
the government, we think this policy of
obstruction, baged upon such flimsy pre-
texts that it could only secure ten votes,
is the lamest and most impotent conclu-
sion on record in provincial politics. A
combination of politicians that can give
no better evidence of their usefulness
than the expenditure of vast quantities
of breath. in diecussing worn out issues,
has given the best evidence that there is
no longer any place for it in our public
life. An opposition, which' after so
much boasting, finds itself worse de-
feated than at any time in its history,
has outlived its usefulness.
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TWOWARSHIPS BOUGHT

United States Forestalls Spanish
Agents Negotiating With the
Brazilian Government.

The New Craft Rank With Finest
Produect of the Armstrong
Yards.

WasSHINGTON, March 14.—A week’s
negotiation closed to-day by the pur-
chase by the navy department in Lon-
don of the two fine cruisers built and
building at Elswick for the Brazilian
government. Possibly the efficials. took
more pleagure in closing the business in
this matter because of the knowledge
that Spanish agents had been striving to
. gecure these very ships, which to Spain,
it is said, would be of much greater
value in case of trouble than to the

United States. The next question is,
how to get the ships home, and that has
not yet been solved.

According to the secrétary of the navy,

the United States flag will be hoisted
over the new ships within a week pro-
bably, and just as soon as the crew can
be put aboard the Amazon she will start
for the United States. The other vessel
will follow at the earliest possible
moment. The terms of the sale are
gecret.

The availability of the two Brazilian
ships was first brought to the attention
of the navy department by Mr. Lane,
agent of the Nordenfeldt company, who
was authorized to dispose of these ships
building at Elswick, and two others in
course of construction in. France, Mr.
Lane said tu-day that the two ships pur-
chased would be a most desirable acquis-
ition to the American navy, as, they
were the latest and best products of the
famous Armstrong yarde. One of the
ships is complete in every- respect,
has her coal supplies and ammunition
on board, and steam can be raised any
time. There will be no trouble in bring-
ing the ship across as an adequate fo!
from the local yards can be secured ior
the service. It is said the coal and
ammunition on board passed with the
sale to the United States. The ammu-
nition is not of the kind in use by the
American navy, so that the supply of
ammunition is a necessary adjunct to
the new ships.

The other ship has been launched, but
it will take some time to make her ready
for sea. Mr. Lane believes, however,
that there will be no difficulty in bring-
ing her over immediately if desired to
make the move without delay, as the
hull of the ship is so well along that she
could be towed and her own gail power
atilized for the trip across.

New Yorxk, March 14.—A despatch to
the Herald from Tokio says: The Herald

«correspondent visited the Marquis Ito
to-day (Sunday) and asked him whether
the Japanese government would sell the
cruisers Kasagi and Chitose to the United
States. The Premier hesitated a moment
and replied: ““I think that I may state
that Japan prefers to get possession of
all the ships building for her as soon as
possible. Officers have already or-
dered to bring the Kasagi and Chitose to
Japan, and the builders have been re-
quested to hasten their completion.
Howevety1l wish—-to ‘have the United
States understand that Japan. retains
the Kasagi and Chitose, not from lack of
willingness to oblige her, but because
Japan needs them herself.

*-1n case of war between the United
States and Spain, Japan will allow the
warships of both belligerents to take
coal at Japanese ports, or refuse it to
both. Whether war 18 declared between
two or more powers, Japan, if neutral,
will bear in mind the deciding of the
coal question in a manner by which her
-decision will affect all belligerents and
her own interests.’”’

The Herald correspondent learns on

unquestionable authority that Japan is
a party to the negotiations now going on
between England, and Russia at St.
Petersburg, and also. that while no
alliance exists between England and
Japan, they have a definite understand-
ing and are acting in harmony. A high
diplomatic officer said to the correspon-
dent: “ You may say positively that
Japan will back up England against
Ruesia, and if England maintains a firm
attitude, all immediate danger of war is
past unless Russia is resolved to fight at
.once. In view of England’s great
superiority, she being in possession of
all the available coal at eastern points,
Russia will probably take a conciliatory
‘tone for the present.

