Yin Kow, March 16.—The on:y relia­
ble reports at the present moment from 
the chief Manchurian cities show a quiet 
movement along the railway and such 
cities as Mukden, which are off the 
main line, are undisturbed. The peo­
ple here are not in possession of definite 
news of outside events. The chief move­
ment on the E'ong^Huang-Cheng mi.itary 
road is the despatch of riders to and 
from the Russian advance forces.

A creditable native arrived here to­
day bringing a report as late as March 
12th from Fong-Huang-Cheng to the ef­
fect that the main body of the concen­
trated Russian forces had crossed the 
fYalu, leaving small bodies of troops at 
Antung and other points to guard the 
river.

A fortnight ago a few spies visited 
•Antung, but since then no Japanese 
nave been seen west of fhe Yalu.

The continued attacks of the Japa­
nese have compelled the steady occupa- 
tiou of the Liao peninsula.

The last bombardment of Port Arthur 
rendered every part of the fortress of 
Port Arthur unsafe.
> Resideuts assert that fragments of 
Japanese shells fell everywhere and that 
some railway coaches and buildings 
were destroyed, though most of the dam­
age on the shore was unimportant.

Laird 
river Is In the Interior of Northern British 
Columbia.

The first news of the Latofi strike reached 
Telegraph creek by a messenger sent ont 
from one of the Hudson Bay Company's 
lLaird river posts.

In this connection two brothers, Mc­

a month ago ter the same locality, though 
their mission was not at that time known. 
The McLeods are bons of a Hudson Bay 
agent, who years ago was stationed at 
the Laird pest. He Is supposed to have 
given his sons Information which seat them 
to that remote regton.

It is not thought unlikely by those who 
brought the mews of the strike that the 
Telegraph creek slampedera will overtake 
the McLeod boys. From the alacrity which 
those leaving 'Wrangel displayed In start­
ing as soon as the news arrived it is be­
lieved there that the full story as to the 
richness of the diggings has not been te'd.

'• Mr. De Cosmos founded the Colonist 
in December, 1858, and at the time ot | 
-which I write he had sold the property 
to W. A. Harries & Go. Mr. Leonard 
McClure was the editor of the Colonist. 
He was a North-of-Irelaud man, the 
son of an Anglican curate, clever as a 
writer and speaker aud a deep and origi­
nal thinker. His articles were much 
'appreciated and he had a small circle of 
readers and admirers. He was hostile 
to toe maintenance of Victoria' bs a 
Free Port and never missed an opgor- > 
tunity to give free trade a dig, as the 
saying goes. He was never popular; but 
he had some warm friends. All his as- j 
eociates liked him and he seemed to ex- , 
ort a sort of hypnotic influence over 
those with whom he was brought inti- 

f mately in contact. He was a man of 
good physique, but to look at him one 
wouid not have imagined that he was 
capable of performing a feat of endur­
ance for which he has become world- 
renowned aud in the performance of 
whicn he lost ihis life. He sat for Vic­
toria city as colleague of Mr. De Cosmos 
in the legislature of 1866.

IThe afternoon of the 23rd and the 
morning of the 24th of April, 1866, will, 
ever be memorable in the political an- ; 
nais of the old Colony of Vancouver1 
Island. They are dates into which a1 
pin should be stuck for the information 
And instruction of budding politicians 
And suckling statesmen. A week before 
those dates a Bill had been introduced 
to provide for the cancelling of sales 
of land for taxes which had been made 
the ^ear previous. The period when the 
laud could be reclaimèd by the owners 
would expire at one o’clock on the after­
noon of April 24th. Times were very 
©ad. The Cariboo mines had been over­
rated, or business had been overdone, or 
something had occurred to place it out 
of tbe power of many property-owners 
to meet their tax bills. It might ; 
as well be stated now that the taxation ’ 
then levied was direct. There was a 
one per cent tax on real estate, my 
ever-respected friend Mr. G. C. WyUy, 
being the assessor, and there 
light business and liquor tax; but the . 
Colony was destitute of a customs 
house, there being no impost of any kind 
upon goods entering the port. When 
1he cancelling Bill was introduced the 
members present were equally divided. 
One-half proposed to vote for the mea­
sure, the otiier half were pronounced 
against it. The Speaker was known ' 
to favor the BUi, so in the event of a • 
tie the presiding officer’s vote would in- 

