■Dispute Over Coal Areas.
With respect, then, to the properties 

which have passed, there being ap­
parently a dispute as to some of the 
coal areas that have not yet been trans­
ferred, I think that it is necessary to 
have a reference, if the parties are un­
able to agree, to find out what prop­
erties relating to coal mines and fire­
clay have not ÿet been transferred.

With ; respect to ships, I find no men­
tion of ships in the agreement; and un­
less there are vessels, such as barges 
or scows, which can fairly be charac­
terized as machinery, articles or things 
which may be Used in connection with 
the coal mine or coal mines, Ï do not 
think that those were intended to pass 
by the agreement. It will, however, be 
necessary, I suppose, to have a refer­
ence to find out which vessels or barges 
or scows, if any, were ordinarily used 
in connection with any of these mines. 
Such vessels or scows or barges would,
I take it, pass under this agreement. 
But no vessel which was ordinarily 
used in connection with the business of 
the mine, would, I take it, have passed 
under this clause.

With respect to the farm, all I can 
say about it on the evidence, is that 
that farm is vested in tl/e vendor per­
sonally, that accordingly to him, sales 
were made of the proceeds of the farm 
to the Wellington Colliery company in 
the usual course of business, that the 
employees of that farm were not paid 
by the colliery company, but by himself; 
and so far as I can say, there is noth­
ing proved to me that that farm could 
be said to be in any way appurtenant 
to the mine. I therefore think that'the 
farm belongs to the defendant.

With respect to the question of the 
earnings, I take it that the ordinary 
meaning of the word “earnings” is in­
come derived from the carrying on, of 
the' business; which income' of course 
may be in the nature of cash or of 
either written or unwritten money ob­
ligations. Now the agreement express­
ly says that the vendor is to retain for 
his own use all .earnings of properties 
up to the day of giving up possession. 
He is not, I think, as urged by Mr. 
Davis, entitled only to the earnings up 
to the third of January, 1910, the date 
of the agreement. The language in the 
agreement is express; it says that he 
is entitled to Fetairi'all "thé earhfngs up 
jto the day of giving ^Up possèsston. It 
is Only another way of saying, as I 
have already said, that he is entitled to 
the full beneficial enjoynient Of the 
property untill the last cent is paid. Ac­
cording to his evidence, and the evi­
dence of Mr. Lindsay, the $700,000 Which 
he withdrew arose wholly, at all events 
practically wholly, from the sales of the 
coal which had been mined. There was 
no evidence which I recollect which 
would suggest that any portion of this 
money, at all events any portion of the 
money worth considering—because I 
think Mr. Davis admitted that there 
might be an inconsiderable portion aris­
ing from some other source—for prac­
tical purposes there was no evidence 
which I recollect tending in any way 
to rebut the statement of the defend­
ant that this money arose practically 
wholly out of the sales of the coal. 
From that point of view I think they 
were clearly earnings. And to my mind 
it makes no difference whether he went 
through the form of declaring a divl- 
dent to possess himself of this money 
or whether he did not. I there­
fore think it is not necessary 
to have any reference with respect 
to the question of the earnings, at 
all events that $7.60,000, unless Mr. 
Davis is of opinion on reflection that 
there is a considerable portion of this 
money arising from some other source 
than the sales of coal.

Now with respect to the coal and the 
coke, I had some little doubt as to the 
true view to take of the rights arising 
with respect to these coal heaps. But 
the best conclusion I can come to is, 
with respect to the one that has been 
sold to the Canadian Pacific railway, I 
tbink under the terms of the agreement 
Which has been produced here that this 
coal now belongs to the Canadian - Pa­
cific and has so belonged since the time 
of its delivery; that in other words 
there is only now a debt due with 
respect to that coal to the Wellington 
Colliery company. And if that is so, 
then the moneys arising from that sale 
must clearly be earnings. With respect, 
however, to the other coal which has 
not been sold, and the coke, I do not 
think that the ordinary meaning of the 
word “earnings” would be wide enough 
to sweep that coal and coke within the 
purview of the expression. As I say,
I think the term “earnings" means in­
come derived from the carrying on of 
the business, which income may be in 
the shape of cash or written or un­
written money obligations. The coal and 
the coke, other than the coal that has 
been delivered to the C. P. R. has never 
been sold or agreed to be sold; and 
therefore I do not think it has be­
come converted into earnings. I there­
fore think that those heaps of coal and 
coke, other than what is delivered to 
the Canadian Paçific Railway, belong to 
the purchasers.

A torrent of burning lava, 2,000 feet 
wide and four feet deep, is pouring 
down the slope. Groves of trees have 
been uprooted and set on fire, and hot 
waves of resinous smoke are rising 
from the ruined fields. The peasants 
have left their homes, carrying with 
them the aged, the sick and the chil­
dren, and whatever meagre belongings 
they could get together.

