Mr. Mowat has been sustained, but with
a greatly reduced majority, Up. to the
hour of writing his advantage in the new
legislature appears to be not more than a
dozen at the outside. The verdict is that
Mowat must not go, but it is also one of
encouragement to the conservatives, For,
from\being & weak, a ridiculed and a dis-
creditdd minority, they will put op the form
of a compact, strong and vigorous  opposi-
tion, which, if well hnndled, ought to have
the best of prospects in the next election,

In the late legislature Mr, Mowat hsd
often a msjority of 28; now, as far as heard
from, the figures are: Government 48,
opposition 88, a difference of 10, with Mus-
kokaand Algoms to hesr from. From 28
to 10, or even to 12, is a great reduction.

But Mr. Mowat’s majority, reduced as it
is, is o vindication of his stand on the
boundary issue.

On the other hand, his reduced majority
is a furtler proof of the vitality of Sir John
Macdonald tas a political power in this
country. For it was the premier of Canada
who fought against the premier of Ontario,
and the mode of attack was such that he
nearly dislodged his enemy, though he was
on the wrong side of the questions at issue,

Only a man of remarkable power as & poli-

tician could have induced so many of the
people of Ontario to take an unpatrioric
stand regarding the boundsry of their own
province; 4 :

In Toronto and Hamilton the experiment
of presenting s workingman’s ticket has not
proved successful this time, So far there
sppears to be too much politics to the square
acre for its success, Workingmen as well
88 other classes have their leanings toward
the reform and conservative sides respec-
tively, and are slow to drop their party
affinities, even for the sake of returning
one of themsolves to parliament, Poth
parties seek their votes, and both are ready
enough to promise thgm s good deal if re-
turned, If they camnot return emough of
their own number fo sppreciably affect legis-
lation, they will just have to do the best
they can in the way of holding to their
agreement candidates who openly and for.
mally pledged themselves to do or to sup-
port certain specified things in the interest
of workingmen,

The matters that most concern working-
men, and that which come home most close-
ly to their business and bosoms, should not
be looked upon as political issues at all—
not in Canads at all events. In England,
some time back, it was conservative policy
to oppose the enfranchisement of the work-
ing classes, and to refuse them votes ; but
more recently we have seen something like
bousehold suffrage for the towns carried by
s ftory premier, English liberals, again,
have long desired to come as near to uni-
versal suffrage as practioable, of course car-
rying the sympathies of the workingmen
with them in this matter. And yet it is
upon record that liberal leader?
opposed with all their might the factory
acts, limiting the hours of labou’
and otherwise bettering the condition of
the workingman and his family, Mr., John
Bright, a leader of liberal leaders, was con-
spicuous for his opposition to all laws inter-
fering on behall of working people and
against their employers. In Canads, where
class distinctionsdo not obtain to the same
extent as in the mother country, there is
really no political reason why a workingman,
in the interests of his class, should be either
a conservative on one hand or a reformer
on the other. To deal liberally with the
workingmen of our cities and towns, in the
way of extending the franchise, would not
really be against the political principles of
either. To come to one practical point, we
should say that agitations for the exten-
sion of the franchise in cities and towns
is what workingmen should now press upon
both parties ; and a strong effort in this
direction would probably be successful ere

long, :

Owing to deep snow the Indians are not
hunting much just now and are not likely
to do much until the spring thaws com.
mence,

O, Bellerose, Hudson Bay company trader
at Lac la Nonne, who came in on Monday
last,reports the Indians in that country in a
very destitute condition,

Moore, Rosms & Dennis’ coal drift is being
worked night and day by two gangs of
three men each, Two men are picking and
one man wheeling all the time,

W. R, Ord’s sucvey party is outlining on
the 13th base line, commencing at the 5th
meridian and going east. Outlining con-
sists in laying off blocks twelve miles
square on each side of the base line, and as
the base lines are twenty.four miles apart
the blocks 1aid off from each join on what is
called the correction line, FEach block of
course contains four townships and these
are divided into sections by subdividers who
work by contract,

C. A, Magrath's survey party is at work
on the 18th base Jine running esst from the
5th meridian, The line passes through
Hay lakes and the southern part of the
Beaver hills. The party is now east of Hay
