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MR. COOLEY OF CHICAGO HAS 4
PRACTICAL PLAN,

Sccond Day of the Deliberations of th
Deep Waterways Convention—A 30-Foot
Channel from Chicago to the Atlantic
'Will Not Cost More Than $50,000,000—
An Expert’s Opinion.

The Deep Waterways Convention thor-
oughly settled down to business yester-
day. Sessions were held in the Council
Chamber in -the morning, in the after-
noon and in the evening. Each was well

' attended by delegates, and the papers
were listened to and discussed with an
interest and energy that exceeded the ex-
pectations of even the most sanguine.
Perbaps the most important feature ol
the, proceedings was the address of L. B.
Cooley of Chicago, a gentleman who
probably is better informed on the sub-
ject of canals than any other living per-
son. Mr. Cooley made use of but few
notes, but he handled complex figures
and technical details in a manner truly
surprising. Speaking easily and fluent-
1y, his address was of particular inter-
est, and when at the conclusion of his
remarks he intimated that he was pre-
pared to answer any questions, the dele-
gates poured in-Queries,one on top of the
other, referring to every branch of the
subject, to all of which they received
definite replies that showed the won-
deriul grasp of canal affairs possessed by
the Chicagoan.

Among the newly arrived delegates who
registered yesterday morning were: H. L.
Crocker, President of the Board of
Trade, Minneapolis; Thomas F. Judge,®
Secretary of the Chicago Canal: H. Gif-
“ford, Grand Secretary P. I., Medford, and

Deep Waterways and Who Shall Pay for
Them.

The first item on the program was the
reading ol a paper by Ald. Thompson,
entitled “Deep Waterways, and who
shall pay for them.” Vice-President Smal-
ley, St. Paul, occupied the chair.

Ald. Thompson’s paper contained a solid
array of figures and facts respecting lake
traffic, which will render it a valuable
addition to the literature of the subject
of deep waterways. He first alluded to
the fact that the freizht carried on the
great lakes exceeds in one season of seven
months 80,000,000 of tomns, beinz equal
to one-fourth of the freizht carried by all
the railways of the States in 12 months.
Various estimates had been made of the
cost of deepeninz the canals. They
varied from 50 to 75 millions oi dollars,
but the expenditure of even the -largzer
sum would not be an unreasonable price
to pay for the benefits to be derived from
it. Whatever the cost might be, the im-
portant point was, where would the
money come from? If the financial aspect
were viewed simply as a business trans-
action, free from feelinzs of national
sentiment, it would not present any seri-
ous difficulties. Few would contradict
the statement that a 20-foot waterway
to the head of the great lakes would
prove of such undoubted advantaze to
so. large a section of the United States
and Canada that its cost distributed ac-
cording to the territory and interests
beneficially affected would be a compara-
-tively sinall matter. While the only pracy
tical route was within Canadian terri-
tory, the business of the country was
not sufficient to justify her undertakinz
the work alone. We mizht take a hint
from our municipal methods of finance.
When a street required pavinz the own-
ers of property on each side of the street
paid in proportiop to their frontagze.
It would seem reasonable to apply this
principle to canal deepeninz. . The St.
Lawrence River, the greater part of it
wholly within Canadian territory, and
the izreat lakes were free and it would
seem to be a simple matter to declare the
70 miles or so of artificial waterways as
part of the zreat water highway and
Zoverned by the same navigation laws.
It might be considered desirable for
Canada to complete the canals and sell
or lease the free use of them to American
vessels, or debentures for the purpose
might be issued aad payment assumed by
each country according to their respec-
tive interests. Or a plan might be adopt-
ed similar to that by which the Cana-
dian Government relieved themselves of
building the C.P.R., after having spent
87 millions on it. A private company
with a capital of 150 millions might
take over the existing canals and the
money already spent might be considered
& bonus, to be supplemented by a similar
bonus from the United States.

Canals Not a Local Improvement.

R. C. Steele, Toronto, took exception
to the idea that the convention would
sanction the proposition of the construc-
tion or enlargement of the waterways
to the ocean as a local improvement. It
was too narrow an idea altogether.
The enlargement of the waterways was
a matter that, when completed, the
whole continent would share in the bene-
fits; then why should those who lived ad-
joining these: waterways, oOr in close
proximity to them, be alone taxed for
their constiruction? He would be very
sorry to have assisted in promoting this
convention at all had he not expected
that they were undertaking one of the
greatest works for the prosperity of this
continent, both north and south, that had
ever been engaged in.

Ald. Thompson replied that he had been
misunderstood. He was at one with Mr.
Steele:

No Fear of International Friction.

Mr. Flower, Superior, said this was the
fifth convention of the kind he had at-
tended, and the most important of them
all, He thought Ald. Thompson’s paper
was one of vital interest, and he hoged
it would be printed and circulated. 'The
great railways of the Northwest would
pot oppose, but on the contrary would_
help the deepening of the canals. Already
on the great lakes the railways l'md
launched fleets of steamships, showing
their belief in water trax_xsportatwp.
There had been talk of a possible war, in
which the use of the canals would
come into question, But there were Can-
adian railways on American soil and
American railways in the Dominion, and
there was no fear of friction.

Canals and Treaty Relations.