The Herald correspondent learns that
Japan has received an offer from Eng-
land for all the warships buildjng for
her in English private yards, consisting
of three 15,000 ton battleships and three
first-class armored cruisers of about 10,-
000 tons each. The offer has'been re-
fused.

The Mail and Express has the follow-
ing cablegram from London: ‘‘The
accute crisis between the United States
and Spain is the uppermost topic every-
where in London. No one seems seriously
to believe war can be averted. The great
newspapers are making elaborate prep-
arations for correspondents. -I am told
by admiralty officials that two or three
British war vessels with a complete
school of naval officers on board will be
detailed to cruise in the vicinity of the
Spanish and American fieets so a8 to be
able to take every possible observation.
The war between Japan and China was
a revelation of the extraordinary powers
of modern marine warefare and it is
firmly believed in London that the
American authorities possesses some
wonderful new discoveries in the way of
engines of destruction. Leading news-
papers on the continent are in the main
sympathetic ~ with the American.
The destruction of the Maine, whether
by accident or design, seems to have set-
tled that. Itis believed here if Spain
goes to war she wi.l be in a condition of
utter desolation. The only country
which would give her moral support
would perhaps be Austria.”
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BOWERY LODG ING BURNED.,

About Forty Persons Lose Their Lives in
Destruction of a Mission Lodging
House,

New York, March 13.—Just before 2
o’clock this morning fire was discovered
in the Bowery Mission, at 105 Bowery.
The building, which is a five-story strnc-
ture, contained about 175 lodgers, and
while the majofity of these escaped it is
positively known that at least 40 men
who had gone to sleep there for the night

lost their lives in the conflagration.
There were many hairbreadth escapes,
some of the occupants jumping from the
upper floors. Several of those who
jumped were badly injured, while others
escaped without a scratch. It is eup-
posed that one of the lodgers accident-
ally set fire to some paper in the closet
on the third floor and the lames were
soon beyond control. Someone shouted
fire from a window and several police-
men rushed up the stairs to the rescue
of the occupants. By this time most of
the lodgers had been awakened and were
rushing about in their night clothes,
panic stricken. .

An alarm was turned in by a pedes-
trian who saw the smoke coming from
the third floor, when a lodger had thrown
open a window to escape being suffocated
and was hanging half way out to escape
inhaling the smoke. By this time the
men had gone to eleep in the mission
and were suddenly awakened to battle
for their lives. The flames were in such
a condition that neither the police nor
the firemen could cope with them. They
were mad in their efforts to escape and
in many instances the firemen had to
struggle desperately with the lodgers to
bring them to the streets in safety.

While the firemen and police were
fighting with those in the hallways, a
man made his appearance at the win-
dow on the third floor. He threw his
feet out on the edge and hung for a few
moments to the coping. A crowd had
gathered in the street and they cried to
him to hold on. But the flames came
out of*the window and so singed *his
hands that he was compelled to let go.
A cry of horror went up from the crowd
below. The man, before letting go,
threw himself outward, and as he fell
the crowd separated. * For a moment he
seemed stunned. Then he arose to his
feet, felt himself all over and hobbled
away, disappearing in the crowd.

The firemen worked inside the build-
ing until the heat and smoke forced
them out one by one; the scaling lad-
ders and the life nets were then resort-
ed to. Water was poured into the
building in torrents, but the flames
seemed to increase in fury, and it looked
as if the entire bui'ding would be a
wreck. Many of the lodgers were car-
ried down the ladders. These were al-
most in every instance Teséued just as
they were about to jump to the street
from the windows on the upper floor.

At 3 o’clock, when the flames were un-
der control, one of the firemen who had
made the tour of the entire building
emergéd and shouted to Chief Bonner
that he had seen at least 40 dead bodies.
His report was that he had discovered
two bodies on the first floor, five on the
second, eight on the third, twelve on the
fourth, and thirteen on the fifth floor,

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BICYCLERS AND THEIR RIGHTS.