. 8ure its passage. Now Mr. Lennox 
was notoriously opposed to the measure; 
but he was not to be found. He had 
not been seen for several days. Should 

arrive iu time his vote would kill the 
Bill. The excitement in the lobby was 
intense. Messengers were dispatched in 
Averv direction in search of the missing 
legislator, but their efforts were futile. 
The Opposition were in despair and the 
Government were jubilant. The most 
®?ught for man in the Colony was Den­
nis E. Lennox aud messenger after mes­
senger returned with the report that 
•he wae lost—*at least that he could not 
©e traced. The debate had closed and 
the Speaker was in the very act of but­
ting the motion when the door of the 
■chamber swung noisily back and revealed 
Hie lean figure of Mir. Lennox, nose, 
dress coat, tall hat and all, as he 
stalked into the room and took his seat 
at the board. The old man was in a 
deplorable condition. He looked as if

* * * the principal European languages which
have accompanied this growth of popu­
lation cau be gained from the diagram 
which represents the numbers speaking 
English, French, German, Spanish and 
Italian in 1801, and at the end of every 
decade of the century. It must be ad­
mitted that some of the figures are, and 
only can be, approximate. Censuses of 
the world’s population have not been 
taken regularly every ten years, but it is 
possible to fill iu the gaps in a fairly re­
liable manner by means of estimates.

The most striking feature hi the dia­
gram is undoubtedly the enormous 
spread of the English language. Start­
ing from a very low level English has 
far outstripped its Continental rivals.
The result is not to be attributed to any 
extension of the use of the English 
language ou the continent of Europe, 
for we have neither regained any of 
onr ancient dominions there, nor in­

OTHER EUROPEAN TONGUES.
The Spanish language, again, ie one 

whose growth is not easy to estimate. 
In addition to Spain it is spoken in 
Mexico and in nearly the whole of South 
America, except in Brazil, where Portu­
gese ie spoken. Census-taking in this 
part of the world is neither frequent 
nor accurate, and estimates of popula­
tion are rather crude. Probably all 
told, the number speaking Spanish in 
1801 was about 26 millions, increasing 
to about 46 millions in 1900, or an in­
crease of 75 per cent

Italian has increased steadily from 
about 15 millions in 1801 to 83 millions 
in 1900, or 120 per cent.

“Meteorit” is the name given to the 
new metal of W. Rubel, a German 
chemist, which is said to. be aluminum 
hardened by a chemical process.

the foundations for the p resent occopa- 
tion for months and it only remained 
for her minister, M. Bayashi, to pro­
duce as with a magic wand, sufficient 
(backing from an armed force to defeat 
the more trlumsy machinations of the 
Russian representative.

It must not be inferred that the Japa­
nese place implicit trust in Emperor Yi 
IHoui and hie numerous protestations of 
sympathy. Rather the reverse is the 
case in view of the fact that even since 
the signing of the protocol he has been 
detected carrying on a secret corre­
spondence with the Russian minister at 
Seoul, M. Phvloff. He has been warned 
that a repetition of this offence might 
make it necessary to invite him to visit 
the Mikado at Tokio as an honored 
guest and remain with him until the 
close of the war, while at the same time 
the Japanese would be enabled more se­
curely to strengthen their hold on the 
peninsula kingdom.
, At present, however, the attitude of 
the Japanese is by no means one of 
overbearing coercion; on the contrary 
everything is being done to conciliate 
the Koreans. Forcible coercion will <be 
the last resort and in the opinion of your 
correspondent it will never be necessary. 
There has been no maltreatment of the 
inhabitants by the army of occupation, 
and all supplies commandeered have been 
paid for when taken. There have been 
rumors iu circulation of a plot to affect < 
the overthrow of the Japanese garrison 
here as soon as the main army is en­
gaged in the north, but diligent investi­
gation indicates that they are without- 
foundation.