Whole regions covered with harden­
ed lava from past eruptions have been 
torn open by frequent earth shocks. 
Many of these quakes have been of 
great violence, and the peasants fear 
a repetition of the Messina disaster/

The British bark Lyndtiurst has been 

destroyed by fire off the African coast, 
according to particulars which reached 
Victoria yesterday, and a feature of 
the disaster was the action of the 
foreigners among the crew, who rushed 
the boats. The vessel put in at Port 
Elizabeth in leaking condition and after 
undergoing repairs set sail for Cape 
Town. On August 23, when 50 miles 
south of Fish Point, an explosion oc­
curred, followed by fire. Seventeen of 
the crew, all foreigners, took posses­
sion of the port lifeboat and left the 
ship while the remainder got out the 
starboard boat under great difficulties 
and after getting onto it, stood by till 
daylifcht. The flames shot up to a great 
height apd the masts broke off close to 
the decks. The flames were observed 
by the British steamer Clan Maclaren, 
which came to tlhe rescue and picked up 
the crew, taking them into Mossell Bay. 
The Lyndhurst burned to the water’s 
edge And as she was a danger to navi­
gation, H. M. S. Pandora went out from 
Cape Town and sank her. The Lynd­
hurst was owned by the Standard Oil 
Company and her cargo consisted of 
naptha.

The cases Vhich will be accepted for treat­
ment will, for the present, be only those in 
which the surgeons are unable to offer relief 
by operation. Sufferers in the early stages of 
the disease, whose lives would be probably 
prolonged if not permanently saved by imme­
diate operation will be advised to have the 
growth removed. Cases, however, where pa­
tients absolutely refuse operation will be class­
ed inoperable and accepted for treatment. 
Cases already operated upon will be received 
for, “after-treatment” with radium.

dead. For their belief in this truth he .quotes 
from «the 16th Psalm the followiftg words: 
"Thou wilt not leave My soul in hell, neither 
wilt thou suffer thy Holy One to see corrup­
tion.” He argues that David could not have 
spoken this of himself, seeing that his sepul­
chre was with them the day in which his dead 
body did see corruption. But being a prophet 
he spoke this of the resurrection of Christ that 
"His soul was not left in hell neither did His 
flesh see corruption.” He concludes, therefore, 
that the soul and body which were divided, 
came together in the resurrection ; the soul be­
ing raised from hell and the body from the 
grave, and thus he was raised from the dead.

So this descent of the soul of Christ into 
hell is history arid is fully attested by 
Scripture.

We are accustomed to consider Christ a> 
having attained the lowest point of His humili­
ation in the cross, but this is lower still .

We may here observe that the Apostles 
rarely put this in the forefront of their preach ­
ing, and thus we can see that if this record had 
been entirely omitted it would not have af; 
ected the testimony of the cross to the full- 
ess of Christ’s salvation. “For,” said the 

Apostle Paul to the Corinthians, “I determined 
not to know any thing among you save Jesus 
Christ and Him crucified.” Though not ne­
cessary it might serve to the increase of faith 
showing that Christ offering His soul as a 
rifice for sin, purposed to* endure all the 
fering that was to be endured in that sacrifice, 
just as He had gone forward to incur all the 
bodily suffering which were incurred by the 
crucifixion. Here His agony in the garden is 
explained. It was not the bodily sufferings on 
the cross that caused the great drops of blood 
to fall from His skin, this he could have en­
dured with human fortitude ; but the hell 
among the wicked, and as, in truth by imputa­
tion, the most wicked of them all, was mor.e 
than His human soul could bear and an angel 
v as sent from Heaven to strengthen Him.

Cross suits involving ovfer a million 
dollars between-Sir William Mackenzie 
for the Canadian Collieries Company 
and Hon. James Dunsmuir, formerly 
Lieut. -Governor,-were begun here yes­
terday. The Canadian Collieries Com': 
pany is bringing Suit against Mr. James 
Dunsmuir claiming money arid plant 
amounting to a sum estimated at over 
Jl,000,000 and asking for an accounting 
of the Dunsmuir interests relating to 
coal, in order that the plaintiffs mâ> 
discover all ships', laids, plant, etc., 
considered to belong to the deal made 
same: time ago for the transfer of the 
Vancouver Island mines to the Canadi­
an Collieries, a deal Involving about 
eleven million dollars. The second 
action Is one brought against Sir Wil­
liam Mackenzie by Mr. Dunsmtilr to re­
cover money held to have been collected 
since the transfer ôï the property ac­
cording to agreement and not turned 
over to the plaintiff; Mr. B. P. Davis, 
K. C., and Mr. H. D. Twigg are acting 
for Sir William Mackenzie and the 
Canadian Collieries' Company, and Mr. 
E. V. Bod well, K. C., and Mr. Maurice 
Hill appear for Mr. Dunsmuir.

The deal for the transfer of the Is­
land mines was made on June 16, 1910, 
but since then Sir Wm. Mackenzie 
holds that he has not received all the 
properties he should have r*eived, al­
though he admitted that he has been 
unable to discover what he should own 
and consequently requests the court to 
order an accounting.. In answer to 
Mr. E. P. Davis, when he made this 
request, Chief Justice Hunter said the 
purchaser could- obtain the information 
he sought by discovery. Mr. Davie 
said this method had been followed, 
and it was ascertained _ihat there, was 
an area of coal pn : Denman Island 
which had not been received, and it 
was considered that there were some 
ships which should belong to the Can­
adian Collieries.