“The Treaty Relations Between the
Countries”” was the subject of a scholarly
address by O. A. Howland, Mr. Howland
went over at length the history of the
‘eanals, and read the clauses of the
Washington treaty bearing upon their
wse. He continued:

“That treaty that was intended to
be a liberal treaty, became a cause of
difficulty, which almost rose to a danger-
ous point of irritation. This cpuveutwu
should . recommend means which would
entirely do away with the causes 9(
frietion. In every great agreement it
j& usual to provide for the settlement
ot public differences by some
previously arranged plan. Arbi-
tration is not always feasible, The .dﬂ-
forences often rise to a most serious
¢ arbitration is calleti‘ in.

re two sides to this question.
'{’;:zreisathe commercial, the other poli-
¢¢sal, It is useless to advance one wing
ol this question. We should ensure it
tbat we will not be met with the feel-
inz  arising out of international sus-
pieion or international precaution. We
should recommend to the varions Zov-

ernments the formation of a perpetmll
High Court for the settlement of all '
questions between the mations and their
citizens. (Applause,) I perfectly agree
with what was said by one of the speak-
ers yesterday, that the question of war
was at the present day abhorrent to
both nations. But we must remember
that the governments of countries
are bound to look forward to possible
contingencies, And so long as there is
not some fixed and stable method of
settling disputes, by which war between
Great Britain and the United States will
be made as impossible as war between
the provinces of this country or between
the %tates of your umion, will our ob-
ject be attained.” (Applause.)

Mr. Howland gave notice that he would
introduce a resolution embodying his
ideas, and on motion of Mr. Suydam,
Delegates Howland, Dobell and McGuirk
were appointed a committee to drait
resolutions. J&n Brown, Toronto, and
Mayor Winton of Beeton mada short ad-
dresses.

Mr. Cooley's Practical Talk.

L. L. Cooley of Chicago started out in
a general talk on the canal question.
He had been; looking up the question and
it would be six months before he was
inl a position to give an opinion as to
the best route. Look at the map of this
centinent. There lies from the Gull of
St. Lawrence to the Guli of Mexico &
great waterway to which 80 per cgnt.
of the resources of this country is tribu-
tary. The idea is of a grand trunk
waterway right through the continent.
(Applause). Work was now going on in
Chicago on a great canal—one of the
grentest in the world. The
cost of building it would
be = less than two-thirds of that
of the Manchester Canal. That was be-
cause of the great improvements tha
had been made in the science of canal
building. A

The principle. that should be recognized
is that a canal must depend upon domes-
tic) traffic. Foreign traffic ia but a drop
in the bucket. To that end the practi-
cal route was one by way of Lake Cham-
- plaig- through the New England States
to New York, with the Montreal and
St. Lawrence route to the ocean for for-
eign travel.

There was not a city west of Detroit
that would not use every endeavor to
obtain a route to the sea that would
render them ‘independent of everybody.
There was not a year during the last
five years when there was not more
freight going from Chicago to the east:
by water than by rail. These were facts
that they wanted to lay close to their
mind in considering this question. There
was a lot of gammon about the opposi-
tion of the railroads. He did not
believe there was an intellizent railroad
man in the United States fizhting the
waterways. What the railroads said
was, “If you make these waterways you
will :build up-the country, and we shall’
reap benefits; o ahead, we are with
you.” Considering the quéstion from a
railway standpoint, the domestic move-
ment was constant, the foreign move-
ment was a surplus movement. The do-
mestic transportation determined the
line of foreizn shipment. There had not
beet, a time when there was not a better
route down the St. Lawrence than down
the Erie Canal, and yet there had never
been a time when there was not more
freight down the Erie Canal than down
the St. Lawrence. So far as the Chicago
representatives were concerned, they,
were not advocating any particnlar route;
what they were advocating was,, deep
water to the sea and they, were prepared
to consider any schemes. Many routes
would one after the other come in time.
“As surely,” concluded Mr. Cooley, “‘as
this continent is laid out as it is, so sure-
ly will the people be bound togzether by
commercial links that;, will ignore all
questions of nationality and all questions
of sentiment and patriotism, because the
almizhty dollar will after all settle that
question, and if necessary we will be all
one people if we cannot settle it in any
other way.” (Loud applause.)

Deepening of the Canals a Feasible
Project.

Mr. Brown enquired whether Mr, Cooley
considered that the deepening of the
canals of the St. Lawrence was feasible.
The enzineer answered:

“You have estimates of  $27,000,000
for deepening the St. Lawrence to 20
feet. I have no doubt that the work
could be done for that sum, from Lake
Ontario to the sea. (Applause.) The offi-
cial estimate of the United States for
the Tonawanda Canal is $23,-
000,000. This would make a total
of $50,000,000 for the whole
work between Lake Erie and the ocean.
The Welland Canal is just as good a
route, but I think that a new canal
could be built as cheaply as the old one
could be revised. The deepening of the
canals to 26 feet might be accomplished
at an additional cost of 80 to 85 per cent.
of the original estimates.”

Many questions were fired at Mr.
Cooley, who proved a veritable walking
encyclopedia.

Proceedings of the Afternoon.

Peter McIntyre’s paper on the economy
of a 20-foot channel was the first to be
presented when the convention re-assem-
bled at 8 o’'clock.

Among the visitors who listened to
the discussion during the aiternoon were:
G. F. Marter, M.L.A.; W. F. Maclean,
M.P,; Hon. 8. C. Biggs, Hon. T. W. An-
glin, Barlow Cumberland and Emerson
Coatsworth, M.P.

Mr. McIntyre's paper pointed out that
the deeper channel was by far the more
preferable as a means for the transpor-
tation of freight. The large boats,which
could travel on the improved canals,
would be able to carry larger quantities
of freight and at a much lower rate than
would be possible in boats oif
low capacity. This was conclu-
sively proven by the fact that
while the large American fleets were
paying dividends, smaller ships were
not even paying running expenses. The
economy of allowing ocean steamships
to discharge their cargoes at the head
of the lakes, without transhipment, was
obvious, Then what doubt could there
bé as to the advantage of doing-away
entirely with the necessity for trans-
shipment ? What was needed was a
highway. The vesselowners .would soon
adapt themselves to the new conditious
and build such ships as would be best
fitted for the work of transportation.