The bicycle has ceased to be a curiogity,
has passed through the stage of nuisance
and has become a necessity. Men buy
bicycles not as toys, but for business
purposes, just as they buy carriages and
wagons. Some people buy them for
amusement, while others keep horses
for the same purpose and others walk.
Two years ago the world was divided
into two classes, people who' rode
bicycles and those who did not, and the
line of demarcation was plain. Things
have changed. We reaiize now that
every man, woman and child has a right
to ride a wheel, and has the same reason
to be respected in the exercige of that
right as though they rode in a phaeton
or by choice or necessity confined them-
gelves to that democratic method of
locomotion known ag Shanks’ Mare,

The aforegoing observations were sug-
gested by the discussion on Monday
night in the city council, when there
seemed to be a disposition on the part
of some aldermen. o treat bicycle riders
as though the fact” that they like their
wheels one in front of theother and to
sit astride of them placed them in a dif-
ferent position in the matter of taxation
and public improvements to those who
put their wheels parallel to each other
and have a horse to draw them along.
Bicycling is entitled to be recognized as
one of the modern means of legitimate
‘business locomotion, and the outlay for
public streets should be made as well

40 accommodate their riders as other
people. On the principle that the
-greatest good of the greatest number
-ounght always fo govern, the convenience
-and safety of the bicyclists must occupy
.a subordinate place, but there is neither
-equity nor good judgment in holding, as
gome do, that they should have nothing
but what they pay for by a special tax.
We do not mean that the city should
snand 4 lot of money making cinder
paths in all directions for the mere
pleasure of bicyclists, but we do contend
that the comfort and convenience of
people who prefer the wheel to other
modes of locomotion ought to be con-
sidered, and as far as possible be pro-
moted in the outlay of money upon the

public streets in the ordinary way.
In regard to the imposition of a spe-

cial tax upon bicycles, we presume that
no great objection would be made, nor
do we think it can properly be made, be-
cause the use of bicycles is likely to in-
crease the outlay on our streets, but it is
not to be forgotten that people who ride
bicycles are either taxpayers themselves
or they are members of the families of
people who pay taxes. If there is to be
a special bicycle tax, and we think there
ought to be, every dollar of it should be
expended for the benefit of those who
ride the noiseless steed.

THE C.P.R.’S PLANS.

Sir William -Van Horne is credited
with the statement that the {anadian
Pacific is about to build three great
ocean steamships to take the place of
the Empresses on the Asiatic route,
when the latter will be put into the
Australian trade. This is not wholly
news, for a report to that effect has been
‘in circulation for some time, The fur-
ther announcement attributed to the
knightly president of the Canadian line,
that s fast line will be established be-
tween Liverpool and Quebec and Hali-
fax, whereby the trans-Atlantic sailing
time will be reduced to 3¢ days, is de-
cidedly new, and somewhat startling.
This is to be accomplished by the year
1900. If the whole plan is euccessfully
. carried out, we suppose it will be pos-

cupied in coming from Lordon to Vic-
toria to eight days, which if we add
ten days for the trans-Pacific voyage will
give eighteen days from London to Yoko-
hama. When the Siberian railway is
completed, it ought to be possible to fly
around the world in thirty days.

The great interest which attaches to
the C. P. R.’s plans in this connection is
due to the fact that they are evidence of
unbounded faith in the commercial
greatness of the North Pacific ocean.
What this means to British Columbia
we cannot hope to estimate. We know
what trans-Atlantic commerce has done
for the seaboard cities of the United

5| States and Canada, and this affords us

some measure of what we may expect on
this Coast in the near future. No one
can form the slightest conception of the
magnitude of the commerce to be de-
veloped between the Orientand Europe,
and the reduction of the time occupied
on the journey to eighteen days will bring
most of the passenger travel, mails and
express matter by way of Canada. This
being done we may expect faster freight
lines to be put on both the oceans and
across the continent.