Court plotting is, of course, and al­
ways has been epidemic iu Seoul, but it 
is doubtful that with the tangible proofs 
of the strength of Japanese power in 
sight in the harbor of ‘Chemulpo, where 
the sunken Russian warships lie. it will 
ever assume the form of a serious at­
tempt against Japanese rule in Korea.

The face was very much decomposed, 
but was easily identified by those who 
had been on friendly terms with de­
ceased. The body was taken into the 
city on Sunday by the provincial police.

The extraordinary disappearance of 
the late David Ferguson caused some­
what of a sensation, he having been 
last seen on the morning of the 19th 
of December, sober and in apparent 
good (health; he took breakfast and was 
never seen after. He arrived' from the 
interior about the end of October and 
registered at the Dominion hotel, where 
be resided until the day of his mystvr- 
tous disapearance.

A reward of $1,000 was offered. After 
every effort had been made to discover 
^r, Ferguson's whereabouts -the matter 
whs finally dropped’ and the reward 
withdrawn.

An inquest was held at 2 o’clock yes­
terday afternoon before Coroner Hart 
and A jury comprised of John Stark

The forty-two ounces 
which was taken out of .a hole on dis­
covery on Bullion last fall has been fol­
lowed by an encouraging yield of gold 
throughout the winter. The efforts of 
the workers on a claim above discovery 
were bent to tfceir utmost to reach rim- 
rock. W hen water began flowing into 
the hole work went on unabated. It final­
ly came in so fast that they were obliged 
to leave the hole. Before doing so, how­
ever a pan was scraped from the small­
er gravel found at the bottom. From it 
was washed $1.27. While this showing 
must be immensely gratfying to the own­
er of the claim it is by no means a cer­
tain indication of great richness, as it 
may be but a chabce pan aud it will 
take much more to demonstrate the bril­
liant promise of wbftt appears to 
véritable bonangfi^claim.
« Su£y’ ^ich yielded about $600 last 
fall, has been prospected throughout the 
winter and it devolpes that there will 
be great difficulty in reaching bedrock 
ou account of the water flowing through 
the loose gravel.

which took over the mill. The price 
paid for the mill and limite has.not béen 
made public, but is understood to'be a 
substantial amount,.

Probability of Early Dissolution 
of Parliament May Be the 

Reason-

Freight rates from Vancouver, Vic­
toria aud Puget Sound to Dawson and 
other Yukon points have been .agreed 
upon by the Alaska Steamship Asso­
ciation aud the White Pass & Yukon 
Railway and Yukon river steamer ser­
vice.

Mr. M. J. B. White, general passen­
ger and freight agent of the White Pass 
states that special commodity rates will 
be quoted from July 1 to August 15. As 
before announced, those special rates 
will -be lower thjan the regular commo­
dity rates, the reduction being made 
for the purpose of causing shippers to 
move freight during a season of the 
year which is generally a rather slack 
one with the northern transportation 
companies.
• iMr. White states that class rates will 
be about the same as last year, 
increases have been made in them. The 
joint rates on through traffic have ail 
beeu approved by the ocean lines and 
the White Pass Bailway, aud they are 
now in the hands of the printers. 
Proofs will have to be revised, and it 
will be April 15 before the tariffs are 
issued to shippers, the same date on 
winch they were published last year.

Through bills of lading from Van­
couver, Victoria and Puget Sound ports 
to Dawson will not be issued until May 
15,' on which date they were first 
granted last year. Although no 
through bills will be issued until May 15. 
sh^nnen'ts may be made before that 
date to Dawson on the understanding 
that they will be taken down the river 
from White Horse at the earliest pos­
sible opportunity. The White Pass & 
Yukon route and the ocean lines are 
now conferring on the matter of pas­
senger tariffs to the Yukon, and at is 
•thought that the matter will shortly 
be settled.