S3CHICAGO, Sept 11.—The strike 
threatened for several days by the 
shopmen of the Illinois Central rail­
road because of refusal of the railroad 
to recognize the federation of mechan­
ical employes, was finally averted to­
day, and the federation will reorganize. 
The executive board of the interna­
tional association of machinists met' at 
Davenport, Iowa, and refused to au­
thorize a strike on the ground that the 
system federation had not conducted 
its negotiations properly, and this left 
the federation without the necessary 
support for a, strike.

When J. F. McCreery, president of 
the system federation, and his commit­
tee met with W. F. Kramer and the 
committee of international officers to­
day, they received word from Daven­
port that the machinists executive 
board had voted positively against a 
strike. A strike without the financial 
aid of the machinists’ union, was re­
garded as at least hazardous, 
federation officials were informed by 
the machinists’ board that the method 
of procedure in demaning recognition 
from the Inninpis Central was irregu­
lar. They were told that the action 
they had taken was in violation of the 
notice clause in the contract^ between 
the international unions and the rail­
road, and a strike for recognition on 
that basis could not be enforced.

It was concluded, therefore, to rec­
ognize the shopmen’s federation along 
new lines and to proceed in conform­
ity with the agreements, so that the 
support of the international unions 
might be procured without jeopardiz­
ing existing agreements.

The reason for desir­
ing the line was that a strong syndicate was 
at the time engaged with more or less prospect 
of success in laying the first Atlantic cable, 
and many of the members of the company 
feared that upon completion of the cable—if 
it were a success—the Western Union would 
lose its large share of the world’s telegraph 
business.

The cable was being laid by the Great East­
ern, at that time the largest ship afloat. Much 
trouble was experienced and some of the 
Western Union’s shareholders and 'trustees 
argued that the cable would never “make 
good” ; and that in case it failed, an effort to 
string wires overland to Europe would be un­
necessary. The independent company was, 
however, formed, and the project pushed 
forward. Telegraph lines already were in 
operation to San Francisco and up the Paci­
fic Coast to the Puget Sound country. These' 
were extended by contractors to the Canadian 
boundary, where Col. William Bulkley was 
placed in sole charge of the enterprise through 
Canada to Behring-Straits. With an army of 
more than one thousand men. all "told, he took 
up the work, extending the line to New West­
minster, thence east and north through the 
town of Hope and over the Hope mountains, 
and thence along what is now known as the 
old Cariboo road. From Quesnel the line 
took a northerly direction past Fraser Lake, 
through the famous Bulkley valley and on to 
.the village of Hazelton.

The struggles of the rugged pioneers of the 
construction force, their wars with savage na­
ture, with the elements and with the Indians, 
the tragedies of death and burials in unknown 
graves in these primeval portions of the Paci­
fic Northwest might fittingly form the theme 
for countless frontier romancés of today, al­
though the difficulty of collecting data grows 

’ with each year, for-the survivors, now scatter­
ed far and wide, are constantly growing fewer. 
Although supplies then could be carried into 
the interior only by men or packhorse, great 
stores (worth many thousand dollars) were 
collected by Col. Bulkley in the valley that 
bears his name, and there headquarters were 
established for the campaign that was to carry 
the line on through Alaska.

This work required about three years. In 
1867, with vast quantities of wire ready to be 
moved northward out of Bulkley valley, and 
with his army of stalwart men thoroughly 
trained to their work and inured to hardships, 
on the eve of starting forward from Hazelton, 
word was flashed over the wire which kept the 
force in touch with civilization that the Great 
Eastern had arrived at her Atlantic port, com­
pleting her laying of the line of sub-Atlantic 
cable bringing the Old and New Worlds into 
almost instant touch with one another. First

The balance of the 
journey was negotiated with less difficulty, 
and the car reported from Easton, on the east 
side of the gorge, on Thursday last.

messages had been flashed under the ocean 
and the enterprise Was admitted by all, reluct­
antly by many, successful.

Col. Bulkley was thereupon instructed to 
drop the entire work of the overland telegraph. 
His men were at once discharged ; the great 
Stores of provisions were deserted—abandoned 
to the plundering Indians and the bands of - 
elk, antelope and deer that at that time roamed 
the country in bands of many thousands. Hun­
dreds of tons of hay and grain had been piled 
up for packhorse supplies. These furnished 
nourishment for the wild herds the following 
winter. The thousands of tons of wire were 
left as they were piled, and with it the Indians 
later built many weird, unique traps and dwell­
ings. They used wire freely in the construc­
tion of their homes, and with it also they 
built strange suspension bridges over the 
northern gorges, some of which, endure to 
this day.

This same trail bears further historical in­
terest, for it was the route taken by misguided 
hundreds during the Klondike rush of 1897-8. 
Scores of lives were lost at that - time, the 
trail being marked by the bones of forgotten 
men and beasts. Up to date no one has been 
known to travel as far as Hazelton even by 
wagon.