L. R. Keck of Cincinnati, O., presented
a report of a committee of the United
States Congress on the question of a
canal from Lake Erie to the Ohio River,
The report was handed to the secretary,
and will appear in the proceedings of
the convention,

$27,000,000 Will Do the Work.

David Blain of Toronto told of the
work that would have to be done - to
deepen the St. Lawrence to 20 feet. He
had examined the figures, and said that
his opinion was that the estimate of
$27,000,000 would be amply suificient to
include all the work of perfecting a 20-
foot waterway from Lake Ontario to
Montreal. Mr. Blain illustrated his
address with charts of the river. The
question of politics was one which inter-
fered very much with the proper im-
provement of the rived, as with every
other important international question.

Delegate Smalléy of Minneapolis ask-
ed what the advantage of deepening the
river would be. Mr. Blain answered
that the advantage would be chiefly
in more than doubling the capacity of
the canals as lockage would be neces-
sary only one way. In answer to Dele-
gate Flower of West Superior, Mr.
Cooley said that there was no waterway
to the ocean so cheap as the St. Law-
rence. Everything on the St. Lawrence

above the Lachine and Soulanges Canals
would be needed to allow access to the
Champlain Canal. ’

John Brown read, frof{ a paper by Mr.
Keefer, C.E., showing the advantage of
20 feet channels. /

James Suydam of Minneapolis and St.
Paul told of the work that had been
done towards securing a canal -from
Lake Superior to the Mississippi River.
An appropriation had already ‘geen made
lol‘\%:urvey of the ground and the plan
had been pronounced perfectly practica-
ble. 'The saving by the completion of
this canal would be $5,000,000.
Suydam handed in a copy of a speech
made before Congress by Congressman
McCleary. Mr. Suydam’s plan was to join
the Mississippi with Lake Superior at
St. Paul and was in opposition to that

Mississippi would be reached from Lake
Michigan by the Chicago Sanitary Canal
whicl, is now being built.

Manitoba would gain through this con-
vention. Delegate Flower said that a
waterway from Winnipeg to Lake Supe-
rior was contemplated.  Delegate:
Taylor of Winnipég said that there was
talk of a canal from the Red River to
Hudson Bay, giving Manitoba and the
Dakotas an ocean port of their own.

A recess was then taken to allow the
chairman to name the committee on- the
formation of a, Deep Waterways Asso-
ciation, and the convention then adjourn-
ed until 8 o’clock.

The Evening Proceedings.

At the evening session a paper by
James Fisher, M.L.A.,, of the Central
Farmers’ Institute of Manitoba, was,
in the absence of that gentleman, read
by Mayor Taylor of Winnipeg. The
title of the paper was “Our International
Waterways as they Affect the North-
west,”

Mr. Fisher alluded to the striking dis-
advantages under which the Northwest
labors, in respect to convenience of aec-
cess to the .great markets of supply and
distribution. More than half the price
obtained for the grain of the prairie re-
gion in the ultimate market was taken
to pay the one item of transportation
and out of the remainder of the price
had to be paid the extra
cost of incoming fpeights. Un-
der these circumstances, the farmers
of Manitoha were lookinz about for some
means of deliverance from the burden of
the rates. They had been considering in
connection with this question the remark-
able difference between freizht rates by
water those chanrged for rail car-
riaze. carry their wheat from Bran-
don to Fort William, 0560 miles, they
paid 11.40 cents per bu., whilst the stan-
dard rate by rail from Winnipez to Mont-
real, about 1400 miles, was. 27 or 28
cents per bushel. Agzainst this the farm-
ers of Manitoba contrasted the water
rate! of 6 to 7 cents per bushel from Du-
luth to- Montreal, about®the same dis-
tanee; with- the water rate of 2 to 8
cents per bushel from Chicazo to Buffalo,
900 miles, reduced at ome time to aslow
a rate ag 1 cent per bushel, and also with
that of 2 1-2 to 8 cents from Buffalo
to New York, about 500 miles, by the
little horse power barzes of the Erie
Canal and the Hudson River, which take
about a mopth for one return trip.

A Question of Momentous Importance.

The_ scheme of improvinz the lake chan-
ngl right through to the ocean, so as to
Zive a 20-foot waterway throughout,
was one of momentous importauce to
the farmers ofeManitoba. Surely it
might be left to the good sense of the
!:\\'o governments to make such provis-
ion f_or the maintenance, control and op-
eration of the joint work ' as would
secure its being always free to carry the
commeérce of both nations,

Messrs. Tully, Gifford and John Brown
also made a few remarks.

Senator Ferguson said that, so far as
he could learn, there was no difference
of opinion as to the desirability of these
deep waterways from the upper lakes to
the Atlantic Ocean. There would/be no
difficulty in convinecing the public of
this desirability,' The only difficulty at
all was to finance the matter. Canada
hagl been progressing so rapidly and
doing 80 much in building railways and
canals that it would be impassible for
the Canadian Government now to do
so large a work or contribute a very
large amount of money with its present
revenue, He thought the attention of
the convention ought to be drawn more
particularly to that subject than to
discussing the desirability of a deep
watepway to the Atlantic Ocean.

LUEUNG GEDS ALL TEE BLAME

The Japs Took 14,000 Prisoners at Ping-
Yang—The Chinese Made a Gallant
Stand but Were Poorly Armed—China
Mas Met Her Wa erloo and Canndt
Protect Her Ports.