British Columbia and Canada as a
whole produce so much which will find
a market in the Orient, when the de-
velopment of that vast and populous por-
tion of the €arth is in full progress, that
we will see a greater flow Westward of
trade over the Pacific threshold of the
continent than has gone Eastward over
the Atlantic seaboard. Oar grain, our
cattle, our fruit, our timber, our coal,
our petroleum, our iron, and our manu-
factures will all be in demand in the
Orient, and it is simply impossible to do
more than make a vague sort of guess of
what this demand will imply. Of this
we may feel certain—our Coast cities
will grow, and the great interior will be

filled with an industrious population.
No person or corporation is more

closely in touch with trade conditions

| than the Canadian Pacific railway. It

has its fingers on the pulse of trade. We
may feel very sure, therefors, when it
prepares itself for rapidly expanding
commerce between British Columbia
and the Orient, that everything points
in that direction. There is nothing more
full of hope for the future than this. The
wealth of the Yukon placers may be ex-
hausted, the yet hardly touched quartz
mines of our mountain ranges will be
made to yield up all their gold sooner or
later, but there is no possible limit to
the expansion of commerce between
Europe and the Orient. Great as is the
natural wealth of our province, it will
derive greater prosperity during the next
century {rom its commanding geographi-

cal position than from all other causes
combined. It is the threshold over which
the Anglo-Saxon race will pass to the
caunguest of Asia,

MICHAEL DAVITT’S QUESTION.

Michael Davitt asked Mr. Curzon, the
under parliamentary secretary of the
foreign office, whether Great Britain had
made any offer to the United States to
lend that country war vessels in the
'event of war with Spain, and Mr, Curzon
properly replied that it was inexpedient
to answer questions of that nature. We
cannot snppose that anyone would think
otherwise. In fact the suggestion of a
loan of a portion of the fleet is 80 non-
sensical that the only reason Mr. Curzon
could have had for not giving it s flat
denial is that he did not wish to say any-
thing that might be open to any con-
gtruction whatever. His reply that the
guestion was inexpedient simply leaves
matters where they were. If he had
said that no part of the fleet would be
loaned, the answer might have been in-
terpreted to mean various things. The
loaning of a part of the British fleet
would be equivalent to a declaration of
war against Spain, and we think it would
be absurd to expect any government to
express any opinion whatever upon such
a matter.

In the event of hostilities between
Spain and our neighbors, the position of
Great Britain would be one of extreme
delicacy. British subjects have millions
of dollars ‘mvested in the cities on the
United States seaboard, but even if this
were not the caee, it would grate very
harshly upon British public opinion to
gee those cities at the mercy of a hostile
fleet. We may feel very sure that repre-
sentative ships of the British navy would
not be far from New York in case of an
attack upon that city, and it need not be
a matter of surprise if Great Britain
should declare that she would not per-
mit the bombardment of any unfortified
place.

NEW ALASKA DISCOVERIES.

News was brought down by the City of
Seattle of new gold discoveries, and this
time some of them are in Alaska. Cor-
on1sT readers will be quite prepared for
this, because we have repeatedly ad-
vanced the proposition that valuable
gold finde might be looked for west of
the 1418t meridian. There seemed to be
no reason why an arbitrary line drawn
upon a map should limit the bountiful
distribution of the yellow metal. Other
discoveries are reported in the Canadian
Yukon, but these, though very interest-
ing because they confirm the opinion
held by careful observers, that the placer
gold belt extends all the way from the
Klondike to the Cassiar, have not as im-
portant & bearing upon the development
of the northern country as the Alaskan
finds, and for this reason.