With a record of nine years’ success­ful -work, the Friendly Help As^cil- 
tion needs no words in a president’s 
.address etther to explain its objects or 
to solicit the sympathy and support of 
the public. The organization and meth­
ods are acknowledged to be satisfac­
tory, and while there is 110 large in-

1° Te^ t¥ committee is thankful to be able to show a good 
account at this, its nintu annual
lag. meet-

The treasurers report, while it is 
most satisfactory, might show a larger 
balance. There is never any money in 
hand—it is, a case of spending as soon 
>as we receive, and while we have never 
(been unable to meet our expenses we 
sometimes have to lessen the amount 
of orders for lack of money. The grant 
made by the city amounts almost to 
the same, but a large addition to toe 
receipts might be made if some of our 
friends would send an annual subscrip­
tion to the general funds as well ae in 
response to the special appeal that is 
made at Vnris-tmas time.

.Another increase of income would be 
available if more people would interest 
themselves by taking a collecting card 
or by contributing to tnose who have 
them. .We have a few young friends 
,who materially help in this way, and 
we -wish others would follow their ex­
ample. Ten children collecting from 
ten people ten cents a month would 
enable us to add largely to our orders 
(for groceries aud fuel.

We have now to make it a rule not 
to give any help to single men; only 
because the funds are limited1; often 
when out of work these men need assist­
ance as much as those who have homes, 
of their own.

There is still a need of more workers; 
to undertake a district means syste­
matic and regular visiting. No relief is 
given without the recommendation of 
toe lady in charge of the district, and 
af she is not acquainted with the people 
under her care, it means that those 
who need assistance would often re­
main unknown. There are -a number 
of people here, as everywhere, who 
wrill not ask for help and yet need it 
sorely. Only by the regular calling of 
the district visitor, where she can show 
herself friendly and interested, can 
these cases be brought to light, and 
scarcely a month goes by without some 
private expression of latitude from 
those who, without having their names 
published, have been helped' in their 
hour of need.

There is also a work waiting to be \ 
done to toe regular visiting of the cabins J 
in toe city. For some time it was \ 
done most successfully, but now only a 
few cases are looked after which come , 
especially under our notice, and a visi- : 
•tor in charge of a large district has not 1 
the time to give to this work. 3

In the Orow’e INest Pass coal regions 
and across the Rocky Mountains in 
Southwest Alberta, development and 
equipment of the coal mines is proceed­
ing right along. The Crow’s Nest Pass 
Coal Company’s mines at Coal Creek, 
Michel and Morrissey, are equal to a 
combmed daily output of nearly 4,000 
toms, and with development in progress 
will steadily add to their producing ca­
pacity. When the collieries were visited 
last month there were being worked 
nineteen mines in all, six at Coal Creek, 
eight at 'Michel and five at Morrissey. 
There were 424 coke ovens in operation 
at Fernie, 420 at Michel and 140 at 
Morrissey. There were 44 more ovens 
in course of construction at Miohel and 
100 at Morrisssey. When these shall 
have been completed the company will 
have a total of 1,128 ovens, of a capacity 
of one and one-third to one and one- 
half tons of coke per oven per day. 
There were between 1,800 and 1,800 
persons employed, this including men on 
construction work, and the management, 
engineering and clerical staff, as well as 
miners, oven men, etc.

The C. P. R, were stated to have forty 
men at wo-rk opening up coal mines on 
the South Fork of Michel creek, within 

bbe Crow’s Nest railway. 
Although an extensive area of coal lands 
had been taken up outside of the hold­
ings of the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Com­
pany and the C. P. R., little or no work 
of importance has yet been done on it, 
so far as could be ascertained.

In the Blairmore-Frank coal district 
on the eastern flank of the Rocky moun­
tains, the International Coke and Coal 
Company, of which Mr. A. C. Flumer- 
felt, of Victoria, is president, had 70 to 
80 men employed grading for track lay­
ing, excavating for coke ovens, and other 
construction work. About four miles of 
railway track are being put in for coal 
and coke Shipping purposes, and 
coke ovens are being built. This com­
pany has one miue uear the railroad, 
the mam entry being within two or three 
hundred yards of the line. The heading 
was in about 800 feet on a seam o, 
very good coal, giving 12 to 14 feet of 
clean coal, about the best the C. P. B. 
was being supplied with in the dis­
trict. Another seam of excellent coking 
coal has been opened up 800 to 300 
feet and four more seams are await­
ing development. The new town of Cole­
man building up in connection with the 
International Company’s colliery bids 
a lv t0 be 'tb« best town in Southwest 
Alberta west of Maeleod. Other coal 
companies are also operating abont 
Blairmore and Frank, and the coal fields 
here are being developed with the ob­
ject of maintaining an appreciably large 
production, though the total output of 
the district will not be likely tor two 
or three years yet to equal the present 
■production of the Crow’s Nest Pass 
fields.