London, Sept. 18.—A' despatch to the
Central News from Ping-Yang, dated
Sept. 17, 8.80 p.m., says that 14,500
Chinese prisoners were marched through
that place yesterday, and hundreds 2‘“
other prisoners are coming in every hour.
None of these men were wounded. Trans-
ports have been ordered to Ping-Yang
Inlet to convey the prisoners to Japamn.

A despatch from Shanghai says the re-
port that 50,000 Chinese troops are be-
tween Ping-Yang and the Yanula River
is generally discredited. The force around
Ping-Yang comprised the flower of the
Chinese army, and was really the only
effective force in China. The men com-
posing the levies now beinz made inland
have no idea whatever of modern war-
fare.

Li Mung Loses His Peacock Feather.

The correspondént of the Central News
in Shanghai telexrz:iphs an imperial edict
has been issued -depriving Viceroy Li
Hung Chang of his three-eyed peacock
feather because of his mismanagement n}l
the Corean campaign. Taotai S)'Jeng, it
is reported, is intriguing against Li
Hung Chang through the Emperor’sfav-
orite teacher. Reinforcements for the
Chinese troops, to the number of 50,000
are said to be between Ping Yang and
Yalu.

The Chinese Fought Desperately.

London, Sept. 18.—The Shanghai cor-
respondent of The Pall Mall Gazette t.ele-
graphs: The Japanese in three divisions
attacked Ping-Yang. The assault was
entirely unexpected by the Chinese, who,
though poorly armed fought well behind
their earth' works. After a series of des-
perate battles the Chinese were complete-
y, routed and all their. ammunition and
stores were taken by the enemy. The
fighting lasted throughout the night,
bright moonlight enabling the Japanese
to use their field guns with much exe-
cution. Three hundred Japanese were
killed. The Ping-Yang garrison number-
ed twenty thousand.

China Cannot Hold Her Ports.

London, Sept. 18,—Experts who know
the respective qualities of fhe Japanese
and Chinese armies, say that the result at
Ping-Yang is a natural one. Marshal
Yamagata, the Japanese eommander-in-
chief, was trained in European schools,
and the other Japanese commanders and
staff officers were similarly educated.
The best iriends of the Chinese do not
believe them capable of holding the ports
in the Gulf of Pechili against the Japan-
ese.

The Daily Chronicle’s Paris correspond-
ent says that in consequenceé of the
velopments in Corea M. de Lanessan,Goy-
ernor-General of French Indo-China, will
shorten his' leave of absence and will
start on Sept. 80 on his journey to his
post. -

Naval Battle Disastrous to Both.

London, Sept.. 19.—A Shanghai corres-
pondent says: While Chinese tramsports
were landing troops at Yalu a Japanese
fleet attacked the Chinese warships con-
voying the transportsand a severe bat-
tle followed. The Chin Yuen and another
Chinese warship were sunk and theChao-
Yung and Yang-Wei went ashore. The
Japanese lost three vessels.

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THE ELECTRIC LIGHT SITUATION.
Notwithstanding the low tender of the

street lizhting, it will be well for citizens
to consider arguments in favor of the city
installinz its own plant. A fact that
constantly stares us in the face is this: We
have no competition either in gas or in
electric lizhting. If we award the street
lighting to the Toronto Electric Light
Company we perpetuate the lighting
monopoly for the period that the contract
has to run. The two electric companies
have an understandinz, and we know too
well that we are at the mercy of the gas
company. As lonz as the two electric
companies have the field to themselves,
just €0 lonz will we have to pay through
the nose for all our electric services.
These companies fix the prices for lizht
and power to suit themselves. The one
company has the incandescent field to
itsell. The other ®njoys a monopoly of
arc lighting.

The price for
our street lizhting is fixed at a decent
rate, but all private lizht and power ser-
vices are subject to a sliding scale, over
which the consumer has no control. As
the public, lizhting comes down, so will
the private services zo up in cost. That
is the real theory of the Toronto Com-
pany’s low tender. If they make a small
profit, or no.profit at all, on one part

a correspondingly large profit on the re-
maining portion. What 7is to prevent
them raising private rates in the same
ratio that they have decreased the cost
of the city's lizhting? Nothing in the
world. That, as we have said, is the
theory of the low tender. While they ac-
cept a low rate for this aex:yice, they
retain the power of makinZ up for the defi-
ciency in other ways. And mark our
words the company will use the power.

Now, if the city should instal its own
plant, what would be the result? The
tenders submitted show us that we can
secure a plant for fully $50,000 less
than Mr. Keating’s estimate, In the
lizht of this and of the figures submitted
by the Toronto Electric Company and
the Street Railway Company, it is safe
to say that the city could light its
streets at $76 per light or even less.
What follows? The understanding be-
tween the two electric companies comes
to an end, for the understanding is based
on the supposition that the
Company receive the city street light-
ingz. The Incandescent Company agrees
‘to this on condition that the other com-
pany does not compete with them in
incandescent lighting., It is the city
contract that keeps the two hungry
doge from fighting. Take this contract
out of their reach, and Toronto will see
the two companies competinz in all
branches of electric supply. We have al-
ready pointed out that Toronto is away
behind other Canadian cities in  the
matter of incandescent lighting. The
company are working on & system that
prevents them from offering the Ilow
rates=that prevail elsewhere, and that
preciudes them from extending their
service so that all sections of the city
may take advantage of it. We would
like to hear the company’s explanation
of why it is that the residents of all
the smaller Canadian cities are using the
healthy incandescent light in  their
houses, while nearly 100 per cent. of
the residents of Toronto still have to
put up with the poisonous gas light ?