As is well known, there is now no way

gible by increasing thespeed of the trave-,
continental traine to make the time oc-

of reaching the Alaskan portion of the
Yukon valley during nine montha of the

year, except through Canada. On all
the maps a range of mountains is shown
between the waters flowing into the
Pacific ocean along the Southern coast
of Alaska and the tributaries of the
Yukon. We have no reason to suppose
the maps to be very accurate, but such
scraps of information as are available
about that portion of the country indi-
cate that not only is there such a range,
but that it is practically insurmountable.
There is no use of attempting to find a
way into the interior from Behring sea,
except by the Yukon itself, and this
only for a very short time in the sum-
mer. To reach Circle City, Manook and
other points on the Yukon in Alaskan
territory, the only feasible routes
for the greater part of the year are
those that pass through the Canadian
portion of the Yukon valley. In other
words, for all points on the Yukon below
Fort Selkirk, the only available routes
from the Coast are the same, except dur-
ing the brief period of navigation in the
lower river. If therefore valuable mines
are found in Alaska, the people of the
United States will be able to reach them
and will be able to get merchandise to
them for the greater part of the year only
by making some friendly arrangements
with Canada for transportation across
about eix hundred miles of territory.
Canada will then be in a pogition, if she
chooses, io apply to the United States
the sams sort of treatment that some of
the cheap politicians of that country
wish to extend to her. The news of the
Alaskan discoveries comes in the mnick
of time and will probably cause our
neighbors to pause a little in their work
of obstructing Canadian trade with
Canadian territory.

—

Tue foreign trade cf Canada for the
year ending June 30th last amounted to
$257,168,862; of which $137,960,253 was
the value of the exports and $119,218,-
609 the value of the imports. There
was & gain of nearly a million in the
latter and of fifteen millions in the
former, Great Britain took $77,227,502
worth of our exports, an increase of
eleven millions over the previous year;
the United States taking $49,373,472
worth, a gain of five millions. The most
striking increase in our exports was in
those to Austria, which leaped from a
little over half a million to nearly a mil-
lion anda half. We imported $3,000,000
worth less from Grea% Britain than we
did in the previous year, and $3,000,000
more from the United States, which
looks asif the patent praferential process
had slipped a cog.

Tae Portland Oregonian thinks the
rush to the Yukon shows signs of abat-
ing. There has undoubtedly been a
slight falling off in the number of people
from the Sound ports, but as many as
ever seem to be coming to Victoria and
Vancouver. We would look for some
diminution in the travel for the next
tew weeks, as it is growing too late for
hauling over the snow and is much too
early for packing on horses. When the
snow is gone and the rivers are open the
rush will be greater than ever, and if
the expected amount of gold is brought
out when the Yukon opens the nnmber
of people who will start North will be
still further increased. The Oregonian
thinks that there will be plenty of travel
Northward under any circumstances.
It says the time is near when the back-
ward flow will begin.

The amendment was to the effect that
the government should call for tenders
for the construction of a railway from
Observatory Inlet to Teslin Lake on one
of two plans, either for a government
line or one to be built by a company
with a cash subsidy and to be operated
under government control. Mr, McIn-
nes was quite right in seeking to have
the line built to the Coast, and it is to
be hoped that, in common with other
British Columbia members, he will work
to secure the adoption of such a policy.

Tue New York Commercial Adver-
tiser speaks with hearty approval of
Great Britain’s evident rvesolve that
China shall remain open to the com-
merce of the world, even if she has to
fight for it, and says she will stand with-
out an ally in Europe, with the limited
agsistance which Japan can give and
‘“ the hearty moral support of the United
States.”” If a hearty moral support is
all that the great republic is prepared to
give us in fighting the battle of civiliza-
tion and freedom against barbarism and
despotism, we fear the sepirit which
made the republic possible has com-
pletely died out.

By the death of James Hutcheson,
which occurred at Toronto yesterday
evening, Victoria loses one of her fore-
mozt business men and most highly es-
teemed citizens. His long residence
here has been characterized by probity
of conduct, energy and enterprise. He
will be very greatly missed. The cir-
cumstances of his death, so far away
from his family, render it particularly
sad and add to the sympathy which the
whole community feels for his widow
and children.

DoustLEss the expedition which the
United States government is sending to
Alaska to make a geological survey of
thit vast territory will do a great deal of
good. Canada owes much to the geo-

logical surveys made in the Yukon un-

der Dr. Dawson’s direction. Hitherto
the great weakness in geological surveys
made by the United Stafes authorities
has been that they have been technical
rather than practical. Alaska may
reasonably be supposed to contain a very
large area well worth close examination