Among the delegates to the recent an­
nual convention of the Provincial Min­
ing Asseciation was Mr. E. Jacobs. 
Since leaving Victoria early in Decern- 
ber iMr. Jacobs has visited eeverâi of 
the more important mining sections of 
the Kootenay and Boundary districts, 
obtaining for publication information re- 
latine to the mining and smelting in­
dustries. Several lengthy contributions 
by him on those subjects have already 
-been .published and others will shortly 
appear.

Speaking of the eituation generally, 
Mr. Jacobs says that he has found a. 

distinct improvement throughout the min­
ing districts he visited. More develop­
ment work was in progress, substantial 
improvements and additions were being 
made to plants, buildings, etc., and 

-several additions of output of ore either 
had already been made or were being 
prepared for. This was toe case in 
the Boundary, Roseland, Neleon, SloCan, 
and East Kootenay, the coal mining in­
dustry in the Crow’s Nest section of 
the last named district especially- ex­
hibiting much activity and enlarge­
ment of operations.

In the Boundary the Granby mines 
are mamtaining a daily production of 
1,500 to 2,000 tons of ore a day, all of 
wluch, together with custom ores from 
several other mines, is treated at the 
Gnanby Company’s smelter at Grand 
Forks. The company’s mine superinten­
dent, Mr. Wm. Yolen Williams, has re­
turned from a three months’ vacation 
with his health restored, and the emelter 
superintendent, Mr. A. B. W. Hodges, 
is back from a bùsiness trip to Mon­
treal, where he met the directors of the 
company. The Snowshoe, another mine 
that was among last year’s producers, 
is temporarily closed down, pending the 
decision of the shareholders as to wheth­
er or not the proposed amalgamation 
with the British Columbia Copper Com­
pany shall be carried out. It is ex­
pected that the provisiona'l arrangement 
made by the managers will Ibe agreed to 
bv the shareholders and that the mine 
will shortly resume work, sending out 
from 600 to 800 tons of ore a day for 
treatment at the B. C. Cbpper Com­
pany’s smelter at Greenwood. Regard­
ing the reports relative to an early re­
sumption of work at the Dominion Cop­
per Company’s mines, Phoenix, nothing 
definite can be learned. The laying of 

m*18 ?n the spurs from the C. P. R. 
at Phoenix to this company's Brooklyn 
and Stemwinder mines gave color -bo the 
report that operations were to be re­
sumed at the mime but this work may 
have to be done to admit of the ship­
ment of the 10,000 tons or more of ore 
ou the dumps. Other reports as to the 
probable amalgamation of the Dominion 
Copper Company and the Montreal and 
Boston Copper Company, the latter for 
some tune past having operated the 
emelter at Boundary -Falls, still lack con­
firmation. Meanwhile the emelter is idle, 
having been so since it was shut down 
about two months ago.

The B. C. Copper Company is adding 
to plant and machinery at both its 
Mother Lode mine, near Greenwood, and 
its smelter at the town. A second large 
Farrel crusher is due to arrive from 
the Jenckes -Machinery Company's man­
ufactory, Sherbrooke, Quebec., any day, 
the contract time for its delivery hav- 
ing already expired. In connection with 
■the installation of this crusher some im­
portant improvements are being made 
at the mine which will result in the 
more expeditious handling of large quan­
tities of ore than has been practicable 
heretofore. At the smelter, the buildings 
for the housing of the converter plant 
are finished. One of these is bulk of 
eteel, besting on masonry, piers aud 
covered with corrugated iron; the main 
building is 45 feet iu width, 90 feet In 
length and 38 feet in clear height and 
an extension is 30 feet wide and 60 feet 
long. The machinery is slow in arriving, 
the only important part received up to 
the middle of last week beiug the Nord- 
iberg blowing engine, which is arranged 
for running by either steam or electricity.