If the Toronto Eleetriec Light Company
were to find themselves deprived of the
street lighting, they would be compel-
led to compete with the other company
in incandescent lighting, Such competi-
tion would have a marvelous effect on
reducing rates for house lighting. By
introducing the alternating system, the
Toronto Company would be able to give
the city a much better and cheaper ser-
vice than the other company now af-
fords. Not only that. This competition
would bring the Consumers’ Gas Com-
pany to time. In short, by installing a
plant of its own, the city would com-
pletely break up the triangular monopoly
and citizens would enjoy the benefit of
cheap electricity to light their houses
and of cheap gas for heating, cooking
and other domestic purposes.

MODERN CANAL BUILDING.

Some figures were adduced at the canal
convention yesterday that ought to ma-
terially modify our ideas of canal build-
ing. The Minister of Railways and Can-
als last session made the statement that
it would cost $180,000,000 to deepen
the canale between Lake Erie and Mont-
real. In the absence of more authentic
information, the country had to accept
his statement as somewhere near the
reality. But an eminent authority yés-
terday made the Minister’s estimate ap-
pear like a huge exaggeration. Mr. L.
E. Cooley is chief engineer of the Chicago
drainage canal, upon which that city is
spending $25,000,000. Mr. Cooley states
that if the same economic appliances as
are used on that canal were used to
deepen the St. Lawrence canals to 20
feet, the work could be done for $27,-
000,000, Furthermore, he states that
$23,000,000 will build an entirely new
canal from the Niagara River to Lake
Oatario, altogether within  United
States territory. This makes the total
cost of a 20-foot system from Lake Erie
to Montreal, according to Mr. Cooley’s
estimate, $50,000,000, or $80,-
000,000 less than Hon. Mr. Haggart’s
estimate. Not only that. The canal Mr.
Cooley speaks of from Lake Erie to On-
tario would have only eight or nine
locks, whereas the Welland has 26. The
time consumed in going through each
lock is estimated as equal to a voyage
of 10 miles in open water. There is a
drop of 868 feet between the two lakes,
and the modern canal builder would de-
scend by steps of 40 feet, whereas the
descent is made on the Welland by steps
of 156 feet. In the light of these figures
as to coet and efficiency of the latest
systems, the question of deepening the
canals is bound to become a more im-
portant and practical question than it
has been in the past,

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1A Montreal Steamiship Man Con tends That

the Lime Will Net Pay, and Quotes
Figures to Sapport His Argument.
. Montreal Star, Sept. 8.
A well-known steamship man was in-
terviewed to-day by a sfar reporter on
the schedule of revenue and expenditure
of the proposed fast Atlantic line, which
appeared in  this  paper, copied
from The London Times. He said: “It
is eyident that the estimate of revenus
and expenditure for the proposed fast
line is an honest attempt to get at the
facts, but made by some pne not con-
versant with the subject.
the credit for passenger revenue, equal
to 60 per dent. oi the maximum carry-
ing capacity of the ships,  placed at
£6100, it’' would be interesting to notice
how this item compares with the reve:
.nue at present received by the fast
steamers in the New Yopk service. Omn
the last east-bound voyages of the Cun-
ard Line steamer Campania and of the
White Star steamer Teutonic tha for-
mer had 148 first cabin, 152 second
cabin aand 745 steerage, and
the latter had 111 first cabin,
168 second cabin and 957 steerage. Es-
timating the cabin rate to be $75, a
much higher average than can be obtain-
ed here, the second cabin rate to be $35
and the steerage rate to be $10
neét, it will be seen that the total pas-
sage money for the Campania was $24,-
847, and for the Teutonic $23,775, £6100
at $4.88 to the pound is
ual to $20,768, which is
$5163 more than the ., amount received
by the Campania for 1045 passengers,
and $5991.00 more than the Teutonic
received for 1236 passengers. While the
month of August is by no means the.best
month of the year for east-bound trans-
atlantic passenger traffic, it is much
better than January, February or March,
and it perhaps better represents the
average than any other menth in the
year. If, too, the steerage rate is re-
presented as being lower than the aver-
age, it is to be noticed that each of the
vessels mentioned carried on the voy-
ages in question a very large number of
steerage passengers. Even if we place
the net rate for cabin passengers at
$88, we have still $56000 difference on
the wrong side for the fast line, No
one at all acquainted with the subject,
however, will admit that there is any
prospect of the net average rate by the
Montreal steamers reaching $88, nor
may we expect to carry either the 746
steeraze of the Campania or the 957
passenzers of the Teutonic. Half of
either of these numbers is more
than any steamer ever carried from Can-
ada, We may, however, fairly expect to
see steerage rates restored to a normal
figure, say $20, and the fast service
might command an average of 200 steer-
age passengers per week during the St.
Lawrence season of seven months, which
would make the revenue from this class
of passengers $4000 per trip, instead of
$7415 of the Cunarder or $9570 of the
White Star steamer, which, with the dif-
ference of $56153 for cabin, makes a dif-
ference of $8568 as against the Campania
and $11,661 as against the White Star
steamer Teutonic, and this is admitting
that the average number of first and
second cabin passengers by the new line
from this port would be equal 0 the pum-
bers actually carried by two of the fav-
orite ships of the most popular trans-
Atlantic lines from New York on their
last eastbound trips. The item of 380
shillinge” per. ton for westbound measure-
ment g can easily be proved to be
12s 6d per ton in excess of the best ob-
tainable rates, but to be certain, put the
figure at 10 shillings and we have an
amount of £340, or, say, $1178, and this
without reference to the fact that no
steamer has yet been built to maintain a
speed of 20 {nou at sea and carry 900
tons of weight cargo as well as 480 tons
of measurement goods. It cammnot be
geriously questioned that the Fairfield
Company, who built the Cunard line
steamers, Harland & Wolff, who built the
White Star steamers, and G. & J. Thomp-
son, the builders of the American line
boats, knew what they were about when
they (iesigned and built these vessels. It
may, we think, be admitted that they
Represent the Best Ideas
in marine engineering and economical
construction at the time they were built.
Mr. Huddart's advantage will be in build-
ing his vessels three years later than the
last of the others, but we have yet to
learn that any important discovery or
improvement has been made in the science
of shipbuilding during these last three
years. The expenditure is also open to
the same criticism. Four thousand
tons of coal will permit of the ves-
sel steaminz 18 days 8 hours, at a daily
consumption of 300 toms, or say two
passazes (out and back) of 6 days 16
hours from dock to dock. This allows
little for delay, either by boisterous
weather or the inevitable foz, and places
the daily consumption at 200 tons per
day less than the eonsumption of the
Cunard boats, while at the same time
proposinZz to carry double the quantity
of carzo. It is quite evident that some:
thing is wrong bere. The item of feeding
is inaccurate, which can be shown as
follows: The averaze cost (of 150 cabin
passenzers, each way, on board the
vessel for, say 6 1-2 days, or 13 days
for the round trip, at $1.50 per day, is
equal to $2925. The expense for the
same number of second cabin passenzers
at 75 cents per day would be $1462, and
for 200 steeraze, each way, - at, eay,
87 1-2 cents per day, $975, 400 of a
crew at the same rate as the steeraze
passengers, for say 20 days round trip,
$3000, total $8362, equal to £1718.4.4,
about £700 in excess of the estimate, Thia
is on the estimate of 1560 first eabin pas-
senzers. the same number of second cabin
and 200 steeragze each way, while it is
evident from the summary of fizures in
The Times for passenger earnings that
the number of passengers expectad js more
than we have given above. In propor-
tion, therefore, as the estimate exceeds
our fizures the costs for stores would be
in excess of the figzures we have
givén. Expenses of management, office
expenses and advertising—this, we take
it, includes salaries of genemal agents,
passenger managers and office staff,
wharf expenses on both sides of the At-
lantic, printing and advertising in Great
Britain, Canada and the United States.
£1000 per week is manifestly inadequate
to cover these expenses; the cost would
probably reach more than double the
amount given. To recapitulate, we find
the passenger earnings as given $10,-
000 too mueh, the freight earnings, west-
bound, $11756 too much, cost of coal 25
per cent. ($4000) too little, food and
stores $3500 too little, management and
office expenses, advertising and printing,
agency supplies, etc., $56000 too little.
No allowance i made for taxes, pilot-
age, and the various items that enter
into the management of ‘a large busi-
ness, which would probably amount to
$1000 per week, or a total of $24,675,
and with 52 voyages per annum this
diiference would reach the enormous
total of $1,283,000. Deducting the Gov-
ernment bonus of $750,000, there would
still be a deficit of $583,000. It is dif-
ficult to say how 6 any capitalist
will subscribe for etock wunless he
sees eome other sources of re-
venue for the vessels than have
been named above, We,” however, ven-
ture to assert that for every additional
dollar of revenue there will be found to
be two dollars expenditure, If it is
asked, how, in view of the above, do'the
fast boats in the New York service pay,
the answer is casy. First, the number
of cabin passengers given above as car-
ried by the two steamers mentioned on
their last east-bound trips does not
represent the average number carried
by these boats; it i3 probably one-fourth
to one-third greater, but the same num-
bers may not reasonably be expected for
the Canadian line, even with equal
speed and attractiveness. Second, it
has not been claimed for any of the
fast steamers mentioned that they have
sroved a financial success. The White

Kennet, which has just arrived at this
port in command of Capt. Davis, laden
with logwood, is rendered miserable by
the invasion of myriads of tarantulas,
scorpions and  other  pestiferous
strangers, and it is difficult to keep the
sailors from deserting the ship on this
account.

These unwelcomed _visitors found
their way on board with the cargo of
logwood, which was taken in at Port de
Paix, a small gettlement in Hayti, and
many nights of discomfort have been
spent on board the Kennet by both her
officers and crew. Tarantulas by the
hundreds and numberless scorpions have
been Kkilled in the after cabin and so
thicklz was this portion of the ship popu-
lated by these and other bugs that the
officers have been unable to sleep below.

The officers of the Kennet, like all
gailors are afraid of the tarantulas and
scorpions, and now that her cargo is
being discharged every effort will be
made to rid the ship of "the plague be-
tore she sails from here. Banana-laden
ships frequently bring with their car-

oes a few tarantulas, but this ship is

airly alive with them. The only relief

the crew of the Kennet had on their
voyage north was on the day before
sighting the capes, when the cold
weather caused their disappearance
from the decks.

As the cargo was being discharged it
was found to be actually alive with
both the scorpions and tarantulas. The
old sailors on board the Kennet say
they will never ship in a logwood laden
vessel again and remain now only in
the fear that desertion would cause a
forfeiture of their wages.—Philadelphia
Record.

Evening Colors,

Just at sunset an impressive ceremony
takes place on board a man-of-war. It
is the reverse of that which occurs in
the early morning, The hauling down
of the colors bids good-bye to the day of
work, as the raising greeted it some
hours before. The band takes its place
aft on the quarter-deck, if the ship
carries a band, and if she does not the
ship’s drummers and buglers sound the
evening color salute as the bunting comes
down ondeck. All hands face aft and
salute the flag, even the men idling about
off watch spring to their feet at attention.
At the minute the flag comes down up
goes the anchor light, if the ship is in
port, and soon the smoking lamp is lit
after supper, and Jackie has a recess
which he greets much in the same way
that a schoolboy greets the rest between
his study hours. In every navy of the
world this same tribute of evening colors
is paid to the flag. In fact, of necessity,
much of the shipboard routine must be
the s@me, as the modern ships of every
nation are built to fight other vessels of
their class, chase those that are smaller,
and run away from those that are of
heavier metal. When vessels of war of
many nations were in our harbor during
the Columbian celebration ‘“colors’” was
amost interesting sight—the music of
half a dozen national airs floated out,
and as many national ensigns came
down on deck together. ven the
visitor on board ship insensibly feels
himself influenced by the inspiriting
surroundings, and barés hishead. There
is much good in ceremony, after all.—
Harper's Weekly. i

The record for the two harness gaits—
trotting aad pacing—was until last week
in the same notch, 2.04. The trotting
record made by Nancy Hanks still stands,
though the 6-year-old mare ‘“sweet lit-
tle Alix”" equalled that mark duriag the
past week. That Robert J. and John R.
(Gentry have both succeeded in lowering
the pacing record, while the trotting reec-
ord made two years agp stiil remains
unbroken i{s simply a return to the relat-
ive positions of the two gaits previous
to 1892, when the fastest mile at the
lateral gait was invariably a few sec-
onds ahead of the champion mark at the
diagonal gait, and once again demon-
strates that the pace is a more natural
and therefore an easier mode of progres-
sion than the trot. To 'these two may
be also added the black ing stallion
Joe Patchen, who finisheﬁcnly one-quar-
ter of a second—separately timed—be-
hind Robert J. in his mile in 2.021-2 at
Indianapolis last week, That Robert J.
should have again cut a full second from
his own record is simply marvelous, and
his mile in 2.011-2 is a presage of the
near consummation of what a season or
two ago seemed well nigh impossible, a
mile in harness in two minutes flat,

THE MAN IN THE MOON.

———
French Agtronomers After Him With a
Big Telescope.

' The French are getting ready to look
for the man in the moon.

Perhaps it would be more accurate to
say that it is proposed to find out if
there any man and women or other ani-
‘mate creatures living on the surface of
Mother Earth's satellite. ~This state-
ment is based on the talk recently re-
vived concerning the big spyglass which
it is hoped to have completod in timme to
be one of the features of the Paris
World's Fair of 1900. If all that is hoped
for be accomplished by this telescope it
be will impossible for the human eye,
with its aid. to discern obf'ects as small
as five feet in diameter. If that can be
done of coufse any men or animals simi-
lar in size to those on the earth will be
visible. Single individuals, it is true,
will make but the tiniest of specks, but
no considerable number of men or beasts
could congregate without being seen,
and a gathering of Lunarians at say a
clam chowder, or a convention to nom-
inate a governor, would make a very
respectable showing. It would be quite
easy even to make out a small weddin
party of a dozen. Anarmy of a hund-
red thousand men ou the march would
look like a great dark mass of infinitesi-
mal insects, slowly moving across the
lunar surface, and it is quite certain
that with such a telescope as is pro-
posed sweeping the moonscape, no war
could be in progress there without its
evolutions being seen.

Comparative size of th- vick Lens, the Mirror Lens
of the proposed .onster French telescope
and a six foot man.

Whatever may be the performances
of the proposed telescope after it is
finished, its conception is so daring and
its size will beso great as to compel
respectful interest. The necessary focal
length of the instrument has been com-
puted to be 132 feet. The big mirroris
to be nine feet ten inches in diameter,
ten inches more than three times that of
the Lick object glass.

These figures %row on you as you
think of them. The tube of the pro-
posed telescope will not be much less
than 185 feet long. Standing on a
Broadway sidewalk, it would nearly
block up the way, and would reach as
high as one of the latest twelve or thir-
teen story buildings. Ifit were to be
set in the middle of the plaza in front of
the City Hall, that venerable and classic
piece of marble architecture would be
dwarfed in appearance. If the Central
Park Obelisk were placed by the side of
the tube the latter would be nearly fifty
feet the higher of the two, and if it were
laid on the ground it would be quite
feasible to drive a dog cart through it.
Cut into sections, the immense barrel
would make boilers that would generate
plenty of steam for the supplying of the
monster engines that, day in and da
out, perform the gigantic task of haul-
ing the Broadway cable cars from- the
Battery to Central Park.

The mirror would be a fit looking glass
for the use of a genuine giantess. It is
to be 19} tons. Two such glasses would
be almost as heavy as an elevated rail-
road locomotive, and ten of them would
make one of the gigantic machines, that
haul the Empire State Express on its
whirling way from New York to Bnf-
falo, kick the beam, if engine and
glasses could be pitted against each
other in the pans of a monster balance,
such as Justice is supposed to hold before
her blinded eyes.

It is difficult to state in advance what
such a megatherian instrument—to
borrow an adjective from Tody Hamil-
ton's vocabulary—will cost. Half a
million of dollars has been named as the

robable figure, but possibly that was
or the great mirror alone. At all
events, the mirror will eat up* most of
the money expended on the completed
telescope.

WHAT THE GLASS MAY SHOW.

He would be abold man, in the
light of the discoveries and inventions
of these lateryears. who should predict
that this latest conception of the French
scientists will be a complete failure. If
itis a success then humanity will at last
bein a way to solva many of the mys-
teries that have defied unraveling dur-
ing all the ages. Not only will it be
possible to | discover whether or not
there are moving inhabitants on the
moon, but the solution of the Marsian
problem will be much nearer than it is
at present.

t will at least, in all probability, be
possible to find out to & certainity
whether that beautiful glanet is envel-
opedin an atmosphere and it islikely that
the vexed question as to whether the
famous lines are canals or natural fea-
tures will also be solved. There is a
difference of opinion as to the presence
of an atmosphere on the moon. The
eneral holding sv%pears to be that there
not, but Mr. William Pickering of
the observatory in Peru maintains that
there is, albeit it is of extreme thinness
and not capable of supporting such
forms of life as exist there.

Facts About Patents.

The last patent issued in the fiscal
year just closed was numbered 522,185,
the patents granted having passed the
half million mark in June, 1893. There
were: 1,656 trade marks registered, and
4,566 patents were allowed, but forfeited
on account of the.non-payment of the
final fees, and 18,167 patents expired by
limitation of their terms in tEe year
just closed, throwing that number of
personal protected monopolies open to
the public, 3
§PAIll the patents heretofore issued b
the United  States up to June 80, 1894,
are divided into 212 classes, which are
again subdivided into about 5,000
sub-clagses. . The report givesa table
of these classes, showing that “car-
riages  and wagons” and “stoves and
furnaces” head the list, each having
about 18,000 patents, Nextcomes *‘rail-
way cars” (in which are included all car
couplings) with 14,600 _patents, and
‘‘packing and Storing vesdels,” with 10,-
500 patents, while the classes of ‘‘boots
and shoes,” ‘‘harvesters’” and ‘lam
and gas-fitting’’ are credited with 10.000
patents each. The smallest class is the
recently established one of ‘‘linotyping,”
and yet this comes tothe front with
eighty-seven patents, which is doing
fairly well for decidedly an “‘infant in-
dustry.”—Milwaukee Wisconsin.

Terrible Sufferings of the Peary Expedi-
~tion—No Food and No Fuel.

New York Sept, 18.—A special from Sts
John’s,” Newfoundland, says: The inuer
history, of the Peary expedition is com-
inz to lizht. The members of the expe-
dition endured gzreat privations. They
were compelled to eat walrus food and
burn part of their house for fuel.

A tidal wave in Falcon harbor last
October swept away a large part of
Peary’s stock of petroleum oil, - which
he intended to use for fuel, having special
stoves to burn it. Part of this
stock afterwards was recovered, but
the supply of oil was exhausted in March,
the worst period of the Arctic winter.
From that time until August the cook-
inz and eating had to be done with wal-
rus and eeal blubbers.

The discomfort of this was accentuated
by the condition of Anniversary Lodgze,
the house in which the expedition winter-
ed, It wae totally unfit for a babitation.
It had a zlass roof, intended to attract
the sun’s rays, but when the Arctic nizht
came on this proved worse than useless.

It had to be covered with boards and
makeshift contrivances, and after each
snowstorm the whole party had to work
removing the snow, which otherwise
would have crushed it in.

The sleeping quarters were uncomfort-
able in the extreme, separated from the
fierce cold by only thin boards with felt
coverings. The formations of frost on
the walls after a night’s sleep were some
inches thick. After returning from his
journey over the ice Capt. Peary an-
nounced his intention of remaining in
Greenland another year. )

He had cached a large stock of provi-
gions on the inland ice, 180 miles from
headquarters, and this diminished the
quantity available at camp for the sus-
tenance of the 14 persons who composed
the expedition. As the season was of un-
usual severity economy was practised.

Had the Falcon failed to reach them
all of Peary’s party would have been
compelled to live in Esquimaux huts and
eat uimaux food all winter. :

“Such, a Tate would ‘have been a living
death,” said one of the members. s |
would prefer not to be questioned as to
what would have happened, the very
thought of it makes me shudder. I will
never face the Arctic regions again, un-
less with five years’ provisions, so as to
cope with any emergency. We were sup-

d to have equipments and supplies
or two years, and if the Falcon had
not reached us it would have been a
serious matter.”

The difficulties the Falcon had te con-
tend with were only to be gauged by
.the declaration of Captain Bartlett and
Chief Officer Tracey, both experienced
pnavigators, who stated that they never
met ice in Buch immense quantities and
of such unusual thickness. Mr. Tracey
has made nine voyages north and never
saw the like. '

AN INTERRSTING RELIC.

A 12-Foot Log That Formed a Portion of a
Beaver Dam.

Mr. John Langstaff brought into The
World office yesterday a log which for
over 100 years has formed a portion of an
ancient beaver dam.

The dam was built in the Don, near
where Yonge-street crosses that stream
at Thornhill, long before the city of To-
ronto was thought of. Mr. Langstaff
gives this interesting story of the old

m :

“Old settlers have told me that the
beaver dam existed in 1794. In 1801
John Lyons built a dam to secure power
for a sawmill. The back water submerg-
ed the beaver dam completely. The saw
niill changed hands several times and in
1878 a big freshet washed away the
dam, but left the work of the beavers in-
tact and showing above the water. In
May of this year the floods caused by the
heavy rains carried away part of the
beaver dam, and part of this log,12 feet
long, was carried down. I sawed a por-
tion of it off and this is it. It was un-
doubtedly cut by the beavers, and the
pointed ends show their peculiar method
of felling trees.”

Where Rain Never Falls.

There is perhaps no more curious place
on the Pacific seaboard than Iquique.

These number
about 14,000, nearly all connected with
the staple industry of the port, due to
the development of the nitrate industry
on the adjacent pampas.

The weakest
features were »%»aln Sugar and Distillers,
tho latter touching the lowest figure on
record for the stock. Rumors that the
court swould have to be appealed to were
kept in circulation, and it was alsd assert-
ed that the Whisky insiders had sold out.
As regards Sugar, the cry has been that
the speculative pool want lower pricesk and
that the mma}mmmt itself is looking fop-
ward with anxiety to the meeting of Con-
gress and the outcry against trusts.
